available in Dublin, and it is argued that |
at a comparatively small expense they
ihght be converted  into workmen’s
dwellings. . ;

Throughout' Ireland similar buildings
are falling under control of the new Irish
government, and some may, be needed
for the new Irish army, although nothing
has yet been decided in regard to the size
of that body. It is taken for granted
that it will be established permanently
and green uniforms are being manufac-
tured in Dublin on a large scale, -

It is noteworthy that the evacuation
has occurred everywhere without mani-
festation whatever from the peopie;

James Bryce knew and loved Great:
Britain and the United States, nothing
would ‘be more difficult than to start a
war. His five years of official residence !
at Washington crowned his lahors for
a closer approach, a spiritual entente be-
tween the land of his birth and the land
of his exploration. No greater force
for Anglo-American harmony could be
imagined With Bryce there could be
neither patronizing nor obséquiousness;
there could be no sacrifice of the inter-
ests he had in his keeping, but-any threat
of a clash melted away in the sun of lis
geniality, his humor, his common sense, '
and his abiding friendliness He showed
the citizens of all countries how easy
and how wise it is for one to be a sturdy
patriot of his own land and at the same
time a friend of all lands Nationalism
and internationalism found no cause for
quarrelling in the mind or the life of
James Bryce.

His Great Career.

To Americans Viscount Bryce was
known as James Bryce, He was born
at Belfast, Ireland, on May 10, 1838.
His father, James Bryce, was a Scotch-
man; his mother was an Ulster woman.
His father being an LL. D. of Glasgow,
it was natural that the son should should
receive his early education first at the
high school and then at the University
of Glasgow. He showed a vigorous un-
derstanding, gained a scholarship at
Trinity College, Oxford, taking his
bachelor’s degree in 1862, and being elect-
ed a Fellow of Oriel

His literary life opened in 1864, when
he published a prize essay on “The Holy
Roman Empire.” The book was well re-
ceived, and later was translated into
German and Italian, The success- of
this effort led many of the young schol-
R’s associates to believe that history
womld be his ultimate aim, but this was
not-the case. In fact, his design was
to, make himself proficient in the study
of the law, and to this end he work-
ed both at Oxford and at Lincoln’s Inn,
in London., At the unusually early age
of thirty-two his ambition was reward-
ed by a chair in his own university—
that of civil law.

He became an active member of the
Alpine Club. In 1871 he climbed the:
Schreckhorn, as in 1867 he had scaled !
the 'Maladetta. One year he visited!
Spain; on another occasion he ran
through Transylvania and Poland; in
1878 he published in the Cornhill Mag-
azine his “Impressions of Iceland,” an
article which attracted considerable at-
tention. Perhaps the most interesting
of his traveling experiences was his tour
in western Asia, in 1276.

Climbed Mount Ararat Alone.

It became almost an article of faith
with the - Armenian Church that the
snowy crest of Mount Ararat was inac-
cessible. Mr. Bryce set out to conquer
the. peak on September 11, 1876, under
the escort of six Cossack troopers, and
beneath such tropic heat as he had never
before endured. One by one his Slav-
onic attendants, as well as his Kurdish
giitdes, forsook him, and at a height of
18,600 feet, ‘Mr. Bryce found himself
ascending alone. He accomplished the
ascent, of which he gave a picturesque
account.

Although Mr. Bryce had turned aside
from historical research to law, he soor
made his nolitical ambition evident, for

In 1886 Gladstone appointed him Un- |
der Secretary for Foreign Affairs, a h'i—}
bute to his grasp of world politics and |
especially of Eastern questions; but in:

public attention, and his brilliant advo-;
cacy of Gladstone’s policy won him a;
foremost place among debaters. When !
the Liberals went into opposition history
reclaimed him for a time and he pro-!
duced his great work on “The American |
Commonwealth” But in 1892 he was'
again ready for service, and, entering
the Cabinet as Chancellor of the Duchy |
of Lancaster, took an active part in the |
framing of the second Home Rule bill,!
a task for which his great legal attain-|
ments admirably fitted him. Two years
later he was appointed president of the |
Board of Trade.

His Work on America,

Americans watched Mr. Bryce’s career
with deep interest, for he had already
written what many critics called the
greatest book on this republic. “The
American commonwealth” represented
years of study and’research. Always:
convinced that traveling was an indis-|
pensible part of education, Mr. Bryce
had visited the United States in 1870. |
For seventeen years he had read widely |
on the subject of American government
and institutions, and his visit gave him
opportunity to study Americans at close
range. He went everywhere to satisfy
his thirst for knowledge. He talked
with scholars and workingmen. observ-|
ed the election system, studied the
schoels, and poerhouses, in order to lay
a strong foundation for the work he had |
Aparently nothing escaped
him.

The American Commonwealth was ac-
cepted, on both sides of the Atlantic as
an authoritative work, and was prompt-
ly adopted as a, textbook by American
universities. It brought the United
States into focus and represented its
framework and constitutional machinery
the methods by which it was worked
the forces which directed its course.

When the Liberal Ministry went into
eclipse Mr. Bryce sat on the Opposi-
tion benches as a member from Aber-
deen, having severed connection with his
London constituency of Tower Hamlets
in 1885.

After Lord Salisbury died and was
succeeded by Arthur J. Balfour,- Mr.
Bryce had the satisfaction of watching
the Conservatives change front with re-
gard to their Irish policy. Mr. Bryce
was a consistent supporter of the Glad-
stone policy, even when it was cast into
the shade.

Jt was not surprising, therefore, when
the Liberals returned to power, under the
leadership of Campbell-Bannerman, in
the latter part of 1905, that Mr: Bryce
was appointed Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, to complete the task of making
terms with the people whose cause he
had long advocated.

He' governed Ireland without recourse
to exceptional coercive legislation. All
proclamations in which the Coercion Act
was being administered were withdrawn,
and the old system of jury-packing was
stopped. His work as Chief Secretary
spelled progress, but he was permitted
to retain his post only thirteen months.
He was slated for a new field for Ameri-
ca. The intimate social and personal
relations that existed between President
Roosevelt and Baron Spect von Stern-
burg, the German Ambassador, and Ji
J. Jusserand, the French Ambassador,
did not go unnoted in the British For-
eign Office. It was considered the ‘part
of wisdom and diplomatic expediency
to send out here as British Ambassador
some man who knew the American peo-
ple and who was known by the Ameri-
can people. The choice fell apon James
Bryce, although he had not had any
previous diplomatic experience. The
choice proved to be a happy one.

Columbia students heard him letture
more than once; at Harvard he deliv-
ered the Godkin lectures on the essen-
tials of free government; at Yale the
Dodge course on citizenship. In his
speeches Mr. ' Bryce never failed to
strengthen the bond of friendship ex-
isting between the United States and
Great Britain. He always argued that
the two peoples of a common origin,
as their
civilization advanced.

In November, 1912, Ambassador Bryce
sent his resignation to the Foreign Of-
fice. He returned to England after a
few months, and was made a Viscount
on January 1, 1914. This surprised
many who always believed he would re-
main a commoner, inasmuch as he had
refused a peerage more than once before.

Viscount Bryce made his last visit to
this country last fall, delievering a series
of lectures to the Institute of Politics
at Williams College on the status of in-
ternational politics since the war, in
which he attacked the Paris Peace
Treaty. He also lectured at Princeton
and elsewhere during his visity, His lat-
est work was published last  April. It
it called “Modern Democracies,” and is a
comparative study of the United States
and Canada, France and Switzerland, and

Australia and New Zealand.

Nor did he hold the,
governments blameless in the matter,
for he said it was also amazing how
little they do to enlighten the people, and
what ingenuity is sometimes displayed
to prevent the people from becoming
enlightened. y

“There is mo single town that does
not need something,” said Dr. Brittain.
«@Phere-is no town that cannot be im-
proved, no matter how perfect it may
be; and the only way to improve it'is to
educate the people—make them realize
that it is part of their own business.”

This is sound doctrine, and worthy of
acceptance everywhere. The people get .
as good or as bad government as they
choose for themselves, and if they do |
not wanifest a close and continuous
personal interest in what is distinctly -
their own business there are always
those who know it and are quick to take
advantage for personal gain.

THE MORAL ASPECT

Do we want our boys and young men
to be honest?

That is the question involved in the |
present controversy over u}mteur sport
in these provinces. That is the ques-
tion every man interested in sport must
consider, and if he has boys of his own |
jt has a very personal application.

We may as well call a spade a spade. |
The young man who holds an amateur |
card and accepts money as a player on n!
team is not honest either with himself
or the public. Nor is the money he
accepts the only glirty money in the
case. Why is he paid? Perhaps in
some cases because the friends of his
team want the glory of winning; but
more often because promoters want big
box office receipts and gamblers want a
chance to clean up. These people do
not consider for a moment the effect
upon the youth who is asked and con-
sents to do that which if it were known
would forfeit his right to appear as an
amateur. :

Does someone assert that everybody
is doing it? The more shame, then, for
all concerned. Unfortunately it is too
true that in the maritime province towns
today the conditions are very bad, and
they will be worse if the clubs affiliated
with the A. A. U. of C. do not stand
solidly behind President Covey in his
determination to have the line sharply
drawn between amateur and profes-
sional. It is no disgrace to be a pro-
fessional, but it is dishonest to be a
professional and pose as an amateur.
Does any father want his boy to be
dishonest? This controversy is much
more than a squabble between a few
~persons interested in hockey or baseball.
It relates to the moral character of those
who are to be the men of the future.
Let it be made plain to every boy that
his personal honor is involved in his
play as well as in other relations of life,
end if the time comes when he grows
older that he deems it proper to become
e professional, and pursue a sport for
profit, it should be done openly, so that
he would retain the respect of his fel-
dows.

There has been a wonderful revival
of interest in sport in these provinces
jn the last two years.

To gratify the bleachers? Let us hope
mot. Let us hope it is prémpted by a
desire to play the game for the game’s
sake, and to get as many into the game
as possible, so that our young people
may grow up physically fit and more
elert and quick to detect an unfair move
in any department of life because of the
training received om the athletic field |
If you tell a youth that he must be
honest everywhere else, but may be dis-
honest in his play, you are opening a
door that may prove very hard to close.
Lovers of clean amateur sport in the
maritime provinces should not leave Mr.

RELIEF FROM THE WEST.

(Toronto Globe.)

Referring to the talk of secession in
the prairie west, the Vancouver Sun says
that relief must be sought through better
connection with British Columbia.

“Open the Pacific Gateway of Com-
merce; cut out the iniquitous Mounfain
Scale, which is really an invisible tariff,
preventing the western f{arwmer from get-
ting full value and quick returns. for his
produce by shipping to a Paalfic vort.
Doing this, and doing It now-—providing
equal charges for equal service in respect
of all freight traffic—wul remove nearly
all the troubles in Alberta and a great
deal of the Saskatchewan difficulty.

“Prosperity on the prairies will only
come when the gates of commerce have
been opened, and the most important
gate of commerce is the Pacific Gate-
way.”

Naturally and legitimately, the Sun is
booming its own province, but it claims
also that what is good for British Co-
lumbis is good for the prairies. We in
the east should be glad to see any hope
for improvement of western conditions.
Hitherto the prairie farmer has been
looking south and east for markets. The
Sun invites. him to look west, and asks
that the railway rates shall be adjusted
so as to increase that trade.

British Columbia is important in two
ways. It is a gateway to the Pacific,
with abundant port accommodation. It
has also the size and resources which in
time will make it a great market for the
products of the prairies. Its area is
855,855 square miles; it is rich in min-
erals, fisheries, fruit and forest land. It
has a population of less than half a
million; it might have ten times as much
and still be sparsely peopled.

The situation of the prairies is worth
studying. It is one of the granaries of
. the world, and its chief problem is how
to get the surplus grain to market. On
every side there is difficulty; to the south
the new American tariff; to the east a
long and expensive railway haul; to the
west a great mountain range. Its pros-
perity in the ultimate future is assured,
for the production of too much food for
a hungry world cannot be a permanent
disadvantage; but the difficulties loom-
ing up at present are formidable, and
the broadest statesmanship will be re-|
quired to assure a prosperity which is|
essential to the welfare of Canada as a
whole. \

The Cannes Conieunce.

All our prominent
ministers have gone careering off to the
Riviera for the grand assembly, and if
circumstances demand it, Lloyd George
will have no difficulty in convening very
nearly a full cabinet at his delightful
villa amidst the palm trees. The cynics
are suggesting that the cabipet has
rather welcomed this opportunity of a
f,holiday jaunt under the blue skies of the
| Meditterranean. Rumor has it that the
present cabinet is less conventional than
any that has met'under the roof of any
prime minister at 10 Downing street. It
is sometimes called the “Cabinet of
Chums,” and certainly appears to do its
business very much after the manner of
a family circle. There is very little sug-
gestion of those 'solemn deliberations
which we associate with confabulations
of ministers heavily burdened with the
cares of state., Nearly everyone smokes
at every cabinet meeting. There are
much brilliant sparring and good-
humored banter, and in spite of, or pos-
sibly because of all this, an amazing
amount of business is invariably de-
spatched. Sir Robert Horne, who was
one of the last to go off to Cannes this
week, is easily one of the liveliest spirits
of those cabinet meetings. He seems to
possess an inexhaustible fund of good
stories, which he insists on telling in sea-
son and out of season. Incidentally he
brings to bear on cabinet deliberations a
fecundity of sound common-sence. He
expects to have a big fight with his col-
leagues over the Geddes report. If he
wins, every income tax payer in the
country will have occasion to rejoice
when the chancellor of the exchequer
makes his budget statement to the House
of Commons in the early spring.

Nothing will persuade the politicsl
gossips that the New Year Honors List,
which is quite an exceptionally long one
this time, is not the conclusive proof of
an impending general election.

SIR E. SHACKLETON
DEAD IN ANTARGTIC

- Sir Ernest Shackleton, the British ex-
plorer, died on board his steamer “The
Quest,” on which he was making an-
other expedition into the Antarctic re-
gion, according to word received from
Montevideo, Uruguay. Death was due
from angina pertoris. Professor Gru-
vel and other members of the explorer’s
party will continue the expedition.

Sir Ernest Henry Shackleton, C.V.O,
M.V.Q, F.R.GS, F.R.AS, R.GS, was
born at Kilkee, Scotland, on February
wwa,_15, 1874, the eldest son of Henry Shack-
feton, M.D. He was educated at Dul-
wich College. Soon after leaving col-
lege he went to sea in the mercantile
service, later becoming licutenant in the
Royal navy. From 1903 to 1906 he was
secretary and treasurer of the royal
Scottish Geographical Bociety. In 1906
he took part in a political campaign as
Unionist candidate for parliament from
Dundee. He was unsuccessful. .

Sir Ernest Shackleton was a third
lieutenant in the British *National An-
tarctic expedition in 1901, and in 1907-
1909 commanded an expedition which
got to within ninety-seven iiles of the
South Pole. He made his third quest of
the pole in 1914. The expedition in
which he was engaged when he died was
to have covered 30,000 miles of unchart-
ed sections of the South Atlantic, the
Pacific and the Antarctic seas.

Sailed Last September.

On board the “Quest,” 4 little 200 ton
ship, Sir Ernest set sail from England
last September on what was to have been
a two-year voyage. Large crowds visit-
.ed the docks in ILondon to wish the
party a successful voyage. The voyage
had as its objective not only geographic
research but the exploration of a petri-
fied  forest and the -location of.a “lost”
Sa®land—Tuanaki—the adjacent waters of
which had not been sailed for more
than nincty years. In addition sound-

land, in an effort to determine the truth

Sir Ernest for his distinguished ser-
vices was made a knight in 1909.

Other Honors Conferred.

Among the other honors bestowed
upon him was that of a younger brother
of 'Irinity House, honorary life mewm-
berghip on the boards of the Melbourne,
Mijdlesex, Poplar and Evelina hospitals.
He was-a spécial gold medaljst and sil-
ver medalist of the Royal Geographical
Society. He also was awarded the king’s
polar medal with two bars and gold
medals by the geographical societies of
Scotland, Dcnmark, Belgium, France,
Antwerp, Italy, United States, City of
Paris and Russia. He was commander
of the orders of Dannebrog of Denmark,
Pole Star of Sweden, St. Olaf of Nor-
way. He was an officer of the Legion
of Honor of France, of the Royal Crown
of Prussia, of the Crown of Italy and of
St. Anne of Russia.

PASTORAL LETTER
ON DEATH OF POPE

The pastoral letter of Rt. Rev. E. A.
' LeBlanc, bishop of the diocese of St
John, on the death of His Holiness Pope

Benedict XV., was read in all the Catho-
lic churches yesterday. .

In the letter His Lordship referred to
the saintly characted and great ability
of the late pontiff who assumed his ex-
alted position at the beginning of the
greatest war with which the, world has
ever been scourged. ]

The letter called attention to the great
efforts made by Pope Benedict to put
an end to the devastating conflict and to
his tender and practical sympathy and
charity for the war-stricken peoples.

One of the last acts of the late pontiff
had been to order a collection taken for
the starving children of Central Europe
and, to carry out this order, next Sun-
day was appointed as the day on which
the collection for the starving children
of Central Furope would be taken in
the church of the St. John diocese.

In the letter Bishop LeBlanc named
a date on which requiem mases should
be celebrated for the repose of the soul
of Pop: Benedict in those churches of
the diocese in which the requiem mass
had not already been celebrated. The
prayers of the faithful for the Qead
pontiff also were requested.

Next Thursday would be observed as
the Feast of the Purification, otherwise
known as Candlemas Day, it was an-
nounced in the Catholic churches of the
city yesterday. The following day, Fri-
day, will be St. Blase’s Day.

FURTHER REDUCTIONS
~ IN CIVIC ESTIMATES

The estimates of the public safety de-
partment for the year 1922 were pre-
sented at a special committee meeting
of the .commen council beld on Saturday
afternoon in the mayor’s .office.
estimates, which are about the same as
last year, were brought down by the
mayor in place of Commissioner Thorn-
ton, who still is confined to his home
through illpess. Others present were:
Commissioners Jones, Frink and Bal-
lock and Beverly Stevens, clerk of the
public safety department, who was pres-
ent to answer inquiries in regard to the
estimates.

The amount asked for this year for
street lighting is $48,080.82, compared
with an appropriation of $42,885.98, and
an expenditure of $40,439.07 in 1921.

The police department this year is
asking for $108,289.05, compared with
appropristion of $108,884.95 last year,
and an expenditure of $112,059.15. The
expenditure was greater than the ap-

fact that $1,866.12 was spent on the
MeAuley murder, $825 for a Ford car
for the detectives, made necessary by
the street railway trouble, and $2,025
returned in fines,

The 1922 estimates for the fire de-
partment amount to $124,128.91, com-
pared with an appropriation last year of
$125,978,]12 and an expenditure of $117,-
226.80. In this year’s estimates prdvi-
sion is made for one extra motor driver
at $120 per month.

Last year the fire department expend-
ed $86,180.44 in salaries and is asking
for $91,770 for this purpose this year.
The council was of the opinion that no
more should be appropriated for salaries
than. was actually expended last year,
after making provision for the extra
driver. The same conditions obtain in
the police department, and it is probable
thdt the estimates for both departments
will be slightly shaded at the committee

ed that the estimates will be finally ap-
proved.

Public Works.

The public works estimates were again
considered and were reduced from $260,~
269.29 to $247,878.39, The total appro-
priation for stable supplies was reduced
from $10,857 to $9,357, the item for feed
being cut $1,000. An item of $5,500 for
a motor truck was struck out, as was
one of $1,080 for a Ford car. An item
of $4500 for a derrick and hoist was
taken out and will be made a bond is-
sue. The total amount cut out was §12,-
030, which, with a proportionate reduc-
tion in the collection gharges brings the]
total down to $247,878.39. Commissi
Frink took objection to having ]z ap-
v

propriations reduced. Last year he had
been voted $1,800 to buy two cars, but
had only bought one. He simply asked
for a re-vote of the money this year. He
said that it was not much use coming
back with a.credit of nearly $7,000 and
then being slammed.

The harbor estimates were approved
for a total of $23,006.49, and the ferry
estimates were passed for $54,294.39, in-
cluding a reduction of $2,187 in wages.
The public works estimates also will be
further teduced by a small cut in wages.

Water and Sewerage.

The water and sewerage estimates |}

were again brought up. The estimated
expenditure this year is $257,258, which
includes $149,255 for interest charges, an
increase in this item of $30,958 over last
year. The estimated receipts are placed
at $287,000 under the presenit rates, made
up of $165,000 from assessment and $72,-
‘000 from agreements, meters and steam-
ers. Mr. Jones suggested that the rev-
enue might be increased by charging five
cents additional on each $100 of real
estate, and $1 additional on baths. This
would bring in $16,000 and $4,000 addi-
tional revenue respectively. Mr. Jones
spoke ‘strongly against sewerage main-
tens' - and fire hydrants being a charge
on wa'er revenue. This matter was stood
‘over until this morning.

She Rushss to Aid—Hears
Deadened Shots.

New York, Jan, 80—Thrée Sharp raps
occurring almost simultaneously start-
led Mrs. Rose Green of 286 East Tenth
street just after she had put ‘her two
children to bed in the living apartment
in the ' rear of the wholesale tabocco
lt'in'e where her-husband ‘wés at work.
- She had heard her husband, Max,
opening boxes in the store, which faces
the street, but noises. which attracted
her attention were whiplike cracks of a

character which she never heard before.
She ran into the store.

Her husband, bleeding from the left
shoulder, abdomen and right side, was
grappling with a man, who was strik-
ing him with a revolver with a long
shiny barrel. Two other men with re-
volvers were running out of the store.
As the police made it out afterward,
the three men had silencers on their
revolvers.

Wife Struck Down by Robber. -

Max slipped to the floor under the re-
volver blows just as his wife caught the
arms of his assailiant. The hold-up man
freed himself. One stroke over the head
with the weapon and Mrs. Green fell
beside her husband.

Before she fell, however, her screams
aroused the neighborhood and passers-
by and policemen were in the place a
few minutes after the hold-up men were
out of it.

Apparently the three armed men had
entered the place together in the guise
of customers and covered Green at the
same time with their revolvers. A false
move from .him apparently drew three
bullets at almost exactly the same In-
stant. As they ran out all three car-
ried smoking revolvers, according to the
story told by Mrs. Green after she had
recovered consciousness, . One bullet
went through the lungs, cutting off any
attempt Green might have made to
scream.

Mrs. Green was treated at the store
for her injuries which were slight. Her
husband was taken to Bellevue, where
he probably will die.

The rohbers left without getting a
cent. .

As neighbors and passers-by were en-
tering the place, two scared children in
their nightclothes ran into the store.
They were Abraham, 7, and Anbie, 5,
the two children of the wounded man.
The shots and scuffle and the failure of
their mother to answer their cries
brought them running to find their
parents.

Mrs. Green was able to give a good
description of the man with whom she
had fought and a partial description
of the othey two. Several hold-ups have
been reported in the same neighborhood.
A crowd of detectives were sent out to
look for the three gunmen with revolv-
ers and possibly with silencers.

HOW CARDINALS
ELECT THE POPE

(Toronto Mail and Empire)

For more than five hundred years no-
body but a Cardinal has been chosen
Pope, but legally there is nothing to pre-
vent the choice of any maleChristian
who has reached the age of reasonm, al-
though a heretic, a schismatic or “a
notorious simonist” are ineligible. The
ceremonies attending the elevation of a
new Pope may be said to begin almost
immediately on the death of the former
Pope. The cardinal camerlingo takes
charge of everything, one of his fisst
duties being th€ rather gruesome one of
striking the forehead of the dead pope
three times with a silver mallet, at the
same time calling him by his baptismal
name. i

Catdinals the Electors.

The obsequies usually last nine days,
but because the late Pope Benedict did|
not wish to be embalmed in his case,
they were hurried. The Cardinals are
immediately notified officially and those )
not in Rome hurry hither for the elec-:
tion., In the days intervening between |
the death of one Pope and the election!
of another the cardinals go about Withi
uncovered heads, just as all have cano-|
pies over their seats at the concalve
to show that the supreme authority is
in the hands of the entire college. Only
cardinals have the right to vote. They
must be present and they must be in
full possession of their mental faculties.
Even if a cardinal were subject to ex-
communication, his right to vote would !
not be challenged if he appeared in
person. In the interim the camerlingo
is assisted by three other cardinals, the
heads of the three cardinalitial orders.
They determine every detail of the ob-
sequies of the Pope and the prepara-
tions for the election of his successor.

Prisoners During Election.

‘When the cardinals enter the Vatican
with their attendants and conclavists
they are not permitted to hold any com-
munication with the outside world. A
cardinal, in case of sickness, may leave'
the conclave and return if a doctor will
swear to the necessity, but a conclavist
—the clerical attendant of a cardinal,
and usually an ecclesiastic—may not. If
he goes he cannot return. The cardin-
als are supposed to enter the conclave
with unfettered minds. In the lifettme
of a Pope they have been forbidden to,
discuss among themselves the matter of
his successor, but the Pope himself may

t

broach the subject if he s¢e fit. There
are no pre-election. pledges or promises.
Checking Up.

The Cardinals, too, make oath that the
candidate for whom they vote is the
one who, according to God,, they think
ought to be elected. A two-thirds ma-
jority is required for an election, and
no cardinal may vote for himself. If the
election is close the presiding official,
who is always the Bishop of Ostia, may
open the ballot of any contending can-
didate to make sure that he is not vot-
ing for himself. There are no formal
nominations. The cardinals write the
name of the candidate on a piece of
| paper, which is placed in the chalice on
\ the altar. When, as is almost invariably
! the case, there is no choice on the first
ballot, the papers are consumed In a
little stove, whose chimney extends
through a window in the Sistine chapel.
By watching the smoke the crowd out-
side can tell how many ballots are
taken.

Names Always Changed.

When a choice is made the cardinal
dean asks the successful candidate if he
will accept the post, and when he says
that he will - he is asked to choose an
official name, The idea of the new Pope
always selecting a new name has come
down from St. Peter. When the election
is over the masters of cermonies take
down the canopies over the seats of the
assembled cardinals, while the new Pope
is conducted to a neighboring room,
where he is clothed in papal garments.
The cardinals advance and pay him their
first obedience. The cardinal camerlin-
go then places upon his finger the Fish-
erman’s ring. There follows the pro-
clamation to the people, after which the
cardinals, as a rule, disperse.

Hospital and nursing arrange-
ments were discussed so as to get a line
on the situation beforehand in case an
epidemic should happen - to develop.

Recognition of Egypt as a
Sovereign State and Agree-
ment for the Establishment/
of an Egyptian Parliament
if These Matters Agreed to

(Canadian Press Cable.)

London, Jan. 30.—The basis on which
the British government would be willing
to terminate the Egyptian protectorate!
recognizing Egypt as a sovereign state
and agree to the establishment of an
Egyptian parliament is announced in a
statement officially circulated last even-
ing by the foreign office.

“The high commissioner in Egypt,”
says the statement, “has been summoned
to England to give full information to|
His Majesty’s government as to the pm-{
ent situation in Egypt and as to the
communications that have been passing
between him and the former Egptian,
minjsters with regard to the future gov-|
ernment of the country.

“There appears to be an impression
Jin some quarters that Great Britain has
abandoned or is about to abandon her
liberal attitude toward Egyptian aspira-
tions, and desires to make use of her
special position in Egypt to maintain a
political and administrative system
there incompatible with the freedom
which she has declared her willingness
to recognize. |

“This is not the case. The policy of

His Majesty’s government, both during

following conditions, which they regard
as vital to the interests both of Egypt
and the empire.

“Fhey must have full and effective
guarantees, first, that the imperial com-
munications to which Egypt is essential
are secured; second, that Great Britain
retain both the right and power to af-
ford that protection to the foreign com-

munities in Egypt which the govern-
ments of these peoples in the existing
. conditions look to her supply, and, third,

that Egypt is safeguarded agu.nst wu

foreign interference or aggression, direct

or indirect. 1

“As soon as an -agréeément satisfying
these conditions has:been drawn up be-
tween the’ Egyptian: governmént and the
British government there will be no hesi-
% tation on the part of the latter in invit-
ing parliamentary sanction to such an

accord.”

The “Adly” mission referred to was
headed by Adly Yeghen Pasha, former
premier of Egypt. After visiting Egypt,

| discussing ' the Egyptian situation with

the British governmernt last December,
Adly returned to Egypt and resigned
the premiership.

Criticism,

London, Jan. 30—The government’s
statement outlining the basis on which
it would be willing to terminate the

i jrotectorate and recognize
Egypt as a sovereign state seemingly
has done nothing to remove the opposi-
tion in guarters where its past propos-
ails nave been condemned. In these cir-
eles the statement is made that the new
offer differs nowise in substance from
the previous ones,

The Daily News terms the offer a
“tepid rachauffe” and calls the declara-
tgon “a monument to the impotent
timidity of a divided cabinet,”

'I"he newspaper expresses strong dis-
satisfaction with the: whole situation.

The . Westminster Gazette thinks the
statement does not in any way support
the suggestion that the government is
about to abandon its so-called policy of
coercion, and declares it impossible that
any Egyption nationalist will accept a
p'l;ﬁostd which Sit‘;:;s fr;;at Britain the
ri o garrison cipal towns .of
Egypt.

FLY TO HAVANA IN
SEVENT . MINUTES
FROM KEY WEST, FLA,

Advices have been received by C. F.
Redden, President ' of the Aeromarine
Airways, Inc., from Havana, Cuba that
a party of important Wall Street finan-
ciers headed by Charles E. Mitchell,
president of the Natiepal City Bank,
Percy G. Rockefeller and E. P. Swenson,
Qhariman of the Board of Directors ar-
rived at Key West recently in a private
car entoute for Havana.

- Owing to the large amount of bag-
gage, officials of the Aeromarine Air-
ways, Inc., sent another eleven-passenger
flying cruiser as a special luggage boat,

hence the entire party and their baggage

arrived in Havana before the steamer had
left its dock at Key West, and thereby
saved one days valuable time.

Notwithstanding the fact that the lat-
ter part of the flight was made in a
driving rain storm, the entire group
stated that they were delighted with the
swift and fascinating flight across the
Gulf, and as the boats have enclosed
cabins and are as luxuriously appointed
as the private car in which they ar-
rived at Key West, they were entirely
protected from the elements.

Best Collateral.

One of .the very best forms of col-
Jateral which the retail merchant can
offer his banker is a stock of nationally
. advertised brands of merchandise, de-
jclared John J. Barreto recently at a
'meeting of the Washington Advertising
Club. . !

“If you were a banker you would lend
$10,000 without question on a $20,000
stock of nationally known goods,” he
said, “when you might refuse such a
loan on.a $30,000 stock of nondescript
goods.
and your store .2 kmown quantity.

“An extensive investigation in which
1 collaborated showed that the actual
cost of advertised goods to the merchant
is less ‘than that of non-advertised
goods, because of the more fluid charac-
ter of the former.”
| Barreto related some of his experi-
ences as a traveling salesman before he
entered the advertising field.

“The most valuable lessons I have
found anywhere as.regards advertis-
ing,” he said, “I got from first-hand
contact with retail merchants, because
the merchant is fami'iar with the mental
process of the purchaser.”

Has Novel Measure
For Clerk Value.

What determines the value of the in-
dividual salesperson to the store? Is
merely the amount of sales made by that
individial? /

Decidedly it is not, in the opinion of
Miss Gertrude Joseph, the educational
director of Hamburger’s, in Los Angeles,
Calif., for it is quite possible for the un-
desirable but clever salesgirl to hold an
unenviable record of personal sales even
while she is sowing the seeds of ill will
among customers, running down the
“tope” of the store, and killing sales
possibilities for her co-workers.

In consequence, the Hamburger store
evolved a scale or measure that takes al
factors into consideration in judging the
fitness of the individual clerk, a method
which gives credit for each gooq char-
" acteristic.

The clerks are put on a percentage rat-
ing monthly,'in which the maximum ef-
ficiency is figured in the following ratio:

Efficiency record, valued at 10 per
cent; sales report, valied at 25 per cent;
floor manager’s report, valued at 25 per
cent; shopper’s report, valued at 40 per
cent.

“Jt was comparatively easy to reduce
the efficiency record and sales report to
terms of percentage,” said Miss Joseph.

“We realized, however, that the floor
manager has some valuable information
about each of his people, information

that must be considered in making a'

just report of the salesperson’s value.
But how to get that information unbiased
by any personal prejudice on the part of
the floor manager was the problem that
confronted us. We accordingly worked
out a “Floor Manager’s Weekly Report,”
in which the salespeople are accurately
graded on:

| $448 for lighting, $3,600 for police, and

A letter was received from the Civic
Service Employes’ Union, advising the
council that' the new scale submitted to
them by the council had-been passed .and
accepted by the union. This provu%ed
for a cut amounting to about twenty-five
cents a day in wages and the abolition
of overtime. \

Commissioner Frink reported that this
would reduce the pay of the permanent
men of his department, numbering thirty,
by $2,441.40, the average pay being
$3.85 a day. From this saving would
have to be deducted, however, $1,386
paid to substitutes while the permanent
men were on the holidays of two weeks
each.

Safety Department Estimates.

Resuming discussion of the safety de-
partment estimates, it was reported that
the lighting account had been reduced
by $448, bringing the total down to $42,-

| 568.60.

l Reduction in wages in the police de-
partment reduced the estimate by $3,-
780, and, with the addition of $3,040.65
for collection, made the total $104,395.65.

In the fire department the reduction in
wages amounted to $2,940 and the cost
of collection $5,327.20, making the gross
estimate $121,100.70. These three were
\all passed by the meeting.

Ema. gency Fund,

On motion of Commissioner Bullock, it

was decided to raise by special loan an |

emergency fund of $35,000 to provide for
unemployment, all work under the fund
to be passed upon by the council.

Asvote of $10,000 towards the payment
of a city survey was passed. The total
estimated cost was $25,000; last year
$10,000 was voted, but only $8,500 col-
lected, while the expenditure on this ac-
count was $14,774.

School Board Estimates,

The estimate of the ~chool board for
1922 was presented. it amounted to
$433,378.17, which was $9,141.22 less than
the amount asked last year. The full
amount asked, however, was not granted
last year, the vote being $426,174.39 plus
$12,785.22 for collecting, making = the
total vote $4388,959.61. The collection
costs this year will be $18,001.834, bring-
ing the total for 1922 to $446,379.51, or
nearly $7,500 more than last year. The
chamberlain explained that the board
was authorized to ask for $450,000 this
year. He said there was a shortage in
collections of the school assessment of
$19,000, but the whole of the amount
voted had been paid to the board.

An amount of $1,750 for loss on sale
debentures was ordered placed in the
estimates.
