‘At the
time of her .death she was wearing a
trepe de chine waist, black and white
theck sport skirt, white silk hose, and
white tennis_shoes.

Mr. De Cordova is a member of a
family well known in Wall street, and
is a member of the. firm of Cyril De
Cordova & Co., bankers and brokers, at
25 Broad street. :

Since their marriage, Mr. and Mrs.
De Cordova have been known as people
who 'lived well, but quietly, and with-
out any social pretentions.

For the last nine years they have lived
at thé Admanston Apartments, 251 West
89th street, and for three years have
passed their summers at the Hotel Gris-
wold, near N;.w London.

“It Is Impossible.”
Bernard Geissler, for five years em-

dovas, lived with his wife.at 201 West
84th street. Mrs. Geissler, who col-
lapsed after receiving news of the trag-
edy, said: “It.is impossible that my hus-
band could have killed Mrs. De Cordova
and Limself.

Board, who is directing the flight, said
that instéad the sseaplanes will be given
shert practice flights today in prepara-
tion for a start early tomorrow mornmg.
In an endeavor to reach Lake St. John
hefore nightfall, Col. Leckie said that he
would order the start at dawn tomorrow
if wehther: conditions - permitted. This
would mean that they would be over
Woodstock - before seven o’clock, in am-
ple time to re-fuel and continue the trip
to Robervale. i !

The route mapped out is as follows:

. Halifax to Windsor, to Cape Split, to
St. Martins, N. B., to the St. John River,
to -Woodstock. Fuel bas been provided
at Fredericton as well as at Woodstock,
and if necessary a stop will be-made at
the former town. From Woodstock, if
all .goes well ,the route will be to Tem-
iscouata, to’ the St. Lawrence at Fraser-
ville, to the Saguenay, across the river
to Lake St. John. © .

WHY THIS DELAY? ;

Does St. John need‘t'o'give away its
harbor?

Is the situation so hopeless that we
must accept anything offered and be
thankful ?

Perhaps a review of the facts of the
case will suggest an answer to these
questions. o

Last year the harbor revenue was
$158,872.78, and the receipts from fish-
ervies $11,044.10. The expenditures
amounted to $155,058.89. Thus, includ-
ing the receipts from fisheries there was
a snug surplus. No sign here of coming
bankruptcy. This year ! the fisheries
yielded no less than $18,570.65,' and’ the
harbor revenue is bouyant. :

“But,” argues the pessimist, “the
wharves will need renewing, and we can-
not afford it. Stppose.one of the west
side wharves slid into the harbor?”

Well, suppose it:did.~ There is an
agreement, duly signed, by which the
federal government is pledged to pro-
vide needed facilities on the west side.
There is ‘also an agreement (of June,
1893) with the C. P. R. which ought
to be of some value. If these two agree-
ments were carried out, the west side
would not be short of terminals. /If they
are not carried out, but disregarded, why
'trust any other form of agreement and
at the samne time lose all control of the
situation? So far as the east side is
concerned, the government must provide
'terminal facilities for its own railway
and steamship lines. Why, then, talk
any longer about a harbor commission
the citizens never asked for and do not
want? i

It is not due to any action in relation
to St. John by the government at Ottawa
that increased facilities are needed here.
The growth of the west and of Cana-
da’s trade has brought the business to
this national port, and will bring it in
ever increasing volume, We have waited
for fifty years for this development, and
proved our faith by‘farge expenditures
on the harbor. Why throw up thg
sponge and give away the harbor Just
when our hopes are being realized?

Why consult the C. P. R. in regard to
harbor commission? Will that corpora-
tion be anxious to get into a controversy
between St. John and the authorities at
Ottawa? All the C. P. R. wants or
could reasqnably desire is prompt des-
patch of: its business, and harbor com-
mission is not essential to produce that
result. .

Premier Meighen when in St. John as-
serted that Canada could: mever be in-
dependent until she could -conduct her
own business through her own channels.
What does that mean? Simply that
Canada will not be independent until her
Atlantic winter trade is handled at the
ports of St. John and Halifax. Mr.

Mrs. Edith Rogers, the .only woman
elected a member of the Manitoba legis-
lature, was born at Norway House,
where her father was an officer of the
Hudson Bay Company. Her home is in
Winnipeg. - She says her interest in gov-
ernment is chiefly in relation to social
welfare measures. A Winnipeg despatch
says of her:—“Mrs. Rogers based her
appeal to the electors upon her record
of social welfare work in connection
with soldiers’ dependents. Before the
war, Mrs. Rogers was one of Winnipeg’s
society leaders, and although always in-
terested in philanthropy her efforts were
mainly directed to membership in se;((-‘;
eral of the women’s societies. With the
outbreak of the war she became secre-
tary of the Central Council of the Bat-
talion auxiliaries. This work_developed
in conjunction with the administration
of the Patriotic Fund, and five years
ago Mrs. Rogers opefied an office in the
Board of Trade Building, which office
is still doing business. She has wel-
comed soldiers’ brides and families,
found them accommodation, looked after
them in sickness, advised and befriended
them in' every way possible.”

DEFENDING AMHERSTBURG .

The middle of July, 1812, saw the-
British engaged in a hercic attempt to
save Amherstburg from capture by the
invading force of Americans under Gen-
eral Hull. . War was #u progress between
the United States and Britain.

The garrison at Amherstburg consist-
ed of about 600 men in all; Hull had a

{ foree of about 2,000 men under his com-

mand: He was establishéd at Sandwich,
about sixteen miles away. Three miles
north of Amherstburg was a sluggish
stream—the River aux Canards. It was
crossed by a plank bridge that must be
passed on the way to the town. A small
detachment had been posted in such a
way that they commanded the cross-
ing. On July 15 Hull sent Colonel Cass
to take the bridge; he mgle three separ-
ate attempts to'gain possession of the
strategic place, but each time he was re-
pulsed with losses. In the first case Ins
dians, whom he had sent ahead. were
driven back, I€aving one dead man on
the field. He was promptly scalped by
the braves under the British flag. Four
days later the Americans made another
unsuccessful attempt to gain .the cross-
ing.’ On thé¢ 24th a strong force ad-
vanced to the attack again. Then an
attempt was made higher up the stream,
but some Indians who were on guard
scared the enemy -so badly with their
terrific war cries that the Americans
fled from the acene.

Hull called a conference and decided

{to move heavy guns up against Am-

herstburg, but that was never done, for
he found that his safety was threattened
by other British forces that had been

Born at Quincy, Mass., he came of a
long line of seafaring men and inherited
a love for the sea.

did not know where Mosul (Turkey)
was located when he ceded it to Great
Britain.

“These professors of geography who
are criticizing me,” replied the former
premier, “would be greatly embarrassed
if some one should ask them the loca-
tion of a town of that size in their own
circumscriptions.”

M. Clemenceau was engaged in -the
task of putting the finishing touches on
the first draft of a novel dealing with
Egyptian life, said he was through with
politics forever. “My task is finished, I
have done my work,” he told the corre-
spondent.

The statesman, now entering his 80th
year, looked hale and vigorous and in
better health than he has been since Lhe
attempt upon his life by Emile Cottin.

Speaker — An Earnest Ap-
peal t==Tlesponse to Call
for Members of League.

A clever speaker, showing a vast and
intimate knowledge of a subject of prime
interest in all parts of the civilised world
today, Miss g:therlne‘ Hughes in' the
Opera House last evenm{l made a last-
ing impresgion in an able address on
“The Truth About Ireland” The house
was crowded with kneely interested lis-
teners and -her remarks were -received
with hearty appreciation and warm
plause h{ a large majority of those pres-
ept. Miss Hughes is a Canadian wha
hes made quite ap enviable name for
herself as a writer and who has studied
the Irish question where she sayy it
should be studied—in Ireland amongst
the poor and the rich, the Unianist, Na-
tionalist, Orangeman and Sinn Felner.
During the war she gave her services as
one of the staff at Alberta House in
Londan, deing all in her power to help
Canadian and other British soldiers over-
seas. °

In opening her address Miss Hughes
refe to the start of dominion gov-
emment in yCanada, “telling how (Lord
Durham had returned to England in sup-
port of it, had b? turnéd down by the
authorities there who did not desire that
Canada should have the measure of gov-
ernment she now enjoys, but who even-

tually came to realize, that she must

have it and therefore acceded. This form
of government (dominion home - -1e) had
later been taken up and adopted in other
empire colonies. nder‘its banner, with
libepty and justice as their watchword,
our Canadian boys had gene to Fx:atce
and Flanders and made heavy sacrifices
in the name of freedom and with the
loftiest ideals for which any treops could
fight. Much was then said about the
protection of little nations and their
right of self-determination. This cry

it came fo the peace settlement it had

small nations were concerned.

Failure - to fulfil the promises ma_de
had been responsible, the speaker gaid,
for the falling through of the League of
Nations in so far as world-wide sup-
port was coneerned. In Franee, in.Italy,
and in the United States the question of
peace among the peoples of Ireland iwas
causing a doubt to arise as to the sin-
cerity of England in her dealfngs with
the smaller nations, while in England
some of her most prominent men were
coming out more boldly every day with
denunciation of the government pelicy

her little neighber. Chesterton, Jerome,
Lynd and a dozen and more others of
prominence and international fame, Miss
Hughes mentioned as among those in
England who were calling upon the gov-
ernment to recognize Irish rights, while
from the United States and from Aus-
tralia (where she said 75,000 of Irish
blood had enlisted in the war) had come
mighty intercessions in behalf of that
cause.

Miss Hughes quoted from different
English year-books and other ofﬁe?al au-
thorities. showing how the papulation of
Ireland had dwindled because of what
she stated upon similar authorities was
the “crippling of Irish industries” by
English interests, gradually foreing the
people to migrate to Ameriea or the col-
onies in the hope of bettering their con-
dition. But the old order.was changing,
Now the young men were staying at
home and seeking redress for their cen-
turies .old wrongs. Protestant and Cath-
olic were sinking the religious differ-
enees among them, which religious dif-
ferences hag been largely fostered by
English politicians with the\ideg of giv-
ing an unpleasant and wrongful impres-
sion throughout the world. Nationalist
and Unionist and Sinn Feiner and Labor-
ite were getting together, asking for the
same right as other subjects of the Brit-
ish Empire enjoyed—the right to gavern
themselves in a coéuntry which was their
own. In the recent elections enly a

country marked red as showing the re-
markably slight minority which stood
out against almost the whole country,
marked green on an English map printed
in a London newspaper, Counties which
pever before had been considered any-
thing but loyal Orange had gone over to
the side of the new movement for self-
determination. How long, she asked,
wauld peaple In Canada stand for the
ignoring of their rights if one small cor-
ner of the eountry opposed the wishes of
such a majority? How long would Cana-
dien liberty-loving people endure oppres-
sion ahd mis-rule from any country, even
England?

In closing her address, Miss Hughes
made an earnest apqul for Canadians to
stand with their fellows of Australia,
to join with France, United States and
many powerful voices in England in ac-
tive sympathy with the Irish cause.
