German Chancellor Fears Up-
heaval or Destruction

Speaks of Madness and Crime in
the Rubr Region—Praise and
Criticism of Councils Combined

London, Feb.-22—*“The young G¢rman
republic will in a very short time be
faced by a severe upheaval if not a
breakdown,” said Philip Scheidmann,
German chancellor, in addressing the Na-
tional Assembly at Weimar yesterday,
according to a German wireless despatch
received here.

“The state and the nation,” he said,
“are menaced as to food supplies «¢nd the
conduct of industries, not only by our
enemies, but our compatriots, who are
now’ threatening our most important in-
dustries in the Rhine-land and .West-
phalian regions.

“The ground upon which we are stand-
ing shakes, and perhaps will sink if we
are unsuccessful in ending this madness
and crime in the Ruhr region.”

The chancellor is quoted as.saying that
“notwithstanding all the good the sold-
jers’ and workmen’s councils sccom-
plished during the first weeks of the re-
volution, I have often Dblushed with
shame at their violation of the liberty of
the press.” ;

| Much interest has been aroused in the
Education Act which became a law re-
cently in Great Britain. It provides
compulsory education for children be-
tween the ages of five and fourteen years
except that children under six may be
exempted from attending school or
studying reading, writing and arithmetic.

T'here are special clauses relating to the

school attendance of children employed
in specified occupations. Young persons

under eighteen years may not be com-
pelled by their parents to attend element-
ary schools but must attend continua-
tion schools for 820 hours each year. This
_rule is inactive until seven years after
the passage of the Act. Inp the meantime

the required dttendance is to be 280

hours each year. Any one who has satis-

factorily completed a course of training
| for or is'engaged in sea service is not re-
‘quired to take the continuation course.

Any one of the specified cge who has
{ marticulated for a university course or

has had full time instruction up to the

age of sixteen years is excused from the
| continuation work.

i  Whenever a young person is required
' to take the continuation work the local
, education board may require him to
leave his employment on any school day
not only during the class period but for
, several hours in addition in order to be-
| come physically and mentally fit for
i study. Sundays, holidays and the hours
 between 7 p. m. and 8 a. m. are not to
i be used for continuation work unless the
| persons are employed at night. No one
ish:‘.ll be required to attend continuation
school against his will and one month’s
’ notice in writing to his employer and the
i educational board “is al Ithat is neces-
sary,
| Children under twelve may not be em-
ployed. Children of that age or over may
not be employed on Sunday for more
' than two hours or on any school day be-
fore. the close of school nor on any day
before six in the morning nor after eight
at night. There are several provisions
for exceptions to this rule to be arranged
| by the local educational board and par-
ents. Boys under fourteen and girls un-
der sixteen may not be exhibited for
profit ifi entertaining or offering things
! for sale between eight at night and six
in the morning. No child under twelve
may engage in this work. Children
| twelve or over may be licensed to take
‘part in public entertainments. No chil-
dren may be employed in factories, work-
| shops, mines or quarries. Any ch.ld who
is engaged in the occupation that injures
his health or interferes with his receiving
| full benefit from his education even
. though all legal points are observel may
be removed from that oceupation.

By the act of 1910 it was possible for
boys or girls under seventeen to obtain
help in entering a suitable occupation.
This age limit has been raised to eigh-
teen years.

| ies—their future use is obvious, but what
| about all this mass of explosives which
must be in stock and which cannot be
kept on account of deterioration? Thou-
| sands of tons of picric acid for instange
| —what is to become of this?

Some might be employed for dyeing
| purposes; doctors could make use of a
! small portion for disinfecting the skin
| hefore operating. Picric acid is useful on
the land as a weed and vermin exterm-
inator, but the chemical factories will
probably utilize the bulk. As for those
explosives which contain ammonium ni-
trate, it is possible that they may be
used as fertilizers for the soil. . The
dynamite, of course, will come in for
quarry work.

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TO THE SCHOOL BOARD.

The New Brunswick Board of Edu-
cation believes in the wider use of school
buildings and has authorized school
boards to grant such use. |

Dr. W. S. Carter, chief superintendent
of education, very strongly favors the
use of school buildings as community
centres.

The prémier of the province sees no
reason why such use should not be made
of school buildings.

The minister of health and the prov-
incial health officer sec no objection on
the ground of health except in times of
epidemic, when the same would apply to
all meeting places. . :

All the clergymen in the south end of
the city, with one possible exception,
heve emphatically declared themselves in
favor of a legitimate use of school as-
'aanhly halls for such community pur-
poses as are represented by the South
End Improvement League.

The Kingston consolidated school was
used yesterday for afternoon and even-
$ng meetings “to discuss educational, soc-
ial and economic matters.’ *

Chairman Johm T. Hawke of the
Moncton school board writes that the
large hall of the Aberdeen sq_hool there
is used for meetings of a general public
character and there has never been any
complaint of any demage.

In Halifax recently, of six ward meet-
ings to discuss civie government five
were held in school houses, ~In Manitoba
sehool buildings are used as polling
places as well as for other community
Purposes.

Editors of Toronto and Montreal news-
papers recently in the city reported that
sehool buildings in those cities are used

Chief Supt. Carter, Fredericton, writes:
“The use of school houses as social cen-
tres had become very general before the
war, and during the war this has been
greatly emphasized. In the United States
the school house is the community cen-
tre. In Canada this movement is spread-
ing very rapidly. Such movements asl
those of Women’s Institutes, Boy Scouts,
Red Cross, Parent Teacher Associations,
Thrift ‘Societies and Farmers’ meetings
centre around the school house.”

This statement regarding the use of
school buildings in Canada and the Unit-
ed States could be agplified by the direct
snformation received by the Times. Soc-
ial centre work is also making great ad-
vances in England.

The St. John school board has full au-
thority in this matter. Some of its mem-
bers are heartily in favor of granting the
request of the South End Improvement
League for the use of the King Edward |
assembly hall for its meetings and, enter-;
tainments; and for a wider use of school
buildings generally, where it is practical.
Such use dn only be delayed. It must
come eventually in St. John as it has
come elsewhere. Attempts by a few
persons to trump up paltry or unfounded
objections must fail in the end. It is
up to the school board to put St. John
on the m&p as a progressive educational
centre; for, if school training does not
make orderly young people,  the social
centre is needed to do what it can in
that direction, and instil right notions of
citizenship into the minds of the young.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER. i
At Ottawa today the last tribute of re-
spect was paid to the mortal remains of
one of the most distinguished of the
sons of Canada. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
has gone to his rest, but his name wil]t,
be honored by succeeding generations and|
it will be well for Canada if the spirit’of
tolerance and of broad patriotism which
were exemplified in his life moves all who
rise to leadership in this country. The
tributes that have been paid to him show
how universally he was respected, not
alone for his rare gifts but for his vision
and sincerity as a statesman. He was
more than the leader of a party. In pub-
lic and <n private life he set an example
of rectitude which succeeding statesmen
may well seek to emulate. His passing
has been declared by some to mark an
epoch in Canadian political history, and
certainly the country faces an entirely
new set of conditions. We have come
to the end of the war, and nearly to the
end of union government. New prob-
lems, a new world outlook, a new rela-
tion to the rest of the- Empire, to the
United States and to all the countries of
the world have come, and the nation is
the poorer that it has lost the ripe wis-
dom of a great statesman and a great
conciliator. But the inspiration of his
life and his example will not be lost, and
the problems of the new day will be the
easier solved because he has lived and
left to his fellow-countrymen the inspira-
tion of a life regulated by lofty concep-
tions of the duty of a patriot and states-
man. It is inevitable that men differ in
matters of public policy, and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier had many and able political op-
ponents; but they who opposed his
policies never questioned his sincerity, or
the noble qualities of his character in
private and in public life. It may ' be
truly said of him that he will live in the
hearts of his countrymen.

London, Feb. 22—During a discussion

London, Feb. 20—(British Wireless
Service)—Lloyd’s annual summary of
mercantile shipbuilding throughout the
world in 1918 shows that the total mer-
cantile output of the Allied and neutral
countries for that year was 5,4‘47,444 tons.
This figure has never “previously been
approached.. It is more than sixty-two
per cent. higher than the dutput for 1918,
the record year prior to the war, wldch
included Germany- and Austria-Hungary,
these countries being excluded from the
present compilation.

Three hundred and one vessels, of 1,-
848,120 tons were launched in the United

Zingdom. This is 584,083 tons below the |

record of 1918, but is 185,224 tons more
than 1917, and 789,885 tons more than in
1916.

Outside the United Kingdom there
were launched 1,565 merchant vessels of
4,099,824 tons. These figures show an
increase of 181 per cent. as compared
with 1917, and are 2,698,595 tons higher
than in 1918. The United States, Japanl
and Canada, were responsible for 92 per
cent. of the total output abroad.

Before opening.a lecture on constitu-
tional law, which he gave to the law
students of the King’s College Law
school yesterday afternoon, K. J. G.
Knowlton paid an appropriate tribute
to the late Sir Wilfrid Laurier, as fol-
lows: |

Gentlemen:— i

Since 1 last met you, one great figure
upon the stage of Canadian public life
has passed hence. I have avoided in my

equation. I have tried to say to you
that the lives of men as they appear
leave their imprint in one way or an-
other upon the country. I cannot, how-
ever, let fall the opportunity to say to
you that Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in my own
Judgment, left a permanent imprint and
an abiding influence upon the public life
of Canada. Just as I have tried to tell
you that the treaty of Paris of 1763,
the Quebec Act of 1774, the Constitu-
tional Act of 1791 assisted in forming,
shaping and moulding the constitutional
life of Canada, so this man endeavored
in his way to harmonize the two races
of Canada. His view of life was broad
in perspective. 1 cannot illustrate tius
better than by repeating the substance
of a speech delivered in the city of Hali-
fax, a great many years ago, when he,
a French-Canadian, addressing an aud-
ience in that old, historie city, said some-
thing like this: “Not since the days of
Athens of old have such a galaxy of able
men been produced in such a small area
as that of the province of Nova Scotia.
Listen as you hear themm—Howe, Archi-
bald, Tupper, Murray, Dickte, and last,
but not least, Fielding in whose presence

PROHIBITION MAKES GOOD;
TORONTO’S TESTIMONY

Editor Times:—

Sir:—After a year’s experience of pro-
hibition, Mr. Spence, secretary of the
Ontario Branch of the Dominion Alli-
ance, made enquiry of Toronto’s business
men, members of the Board of Trade, as
to the working of prohibition.

time of helping the nations to stand to-
gether. He said ‘Canadians ‘understood
the Englishinan better than the American
did and it rested with tliem to 'bring
these countries together for .the Amer-
can loved the Canadian and held him as
a .sort of hero since this war.

“I'ne man who tells you the United
States thinks she has won this war is
either a fool or an inane. I have met
Americans who say they believed the
best of their troops got to be efficient
enough to stand by the Canadian sold-
iers. He pointed out the importance of
overlooking the petty things, and looking
for the facts that count.

Dr. Cohoe said it has been mildly sug-
gested to him that he speak of civic af-
fairs. He had been told that the man-
agement of civic affairs in Halifax was
of such a character that even the good
citizens who never dabbled in politics
were showing evidence of dissatisfaction.

_“Let it be noted then that modern
city dwellers must keep house with the
community. The time was when every
man of considerable ability aimed at a
more or less exclusive independence of
house-keeping. He bought an acre or
more of ground, built a wall about it
and lived, so far os housekeeping was
concerned, by himself. The people who
could not afford that sort of independ-
ence lived as ‘best they could.

Problem of Modern City.

That day is passing. All men in a
democracy aspire to become men of pow-
er and they must keep house together.
That is the problem of the modern city.
A problem of community housekeeping.”

Dr. Cohoe then went on to say that
there were two ways of regarding it.
One, and that most often met, the ro-
mantic style. It invariably comes out

| with the query: “How do you like Hali-

fax.”

‘ We are then above any sordid consid-
eration of details of house-keeping. We
are in the realm of the. spirit. We ex-
pect a reply in a kindred spirit. We want
no prying scientific query about speci-
fic details. We want our city to be
valued for the noble qualities of soul
we know it to possess.”

The speaker also said the romantic
style_ went also into attempts at city
building. A city pride is cultivated. We
resent reference to any other place in a
spirit_ of comparison and on all public
occasions the soul of the community is
cultivated.”

“But there is another style. Of it we
hear little. It leaves the noble soul of
the community alone. In fact, observes
about the high things of the spirit a
mysterious reticence. In cool, scientific
fashion the man of this other method
tells us that the fundamental problems
of the city government are problems of
good house-keeping. To get us started
on the road he mercilessly invites com-
perison with similar communities, and
not for joyful comparison of souls but
for discovery of aimilar results.

“For instance, he would ask a cltizen
of Fall River, Mass., why the rate of in-
fant mortality in that city was 150 per
1000, and 'if he were here today he would
ask why the rate in Halifax, with a
small population, was twice as great as!

GERMAN PRESIDENT
WILL HAVE PALACE

Berlin, Feb. 21—(By the Associated
Press)—The former ministry of the
Prussian court in Wilhelmstrasse, ac-

cording to the Tageblatt, has been se-,

lected as the future official residence
of the president of Germany. The build-
ing stands in a solid row of government
edifices extending through Wilhelm-
strasse from the former British embassy
to the chancellor’s palace. It is out-
wardly of undistinguished appearance
and faces on a square court in front, To
the rear is a court with a garden ex-
tending through to the Tie

The future residence of the president
adjoins the palace of former Prince
Aungust Wilhelm and was for long years
the residence of Prince Eulenburg,when
he was minister of the court.

The building requires extensive alter-
ations and repairs before the president
and Mrs. Ebert can occupy it.

Temporarily the president and his
family will be lodged in the Bellevue
Palace in the Tiergarten when he comes
to Berlin this week to make his debut
as president in the city, which undoubt-
edly will soon regain its status as the
capital of Germany despite its tempor-
ary eclipse by Weimar, .

. President Ebert, following the Ger-
man practice for a new head of state,
will ,it is.reported, soon leave Berlin on
a series of state visits to the capitals of
the various federated states. It is said
that he will go to Vienna. .

| Montreal Paper Sees in LateAttor-
ney-General Successor to Lloyd
Geerge

(Montreal Journal of Commerce.)

One of the prominent Liberals who
went down to defeat in the recent Brit-
ish elections was Sir John Simon. In
the presence or such a sweeping victory
as that won by Mr. Lloyd George’s gov-
ernment, those who have only surface
views of British politics may easily sup-
pose that the men who have been de-
feated have reached the end of their po-
litical careers. That would be a great
mistake. Many of the candidates who
were rejected in the recent contest will
within a very short time be found in
parliament again. One who will most
-certainly come to the front and take a
high place in the politics of the empire
is Sir John Simon. A brilliant lawyer
and exceptionally well informed on eco-
nomic questions, Sir John won a place
in parliament more prominent than was
usually attained by men of his years.
While he was attorney-general he had
the opportunity of going to the House of
Lords as lord chancellor, the highest
post in his profession. A similar chance
came lately to young F. E. Smith, who
eagerly grabbed it. But Simon refused
the post because he preferred to remain
in the House of Commons, the real cen-
tre of power. Differing from his col-
|leagues at one stage of the war he re-
signed and returned to the practice of his
profession, where his talents command
a large income. Naturally he was in-
vited to be a candidate atthe recent elec-
tion, and he shared the general downfall
|of his party. Defeat, however, has
ineither soured nor disheartened him.
| “Defeated candidates,” he scys, “are
prone to dyspepsia, but I have no liking
for people who'labor to explain away
their defeat, or who’ proclaim that the
country has gone to the dogs because
they have gone to the bottom of the
poll™ He fully recognizes the great
qualities of energy and optimism which-
served Mr. Lloyd George against the en-

and followers in the battle at the polls.
He reminds the public- that a triumph
very much like that of the recent elec-
tion was won by the Unionist Govern-
ment in a Khaki election in 1900, and
was followed by a Liberal triumph on
the next appeal to the country.

polls.”

‘Whether this be the course of events,
it may be regarded as certain that with-
in a short time Sir John Simon will find
a geat in parliament and that he will re-
sume a career which we believe offers
every prospect of seating him in the
prime minister’s chair at no distant day.
Meanwhile it is pleasing to note that
the British government are availing
themselves of Sir John’s great ability by
retaining him as one of their legal ad-
visers at the peace conference. *

tives of the trades unions who met at
the Labor Temple last evening resolved
that the Dyminion government should be
requested immediately upon the conven-
ing of parlicment, to enact.a law to the
effect that the maximum working week
should be forty hours, with a minimum
wage of $5 a day, and.they followed this
up with numerous other requests calcu-
lated to relieve the general -condition of
unemployment all through the Dominion:
The resolution was passed in presence
of Senator Gideon Robertson, minister
! of labor, and he responded by cautioning
. the trades unions to use moderation, for
“he felt that if tdo strong demands are
imade upon industry at this time, their
| demands are “apt to return in the form
|of a boomerang.”
{ Senator Robertson came from Ottawa
i for the express purpose of hearing the
{demands of labor and to tender his ad-
ivice as to their conduct. Discussing
what the Dominion government is at-
tempting to do to solve the problem, the
Senator went into their programme in a
very detailed manner. The sum of it
was his statement that the government
has works under consideration which will
mean the early expenditure of some
$240,000,000, which' amount, on the basis
of a $4 per day minimum' wage, would
mean furnishing employment for 184,000
men for six months. - In addition, he de-
clared, there is all the work which the
provincial government and the City of
Toronto are purposing to commence, and
he believed that all this activity, if ac-
cepted in the proper spirit on the part
of labor, would shortly solve all their
questions of unemployment and would
bring about a very satisfactory condition
locally.

$4 Should Be Minimum,

“In my opinion,” Senator Robertson
stated, “four dollars a day should be the
minimum wage.: Also, the next sixty
days should see the surplus of unemploy-
ed labor gradually employed, while in
four months, labor will be at a premium.
There is only one reason why this ideal
condition may not come about.”

In elaborating that reason, the speaker
pointed out that, following the signing
of the armistice, the only fear of the
govérnment was that the employers
would attempt' to depress wages and
cause unemployment. In order to meet
that, the govérnthent called a meeting of
| the representatives of the Cenadian
Manufacturers ~Agsociation, and by ‘put-
ting the matter up to them seriously, ob-
: lained their,assurance that there would
! be ‘no attempt to cause unemployment.
He believed the majority of the employ-
ers wererliving up to that promise, for
reports received from all over the Do-
minion had shown that labor is already
being absorbed. “If the employers fol-
low out their present policy, there will
be no shortage of employment,” he con-
tinued, “unless
That something, he defined as an attempt
'on the part of labor to force too many
i concessions. He drew an illustration
from a building concern which had a
contract for fifty houses, but which hesi-
tated to proceed with the work. The
builders feared that new conditions
would be forced upon them by labor.
| They felt, as well, that in a couple of
years, conditions might return to the
normal, and that they might be unable
to sell their houses, except at a loss.
Such conditions could be applied to many
| other industries.

“There ought to be other methods of
obtzining your demands,” the Senator
continued, “without passing such a reso-
lution as you have passed, and without
frightening indusiry by giving the an-
nouncement to the press. Industry is
anxious to carry on, but some of them
are frightened.”

Should Get Together.

In pointing out what he believed
be the policy of labor. the Senator re-
called that 90 per cent. of the strikes
in Cancda in past years had been called
owing to the failure of employers and
labor to get together. So his suggestion
was that the employers should organize,
by industries, within given territories;
that labor should organize, by industries.
within the same territories, and that the
two organizations should get together,
jclong the British lines, and arrive at
.some standards of hours and wages.
I'That, he believed, would bring about a
| stability of affairs which would avoid zll
misunderstanding. It would be desirable
for the employer, because it would pro-
tect him from the danger of being under-
cut by other employers in_ his own line
of business.

“With a surplus of labor and a falling
off in the market, is this a time to make
too drastic demands upon industry?” he
asked. “T fear the results may be direct-
ly the opposite to what you are trying to
bring sbout. You must remember that
by reducing the working hours per week
tand maintaining the weekly wage at the
| former figure you are increasing the cost
{ of production, and therefore your action
{ will tend to keep prices up instead of al-
{lowing them to drop; whereas if you
! continue on the present basis prices may
i drop 25 per_cent. this year, and therefore
the purchasing power of your wage will
increase to that extent.”

Would Fay Unemployed. {;

Following his address, the senator

faced a mild shower of questions. A
delegate wanted to know how all his
suggestions .would provide for the man
who needs immediate employment. The
senator replied that it would be impos-
sible to undertake anything which would
give work to all unemployed men with-.
in a day or a week, and if anybody
could suggest anything which would, he
would like to hear it. One suggestion
was that the government should pay all
unemployed married men $100 a month,
and the single men $70 a month.
“Under such conditions, it might be
extremely difficult to get anybody to
work,” the senator replied. :
A practical suggestion, which the vis-
itor promised to take up, was that the
returning soldier should be paid his war
gratuity in a lump, provided he agreed
to use it in building a home, under the
government proposal,

Fitzmaurice admitted the proba-
bility of his making this statement, but
denied its truth, From the statements of
witnesses it was apparent that the firse
started in the furnace room, where the
smoke pipe passes through the wall, and
the fire chief estimated it was burning at
least six hours before the first alarm was
sounded. The inquiry was adjourned
for the purpose of obtaining the state-
ment of a policeman who is alleged to
have said he saw Fitzmaurice going into
the court house a few days previous to
the fire, in an intoxicated condition.

The Halifax Riot

Eight Arrests, Dozen in Hospitals
Alfter Second Night of Troubie;
Damage Estimate $20,000

(Halifax Herald, Thursday)

An outbreak of lawlessness and mob
rule, which followed the raids on Chinese
cafes of Tuesday night, again swept
over Halifax last night. From 10.30
o’clock until midnight the city was prac-
tically at the mercy of a mob of soldiers
and civilians. A hasty survey of the
situation taken at midaight, when the
police force, backed by the military and
naval patrols and armed pickets from
the Garrison Regiment and the En-
gineers, had succeeded in restoring a
semblance of order, showed the follow=
ing results of the night’s destruction:

Nine stores wrecked; estimated dam-
age, $20,000. J

Eight prisoners in cells at Central po-
lice station.

A dozen civilians and soldiers in vari-
ous hospitals with more or less serious
injuries, and hundreds of others with
cut faces, torn clothing, and bleeding
scalps,

The net result of last evening’s riot-
ing is a tptal loss for everyone concern-
ed. The excuse offered for the wrecking
of the Chinese cafes Tuesday night is
so flimsy as to be worthless, but there
is no excuse at all for last night’s per-
formance. Against such mobs as these,
bent upon the wilful destruction of the
property of innocent and law-abiding
citizens it would appear that the civil
police force is hclpless; if this be the

case, the only recourse would seem to bel
to place the city under martial law until |
these “Apaches” regain their senses. l

The outstanding outrage of the whole
evening was the wrecking of the slwei
store at 21 Gottingen street owned by |
Mrs. Joanna Patton. Against her the’
soldiers could have no complaint. She
is a respected resident of the North End,
where she has done business for years.:

Samuel Webber’s shoe store on Buck-
ingham street and Allen’s fruit store at
the corner of Argyle and Buckingham.

There was neither rhyme nor reason
about last night’s display of brute force.
Some of the victims were Hebrews, and
one is an Assyrian, but the attack on the
Patton establishment is sufficient evi-
dence that the mob was actuated by no
desire save to smash, to break and de-
stroy. It is difficult to estimate the
damage but it will hardly be less than
$20,000.

Preparations had been made to pre-
vent the re-occurrence of the incidents
of Tuesday, and the fact that the po-
lice were powerless to stop the mob until
it had done its best to wreck the town,
is evidence that the situation is beyond
the limited powers of the civil authori-
ties. Earlier in the day the police placed
under arrest a man named Thomas

Andrews, who is believed to have been
responsible for much of the lawlessness -
of Tuesday night. Andrews has served
with the forces overseas, and his arrest
was resented by some of the returned
soldiers. Fearing an attack on the
Central Police Station, and a recurrence
of the riot of last year, when the City
Hall was wrecked, the day police shift
was ordered to remain on for the night.
The military police, under the direction
of Provost-Marshal Major Watson, aided
by Regimental Sergeant-Major Richard-
son, and the naval patrol, under P. O.
Mellish, co-operated with the civil au-
thorities to the full extent of their
ability. All the available military po-
lice force was turned out or held at the
Armouries ready for action; but once
the mob got under way, no display of
authority which could be secmred could
halt it.

5 or 6 per cent would taste just as good,
and ' be as satisfying to those who want
beer, as the 5 or 6 per cent beer now
-sold, and termed an alcoholic beverage.
As usually happens after matters are
discussed in caucus here, the issue is
with the government.

The fact that in the province of On-
tario it is permitted to manufacture
and sell native wines up to 15 per cent
has some influence on the situation here.
It is pointed out here that the Ontario
wine exemption protects the Niagara
grape industry. Quebec province brews
beer, and has millions invested in it. Why
not protect the Quebec industry, argued
some members at . the caucus, even
though they might not say so in the
house.

By leaving the matter of beer in the
hands of the government to act on by
order-in-council, it is felt by the mem-
bers that consideration will be given to
every eventuality. There are four fac-
tors that enter into the situation. The
first is Ottawa, the second the whiskey
people, the third the demands of the
labor unions for beer and the fear of
causing discontent and further unem-
ployment, and the fourth, which also
has an  inflience, is the prohibitionist
party.

In the discussion at the caucus it was

suggested by one of the members, who
is not a prohibitionist, though swaying
to popular opinion, that every man, or
woman, ‘who has a stock of liquor
cached away against the gloom of the
future, shall be made to take out a per-
sonal license, and that these names be
registered so that they could be seen.
This, argued the member, would bring
to light the people with “wet cellars”
who yote “dry.” This proposition re-
ceived little consideration.
