Federals Want Deposed Man-

MAY BE TROUBLE FOR MURPHY

Talk of Plans For Elimination of
Chicago Owner From Baseball
~—Aunnual Meeting of the Trot-
ting Association

New York, Feb. 12—Whether or .not
Johnny Evers will jump from organized
baseball seems likely to be decided to-
day, when the persuasions of Natwqa.l
League officials on the one side are pit-
ted against the tempting offers of the
Federal League on the other. While the
deposeéd manager of the 'Chicago Cubs
is inclined to remain with the organized
baseball forces if he can do so on terms
which he eonsiders fair to himself, he
has declared that he would listen with
more than ordinary attention to the of-
fers of the outlaws if he were slated to
stay with the Cubs, or made to figure
in a deal by which Charles W. Murphy,
president of the Chicago Nationals,
would benefit.

And while the forces of the organiz-
ed game were weakened today by the
absence of Governor Tener, president of

“"the National League, who has gone to
Harrisburg leaving his proxy with Sec-
retary Heydler, the outlaw ranks were
in a way to be materially strengthened
for the clash by the expected presence
of Joe Tinker, head manager of the
Chicago Federal League club, who help-
ed to make the famous “Tinker-Evers-
Chance” combination in the old Cub in-
field, and who is expected by the Feder-
als to be able to bring more than ordin-
ary influence to bear on Evers in the
way of turning toward the new league
ranks.

The Evers incident brought forth ru-
mors today that plans for the elimina-
tion of President Murphy from baseball
were being considered by National Lea-
gue club owners, who are said to resent
his attitude in several recent matters af-
fecting the interests of the league and
of organized baseball as a whole.

One of the amendments adopted reads:

“When a series of races is given for
one entrance fee and a portion of the
purse given for each heat’or race, the
winner of each heat or race, shall ac-
quire a record or bar, which shall be
considered in determining eligibility to
compete in public races.”

It was provided however, that time
made in preliminary or trial heats of
handicaps does not constitute a record or
bar, unless a portion of the premium is
awarded winners of the same. :

A ruling bearing on eligibility ' was
passed providing that in determining the
right of horses to compete in public
races, only the records made by the win-
ners of races, shall be considered. This
bars out any consideration of time made
by horses in performances against time
and by non-winning horses in public
races, :

It was decided that a horse with a
record, shall be allowed one second for
each year, if raced, in which he fails
to equal or reduce his record or win a
race, if claim is made by the nominator
when making the entry.

The rule committee of the American
Trotting Association will meet next
week in Chicago and it is expected the
rules of both organizations will be nearly
uniform thereafter.

Worst Since Cold Friday

Never since what is known as the
Cold Friday, February 8, 1861, has the
thermometer in the city dropped as low
as it did this morning, to twenty de-

grees below zero, and only once was this
record. equalled, on January 27, 1874,
when twenty below was also registered.
When through the day yesterday the
weather began to moderate slightly, af-
ter the mercury had dropped as far as
sixteen below, it was thought that the
cold spell was broken. But Jack Frost
came back stronger than ever and forc-
ed the fluid down in the glass foun de-
grees below the lowest reached yester-
day. And to make things even more dis-
agreeable for those who were outside, a
strong breege sprang up from the north-
west, inereasing to a thirty mile ggplé
du'rlni the night. :

Although the official record for to-

day was 20 below, other thermometers
about the city showed as low as twen-
ty-eight. In the Manawagonish Road
the mercury went to this figure while
the temperature at Partridge Island was
said to be twenty-five below. Mount
Pleasant had one glass as low as twenty
four.
A thick vapor rising from the harbor
made traveling very disagreeable for
thoseggwho came to the city from the
‘West Side. )

Equalled in 1874 .

The following table will show a com-
parison of the lowest official tempera-
tures, below fifteen, during St. John’s
history, so far as' recorded. Only once
was this morning’s figure exceeded.

Shelter in Police Station

Twenty-two men, most of whom for-
merly lodged in the Salvation Army
Metropole, spent last night in Central
Station, and were turned out before sev-
en o’clock this morning.

Yesterday was considered a very cold
day in Fairville and surrounding com-
munity but last night’s thermometer
readings outdid them. At seven o’clock
this morning it was 25 below zero at
Barnhill’'s Corner, and about the same
at the Asylum Corner while in the Man-
awagonish Road it was reported to be
28 below.- Milford and Manawagonish
thermometers also were very low and
the high wind during the night added
to the disagreeable effects.

Along the river, more noticeably per-
haps ‘at the falls the high cliffs were
coated with frost. The high derrick and
other equipment of Joseph McVey &
Sons, contractors presented an odd spec-
tacle in pure white coverings.

Many taps and water pipes were froz-
en in the village and the cold is really
only ‘beginning. to..get in, around and
underneath the buildings yet; so mdre
are likely to be affected.

Two of -the- churches have advertised
hot bean suppers for tonight, but evi-
dently the weather man in a sarcastic
mood has overdone his work a little this
time, and those who brave the streets
tonight, if conditions continue, are cer-
tainly deserving the best the church la-
dies can offer. S

The block signals along the line of the
C. P..R. were interfered with by the
cold, and the locomotives were hindered
in steaming properly. The Montreal
train, which came in two sections, was
three hours behind time in the first sec-
tion, and threc hours and forty minutss
in the second, while the Boston was
forty-five minutes late.

In Newman
street school, which is heated by stoves,
it -was found nrecessary to dismiss the
classes early this morning because of the
coldness of the rooms. Trouble of the
same Kind also was reported from Duf-
ferin school.

Some Phases of the Situation

The record cold weather has made it-
self felt in more ways than by its ef-
fect upon the thermometer. Around the
city today the weather and the tempera-
ture seemed to be the chief matter of
interest and every conversation seemed
to hinge on this subject. There
was very little © business done.
Those - who could, stayed indoors
as close to the radiator or the
stove as they could get and spent the
time swapping yarns about the coldness
of the weather. Sweater coats were the
height of fashion and even overcoats
were de .rigeur in many establishments
for indoor as well as outdoor wear. It
is even said that one young lady steno-
grapher made a gallant attempt to op-
erate her typewriter while wearing a
muff.

The proudest man is he who boasts
that his thermometer recorded a lower
temperature than his neighbor’s. His
statements are taken with some reserve
however as he is the same man who al-
ways has the highest record in the dog
days.

This weather is as good as a picnic
and a fortune combined for the coal men
and the plumbers and they are figuring
that with a little more of it they will

BURNED DOWN

Fire Leaves Only

Foundation Walls

of Handsome Brick Structure--Fire-
men Narrowly Escape--Lioss About
$30,000; Insurance $22,500

Moncton, N. B, Feb. 12—St. John’s
Presbyterian church was destroyed by
fire this morning. The beautiful brick
structure is a total loss, little useful
being left save the foundation walls. The
fire broke out about seven o’clock and
spread with startling rapidity and the
entire building soon was a mass of
flames. The firemen fought pluckily and
saved the adjoining buildings.

The fire was first seen by a man who
was passing just as a terrific explosion
hurled fragments of glass windows in all
directions. Flames were soon shooting
skyward, indicating that the fire had
been burning unnoticed for some hours.

A little after eight o’clock the entire
south wall of the building collapsed,
giving one or two of the firemen narrow
escapes. When the fire was at its hot-
test it was feared that the residence in
the rear of the church, owned by Hugh
Hamilton, and occupied by Dr. Fred E.
Buren, also the Bank of Nova Scotia
manager’s residence in Alma street,

would be destroyed and the occupants
moved out, but the firemen succeeded in
saving their properties.

The origin of the fire is unknown.
The loss is estimated to be more than
$86,000. The insurance on the building
and contents is $22,600. The church
premises, contents and site were valued
at about $40,000. The church was re-
built in 1894 and it is a few days more
than twenty years since a former fire oc-
curred.

Part of the insurance is held in St.
John. T. B. & H. B. Robinson in the
Rochester<German . Co,, had $2,500;
Knowlton & Gilchrist, $2,600 in the
Springfield; the Fidelity Underwriters,
$6,100; the Queen, $5,600; Hudson Bay,
$2,500; Law, Union & Crown, $2,500;

RUSSIA STIRRED

Another “Ritual Slaying” Case
Is Expected

LAD KRLED NEAR KEY

Second Inquiry Shows Him to
Have Been Christian— Thirteen
Wounds in Neck—Jewish Tailor
Is Arrested .

(Canadian Press.) :

London, Feb. 12—A Central News de-
spatch from St. Petersburg reports the
arrest of Pashkoff, a Jewish tailor at
Fastoff, forty miles from Kiev, in con-
nection with the murder of a boy known
as Yoshel Pashkoff and supposed hith-
erto to have been his son. The Boy was
found murdered on December 9, and
was buried after a postmortem exam-
ination. - Rumors of “ritual murder,”
were then spread and the exhumation of
the body was ordered. At the second
examination, this week, the Central
News says, it was found that the boy
was a Christian.

A’ woman called as a witness, said
that the lad was really the son of a
Christian law court official named Tar-

anthevitch, employed at Vitomir, from

which place the boy had fled. The ar-
rest of Pashkoff followed.

UNEMPLOYED GRRLS

!Open Sewing Room to Fumish

Work and Will Sell the Pro-
duct :

(New York Sun)

The conference that was begun more
than a week ago by wealthy women co-
operating with the Women’s Trade
Union League to adopt measures by
which unemployed women can be pro-
vided with work effected permanent or-
ganization at a special meeting yester-
day at the rooms of the league, 48 East
Twenty-second street. .

Mrs. Peter Cooper Hewitt presided
and plans to meet the present conditions
among working girls were discussed.

It was announced after the meeting

that the conference had started a sew-
ing room to furnish remunerative and
useful work, the product of which the
conference will sell.

An appeal was issued to the women
of New York city urging them to con-
tribute to a fund for this purpose. Any
sum, large or small, will be welcome.
Contributions and offers of employment
may be sent to Mrs. J. Sergeant Cram,
8 East Thirty-eighth street.

The conferees found that many re-
tail clerks, stenographers, secretaries,
house servants, needle workers and oth-
ers "nd themselves for the first time in
the ranks of the unemployed. Among
the kimono makers alone 46 per 'cent.
are idle. The problem of unemployment
among women is even more acute tha.m
among men. The danger to women in
loss of work is grave. The conference
has also established a free bureau to
find work for women in the league’s
headquarters. 2

- WHITE PLAGUE “CURE"

Panis, Feb. 8—According to the Excel-
sior, Dr. Van Stackum, of Rotterdam,
believes he has discovered a cure for
consumptipn. He has reasoned along the
line that if X-Rays are efficacious in
the case of lumps and cancerous skin tu-
mors, their curative power is not due
to their immediate action on the diseased
parts but to the chemical substance
formed under their influence in the ad-
jacent tissues. The physician supports
his theory on the well-known fact that
the spleen of dead animals after long ex-
posure to the X-rays--has undergone
chemical alteration.

His experiments along this line were
as follows: He placed under the skin
of animals stricken with tuberculosis a
piece of ox’s spleen and submitted to
the action of X-rays the diseased parts
of these subjects. T'wenty-four hours
sufficed for a considerable improvement
and after some weeks a cure could be
pronounced.

It seemed difficult to apply this treat-
ment to a human tuberculosis, Van
Stackum tried to isolate the curative
substance which formed in the spleen
under the influence of X-rays. He suc-
ceeded’ and found the substance which
exists in the form of grey powder is
soluble in water.

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HOME RULE

The Asquith government was sustain-
ed in its Home Rule policy by a major-
House of
Jommons yesterday. Mr. Walter Long
had moved an emendment to the reply
to the speech from the throne, to the
effect that the Home Rule measure
should again be submitted to the peo-
ple. This was voted down, The govern-
ment’s majority last year on the Home
Rule bill was ninety eight, but there is
no significance in the fact that yester-
day’s majority was only seventy-eight.
There were many absentees, and the
O’Brienites abstained from voting. The
Morning Post, Unionist, concedes a gov-
srnment majority of at least ninety-four
under ordinary circumstances. An inter-
esting feature of the discussion was Sir
Edward Carson’s declaration that even
if the government appealed to the peo-
ple, and Home Rule was again sustain-
+d, the whole position would have to be
reconsidered. In other words he would
not’ pledge himself and his party to be
bound by the result of an appeal to the
people. Under such circumstances it
would. be folly for ‘the government to
make such an appeal. If Sir Edward
Carson apd his friends are determined
to rebel if Home Rule is adopted, the
rebellion might as well come first as
last,  Mr. Bonar- Law cheerfully pre-
dicted, a rebellion if the bill were ad-
opted. Mr. John E. Redmond, on the
other hand, was most conciliatory, and
declared the Nationalists were ready to
consider any propositions in ‘the direc-
tion of compromise short of the exclus-
fon of Ulster from the provisions of the
Home Rule bill. It is quite clear that if
there is to be trouble it will be caused
by men like Mr. Bonar Law and Sir Ed-
ward Carson, the former an ambitious
politician and the latter a fanatic. The
sitnation is extremely grave, but the
government must carry out the mandate
of the people, a majority of whom, not
only in Ireland, but in England, Scotland
and Wales, have endorsed the principle
of Home Rule.

ST. JOHN HARD HIT.

Nothing that was said by Mr. Borden
or Mr. Pelletier in the debate in parlia-
ment on the Gutelius agreement explains
why the government, which is providing
the port of Halifax with wharves, should
intervene to take away from St. John
trade which rightly belongs to this port,
and to provide for which the city had
made great concessions to the Canadian
Pacific ‘Railway, and incurred a large
debt upon which the citizer’s must pay
the interest in order to provide facilities
to handle that trade. Every St. John
taxpayer is hit by the Gutelius agree-
went, pot only because of that interest
which must continue to be , paid,
but because of the loss of
civic revenue resulting from switching
the Empress steamers to Halifax. There
is also, as this paper has before pointed
out, the loss to merchants and provis-
fon dealers, hotels, laundries and many
sther interests. Adding to all this the
Increase of local rates on the Intertol-
onial Railway, and the withdrawal of
an important part of the suburban serv-
fce, the citizens of St. John have good
reason fo protest against the manner in
which they have been treated by the
Borden government,

IN YORK COUNTY

This is nomination day in York Coun-
ty. It is a day of trouble for Premier
Flemming, since he finds arrayed against
the government candidate a group of
former supporters who are in open re-
volt against the machine. It is a cur-
jous fact that the government at Ottawa
is deeply interested in the outcome of
this campaign. Mr. H. F. McLeod, M.
P., was sent down from Ottawa to as-
sure the citizens of Fredericton that
they would get the St. John Valley Rail-
way 'shops, and that Hon. Robert Rog-
ers, who is understood to have some
skill in election: campaigns, had prom-
ised two new woncrete wharves for
Fredericton, and had instructed the div-
isional engineer of the department to
have the surveys made at once, so that
tenders might be called for and the
work started at the earliest possible mo-
ment. This reminds us of the federal
by-election in Antigonish, and several
others in which Hon. Mr. Rogers and
the public works department played an
important part in the task of purifying
the political atmosphere.

Evidently Mr. Guthrie is regarded by
Mr. Borden as a fine example of a pure
politician, or the federal public works
department would not be placed at his
disposal in a provincial by-election.
Perhaps Mr. Borden is looking forward
to the time when Mr. Guthrie will go
to Ottawa to aid Hon. Mr. Rogers and
himself in purifying federal politics. No
doubt if a Liberal government at Ot-
tawa took such a lively interest in a
provincial  by-election it would be
charged with interfering where it had
no business, attempting to withdraw at-
jention from the real issues of the cam-
paign, and corrupting the constituency.
No such charge, of course, could be
made against Mr. Borden’s government,
with the Hon. Robert Rogers at the head
of a great spending department. The
purity of his methods has been flemon-

strated by the federal by-elections re-
ferred to, and many times also in the
provincial field in Manitoba. It is
strange that members of the Minister-
ial Association in York county cannot
see that in opposing Mr. Guthrie they
are preventing Mr. Borden from bring-
ing about the great electoral reforms to
which he pledged himself before he came
into power.

Brunswick town planning act passed by
the local legislature in April 1912 as a
result of the activities of the board of !
trade, town-planning committee, New |
Brunswick was the pioneer provincé in
the enactment of such legislation, and
it now only rested with the city council
to avail itself of the powers thereby
conferred.

Asked more particularly as to the ob-
ject of such legislation, Mr. Burditt
spoke of what he termed “piecemeal
planning.” as opposed to comprehensive
planning citing an instance lately re-
ported in the newspapers, in which the

SPENT $650,000 TO MAKE
TWO GRAMS OF RADIUM

(The Engineerilg and Mining Journal)
Testimony before congressional com-

mittees is apt to consist of half-truths,
even when given by persons who kunow,
as witness many statements in tariff
hearings of former days.

“Only 200 grams are needed for the
whole United States. I will undertake
to deliver to the government in five
years, from January 1, 1915, 200 grams
of radium at a maximum price of $80,~
000 a gram.”

Here i{hs surroundings were nl‘ bad,
and his worst tastes were pandered to
and encouraged, while the punishments
awarded to him in consequence of any
bad break he might make were at this
time almost beyond belief. .

For such as drunkenness or being ab-
sent without leave he was liable to be
stripped naked and flogged within an
inch of his life. I distinctly remember
an instance—which I can vouch for as
actually occurring—when a private, wha
had assaulted a sergeant in circumstan-
ces of bitter provocation, received near-
ly 500 lashes—and died under the inflic-
tion.

Public indignation was at last aroused
and such a wave of excitement swept
the country that the military authori-
ties decreed that in future no court-mar-
tial could award more than fifty lashes.

‘This horror was enacted in Hounslow
Barracks, the victim being a private in
a cavalry regiment.

Later on, in the Crimea, I have actu-
ally sean flogging constantly resorted: to
the defaulters’ book of every ment
recording numerous instances of this
brutality. The infliction of this penalty
not only degraded and demoralised its
particular victim, but lowered the tone
of the entire regiment.

Punishment Parade

There were, to my own knowledge,
cases where commanding officers have
been loath to practise this horror; and
I recall, with much warmth of feeling,
a Light Dragoon colonel in the Crimea
who never formed up his regiment for
“punishment parade.” He was regarded
by his “command” with feelings of af-
fection and respect, and was known by
his men as “Father,” while, in truth,

DOCTORS OF BRITAIN
CONFESS INSURANCE
A BOOM TO THEM

London, Feb. 12—A dinner given here
on Saturday night to Dr. Christopher
Addison by representative British medi-
cal men in honor of his work in passing
the insurance act, may be said to mark
the death of organized medical opposi-
tion to that act.

Doctors, as Lloyd George in his speech
predicted, have gained enormously by a
measure which they declared would ruin
them. Medical men, in poor districts,
have had their incomes jumped four and
six-fold. They ride in motor cars, and
some are earning $5,000.

Complaints come today not from doe-
tors, but from poor patients, who saf
doctors are often bullying officials, who
make a mere cursory treatment and
scamp their work. These complaints
come increasingly from many poor dis-
tricts, and may finally lead to the estab-
lishment of a state medical service.

NewYork Hotel That Ha; Housed

Many Provincialists

IT MAY HAVE T0 G0

Some Millions to Be Paid First, How-
ever, Says Smeon Ford, Before Sub-
way Causes Sale of the Hotel

(New York Sun.)

The Public Service Commission has
decided to curve the subway around the
southeast corner of Forty-second street
and Park avenue-te connect with the
Lexington avenue subway extension. As
this curve will cut directly under the
Grand Union Hotel, it was announced
that in all likelihood the ancient hos-
telry would have to go. This would
mean the disappearance of a landmark
and the darkening of a lighthouse for the
rural traveler.

Simeon Ford, a well known golf play-
er and after dinner speaker, who also
runs the hotel, said yesterday that he
did not know about all that. There
were certain little details to settle be-
fore his establishment follows the old
Astor House and leaves the Broadway
Central- Hotel -as- the last of the old
time places of - entertainment. i

One little detall concerns the payment
of something like $8,500,000 or $4,000,000
for the property, or arrangements for an
easement and payment of the building,
which would be torn down. Mr. Ford
simply suggested -that this must be set-
tled before the wreckers attack his
Flemish room or the vistaria' garden or
the old dining room or the new dining
rooms, which are stuck up all around
the place.

Refuses to Sing Swan Song

“I am sure:I don’t know anything
much about it,” said Mr. Ford. ‘1 have
not had any notice of my doom from the
Rapid Transit Commission or the Board
of Estimate and Apportionment or who-
ever is to give the notice.

“I see that the hotel is doomed by the
newspapers. It really is a shame the
way the papers are settling the fate of
this hotel. They have been doing it at
periodic intervals now for a long time.
It has been razed in print several times
and one time I saw pictures of its being
done. It hasn’t happened yet, and, so
far as I know, it will not be dome.

“All these reports are very injurious
to our business, let me add. The em-
ployes are getting restless and nervous,
the old boarders are beginning to pack
up and our friends at a distance con-
contemplating a visit to New York are
picking out other hotels. Worst of all, I
have had to answer many ’phone calls
from friends who call up to condone
with me. You ask me for a history of
the hotel, an obituary, so to speak, a
eulogy. Well, there is not going to be
any farewell, not just yet.”

Hotel men were inclined yesterday to
believe that the Grand Union Hotel is
about the oldest of the larger hotels
of the city- except, perhaps, the East-
ern Hotel at the Battery. They know
that an inn of some sort has stood on
the site longer than any man can re-
member, and some of them go back
more than sixty years.

Originally the old Westchester Hotel
stood just on the corner. Early in the
seventies the father of Samuel T. Shaw,
one of the two owners of the real es-
tate, bought the adjacent property and
Jater on the Westchesfer Hotel itself.
The senior Shaw was not a hotel man,
but as he owned the property he kept
the hotel open. This was the cause of
the rambling arrangement of the inter-
ior, with rises and falls from room to
room, noticeable today. Mr. Ford mar-
ried a daughter of Mr. Shaw in 1888 and
thereafter was one of the proprietors of
the hoted.

The hotel is regarded as one of the
best paying establishments in the city.
It has retained its out of town patronage
and has built up a° profitable business
with New Yorkers themselves in its res-
taurants. A feature of the hotel is a
collection of paintings by American ar-
tists. This is the private collection of
Samuel T. Shaw, and is said to be the
largest of its kind in the country. Am-
erican artists who have made at re-
putations and those who are winning
their way to fame are represented.

FURLANA, NEW DANCE,
MAY REPLACE TANGO

(Montreéal Star)
A substitute for the tango has arriv-
ed. It is called the furlana, and comes
from Northern Italy by way of New

York. The dance-is not slow, nor is it
‘bv .any means simple. The first exhibi-

tion in Montreal was given privately
this morning by Prof. S. Laing. Learn-,
ing that a dance rivaling the tango was
being presented in New York Professor
Laing went to see it performed and to
look into its possibilities.

The exhibition given By the profes-
sor this morning conclusively proved
that it is not slow nor is it lacking in
difficult and graceful movement. The
suggestive features of the bunny hug,
the grizzly bear, the Texas Tommy, the
tango and other. similar dances are el-
iminated.

In dancing the furlana the dancers are
not as close together as in some of the
modern inventions laid at the altar of
Terpischore. As demonstrated this
morning, the knees and shoulders of the
partners never touch. For the greater
part the furlana is executed with the
dancers facing each other.

The hands .are held high above the
head at times and are clapped or the fin-
gers are snapped. A curious glide in a
circle is the character +  movement.
The first move of the dunce starts with
the dancers facing, each other and glid-
ing forward on the outside foot, the in-
side foot being drawn up sharply on the
second beat of the rapid music. Turning
gradually in a small circle the glide is
repeated. When the circle has been com-
pleted the dancers reverse, and with the
same movement in the opposite direc-
tion execute the figure 8.

Those whose knees are stiff will have
a hard time¢ doing some of the move-
ments. Although the history of the dance
dates buack to the 17th century, there is

an actual dip. This follows a high spring
forward, the dancers turning silghtly to
the right, so that they are nearly back
to back. On the second count, the left
toe reathes far forward, on three the
dancer rises on both toes without chang-
ing the position and on four, sinks in
a very rapid and extremely modern dip.
On rising, the position is held for three
counts, Then each whirls about to a
single heat of the rapid music.

As in the tarantelle, which is the
dance of Southern Italy, the music is
very rapid and emphatic, with 6-4 or
6-8 time. The dance is built up of the
glide side spring and dip with variations.

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SAW BALL LIGHTNING
Many Natives in France Witnessed
This Rare Phenomenon
A singular instance of what seems to
have been globular or “ball’ lighting
was recently reported in the French
scientific papers. The lightning  was
seen in a place, where there was no
storm at the time, although storm clouds
were visible in the neighborhood. The
appearance was that of two luminous,
orange-colored globes, one above the
other, and connected by a slender cord
or chain, which emitted a' feebler light
and seemed granular in constitution.
The two globes moved together hori-
zontally toward the northeast, although

at the place where the observers were,

the wind was from the north.
The upper globe; which- was the larg-
er, kept on its way steadily, while the

other dropped slowly toward the ground. |*

The connecting cord then disappeared
and the globes moved on slowly, remain-
ing visible for two minutes and finally
disappearing silently. This phenomenon
differes sensibly from the typical forms
of globular lightning as described re-
cently by Prof. W. M. Thornton of
Armstrong College. g

According to this
lightning descends slowly from a cloud,
generally after a violent clap of thun-
der, in the form of a brilliant bluish
ball. It bounds from the earth when
it touches, and then moves off a few
yards horizontally. These balls really
follow an electric conductor, a gas pipe,
for instance, and burst when they touch
water, or sometimes in the open air.
The ball then disappears instantaneous-
ly with a violent explosion which may
do damage and produces a strong smell
of ozone,

Thornton believes with reason that
globular lightning is made up principal-
ly of a mass of ozone; this hypothesis
explaing why the color of the ball is
usually bluish, why the luminous mass
descends slowly through the air, ozone
being of a density of about 1-7 times
that of air, and finally why the instan-
