Sussex Record:—A . telegram received
from St. John’s, Nfid., brought the sad in-
telligence of the deatin of Dr. Thomas L.
Hallett, eon -of the late James L. Hallett,
of Sussex, and one of the most prominent
dentists of the Ancient Colony. While no
particulars have been received, it is certain
that the end came with shocking sudden-
‘ness: Dr. Hallett was about fifty-six years
of age. He spent the early years of his
Jife in Suseex and graduated from the Phil-
adelphia College of Dentistry and started
practice in Yarmouth. .

Hauptmann ' Tried Several Things
Before Finding His Real Call-
ing

London, Dec. 14—Gerhart Hauptmann, a.
famous German poet and dramatisi, to
whom the Swedish Academy has award-
ed the Nobel prize for literature this year,
has had a varied career since he first saw
the light in 1862:in the smail Siiesian wat-
ering place, Obersalzbrunn, where his fath-
er kept the principal hotel.

He was sent to Breslau to study sculp-
ture, but fell into disfavor at the art
school and had to leave. Next he took up
biology and went to Jema to attend’the
lectures of Haeckel, Then he thought he
would study mankind and set out from
Hamburg to make a tolir of the Mediter-
ronean on a cargo-boat.

Later the artistic instincts reasserted
{hemselves, and, betaking himself to Rome
he cstablished ‘a studio, meaning to revert
tc sculpture, but had a dangerous illness
and returned home to recruit. Then, fin-
ally, he found his real metier in literature
and the drama, and in 1802 made a great
stiv with *‘Die Weber,” in swhich he por-
trays with such ruthless realism the suf-
ferings of the Silesian peasant weavers
during the hungry ‘forties.” Since then
he has produced .many .other . famous
dramas. .

AUSTRALICS EAPERENCE
WITH THE STEEL TRUST

Melbourne, Dee. 14—Mr. Hughes, attor-
ney-general, amplifying speeches made in
parliament justifying the necessity of

The “shepherdess’” was Princess Elena,
fourth child of King Nicholag of Montene-
gro, whose greatfriendship with the late
Czar Alexander ITI. led to his daughters
spending a great deal of their childhood in
St. Petersburg, where they were educated
under the special protection of the Em-
press.

The Princefs was a girl of exceedingly
simple habits. Her great delight before
she left her father’s humble home at. Cet-
inje, the capital of Montenegro;' for the
splendours of the Russian Couit at St.

{the marriage when he understood the deep
{affection which existed Detween -his son!
and Princess FElena, although there was|
considerable opposition to the marriage,
notably on the part of Queen Margherita
and various ministers. But Crispi advocat-
ed it when he saw how determined the
Prince of Naples was to make a love-match
of his own.

Furthermore, he saw—and here we get
@ striking illustration of the astuteness of
the famous Italian statesman—that Prin-
cess Elena was not only a beautiful girl,
but a .very healthy one, coming from a
family free from any taint of scrofula, the
curse of all old Royal houses. And today
the “misfit” king is the father of four of
the most charming and healthy children
in Europe. s

The marriage took place on October
24th 1898, and a striking passage in “In-
timacies of Court and Society,” a book
of memoirs compiled by the widow of an
American diplomat, provides an interest-
ing picture of the ‘shepherdess” princess at |'
the time. “I remember very well,” says
the author, “when Elena made her. first
appearance at the Roman Court, walking
into the concert room of the Quirimal as
if she were in a dream.

the same in character as an imperial tax,
subject to. the following limitations:
» (a) The Irish parliament shall not have
power to imposé or charge a customs duty,
whether an 1mport or an export duty, on
any article unless that article is for the
time being liable to a customs duty levied
as an imperial‘ tax; and (shall not have
power to. vary, except by way -of addition,
any customs duty levied as an imperial
tax,. or any excise duty so levied where
there is a corresponding customs duty.)

Buf,
apart from the pleasure’Telt ¥y French-
men at the successful efforts o8"the little
powers to overthrow the Turk, rthere is
e national pride-born of  the eonvietien
that the Bulgarians and the Bervians ‘and
the Greeks have: vanquighed the:troops of
the Sultan because they learmed:the art
of war in French military coHeges™and
fought with French cannon. When, fur-
ther, it is remembered that at Kirk Kil-
igse and Lule Burgas the French' guns
were matched against German cartillery,
it will be conceded that the crushing de-
feat inflicted on the Turks at these bat-
tles is some justification for Fremch com-
placency. ' The Balkan war has been very
largely a question of guns, and'‘the duel
between the French artillery of the allies
and the \German artillery of the Turks
has resulted in the triumph of the cannon
made. at Creusot. : :

The selection of French guns by the
armies of the allies was not dye to acci-
dent or hazard, Those responsible for the
war material which was to decide the fu-

take no chances, that their very existence
was at stake, and eo, after testing the ma-
terial of all the ordinance manufacturers
of Europe, they came fo the. coneclusion
that the Schneider guns were the most
snitable for their purpose. That is why
General Savoff, who reorganized the Bul-
garian army, eelected the splendid 75-
millimetre French gun to annihilate the
Turk, and the war minieters  of -Servia
and Greece did the same, Most of their
material is comparatively modern and
bears the date of 1004, 1805, and 1907, .

The Frgnch artillery is especially ‘suit-
able for a campaign in the hilly. country
of the Balkans because of its lightness.
The nature of the country precludes the
use of heavy, cumbersome guns, and that
is why the light, handy field’ and moun-
tain guns of#the allies proved invaluable.
Foreign attaches who followed the opera-
tions in the Balkans arve at one in_their
admiration of the rapidity, accutacy, and
murderous effect of the French-made guns,
At the battle of Lule Burgas the day was
won not by the rifle-fire of the Bulgari-
ans but by their cannon, the batteries
placing shell after shell with astonishing
rapidity at points five feet apart, The
gunners fired with automatic precigion,
It is the special pneumatic brake that
gives the man who serves the French-
made artillery his gredtest advantage.
When the shot is fired and the recoil
takes place the gun comes back in a
straight line and is ready to be redis-
charged immediately. That is'to say, once
the gunner has got the range he has no
further trouble.
