London, Aug. 26—The British trade 
• Commissioner for New Zealand, in a 
' report to the government, says that the 
United States benefits by the preferen­
tial treatment accorded to Canadian 
goods by New Zealand. He says that 
Canadian manufactures resemble Amer­
ican, in that they ate cheaper, lighter 
and less durable than British, and the 
appearance of Canadian goods in New 
Zealand has broken down the prejudice 
which formerly existed against Ameri­
ca! manufactures.

He adds that these would now prob­
ably still be imported direct from the 
United States even if the preferential 
duties were cancelled.

Ottawa, Aug. 25—The customs de­
partment statement for July and the 
first four months of the current fiscal 
year, indicates a most striking growth 
in Canadian trade.

The total trade for July was $100,- 
857,000, as against $91,428,000 in July 
last year. For the four months, trade 
totalled $858,488,000, compared with 
$828,685,000 in the same period of 1912.

The duty collected in the four months 
was $88,631,000, as against $85,990,000 
in the corresponding period last year.

The imports for July are given as 
$58,928,000 and evports of Canadian 
produce $88,680,000.

For the four months imports were 
$225,887,000 and exports of Canadian 
produce, $117,180,000.

council yetserday afternoon. The ques- 

; tion as to whether it would be advisable 
for the city to pursue a policy of buy­
ing wharves which would not pay for 
their own maintenance with interest on 
capital and sinking fund, was brought 

! up by the mayor’s proposal to buy the 
Lawton wharf, adjoining the McLeod 
wharf, in order to make room for the 
steamer.

Commissioner McLellan said that In 
view of the conditions at the McLeod 
wharf, he did not think it would be wise 
to buy the Lawton property. He re­
peated his opinion given recently that 
each wharf should be made to pay for 
itself, saying he thought the first thing 
the council should do was to revise the 
schedule of wharfage rates.

Commissioner Wigmore thought the 
Red Cross Company should not be in­
formed in a hurry that there was no 
room for their boat on the east side of 
the harbor. He asked whether it would 
not be- possible to ask the government 
if something could not be done to And 
accommodation for the boat at Long 
wharf.

No decision was arrived at in the mat­
ter, and it will probably be taken up 
again at a meeting to be held on Wed­
nesday to call for tenders for the re­
construction of the wharf adjoining the 
ferry floats.

On the recommendation of the com­
missioner of finance and public affairs, 
Miss J. T. Wetmore was appointed to 
succeed1 Miss B. Wetmore, who has re­
signed the position of stenographer in 
the common clerk’s office, the appoint­
ment to take effect on Sept. 6 next.

The commissioner of public works re­
ported that he had received a second ten­
der from /A. Kinsella for the reconstruc­
tion of the fountain on Haymarket 
square at a cost of $585, or $65 less than 
his first tender, which had been refused. 
The tender at $535 was accepted.

Commissioner Agar moved that the 
request of the New Brunswick Tele­
phone Company to lay a conduit on the 
south side of King square be complied 
with, the conduit to be located to the 
satisfaction of the road engineer and H.

In concluding my remarks regarding 
visits, let me thank most cordially every 
lodge I visited for the courtesies extend­
ed to the Grand Lodge officers. In all 
cases, determined, courteous and success­
ful efforts were made to contribute to 
the enjoyment of our visits.

On the 80th October, a communica­
tion of grand lodge was summoned to 
mark the reopening of the Masonic Hall 
at St. John. The chief lodge room had 
been completely furnished and decorat­
ed by the St. John lodges, and is now 
a suitable room in évery respect for til 
Masonic gatherings, and quite up to the 
standard hoped for by those who orig­
inally planned the building.

The St. John lodges deserve all praise 
for their generosity in this respect, and 
their action will long continue to reflect 
credit upon those who so actively car­
ried out the arrangements. The com­
munication was much the largest I have 
seen. Degree work was exemplified by 
grand lodge officers under the banner of 
Albion Lodge, No. 1. The occasion was 
one which will long be remembered.

Acting on the report of a special 
committee, the board recommends to 
grand lodge that an increase be made in 
the salary of the grand secretary. It 
is recognized that the duties of the of­
fice have grown of late, years and re­
quire more constant attention, and that 
the existing salary has become inade­
quate. In dealing with this recommend­
ation it might be remembered that with 
new officers coming along, lodges are 
often in need of. instruction, and it 
would be well if the grand secretary 
were placed at the call of the grand 
master when requests for visits of an 
instructor are received.

Mainly at the instance of the grand 
master the board has quite fully dis­
cussed the general question of incorpor­
ation, and the relations of grand lodge, 
in a business way, to the Masonic build­
ing in St. John. The board has reached 
the conviction that matters should not 
any longer drift along, but that well 
directed efforts should at once be made 
to acquire til outstanding stock in the 
hall company, and s» vest in grand 
lodge the exclusive ownership of the 
property.

So far as I have traveled over this 
jurisdiction, I have found the craft in, 
good hands, and flourishing at nearly all 
points. While the ritual is well express­
ed, there is a lack of uniformity which 
may however be readily corrected, and, 
in this connection, I repeat the advice 
of several Past Grand Masters, particu­
larly that of Past Grand Master Forbes 
who recommended strongly the ap­
pointment of a paid lecturer whose duty 
it would be to visit lodges, wherever 
and whenever required, to spend some 
davs if advisable and give that positive 
interpretation of the ritual which can 
only come from one irt authority. Sev­
eral lodges are anxious to have auoh in- 
struction and I recommend that definite 
action be now taken on this suggestion.

The Board of General Purposes are of 
the opinion that the salary of the Grand 
Secretary is insufficient, and this opm- 
ion I most emphatically endorse.

Incorporation
In order more easily and effectively to 

administer grand lodge funds, and, in 
order, particularly (if the proposals re­
garding the Masonic Hall Company are 
approved), to have a legal entity ready 
to receive the ownership, I further re­
commend that the board of general pur­
poses be authorized to petition the legis­
lature for an act of incorporation for 
the purpose of holding property and ad­
ministering the benevolent and ,other 
funds of grand lodge, and also for such 
other financial purposes, as they deem 
advisable.
Incorporation of Subordinate Lodges

I find that no fewer than eleven lodges 
have obtained incorporation, no doubt 
finding this a more simple and desirable 
plan, than holding property by way of 
trustees. Of course, legislation of this 
kind should only be obtained for the 
purpose of holding property and there 
should be a reversion to the grand lodge 
to hold for Masonic purposes in each 
Masonic district affected, if the subord­
inate lodge should cease to exist. I re­
commend that the board of general pur­
poses be authorized to apply to the as­
sembly for simple legislation, which 
would apply to all lodges along these 
lines.

May I also suggest that in order to 
make the practice of the jurisdiction uni­
form, it would be most advisable, if such 
legislation is applied for and is obtained, 
that the lodges at present incorporated 
should cease to use their present cor­
porative powers and fall in with the 
general act.

Sawmill for Gagetown

(Fredericton Gleaner)
Gagetown is likely to have a new in­

dustry next season. Luther B. Smitli 
having about decided to erect a big lum­
ber saw mill there.

Some time ago Mr. Smith’s mill at 
Blissville, Sunbury County, was destroy­
ed by fire and since then he has been 
looking about for the most suitable site 
for a new mill. He has lately about de­
cided that Gagetown is the best site.

In the event of his deciding to go 
ahead with his project Mr. Smith will 
probably erect a large plant which will 
employ 100 or more men and will be one 
of the m6st up-to-date plants along the 
river. It will likely be fitted up as a 
handsaw mill with rotary equipment 
as well and there will also be a shingle 
and planing department.
