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St. Petersburg, Sep*. 16—The cholera 

epidemic which, originating in southern 
Russia, has claimed already upwards off 
100,006 victims, is stretching it way across 
Asiatic Russia and today was officially de­
clared to threaten the province of Amur 
in Southeast Siberia and separated>-by the 
Amur river from Manchuria.

The reports now in 'possession of the 
sanitary bureau show a total of 182,337 
cases for the season with 83,613 deaths. 
These include the early returns for the 
week ended Sept. 10 and the revised fig­
ures for the preceding week. Complete 
reports for the week of Sept 4—Sept. 10 
inclusive, are lacking but the totals for 
the seven days at hand are 7,559 cases 
with 3,567 deaths.

The totals for the preceding week are 
13,330 cases with 8.187 deaths.

There were 47 new cases and nineteen 
deaths in the city of St. Petersburg yes­
terday, This brings the total in the cap. 
ital to 3,750 cases with 1,310 deaths. The ' 
totals in the aggregate show a falling off 
of cases and deaths.

fT^HE right to live is, in human estimation, the most sacred, the 

I most inviolable, the most inalienable. The joy of living is 
-*■ such a splendid and luminous day as this is inconceivable. To 

exist is exultation. To live forever is our sublimest hope. Annihila­
tion, extinction and eternal death are the forebodings of despair. To 
know, to love, to achieve, to triumph, to confer happiness, to allevi­
ate misery, is rapture. The greatest crime and the severest penalty 
known to human law is, the sacrifice and forfeiture of life.

And yet We are all under the sentence of death. Other events 
may or may not occur. Other conditions may or may not exist. We 
may be rich or poor; we may be learned or ignorant ; we may be 
happy or wretched ; but we all must die. The verdict has been pro­
nounced by the inexorable decree of an omnipotent tribunal.

Quebec Dock First to be Built, 
The One at St. John LaterL

Montreal, Sept. 15.—The organization 
meeting of the Dominion Dry Vfock Com­
pany took place here today, a meeting of 
the shareholders being held in the Wind 
sor Hotel. At the close of the meeting it 
was announced that the company is ready 
to start work forthwith.

The first dock the company will ^rnild 
will be in Quebec. Later a dock will be 
built at St. John, but no statement was 
forthcoming as to the time of starting.

Andrew. Allan,- president of the Canadian 
^hipping Federation, was elected president 
Of the company. Sir Montague Allan, An­
drew Allan, G. M. Boswortb, Wm. Mac- 
Pberson and Capt. D. C. Newton are the 
permanent board of directors. Those who 
attended the meeting were Sir Thomas 
Shaughnessy, Sir Robert Perks, Andrew 
A. Allan, Wm. MacPherson, representing 
Harland & Wolff, Wm. M. Dobell, Geo. 
T. Davis and Capt. Newton.

It is said the government is trying to 
make its subsidy conditional upon the com­
pany starting the Quebec dock by January 
1, but the company is in doubt over their 
ability to do this.

W. E. Foster, who is a member of the 
Dominion Dry Dock Company, was shown 
the foregoing despatch last night. He said 
that negotiations concerning the St. John 
dock were now under way and he hoped 
to see the work of construction begun as 
soon as possible. Mr. Foster was repre­
sented at the meeting yesterday by Capt. 
Newton.

Col. G. Carleton Jones, D. G. M. 6., 
and Capt. R. J. Birdwhistie, of Ottawa, 
secretary of the St. John Ambulance As­
sociation, arrived in the city yesterday 
to address the meeting in the board of 
trade rooms this afternoon at 3.30 o clock.

Montreal, Sept. 15.—A remarkably Pro­
testant answer to the recent Eucharistic 
Congress was furnished this evening at 
Arena, when Bishop Ingram, of London, 
addressed the opening meeting of the con­
vention of the Brotherhood of St. An­
drew, and made a confession of his Pro­
testant faith which aroused the immense 
audience to such a pitch that for several 
minutes they cheered until the rafters 
rang. \

“Why am I not a dissenter?" cried Bish­
op Ingram. “Because there is nothing from 
which I dissent. Why am I not a Roman 
Catholic? Because,
English Catholic.”

This was the climax of a remarkable ad­
dress, and sharp as the proud sentences 
were flung to the air, an audience of fully 
3.000 people jumped to their feet and 
cheered wildly for several minutes. This 
clear confession of faith given by the Bish­
op of Loudon had tremendous effect and 
it seemed as though the pent up Protestant 
feeling, which had been moved to an un­
wonted extent by recent events, had sud­
denly found vent and men and women by 
thousands rose and cheered themselves 
hoarse in what w^s perhaps the most re­
markable demonstration of the Protestant 
faith ever witnessed in Montreal.

It was only after Bishop Ingram had re­
peatedly waved his hands for silence that 
he was able to proceed with his address, 
in which he dealt with the work and ob­
jects of the St. Andrew’s Society.

it Financial Letter.

New York, Sept. 16—Our latest reports 
supplement and confirm those of yester­
day noon, namely, a professional clique 
endeavoring to work a moderate bull 
move, continually runs into offerings that 
appear to increase on a scale up, and it 
is now reported that they have given up 
in disgust with the probable result that 
a sagging tendency will be s*en for the 
present, accelerated by pressure selling on 
the appearance of more unfavorable trade, 
money or political developments, senti­
ments having becoming convinced that the 
large interests will not permit any improve 
ment of a lasting nature at the present 
juncture. 1

Therefore, bearish operations from floor 
sources may take place today. We would 
continue to use stop orders on both sides 
of the market. We continue to suggest 
that the railroads be preferred as purchas­
ers and the industrials as sales. In case 
of liquidation developing, good railroad 
stocks will present excellent buying oppor­
tunities on slumps, according to our view, 
which has been and still is that some time 
between the present time and election the 
stock market readjustment discounting all 
adverse factors in the near future, will 
have been completed. Meanwhile the trad­
ing attitude of neutrality is still suggested.

A. Schawb, in an interview on condi­
tions, in the Journal of Commerce, seemed 
gloomy.

Martin, M. P., stated that the Grand 
Trunk Pacific was helping to solve this 
question of high freight rates, and was 
already doing the west a great service.

Naturally, the spokesman of the manu­
facturers was opposed to tariff reduction, 
but his views were moderately expressed 
There was a general disposition to empha­
sise the importance of a broad view, that 
had regard for the interests of east and 
west alike. Mr. Haultain’s remark that 
the true Canadian must be broader than 
any provincial or sectional interests ex­
presses the right view.

Some of the others are describ­
ed by a writer in the Strand as earning 
a “precarious livelihood,^ and the suggest­
ion has been made to raise a fund of sev­
eral thousand ’ pounds for these children 
and grandchildren of Charles Dickens.

Even in England his earnings were by 
no means proportionate to his fame, while 
in the United States anyone who had a 
printing press could turn. "Out his books 
and pocket the entire proceeds. It has 
been said that from the entire sale of his 
works in the United States Dickens re­
ceived practically nothing.

Even today unauthorized editions of his 
books eontinue to floods the market ' and 
publishers are’hetjriqg to biiild up for­
tunes on Charles Difckens* genius without 
making the slightest ’ acknowledgement, 
financial or otherwise, to Ms heirs.

For One Story, $5,000
It is not quite accurate to say however, 

that Dickens made nothing out of the 
Bale of his works in the United States. 
He had a publisher in Boston named 
Fields, and there is on record a letter he 
wrote to Mr. Fields, in which he denied’ 
the accuracy of an interview in the New 
York Tribune on the subject of piracy. 
He Wrote:

“For twenty years I am perfectly cer­
tain that I haye never made any other 
allusion to the reprinting of my books in 
America than the good-humored remark, 
“that if there had been international 
copyright between England and the States 
I should have been a man of very large 

I fortune, instead of a man of moderate 
savings, always supporting 
ive public position;’ nor have I ever been 
so ungenerous as to disguise or suppress 
the fact that I have received handsome 
sums for advance sheets.”

On one occasion he received £1,000 for 
a single story written for the Boston 
Magazine. “Our Young Folks.”

READY-TO-WEAR HATSThere is a difference .between the mem­
bers of the Syrian colony and the Roman 
Catholic Bishop of Stk John, with regard 
to the matter of religious worship. There 
are fifty-two Syrian families in the city, 
and they desire to erect a church of their 
own, with a priest of the Maronite Cath­
olic faith, who can speak their language, 

quite a number of their people are un­
able to speak English. Two Syrian gen­
tlemen informed the Times this morning 
that their people had many times appealed 
to the bishop, but that he had declined 
to accede to their views, on the ground 
that they were Catholics and should be 
content with the mi met rations of the 
priests of the diocese.

This morning the Syrians met and de­
cided that they would withdraw their 
children from the Catholic schools and 
send them to the. public schools, and take 
steps to provide for worship according to 
their own desires. .They say that their 
fellow7 countrymen in the chief cities of 
Canada and the United States, are permit­
ted to have their own churches and priests 
and it is their determination to iqsist upon 
the same rights in St. John. They say 
that they offered to guarantee enough 
money to build a church and support the 
institution. They also asked to have the 
privilege of bringing one of their own 
priests here at times,to say Mass, but the 
request was not favorably received. There 
is a priest now in the city who has au­
thority from the patriarch of their church 
to minister to them.

! The attention of His Lordship Bishop 
Casey was drawn to the matter today but 
he did not wish to make any statement.
