the Supreme Secretary and the Solicitor several times, and embraced every
opportunity to further the passage of the Bill through the House, M,
Jertram, the member for Centre Toronto, introduced the Bill, and from the
time the Bill was read the first time, its severe handling by the Committee
on Banking and Commerce till its third reading no effort was spared to sccure
its passage through Parliament.  As far as the House of Commons was
concerned, after a very hard struggle we succeeded in carrying the Bill
through. It was then sent on to the Senate, and, much to our surprise, the
Bill was thrown out, so that our efforts were, to a certain extent, unsuceess-
ful.  The chief, and T may say the only cause of its rejection was the feel-
ing that our rates were not high enough, that if we were prepared to  in-
crease our rates according to a scale prepared by the Inspector of  Insur-
ance, then they were willing to pass the Bill.  This we felt we could not do
without the sanction of this Supreme Body.

3. Considerable difficulty is experienced in obtaining
the lodge returns on time for the annual statements, owing
to the fact that many of the subordinate lodges hold their
quarterly meetings during the last two weeks of the De-
cember quarter, Their books and accounts having to be
audited, it means a delay of from two to three weeks, some-
times fonr weeks, before the bulk of the returns are re-
ceived at the head office, necessitating the leaving out of
much statistical information. This difficulty would be en-
tirely removed if the Supreme Lodge held its annual session
in April or May, This would then give the Supreme Secre-
tary’s office an opportunity to compile the returns based
upon the December accounts, and at the same time comply
with the conditions of the statutes in making the usual
Government returns.

Some lodges in certain districts cannot obtain the ser-
vices of a medical man; they have petitioned your Executive
to allow them to pay extra benefits and to give the members
the privilege to provide their own doctor and medicine.
This would, to a very large extent, remove the difliculty.
If your Supreme Body will adopt the proposed amendment
by the Executive on the sessional papers (see No. 43) it will
greatly relieve the lodges who are at the present time with-
out a lodge surgeon, and who, under their peculiar circum-
stances, cannot secure such services, only at a great cost to
the lodge. 1 trust this Supreme Body will have no hesitancy

in adopting the proposed change.

the Funeral Fund is working at a loss.

The transter of the registration fees to the General
Funds of Supreme Grand Lodge, while decreasing the
revenue of the Funeral Fund, is to some extent covered by
the extra assessment of the five cents per member per
quarter.

GUARANTEE DEPARTMENT.

(1.) I am pleased to report that-only one claim has been
made upon the funds of this Department during the fin-
ancial year, though there have been some large payments
made in connection with claims of previous years.

(2.) In the matter of Lodge Manchester, the Secretary
was a defaulter to the extent of One Hundred and Eleven
Dollars, seventy-five cents.

This was not discovered till he had left the city and his
books taken over temporarily by another officer.” It was then
found that the Secretary had been receiving money and
giving receipts for same without entering the payment in
the cash book. The auditors on examining the books each
quarter, having every confidence in the Secretary, do not
seem to have found out any shortage, and when the new
officer took the books and sent out the usual quarterly ac-
counts, several members produced their receipts, which
showed their dues had been paid regularly. The conse-
quence was the members hnd to be credited with the
amounts, and after a strict investigation of the Secretary’s
books by the arbitration Committee, he was found guilty
of maleficence of office, and recommended for expulsion.
The claim for the full amount was made by the lodge, and
with one or two exceptions was paid out of Department’s
funds.

(3.) The matter in connection with Lodge Acorn, I am
pleased to say, has been settled by compromise and without
any claim being made upon the Guarantee funds.

(4.) T desire again through this Supreme body to im-
press upon the Auditors of subordinate lodges the necessity
of thoroughly checking the ledger with the cash book and
satisfy themselves that all members over 16 weeks in
arrears in the ledger are entered upon the quarterly form,
which in every case should be read to the lodge before

being finally accepted. This would prove a safeguard to
the members and could not give offence to the Secretary.
Another very important test would be approximating the
income for the quarter. Take 70 members in good standing
at $1.60 per quarter, it will show cash receipts for $112 00;
if the receipts were only $80 or $go then the auditors should
enquire as to the balance. Each quarter would then be a

check against itself and defalcations more easily discovered.

(5.) Your Supreme Body will be pleased to know that
the long standing litigation brought about through the late
Secretary of Lodge Yorkshire is finally disposed of. In the
year 1895 | called the attention of Supreme Body to this
matter, and it is gratifying to know that after a lapse of five
years the Supreme Grand Lodge has been sustained by two
Courts upon every point, and though the expenditure has
been large, it has proved beycnd a doubt that in Quebec as
well as in Ontario, we have the right to charge offending

officers with misconduct, and bring them to justice for mis-

appropriation of lodge funds.

The decision of the Court of Review should be read in
every lodge, as it is one of the most important judgments
(upon the rights and privileges of traternal benefit societies)
on record.

2 | think the time has arrived when it would be in the
interest of the Society that more attention should be paid to
the struggling lodges, and it certainly would be to their in-
terest it they could be officially visited and encouraged ; this
your Executive will be able to do as the spending power of
the Society improves. The prospect 1or the coming year
indicates a great improvement in this connection. Two
very important forms of liabilities are disappearing, one

entirely, the amount due to the Guarantee Department has
been repaid, the amount due the Funeral Fund has been
reduced $230.00, leaving the amount due $515.52, with
funds at present on hand to mee the same if desired.

3. The largest item of expenditure during the past year
over the ordinary expenses, was incurred through the efforts
to obtain Dominion Incorporation, and though the same
amount may not be required during the coming year, an In-
corporation Fund will have to be provided, as it is ‘the in-
tention of the Government to introduce a Bill dealing with
Friendly Societies, and it will be necessary for us to be
prepared to work in concert with other organizations,
4. The Merchandise Account for the year does not
make so good a showing as last year ; this is very largely
owing to the great demand here for Regalia and Badges
during the Diamond Jubilee, the profit for the year just

closed being $488.54 as against $597.04 tor 1897.

JUVENILE DEPARTMENT.

(1) This Department of our Society work is progres-
sing favorably. While the numerical increase during the
year is not large, the fact that fifty-five juveniles have been
transferred into the adult lodge is proof of the importance
of this Department.

[he work of the Advisory Board is of such a charicter
that all the support and sympathy of the older lodges is re-
quired to encourage them in their efforts. Patience and tact
are two essential qualifications for an advisory officer.

(2) The financial condition of the Department is good.
Though $417.05 has been paid for sick benefits and $717.59
paid to the Doctor, the cash balances to the credit of these
branches at the close of the year is $2339.31 or 173 more
than last year,

(3) The proposed changes as suggested in the ses-
sional papers affecting the payment of sick benefits, deserves

consideration,

The general opinion of the advisory Board is in favor
of the proposed change.

(4) In order to keepup the interest of the juvenile
branches [ would suggest that conferences between the
adult lodge oflicers and the Advisory Board with the Juvenile
oflicers, be held from time to time. That during the year
three or four open meetings of the adult lodges be held at

We found that there had been a loan effected by the Supreme Trustees
who held office in the year 1896, to the Sons of England I1all Co. for the
sum of three thousand dollars of funds of the Society, and that the loan
covered a period of one year, from Sept. 2nd, 1896, hearing interest at six
per cent. payable semi annually (on March 5th and September 5th).  The
document was not registered until July oth, 1897, and is number 110155 in
the Registry Office for east Toronto.

It is signed by Jno. S. King as President, and Jno. W, Carter as
Secretary Treasurer of the Hall Co.. and is made to Dr. Jno. S. King, Jno.
C. Swait and Thos. R. Skippen as Supreme Grand Lodge Trustees.

We further found that a demand had been made upon the Supreme
Grand Lodge Trustees for the return of the amount invested in mortgage
($3000.00) on July gth, 1897. This was previous to our election to Office of

Supreme Trustees.  The amount is still unpaid.

We have received the sum of ninety dollars in interest, which is in the

This we think is fully horne out by the fact that the
late trustees were unable to comply with the request of the Exceusive, anl
return them the money when wanted,  We are of the opinion that the in
vestment of the surplus funds of the Order should only he placed where th
security could be realized upon at short notice. There was some talk of a
lease of the Hall Companies being effected, whereby a rental of $4C00.00 per
year would have been obtained, if this had been carricd out, it might have
increased the security somewhat, but it would not have enabled us to at one
realize the face of the mortgage and hand over to the Exeeutive $3000.00.
Since last Supreme Grand  Lodge meeting there has been arrangements
effacted, and a deposit made with the Quebee Government of $5000.00.
This we think should have heen made in the name of the Trustees, it cer
tainly must have heen surplus funds, inasmuch as it was transferred without
any extra or special assessment, and being surplus funds should have been in

REPORT OF THE RECORD COMMITTEE FOR VOLUME 3 OF
THE SONS OF ENGLAND RECORD.

To the Supreme Grand Lodge of the Sons of England
1. Your Committee was appointed at the Grand Lodge meeting held in

March, 1898, at St. Catharines,

2. The first issue of the Record under their charge was on June 15,
1898, and the present volume No. 3 will close with the issue of 15th March,
1899, making a period of ten months, Your Committee has taken this
course in order that the incoming Committee may have a complete year
under their charge.

3. Statement of receipts and expenditures from 1st June, 1898, to
February 28th, 1899, is herewith submitted, Dbeing for nine issues of the
Record., ‘

4. The receipts during that period have amounted to $1,031.94 and the
expenditure to $1,071.24, leaving a difference against the account of $35. 30.
This difference we believe will be more than made up in the concluding
issue of the paper.

5. The contract for printing with C. B, Robinson was transferred from
the previous Committee, but at the end of July the contractor failed and
your Committee had great difficulty in closing up the unfinished contract
with him. They succeeded however in doing this satisfactorily and made
a new contract with the Bryant Press for the balance of the term.  The
issues of the paper have been as follows : June, 11,000 ; July, 11,500 ;
August, 12,000 ; September, 12,600 ; October, 12,500 ; November,
12,500 ; December, 13,000 ; January, 12,600 ; February, 12,800 ; total,
110, 500. Of the special December number 1,000 were sent feor free dis-

tribution to the lodges in South Africa.

6. In the distribution of so large a circulation it is to be expected that
there will be some failures in delivery from time to time. Every effort has
been made to remedy any failures. The mailing list has been placed in the
hands of a special clerk and is made up from the lists received from the
secretaries. Instances have come to light in which the names of members
have not been forwarded, and also of changes of address not having been
sent in by members.  The Committee have no hesitation in saying that
apart from the errors which sometimes must occur in the post office depart-
ment, the failures in receipt of the copies of the Record have largely been
the result of the failure to give the brother’s proper address.

7. Distribution in the City of Toronto has been made through the com-

pany which distributes the Globe and Mail and failures have at times o¢-
eurred, but every endeavor is made to prevent their recurrence,
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8. The acceptance which the Record has received by the Order at

large is best evidenced by the interesting use made of its eolumns by the
