The Oovay matter which a short time 
ago created such a stir, has been disposed 
of after a manner, and the police 
"records’' seem to have been an important 
factor in "clearing” Covay of the chargee 
preferred against him. To every charge 
Covay made a flat denial, and further­
more the evidence given by Thomas 
Burchillp a policeman, was practically 
declared by the magistrate to have been 
false. The magistrate based this latter 
judgment entirely on a duty book kept 
by Captain Rawlings, How substantial 
this- basis was will be given a little later.

In the meantime * word about the 
magistrate’s remarks on this particular 
point The magistrate stated that there 
had been wilful perjury during the in­
vestigation; that evidence was given by 
Burchill that he was transferred about 

^ July 11th to Sheffield street from York 
Point Capt Rawlings’ book, he said, 
shows that Sergt. Covay was night 
patrol sergeant then and that Moore 
and Burchill were on York Point beat, 
and Rankine and Woods on Sheffield 
street. It was said that Moore got drunk 
on his beat at that time. If that was so 
and Burchill was transferred to Sheffield 
street, Tjvhat became of Rankine and 
Woods, and was York Point beat left 
vacant? Certainly, according to that,
York Point would be without a e^agàL * JR 
SIMJBfeW Suwfc^îÊouIci have one more Toronto, 
than the number allowed. This could 
not be. He certainly must accept the 
police records and "Be therefore found 
that Covay and Burchill where not on 
night duty together during the months 
of July or August. A most remarkable 
deduction indeed and bythe same reason­
ing it might have been shown that Moore 
was not drunk at all But facts prove 
that Moore was drunk, and the logical 
inference is that many things happen on 
the police force that are not laid down in 
the regulations by Chief Clark or Cap­
tain Rawlings.

So when Magistrate Ritchie gave his 
judgment with regard to Burcliill’s 
evidence he did not take into consider­
ation the fact that Capt. Raw ling’s “duty 
book,” was a private record, and that it 
was not made up from actual personal 

^ knowledge. The regular charge book of 
— the police station in which the daily 

ai rests of the policemen are written, 
and from which the daily sheets are pre­
pared for the magistrate contains the 
following :—

July 6—George Moore and Thomas 
Burchill (arrested) Andrew Chittley, 
drunk on Mill street, 12 o’clock.

July 7—Thomas Burchill and H. D.
Rankin (arrested) James Ross, drunk 
and using profane language on Sheffield 
street; 10—11 o’clock.

July 9—H. D. Rankin and Thomas 
Burchill (arrested) John Hart, lying 
drunk on the Barrack green; 9—10 o’clock.

This conclusively proves that Burchill 
was transferred from the York Point to 
the Sheffield street beat, for the above 
entries were made at the time cf the 
the arrests, and furthermore the officer 
whose naine appears first on the charge, 
according to the chief, was the witn 
in the hearing before the magistrate, so 
that Burchill not only assisted in the 
arrest of James Ross on Sheffield street 
July 8, but probably appeared against 
him on the following morning.

Now with regard to the reliability of the 
"duty book” kept by Captain Rawlings.
Dhring the five days from July 6 to July 
10, inclusive, Captain Rawlings was on 
duty at Welsford hunting for the tramps 
concerned in the Sheck case. He con­
sequently did not actually know whether 
Burchill
Point or whether he had been transfer­
red to some other place for it was in the 
power of the sergeant of the beat or the 
night patrol sergeant to make a change 
in the men. Sergeant Covey was the 
night patrol on July 6, 6, 7 and 8, and he 
was on special duty at Welsford July 9 
and 10. Burchill swears that Covay 
transferred him, to Sheffield street and 
the regular charge book of the station sub- 
staniates his statement. Covay, who 
was the defendant, swears that he did 
not transfer Burchill and Captain Raw­
lings' record, compiled no personal know­
ledge whatever is brought forward to 
sustain him and does it too so far as the 
investigation goes.

One objection that some may raise 
with regard to this argument is that 
Burchill may not have been on regular 
duty when he and Rankin made the ar­
rests on Sheffield street, July 7 and 9.
Allowing that Burchill made the arrests 
with Rankin he must have been on reg­
ular duty because even according to 
Capt Rawlings both officers were on 
night duty July 7 and 9, and so was

world has suffered less from tfce it 
and still existing strigency in the m 
market than this Provicnce andthi, 
because our business is not largely 
speculative and because it is conducted 
by persons who have sufficient capital to 
control it New Brunswick is slowly but 
surely becoming a country of capitalists 
and although at the present time our 
people are shy of investments, because 
of the reasonable distrust caused by the 
failure of promising schemes in which 
they have formerly placed their money, 
this phase of their character cannot be 
permanent, for as money accumulates it 
will seek investment in new enterprises, 
and the success of one enterprise will 
lead to a revival of confidence in others. 
In this city the disastrous effects of the 
great fire of 1877 have to a large extent 
been overcome, and except in the vacant 
places in Queen's and Duke’s ward where 
fine buildings once stood, no visible 
traces of it are to be seen. As the 
years advance even these signs 
of the great fire will disappear and new 
and handsome structures will arise on 
our waste places. Even during the past 
twelve months there have been many 
changes in this respect. The completion 
of the stately Clnb house and of several 
private edifices has given a different 
appearance to a portion of the fire 
ravaged district from its aspect a year 
ago, and this improvement is ’likely to 
continue. During the past year 
thç_J)HÎlding operations In St. John 
have involved an expenditure of 
upwards of $350,000 and a considerable 
part of .this has been laid out in build­
ing in the district referred to. The 
tendency is to rebuild in the old 
burnt district and it is safe to predict 
that this tendency will increase.

The people of St John have good 
reason to feel proud of the growth of this 
city and of its wonderful recovery from 
one of the direst calamities that ever 
overwhelmed a community. But we 
most not rest satisfied with what has 
been already achieved but must con­
tinue to press steadily forward. What 

- is most needed in St John is united 
action for the benefit of the city. So 
long as our people permit mere political 
considerations to interfere with needed 
improvements so long we will fail to 
realize the foil advantage of our position. 
There is nothing either in Dominion or 
in Provincial politics so important as the 
securing for St. John of the winter in 
transit trade of Canada, and to obtain 
this, all our energies should be bent We 
trust that before the close of the coming 
year such progress will have been made 
in that direction, as will make our city 
secure in its position as the great winter 
port of Canada.

.*w school, commenced practice in this 
city in 1867, in partnership with the late 
Hon. John H. Crawford. The firm of 
Crawford & Pugsley soon acquired a 
large professional business, and Mr. 
Crawford in 1870 entered the legislature 
becoming in 1872 a member of the 
King-Kelly government, and afterwards 
Solicitor General which office he held 
until the time of his death in 1882. Mr. 
Pugsley in 1871, was appointed Judge of 
Probates for Kings county, but resigned 
that position at the end of two years 
finding that his further tenure of it would 
interfere with the business projects he 
had in view. In 1881 Mr. Pugsley vis­
ited the North West and became so much 
impressed with the great possibilities of 
that region, that his business interests 
became identified with it for several 
years. He went to Regina and conceived 
the idea of constructing a line of railway 
from that point to Prince Albert on the 
North Saskatchewan, a distance of 260 
miles. This road is now completed and 
in operation and is known as the Qu Ap­
pelle,Long Lake and Saskatchewan rail­
way. Mr. Pugsley was president of this 
road until it wras leased to the Canadian 
Pacific a year ago. Mr. Pugsley’s suc­
cessful efforts to construct this road 
necessitated several trips to England 
and caused him to see much more of the 
world than enters into the experience 
of the average New Brunswicker. In 
one year he made no less than 
three trips to Europe in connexion with 
this railway. Mr. Pugsley returned to 
New Brunswick a year ago and with 
characteristic energy embarked in new 
enterprises here, among others the 
Long wharf improvements in which he 
is interested in connexion with a 
number of our other citizens. Mr. 
Pugsley has been prominent in Kings 
county politics for the past twenty 
years and his connexion with the Hon. 
Mr. Crawford as well as with his brother

The shipbuilding of St John for the 
year 1890 has been on a larger scale 
than in 1889, the number of new vessels 
added to tbe register being 25, meaning 
6,386 tons.

Every man has two birth-days : two 
days, at least, in every year which set 
him upon revolving the lapse of time, 
as it affects his mortal duration. The 
one is that which in an especial manner 
lie terms his. In the gradual desueude 
of old observances, this custom of 
solemnizing our proper birth-day has 
nearly passed away or is left to children, 
who reflect nothing at all about the mat­
ter, nor understand anything in it 
beyond cake and orange. But the birth 
of a New Year is of an interest too wide 
to be pretermitted by king or cobbler. 
No one ever regarded the first of Janu­
ary with indifference. It is that from 
which all date their time, and count 
upon what Is left. It is the nativity of 
our common Adam. Of all sound of all 
belle, the music nighest bordering upon 
Heaven, most solemn and touching is 
the peal which rings out the old year. 
We never hear it, without a gathering up 
of the mind to a concentration of all the 
images that have been diffused over the 
past twelve months ; all we have done, 
or suffered, performed or neglected, in 
that regretted lime. We begin to know 
its worth,as when a person dies. It takes 
a personal color. It is the sound of de­
parting years. It is no more than what 
in sober sadness each one of us seems to 
be conscious of,in that awful leave-taking. 
Though some may affect to manifest an 
exhileration at the birth of the coming 
year, yet there are tender regrets for its 
predecessor. We are naturally .beforehand 
shy of novelties, new books, new faces 
new years,—from some mental twist, 
which makes it difficult for us to face 
the prospective. We plunge into foie- 
gone visions and conclusions; we en­
counter pell-mell with past disappoint­
ments; we are armor-proof against old 
discouragements ; we forgive or
overcome in fancy, old adver­
saries, we play over again for 
lové, as the gamesters phrase it, games 
for which we once paid so dearly ; we 
would scarcely have any of those un­
toward accidents and events of our lives 
reversed. In a degree beneath man­
hood, it is our infirmity to look back 
upon those early days ; yet in those days 
the sound of those midnight chimes (the 
ringing out of the old year) though it 
seemed to arise hilarity in all around us, 
never failed to bring a train of pensive 
imagery into our fancy, 
childhood alone but the young 
man, never feels practically that he is 
mortal. He knows it indeed, and, if 
need were, he could preach a homily on 
the fragility of life ; but he brings if not 
home to himself, any more than in a hot 
June we can appropriate to our imagina­
tion the freezing days of December. But 
let us confess a truth :—In proportion as 
the years both lessen and shorten, we 
set more count upon their periods, and 
would fain lay our ineffectual finger upon 
the spoke of the great wheel. We 
are not content to pass 
away “like a weaver’s 
We desire not to be carried away with 
the tide that smoothly bears human life 
to eternity, and struggle at the inevitable 
course of destiny. We are in love 
with this green earth ; the face of town 
and country, we would set up onr 
tabernacle here ; we are content to stand 
still at the age to which we have arrived; 
a new state of being staggers us. Sun 
and sky and breeze and solitary walks, 
and summer holidays, and the green­
ness of fields, and the delicious 
juices of meats and fishes and

fireside conversation, and innoncent
vanities and jests,------do these things go
out with life ? Borne have been heard to 
profess an indifference to life ;such hail 
the end of their existence as a port of 
refuge, and speak of the grave as of some 
soft arms, in which they may slumber 
as on a pillow. Some have wooed death 
—but out upon thee, I say, thou, foul 
ugly phantom ! for what satisfaction has 
a man though he should “lie down w ith 
Kings and Emperors in death.” And 
now a Happy New Year, and many of 
them to each and every one.

The Q. Stanley a Total Lose.
The steamer Cumberland which ar­

rived yesterday brought the crew of the 
new schooner G. Stanley, which was 
wrecked in the gale of Saturday, near 
Cutler, Me. The Stanley was bound from 
Two Rivers, N. 8., to Boston with a cargo 
of laths. On Friday last she left 
this port, where she had 
harbored. About 11 o’clock that night 
she was off Musquash, and the wind all 
died out But in an hour it was blow­
ing terribly from the south-east accom­
panied by a blinding snow storm. The 
schooner was run before the gale, and 
about twenty minutes to two Saturday 
morning she struck about eight miles 
east of Cutler or a mile and a half 
east of Moose river. The crew escaped 
from the wreck by getting a board out 
on to the rocks, over which they crawled 
one by one. They had a hard time cn 
the rocks, having saved no clothes or 
food from the vessel.

The schooner broke up shortly after 
she struck. The crew managed to 
Lnbec and thence to Eastport 
tihey secured a passage

The Stanley was built this ye 
owned by Brunswick Barnhill 
Bivers, and was commanded by Captain 
Philips. The hull was insured for $6000. 
The cargo was also insured.

Captain Philips remained at Lubec 
to look after the gear, which was so Id 
at auction.

Among the Shipping.
A Halifax dispatch of the 20th inst 

says the schooner Laura A. Smith, Cap­
tain Eisenhaner, which sailed from 
J amaica, Nov. 12, for Lunenburg, in bal­
last, has not since been heard from. 
Several other vessels, which sailed at 
the same time or later, and arrived at 
their destination some weeks ago, re­
ported having experienced very heavy 
weather from which they suffered more 
or less damage.

The schooner Laura B. Winters, Cap­
tain Winters, which sailed from Boston 
Dec. 7 for Lunenburg, has not been 
heard from. Three others that sailed 
at the same time arrived a week ago,and 
several which sailed later have arrived. 
It is supposed that she capsized in the 
squall on the 20th. Besides her crew of 
five men she bad aboard five or six pass­
engers coming home to spend Christmas 
one of them being a lady. All belonged 
at Mahone Bay, or in its vicinily.

The storm of Saturday was the most 
6cvere for years on the Lunenburg coast 
About a dozen vessels were damaged in 
Lunenburg Harbor.

The schooner Hyacinthe, coal laden, 
left Cow Bay last Saturday morning dur­
ing the heavy gale. Saturday evening 
the vessel struck on Black Rock, but 
succeeded in getting off. She struck 
again, however, on Shay Rock. « The. 
crew, after a hard tight in an ocean boat, 
managed to reach little Bras d’Or, a dis­
tance of two miles from where the 
schooner struck. There is no insurance 
on the vessel, which foundered.

A Newport, R. I. dispatch of the 27th 
says : A ship apparently anchored 10 
miles SE of Rrenton’s Reef Light with 
colors union down, was discovered by 
the patrol at the life saving station to­
day, and word was sent to this city for 
a tug, as the wind was too strong for the 
lifeboat. Tng H. M. Hoyt started on the 
search for her, but meeting the revenue 
steamer Dexter outside left it with her.
