Bathurst, Oct 20th.—A disasterous 
fire broke ont here last night about 12 
o’clock and consumed several important 
buildings. The ffre orignated in the 
basement erf the store of H. Mehan & Co. 
on Water street It burned rapidly and 
consumed the building with its 
contents before anything but the books 
conti be saved. The flames having once 
gained headway spread to the adjoining 
buildings and crossed the street 
The stores kept by 
Donnelly & Hickson, and Mrs. Sinclair 
were destroyed with most of their 
contents. The Merchants’ Bank of Hal­
ifax building, the Carling Rink and the 
dwelling houses of Kennedy F. Barns M. 
P. and James Hickqpn were also destroy­
ed. The Power Hotel was badly dam­
aged. The stock in the Burns drag store 
was removed. The insurance compan­
ies interested are the Western, Liver­
pool, London & Globe, British American, 
North west anion,Citizens,City of London 
and the Quebec. K. F. Barns’ M. P., 
residence was insured in the Western 
for $2800, his fhrniturefor $700,and piano 
for $400; total of $3,600. The Hickson 
dwelling was insured for $800 in the 
same office, the curling rink 
for $500, the Power building 
$500, Kerr’s $250, Mehan’s $450. 
There was $4000 insured on Messrs 
Mehan’s stock. Most of the losses are 
pretty well covered by insurance.

HOW WHALEN WAS KILLED.
COY CONFESSES THE CRIME 

EXON ORATES OTHERS.

Says the Killing was Done In Self- 
Defence, and Give* Details of the 
Rntchery.

Pittsfield, Mass. Oct 20.—Wm. Coy

John Whalen whose body was found 
buried on,the mountain side at Washing­
ton last Tuesday.

Coy says he learned last August that 
Whalen had planned to elope with Mrs. 
Coy. On the night of Saturday, August 
9, he found Whalen’s trunk in hie room. 
He opened it and discovered his wife’s 
clothing inside. While examining 
the trank Whalen came in and 
a quarrel arose between the two men. 
This was between 2 and 3 o’clock in the 
morning.

Whalen stepped outside and returned 
with an axe and club.

He struck Coy with his fist knocking 
him down and then seized the axe and 
struck twice at him. Coy grappled with 
him and succeeded in getting possession 
of the axe. Whalen then seized the 
club and as hé tried to strike Coy, the 
latter hit him with the axe, smashing in 
his sknll. Whalen fell dead.

Coy then details the catting up of 
Whalen’s body and his carrying it up the 
mountain and burying it. He declares 
he killed Whalen in self defence and ex­
onerates George Kelly and Mrs. Coy from 
all connection with the crime.

He admitted Whalen had given him 
money in consideration of his saying 
nothing about Whalen’s intimacy with 
Mrs. Coy.

Coy’s story contradicts many of his 
previous statements.

RATHER EXPENSIVE FUEL.

Steamship Dunedin Barns Fifty Ton* 
of Sugar to Get Into Port.

New York, Oct 20.—The steamship 
Dunedin, which arrived last night, two 
weeks from Cienfnegos, had a hard bat­
tle with sea and wind on her long voy­
age. Her coal gave out while the tem­
pest was at its worst and she began drift-

All the woodwork of the cabin and 
forecastle was put in the furnaces. Then 
the hatches were opened and hundreds 
of bags of sugar were taken out and 
pitched into the fire. The ship was 
rolling and pitching heavily and seas 
came over her frequently. Tons of water 
went into the hatch, damaging much of 
her cargo.

She drifted 120 miles out of her course, 
and managed to get here only after 
burning 50 tons, or about $2,500 worth o 
sugar.

The Experiments at San Diego a Grea 
Success—After a 48-hour Batll 
Against Nature the Raln-Producei

San Diego, Tex., Oct 18.—The gov­
ernment rainmakers are the heroes ol 
the hour here. The experiment, which 
was begun yesterday evening and con-

33S

cessful.
At 4 o’clock this morning rain fe 

torrents in the camps and soaked 
men to the skin. Never before were 
so glad to get a wetting. They yelled 
hurrahed and danced fandangoes ii 
mnd.

The people of San Diego and of the 
surrounding country are both astonished 
at the result. When they went to bed 
at midnight the moon was shining in a 
cloudless sky, and there was no sign of 
rain anywhere. At 4 o’clock they were 
awakened by the pattering and pouring 
of thhw^n on the roofs and in a few 
minutes it came down in torrents. The 
rain continued for nearly an hour, when 
it ceased, bnt half an inch had fallen at 
this place.

Telegrams received this morning from 
stations along the line of the Mexican 
National railroad state rain extended 
about 40 miles to the northeast, 108 miles 
to the west and 30 miles to the south­
west It did not rain either to the west 
or to the south at a greater distance than 
10 or 15 miles.

Seventeen large balloons were filled 
wiih the terrible explosive gas, and 1600 
charges of dynamite and rackarock were 
prepared. In addition to this there were 
250 charges for the 12-pounder cannon 
and 100 21-pound bombs for the mortar 
batteries.

At 6.30 o’clock Lient Dyer placed his 
soldiers in position. The large crowd 
was moved back to a safe distance. Bal­
loonist Castler lighted a piece of punk 
and Mr.Ellis said: “Let ’er go.” Two 
balloons rose in the air to a height of 
2000 feet and exploded with a noise like 
twin claps of thunder.

The moment the flash was seen, and 
before the sound had reached the earth, 
20 dynamite and>ackarock charges were 
fired simultaneously. Five 21-pound 
bombs shot into the air, and the 
boomed all it knew how. 
c The, ball was on, and most of the Mex­
icans who had gathered to 
experiment ran off. The explosions of 
the balloons last night were heard 61 
miles away.

The materials used to cause rain are 
of the best, but if the experiments 
continued, some changes should be made 
in the method.

Another beneficiary order, which start- 
ed out with an alluring name and many 
golden promises, is going to the wall if 
its 2,700 indignant members have any 
say in the matter.

The Order of the Mystic Seven was 
duly organized and chartered according 
to the laws of onr commonwealth, and 
commenced business in Boston in 1889.

The beneficiaries of the order were of 
four grades—to receive, respectively, 
$1000, $750, $600 and $250 in 
years’ time. The assessments were $2, 
$1.50, $1, and 60 cents, respectively. The 
order offered sick benefits and loans to 
disabled and impoverished members, 
and an arrangement by which members 
could withdraw after one, two, or any 
number of years. Affairs bade fair to go 
on swimmingly.

But the end came.
The entire membership of the order, 

with few exceptions, found means to 
take advantage of the sick benefits. 
These benefits, however, the order re­
fused to pay, and the members grew dis­
satisfied, and determined to investigate.

A committee was appointed to find oat 
whether the order had complied with 
the laws of Massachusetts requiring 50 
per cent of all^assesementrfcollected to be 
put into the state treasury. This depos­
it was not found.

The committee claim to have discov­
ered, moreover, that, contrary to the 
laws of Massachusetts, $14,700 in assess­
ments had been called for and paid out 
to members wishing to withdraw at the 
end of the first year.

It was discovered that the supreme 
officers of the order were not the 
whose names had appeared as members 
of the corporation when the charter was 
applied for.

The committee demanded to see the 
books of the order, which demand was 
refused. The supreme president, how­
ever, promised to bring to the committee 
a sworn statement regarding the affairs 
of the order last week, but he has not 
yet been seen.

Several mass meetings of indignant 
members have been held, the sentiment 
of which was that 50 per cent, of the as­
sessments paid in would be accepted and 
no questions asked. If this is not done 
the matter will be taken into the courts. 
The members of the order, through their 
committee, have had the advice of Sam­
uel A. Fuller, and have retained Lawyer 
Joseph Bennett in anticipation of fur­
ther complications.

Some alarming reports having been 
circulated as to the sanitary condition of 
Douglas avenue school a Gazette report­
er visited the building this morning to 
ascertain for the public the facts of the 
case. Mr. W. J. 8. Myles, the principal 
of the achools in the building was inter­
viewed. In his pleasant school room, as 
clean as a new pin, and nicely warmed, 
there was not the least unpleasant smell 
perceptible. "You would think by Pro­
gress that this was a hot bed of disease” 
said Mr. Myles, "but you see what this 
room is like, and I can say this, the at­
tendance has been even better than the 
usual average. There are about 250 or 
275 pupils attending and the number of 
cases of sickness among them has been 
quite small. In Miss Purdy’s school 
quite a number of the children have 
been affected by colds, but out of all the 
pupils in the building there has been 
only one case of fever, and that was a 
mild one of the slow type.

Such a one was the next highest rank­
ing officer, and the fact led to an unpleas­
ant incident in the camp.

In the bloody battle of Fredericksburg 
—who will forget it—his regiment was 
in the thickest of the /ray. What an 
assault tliat was on the stone wall, an 
assault that left the field reddened with 
the blood of slaughtered soldiery, an 
assault that tried the courage of the 
Union troops as it had seldom been tried.

Among thd first to press forward and 
the last to give way was the yonng 
Englishman. Dead and dying lay on 
every hand, but he was* unhurt. His 
company was badly decimated ; the 
lieutenant lay at the foot of a shattered 
tree over toward the rebel lines, and on 
all sides comrades were missing.

It is said that great and unusual oppor­
tunities are seldom repeated in one’s life; 
that occasions when one may win renown 
that comes but once to many of us; to 
some never. Possibly they may come 
more frequently, but frail humanity 
proves too weak to grasp them, or cour­
age is lacking to face the possibilities. 
Why was it left to the young English­
man, among all those brave men, cour­
ageous every one—why was it left for 
him to do in America, as in India, single- 
handed and alone, an act almost without 
parallel? As in India he bore his wound­
ed commander from the battlefield, so at 
the battle of Fredericksburg, heeding 
not the bullets singing the requiem of 
death,he snatched the body of the young 
lieutenant and bore it to a place of safety» 
all the while shot tore rents in his cloth­
ing, or with vicious pings buried them­
selves at his feet.

Soldiers are soldiers the world over, 
ia one respect, at least, they are ready to 
pay a tribute to bravery, and the loud 
hozzah, that sounded above the clangor 
of battle, was the American tribute to 
the Englishman, for the time a brother 
in arms. But the empty though apprec­
iated honor of public approval was not 
all. The story was told at headquarters, 
words of commendation were written in 
official orders, and back came e commis­
sion— a lieutenantcy— given for “dis­
tinguished bravery at the battle of Fred­
ericksburg.”
_A mustering out, the term of enlist­

ment having expired, a commission in 
another branch of the service and back 
again to the front; all this covered but 
a brief period. The same earnestness, 
the same faithfulness, the same courage 
shown while the wearer had bnt the 
stripes of a sergeant were displayed 
when the straps of a lieutenant gave a 
broader field and greater opportunities.

One can never well command who has 
3iot first learned to obey, is an old 
axiom, and the lesson of obedience 
learned while in'the ranks made him 
an officer, exact, bnt just, and one in 
ivhom the rank and file placed their 
fullest confidence.

Who does not remember the terrible 
slaughter at some of the contests with' 
the natives, the determined stands taken 
by the English troops, the desperate 
saults by the frenzied, half-civilized fan­
atics, the beating down of the British 
aoldiery, even as the swaying grain is 
beaten down by the autumnal storm.

After being driven back in one of these 
sanguinary conflicts, the English forces 
made a stand against the onslaught of 
the enemy. Neither side could gein the 
slightest advantage; at bay they grimly

A line officer—call him the colonel of 
the regiment if yon will—stricken down 
in the thickest of the fray, was left bleed­
ing on the field, very near half way 
between the contending lines, while the 
death-dealing bullets whistled wickedly 
across the narrow enclosure.

Could a human being live in the face 
of that death storm? Not a moment it 
would seem.
