Everybody who desired to have the 

town of Chatham organized under the 
proposed incorporation act, free from 
any party feeling which might prevent 
our beet citizens from uniting for the 
common purpose of starting the new 
order of things under the most favor­
able auspices, will be disappointed te 
know that influences are now at work 
to mar the hoped-for harmony. These 
influence* have manifested their activ­
ity in a carefully organized scheme to 
import into the -work of selecting a 
Mayor and Town Council, the differ­
ences on which citizens divided in the 
late Dominion contest, and thus inau­
gurate town incorporation under oir. 
cnmatancee which must adversely affect 
the soooess of what we all hoped would 
be perfected under conditions of gen­
eral unity and agreement throughout 
the community.

When the members of the committee 
appointed to draft the bill ef incorpora­
tion were engaged in their work—and 
it may he observed that the committee 
was composed of gentlemen of different 
views in both Dominion and Provincial 
politics — the question of the first 
Mayor was quite freely discussed. The 
writer, at the first meeting, suggested 
the name of a very popular profes­
sional gentleman, but his proposition 
met with no support, the unanimous 
view seeming to be in favor of a gentle­
man of more mature years, greater 
business experience, and who is ac­
knowledged as the leading citizen of 
Chatham. Everybody, to use a popular 
expression, seemed to fall in with the 
idea, and it was generally conceded 
that there would be no thought of 
opposition to that nomination when 
the time came to make it. It is 
understood that younger aspirants to 
the mayoralty have been, meantime, 
canvassing, bat no one appeared to 
take them seriously, as the matter was 
really looked upon as settled.

The recent Dominion contest, how­
ever, seems to have pat a new face 
on the aspect of town affaire, for 
certain of those who were foremost in 
creating the impression that the mayor­
alty was decided upon, so far, at least, 
as they were concerned, appear to have 
entered into a scheme for making a 
material change because the gentle, 
man who bad, up to that time, 
been the popular candidate in every­
body’s mind, and who is not in the 
country now, was understood to have 
thrown his influence against Mr, 
Mitchell.

To insure the success of their scheme 
Mr. Mitchell’s supporters got up a 
requisition to the professional gentle­
man referred to as having been first 
suggested, asking him to be a candi­
date for the office of Mayor, hoping, by 
the use they might thus be enabled to 
make of his deserved personal popu­
larity, to win for themselves the credit 
of a victory. They have, we under­
stand, by methods and canvases which 
they appear to think their cause justi­
fies them iu resorting to, secured the 
signatures to their nomination, of 
many citizens who, if they understood 
the real object in view, would noc com­
mit themselves to the scheme, as they 
appear to have done ; and it may safe­
ly be assumed that the professional 
gentleman requisitioned cannot be 
aware of the use which these recently 
unsuccessful Dominion election mana­
gers seek to make of him in the com­
munity, or he would not encourage 
them in their partizan object, for his 
record heretofore has been such aa to 
suggest the thought to those who know 
him, that He would not deeire to make 
his entry into public • life io any capac­
ity under snob objectionable auspices.

It is possible that the gentlemen 
who are operating the scheme we refer 
to have told the same story to their 
prospective candidate as we are inform­
ed they have to many whose signatures 
they have solicited to their requisition, 
viz.—that the absent gentleman has 
said he would not accept the position.
It may be, also, that color bis been 
given to this statement by intimations 
tb the same effect made by some other 
aspirant who desires a nomination, bat, 
so far as we are able to judge of the 
matter, it stands just as it did when 
that gentleman was in Chatham and 
participating, aa a member of the 
committee, in the work of preparing 
the bill of incorporation, and we are 
quite sure that no member of that 
committee will say that he made any 
declaration that tp would not accept 
the office of first Mayor of the town.

The weath­
er, however, is comparatively mild on the 
Miramichi on and after the first of April 
and the fishery can he oarri-d oo without, 
damage. We understand that the objection 
to fishing through the ioe ia the alleged f*ot 
that the soil and email oysters b ought up 
by the rak ea are not returned to the water 
as ia the prosecution of the fishery from 
boats, but Mr. Bremner says that is in­
correct as the fishermen are careful to scrape 
the small oysters back into the water and 
that the operation is practically the same as 
in boat fishing, especially when the ice is 
getting soft, as it always is in April.

Oysters are in fine condition and b-ing 
good prices in the spring and we are quite 
sore that if the Department w»re thoroughly 
informed in reference to the local conditions 
and the methods of car down river fishermen 
in taking oysters, there would be uo object­
ion to relaxing the prohibition so as to have 
oyster tithing begin here on the first of 
April io eliery year.

Dear Sir : In Saturday’s issue, the

Fraser, Esq., Chatham, since August last, 
was found to be so seriously ail on Wednes­
day that Dr. J. S. Benson wa* called in to 
treat her for a cold and cough. He went 
there about one o’clock on that day aud 
found the girl had been confined to her 
room since Monday night, and from what 
was told him by Mr*. Isaac Bredo, who 
does the household washing, and had been 
in the girl’s room, he questioned her as to 
whether she had not just become a mother. 
This she positively denied and the doctor, 
telling her that he did not believe her, left, 
saying he would be back again in the even 
ing. Meantime, Mr*. Bredo, acting under 
the doctor’s directions, went to the girl’» 
room to replace the soiled bod clothing with 
clean, and found her tidyiog up the room 
herself. Mrs. Bredo turned up the bed- 
tick at each end and saw a bundle under 
the head of the tick. She asked the girl 
what it was, who replied that it was only a 
skirt of hers, that she bad put it there and 
that it was clean. Mr*. Bredo made the 
bed np with clean sheets, etc., aud left the 
bundle in its place. When the doctor re­
turned in the evening be again questioned 
the girl who denied that the suspicions 
expressed as to the cause of her illness were 
well founded and thereupon the doctor took 
the bundle from its hiding place and on 
opening it found the body of a fully de 
veloped male child which had two gashes in 
its throat, one of which severed the wind 
pipe completely. The body was placed in 
the custody of Mr. Fraser for safe keeping 
until Coroner M, S. Benson was notified,who 
decided to have a post mortem examination, 
which, being made at the Lockup by Dr. 
J. B. Benson, resulted in di*closing the fact 
that the babe had been born alive and that 
its death evidently resulted from the wound* 
in the throat, which were made with a dul: 
knife or pair of scissors.

with the said Clerk, and if a greater number of persons are nominated 
for any of the said offices than are required to fill said offices, the said 
Town Clerk not later than ten o’clock " of the forenoon of the day of 
such election, shall notify the polling officers of the persons so nomin­

18. In any. election for Mayor and Aldermen in the said Town, 

every elector entitled to vote at such election shall be entitled to vote 
for Mayor, and for two Aldermen for each ward for which Aldermen 
are toÂe elected ; and each ballot paper to be used at any and every 
such election shall contain the names of the persons nominated for the 
office of Mayor, and also the names of the persons nominated for the 
office of Aldermen for all the wards for which more than two persons 
have been nominated.

19. The said ballot paper shall be in printed form, and with a 
counterfoil, and prepared under the direction of the Secretary-Treas­
urer, and shall be substantially according to form (A) in the schedule 
to this Act contained, and shall contain the name of every pe 
nominated, when more are nominated than are required to fill the 
office. A sufficient number of such ballot papers for the purposes of 
such election shall be prepared, and a portion of the same, equal to 
not less than the number of voters on each Register of Electors, 
delivered to each presiding officer for each poll, and one such ballot 
paper shall be handed by such presiding officer to each elector demand­
ing to vote, and whose name appears on the Register of Voters for such 
poll or whose name is legally added to such Register as provided in 
Sec. 9 of this Act ; the presiding officer first placing his initials on 
the back of the ballot paper and a number on the counterfoil corres­
ponding with the voter’s number on the Register of Voters ; the glector 
on receiving such ballotpaper shall forthwith retire to a private com­
partment provided for the purpose? to which he will be directed 
by the presiding officer, and where he will be screened from observation, 
and theie mark his ballot paper, with a cross placed in the white discs 
opposite to the names of the candidates for whom he wishes to vote, 
with a pencil which shall have been placed there by the presiding officer 
for .that purpose, and hand such ballot paper folded so as to conceal 
the names thereon, and so that the initals on the back and the counter­
foil may be seen, to the presiding officer, who shall, without unfolding 
it, ascertain by examining his initials and the number upon the 
counterfoil, that it is the same which he furnished to the elector, and 
shall first detach and destroy the counterfoil and shall then immediate­
ly, and in the presence of the elector, place the ballot paper in the 
ballot box. The presiding officer shall mark off from the list the 
name of each person, as he deposits his ballot, and the poll clerk 
shall enter on the poll list the name of each elector voting, and any other 
fact the presiding officer may require him to note, and shall assist the 
presiding officer in counting and tallying the ballots.

(a.) EXery person who seeks to ascertain how an elector has 
marked his ballot paper, and every elector who exposes his 
ballot paper so as to show how it is marked, or takes it out 
of the polling station, shall incur a penalty of not less than one 
hundred dollars.

(b) It shall be the duty of the poll clerk to retire with any 
elector, and assist him in marking his ballot, provided the said 
elector shall have first made oath or affirmation before the 
person holding such election, as follows, that is to say :

3. The administration of. the fiscal, prudential and municipal 

affairs, and the whole legislative power and government of the said

34. If any candidate at any election as aforesaid, or any elector 
who has a right to vote, and did vote thereat, be dissatisfied with such 
election he may within six days after the day on which the Town 
Clerk shall declare the result of such election make application in 
writing through the Town Clerk to the Town Council, setting forth 
tie grounds of the complaint, and demanding an investigation thereon, 
and the said Council is hereby authorized and required to examine 
and determine the matter of such complaint at their next meeting, or 
at a meeting called for that purpose ; but the Mayor or Alderman 
whose return or seat is in dispute shall not vote on the examination 
of such complaint, and if it wall appear to the Council on such inves­

9. That in all elections after the first, as provided in section 8 of 
this "Act for Mayor and Aldermen, every male person and every widow 
and unmarried female, being British subjects of the full age of twenty- 
cme years or upwards, and being ratepayers of the town on income or 
peraonal property to the amount of one hundred dollars or upwards, 
or on real property to any amount, and having paid his or her fates 
due, previous to such election, whose name appears on the list of voters 
of the Ward in respect of which he or she claims the right to vote, 
shall be entitled to vote at such election. In any case in which the 
name of any person entitled to vote shall have been omitted from the 
voters’ list, it shall be placed thereon by the poll clerk, on the person 
claiming to vote producing and having authenticated, his or her re­
ceipt for the payment of the taxes which would give such claimant 
the right to have his or her name regularly placed on the voters’ list.

10. Any person claiming to vote shall, before voting, if required 
by the officer or person holding such election, or by any candidate, or 
by any person qualified to vote at such election, make oath, or, being 
legally entitled so to do shall make affirmation before the officer or 
person holding such election, as follows, that is to say :—

Which oath or affirmation the person holding such election is 
hereby authorized to administer.

(d.) Should an elector inadvertently spoil his ballot paper, it 
will be the duty of the presiding officer to give such elector 
another ballot paper in exchange for the one so spoiled, which 
spoiled ballot paper the presiding officer shall immediately 
destroy.

(e.) If any ballot paper should be deposited with more names there­
on voted for for any office than are required to fill the same, such 
ballot paper shall be declared void in so far only as relates to 
the Mayor, or to the Aldermen for the ward in respect to which 
the informality has occurred as the case may be.

(/.) Every elector must vote without undue delay, and shall 
quit the polling station so soon as his ballot paper has been

secrecy of the ballot, shall invalidate the ballot paper.
