the briquette manufacture is con­
trolled by a syndicate, which in­
cludes among its members 31 firms 
and companies, or more than nine- 
tenths of all the producers in this 
country, and regulates the output 
and prices for each year. From the 
officiàl report of the syndicate for 
1901, which has recently appeared, 
it is learned that the total output 
for the last year was 1,566,366 
tons, to which is to be added the 
product of makers outside the syndi­
cate, consumed at works, small re­
tail sales, etc., making a total of 
1,648,416 tons.

The average selling price in largo 
quantities was $8.16 a ton, against 
$2.92 for the year previous ; so 
that, notwithstanding the general 
relaxation of industrial activity and 
the diminished pressure upon the 
coal supply, the ruling price was the 
highest that had been realized since 
1891. Of the 1,666,386 tons sold by 
the syndicate last year, 749,208 
tons were taken by the German rail­
ways, 124,380 tons were sold to 
factories and works of various kinds 
and 149,089 tons, or 9.8 per cent.. 
were used by German merchant 
steamers and the navy, or exported 
to the German colonies or neighbor­
ing European countries.

With the object ot encomaging 
apple growing it lias been arranged that 
the program of the meetings of the 
Farmer’s & Durymen’s Association at 
Woodst 'ck on the 26th, 27ch and 28:h 
lost, and at Sussex on the 29th and I 
30th inst. shall include a discussion upon 
apple growing led by some of the best 
Canadian experts.
Horticulturist of the Central Experiment­
al Farm, Ottawa, who has had a very 
extended experience w th different 
etiea in a climate quite similar to our own; 
Mr. W. S. Blair, Horticulturist of the 
Maritime Experimental Farm, Nappan, 
N. S., who knows our conditions 
thoroughly and Mr. Harold Jones one of 
the most successful practical fruit growers 
in the St. Liwrence Valley will be 
speakers on apple growing. Mr. Blair 
will show a number of samples of apples 
suited to New Brunswick conditions and 
there will be an exhibit of apples grown in 
the various parti of the province.

Roots for Swias.
During the last two or three years a great 

deal of interest has been taken in the subject 
of feeding roots to swine. Formerly a 
prejudice existed against them on account of 
an idea that their nee was responsible for a 
considerable portion of the soft bacon 
produced in the Canadian packing houses at 
certain seasons af the year. Careful expert- 
ment has shown, however, that roots can be 
fed in moderate quantities combined with 
other feed without any iojurioua effects on 
the quality of pork produced. As heavy 
root crops can be easily snd economically 
grown in nearly all those portions of Csnsda 
where swine raising is carried on extensively 
the f*ot that roots can be profitably fed 
without injury to the bacon, and with 
positive benefit as far as the general thrift 
of the animal is concerned becomes of con­
siderable importance to our farmers.

VALU* OF ROOTS.
Eight pounds of mangels or carrots and 

about the seme weight ora little less of 
■agar beets are equal in value to one pound 
of grain. This is the consentes of opinion 
of the Copenhagen, Ottawa and several 
American experiment stations. At Copen­
hagen the mangles were fed finely cut and 
raw, and even when one fourth of the daily : 
feed was given in the form of roots, no 
injurious effects were noticed in the quslity 
of the perk. The grain per head in ten £aye 
on a ration of half grain and half whey or 
milk was 7.6 pounds, whereas when the 
grain wae replaced by roots after the pro­
portion of 1 to 10 the increase was found to 
be 8 3 and 8.6 ttn. When half the grain 
was replaced by roots in proportion of 1 to 8 
the growth of the different lots were pretty 
nearly the same, viz, 8.51b*. for the grain 
fed pigs, and 8.6 pounds for those fed roots, 
thus showing s small difference in favor of 
the latter. In this experiment it must be 
noted that the pige had been fed root» 
previously and consequently took them 
readily.

POTATOES.
In a number of Danish experiments four of 

cooked potatoes gave practically the same 
gain as one pound of grain. The quality of 
pork produced from potato feeding is especi­
ally good as has been shown by numerous 
experiments in England, Ireland, Denmark 
sod Canada. In this ooaneotion Prof. Gris- 
dale of the Central Experimental Farm says: 
"Potatoes are frequently available for feed­
ing pigs especially small potatoes. All ex­
perimental work here with potatoes seems 
to indicate that fed raw they are of very 
little nutritive value, but when oouked they 
are worth about one quarter as much ei 
mixed grain.”

DON’T WAIT(Fredericton Gleaner.]

There has been considerable discussion of 
Vite ou the subject of the quantity of large 
gsine in our N«w Brunswick forests. A 
number of meu who claim to know some­
thing about the matter say that moose аги 
on the decrease while men who are fully 
infoimed and who have hunted in the woods 
during the psst season say that moose are 
more plentiful than ever. A few days ago 
we published in the Gleaner a statement of 
Ctias. Crimmin, a Tob que guide, which 
should prove conclusively that moose are on 
the increase in that region of the province.

With regard to the othei great game 
section of the province, the North West 
Mtramichi, the Gleaner had an interview 
with Mr. XV. T Chestnut, than whom there 
is no gentleman better informed and better 
qualified to judge of the quantity of game in 
a given distr ct, as he has been hunting in 
the woods every season for ten years, hse 
made many trips over the same ground on 
the North West and is a close observer.

When questioned as to what he thought 
in regard to the decrease of moose on the 
North West Miramicbi, Mr. Chestnut 
replied that he had made three trips into 
that country. The first trip was made ten 
year* ago in company with Bryon Phair of 
this city, in which year they left this city 
on Nov. 8.h. They went to the Bald 
Mountain country and in 4 days saw 103 
caribou, hut in all that journey of 35 miles 
through the woods they only crossed two 
moose tracks.

Five years ego Mr. Chestnut went over 
the same ground in company with Mr.
Townsend of Boston, leaving the city on 
exactly the same date. They saw several 
moose and a great many tracks, enough to 
make them believe that there were at least 
5 times ss many moose on the ground же 
there was on his first visit five . years pre­
vious.

The past season of 1902 Mr. Chestnut left 
this city on Nov. 12th and went over the 
same ground with the same guide, Arthur 
Pi ingle, and had for his companion, Mr.
Harry Waugh, who had spent all his life 
hunting in our woods as well as in the newer

Mayor White, of St. John, whose 
signature was necessary to a permit for 
Goodspeed's admission to the reforma­
tory, declined to put his name thereto. 
His reasons seem to justify his course. 
He said :

“There are two grave reasons why I 
think Goodspc-ed should not go to the 
Industrial Home. The first of these is 
we have not sufficient funds at our dis­
posal, or the facilities to make the place 
an absolutely secure prison. Ttiere were 
nine escapes laetye-*r, and without reflect- 
•ng in the slightest degite on anyone, if 
Goodspted made tip his inind to get out 
it is strongly probable that he would 
succeed.

“The object of the reformatory is not 
merely to be a prison, Ont a pi ce in 
wh ch boys may be under moral influence 
and given an opportunity of changing 
their mode of living.

“Its partial aim is moral education, 
created for the purpose «if keeping boys 
from association with criminals of tne 
worst type, to prevent them, if possible, 
from becoming hardened in crime.

“By Goodspeed’s own confession, the 
boy is guilty of a number of daring 
robberies, and without wishing to injur­
iously aftect his future—and I feel that it 
should be carefully looked afier—still in 
the interest of the other inmates of the 
reformatory I feel that it would be better 
if he were not one of their number.

“While not sure of my position legally, 
in the msffcvr, I have felt it my duty to 
consult with other members of the board, 
with the object of delaying the carrying 
out of the sentence.”

Thon Mutinons “Liberals.”
That “Old Liberal,” who under 

various other fictitious names, which 
are evident misfits, snd whose contribu­
tions on political conditions in Nortb- 
nmberlaud have wearied the readers of 
the late Freeman as well as the Globe, 
bobbed up in the latter paper of the 
15th inst. with a rehash ot his old 
troubles. He sets up certain ridiculous 
assumptions as if they represented 
actual conditions and proceeds to assert 
that they are inimical to the interests 
ot the Liberal party, which he professes 
is very dear to his heart. Eveiybody 
hereabouts knows, however, that lie 
never was a real Liberal, but one of 
those "busy bees” whose efforts to cap­
ture the Liberal organization of the 
county in order that the honey of 
Dominion patronage might be housed 
in their almost newly made hive, were 
so conspicuously ridiculous and heartily 
repudiated by the people іц the last 
federal election. He asks : “Can Mr. 
Tweedie successfully lead the Liberals 
in New Brunswick! We accept the 
dictum of the Advance that he should 
not be expected by his Liberal friends 
in the local government to do so.”

* "Mr. Tweedie cannot be a 
Liberal in local politics and a Conserva­
tive in Dominion politics.”

So far as the Advance is concerned, 
it has not said anything about Mr. 
Tweedie leading the Liberals of New 
Brnnswick. We know, however, that 
he is a much more valued and trust­
worthy adherent of that party than 
“Old Liberal” ever was, and we have 
yet to learn that he hae imitated the 
latter and his little coterie by re­
pudiating the gentleman who is the 
leader, and doing all in bis power to 
weaken his prestige in that position. 
It is an illustration of the absurdities 
with which "Old Liberal's” befogged 
head is filled that he imagines anyone 
has suggested that Mr. Tweedie is to 
replace Mr. Blair as the Liberal leader 
ot the Province. So far as we have 
observed, Mr. Blair and Mr. Tweedie 
have no political antagonisms or 
jealousies between them. In this they 
are very different from a number ot 
would-be Liberal leaders in Northum­
berland, who, in the name of the grand 
old party, are at each other's throats, 
besmirching its record and humiliating 
those whose efforts in its behalf have 
been associated with its best traditions

As to Mr. Tweedie being a Couse va 
tive in Dominion politics, most people, 
will recollect that he was read out of thaï 
party by its leader Sir Charlea Tapper, 
because he would not accept the diotvtiou 
of the Moncton Convention,that he accept­
ed the situation and stood with hie Liberal 
colleagues in local politics against S r 
Charles and also with Mr. Biair in 
Dominion matters.

Thus, it will appear that “Old Liberal” 
ia astiay from every point of view. H.s 
weakness is that he is not a sufficiency 
old Liberal to know very much about the 
calibre of the genuine article. 
Liberals of the County know him and 
do not propose that he and his mutinous 
and piratical coterie shall take charge of 
the old ship just yet.

Gtoverament-Owaed Atlantlo to 
Pacific Railway-

The St. John Втапі of Trade, at a 
largely attended meeting held to take 
action in regard to the proposed Grand 
Trunk Lme across Canada and the Que­
bec scheme of the Trans-Canada Lint, 
passed the following resolutions : —

“In view of tbe present proposition for a 
Grand Trank Trans-C-ntinental Railway 
and believing that the best interest* ol Can­
ada would be conserved by the building of a 
Government-owned and managed Trans­
continental Line, and abo believing that a 
-ubeidy ot caab and land grants to в corpor­
ation may result m the laud parsing into 
foreign control, and further believing it best 
tor the Government of Canada to retain the 
land for settlers at a fair valuation, the St. 
John Board ot Trade plsce* itself on record 
•» favoring thf* extension of the Intercolonial 
Railway from Montreal aoross the Continent 
through Canadian t-*rrito у and improve­
ment of harbor facilities particularly on the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence and the Maritime 
Pioviuce coasts.”

“Whereas, the increased sales and ad­
vance in prices of Western farming land*, 
the large influx of immigrants to tne North- 
*est seeking the fertile lauds and valuable 
mining areas of New Ontario and Western 
Canada have proved the great vain#* of our 
wheat, grazing and mining lands. Therefore 
resolved, that in granting charters to Trans­
continental Railway Lines, it should be the 
policy of the Government not to grant a 
subsidy either of money or lands to such 
railway companies, but rather to consider 
that the right of way given by such 
e a valuable franchise owned by the people 

and should be guarded eo that within a 
definite term of years it would revert to the 
people when desired. And further resolved, 
that all each Тгвая-Continental Railway 
charters should clearly specify that the 
- astern termini in winter and summer mast 
lie at Canadian pôrte.”

Copies of these resolutions were ordered 
to be sent to the various Boards of Trade 
and the authorities at Ottawa. In the 
discussion general opposition to any 
scheme wb’ jh did not benefit the Lower 
Province- and particular opposition- to 
the Grand Trunk for this reason develop-

At the session of the C réait Court of 
York county held on Friday last. Judge 
McLeod charged the jury in the matter of 
the Fredericton Deaf and Dumb institu­
tion in which indictments had been 
presented against A. F. Woodbridge, G. 
En.est Powers and Norinan Woodbridge 
charging them wi h serious offences.

The first indictment was brought 
against Albert Woodbridge for indecently 
*ssaul;mg and having immoral intercourse 
with one of the young ladies under his 
care. The only evidence his honor hao 
regarding this statement was given in tke 
testimony of the girl herself, this being 
corroborated by the evidence of other 
girls who had seen them in compromising 
situations at different times.

An indictment was framed against 
Ernest Powers on the same charge, three 
girls of the institution having given 
evidence that he had been guilty of 
similar offences at d fferent times, and 
these facts were corroborated by the 
other girls who had seen them in such 
positions as would show that there was 
guilt on his part. Powers having been 
a teacher of the institution, he was 
indicted on two chargee.

Against Norman Woodbridge the 
chaige was only brought for the offence, 
because he Was not a guardian of ihe 
mutes. Evidence had showed, however, 
that he had criminal intercourse with two 
of the girls and the evidence had been 
corrobuiated by the evidence of other*.

E ght of the former pupils of the Deaf 
and Dumb Institution were there to give 
evidence against their former teachers. 
Their testimony was heard through an 
interpieter and it was ten o'clock before 
the grand jury returned to court with the 
indictments agamat all three. They also 
recommended that a school for deaf mutes 
under government control be opened 
instead of sending the pupils to Nova 
Scotia as proposed.

It does not seem to have been a part 
of the legitimate duty of the jury, in 
the circumstances connected with these 
disgusting and disgraceful cases, to 
have made any suggestion for the con­
tinuation of a Deaf and Dumb School 
in this Province. New Brunswick’s 
experiences with the. two schools it has 
had—that of A. H. Abel and A. F. 
Woodbridge—leads thoughtful persons 
who have knowledge of the peculiar 
infirmities of the deaf and dumb to 
the couclusion that it is not desirable 
to multiply such institutions in Canada. 
The unfortunates for whose care and 
education such schools are designed 
require the most jealous guardianship. 
They should be entrusted only to tbe 
care and direction of persons of undoubt­
edly high moral character. Such per­
sons are, no doubt, available for large 
institutions, and the larger they are the 
better guarantees do they offer for the 
proper care of those who are entrusted 
to them. One institution for the deaf 
and dumb ought to be quite sufficient 
for the Maritime provinces, for if each 
of these provinces has one of its own, 
the conditions must inevitably be un­
satisfactory. The cost will be out of 
all proportion to the essential require­
ments, from an economic standpoint, 
because the pupils are happily not 
numerous. If sufficient money is not 
forthcoming to pay a controlling and 
teaching staff of the requisite moral 
standing, the work will fall into the 
hands of the Abel, Woodbridge and 
Powers class of persons, New Bruns­
wick’s experience with whom ought to 
bring home to our people the lesson 
that in this department of public edu­
cational effort, at least, centralization is 
desirable. There is already a good 
school tor the Deaf snd Dumb at Hali­
fax. Let it suffice for the Maritime 
provinces. Arrangements can, no doubt, 
be made with it by the government tor 
£he reception of New Brunswick’s deaf 
mutes which will be more advantageous 
from educational, moral and financial 
standpoints than the re-establi;ihment 
of a school in this Province under any 
conditions that are possible.

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Canada's Wonderful Trade Increases.
Ottawa returns show a remarkable 

growth in the trade of the Dominion for 
the last six months of the year 1892. 
The aggreeate trade for the half year was 
$231 342,201 compared with $213,231,609 
for the same time last year or an increase 
of $18,110,692. The trade of the past six 
months is about $11,000.000 greater than 
for the whole year 1896. This increase is 
pretty well divided between imports and 
exports.

The exports show a decrease in the 
produce of the mine of ab mt three million 
dollars, a decrease of about one million in 
the fisheries. On the .other h>nd the 
forest wealth shows an increase of over 
three millions, animals and their product* 
over seven millions, agriculture over tive 
millions and manufactures nearly one 
million dollars better than for the same 
tune in 1901. There is an increase in the 
duty of $2,135,473.

A correspondent of the St. John Globe 
who has spent some time looking over the 
trade returns of the Dominion gives som«- 
comparative figures made therefrom,show- 
ing the growth of tia-le during the two 
last periods of seven years each :

▲ Miscarriage of Justice.
There appears to have been a failure 

of justice in St. John in the case of 
Frank Higgins’ accomplice in the 
der of William Doherty. As stated in 
last week’s Advance, the jury dis- 
agreed, practically ignoring evidence 
which ought to have convinced them of 
the prisoner’s guilt. It was undeniable 
that Goodspeed accompanied Higgins 
and Doherty to the place where the 
murder took place, and that be was 
beside Doherty when Higgins fired the 
fatal shots ; that he assisted Higgins to 
finish the job, by sharing in the work of 
endeavoring to conceal the body ; that 
he returned to the city with him and 
was Lis voluntary companion subse­
quently. Two days afterwards, Good- 
speed was one of a party who commit­
ted a robbery, showing that there was 
no remorse in his mind over the murder 
he had knowledge ot. Then, he accom­
panied Higgins on a railway trip 
towards the United States, in an effort 
to get out of the country.
Higgins and he were arrested and 
brought hack, as prisoners, to St. 
John and lodged in jail, Goodspeed, 
for the first time, told the story ot the 
murder to the Chief of Police, claiming 
to have been innocent of any knowledge 
ot Higgins’ intention to kill Doherty 
until the shots were fired, and that he 
assisted his murderous chum under 
fear of the latter’s alleged threat that it 
he did not do so he would also kill him. 
It ought to have seemed improbable to 
the jury that Higgins would be so in­
cautious as to take with him an unin­
formed boy, innocent of any previous 
knowledge of bis criminal intention, to 
be a witness of the murder. It ought 
also to have seemed equally improbable 
that it Goodspeed bad been innocent 

' and acted only because of fear of his 
life, under compulsion, as an assistant 
of the murderer, he would not have 
waited until his escape with Higgins 
from the country had been frustrated 
and he was imprisoned in connection 
with tbe murder, to make a disclosure 
of the facts. That he was an innocent 
accessory to the murder seems an 
absurd proposition, and tbe disagree- 

l ment of the jury is one which is not 
satisfactoiy to the public.

Goodspeed was put on trial, after tbe 
■ jury’s disagreement in the more serious 
: case, for breaking into and robbing two 
1 stores. He pleaded guilty and was 
, sentenced to three years and three 

months in tbe reformatory. The Chie 
Justice, in passing sentence, said he 
disagreed with the action of the Domin

is badly infected with them, 
getic measures are too often requir­
ed to get rid of them. If the affect­
ed milk is not harmful to health, 
but only objectionable on account of 
its taste or smell, its entire loss may 
be made unnecessary by pasteurizing 
or sterilizing it as soon as possible 
after it is drawn and before much of 
a change has been made, and then 
using it immediately or keeping it 
where further infection cannot take 
place. But this treatment does not 
effect the source of the trouble, and 
if that is not overcome by sterilizing 
all utensils and practising scrupu­
lous cleanliness everywhere, the dis­
infection of the stable or the killing 
of all the germs must be undertaken.

Whitewasli partially serves the 
purpose of disinfection: it should 
soon follow other agents which are 
employed when more thorough work 
must be done. Before disinfection 
the stable should be carefully clean­
ed as above detailed, and any fodder 
which may have been stored where 
it was exposed should be destroyed.

The germ has been re-pro­
duced in animals, and experiments 
in infection show that animals die 
mere rapidly and that rats are par­
ticularly susceptible to the disease.
