Three Canadians Dangerously Ill— trlcts, says London Engineering, there
are no such drastic measures to ter­
rorise the mill manager or director;

.all they can to secure the safeguarding 
of machinery. Notwithstanding the 
cost of elaborate and special guards, 
the matter In question is worthy of 
serious consideration, although It adds 
so much directly to the cost of mach­
inery, and as a result tends to increase 
the cost of production of both yam 
and cloth; it is, however, very prob­
able that when the charges for accid­

ents are set against the cost of special­
ly guarding the machinery, that the 
greater first cost will ultimately prove 
the cheaper, as it will certainly give 
more satisfaction In the long 
both employers and employed.

4kLONDON, April 22.—The morning 
papers discuss the shipping combina­
tion wjth considerable differences of 
opinion. While the Dally Graphic and 
the Daily Mail display comparative 
unconcern in the 
saying that, beyond increasing rates, 
and, perhaps, checking the growing 
speed and luxury of the Atlantic pas­
sage, the combination will have little 
effect. The Daily Chronicle and the 
Daily News see the utmost danger 
ahead and anxiously warn the British 
public to beware.

The Chronicle, emphasizing the tre­
mendous economic difficulty facing the 
nations ln the growth of gigantic 
monopolies, against which, even a 
forceful men like President Roosevelt 
la practically helpless, declares the 
shipping combination "Is a menace, al­
most, to our national position," and 
ponts out three grave considerations. 
The first is that the supremacy of the 
British mercantile marine is practical­
ly annihilated. The second is that 
there is good reason to believe that the 
Morgan party was forced into the 
shipping business in order to save 
their other undertakings and that over- 
capitalization may some day bring a 
collapse which would seriously involve 
Aie British trade; while the third con­
sideration the Chronicle declares to 
be still more momentous, though it be­
lieves it to be infinitely more remote.

"It is a political question," says the 
paper. "What would be England's 
position in the event of war with 
America?"

The Chronicle dismisses the Idea that 
such a trust would promote peace and 
expresses the hope that the good rela­
tions between the two countries would 
depend upon something more stable 
than the selfish interests of an utterly 
unscrupulous ring of monopolists. Dis­
cussing the possibility of the adoption 
of the ship subslly bill inducing all the 
vessels In the combination to fly the 
American flag, the Chronicle asks what 
the British admirality is doing to safe­
guard its rights over the subsidized 
White Star line cruisers.

The Dally News finds the jubilations 
of the American papers to be not pleas­
ant reading, nor does it like the idea 
of gentlemen like J. Pierpont Morgan 
revolving in their minds the future fate 
of such ports as Liverpool and South­
ampton. The Dally News says:—

"We are very good friends with the 
United States but we do not want to 
be swallowed by them. Doubtless the 
government will meet the new situa­
tion by new enthusiasm for an Anglo- 
American alliance. We admire this 
facility for making friends with the 
prosperous, but we are inclined to think 
our cousins see through it. We prefer 
the friendship, of equal minds. If It Is 
true that American capital will con­
trol the combination, the prospect 
bristles with possibilities equally un­
pleasant, both to Germany and Great 
Britain. We are much more likely to 
be good friends if Great Britain wakes 
up and earns the respect of the United 
States, by friendly but effective com­
petition."

The patriotic meeting under the aus­

pices of St. George’s Society, held in 
York Theatre last evening, was of a 
most inspiring character. The audi­
torium was profusely and very hand­
somely uicorated with patriotic 
bleims; and, when the audience had as­
sembled. presented a very bright and 
animated appearance. An excellent 
orchestra played as the people entered, 
and polite ushers attended them to 
their seats. A ripple of applause ran 
over the house when the president of 
the society, Dr. Thos. Walker, accom­
panied by Hon. Geo. E. Foster and J. 
D. Hazen, M. P. P., walked to their 
places on the platform. On the plat­
form behind them was a company of 
distinguished citizens, Including the 
mayor and several aldermen, members 
of the legislature, judges of the su­
preme and Other courts, merchants 
and men of various profess!

In opening the proceedings Dr. Walk­
er delivered a very Interesting address, 
telling the story of St. George and the 
dragon, and briefly reviewing the his­
tory of the St. George’s Society of this 
city since Its organization in 1802.

When he had finished Marshal C. W. 
Bell, of St. Andrew’s Society entered 
and announced the arrival of a dele­
gation from that body. A few min­
utes later, escorted by vice-presidents 
of St. George’s, the President, J. Roy 
Campbell, and other officers of St. An­
drew’s society, with pipers playing, 
marched amid enthusiastic applause to 
the platform. President Campbell read 
an address, engrossed on parchment, 
congratulating St. George’s Society, 
and at the same time he presented Its 
preeldent with a heavy gold St. 
George’s cross and ribbon, which he 
placed about the neck of Dr. Walker. 
The latter made a fellcltious reply, and

J. D. Hazen, M. P. P., who was пезЛ 
introduced^ delivered! an eloquent ad­
dress in brief review of a hundred years 
of empire. Beginning with the ear­
liest history of this province, he car­
ried his hearers along the years of 
struggle and achievement to the per­
iod of confederation and thence on to 
the outbreak of the South African war 
and the closer knitting of the bonds of 
empire since that epoch marking; event. 
His tribute to the late Queen Victoria, 
to the part played by Canadians at 
Paardeburg and Harts’ River, and bis 
word picture of the coming pageant of 
the coronation rose to the height of 
eloquence and stirred his hearers to

cv- Following Mr. Hazen, Geo. C. Coster 

sang What of the Bow, with a vigor 
aind effect that called forth an encore, 
and he repeated the last verse.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster, who was very 
gracefully Introduced by the chairman, 
acknowledged with equal grace the 
cordiality of the welcome.

His brilliant address touched first 
upon the underlying principles of free­
dom, justice, law and order, and the 
colonizing genius which explain the 
growth of British power throughout the 
centuries. After a glance at the long 
line of nation builders from those In 
India and Egypt down to him whose 

Baet body was so lately laid to rest In the 
Matappo Hills, Mr. Foster spoke of the 
expansion of the empire over seas, and 
invited his hearers to think for a mo­
ment of what the next fifty years would 
witness. Very entertainingly the 
speaker referred to the short-lived 
Manchester school in England and the 
now sleeping prophets of “Manifest 
Destiny” in Canada, and then turned 
to a consideration of the present spirit 
of Imperialism, and what it Involves. 
Dealing with the position taken by 
some that Canada might properly pro­
tect herself, but should not spend mon­
ey or blood in defence of any other por­
tion of the empire, Mr. Foster pointed 
out that it was a selfish and short­
sighted position. Selfish because it 
proposed that Canada should enjoy 
peace and prosperity which the Empire 
had given It and should make no re­
turn; fWollsh because it did not recog­
nize that the strength of one part was 
the strength of the whole. The Cana-

ren In South Africa, were just as sure­
ly fighting for their own.

Some persons advocate Independence. 
How could we be more Independent 
than we are?

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CANADA'S FUTURE VOTERS.UP GOES BEEF.LOCAL NEWS.QUALITY. ) If ytm want this styleA tralnloed of Immigrants from 
Halifax passed through the city about 
five o'clock this morning bound for the 
west, and a second train will .teach 
here at three o'clock this afternoon. 
Advices from Halifax are to the effect 
that these Immigrants are a very bad 
lot.

Scarcity of Cattle All Over the Con­
tinent and Values Will Go 

Still Higher.
A despatch from Fredericton today 

states that Tlbbitte, Howe, and Flnna- 
more have accepted the terms of the 
Roses and will play with that team this 
summer.CORNED BEEF Although beef lr not yet quite so 

high as when the cow Jumped over 
the moon, the price has gone up so 
rapidly during the past few weeks that 
the local demand has greatly dimin­
ished. And even with this reduced de­
mand the supply is insufficient. Among 
the wholesale and retail dealers the 
scarcity of cattle Is causing no little 
concern, and the opinion Is freely ex­
pressed that In a few weeks It will be 
almost Impossible to obtain cattle at 
any price.

Throughout the whole country anim­
als are scarce on account of the lack 
of feed, drought and for other reasons, 
and from the west reports have been 
received to the effect that almost all 
the beef cattle have been sold.

Besides the western beef, St. John 
depends on cattle purchased In the 
Maritime Provinces, and this source ol 
supply has also failed. The fact that 
farmers on Prince Edward Island have 
gone In so largely for dairying has led 
to the numbers of cattle suitable for 
beef being greatly reduced and of those 
which are left the majority are sent 
to Sydney, where a good market has 
been found.

Similar reasons apply to Nova Scotia 
where, as in P. Б. I., in order that bet­
ter results may be obtained from the 
dairying Industry, most of the calves 
which would probably not develop into 
good milch cows have been killed off.

During the spring, large numbers of 
cattle for local consumption are 
brought to the city from points along 
the river. This year the business 
started a month earlier than usual, and 
on account of this the cattle were shut 
off from a month's feeding and were 
consequently In poorer condition, and 
on account of the scarcity and in­
creased demand, the supply has be­
come so short that local dealers claim 
two weeks more will be sufficient to 
clear out all the beef cattle on the

Applications are being received by 
the city butchers from all parts of the 
country for cattle or beef, but as they 
can scarcely find enough to supply the 
local market, it is impossible for them 
to ship any. A representative of the 
firm of Kane & McGrath, who has been 
away for a week, has succeeded in 
picking up only two steers, which he 
considered good enough for retailing. 
Prices are advancing rapidly, the 
wholesale landed here now from On­
tario being from $10.25 to 111-00 per 
hundred pounds. Of course other 
meats and poultry are firmer in sym­
pathy.

CHICAGO, April 19.—Meats of àtl 
kinds continue to adrvanee. The butch­
ers blame the so-called Packers' Trust 
for the rapid advance In prices. They 
say that meats have advanced five 
cents in the last 30 days and that they 
are forced to raise prices accordingly. 
The people generally accept the ex­
planation of the butchers and hold the 
packers responsible for the prohibitive

The packers foi turn deny that there 
Is Such a thing as a packers' tnrit. 
They say they are losing money on beef 
and blame the present high prices to 
a shortage In the suply of cattle. The 
farmer, they say, is the only one who 
is reaping any benefit from the ad­
vance.

Receipts of cattle, hogs and sheep at 
the stockyards, and the prices paid for 
them, seem to Indicate that a shortage 
does exist. The burden of the short­
age is borne by the small retailers and 
the consumers. The small retailers are 
finding it hard to retain their trade and 
make any money.

The Immediate cause of the shortage 
of fat cattle from the range region is 
the drought of last season extending 
over Kansas, Missouri, Oklahoma and 
parts of Iowa, Nebraska and Colorado. 
The com crop of the section affected 
was cut down four-fifths and the 
rough-feed question became a serious 
one for most of the farmers. The farm­
ers sold all their cattle that could be 
spared, thinning the herds down to 
what could be cared for during the 
winter without fattening, and d#id not 
buy any stock for feeding. There was 
abundance of money for stock-fatten­
ing purposes. Cattle paper was sought 
by the eastern banks and investors, and 
the western banks had the largest de­
posits in their history. But the farm­
ers could not feed 60 cent corn and 
make returns end could not get rough 
feed. So train loads of cattle went out 
of the farming section to the far 
Northwest for the winter, or were 
slaughtered when out of condition.
