A BIG LAND STEAL.

Attempt to Rob U. S. &
"~ Discovered:

" Arment

PORTLAND, Ore. Nov. 24.—Link by
link the government is forging the
chain of evidence by which it is hoped
to prove the existence of a conspiracy
to defraud the United States out of
thousands of acres of its public lands.
The government attorneys bent their
energies to convince the jury by the
testimony of A. W. Barber, a clerk in
the general land office, that the claims
on the now notorious “11-7” district,
for which homesteads <were issued,
were never improved or resided upon
by any claimants to whom they were
awarded and that the issuance of pat-
ents ‘was upon testimony false from
beginning to end.

Barber testified that last June he
had proceeded to township 11, south,
range 7 east, on written instructions
to examine into conditions there. Four
men accompanied him. '~ They went
over the territory in question and
found an inaccessible forest. His in-
structions were to examine a list of 22
claims as to improvements and resid-
ence. -Mr. Barber read a list of claims
examined and said he found that the
homestead law had not been com-
plied with in any respect as regards
residence, improvements and cultiva-
tion. The country is mountainous,
there were no roads, no houses, no
fences, no fields, no barns, nor any
other homestead appurtenances of
which testimony is made in the proofs.

WESTMORLAND COURT.

Mcintyres Charged With Assault Are
Set Free—Died Suddenly in
the West.

MONCTON, Nov. 24.—In the West-
morland county court today, in the case
of the King v. Harry Mclntyre, sr.,
and Harry MclIntyre, jr., charged with
assault on one Cormier of Moncton, the
jury found a verdict of not guilty in
the case of McIntyre, sr,, and found
MclIntyre, jr., innocent in all counts
except common assault, in which they
stood 8 to 4 for acquittal. The prison-
ers were discharged.

Besides only making 250 knots on one
day, Nov. 18, owing to the high seas,
heavy sleet and snowstorms, part of
her bulwarks were carried away and
two port lights were stove in. An
enormous wave struck her when four
days out and considerable water was
shipped. Old voyagers say they never
Lexperienced such a terrible crossing.

Justice Taschereau Bound
to Have His Title.

Justice Killam Mentioned as Blair’s
Successor— Session wmbe De--
voted to Granting of Supply.

OTTAWA, Nov. 23.—An extra issue
of the Canada Gazette has been’ is-
sued proclaiming Taschereau as ad-
ministrator of the government pend-
ing Earl Grey’s arrival. It styles him
His Excellency. The original draft
omitted this title, but the chief jus-

tice, who is a great stickler for cere-
monial, insisted that it should go on.
The table of precedents laid down in
the colonial office despatch of 1879
gives the first position to the governor
general or officer administering the
government. The colonial office de-
spatch giving titles to be borne by
public officials in this country lays
down that the governor general is to
be styled ‘“his excellency.” There is
nothing said about such a title being
given to the officer administering the
government. When the proalamation
was laid before Sir Elzear on Monday,
he objected to the omission of the
words, but officials who had submit-
ted the draft had no authority for
making the change. Sir Eipear, it
is said, thereupon inserted the title
with his own pen, and it so appears
in the Canada QGaszette.

The government expect that grant-
ing of supply will be the chief busi-
ness of the session, as there is nogov-
ernment legislation of any impertance,
except, perhaps, a_ few amendments
to the Dominion elections act, suggest-
ed by experience of the recent polling.

Russian Nurse Who is Seek-

ing Her Lover

Was Captured by Chinese Bandits,

and Is Now at Chefoo

o> S

' CHEFO0O, Nov. 22— A romantie
story develops around Miss Corelle,
the Russian war nurse who\is on her
way to Japan. She refused to talk,
but a reliable authority says her cap-
ture by the Chinese bandits who took
her into the Japanese lines was part
of her scheme to find her lover. The
first reports said Miss Corelle had vol-
untarily entered the Japanese lines.
This now seems to be incorrect. Miss
Corelle, it is now said, was a nurse
during the Boxer rebellion and won
the Stanislaus medal. During that war
she was wounded in tHe arm and re-
ceived the St. George’s medal because
ghe continued to work when her wound
was dressed. She is a remarkably
handsome woman of 21 years of age.
A young Russian officer fell in love
with the pretty nurse, who reciprocat-
ed his affection fully. Recently this
officer was among the missing and it
was believed he was wounded or &
prisoner among the Japanese. In or-
der to find him, it is alleged, Miss Cor-
elle strolled from the Russian camp
and very cheerfully allowed some Chi-
nese bandits to capture her.

This was about ten days ago. The
next step in her scheme was to become
& Japanese prisoner or reach their
lines. The bandits, it is asserted, al-
lowed her to communicate with the
French consul at Newchwang, follow-
ing which a detail of Japanese soldiers
reached their camp and Miss Corelle
was taken to Newchwang. She tried
to secure permission to go to Japan and
gearch for her lover, but the Japanese
gave her twenty-four hours in which
to leave the town, suspecting her of
being a spy. The French consul at
Chefoo is now endeavoring to obtain
permission for Miss Corelle to nurse
the wounded Russians in Japan.

A despatch to the Associated Press
from General Oku’s headquarters via
Fusan, Nov. 20, said that a Russian
woman Red Cross nurse had entered
the Japanese lines Sunday last, sur-
rendering and requesting to be sent to
Matsuyama to nurse the Russian pris-
oners there. She said she was the
daughter of a Russian colonel, and
that she had been sent to Japan to care
for the ofifcers at Matsuyama. It was
fdded that her wish was granted.

TOUGHWOOD HILL, N. W. T., Nov.
33.—John Colton, a rancher residing
near Kutawa, was accidentally killed
Monday night by the discharge of a
gun which his daugnter dorpped while
removing it from a table where he had
placed it. Mr. Colton, who was for-
merly one of Custor’s scouts, comes
from near Sioux City, Wyoming.

‘Who on Being Arrested - Announced

That He Had. Intended to Ki'l

¢ae Former.

About 10.30 last Tuesday John Mc-
Dermott of Erin street, lighted his
pipe and started out to get the fresh
air and enjoy the moonlight. When
he arrived at the corner of Erin and

.Brussels he stopped for a few minutes.

Suddenly he heard footsteps behind
him and before he could turn around
he felt a heavy weight landing on his
heard. This was the last he knew of

‘what was golng on for a few minutes.

When he picked himself up and began
to realize what had taken place, he.
looked around for his assailant and
found an Assyrian near him still hold-
ing the club which had brought him
to the ground,

McDermott clutched the Assyrla.n
and after a short scuffle brought him
to the ground. Some boys were watch-
ing the affair and the word soon
reached a number of the foreigner’s
friends who come running to his res-
cue, They separated McDermott from
his victim and the latter feeling no
longer at ease where he was, made
haste toward his home. On reaching
home he immediately tumbled into
bed, thinking that there he would be
perfecily safe from the police,

Meanwhile some boys had taken the
word to the cops and when Officers
White and Rankine arrived on the
scene they found a large crowd gath-
ered around McDermott, but his as-
sailant was missing. McDermott said
he cowld identify the man.if he saw
him, and he went with the officers to
the place Kfiown as ‘“the home” at the
foot of Erin street, below the cotton
factory. This place is not unknown to
the police, as they have often had oc-
caston to visit it<of old. It is inhabit-
ed by several families of Assyrians,
each family occupying from one to
three rooms. In one of these rooms
they found their man in bed and were
forced to take him from his loving wife
and lock him up in the police station.

McDermott’s head is very badly
bruised. He went shortly after the as-
sault to a doctor and had it dressed.
The Assyrian’s coat, which was lying
in the police station last evening, was
covered with large spots of blood which
came from McDermott's head during
the fracas.

The prisoner says his name is Louis
Sam Rose. On being asked his age he
sald “I dunno, mebe twenty-five, me-
be fifty.” He is a small man and ap-
parently amout 30 years old. Asked
how much liquor he had drunk, he an-
swered “I take one drink several
times.” He did not appear, however,
to be much under the influence of
liquor. The man says McDermott call-
ed him bad names and he was going
to kill him. So far as the officers have
learned however, McDermott had nev-
er known the man nor had «wver had
any words with him,

BLOAN TO PIEGES.

Horrible Fate of  Man

Near Gampbellton.

The Old Story of Thawing Dynamite
Repeated—Only a Few Fragments

of the Body Found.

* &

CAMPBELLTON, Nov. 22.—A shock-
ing accident occurred this afternoon a

few miles from this town, on the In-
ternational railway, now in course of
construction through the Tobique val-
ley to the St. John river. Joseph Gag-
non, one of the men engaged in the
work, was literally blown to atoms by
an explosion of dynamite. As far as
can be learned the circumstances of
the sad affair are about as follows:

Gagnon was employed in blasting,
and placed a large quantity of dyna-
mite in a pot to be thawed out ready
for use. The pot containing the dyna-
mite was hung on the inside of a bar-
rel in which a quantity of hot water
was kept to warm the dynamite. It
sems that a boy was employed to see
that there was sufficient water in the
barrel, but it is said the water was
allowei to run out, and the dry heat
caused the explosion of the dynamite
just as Gagnon came up to get a sup-
ply for a blast.

The explosion was terrific and not
more than a few fragments of the un-
fortunate man can be found. The trees
near the scene of the accident present
a gruesome speotacle of blood and
pieces of flesh and clothing.

Another man a short distance from
the pot was knocked senseless, but was
not seriously injured.

Gagnon was a native of the State of
Maine, and came here a few years ago.
His wife is now visiting her old home
in Maine, having left for there about
a month ago.

SERIOUS STRIKE IN FRANCE,

THE PARASITES OF POULTRY.

mmmmm OF AGRICUL-|
“TURE, Commissioner’s Branch, Otta-
wa, Nov. 8.—The presence of parasites
18 one of the primary causes of unpro-
fitableness and disease in a flock of
poultry, says the Poultry Division, Ot-
tawa. The fowls are rarely examined
and the reason of their poor condition
is not discovered or even considered.
There it will pay every poultryman to
examine his birds carefully before they
go into winter quarters, their health
and comfort during the _next six
months depend largely upon their free-
There are three dis-
tinct groups of parasites preying upon
the domestic fowl — fleas, lice and
mites, -~ 3

Groups of Paruites—Only one spe-
cies of flea, the bird flea, lives upon
the fowl. This flea is provided with a
sharp plerting mouth; = it attacks the
fowls at night and thx;ough . causing
constant irritation and loss of blood
does much harm, .

The mouth of the louse differs from
the mouth of the flea in that it iz not
gharp and used for piercing, but sim-
ply for biting. Lice bite sharply and
cause considerable pain.

The most injurious of the mites is
the red fowl mite. This is yellowish
white to dark red in color, according
to the quantity of blood it contains.
The blood is drawn from the fowls at
night, and during the day the mite
hides in the cracks and crevices of the
house., When the ckickens appear in
poor health they sould be examined at
nigt, and if mites are found treatment
should be resorted to.

Prevention and Extermination. — If
the poultry house is old and contains
many crevices, all the nests, “roosts
and other fixtures should be removed
from it, and the walls and ceiling cov-
ered with heavy building paper and
limewash. - The latter should be ap-
plied hot and fairly liquid, so as to en-
ter every crevice in the building. Its
quality 'will be improved by adding to
every gallon of the wash one quarter
pound of soap previously dissolved in
boiling water, also a small quantity of
salt,’ The material taken from the
house should be burned and new roost-
ing quarters and inside fittings put in.
These fittings stould be simple inicon-
gtruction and easily removable so that
the vermin can, be destroyed.

Before the fowls return to the house
they should be thoroughly dusted with
insect powder or sulphur. By dusting
each fowl over a box or paper, the
powder can be well rubbed among the
quills of the feathers, and the excess
will not be wasted. The 'coal tar
treatment for the destruction of the
gape worm can be effectively used to
rid fowls of vermin. The fowls are
placed in a barrel, the inside of which
is coated with a mixture of coal tar
and coal oil of the consistency of
paint and the top of the barrel is cov-
ered. The lice are overcome by the
coal tar fumes and fall to the bottom
of the barrel. A paper should be pla-
ced to catch the vermin when they
fall, so that they may be destroyed.

The poultry house requires cleaning
and limewashing twice a year. The
roosts should- be removed and treat-
ed with gcoal tar or Kerosene every
week and thé nests frequently cleans-
ed and new straw plarced in them.

It is necessary to regularly examine
your chicks for head lice. If present,
the lice will be found in the down or
feathers on the chick’s head. If not
destroved, they will so weaken the
chick that it will die from loss of
blood. The lice can be removed by
smearing the chick’s head with grease
or sweet ofl, to which a few drops of
carbolic acld have been added.

Scaly Leg.—This disease is quite pre-
valent in flocks of neglected poultry,
and is due to a species of mite. The
scales of the legs and feet bhecome rais-
ed and separated, and a chalk-like ex-
cretion accumulates between and over
them; rough, lumpy crusts are form-
ed, and under these mites live and
breed.

PROTECTING FRUIT TREES FROM
MICE.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICUL-
TURE, Commissioner’s Branch,
Ottawa,  Nov. 10.—The Fruit Division,
Ottawa, issues the following warning:
Last winter thousands of fruit trees
were girdled and killed by mice, and
the same thing will doubtless happen
again the coming winter unless or-
chardists take precautions to prevent
it. Mice are not usually very trouble-
some in orchards where clean cultiva-
tion is practised and rubbish is not
allowed to accumulate as a shelter for
them, but the orchardist will find it
necessary to provide some sort of pro-
tection, if he wishes to be fairly sure
of bringing his young trees safely
through the winter.

The mice burrow along the ground
under the snow in search of food, and
as soon as they come to a young tree
start to gnaw it. Wooden veneer is
probably the most satisfactory protec-
tion against them, and it has the ad-
ditional merit of being a good pre-
ventive of sunscald. The veneer is
wrapped loosely around the trunk and
tied; and an air space is left between
it and the tree. These veneers cost
from $3.75 to $5.00 per thousand. Ordin-
ary building paper, which costs a
mere trifle is also a first rate protec-
tion, but it is not of much value as a
préventive of sunscald. Tar paper is
also effective, but as trees have been
injured by its use, it is better to be
on the safe side and use something
else. In any case the lower end of the
paper should be banked with earth so
that the mice cannot readily get under
it to the tree. A mound of earth about
a foot high around the base of the tree
will often turn them, and even snow
tramped about the tree has proved ef-
fectual, but these are not so trust-
worthy as the veneers or the building
paper.

The Fruit Division also points out
that this plague of mice is largely due
to the common practice of destroying
every owl and hawk that can possibly
be shot or trapped. 1t is a great mis-
take to do this. All varieties of owls
ard hawks are great mousers, indeed
mice constitute the chief item in the
bill-of-fare of most species. At least
ten varieties of owls are classed as resi-
dents of Canada, and of these only the
great-horned owl is a menace to the
farmer’s poultry yard. Qf a dozen
species of hawks commonly found.in
Canada, only three are classed as
chicken hawks, viz.,, the sharp-shinned
hawk, the goshawk and Cooper’s hawk.
The four varieties usually known as
“hen hawks” scarcely ever visit poul-
try yards, and an occasional depreda-
tion is far more than counterbalanced
by their services as destroyers of mice,
rats, squirrels and other enemies of the
farmer.

DESTROYING WEED SEEDS.

There are many ways in which weed
seeds may be destroyed on the farm,
says G. H. Clark, chief of the seed
divisicn, Ottawa. Quantities of weed
seeds get out into the farmyard at
threshing time. There is a -general
tendency just at that time to do things
with a rush. The threshing machine
is apt t.e be overcrowded and many of
the weed seeds, as well as a consider-
able quantity of grain, carried out with
the straw. These are likely to ger-
minate and grow with the next crop.
A little care in the barn at the time of
threshing and cleaning of grain,
especially seed grain, will do much to
lessen future labor with hoe and culti-
vator. Cleanings from grain contain-
ing weed seeds should be boiled or
very finely ground. The seeds of
many of the worst weeds are so small
that it is not safe to trust to grinding
to kill them: they should’ be boiled.
It is not wise, either, to throw worth-
less screenings in roadways., Many of
them will be carried away in mud on
the hoofs of horses and the wheels of
vehicles and so distributed widely. The
seeds of most weeds of the mustard
family have such a pungent flavor as
to render them unpalatable to stock.
The admixture with meal of even a
small quantity of worm-seed mustard
would render it useless for feeding pur-
poses,

The enactment of laws to compel the
cutting of weeds before they have ripen-
ed seed should be dealt with by the
provinical and \'nunicipal authorities,
because the majoirty of weeds are nec-
essarily local in character, on account
of the diversity of climate, soil, and
methods of farming. It may be said
that further laws of this sort would
not be enforced any better than those
we now have. But it is the duty of all
farmers to make sure that they are
not responsible for the spread of
weeds from their farms to others.
Good farmers should endeavor to create
a strong public sentiment against
shiftlessness on the part of those who
are disposed to zllow their fields to be-
come overrun with weeds, so that the
danger which now exists, and the
greater danger which is in prospect,
may be met in such a way that noxi-
ous weeds will not become too great a
burden upon those who make their liv-
ing primarily from the cultivation of
the soil.

John Morley, M. P., was the guest of
honor and Morris K. Jesup the toast-
master at the Chamber of Commerce
dinngr in Delmonico’s last night. Let-
‘_te:rs of réegret from James Bryce, Jos-
eph Chamberlain and Lord Rosebery
were read, and this note from the pre-
sident of thé United States was greet-
ed with applause:

i ‘“White House,
“Washington, Nov, 12, 1904.

“My dear Mr, Jesup<+Will you pre-
‘sent ‘to the Chamber of Commeérce my
earnest wishes for the success of their
dinner and my regret that I am not
able to be present? I have asked the
secretary of the treasury to take my
place. X

“No body of men in this country is
S0 closely representative of the im-
mense business interests of the coun-
try as the Chamber of Commercé, and,
therefore, the Chamber of Commerce
have a representative function, not |
merely for the State of New York, but
for all the United States. It is not only
because of the fact that they are. thus
in a peculiar sense a representative
body, but because of my old friendship |
with and esteem for so many of the;
members, that I feel a sense of loss at |
the impossibility of my being present
with you on the evening of your ban-
quet.

“Again assuring you of my good
Wwishes, believe me, sincerely yours,

“THEODORE ROOSEVELT.”

Secrecary of the Treasury Leslie M.
Shaw made the first speech, and was |
followed by Mr. Morley, whose address
was, of course, the feature of the ev-
ening. Mr. Morley said:

“I thank you for the very cordial—
the extraordinarily cordial—reception
that you have been good enough to give
me. The language used by the presi-
dent is far in excess of any merits of
mine. One point I do accept. You have
not, either here or on the other side of
the Atlantic, any warmer friend of you
and of your institutions than muyself.
(Shouts of “Bravo!” and applause.)
Some months ago the invitation to dine
with your distinguished company was
forwarded to me by Mr. Choate, your
distinguished ambassador at the Court
of St. James, and he used the very
language that the president has used
tonight in his letter to the chairman.
He said: ‘You will there meet the most
representative assembly of the most
important interests in the TUnited
States that could pessibly be got toge-
ther;” and I am glad, like the secretary
of the treasury—I am glad for perhaps
different reasons (laughter)—1 am glad
that I did not hesitate to say to Mr.
Choate: ‘If I am in America on that
day in November I will dine with the
Chamber of Commerce.’

“Your kindness tonight is only of a
piece, after all, with the good fellow- !
ship that has been extended to me in'!
other places — Pittsburg, Chicago and |
a countless number of places ‘which
have been kind enough to invite me !
to visit them. I confess that I am sin- |
cerely and deeply toruched at the idea
that I should be taken as the repre-
sentative of Great Britain, whose en-
sign I am glad to see confronting me
(applause), little worthy as I am of
holding that distinguished post.

“You will readily believe, gentlemen,
that during this short visit of mine —
short, but not an idle visit — I have
had new interests stirred, new points
of view opened, the world made larger
by my intercourse with the United
States; I see things — I confess it —
in a different proportion. Do not let
me deceive you — I do not at all in-
tend to place Great Britain at an in-
finite distance behind the Stars and
Stripes (laughter), you all here are
good Americans, and I am a good
citizen of Great Britain.

SAYS “I AM A FREE TRADER.”

“Now, the secretary of the treasury
has made you a most interesting
speech; he has told you that he is rea-
sonably optimistic; that he does not
care about the doors being closed; he
tells you frankly that prices are good;
that hopes are bouyant, and that there
{s no danger of any loss of poise. Yes,
but, then, I thought to myself all the
time the secretary of the treasury
was peaking if hopes in the TUnited
States are buoya: what about the
hopes in that little island from which
I come? Now, I am, what I do not
suppose anybody else in this room is,
what I have stated at Pittsburg and
have said at Chicago, I am bound to
repeat here — I am what nobody else
is — I am a free trader. (Laughter
and applause.)

“But, whatever may be said of the
people of the United States, everybody
agrees that they are a good-natured
people, and therefore I hope you will
allow me in two sentences, and no
more, to go through that performance
which in my part of the world — I dare
say in yours — is called testifying.
(Laughter.) Frankly, I rejoice to hear
from the secretary of the treasury that
your hopes are buoyant, and that you
are prosperous. Why, that is a thing
| that struck me most in my rapid tran-
sit through important trade centres in
this country — the enormous and un-
bounded strength of your material re-
sources. (Applause,)

“Still, as I said at Chicago, business
is business. (Laughter.) And being &
good-natured people, let me say that
I have seen nothing — don’t hoot me
out of the room — (laughter) — I have
seen nothing, no evidence during this
run through some of the centres of
your country to make me believe that
you would not have been just as
great, just as mighty — I mean, in
industrial competition — just as pros-
perous, just as strong, as you are to-
day, if you had taken that worn-out
shibboleth, as I am told — ‘No tariff
excepting for purposes of revenue.’
(Applause.)

‘“Well, if that is all the tendency
that comes of testifying, I do not think
I need have_ taken the trouble to have
testifled, because I gather that a good
many of you at all events have some

doubts (laughter) as to that matter.

And now, this is the last remark I
will make upon that verv delicate
ground, which is less delicate than I
thought it would be (laughter), though
it may be that I am so stupid or so
stubborn, or so much of a doectrinaire
*—a name I am well acquainted with—
as to doubt whether you would not
have been just as well off if you had
taken that formula.

“I do not believe in this great hall,
representing such enormous interests,
representing men of a business sagac-
ity that could not be rivaled in any
capital on the habitable globe, there
are not many of you who in calm
moments would not agree that if my
country, if Great Britain, the great-
est carrier in the world so long as you
remain on your present tactics (great
laughter and applause), that if Great
Britain imposed a revenue for other
purposes than tariff — for what other
purpose I declare to you I don’t know

Here Mr. Morley’s sentence was
broken ‘off. Somebody said: “Nobody
else.”

“I don’t know,” said Mr. Morley.
“You will agree, for a country, a, great

carrier, which is dependent for the foody

of its people and for the raw material
of its great industries — why, you
will all agree it is infectious for us to
entertain the notion what is physical
reform. (Laughter.)

“Now, I am not going to keep you
more than a few moments. (Cries of
“Go on.”) I told them at Chicago the
other night ,and I venture respectfully
to repeat it to you, that those two
great men, Jefferson and Washington,
never made a speech, eather of them,
more than ten minutes in duration.

HIS VIEW OF OUR ELECTION.

“I sometimes think that perhaps that
was not a very bad example, which,
as far as I can make out, their des-
cendants have not altogether always
followed. (Laughter.) But now you
will, I am sure, know before I say a
word, and the thing that has interest-
ed me the most in my short visit
among you has been the election—the
presidential election.

“I am a very old hand at elections.
I have fought a great many myself,
not so august and illustrious as this,
but one gets the sporting elections
fever, and last Tuesday, I assure you,
I was as vehement as any one among
you. I went around the polling booths
at Chicago, I listened to the announce-
metits that were made from time to

| time at a dinner which they were kind

enough to give me at Chicago, and af-
ter dinner was over I went and heard
the results brought in at the office of
a great newspaper in Chicago.

“A great number of telegraph opera-
tors were there, figures were coming in
from all parts of this vast continent,
and I confess it greatly impressed my

{ imagination and stirred me to think

that in this vast country within a few
hours the voice of the people, right or
wrong, should be so emphatically and
S0 unmistakably ascertained. (Ap-
plause.)

“There are several points that af-
fected me in that election, and the first
was the rapidity—I hope I am not doing
wrong in referring to the election (Cries
of “No, no. Go on!”)—the rapidity
and certainty with which the result
was ascertained.

“Secondly, I was struck with the per-
fectly good temper in which the de-
feated party, many of whose represen-
tatives were present at that moment in
Chicago, took what to them, T am sure,
was a mortifying repulse. But, look-
ing at it rather more widely, as a man
who has observed democracy, which we
call liberalism, who believes in it, who
has always believed in it, who has al-
ways in its darkest hours been faith-
ful to it, I observed your election; and
what struck me with delight was that
the two candidates were each of them
men of uvnstained character, were men
of perfect probity and independence,
were men either of whom, so far as
character goes, whatever you may say
about policy, any country might have
been proud to see as aspirants for the
support of those countries. (Ap-
plause.)

DEMOCRACY HAS ITS DRAW-
BACKS.

“That I think is a remarkable fact
to be taken into account when people
say all kinds of supercilious things
about democracy. Of course, democ-
racy has its drawbacks, and I should
think other forms of government have
their drawbacks, too. Does anybody
dream that machiné politics and cor-
ruption—does anybody suppose that
these things came in with democracy?
Then another point which impressed
me very much was the answer that
this election of yours has given to the
charge that the United States are given
over to machine politics.

‘“Forgive me for telling you these
things; perhaps you have heard them
before; but was there ever a case—you
are better judges than I am—where
the people of a country so emphati-
cally and distinctly said: ‘Machine poli-
tics or no machine politics, we are go-
ing to give our votes for the man in
whom we have confidence and whom
we trust? (Applause.)

“It would be most unbecoming of me,
I repeat, to say a word as to the per-

AMERICAN RISKS IN THE PACIFIC

“You have in the Pacific enormous
risks, possibilities, open questions, and
all T can say is that it will be a great
thing for diplomatists to know that
in dealing in the governments that will
come into power and office here on the
4th of March next year, you are deal-
ing with a man who has behind him,
unless I am mistaken, the American
people. (Applause and cheers.)

“However all that may be, I rejoice
to think, and I do think that in those
questions and emergencies that may
arise Great Britain and the United
States will both, by interests, by senti-
ments, be found side by side. (Ap-
plause.) I believe from the bottom of
my heart that for the progress of the
world, for the civilization of mankind,
union between those two great powers
—because we mean to be a great power
in spite of what the secretary of the
treasury has said—(laughter)—with
those great powers we will fight side
by side for those ideals and those ques-
tions which are common to us and
common to you. (Laughter.)

“You have an enormous population
of all kinds and nationalities coming
to this great continent of yours, but,
come as they may, in time may become
fused into American citizens, and I
shall persist in believing to the end of
my days that the ideals and the aims—
the moral ideals and the moral aims—
of the citizens of the United States and
of those of my country are the same
ideals and the same ends, (Applause.)
I do not say there may not be diffi-
culties arise.

“But I have said,
true in literature, you always seek
the best in politics and you are not
always to be content with the second
position. But however that may be, I
am perfectly sure from this visit of
mine that you will be prompted and
are going to be prompted by the hands
of diplomatic action where it is policy
between your country and mine.
(Great applause.)

“I thank you for your great warmth
—the real warmth, not the conven-
tional, after-dinner warmth (laughter)
—I thank you for the kindness with
which you have received me, and I
hope that some day or another I may
have the honor of again dining with
the New York Chamber of Commerce.”

THE BLACK HAND.

Italian Member of Secret Society

Arrested in New York.

NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—Confessing,
the police say, that he is a member of
‘“The Black Hand” Society, Antonio
Larpello, 28 years old, of West Farms,
was locked up in the West Chester
police station tonight, charged with
kidnapping and extortion. The police
say that Lapello is the chief of the
society. The arrest was made on the
complaint of Antonio Baroncini, a
contractor.

Baroncini told the police that on
July 10 last two men called at Hhis
home and found there Mrs. Baroncini,
who is only 20 years old. Under
threat to Kkill her, they forced her to
give them the family jewelry. Then
they bound and gagged her and took
her away in a wagon to a lonely hut,
where she was kept for six days. Two
Italians called on Baroncini and warn-
ed him not to tell the police or they
would cut his throat and blow wup his
house. Six days later, Baroncini says,
two other men called on him. For
$200 they would return his wife in a
couple of hours, they said. He had
but $20 and they finally took that. Two
hours later Mrs. Baroncini walked into
the house and fell fainting upon the
floor.

Baroncini reported the case, but the
police made no arrests. Last Friday
Baroncini received a visit from two of
the men again. They wanted $200 and
repeated their threats to kill him and
his wife and blow up the house if he
did not get the money for them. He
promised to have it if they would re-
turn tonight. When the men left he
again informed the police, who secur-
ed a warrant for Antoinio Lapello and
arrested hlm at his home, where he
was giving a party. Under the pres-
sure of the ‘“third degree,” the police
say, Lapello admitted that he was _ a

member of the Black Hand Society.

Alexander Haslam Is 102 Years of
Age and His Wifeis 93—
Their Home Is In Elgin.

A few days ago there appeared in a
morning paper a sketch of a New
Brunswick couple who have been mar-
ried for sixty-six years, their ages be-
ing well up in the eighties. This record
is beaten by that of Alexander and
Mrs. Haslam of Elgin paxish, Albert
county, who have been married for
over sixty-six years, and whose com-
bined ages amount to one hundred and
ninety-five years. Mr. Haslam is one
hundred and two, and is one of the
oldest residents of this province, while
Mrs. Haslam has reached the ripe age
of ninety-three.

This stalwart couple
birth and descent. Mr. Haslam was
born at Petigo, near Loch Garrich,
county Farmanagh, Ireland, in 1802,
and when about ten years of age went
to Ardara, county Donegal. It was in
Ardara that Mrs. Haslam, formerly
Miss Jane Dunlavy, was born in 1811.

They became acquainted, and in the
fall of the year 1838 they were married
in Ardara.

Mr. Haslam was a slater and carpen-
ter by trade, but as business in Ireland
was not so good as the new country
seemed to offer, he decided to cross
the Atlantic, and in 1861 left his home.
To Mr. and Mrs. Haslam several chil-
dren had been born, and these all came
with their parents, the eldest at that
time being twenty-one.

In May, 1861, the family landed at St.
John and went almost immediately to
Kings county, where for about a year
Mr. Haslam found employment. It
was not, however, his intention to fol-
low his old trade, so in 1862 he took
up land in Elgin parish, Albert county,
and set to work to make a home.

The land was wooded, every inch of
it had to be cleared, a house had to be
built, and all the difficulties which
usually confront the first settlers were
encountered by this family. There was

much hard work to be done, but the
children were old enough to assist,"and
gradually the farm was made. Since
that year, 1862, they have never moved.
In fact, Mr. Haslam, who went as far
as Sussex on the railway, has never
been on a train since he went from St.
John. Once, upwards of thirty years
ago, he drove to Sussex, but beyond
this has never been away from his
home. Compared with him, Mrs. Has-
lam is an extensive traveller, for on

| three or four occasions she has come

to St. John to visit her daughter. Her
last visit, however, was seventeen
years ago, so it cannot be said that she
is fond of roaming.

This aged couple are now spending
their last days in comfort in the home
which their toil has built. They have
had a life full of hard work, but not
without its homely pleasures. -They
seen their children grow up,
marry happily and have homes of their
own; they have nursed their children’s
children to the fourth generation, and
what they perhaps appreciate most of
all, two of their own children remain
on the homestead taking care of the
old folks.

For a man of his age, Alexander Has-
lam is a wonder. He is neither halt,
lame nor blind, and while it could not
be expected that one who has passed
the century mark should be as full of
spirits as in his earlier manhood, yet
his vitality is a matter of surprise. He
can see sufficiently well to recognize
any of his friends at a glance, he goes
walking by himself, and while he does
not wear glasses, yet his eyes are not
so good that he would attempt to read.
His head is covered with a thick crop
of fine black hair, with scarcely a
tirge of grey, and his whiskers are
much darker in color than those of
many a man only half his age. He is,
on the whole, remarkably smart, is in
possession of all his faculties, and is
not afflicted with any disease.

Mrs. Haslam is rather more feeble
than her husband. Her eyesight is not
80 good as it was, and she seldom goes
She is able to
make her own bed and to do odd jobs
around the house, but for some years
has left the direction of the work to
her daughter.

HOW LONG!
" The Bangor News is rather lively in

! its reflections upon Mr. Willlam L.
- Douglas,

governor-elect of Massachu-
setts, who is in favor‘of reciprocity
with Canada. The News says when
Canadians had somewhat freer trade
with New England than they have
now, ‘‘almost every citizen of Maine
“ was given the privilege of doing noth-
“ing because there was nothing to do.”
But the stock argument of the Bangor
paper, which is also the argument of
Benator Cabot Lodge of Massachusetts,
is the statement that the United States
without reciprocity enjoys the Cana-
dian market. Why, it is asked, should
concessions be made to Canada to get
that which the United States already
has? As the News puts it, “Canada
*“ has increased her purchases of Am-
“ erican goods 300 per cent, since reci-
“ procity was abolished near the close
“of the civil war.” The News might
have gone farther and said that Can-
ada has nearly trebled her pur-
chases of United States goods
since Sir Wilfrid Laurier became
premlier. This condition of things is
naturally sasitfactory to the vendors
{ot the goods. Our government
‘has reduced the oil duties and the Stan-
dard Oil Company is satisfled. It has
made binder twine free and placed the
whole dominion under the control of a
United States combine operating in
i both countries, while the United States
by its Philippine Island policy has made
it impossible for Canadian producers to
obtain Manila hemp on even terms
with American competitors. We have
.glven our market to the grower of corn
in the United States, while Canadian
barley is shut out of the United States
(market. So long as Canada proceeds
"on this line there is no reason why re-
eiprocity should be sought by the
;United States.

' Of course there is no need of it. We
®mre not obliged to buy from the United
Btates fifty per cent. mork than from
all the rest of the world. We are not
compelled to buy from the United
Btates people three times as much as
they buy from us. It is not necessary
for us to meet a duty averaging forty
per cent. with one averaging twalvae
per cent., and to make the average
rate of duty‘paid on our imports from
the United States less than that paid
on imports from other countries.

The News is quite mistaken in say-
ing: ‘““Canada is obliged to buy our
* goods, while we are not compelled to
* take Canadian raw material.”” And
when it goes on to say, ‘“We can pro-
* duce all the raw.material of the kind
*¢that Canada has for sale right here
““on this side of the line, and what is
* more important, we are going to do
' it,”” there is something to be said on
this side. The question i’ whether
Canada is going to do it.
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THE INTERCOLONIAL MUST GO.

There is no longer a doubt that the
campaign for the transfer of the Inter-
colonial to a company is inspired from
government sources. Following the ar-
ticle quoted from the Montreal Herald,
and/evidently in accord with the view
of Hon. Mr. Fisher, we have another,
printed, we believe, the same day in
the government organ at Ottawa, and
g0 near like the Herald article in pur-
port and treatment that they must
havej had the same inspiration. Like
the Herald, the Free Press beging by

a reference to the deficit of last year,
to the indications for the current year,
and the interest charge qthe capital.
Like the Herald, it next refers to Mr.
Blair's struggle, to the fact that the
Intercolonial competes with = water-
borne traffic, and to the necessity of
some change in the system. Again,
like the Herald, the Free Press writer
takes up the two propositions, one for
a railway commission and one for a
-lease to a company. The Free Press
writer, like the other, decides that the
commission would not be able to pro-
tect itself from political influence, and
that on the whole it is not the right
way out of the trouble. And the whole
argument leads up to the same con-
clusion, as follows:

“So there comes as the most satis-
factory solution from the standpoint
of the highest efficiency the leasing
of the system for a term of years toa
company that would operate it on
purely business lines. The fact that
the principle has found acceptance in
the case of the national transcontin-
ental railway may encourage the gov-
{ernment to give the subject consider-
ation.

“But in any case the experience of
the country in connection with the
Intercolonial may well claim the at-
tention of those who would rush the
province into further experiments in
the ownership of public utilities until
we have had further experience of the
result in the undertakings upon which
we have already embarked.”

Sir Wilfrid began this campaign by
his speeches declaring that govern-
ment ownership was vicious and dis-
astrous. Mr. Emmerson has support-
ed it by the magnificent and unpre-
cedented defleits he is producing. Now

the government organs, using Sir Wil-
frid’s arguments, and Mr. Emmerson’s
achievements in support of them, have
charge of the campaign. For the mo-
ment the proposed grantees of the
railway are out of sight, but they are
evidently not inactive.

POLITICAL ADVERTISING,

Various journals of both parties have
been - discussing the course of the
Halifax Herald in printing as a two-
column advertisement a speech of
Mr. Fielding, with portrait, headlines
and introduction as they had appeared
in the government paper. The con-
sensus of opinion among reasonable
journals is that the Herald in doing so
committed no offence against its party
or its principles. In this connec-
tion the St. John Globe states, the
Halifax «Chronicle repeated the ac-
cusation, that ‘‘one St. John morning
paper refused to publish advertise-
ments sent to them by the liberal ex-
evutive committee.” The statement
is nearly correct. This journal of the
home declined to make a contract to
publish every day in its columns such
campaign copy as might be furnished,
the same copy that.appeared on the
St. John fences during the election.
But the Sun did not refuse to publish
fair reports of the government
speeches. These it printed free of

charge, and the speakers were so well
reported that one government candi-
date wrote to the Sun to testify to the
excellence of the work. Moreover, the
Sun printed any advertisements of gov-
ernment meetings that were offered,
and would have been willing to pub-
lish the election cards of the liberal
candidates, as it has done on other oc-
casions. But every newspaper has the
privilege of refusing advertisements,
and the Sun drew the line at the lurid
appeals of campaign writers whose
names did not appear.

PLATFORM AND PRACTICE.

The Ontario liberal convention has
unanimously passed resolutions con-
demning ballot-box frauds, bribery at
elections, and other improper cam-
paign proceedings. These pious opin-
ions have been expressed in other lib-
eral platforms, but they escaped the
attention of the campaign managers.
If the Ontario conservatives could
really feel that the ballots which they
marked and handed to the returning
officer would be honestly counted, and
that no ballots would be counted for
government candidates except those
voted by electors present at the polls,
they would breathe easier, in view of
the coming elections.

THE MONCTON MY'STERY.

The Moncton Transcript says that a
package of ballots was missed from a
Moncton poll simultaneously with the
departure of a conservative scrutineer,
who did not return. Concerning this
the Moncton Times has doubts, but
points cut that no scrutineer could
possibly make use of the ballots with-
cut the collusion and assistance of a
deputy returning officer, and those in
Wegtmorland were very unlikely to
conspire against the government.

A SINGLE CASE.

Yet he is a graduate of
Queen’s University, and the late Prin-
cipal Grant did not fail to discuss with
his young men the value of a citizen’s
rights. Mr. Reilly was himself at the
time of this conspiracy an instructor
of young men, and this should have
given him a sense of responsibility.
How could he fail to know that he
was assisting in one of the gravest
crimes possible to any man in a free
country ?

May be a Total Loss on Birchy Head.

GLOUCESTER, Mass.,, Nov. 24.—A
telegram was received here tonight by
David B. Smith & Co., owners of the
schooner Golden Hope, from Birchy
Head, Nfld., saying that the schooner
is ashore there and may possibly prove
a total loss. The telegram gives no
particulars, but it is supposed that the
vessel was driven ashore in a heavy
gale while anchored in that harbor.

CHANGES AT THE ASYLUM.

Patients Who Can be Cared For by
friends Will be Sent Heme.

Premier 1'weedie and his colleagues
are of the opinion that there are now
confined in the Provincial Insane
Asylum a number of persons who
should not be there. In accordance,
therefore, with the provisions of an act
that was passed at the last session
of the legislature, a commission has

been appointed to enquire into the
mental condition of all the patients of
the institution, with a view of having
those whose condition warrants such
action cared for by their friends,
where they are able to do 80, and
others, who have no friends in a posi-
tion to aid them, remeved to alms
houses in the counties to which they
belong.

Speaking to the Sun, Dr. Anglin said
he had no doubt that there were thirty
or forty such cases in the institution,
of which he is superintendent, at pre-
sent. Many of these are elderly peo-
ple, who are probably more than usu-
ally childish, but who could be just as
well cared for by their friends as at
the asylum. An examination will be
made of each patient, and a report
made to the government as soon as
the inspection is completed. The com-
mission is composed of Dr. Anglin, Dr.
G. A. B. Addy and Dr. A. F. Emery.

It is thought probable that there will
be some changes in the regulations
under which persons are admitted to
the asylum.

SOUTH AFRICAN VETERAN
TAKES HIS OWN LIFE.

' ‘Wednesday afternoon John - Henry
Robertson; known to his friends ' as’
“Harry”, committed suicide by drink-
ing carbolic acid. Robertson had been
out of work for some time and was
despondent. Robertson purchased the
poison in Moore's drug store on Brus-
sels street, and drgnk it in Kelly’s
yard off St. Patrick street. :

John H. Robertson was a son of
Amanda Robertson, widow of the late
Samuel Robertson, and lived with his
mother at 218 Waterloo street. For a
while he was employed in R. T, Wor-
den’s livery stables on Princess street,
but in August last he left and has since
been generally out of employment.
While somewhat low-spirited at his
lack of employment, his people had no
idea that he would adopt such desper-
ate measures to rid himself of his
troubles, and the news of his death
came as a most sudden and painful
shock to them.

He had left his home in the afternoon
without any sign of extreme despond-
ency, and had visited several public
houses, but had not taken enough, ac-
cording to reports, to affect his
sobriety. At this time he seemed ex-
tremely low-spirited, and Fred "Thomas,
an intimate friend of the "deceased,
learned early in the afternoon that
Robertson was determined to take his
life and was going to procure laudanum
for that purpose. y

Sometime during the afternoon he
procured a small bottle of carbolic acid
from the drug store of G. A. Moore on
Brussels street. As carbolic acid is
much more easily obtained than laud-
anum, no doubt Robertson decided to
use the former. He came back along
Brussels street with the bottle and was
turning in the Colwell alley, near the
Welcome soap factory, when he saw a
little daughter of Mr. Colwell stand-
ing in the gate. His manner and ap-
pearance so frightened the little one
that she ran and hid herself in a bar-
rel in the yard. The family was out
and she knew no eother place of re-
treat. Robertson came no farther than
the gate; he turned and went down St.
‘Patrick street and entered the alley
that leads to Kelly’s yard. He was
seen to try the door of the house in
the rear of the alley, which is occupied

Here Robertson drank the acid as
the bottle was found there later on.
It was a Johnson’s liniment bottle and
had Mr. Moore's label on it and the
regulation poison warning., The bottle
was picked up by a little boy and
broken, but the fragments are now in
the hands of the police, label and all.
Mr. Smith’s children, while they did
not actually 'see the man drink the
acid saw him but a minute or so after-
‘wards. He was then in the yard and
was frothing at the mouth.

Robertson walked out of the yard
and over to Price’s drug store on Union
street, and one who saw him says his
head was sunk close upon his breest.
Entering the door the only words he
uttered were “Give me something.”
The clerk, alarmed by his ghastly ap-
pearance, telephoned for a doctor, but
was unable to locate any. Just as he
finished . the man fell . back at full
length. Fred XKee, driver for the
Colwell Candy Co., was in the store at
the time, and the two worked over
him. An antidote for carbolic acid was
at once given, but little reached the
stomach, as the man’s throat seemed
incapable of allowing any liquid to
pass, so tightly was it closed.

Dr. A. F. Emery, who was passing,
and Dr. S. H. McDonald, who had been
summoned from Waterloo street, also
worked over the unfortunate man for
about twenty minutes. No one pre-
sent knew the poisoned man, but Will-
fam Chisholm, another 8. A. veteran,
was attracted by the crowd and identi-
fied him, and his people were at once
informed. The ambulance had been
summoned and about 4.30 he was taken
to the hospital, Dr. McDonald accom-
panying him in the ambulance. He
lived but a short time longer, and ex-
pired on the hospital steps as he was
being conveyed from the carriage to
the ward.

Besides his mother Mr. Robertson has
three sisters and one brother still liv-
ing, Jennie, who i{s employed in W. S.
Vaughan’s grocery store; Annie, clerk
in J. G. Lake’s; Eveline,a tailoress, and
a younger brother, Charles, The de-
ceased was twenty-three years of age.
He had been to South Africa with the
first contingent and the constabulary.

Reports That Crew of Ship Troop of
St. John Were lil-Treated Are
False,

o

A report has appeared In the Mont-
real and Halifax papers reflecting se-
verely upon the management of sev-
eral of the Troop fleet and in particu-
lar the ship Troop, formerly command-
ed by Capt. E. J. Fritz of this city.
The general Inaccuracy of the account
is shown by fts misplaced dates and
incidents, but the chief charges of ili-
treatment of the sailors on the part
of the officers are pure fabrications.

“In this ferment of sea-going life
the Troop herself figures conspicuous-
ly. On Oct. 31, 1898, Peter Gallaghus,
a French seaman on board the Troop,
driven insane by the rigors of life
aboard, jumped overboard in the Paci-
fic and was lost.”

This is denounced as a gross libel:
The fact is that while in Honolulu in
1896 the KEuropean crew got into a
drunken brawl among themselves and
several were arrested and tried.
Among those who were sent aboard
the Troop to be taken to New
York for trial was Peter Gal-
laghus. He declared he would never go
to New York, but the civil authorities
at Honolulu told him he would at least
start on the way. He was not in any
way {ill-treated, but one day between
12.20 and 1 o’clock he disappeared, and
it is supposed he jumped overboard.
Another seaman named Brown was
declared to have been ill-treated, but
this also {s without foundation,

To the Editor of the Sun:

Slr—-Now that the election is over
and the Laurier government sustained
by a large majority, might it not be
well to review the situation briefly ?
In introducing the G. T, P. C. railway
contract in parliament in 1903, Premier
Laurier declared its object to be a
transcontinental railway, entirely on
Canadian territory and to Canadian
ports. In short, according to the pre-
mier, it was to make us entirely inde-
pendent of the United States in the
matter of our trans-Atlantic and trans-
Pacific foreign trade. The question is,
Will the contract made between the
government and the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific company in 1904 secure the end in
view? The premier and Mr. Emmer-
son say it will; Mr, Blair and Mr. Bor-
den tell us that it will not. Some one
must be mistaken, and in order to ar-
rive at a decision, I would suggest that
the contract be published and distrib-
uted to the public, 8o that each person
should be able to decide for himself.
It is admitted that our government is
to build from Winnipeg to Moncton, a
distance of 1,800 or 1,900 miles. The
money to build will have to be bor-
rowed and interest paid for the samne.
It is estimated that it will require
seven years to build the road, at the
end of which time it is to be handed
over to the G. T. P. C. company, rent
free, for the seven following years, and
after that the company will be requir-
ed to pay three per cent, interest on the
bonds, provided the road pays, and if
the road does not pay, then said inter-
est is to be added to the principal, and
interest paid upon that! That is busi-
ness surely!

But this is not all by any means. Said
road from Moncton to Winnpeg, run-
ning largely through a wilderness
country, is to be built at a cost to the
dominion of $13,000,000. Why, sir, that
beats Haroun El Rashid or the Arabian
Nights. But I suppose we must accept
it, as Sir Wilfrid, Mr. Fielding, Mr.
Emmerson, Mr. McKeown and Mr.
O’Brien assure us that it is a fact!

Haddups are coming thick and fast
in the north end. It is but a couple of
days since the sensational sandbagging
of Frank Priest, and last ni. ht there
was another case of a similar nature,
but differing in one essential parti-
cular. In the Priest case there was
no clue to the miscreant. The alleged
perpetrator of last night’'s outrage
was and is now under arrest.

The man who was robbed was James
Rogan, a carpenter, who resides at
9 Military road, and the man who did
it was Hugh Lyden. The two men
had been drinking together during the
afternoon and it would naturally be
thought that the friends who had been
‘chummy together would not now oc-
cupy the positions which they do
towards each other. After having en-

carried.

Rogan, who tells the story, claimed
that he had about $10 in his pockets
when he was robbed. The suddenness
of the attack disarmed him complete-

ly. He was not expecting that theg

man who had taken advantage of his
hospitality was going to treat m in
such a fashion. He found, however,
that he nad been nursing a serpent in
his bosom. Lyden threw him to the
ground and took the cash.

Rogan notified the police, and Offi-

cer Greer started to find his man. Af-
ter some looking about he discovered
the culprit sitting in the ferry house
at Indiantown in a somewhat advanced
state of intoxication. He placed him
under arrest and locked him up in the
north end police station.

This morning L.yden will have to
answer to the dual charge of being
drunk in the ferry house at Indian-
town and also that of assaulting and
robbing James Rogan. When Lyden
was arrested not more than half of
the money was found on him. He had
$4.65. He also had a corkscrew.

Rogan was not bruised or in any
way disfigured, and there was very
little mud on his clothes.

And the Coroner Wants to Hnow if

Attendants Were Responsible.

CHICAGO, Nov. 23.—Samuel P. Glos-

He was
finally strapped to his bed by the at-
tendants and Harper, but working
loose from the straps that held him, he
again attacked Harper. The two at-
tendants came to the assistance of Har-
per, and a desperate struggle ensued.
Glosser soon became unconscious, and
one of the physicians was called, who
pronounced Glosser dead. His wind-
pipe had been broken in the severe
choking he had received, and his body
was terribly bruised, there being many
marks of boot heels in the flesh.

MARSEILLES, Nov. 23.— Herbert
‘William Allingham, the famous sur-
geon of Grosvenor street, London, was
found dead in his room at the Hotel
du Louvre. He had arrived at Mar-
seilles on the previous evening, and
registered at the hotel with several
friends, among whom was a well

| known London specialist, who was go-
‘| ing to accompany him to Egypt.

Mr.
Allingham dined with them, and ap-
peared to be in the best of spirits. In-
deed, his hilarity struck his compan-
ions as being slightly forced. He re-
tired to his room at a late hour, and
it is supposed that he must have had
an attack of an old malady, which
often left him in a very depressed
condition for several hours.

When the attendant knocked at the
bedroom door next morning he re-
ceived no answer, and so entered with
the hot water. Mr. Allingham lay on
the bed in an attitude of repose, but
a faint -and peculiar odor caused the
waiter to cross over to the bed, when
he saw at once that Mr. Allingham
was dead. On the table at the side
of the bed was a small hypodermic
syringe and three tubes of compressed
morphine,

A note written in English and ad-
dressed to the manager of the hotel,
was lying on the mantelpiece. It read
as follows :

“I am suffering from terrible and
unbearable oppression, and I cannot
stand it any longer. Iam sorry to put
you to inconvenience. Please act for
the best. o~

“Yours truly,

“H. W. ALLINGHAM.”
P, S.—I have morphined myself.

The British consul was immediately
advised, and he at once sent for Dr.
Hawthorne, an HEnglish doctor prac-
tising in Marseilles, who pronounced
Mr. Allingham to have been dead sev-
eral hours, the couse of death being
morphine poisoning. The unfortunate
man had injected the whole of the two
tubes, and the gerater part of the
third tube, in the right breast.

HAD A GREAT CAREER.

LONDON, Nov. 18.—Mr, Allingham,
whose suicide is reported from Mar-
sellles, was surgeon-in-ordinary to the
Prince of Wales, and surgeon to His
Majesty’s household. His tragic death
at Marseilles has not come as a great
surprise to his, friends in London. For
some time past, ever since the death
of his wife, hearly a year ago, he had
been subject to terrible fits of depres-
sion, as a result of which he feared he
would lose his reason. He frequently
told his intimates that rather than go
mad he would put an end to himself.

The fits of depression were aggra-
vated by a disease which he contracted
in the course of an operation. He cut
his finger, and through the smrall
wound he became subject to a distrass-
ing malady.

The trip to Egypt, which has termin-
ated so tragically, was undertaksn for
the benefit of his health.

Mr. Allingham was forty-two years of
age, and for his years had risen higher
than any man in his profession. He
was the most expert operator in ab-
dominal cases in this country, and,
since the retirement of Sir Frederick
Treves, he was looked upon as the com-
ing man in appendicitis operations.

His path was, perhaps, made easler
by the fact that he succeeded to the
practice of his father, himself g well-
known surgeon, who has retired, but
his great talents would have brought
him success in any event.

The first operation of note undnr-
taken by Mr. Ailingham was that cn
the late Duchess of Teck, for cancer.
After that he rose step by step. He
was one of the surgeons of St, George’s
Hospital, and keld various posts at
other hospitals.

It was due to his representations
that Dr. Jameson was released f: ‘om
Holloway jail after the raid.

As a writer, he was a prolific con-
tributor to the medical press.

Mr. Allingham had no children.

SUPREME COUR1 JUBGMENTS.

Johnson’s Conviction for Indecent
Assault Sustained- -Judges Dis-

agree on Important Cases.

FREDERICTON, N. B., Nov.
preme court met this morning, all the
judges being present with the excep-
tion of Judge Hanington.

The following judgments were deliv-
ered:

King vs. Johnson—A crown case re-
served by Justice Gregory from a con-
viction made in the trial at St. John
of the defendant on a charge of rape
and indecent assault. The prisoner
was econvicted on the latter charge. In
the argument before the court, the
defendant’s counsel maintained that
the judge misdirected the jury and
that the question of consent had not
been properly left for consideration.
Justices Gregory, Barker and Haning-
ton gave judgment that the convie-
tion should be sustained; Tuck, Lan-
dry and McLeod dissenting. The court
being evenly divided, the conviction
stands.

Woodford vs. The Town of Chatham.
—Woodford, while doing business for
the St. John Gazette in Chatham was
arrested by a constable under a by-
law for doing husiness without a li-
cense. The arrest was illegal under
the warrant and the plaintiff recover-
ed a verdict against the town for ille-
gal arrest. The town appealed. The
court gave judgment, Hanington, J.,
dissenting, that the town could not be
held liable for the action of its officer,
and ordered a non-suit to be entered.

Arthur E. Smith vs. Henry W. Smith.
—This case was a case tried in Glou-
cester before Justice McLeod, If in-
volved a dispute over land in which
the plaintiff obtained a verdict in the
court below. The court gave judg-
ment refusing the defendant’s applica-
tlon for verdict, or non-suit, or new
trial.

The cars in collicion were a Boston
and Reading, bound for Reading, and
a Melrose and Stoneham ecar bound
for Stoneham. The Stoneham car, in
charge of Motorman Murphy and Con-
ductor McKellan, was running ahead
and had stcpped at Franklin street to
leave a passenger. Before it could
get under headaway again the Reading
car, in charge of Motorman Tyler and
Conductor George Calbath, came down
the steep ircline behind it and ecrashed
into its rear. The two cars came to-
gether with a fearful impact that
threw the passengers in both from
their seats.

COMPLICATIONS FEARED.

TWO CAMPAIGNS.

Eventful Experience of a
St. John Soldier.

*®

Gaptain Ralph Markham Talks Inter-

estingly of South African Adven-
tures—Canada is Best.

Captain Ralph Markham return-
ed Wednesday by steamer Man-
chester Exchange, from his se-
cond campaign in South Af-
rica, Barring ithe scars of a
couple of bullet wounds and an occas-
ional twinge which they cause in damp
weather, he is as sound and hearty as
when he left the second time for the
seat of war three years ago.

‘While Captain Markham brings back
good memories of South Africa and of
his trip, and while he has a favorable
idea of the future of that country, he
finds the chances there in no way to be
compared with those in Canada. At
present, times, especially in Johannes-
burg, the heart of the mining country,
are very dull. Many of the mines are
closed down and thousands of men are
out of work. However, when the Chin-
ese coolie labor plan is fully in oper-
ation, and the mines are again working,
he is of the opinion that the prosper-
ity of the country will return, and that
80 long as the supply of gold holds out,
and apparently it is inexhaustible,
there need be no fear of the future in
South Africa.

The Boers, he said, are settling down
again, though not contented yet seem-
ingly resigned to the result of the war,
but, owing to the great damage done to
all the farming country during the war,
the process of reconstruction will take
a long time, Many of the Boers whom
the British government is supplying
with seeds and farming utensils, are
living in tents. Throughout the whole
of that part of the Transvaal, where
war was waged, there is hardly a house
left standing. The greatest suffering is
among those Boers who before the war
did not possess holdings of their own,
but hired themselves out to others.
These are, almost without exception,
without employment,

Though there has been great opposi-
tion to the importation of Chinese la-
bor, and though it will undoubtedly
tend more to the profit of the mine
owners than any others, yet Captain
Markham thinks that the result will be
for the good of the country generally,
as the Chinese will be employed under-
ground entirely and the more work
there is done below the surface in the
mines, the more chances for work will

be given to men in all departments of |°

labor on the surface.

Captain Markham’s experience since
he left here, three ye#rs ago in Janu-
ary, has been an eventful one. He
fought with the 2nd C. M. R. until the
battle of ¥artt’s River, in the follow-
ing March, where, while lying in the
firing line repelling the attack of the
Boers, he was shot through both legs
and was laid up in hospital for two
months, rejoining his regiment just be-
fore the close of the war. One pecul-
iar thing about the wound was that it
was caused by a bullet from a British
rifle which had been captured by a
Boer.

During his two campaigns Captain
Markham was in forty-two engage-
ments, but he says he never saw such
heavy rifle firing as while defending the
camp at Hartt's River. He has talked
with dozens of Boers since he fought
that day, and they all express warm
admiration for the way in which the
Canadians conducted themselves.

After the declaration of peace, in
June, Captain Markham joined the
staff of the Rand Daily Mail in Johan-
nesburg, of which he was circulation
manager until his departure from
South Africa. On his way home he
stopped at Natal for a month with a
cousin, and left on June 3rd last for
Trieste, Austria, by way of the east
coast of Africa and the Suez Canal.
Leaving Trieste, he visited Venice, then
passed through Switzerland and France,
stopping at Milan, Lucerne, B~'l and
Paris. For the past four mo s he
has been visiting friends and re:atives
in various parts of England and Scot-
land. He left Liverpool on the last
stage of his journey thirteen days ago.

WHO OWNS THE HORSE ?

J. P. Morgan and A. 6. Yanderbilt are
Fighting for Him.

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.—Growing out
of what seems to be a series of mis-
understandings, it is stated that a
horse with which A. G. Vanderbilt
won a blue ribbon on the first day of
the recent horse show and which ani-
mal he bought for $5,000, is really the
property of J. P. Morgan. Mr. Van-
derbilt bought the horse from the own-
er of a farm in Port Chester under the
name of Harmony, and later christened
him High Tide. Now it is asserted
that the horse really is King, winner
of many prizes in previous years, a
splendid animal, which Mr. Morgan
sent to Port Chester for a rest. The
banker ordered his horse returned
lately, and not long after his daughter
discovered that the returned horse was
not King, but a far inferior one. King
was identified later at the horse show
by several persons, and it is under-
stood Mr. Morgan has demanded from
the farm an explanation and the re-
turn of his horse. What stand Mr.
Vanderbilt will take in the matter is
not known. The horse has been in his
possesslon some time.

HUNTING LICENSES.,

New Brunswick Asks Twice as Much

as Does Maine,

(Bangor Commercial.)

Growing out of the information ob-
tained from time to time at the office
of the fish and game commission in
regard to the game conditions in
neighboring and other  states, are a
number of interesting incidents. The
total number of hunters in ten states
which license both residents and non-
residents, exceeded 261,000, and the
states which attracted most non-resi-
dent hunters were Maine, North Caro-
lina and Wisconsin. Several states de-
pend almost entirely upon some system
of license for maintaining their warden
service. How important such a source
of revenue may become can readily be
appreciated from the fact that during
1903 Maine collected license fees am-
ounting to more than $25,000, Wiscon-
sin $90,000, and Illinois nearly $100,000.

The fees charged non-resident li-
censees have varied from $1 to $500.
One dollar is the fee charged residents
and non-residents alike in Washington,
and $500—probably the highest game
license fee in the world—that formerly
required for a non-refident market-
hunting license in South Carolina., Ap-
parently the rate is often fixed without
regard to the kind of game which the
state has to offer, and is influenced
more or less by the fees prevailing in
neighboring states. Thus Indiana and
Ohio, which have no big game, require
non-residents to pay $25, the same rate
which is required in Idaho and Mon-
tana, where deer, elk, goats and other
big game may be obtained.

Maine, which has excellent big game
hunting, exacts $15, and Utah but $10,
while South Carolina, which offers but
little beside game birds, until recently
required $25, and made the license good
only in the county in which it was is-
sued. Maine and New Brunswick bcth
have moose and deer and offer much
the same opportunity for hunting, but
the fee in New Brunswick is $30, or ex-
actly twice that in Maine.

The tendency of the present time
seems to be in the direction of a license
of $25 for big game and $10 for game
birds, both good throughout the :tate.
The only states in which county l-
censes still prevail are Florida, Geor-
gia, ITowa, Maryland, South Dakota and
Washington. In Colorado they are also
issued to non-residents hunting birds.

One of the chief objections to non-
resident license laws, and one of the
features which usually causes the
greatest hardship, is that ' requiring
non-residents who own land within the
state to secure licenses. To meet this
difficulty several states have made spe-
cial exceptions to their laws. Montana
exempts taxpayers and New Hamp-
shire those who own real estate within
the state to the value of $500.

It appears that in the nine states and
four provinces 3,336 non-resident big
game licenses were issued in 1903 at a
cost of $72,294; that Maine issued n:ore
than one-half of these licenses and col-
lected more than one-third of the fees,
and that New Brunswick stood sfcond
in point of license receipts. The tctal
amount of fees received in Maine in
1903 were $25,455.

TRUE BILLS FOR MURDER,.

TOWANDA, Pa., Nov. 23.—The grand
jury today found true bills against
Mrs. Sophia Merritt, the mother, and
Charles, Bigler, Alanson and Nancy
Johnson, Ler children, charging them
with murder and arson.

The mother and her four children are
charged with killing Maggie Johnson,
wife of Biglex Johnson, and her tene
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year-old niece, Annie Benjamin, on the
night of Sept. 18, and afterward setting
fire to the house and burning the
bodies.

~'The Ministry of Night”—W. J. Dawson, the London
' Preacher, at the Plymouth Church, Brookiyn, N. Y.

Mr. Dawson was heard recently by
the largest audience that has yet as-
sembled in Plymouth church. His
theme was ‘‘The Ministry of Night.”
‘e made a vignette of Nicodemus. So
far from being a timid and cowardly
character, he rather interpreted the rul-
er as deeply reflective—a man who did
not wear his heart upon the sleeve, and
‘loved the night because there was a
poetic  likeness between his dark
thoughts and a shadowed world,

‘Mr. Dawson read several letters. One
was from a man who had a tragedy in
his life, and was in vain seeking to
make reparation, but knew not the
path. Another was from a Yorkshire
lad, who had gqtten into the dowaward
way, and had ‘made shipwreck of his
career—a youth who said he had drift-
ed into the meeting the night before.
Cut of a sheaf of letters Mr. Dawson
spoke in detail of a few only, saying
inat they made his heart ache, and that
in looking upon an audience of well-
dressed and highly respectable people,
he had begun to realize how many
tragedies and sorrows were concealed
behind a fair exterior. Perhaps no ser-
vice thus far has been so profoundly
interesting. One striking characteris-
tic of the meeting was the unusual pro-
portion of men of middle age,

The hymns Mr. Dawson selected wege,
“Nearer, My God, to Thee,” *“I need
Thee Every Hour” and ‘“When I Sur-
wvey the Wondrous Cross.” Miss Grace
Hornby sang, “Jesus, Thou Art Stand-
ing.’

Mr. Dawson said:

The subject on which I wish to speak
to you tonight I have called ‘“The min-
istry of the Night.” The text is found
in John iii:2 and 3: “The same came
to Jesus by night (that is Nicodemus)
and said unto him, Rabbi, we know
that thou art a teacher come from God,
for no man can do these miracles that
Thou doest except God be. with him.
Jesus answered and said wunto him,
Verily, verily, I say unto you, except
a man be born again he cannot see the
kingdom of God.”

"Three times Nicodemus is mentioned
in the gospel story. Each time the fact
is mentioned that he came to Jesus by
night. Three times he merges into his-
tory: First, as an inquirer after truth,
again as a witness and lastly as a dis-
ciple of Jesus Chirst. On each occasion
the phrase is repeated: “He who came
to Jesus by night.” Why is it that this
peculiar stress is laid upon the fact that
Nicodemus came to Jesus by night? I
think it is because John would lay em-
phasis upon the fact that Nicodemus
had a mind that was dark with per-
plexity and difficulty on the great prob-
lem of the soul and of religion. He
came by night because there was some-
thing in the dark cover of the night
which answered to the condition of his
own soul. To some of us it is only
when the night closes around us with
somber shadows; it is only when the
night of some great grief overtakes us;
it is only when the immense loneliness
of the night presses and forces itself
down upon us that we begin to get face
to face with the fnystery of the soul.
It was so with Nicodemus. He had
come to feel dissatisfaction, and the
loneliness of a soul that finds mystery
everywhere in life too great for it. He
came to Jesus by night and the night
was in his own soul. Why did he
come to Jesus about his difficulties? Be-
cause he had watched Jesus, he had
heard his words and he had perceived
that there was a secret about Christ
that he desired to understand. I re-

And later in the
day I sat by the bedside of a poor dx-
ing seamstress, a worn out child who
had toiled with her needle to keep her
mother's home together and she said:
*“I have rest, I am quite happy.” And
I thought if T could only bring these two
women together, the brilliant actress
to the bedside of he poor seamstress,
would not the brilliant actress have
said: ‘‘There is a seoret here I want.
It is worth all my fame, all my wealth.
Tell me the secret.”

THE SECRET OF JESUS.

i My friends, there ‘is a secret in the
world, the sublimest of all secrets
which we call the secret of Jesus.
Rome perceived it long ago. It was not
octrine that conquered Rome; it was
ot preaching that eame into Rome and
with eloquence stirred the echoes of
the city and aroused the interest of the
people. Preaching there was, but there
was something more. There grew up
in the great pagan city a new kind of
fuen and women with calm upon their
ws and tranquility in their eyes; and
ome, tired out with pleasure and lust,
said, “These people have a secret; what
s 1t? We want to know it.’’ And
elve centuries later there arose a man
palled Francis of Assisi, humble and
poor, but whose face shone with the
peace of God. The greatest intellects
of Europe sought the door of Francis
to know what the secret was, where the
fpeace came from. That was what Nico-
demus did. Here was one who went up
and down the world with the tranquil-
Ity of God, clothing Him like a gar-
ment. And Nicodemus, walking in the
darkness of his complexity, said: “Can
He tell me what the secret is? I also
want it.”” That was why he came to
Jesus by night.
The first thing I wish you to notice is
hat it is not an old and obsolete story;
it is 2 new and living story, because it
ts a representative story. It represents
two things common to mankind in all
kges: The desire to discover the best
kind of life and the dissatisfaction with
eny kind of life that is not the bést.
Now, what do I mean by that state-
ment and that dissatisfaction? I do
hot mean to say that it is eonstant, nor-
mal and intense. It is not in the pow-
gr of human nature to sustain itself at
the straining point of agony and great
painful feeling all the time. We have
our opiates for our pain, we have our
fove for those who are dependent upon
us, we have our pride and our pleasure,
fve have our ambitions and beoks and
inusic, but they are only opiates. The
pain is there still,- a hungry, gnawing
pain, which makes over and over again
Into violence, a worm thsat coils around
the heart and feeds upon it, and from

time to time we feel the cruel tooth. A est

man to whom life has given the most
and best sometimes has a moment
when he seems as thousgh he is feeding
upon ashes. A man who builds himself
the finest house has a moment when he
looks upon it with cold and indifferent
eyes. It has ceased to charm him. A
‘man who has climbed highest in the
social scale has a moment when he
says: “Is it worth while?”” He knows
something is wanting. He gets
glimpses of another and higher kind of
life which is not his. He meets people
it may be, much poorer and much less
successful than he, and yet they seem
to spread peace, perfection and perfume
about them as they go. #He says: “Oh,
that I could be like them. There is a
better kind of life and I have not loved
it,” My trlenw, are these things true
of us? Have We had these moments?
Nicodemus had had them and that ex-
perienced ruler and teacher, as he was,
knew that he had not found the true
secret of the best kind of life. There
are many men who call themselves
Christians here tonight of whom that
can be said. There are those of us who
call ourselves good and are believed to
be good, and yet we have not found
the ultimate secret of the perfect peace
that is in Jesus. If we are honest with
ourselves we know there is something
lacking. Here, is a ruler and a teacher
in Israel, a great, wise and good man,
‘and he says, “I have not got what I
want,’ ’and he went to Jesus by night.

THE EXAMPLE OF NICODEMUS.

Here is the first thing I want you to
notice: Nicodemus did something—he
went to Jesus. He did something posi-
tive; he did something that cost him
much., Do you- think it was an easy
thing for this proud and cultured man,
who all his Iife had taught other. peo-
ple, to go to Jesus of Nazareth to be
taught? Oh, I think I see him on his
way to Jesus that night, taking the
quietest and the darkest road lest he
should be seen. By turns hot and cold
as he thinks about his position. At one
moment burning with eagerness and
the next moment ashamed of his er-
! rand. There he goes, down the road,

hoping that no feHow Pharisee is

abroad. But he did it, and it cost him
' something. My friends, it always costs
us something to come to Jesus. It is
, ot an easy thing. And in spite of all
i the reverence and authority that clothe
| the Christian today it is still difficult to
come to Jesus. What can Jesus teach
‘ one who is a ruler in Israel? Thing of
! all that stands in the way. The
engagements, social reputation, conven-
tion and those notions about religion
which have become second hand to him
and the dislike to anything like extra-
vagance or enthusiasm. It needed
boldness for that man to take the path
that led to the Galilean that night.

‘Where there is a little misery men will
be bold. The man whose heart is really

aching for peace amnd rest will not stop
to think about what there is thought of
him and he must do something. To feel,

to hope, to wish, that will not help
him. It is action that saves us, and so

Nicodemus, laying aside every weight,
every conventionality, takes the dark

road to the door of the humble Galil-
ean, and his spirit, as he goes, says,

‘“What must I do to be saved?’ He
came to Jesus,

WHAT JESUS SAID TO
i MUS.

Now, if you are at all interested in
any of ihese feelings I have describ-
ed, I think yeur whole soul and mind
will be straining to know what it was
that Jesus bad to say to Nicodemus.
‘Within the little room, there stands
the old, wise ruler and scholar face
to face with the young unauthorized
teacher. Nicodemus can hear his own
heart beat as he enters that quiet
room. His quiet, well ordered life has
never known an adventure like this,
He ts tempted even now to turn back.
It seems such folly to suppose that
this young unlettered. Gallilean can
teach him anything. He feels very
much as the wise and philosophic peo-
ple of Sienna felt when they went to
hear Catherine preach. How should
the daughter of a poor tanner have
anything to say to them? He felt as
the great people of the court and the
aristocracy felt when they went to hear
‘Whitfield preach. How could a poor

| Oxford Sizer have anything to say to
{ them? He felt as some of you feel, per-
haps, proud, curious, coldly critical
you have entered this service tonight.
What did he expect Christ to say to
Him? I suppose that he expected some
philosophic discourse, something new
in theology. Religion was for this
man, remember, merely a matter of
intellectual curlosity, and the most that
he expected was some new puttings of
an old truth. The first word Jesus
speaks is to make him understand that
religion is not a part of a life, religion
is the whole of iife. To understand
it, to receive it, to find its divine sebret
it is not enough that you should open
this door of your mind and the door
of your judgment. Your whole mind
and heart and will have to be created
over again. “Except a man be born
again he cannot see the kingdom of
God.” That is Christ’'s word. It is a
bigger thing than Nicodemus imagin-
ed to be a Christian. It means the
re-infusing of a man’s entire nature,
o that it may be said that he is born
gain, and is a new creature. And
when Nicodemus heard that he mar-
velled and said: “How can these things
be?” Why did Nicodemus marvel?
He gave his reason quite plainly. He
says that such a process is against the
laws of nature.
torn again when he is o0ld?”’ 1In other
words, how can a man’s nature be
changed? Think of it. Here are you
sitting yonder tonight, who for ten,
twenty, thirty, ferty, and fifty years
have lived in this world daily building
up for yourselves by hundreds of in-
finitesimal acts of personality. There
was a time when you were plastic and
impressionable. There was a time
when, chameleon like,you tooy your co-
lor from your environment. That has
passed long ago; your habits and prin-
ciples are fixed; your views of life,
your way of lopking at things, your
very speech and manner are fixed.
Your friends, those who know you best,
know these defined characteristics of
you. They know that beneath the out-
ward suavity there is an impenetrable
habit, just as, under the soft loam
there semetimes runs a ridge of rock
that will turn the edge of the sharp-
weapon, and you are accustomed by

this time to justify yourself upon these
grounds. You say “I am what I am
and I cannot help it; my habits are
fixed, my thoughts are fixed, my per-
sonality s no longer plastic. How
can a man be born again when he is
old?” :

HOW A MAN IS BORN AGAIN.

Translate this into spiritual langu-
age. Here is the story: I remember
reading many years ago in a note-book
of one of our novelists. It runs in
this way: The story is about a man
who was held fast in the grip of drun-
kenness, but by power of will broke his
vice and for tweniy years kept from
the drink, and then, when his wife died
and the world seemed empty to him,
he- did not think the struggle worth
keeping up and sank A back again,
“and,” says the man who tells the
story, ‘“nature, whether human or oth-
erwise, was not made to be reformed.
You can develop, you can check, you
cannot altar.,” Why, even Luther in
one of his despondent moments said:
*“You must take men as they are; you
cannot alter.” =~ Why, even Luther in
as I said last night, if that be true
there is no hope for any one of us.
There advances toward us out of the
terrible shadows that gather around
the closing of our life the awful spec-
tres who say to us “Despair and die.” !
Is it true? Christ says it is not true.
He who came “to seek and to save
the lost” came to change the very na-
tures that seem to be unchangeable.
‘“You must be born again,” says Christ.
You must because you can. Yea,
though a man be old, old in habits, old
in sin, he can be born again. That is
the answer Christ gives to Nicodemus,
and He says: “Marvel not,” and then
He proceeds to put three points to His
astonished listener. First of all to the
question of Nicodemus, *“How can these
things be?”’ Christ replies thus: It is
an intellectual process and therefore
it should be clear and acceptable to an
intelligent man. “Art thou a ruler in
Israel that has never seen anything
that answers to a new birth?’ ‘What
Christ referred to, I think, was this:
There were in Jerusalem pagans who,
from time to time became converts to
the Jewish faith. Picture the pagan
as he comes to Jerusalem, barbarous
and unthinkable. After many cere-
monies he becomes a convert to Juda-
ism and is lawfully called “a son of
Abraham.”—Jesus says to Nicodemus:
“Have you seen that and yet when
the new birth is spoken of you are in-
credulous?”’

If Jesus were speaking to us tonight
He might say: ‘“Have you never seen
miraculous changes? have you never
seen intellectual changes and how sghail
you say it is' impossible to be born
again? Men are born again whenever
they receive a great new truth; when-
ever a new lot comes into their lives,
“Marvel not,” says Christ, in the first
place because it is intelligible, an in-
tellectual process and it should be in-
telligent.

THE SOUL MUST BE RECREATED.

And then Christ puts a second point.
He says in the second place it is neces-
sary not only you can but you must
be born again. Note the words. Christ
says plainly that without rebirth you
can never see the Kingdom of God. You
remember the story about Turner, the
great artist. How some one said: “Mr.
Turner, I never saw such sunsets as
you paint,” and he replied: “Don’t you
wish you could see them?’ What he
meant is quite clear. It is that there
is a sight of the soul as well as a vi-
sion of the eye and it requires the soul
to see Christ. Am you came to this
church tonight and looked up as you
drew near, what did you see? Just a
mass of lcoming walls a light here and
there, and if you had stayed outside
how much would you have known of
what the church is? Would you have
guessed anything about the waves of
feeling ebbing and flowing and beat-
ing from wall to wall? Would  you
have guessed anything about the_ sa-
cred and accumulated memories which
to me seem to he speaking at this mo-
ment? Would you have known any-
thing about the sacred songs and pray-
er? You must come in to see what the
church is. And Jesus says: “I am the
door. If any man will enter in and
find Me he shall be saved.” No won-
der you say to Christian people: “I
cannot see what you see.” It is be-
cause the soul has not been recreated.
You will never see the sunset on the
cross where your Maker died, or the
sunrise on the sepulchre whence He
rose for your justification till you get
the new divine sense created in you by
which these things are seen.” You
must be born again. You cannot even
sea the Kingdom of God until you are
born again.

And then Christ puts the third point,
which is the most difficult. He says:
“This is a spiritual process.” There
I can fancy you parting company with
me at once. You follow me when I
speak of the intellectual and when I
say it requires the creation of the pow-
er within uvs, but now, when I come to
the gpiritual process you say “Good-
bye.” I call that process spiritual
which Hes behind matter and is not
explained bv matter. Here is a man
who the other day was overtaken with
a great ard awful terror thinking of
a friend he had not thought of for 20
years, and he could not explain it. At
that very moment that friend was be-
ing tortured to death by canribals. You
believe there is such a thing as tele-
pathy. You believe that some strange
wave of sympathy, or personality, tra-
velled over the world from ear to ear
of these two separated friends. You
say, “That is intelligible. I have heard
things like that myself.” Yet you
won’t believe that in your own heart
and in others God has fashioned an ap-
paratus to receive this message and
His power. Listen to the words of
Jesus: “The wind bloweth where it
listeth, and thou hearest the sound
thereof but canst not tell whence it
comes or whither it goes.” 8o is ev-
ery one that is born of the Spirit. Out
of far eternities God comes to you like
a wind and you have felt this and
some of you feel Him now. “Marvel
not that ye must be born again.”

THE WORLD FULL OF PRACTICAL
PROOFS.

“Ah!” you say; ‘“but these are theor-
fes; we have heard them before. Can
you give us instances? Can you give
us practical proofs?” Why, the world
is full of them. Look at that man bow-
ing on Pilate’s staircase at Rome and
hear him as though an angel spake—a
voice that says: ““The just shall live by
faith.” Martin Luther gets up, the
Reformation begins! Was not that new
birth? « Look at that poor unhappy
wanderer with a sad broken heart go-

| described himself as ‘‘the biggest athe-

towe meadows, dreaming of hell, frigh-
tened in every fibre of him and horri-
fled. He heard two old women, sitting
in the sun, talking of the love of Christ,
and the big heart of John Bunyan
opens! Is not that new birth? Have
you any better phrase for it? “Can a‘\‘
man be born again when he is old?”
Look at John Wesley. At 40 years of
age he was hardened into a formalist.
Our ways after forty years are toler-
ably fixed, and this hidebound ritual-
ist bows in the meeting house, on the
site of which I have often preached,
and while a simple Moravian speaks of
the love of God the heart of Wesley
melts. He says, “I believe that God
did for Christ’s sake forgive my sins,
even mine.”” Was not that a new
birth? Or, take a more recent story.
You remember what Stanley, the great
traveler, said about himself. In sub-
stance he said that -when he went to
Africa to find Livingstone he was the
biggest atheist in London. He found
Livingstone and behind Livingstone he
found Christ. For, he sald, as I stood,
day by day, beside Livingstone in the
Dark Continent and saw the simplicity
](’t the man, the love of the man, and
{how he lived up to the things he pro-
| fessed, he asked himself, “Is he crazy,
i what’s the matter with him?” TUntil
finally through Livingstone, something
of Christ came into the heart of Stan-
iley, and he says: ‘Livingstone con-
verted me, but he never meant to.”
| And a few months ago this man, who

ist in London” dies, saying to his brok-
en-hearted wife, “Do not weep; we shall
meet again.” That from the man who
was ‘““the biggest atheist in London!”
Is not that new birth? Have you any
better phrase for it than the one that
Christ has given?

And now, think of what it means to
be “born again.”” To get back to your
childhood. “Oh, that I were a child
again, free from all the errors and dis-
tresses; free from all the stains and
soils of the past! You can, you can.
You can get back to childhood again.
For Naaman there was the river that
washed away the leprosy of the flegh;
for you ‘“thete is a fountain opened in
the house of David for sin and unclean-
ness,” where the soul may be washed
clean. To get back to childhood, to
get the weight of sin off, to start anew
—Jesus says you can. Science tells us
that all that is wanted to create a new
star is a start. There is a vast float-
ing nebulae. If it will only cohere at
some little point, then the body will be-
gin to form and presently you will have
a star. All that you want is the point
of contact, the cohering point, then the
new life wiil begin to grow and the new
soul })egin to root,

CHRIST WORKS IN WONDERFUL
WAYS.

And now, may Christ himself teach
you and me what these things mean,
for no one knows better than I do how
difficult it is to speak them, and no
one here can fell me so plainly as I
shall tell myself when I leave thig pul-
pit tonight, how badly and imperfect-
ly I have spokem of them. But my
hope is that Jesus is now going to fin-
ish the sermon for He had a wonderful
way of making people understand whait
the new birth meant without even men-
tioning it. The young ruler did not
understand anylhing about the new
birth until Jesus sald: ‘“Sell all that
thou hast and give to the poor.” He
understood then that there was some-
thing be had not got. And the wo-
man of Samaria did not understand
anything about it until Jesus said, “Go,
fetch thy husband.” Then she knew.
Apd SimonPeter did not know what spi-
rit he was of until Jesus looked and
then his heart melted within him. And
s0 it may be that there is here tonight
a young ruler, a graduate-of a univer-
sity, full of good feelings, but you want
something you have not got. “You
must be born again. Or, there may
be a woman here who knows not how
great her sin is because she is used to
it. ‘“You must ke born again.” There
may be a man whose life is a ghastly
tragedy, as papers say, and Christ
says: You may be born again. And His
promise is that, As many as receive Him
to them shall He give power to become
the sons of God, even to those that be-
lieve on His name, which are born, not
of the flesh, nor of the will of man,
but of God.

Oh, there has been many a soul born
within these walls. There are men
and women here tonight who know
what it means though they could not
get up and ¢ell it, but they do know
that they have been changed by the
miraculous grace of God through Je-
sus Christ. There was another man
who went away into the night. Are
you going through the night to Christ?
Or, like, Judas, are you going away
into the night. It is always dark whare
Christ is not; it is always light where
Christ is.
