Warm Rooms.

Physicians fix the proner temperatnre
of rooms in winter at 68 dems. At this
temperature one may be comfortable
ritting quietly if he is spfficiently clothed.
1If with the mercury at.68 degs. he is not
warm enough, more clothing or wraps
should be put on, but the warmth of the
room should not ba increased. There
are exceptions to all rules, and douhtless
there are cases of invalids and aged per-
sons who require & higher degree of heat
than above judicated. But for the ma-
Jjority rooms heated above this limit are
enervating to ocoupants, and make
them liable t» ifasion of various mals-
dies that lle in wait ‘during cool
weather to pounce on the unwary,

Care of Bees in Winter,

There are various methods of prepar-
ing bees for wintar so that no subse-

uent oare is nesded. One is to place
the hives ahove the snow line, packing
them in chaff, leaves, sawdust or fine
hay with a rim two inches wide nnder
each hive, When prepared in this man-
nar the entrance oannot he ologged by
snow or dead bees. Should & warm
ooour, the bees can enmjoy n flight.
Another method is to hury hees in a pit
or © damb.” where, of course, no atten-
tion onn ba given. Bees stored in & pro
perly areanged oellar or repository re-
quire no attention exoept to see that they
are undisturhad by rate or mios, and that
the temperature and ventilstion are
correct.  An effective way of getting rid
of mice or rats in a ocellar is to poison
them with eqnal parts of arsenic, flour
and sagnr. The temperature shou)d be
kept at about forty-five degrees during
the enrly part of the winter. After the
hees have commenced brnod-rearing, say
in Fahrarv, n higher temperature is
beneficial, and it may be gradually raised
to about fiftv-five degrees. Authorities

8hould it be discovered, however, that a
colony i;:hnrn hoa: stores, ‘n‘nd there adre
no combe o ey to give it, candy
made of nlwodylumr may be fed.

Hives. as®hsnally prepared for winter,
are often partially buried in snow. This
does no harm, but msy be heneficial,
until & warm . day comes and the bees
wish to fly, when the snow must be
shovelled away from the entrance, or
the cover remoged, snd the bees be al-
Inwed to take their “ purifying flight "
from the top of the hive. Hi: ding
in the open air should be ted
against the intfusion of mire. Have the
entrance only one-fourth of an inch high,
and protocted with tin. Skunke some-
times scratch at the entrance of & hive ;
the bees come out to Jearn the canse of
the disturbance, and are onught. A box-
trap set for the skunk is the hest pre-
ventive. The nnimal never discharges
its weapon while in & hox-trap.

When bees are buried in a pit, a sandy
hill-side should b salected as the site,
and a tile drain pot underneath. When
