Montreal, April 3.—More than a 
quarter of * million*- It Is acknowled­
ged, will have been spent by Monday 
in behalf of the two mayoralty, fifteen 
controllershlps, and slxty-ntne alder- 
manic candidates who are seeking to 
Impress the 133,000 odd voters with 
the fact that they are at least the 
best men available to compose the 
city council for the next two years.

The civic election situation is a 
confusing one. Three of the English 
papers are “knocking” the Citizens 
Association, which brought about the 
Investigation into the old “23” cor­
rupt regime that led to the institution 
of a board of commissioners four 
years ago, and the "slate” of four 
controller candidates It has endorsed 
this year. With the divided English- 
speaking opinion, it is quite likely 
there will be no English-speaking con­
troller, and few aldermen of that lan­
guage. It is generally conceded, how­
ever, that Major G. W. Stephens, ex- 
chalrman of the harbor board, will 
beat Mederlc Martin. M. P., In the 
mayoralty race. Major Stephens has 
distinguished himself by addressing 
meetings in English, French and Ger­
man. The city is playcarded with 
posters and littered with circulars 
printed In these three languages 
with Yiddish, Italian, and a few more 
tongues thrown In.

The aspirations of the Montreal 
Tramways Company after a new forty 
year franchise, are considered to have 
been partly checked, because almost 
without exception the candidates have 
had to pledge themselves to a refer­
endum on this question.

The present election has brought out 
a number of friends of the old "23" 
crowd Including Mederlc Martin, and

London, April 4—After a survey of 
the porta of Marseilles, Genoa, Rot­
terdam, Antwerp and Hamburg, Pres­
ident W. <9. Ross, Engineer Cowie and 
Assistant Secretary Fennell of the 
Montreal harbor boardi have poceeded 
to the west of England. At Bristol 
they were conducted over the Avon- 
mouth docks by the chairman of the 
docks committee and the general traf­
fic manager, and were later entertain­
ed at dinner by the committee.

In a statement made by President 
Ross, he said that at the various Eu­
ropean ports Inspected, the authorities 
were found to be thoroughly alive to 
the necessity of port development, 
and all were expending large amounts 
on the expansion of docks and the 
provision of modern 
handling cargo, 
must do the same in order to keep 
pace with the shipping trade of the 
continent. The average increase at 
Rotterdam and at Antwerp for the 
past few years had amounted to sixty 
thousand tons yearly. Mr. Ross also 
urged that means be taken to increase 
the export trade of British manufac­
turers, especially to Canada, Instead 
of allowing the bulk of K to go to Unit­
ed States manufacturers.

just closed and $50,361.346 for the cur­
rent year. The vote for the current 
year consists of the estimates already 
passed and one-sixth of the total of 
the main estimates to keep the govern­
ment machinery running for the first 
two months of the fiscal year.

Hon. L. P. Pellitler’s resolution to 
raise the salaries of clerks in the city 
post offices was passed and the bill 
based on it was given a first reading. 
This bill raises the minimum salary of 
$100 per year up to a maximum of $1,* 
400. Hon. Rodolphe l>emieux In a 
brief speech charged the extension of 
the competitive examination» to the 
outside service.

Hon. Martin Rurrill moved second 
reading of the bill to regulate the man­
ufacture and sale of dairy products 
and prohibit the shipment or sale of 
butter substitutes. The minister said 
that dishonest dealers, particularly in 
Montreal, were making 'process" or 
"renovated" butter that had as much 
as forty per cent, of water in it, but 
because the present act required proof 
that acid was used to put this water 
in the butter, conviction^ had been 
refused in Montreal. A fraud was be­
ing perpetrated on the public and leg­
islation was needed to stop it.

The bill was given second reading 
and referred to the agricultural com­
mittees as was also Mr. Nantel’s bill 
to amend the adulteration act by pro­
viding that only pure maple syrup may 
be so labelled.

The house then took an act to 
amend the railway small claims act 
which provides for a minor change in 
the case of damage suits against the 
Intercolonial to the general manager 
instead of the board of management, 
who is named as the defendant for the 
road.

J J. Hughes of Prince Edward 
island suggested that there should be 
some one in authority on the island 
to accept service for the Intercolonial 
in the case of claims. Hon. Dr. Reid 
thought it was a good suggestion and 
promised to give it consideration.

The bill was reported.

Whether It is better to 
have the whole work or any part of 
it completed by the present contrac­
tors, is after all. not the main ques­
tion.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

Twenty-one years ago today the 
English and American representatives 
began their arguments before the 
court of arbitration In the Bering Sea 
dispute, sitting in Paris. Canada was 
vitally Interested In this controvert», 
and Sir John Thompson. Premier of 
the Dominion, was one of the British 
arbitrators. Sir Charles Hlbbert Tujh 
per. son of Sir Charles Tupper and 
then Canadian Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, acted as British agent In 
the arbitration proceedings, and Chris­
topher Robinson, of Toronto, was one 
of the British counsel. The United 
States had claimed what amounted to 
a monopoly of the seal fisheries of 
the Pat tfle coast and the right to sup­
press Canadian fishing in the waters 
of that region. The British govern­
ment disputed this exclusive Jurisdic­
tion. and in 1891 it was agreed to sub­
mit the dispute to arbitration, and to 
send a joint commission of experts 
to the seal Islands. Prof. George M. 
Dawson, of Ottawa, and Sir George 
Baden Powell reported that the herds 
showed no danger of extinction, as 
had been alleged by the United States. 
The award of the court of arbitration 
directed both the British and Amerl- I 
van governments to prevent their sub­
jects from killing or hunting seals 
within a radius of sixty miles around

EARL OF DERBY 49 TODAY

The seventeenth Earl of Derby, w ho 
will pass his forty-ninth milest ne to­
day, has Inherited, along with his title, 
estates and ability as a statesman, a 
passion for horse racing that has long 
been a family trait. For many gener­
ations the Earls of Derby have been 
patrons 'of the turf, and one of them 
Inaugurated the greatest of English 
racing classics, the Derby.

The first Earl of Derby received his 
title and estate for his heroism at the 
battle of Bos worth in 1485. The fourth 
Earl was a peer at the trial of Mary, 
Queen of Scots. Succeeding heads of 
the house achieved fame In various 
ways, and in 1780 the then Earl gain­
ed immortality by instituting the Der­
by and the Oaks. The fourteenth Earl 
headed three administrations, forming 
ministries in 1851, in 1858 and again in 
1866. The fifteenth Earl held a cab­
inet portfolio under Gladstone, but 
later became the opponent of Glad­
stone on the Irish Home Rule ques­
tion.

Some of the Reasons 
for Our SuccessIn these days ofportance.

Edward George Villiers Stanley be­
came seventeenth EaH of Derby on 
the death of his father in 1908. Prior 
to that time he had served as aide-de- 
camp to his father in Canada, as chief 
press censor and private secretary to 
I^ord Roberts during the South Afri­
can war, as financial secretary to the 
war office, and Postmaster General.

3. That all political parties repeat 
edly assert largw measures of reform 
to be long overdue, and that it would 
be* disastrous to commence such re­
forms without giving to women a voi­
ce in concerns about which they have 
admittedly expert knowledge.

4. That your honorable house has 
repeatedly expressed Itself In favor of

The next convention of the Broth­
erhood of St. Andrew will be held in 
Winnipeg from September 24th to 27th 
1914, according to the present arrange­
ments of the Winnipeg Assembly al­
ready accepted by the executive of the 
Dominion Council and approved by the 
Archbishop of Rupert’s Land. An at­
tendance of several hundred delegates 
Is anticipated especially In view of 
the expectation that many of the 
delegates to the General Synod of the 
Anglican Church will be returning 
from Vancouver just in time to reach 
Winnipeg at the convention dates.

What is the Brotherhood of St. An-

It is a purely religious organization 
based on the primitive example of St. 
Andrew of whom it is recorded in the 
Gospel of St. John that he first found 
his own brother Peter and brought him 
to Christ. So the Brotherhood aspires 
to tiring together all keen Anglican 
men who desire to prove their Chris­
tianity by an attempt to attract one 
by one their fellow-men, and 
ally young men, to the Klngd 
God.

Their aim is to do this without, show 
or ostentation, but simply with the aid 
of prayer and work.

This Brotherhood, which was the 
first of its kind on this continent, was 
founded by a lay business man, Jas. L. 
Houghtellng of Chicago, in the parish 
of St. James’. Chicago, on St. An­
drew’s Day, 1883—a little over 30 years 
ago. Since then Brotherhood Chapters 
have been organized In every State of 
U. S. A., in every province of Canada 
and In the West Indies and Great 
Britain.

In Canada the governing body is the 
ominion Council which is representa­
tive of nearly all the Dominion Dio­
ceses. The Chapters are organized by 
the travelling secretaries or by indi­
vidual effort in some cases.

To keep this organization up to 
date, periodical visits are paid to the 
Chapters by General Secretary John 
A. Birmlnghom and his assistant sec­
retary. C. C. Stanhouse, east of the 
Great Lakes; while westwards the 
western travelling secretary, F. A. Wil­
liams, keeps in touch with the Chape 
ters. The work of these secretaries Is 
invaluable and Indispensable.

On January 6th last, the Winnipeg 
Assembly elected its convention com­
mittee, a body of active Brotherhood 
men who are in the full tide not only 
of direct spiritual interests but also of 
the business life of the city. Each 
member either as a chairman or sec­
retary governs the action of some sub­
committee, hichw reports progress on 
the first Monday of each month when 
the convention committee meets. The 
proceedings of the local committee are 
linked with the collective experience 
of head office in Toronto in an organ­
ized spiritual effort next September.

Special rates on all railroads are 
being arranged which are available to 
visitors as well as delegates.

OPEN FIRESThe Board of Home Missions, wes­
tern section, spent no less than four 
days recently at their semi-annual 
meeting In Toronto in planning for 
the work under their care. Fifty 
members were present representing all 
parts of the large field extending from 
Quebec to the British Columbia coast. 
Reports from the several district su­
perintendents showed that the Edmon­
ton Assembly In 1912 was justified in 
adopting its present, policy in home 
mission work. It is gratifying to note 
that the board was able to find a man 
for every field under its purview need 
tng men for the summer months. 
Every college in Canada gave its 
quota, while men were appointed from 
colleges in the United States and 
Great Britain. Among the number also 
were Anglicans, Baptists, Congrega- 
tionalists and Methodists. The prob­
lem of supply ftfr the mission fields In 
winter is still unsolved, and there is 
talk of some readjustment of the col­
lege terms to meet, the need.

A budget of $500,000 in 1913 is to be 
increased to $700,000 in 1914 and to 
$800,000 in 1915 t omeet the demand 
lor greatly enlarged operations In the 
newer parts of the country and to 
launôh a thorough going campaign in 
the cities. The problem of the for­
eigner Is being taken hold of vigorous­
ly. Thirty men and more are at pres­
ent engaged among foreigners in Can­
ada. Newcomers of kindred faith are 
being met with and brought Into touch 
with the church in the land of their 
adoption; 18,000 Presbyterian newcom­
ers were reported to the Home Mission 
office during the past year, and of 
these at least 10,000 have found a 
home in our church.

Speaking of the whole problem, the 
general superintendent, Dr. A. S. 
Grant, says: “The situation is almost 
overwhelming in the possible and ac­
tual ramifications of the work, but we 
we are determined to master it. We 
are alive to the need of effort, stren­
uous effort and unremitting effort. The 
final solution of the problem, however, 
is a united Presbyterian Canadian 
Church.”

New York, April 3.—The cotton 

market waa active and excited today. 
There waa a renewal of buying of old 
crop months and the nervousness 
seems to be extending to the new 
crop positions as well. Opening was 
steady at an advance of 6 to 10 points 
and some options sold at new high 
records for the movement Realising 
was heavy. It was estimated for In­
stance, that brokers who have been 
working for McFadden purchased 
5,000 bales of May between 12.68 and

was secured within a range of 3 points 
suggested that some of the larger in­
terests were taking profits.

Montreal, April 8.—It can hardly be 
said that the heavy falling off in bank 
clearings for the first quarter of the 
year le any greater than people were 
prepared to expect by their fore-know­
ledge of the general slackness in busi­
ness throughout the Dominion, but 
more particularly In Western Canada. 
However it must be remembered that 
business in 1912 waa considered re­
markably good and so far we are no 
worse off than In that year.

926,565,000; 1913, $2,115,225,000; 1912, 
$1.922,984,000.

Grand Trunk earnings for the week 
ending March 31 amounted to $1,462,- 
696. A decrease of $163,476.

New York, April 8.—The Sun’a fin­
ancial article today says: “Canadian | 
Pacific waa one of the strongest stocks 
of the list yesterday. At 209 the price 
was up 4% pointa from the low of last 
Saturday. That may not be much of j 
a performance for Canadian, but the i 
manner In which the advance occur­
red Is worth noting. It was no spec­
tacular move such as is often seen' 
when temporary scarcity of stock 
forces prices up by wide fluctuations. 
The advance was conducted gradu­
ally and quietly. Quite a little stock 
was taken on the advance, about 1,500 1 
shares changing hands late at 208 Sa ; 
before the top was made. Canadian , 
Pacific has shown a great deal of re-1 
instance around these levels.

New Brunswick to help rail­
way construction up to time of con­
federation had spent an amount charg­
ed up to the province which costs the 
province Interest at five per cent, to 
the amount of $323,327.23 per annum.
Since that time the province has paid 
In subsidies and guarantee of bonds 
to different railways, total of $3,353,- 
439.17. This at four per cent ‘Interest 
amounts to an outlay of $134,197.56 
yearly. Notwithstanding the fact that 
$321,500 of the province’s money went 
in subsidies to the Canada Eastern, 
when that railway was taken over by 
the Dominion government not 
single dollar was allowed the pro­
vince for all the money which they 
had put into it, and the province will 
be paying Interest for all time on that 
money without any compensation jng 
whatever.

In addition to all these sums paid 
out in subsidies there was a large 
area .of crown land given as well as 
10,000 âcres to the New Brunswick 

‘ Railway Company, or 160,000 acres in 
all for what is known as the Gibson 
Branch ; tfiese were some of the best 
timber lands in the province which 
would produce a revenue of at least 
$100,000 a year, but tills was now lost 
to the government.

These figures would give the House 
some idea of what the province had 
done for railway development, and 
he thought, provided plenty of justi­
fication for taxation of any railways 
whic h had pased* the stage when any 
doubt could be had as to whether 
they were paying or not. Such taxa­
tion at any rate provides something 
towards the interest which the prov­
ince was called upon to pay. The 
case of munlcpalities was somewhat 
different, as they, with very few ex­
ceptions, had not contributed towards 
railway construction, and any contri­
butions that had been made were only 
small.

After argument 
by consent of counsel, the application 
took the form of an order for direc­
tions, the order being that the case be 
entered at the present Saint John Cir­
cuit Court, now being held by Mr. Jus­
tice McKeowh, and tried there with or 
without a jury, common or special as 
either party may desire, short notice

‘ The weather this winter has been 
favorable to lumbering operations in 
King's County, and a fair cut has 
been made,” said J. E. McAuley of 
Mlll&tream, ex-warden of King's Coun­
ty. who was at the Victoria yesterday. 
"Our company has cut about three 
and a half millons in the different 
camps, and the mills are now at work 
sawing. Our products is mostly deals 
for the British market. My experience 
with the American market is that pri­
ces fluctuate so much that you cannot 
always tell what you will get. On the 
other hand the British market offers 
fairly steady prices."

Farmers Prosperous.
Speaking of the situation in King's 

County from the point of view of the 
farmers, Mr. McAuley said it was nev­
er so encouraging as at the present 
time. "Our farmers have an oppor­
tunity to make money nowadays, and 
the men who engage in mixed farm­
ing should get alone well in the fu­
ture,” he added. "Prices of beef, veal, 
and other products are high. Years 
ago we would have thought it a dream 
if anyone had told us prices would be 
as high as they are today. I think the 
farmers of King's County are giving 
more attention to the raising of beef 
cattle. A good deal of western beef 

still imported into St. John, but 
I don't think the quantity brought In 
this year has been as large as in pre­
vious years.”

It Included 
four breeds and this la the result: 
Among the best 50 cows, that Is the 
cows that would nm over 21,000 lbs. 
of milk a year, 15 weighed over 1,200 
lbs. each; only 8 welched under 000 
lbs., and the rest ranged from 1,000 
to 1,200 lbs. Of the poorest 50 cows 
four weighed over 1,200 lbs., and all 
four got their weight from beefiness. 
These were cows that ran below 6,- 
000 lbs., of milk and 34 of them weigh­
ed under 900 lbs. That does not tell 
the tale definitely but It is pretty 
suggestive information.

Breed and dairy sow defects I want 
to mention. I have yet to see a pam­
phlet of any breed drawing attention 
to the defects of that breed and yet 
every breeder knows that all breeds 
have defects, and why should we not 
give the average man some knowledge 
as to what they are and what he 
should look out for in any particular 
breed? Select strain and the Individ­
ual for uniformity. There is some­
thing wrong with a cow that occas­
ionally breeds a calf, or occasionally 
makes a big record—there Is some­
thing wrong in her ancestry. That 
cow Is not reliable and cannot be de­
pended upon, and her offspring can­
not oe depended upon to do any other 
kind of work. The same thing applies 
to pigs, the sow that gives a large 
litter one time and a small one the I 
next, no matter what strain she may 
come from or how good an individual 
she may be, is not the kind of pig 
that you should keep because the 
chances are she will continue to do 
that and her offspring

We should steer clear of the

ticularly to pure-bred cattle, indirectly 
to grades as well. Presumably we arc 
striving for improvement In our dairy 
cattle and have been doing so for some 
time; yet the average production that 
we can show In this country is almost 
disgraceful, more so when viewed in 
comparison with results of other 
countries where It may be said less 
shouting is being done about big rec­
ords. Pure blood is our great source 
of improvement. All our colleges and 
breeders recommend the pure bred sire 
and the principle has become faily 
well established in general practice.
It is a regrettable fact, however, that 
we have got among our pure breeds, 
such an amount of contamination that 
we cannot rely upon pure blood only 
for individuality or milk production. 
How many of you dairymen would 
take a chance on the strength of that 
one recommendation—"pure-breds?" 
There is not one man in the audience 
who would do it. It would sometimes 
seem to be quite misleading in Its 
significance. True, in any case it can­
not be a guarantee, but in my opinion 
pure-bred breeders could make It 
worth a great deal more than Its pres­
ent value.

1 want to draw attention to a few 
of what I consider ou standing rea­
sons for this state of affairs. The 
first one 1 mentioned here last year, 
the matter of natural variation. It 
does not matter what standard we try 
to reach in our breeding we are 
ing to have a range of quality, 
higher w.e get the average of our herd 
or in the' individual, the greater we 
may expect the range to be, even In 
the best breeding as we know it at the 
present time. It does not matter what 
standard we reach, we have got to 
look out for the misfits because they 
are sure to come. Now, the fact is, 
we are mot looking out for them. Why 
is it? The gerat explanation is the 
seoefld reason for their existence.— 
the question of demand. There nev- 
er was a greater demand for pure- 

! bred dairy cattle than there is today, 
and in this demand there is an ele­
ment of danger, because everything 
goes. You tan sell everything 
is of the right color if you are in the 
rlgh section for that color. We bave 
such a small proportion of pure-bred 
cattle, particularly good ones, that 
the supply is only a drop In the buc­
ket considering the demand, conse­
quently everything sells and the temp­
tation to sell Is very hard for human 
nature to resist, but this invariably 
proves a short-sighted policy. I have 
seen an abundance of evidence f-f it 
already, I might add, in both a letail 
and wholesale way.
