Hoboken, N.J., Mar. 5—An alleged plot against the life 
vof President Wilson has been uncovered here, according to 
detectives who today arrested Fritz Kolb, a German reservist 
from Mexico. In a hotel where Kolb had engaged a room 
were found two bombs which,the detectives said, were to 
have been sent tonight to the president.

Kolb, questioned sharply at police headquarters here, is 
said to have confessed he conspired against the president's 
life, and that he took part in the Black Tom and Kingsïand 
explosions.

According to members of the New York bomb squad, 
these two bombs were the "height of ingenuity." One is a 
time bomb and the other fitted to explode by the ignition of 
a fuse. The explosives were contained in tubing wrapped 

1 ,fround with copper wire.
Upon information declared to have been given by Kolb, 

détectives arrested two other men, one here and one in Jer­
sey City, and brought them to police headquarters as alleged 
accomplices.

The hotel where Kolb was arrested is the same one at 
which Lieut. Robert Fay, formerly of the German army, 
and Hans Schiller had roomed prior to their arrest nearly u 
year ago charged with conspiracy to destroy British merch­
ant ships by placing bombs on them before their departure 
from American harbors.

Officials of the Canadian Car and

Toronto, Mar. 5—The spefel&l cor­
respondent of the Evening Telegram 
cabled today as follows :

Once again, after months of routine 
warfare, the Canadians have been in 
heavy fighting, the heaviest for them 
since the Somme , offensive, though 
very local in extent, for in thi» latest 
"strafe" against the Germans several 
battalions only from one of the Can­
adian divisions were engaged.

The attack took place on Thursday. 
To assist in the general forward 
movement the British troops have 
been making, of late, over ground 
abandoned by the Huns in their re­
treat, the Canadians launched a 
strong assault against a particularly 
formidable German position on high 
ground, well fortified and heavily 
•manned by the enemy.

After vigorous bombardment of the 
Hun position by artillery, the Cana­
dians turned) on gas, following up 
with an infantry advance in waves.

Official Figures Made Public by British Admiralty at Office 
of Consul General cf G re t Britain in New York.

New York, Mar. 5—Official figures 
from the British admiralty, made 
public here today at the office of the 
consul-general of Great Britain, show 
that during February ninety-four 
British merchant ships were destroy­
ed by mines or submarines. Of this 
number sixty-one ships were of 1,600 
tons or over, and thirty-three were 
under 1.600 tons. In addition to the 
merchant ships twenty-nine fishing 
vessels of British register were sunk. 
It was also reported that during the 
month sixty-seven British merchant 
vessels were unsuccessfully attacked 
by submarines, as shown by reports
__file with the admiralty up to and
Including March 4.

The figures show that the number 
of merchant vessels,, of all nationali­
ties, over 160 tons each and exclusive

of local or fishing craft which arriv­
ed at and departed from British ports, 
were as follows:

Vessels arrived 9,463; vessels sail­
ed 9,124; total 18,687.

The foregoing! figures do not in­
clude Tosses of ships of Great Britain’s 
allies, or those of neutral nations 
which, the admiralty stated, 
available.

Indicative of the activity of Great 
Britain in replacing the losses it was 
officially stated that at the present 
time more than 2.000,000 tons of ship­
ping is on the stocks In various ship­
yards, all in more or less advanced 
stages of construction.

At 
the end of the war, when these fac­
tories close, or revert to peace-time 
manufacturing, they may not need 
more than 50,060 employes.

Major A. J. Markham Re­
turned Last Night — Saw 
Service in France With 
Mounted Rtflss.

Notwithstandingi Large numbers of Upper Canadian 
officers who have been on furlough in 
Canada passed through the city yes­
terday and expect to leave in a few 
days to rejoin tlioir units at the front.

A party of thirty-one Toronto young 
men who have been attending Toronto 
University are in the city, guests at 
the Royal Hotel. They have been ord­
ered to be ready for duty by the Im­
perial government and expect to leave 
shortly to take up their new duties. 
The students were members of the 
overseas company of the Canadian 
Offlcers Training Corps at Toronto 
University. Several hundred young 
men from the university have already 
proceeded overseas. A member of the 
party who was in the city yesterday 
told The Standard that the members 
of the party would probably be separ­
ated on their arrival in England and 
they would join different branches of 
the service. The flying corps seemed 
to be the most attractive branch with 
the college boys, but several membeie 
of the party intended to join either 
the artillery or the infantry.

After two years absence, a part of 
which time was spent on the firing 
line in France, and the remainder in 
England, Major A. J. Markham, form­
erly circulation manager for The 
Standard, arrived home last night 
When Interviewed by The Standard 
he said he was glad to get back to 
Canada, although sorry to leave the 
other side.

Major Markham left Canada in the 
fall of 1915 with the 6th C.M.R.’s. This 
unit was brigaded with the 4th and 5th 
C.M.R’a soon after their arrival in 
England. The brigade was command­
ed by Colonel Smart of Montreal. Al­
ter a time it was found expedient to 
amalgamate the 5th and 6th C.M.R.’s 
as the brigade had been somewhat de­
plete* in two or three engagements. 
The unit was then commanded by CoL 
Baker, who was afterwards killed.

Major Markham was then recalled 
to England to assist In the training 
of cavalrymen at the Canadian Caval­
ry Training Depot at Shorncltffe. As 
he is considered one of the most ca­
pable cavalrymen in the Dominion, the 
military authorities retained the offi­
cer in the important work of instruct­
ing Canadian officers and men at 
Shorncllffe for many months. Major 
Markham was also attached to the 
Fort Garry Horse and the Lord Strath- 
cona Horse of Winnipeg as instructor.

After spending some time In the dis 
charge of the duties of instructor he 
was selected by the Imperial authori­
ties as a conducting officer. He made 
several trips across the channel in 
charge of reinforcements. Speaking 
of this work Major Markham said 
each detail had to be thoroughly plan­
ned before the transport left the 
shores of England, and in this way 
the British had avoided the loss of a 
single man.

Although no official onnouncemènt 
has been made, It is understood that 
Major Markham will be granted a po­
sition as instructor of cavalry on the 
New Brunswick staff. His orders are 
to report to headquarters. He was la 
charge of the party who arrived in 
Halifax on Marcn 2nd. Among the 
military passengers was Miss Tre­
maine of Quebec, who had the honor 
of nursing His Majesty after the fall 
from his horse in France. For the 
tender care and service which Miss 
Tremaine tendered His Majesty she 
was presented with a royal pin stud­
ded with diamonds. Even after the 
attending physician had announced 
that there was no need of her services 
the King was very reluctant in dis­
pensing with her.

Major Markham said that shortly 
before he left England he saw Lieut. 
Wm. Brown, who was recently wound­
ed, and Major H. H. McLean.
