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FEEDING OF FOWL.

“Prof. Bobertson at the Banquet of the
Terento Poultry Association Gives
Excellent Detailed Instructions.

Prof. Robertson, Dominion Commis-
sloner of Argiculture, on Thursday nighs,
in response to a toast to which his pame
was coupled, remarked upon the happy
eiroumstance that the banquet was given
by the Toronto association to the breeders
from the coantry. Everything that tended
$o bring the city and country people to-
gether. to show them that their interests
were identical and that they could follow
their profession side by side, was an ad-
vantage. He referred to the increased
attention paid by the Parliament of Can-
ada to the agrioultural interests of the
eountry. ‘L'his was as it should be, for
the products of agriculture were four and
& halt times more than the products of
the mines, fisheries and forests of the
country, the total being $600,000,000 a
year produced from the crops of the fleld
alone. Prof. Robertson gave the follow-
ing method of fattening poultry for
market as the one practised by English
poultry men: |

The orates in whioch the fattening is
carried on are 63 feet long by 16 dinches
square, inside measurement. Each orate
is divided into three compartments, and
each compartment holds four or five
chickens, according to their size. The
orates are made of slats running length-
wise on three sides, and up and down in
gront. The slats may be from one inch to
an inch and a balf wide by five-eighths
of ‘an inch thick. The spaces between the
slats in front should be two Inches wids,
to permit the chickens to get their heads
through for feeding; the g'ats on the
bottom should be put on thres-quarters
of an inch apart. Each compartment has
a small sliding door in front. The crates
are placed on stands about two and a
half or three feet from the ground. The
droppings from the chickens in the orates
are received on sand or some absorbent
material below. A light “V" trough,
two and a half inches inside, is placed in
frons of each crate, running the whole
length of it. Thefbottom of the trough’is
abous level with the floor slats of the

crate.

The birds of the larger breeds are best
suited for fattening. Dorkings and Ply-
mouth Rocks are good sorts, also light
Brahmas and Buff Cochins or crosses of
these. The age may be anywhere from
three to four or even five months, and
the condition of the birds should be such
as to indicate healthfulness and a tend-
enocy to fatten.

The feed may be oats, barley er wheat,
_preferably oats, ground very fine—as fine
as they can be pulverized—the seeds ar
hulls being kept in, and also thoroughly
pulverized. The ground grain should be
mixed with skim milk only. The skim
milk may be sweet or sour, preferably
sour. The mixture should have abous$
the consistency of thin porridge, so thick
that it will not run readily and so thin
that it a large spoonful of it were put on
a plate it would spread.

The chickens should be fed from the
trough in front of the crates three times
a day. During the first three or four days
they should be fed quite sparingly. After
the first week they should be fed as
much as they will eat up clean twice a

When the chickens are first pus in it is
.a good plan to rub a little sulphur close
under both wings over a spot of about
an inch and a half in size, and over a
similar surface of the skin under the tail.
This treatment will kill lice.

It is desirable to have the chickens fed
in the orates from the troughs for abous
two weeks. Then they may be fed by the
eramming machine. When it is used they
should be fed twice a day only, and the
feeding period with the oramming
machine should not be longer than two

‘weeks.

During the last ten days of the fatten-
ing period a small portion of tallow
should be put with the feed. To begin
with, the tallow should be used at the
rate of one pound per day for about 70 or
100 chiokens, according to size. That
should be gradually increased until one
pound per day is being fed to from 60 to
70 chickens. The best way to mix the
tallow is to melt a portion of it, thicken
it while still hot with ground meal, ani
$hen mnix the right quantity of that paste
with the other feed for the day.

life of the country. His star is in the
descendant. Whils the country may be
congratulated upon the increased push
which demands greater speed and power
in our modern activities, a sigh of regres
will nevertheless follow the vanishing ox
just as it did the old stage coach when
the locomotive forced it off theroad. The
gradual passing away of the ox asa beast
of burden has the pathos that attaches to
the extinction of one of the early fami-
lies. They ocame into the country to-
gether, and together they took a pioneer
part in its development. They felled and
drew off the trees, they tore up the
stumps, they seamed and mellowed the
rooty eoil, making it richly responsive to
the needs of man. They pulled ous the
great stones that fretted the taces of
nature and made garden spots of the
rugged hillside and plain. The ox was a
faotor of every enterprise. He was on
the farm, at the whart and the mill, and
when in those early days of expensive
and adventurous ideas the old places
geemed too contracted for the settler he
bundled his family into a prairie schoon-
er, while his faithful oxen dragged the
poriderous wain a six months’ journey
toward the setting sun, accomplishing &
distance which we may now be whirled
between the twilight and dawn, brows-
ing cheerily as they wended their toil-
some way along, and boarding themselves
when the time for nightly camping
arrived.

ENLARGING A BARN.

How a Change for the Better in Size and
Arrangement Oan Re Effected.

Owing to the scarcity of lumber for
building purposes, no one but arich man
can afford always to tear down fairly
good structures and replace them with
up-to cate ones. There is many a cow
barn which fails to give anything like
gatisfaction to its owner, in that it is old-
faghioned. The main driving fl:or, per-

haps, runs from side to side instead of
from end to end, for which reason the
stock have to be kept in one end (in
narrow quarters, %00),. while the other
end is used for a hay bay.

Now, in case such a barn is not toe
badly racked and decayed, i§ can easily
be remodelled, new-sided, shingled, and
provided with new sills if necessary, and
an addition its whole length erected at xhe
back, as suggested by the perspective

long “‘tie-up’’ is furnished for the stock,
as well as a place for calves, thus leaving
that place where the cows stood under
the main roof to be utilized for a silo,
feeding bins and such like, as can be
geen in the plan, while the hay bay re
mains as before. This gives an arrange-
ment that is highly conyenient for feed-
ing and caring for stock, and, best of all,
the entire change can be effected at very
small expense.—N. Y. Tribune.

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LOADING DRESSED HOGS.

A Device by Means of Which the Car-
cass Is Handled With Almest
No Lifting.

One of the chief outdoor difficulties a$
butchering time is the loading of heavy
dressed hogs intended for market. Fre-
quently this is done by one man, aided
by the women of the household, and it is
usually productive of much nervousness
and some irritability. All this may be
yemedied in the following way:

Make and keep from one season to an-
other a large tripod by joning at the
top three stout poles, ¢, 13 teet long.
Keep the upper ends of the poles from
splitting by means of iron jbands. The
lower encs are sharpened to a point.

TRIPOD FOR HANGING HOGS.

The upper ends of the poles to form the
tripod are joined by a strong iron rod or
bolt, a. An iron, b, formed like the letter
U is fastened to the outside ends of the
rod which joins the poles by running the
rod through eyes formed in the iron.
This loop of iron is to support the chain
whioch holds the hog.

When ready to hang the hog, lower
one leg of the triped, fasten on the hog,
shen raise the leg umtil the hog hangs
sufficiently clear of the ground.’ In load-
ing back the horses, placing the wagon
under the triped close to the hog. Then
raise one leg of tripod unti! the hog will
swing into the wagon, then laower it.
The hog is loaded in this way with al-
most no lifting. This tripod is equally a8
valuable for banging hogs to be dressed.
They may be left hanging upon it - until
loaded. —Orange Judd Farmer.

It Draws Constantly em Seil Fertility
Without Permitting Renovation.

Specialty farming means devoting the
larger part of the time to the production
of ons crop. This crop may be wheat,
corm or cotton, and there are large seo-
tions in this country devoted almost
wholly to one or another of these crops.
One year’s failure of the special crop of
any of vhese sections means serious in-
convenience to farmers, and a failure for
two or more succsssive years leads to
ruin. From the orange groves of Flcrida
and the cane lands of Louisiara to the
wheat*flelds of North Dakota the special-
ty farmer is liable to work without profit
because of barren years or low vrices. It
is true that each section is better for
gome one crop than for any other, and it
is good policy to devote a congiderable
part of the time and the farm to that
erop. The good farmer will endeavor to
Jearn which crop is the most profiable,
and that baving been settled he will iry
to learn everything that is to be known
about that particular crop. At the same
time he will learn something concerning
every other crop which he ocan grow. in
order that he may diversify his produc
sions as much as possible.

Speclalty farming is always destructive
farming, as it makes a rotation of orops
impossible and draws constantly on the
tertility of the soil withous permitting
renovations except by the direct applica-
tion of fertilizers, a costly way of main-
taining fertility, no matter what is uled
for this purpose.

The farmer who plants a variety of
crops, keeps sheep, catile and hogs and
takes good ocare of everything, is always
ready for any season or any peouliar con-
dition of the markets. He may not have
any especlally fat years, byt he will
never have total loss to contend with and
on the whole will have greater profits
and fewer losses.—Farmers’ Veice.

Sinks for Farm Kitchens.

Every farmer’s kitchen should be furn-
ished with a sink, into whioh both hard
and soft water should be brought by
pumps. It is not always convenient 1@
bave the well water thus brought, buj
there is no reason wby the cistern water
should not be. The sink should cannect
with a drain for the ecarrying away of
waste water. If water must be brought
into the house in pails, 1t surely is too
much to ask that it be carried vut in the
samefmanner and sthrown on the ground
to make a spot offensive to sight and
smell and a breeding place for flies. At
one ond of the sink a long, broad shelf
makes a good place to put disLes as they
are wiped, and under this should be
drawers for dish wipers and kitchen
aprons, and a oupboard for teapot and
coffee pot.

.
Sheep Renovate the Soil.

There are two strong reasons, among
many others, which make it profitable
for the farmer to keep sheep. Of all the
live stock kept on the farm, sheep stand
out above all others as renovaters of the
soil. Sheep will eat a greater variety of
plants than cattle or horses, and oconse-
quonsly many kinds of noxious weeds are
eaten off and made to produce wool and
mutton instead of ripened seed which
falls to the ground to ocome up the fol-
lowing year and displace the grasses and
growing crops. For this reason alone, if
for no other, every farmer should keep
at least a dozen sheep.—Farming.

Fertilizing Sour Lands.

The first object sought in fertilizing
ghould be to correct the acidity of the
soil and to set up the processes of decom-
position of the organic matter and nitri-
fication so as to convert the inert into
valuable plant food. Liberal applications
of decomposing manures, such as barn-
yard manure, in connection with dress-
ings of lime, have usually been found
sffective for this purpose.

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LEGISLATURE DISSOLVED.

En Appeal to Be Made to the People of
New Brunswick.

The Premier’s Address to the Electors—He
Defends His Policy and Claims Their Con-
tinued Support—A Manly and Able Presenta-
tion of the Government’s Case—Nominations
on February llth; Polling on the 18th.

To the Electors of New Brunewick:

It is doe to you, Gentlemen, that I
should, at this atage of the political his-
tory of New Brunswick, venture to ad-
dress you on the poxltlcnl situation, and
my discharge of the duty eatablished by
oustom needs no apology.

In October, 1897, upon the résignation,
because of ill health, of the late lament-
ed Hon. James Mitchell, whose subse-
quent sad death was gincerely mourned
by us all, I was, in accordance with the
constitutional - usage, entrusted by
his honor the lieatenant governor
with  the formation of . & new
government. This duty I successfully
discharged, having the benefit and coun-
gel of my former. colleague and leader,
My, Mitehell, who consented to remain
a member of the administration, which
be did until his death in December of
the same year. The new government
thus formed continued the same line of
policy as respecta neutrality in dominion
federal politics as had been pursued by
my immediate predeceseors, the late
Hon. Mz, Mitchell, and the Hon. Mr.
Blai:, the present minister of

railways and canals in the
dominion cabinet, and which

policy had been, 88 1 believe, a guiding
principle in provincial administrations
almost univterruptedly since we became
s provinee of the dominion of Canada.
At the session of the legislature then
following the same hearty support which
had been accorded to the administration
of the late Hon. Mr. Mitchell was freely
extended to the new administration,
not only in this particuler, but as well
to toe strong agricultural policy whlch
had been adopted, and which was boing
vigorously promoted by us in the legie:
latare and througbout the province. A
guccessfal session of the legislature was
held, and as & result of the stiong sup-
port of your representatives therein, &
determined and earnest effort was put
forth, and has eince been continued, to
develop and advance the agricultoral,
industrial, mining and other varied in-
terests of our province.

This lupport of the government thus
generously given continued unbroken

_until the month of J uly last past, when

a 80 oalled convention of the Conserva.
tive party of this province met: in the
oity of Monocton, attended very largely,
it is true, by the long time opponents of
the administrations respectively and
succesaively led by the Hon. Mr. Blain
the late Hon. Mr. Mitchell and mysell,
but was attended as well by some who
until then had given the present and
two previous governments their hearty
and.unwavering support. At that meet-
ing it was declared in effect that
the policy long pursued by suc-
cessive v overnments since confederation,
and still followed by the present govern-
ment, of studying and promoting pro-
vincial interests, irrespective of federal
party lines, was inimical to the best
intereats of oar province, thus raising 8
new aud < ‘rect igsue &8 sgainst the
present a ministration, whose policy
had been declared to be that provincial
interests sho:1d be paramount, and that
there shouid he purd’ 1ed a neutrality as
respects issucs which belong to the do-
main of d minion party politics. This
declaration was accompanied by a de-
mand on the pari of very many
of its supporiers that an oppor-
tunity should be given for the
initiation of the new order of things, and
the press of the province supporting the
opposition have since repaatedly called
aypon the government fo adopt the couree
thus marked out. The change thus pre-
posed is one frought with vital resulia
for good or ill to provincial interests,
and charged as I am with responsibility

o the whole people for the con-

duct of governmental affairs, I
have. been led to the conclu-
gion that the warbitrament of
guch an issue comld be referred
to one tribunal only—that of the people,
by constitutional methods. To do this
with the fallest measure of justice and
of deliberation it was necessary to await
the completion of the new electoral lists,
taking effect at the beginning of the
present yesr, in order that all now hav-
ing an interest in our provincial affairs,
especially the young men now acquiring
for the first time the right of franchige
should have the privilege of exercising
their judgement and voicing their
opinion on & question having eo import-
ant a bearing on the tuture of ourprov-
ince.

Consonsnt with this idea, and with a
view to submitting to tiie voice of the
people :the measures of agricultural,
mining and industrial advancement
adopted and promoted by the govern-
ment which I have the honor, by your
ganction, to lead—meagures which are
apparently considered by our opponents
as merely secondary to the one principle
of dominion party interests first, which
they advance and sapport—I have, with

my colleagues,deemed it consistent with
our public duty to tender to his honor
the advice which bas resulted
in a dissolution of the legislature and &
gubmission to the people of all the ques-
tions involved in the issues raised. We
do this with an unfaltering confidence as
to the result of that appeal. Itis true
that as & government we call upoh you
for the first time; although in & sense &
re-organized government, it is diatinc-
tively a new government, prepared to
act, a8 I have already had occasion to
gay, at all times and upon every ques-
tion as may appear to us to be moset in
fartherance of the public interest,
and  determined that in the
policy we shall pursue and the
meagures we shall adopt we
shall be unfettered and untrsmmelled
by any considerations other than the
determination, so far as in us lies, to do
that and only that which will best serve
to advance the interests of our province
and the people whose agents and ser-
vants we are. We have strong faith
that the key to our progress is to be
foand in agriculture, and that guch
progresa can only be attaived by an
awakened and educated. interest in
agricultural pursuite. It has been well
gaid that “When tilling begin= other arts
follow; the farmers, therefore, are
the tounders of our human civilization.”
Ouars, in view of our faith in these prin-
ciples, will be, as it has been, essentially
a farmer’s policy,the vigorous and faith-
fal pursnit of which will, we be-
lieve, insure progress and contentment
to those now within our borders, keeping
them from lands beyond—and that is
greatly to be desired ~and attracting to
us those from otber lande. The poeition
of our province today is not to be
Jespiged; new life iz veing infused
among our agricvlturalists, a8 evi-
denced by the guccessfal meetings
in the farming districts; large pulp and
other industrial establishments are
being promoted; our metropolitan city is
being built up as an European maritime
gateway, and everywhere are to be seen
signs and tokens of the new spirit that
is being aroused among our people. If
will be our aim, as it is our bounden
duty, to contribute to the growth of all
industries, We have strong aseur-
ances that there - will be com-
menced in the near future & de-
velopment of our mining re-
gources such as has mever be-
fore been attempted.  Reports of
competent experts have led us to believe
that there in to be found in our province

vast oil deposits, snd negotiations are
pending which, if satisfactorily conclud-
ed, and I have strong reasons for believ-
ing they will be, will insure the expendi-
tare in the very near futore by capital-
ists of at least one hundred thoumsand
dollars in prospecting and development
of this one resource of our/country’s €n-
developed wenlth and stthe same time
incidentally prospecting for other
dormant mineral wealth, with which
there are indications, our prove
ince abounde. I am jceiified, indeed,
in saying thet the government has re-
ceived pledges from enterprising buei-
ness capitalists that this large expendi-
tare will be made by them without|
costing the province one cent, providing
that such legislation will be promoted a8
will insure to those who engage in the
venture and risk their means, the fruits
of thelr efforts, should oil be located. As
the administrator of. the public works
department, I can refer with pride to
the improvement of our pablic high.
ways by the carefal expenditure of pub-
lic monies,avd the use of roadmachines.
I take great pride in the improvement
that is being constantly made in the
character of our public bridges. In this
respect, in my judgment, and with a fall
knowledge of the facts, I can confidently
agsert wise economy has been exerciced.
The extreme and unbridled criticism of |
our opponents in this regard will prove
to have been bageless and unfounded,
as I ahall show the people; by other
means end in another way, and it will
be seen that the province has received
full consideration for every dollar of the
public fande expended by my depart-
ment in the construction of permanent
gtructures, ag well as of all others.

I am pleased to be able to announce
that the Eastern Extension claim against
the Dominion government, the psyment
of which provincial governments have
for many yeers persistently pressed,
and which now amounts, with accumu-
lated interest, to nearly & quarterof a
million of dollars, is, I am warranted in
stating, in 8 fair way to & guccessful
gettlement. I have the aassurance of
Sir Wiltrid Laurier that the memorial
presented by. myself and colleagues
has been submitted to & sub-committee,
of council to do ome ‘of two thinge:
First, to agcertain the facts with respect
to the claim,and to report directly in
favor of payment if they feel justified
under the facts in 8o doing; or, second, in
case they shall not feel justified under
the facts to report immediate payment
to recommend an early reference of the
claim to a commission of arbitration.
Although this matter has been presged
to the notice of dominion governments
in previous years thisis the firat tangi-
ble recognition of the existance of a juet
claim that the provincial government
has been able to secure, and I have an
unconquerable faith in the prosecution
of the claim to a succeesful issue.

By reason of the recent decision of
the privy council regarding the federal
and provincial rights as to our fisheries,
important questions had been raised,
which must be determined by the sever-
al provinces. Ii appears to be quite
clear by such decision that the proprie-
tory rights to the fisheries in the rivers
and bays of the different provinces are
in the provinces, and that they have the
power to impose and collect a license
fee for the right of fishing, while under
the British North: Amsrica Act
the exclusive right regarding such
fisheries is in the dominion. An-
other question ariges: Does the
decision go a8 far as to decide that
the provinces have. control to the extent
of the three-mile limit ? If it does, then
the sum awarded tothe dominion by the
Halifax Fishery Award, amounting to
five and one-halt millions of dollars,
would belong to the several provinces | g
interested. This matter has received
the careful aitention of the government
and while not in & position to state that
g final determination has been arrived
at, I may eay that the government's
policy will be euch that ‘the interests
and righta of the province will be eafe-
guarded, and no departure will be made
whereby the rights of those interested
in this great industry will be prejudici-
ally affected.

Oar efforts to protect the wild game of
the province, and to advertise onr
country as & resort for tourists and
gportsmen, have been highly successful.
Yearly the number of such is increas-

ing materisally, benefitting the railways
and steamship lines and our people gen-
erally. The receipta to the province
from game licenses alone have growm
from $112 in 1896 fo nearly six thou-

pand dollars lsst year. These receipta

Other opporfunities will
be afforded me for giving, not only sn
account of my stewardehip, but, as well,
reasons for the faith that is in me. We
claim the honor of having inaugurated a
new and prosperous policy as re-
spects the agricultural interests of
the province, and of entering upon 8
more vigoroua development of our agri-
cultural resources, whose products are
finding new and profitable markets in
the mother land, by means of the im-
proved and nesr-al-home facilities for
transportation;; of legislating in the in-
terests of and promoting other industrial
advancement, and of contributing to-

wards awakening in the minds of capit-
alists and men endowed with busineee
enterprise an interest that will surely
enure to the benefit of the whole
people and of all mections of the
province. To all this we ask with as-
gurance yeur overwhelming approval,
not only that the work now initiated
may grow and prosper, bat that we msy,
in your interests, and for the good of our
land, have a greater incentive to renew-

ed and increased efforts. We have hen-

est.y and faithfally conserved the pub-

lic resonrces, and in our expenditures
have been guided bv the needs of the
people, consistent with a strict regard to
economy. ©Other provinces may be
more wisely governed, but mone maore
economically.
