Incidents of the Snow Blockade.

The Amherst Gazette of the 22nd (re­
ceived here last night) says :—

“ On the rails the interruption has been 
much greater, amounting in some cases to 
a week’s blockade, and in that of the line 
between here and Painsec to eleven days' 
suspension of traffic. The train last left 
Amherst on Tuesday morning, 12th, and, 
weather permitting, will be ready to re 
sume work to morrow morning. Several 
days' delay also occurred on the main line 
At eleven o’clock yesterday a locomotive 
came in—the first since the 11th—accom­
panied with a retinue oi over 100shovellers 
The trip from Painsec occupied three and 
a half days, during which about 150 
were employed in shovelling. A great 
part of Wednesday night was spent in 
working through Fort Lawrence cutting. 
On arrival here, all hands, from Conductor 
Trites to the laborers, were pretty well 
exhaasted. Among tbe latter, six poor 
fellows had become soowblind, and were 
suffering considerably in consequence.— 
Most of the laborers were B’renchmen from 
Memramcook.

“ While at Painsec the attaches of the 
train, after using all the provisions at the 
station, sent a foraging party out and 
could only obtain an additional supply by 
a trip of six or seven miles.

*■ Persons have been storm stayed in all 
directions, and much inconvenience and 
not a little pecuniary loss have been ex­
perienced. To mention a few cases :—We 
know of one man who was uselessly paying 
mitl-wrights $12 a day on occount of his 
being delayed here and unable to get ma 
tcrial to them. Another was entertaining 
from his funds half a-dozen Frenchmen en 
route from Memramcook to Minudie. hav 
ing with them a hay-press to be used there 
in pressing a quantity of hay he had 
bought. A third had several hundred dol­
lars locked up in a safe here, the owner of 
the safe being storm stayed 40 miles away 
with its key in his pocket, and a note due 
at the bank. We also hear of lumbering 
operations on the River Philip and in other 
places being suspended and probably relin 
quished for the season. This however, is 
compensated for by the previous part of the 
season having been so favorable that double 
the usual quantity of work had been done ”

The Government of the Parish 
of Portland, which is not half as powerful 
as that of the British Empire, lias asked 
for legislation to enable it to appropriate 
the lands of private individna/b, without 
owners’ consent, aqd devote (lift tame to 
public uses in tbe Government's -discre­
tion. The inference is that the Govern­
ment of Portland is apprehensive of an 
approaching crisis in the affairs of this 
Western World,-probably fearful of a 
war over *‘ Consequential Damages,” in 
which event it might wish to secede from 
the rest ot the Continent ; and that it de­
sires to be" armed with ample powers,— 
perhaps to erect fortresses on these private 
lands, establish arsenals, and make other 
warlike preparations. If such fears are t0 point out.

Difficulty of Railway Travelling- 
Fifty Cents for a few Donghnnts— 
An Enraged Passenger Denounces 
a Conductor.

A gentleman, a passenger by train from 
B mgor, some ten days ago, called on us 
to state certain grievances, of which he 
complains, and for which he holds Mr. 
Johnston, Conductor of the train running 
between Bangor and McAdam, responsible, 
tie says their train left Bangor Monday, 
15th, at 8 a. m., in a snow storm, without 
a plow, and reached Danforth the same 
day four hours behind time. The driver 
and the passengers agreed that they must 
have cne ol the two snow plows that were 
lying at Danforth ; and as these were on a 
siding, heading to Bangor, the passengers 
(about 40 in number) volunteered to turn 

round and put it ahead of the engine. 
The Conductor, however, would not con­
sent ; he ordered the passenger cars on a 
siding, and there left them, in the middle 
of the forest. In the meantime, he had 
afranged with the apology for a hotel in 
Danforth, [there are only four houses in 
tbe place] to take in some of his personal 
friends among the passengers and feed 
them, while others, including all the St. 
John folks, were left to shift for them­
selves. The Conductor’s friends say their 
board cost them nothing, while the other 
passengers were obliged to pay 50 cents 
for “ a few doughnuts and a piece of 
bread” out of their own pocket, and even 
a meal of this description could be obtained 
not more than twice a day, and sometimes 
not so often.

While tbe conductor ensconced several 
df hie lady friends comfortably in the hack- 
woods hotel, he left one poor woman with 
eigh t children, “ the oldest fifteen, and the 
youngest six months,” to do the best’sheand 
they could in the cars ; and, in fact, the 
bulk of the passengers had to spend their 
nights in the cars while they remained 
there. And there they stayed from Friday 
evening to Monday, the Conductor having 
dispatched the engine to Vanceboro with­
out the snow plow or the passengers who 
wished to go forward to a place where 
they could get provisions. The Engine so 
despatched reached Vanceboro the same 
night, while tho passengers did not get 
there until three days later. The tale 
reads badly for the cruel Conductor ; btt it 
must be remembered that railway officials 
generally do the best they con for all 
parties under the circumstances ; that they 
are generally better informed in regard to 
the obstacles to be overcome than the pas- 
eengers are ; that, in any case, the respon­
sibility for tho safety of the train rests on 
their shoulders and not with the transient 
passengers, and this responsibility they 
cannot transfer to others, however willing 
these may be to assu me them or however 
much circumstances may subsequently seem 
to be adverse to the officials, judgment. In 
these trying times for railroads every al­
lowance must be made for errors of judg­
ment, but it is really wonderful how few 
of them there are to censure compared with 
the extraordinary difficulties that have con­
fronted the officials.

Parliament.

The SeesioH of Parliament-about to open 
in the backwoods Capitol . of Canada 
may be prolonged in duratien and charac­
terized by a succession of severe battles 
between tbe Opposition and the Govern­
ment, or it may last bat a brief period and 
end in a dissolution and a sudden appeal 
to the country to pronounce upon the 
merits of the contending parties. The 
Opposition may be expected to “ demon­
strate” against 8ir John and his Cabinet at 
all possible opportunities, —this being the 
last Session of the term and it being desir­
able that much capital should be made 
against the Government with a view to in­
fluencing the approaching Elections. That 
the Government will be sustained by a 
large majority of the Commons docs not 
admit of doubt, but that the Opposition 
will be enabled to open np some ugly 
wounds is equally true. The Opposition 
leaders, however, will require to be on 
their guard. Woe unto them if they blun­
der, or through blundering place them­
selves in a false position before the consti­
tuencies. Sir John, whose ready tact 
never fails and Whose watchful eye never 
sleeps,— at least in Parliament,—will 
scarcely give them time to recover them­
selves and re-form lor a fresh charge. Be­
fore they know where they stand, they will 
find the Commons dissolved, the writs 
issued, the elections on, and tbe battle 
fought and once more won, while McKenzie 
and bis followers are rubbing open thetr 
eyes and ascertaining the cause of all the 
commotion. For ten or twelve years past 
the Ontario Reformers have apparently bad 
everything their own way up to election 
day, yet the wily Conservative chief has 
generally managed either to carry their 
constituencies or to steal their members 
after election. What has happened once 
may happen again, although it must be 
admitted that the Reformers appear to 
have advanced of late with more than their 
usual piWdenoe, and are not adopting any 
theories * -tactics that might prevent a 
coalition With Cartier and the French In 
the event xtf carrying a majority of the 
Ontario constituencies.

Halifax Harbor Frozen.

The Chronicle ol the 22J (received last 
night) contained the following

« As was predicted in our last issue, the 
cold and calm weather of Wednesday night 
proved too severe for the harbor, which 
yesterday morning was frozen as far down 
as the light house. Fortunately, the Ger­
man steamer “ Thuringia” came in early 
in the morning, and broke a channel as far 
np r.s Cunard’s wharf. The ferry steamer 
was from half-past six until half-past ten 
in making her first trip from Dartmouth to 
Halifax, and during the remainder of the 
day her trips were irregular. Many per­
sons started from Dartmouth to walk 
across, the ice on the Eastern side being 
very strong. The channel cut by the 
•' Thuringia,” however, prevented them 
getting all the way across. We heard of 
persons walking on the ice from McNab s 
Island to Dartmouth. Cannot the Cham­
ber of Commerce or the City Council 
ploy some steamers to ply on the harbor 
and keep navigation open ? It is seldom 
that our harbor is closed by ice, and we 
are of opinion that if proper 
adopted it could always be kept open.

On the 23rd, the Chronicle said .—“ The 
harbor is still frozen in most places. The 
Dartmouth steamer has a channel cut for 
herself and there is a channel in the 
centre of the harbor cut by several steam- 

that have arrived. Little obstruction 
has been caused to navigation thus far, 
as steam tugs manage to move about with­
out much difficulty. Around the shores 
some venturous youths indulge in skating 
and playing.”
