to the presence of this disease and its ex­
tent in the city, as well as recommending 
measures lor ite abatement, the matter has 
been taken up by tbe various other city i 
j iurn: Is and the subject made ino cf 
careful consideration by a large portion of 
the public. As already stated, tbe disease 
is not of a particularly fatal type although 
several deaths have occurred during the 
past week. There is, however, much ex­
aggeration in this respect,and the resnlt of 
some particular enquiries as to the mort a'- 
ity is that the greater portion of the deaths 
are to be traced to other sources. It is 
duly natural that at a time like this a 
horse,whether S ifferiug from any previous 
disease, exhausted with age or dying from 
any cause whatever, should be pronounced 
a victim of this disease. The disease is 
wide spread, but if proper care be exercised 
cannot prove fatal in many instances ; but 
if the owners ol animals persist in work­
ing them or caring for them poorly the re­
sult must be serious.

The Death Rate of Halifax.

(From the Colonist.)
The mortality in the city of Halifax dur­

ing the three months ended 30th September
_that is during the months of July,
August and September—was very great, 
amounting to 328 deaths, of which 188 
were males and 140 females.

The average annual mortality is about 
750, so that the deaths during these three 
months were nearly one hundred per cent, 
above the average.

Of tbe 328 persons who died during the 
above period, 164, or exactly one-half, were 
infants at or under one year ; 202 died be­
lore the fifth vear was completed. Dysen­
tery and Cholera infantum caused 102 of 
the 328 deaths. 44 died from Whooping 
Cough, and 13 Irom Convulsions.

During the three months mentioned 
above, the mortality among infants wim 
not only excessive, but, perhaps unparall 
eled in the history ol the city,—the num­
ber of deaths having exceeded greatly the 
number of births.

The causes of death in the order of 
mortality were : -Dysentery. 59 ; Wboop- 
iug Cough, 44-, Cholera Iulantum, 43; 
Phthisic, 38 ; Old Age. 24 ; Convulsions, 
11 ; Heart Disease, 10 ; and 97 from other 
causes. . ......For tbe above facts we are indebted to 
tbe records in the Statistical Office.
