RUBBER SHOES.
The New York Journal of Commerce, in 

an interesting article on the manufactures of 
Connecticut, gives the following account of 
the manner in which India Rubber shoes are 
made : 1 ‘
- "Contrary to the general impression, India 
Rubber, in the process of manufacturing is 
not melted, but is passed through heated iron 
roll rs, the heaviest of which weighs twenty 
tons, and thus worked or kneaded, as dough 
is at a bakery. The rubber is- nearly all 
procured from the mouth of the Amazon, in 
Brazil, to which point it is sent from the in- 
terior. Its form, upon arrival, is generally 
that of a jugor pouch, as the natives use clay 
moulds of that shape, which they repeatedly 
dip into the liquid caoutchac, until a coating
