Party Platforms on Material 
Questions Much Alike, Says 

Rev. H. A. Graham.

Striking Appeal to Voters Made by Rev. Dr. 
Flanders of the First Methodist Church— 

Extracts From His DiscourseTalbot Street Baptist Pastor 
Indorses the Rowell 

Policy.

Rev. W. J. Knox Appeals to the 
Electors to Vote in Best In­

terests of People.“The temperance question is the great 
issue before the electors,” said Rev. H. A. 
Graham, in Centennial Methodist Church 
last night. "As. far as the parties are 
concerned, there Is little or no difference 
in their policies on material questions, 
but N. W. Rowell, leader of the Liberal 
party, has declared his policy on the tem­
perance question, a policy against which 
all the liquor interests of the province 
are already lined up. It is the first time 
we have seen a great leader or a great 
party stake his or its political existence 
on a moral question. We must credit 
Mr. Rowell with sincerity."

It was the duty of the temperance peo­
ple to ally themselves with that policy, 
and that party, said Rev. Mr. Graham, 
who began his sermon by reading the 
manifesto issued by the Methodist 
Church, and emphasized the importance 
of giving moral issues first place. He 
urged the congregation, regardless of 
party, to support the temperance policy.

Eight loads of hay and a couple of 
loads of wheat-straw comprised the 
whole Monday market. There were no 
strawberries offered.

Hay sold quickly at the advanced 
price of $18 and $14 per ton. Straw 
sold for $7 and $8 per ton.

Strawberries will be picked today in 
large quantities, although the crop is 
badly dried up from want of rain, be­
fore Friday, last week. Grocers say 
that the cloudy weather will help the 
berry crop this week. A fair offering 
is expected on the market Tuesday.

Cherries and gooseberries were on 
the square for the first time Satur­
day afternoon.

According to the farmers, cherries 
will be very plentiful this year; rasp­
berries will also be plentiful. Bushes 
now are filled with blossoms. The 
frost of last week did little damage 
to them.

Beans sold for 15 cents, and peas for 
30 cents a quart.

“ABOLITION OF BAR” ISSUEPRINCIPLE BEFORE PARTY
Judge the Bar by Its Results 

and Mark Your Ballot 
Accordingly.

Opportunity to Wipe Out the 
Traffic Now Before the 

Electors.

A Christian disciple can never afford to 
be less than a Christian disciple. To be 
an illustrious Grit er Tory is poor com­
pensation for the favor of God, and ap­
proval of one's own conscience.

Rev. W. J. Knox, of the First Presby­
terian Church, preached a strong sermon 
on the abolition of the bar to a crowded 
congregation last night.

“Principle before party,” said the 
speaker. "When a great issue is before 
the people men should leave party oonsid- 
erations out of mind and vote in accord­
ance with their conscientious view of 
what is in the best interests of the peo­
ple.

"In the present election," said Mr. 
Knox, "the supreme issue before the peo­
ple is the abolition of the bar. Although 
there are other evils in the nation that are 
seriously damaging our best life, just at 
this moment the issue that is pressing 
for solution is that of the bar. We should 
therefore vote not from mere party con­
siderations, but according to eur attitude 
on this great question.

"If we believe the bar is injurious to 
the life of the country, if it is economic­
ally a drag, morally a curse; if it stands 
in the way of moral reform and industrial 
efficiency, and if we believe its abolition 
would mean advance, then it is our duty, 
if need be, to forsake party in the inter­
ests of a higher principle; It is our duty 
to vote not for individuals, but for that 
party which is comi itted to the policy 
in which we believe.

“On the other hand," continued the 
speaker, "if we believe the bar is a good 
thing; if we believe that it makes for a 
nobler national life, if it makes our homes 
happier, our men more efficient, if it is a 
commercial asset, if it encourages educa­
tion and all that enriches life, it is our 
duty to support that party which we be­
lieve will most effectively secure the per­
petuation of the bar.

“A man’s religion is his politics, and his 
politics is his religion. A man is himself 
in every department of life. He cannot 
shut up his religion In a water-tight com­
partment and live his political life unre­
lated to the moral law.

"‘The Dr. Jekyl and Mr. Hyde’ concep­
tion of life la impossible. If a man holds 
conscientious views on the influence of 
the bar in public life, these views must 
determine his political attitude and mark 
his ballot accordingly.

"It is always refreshing when some 
election comes on, which puts before the 
electorate some great issue, and thus 
tends to obliterate sharp party lines. A 
narrow, bigoted, partisan political strug­
gle is degrading. A struggle which gathers 
about some principle is stimulative.

"In 1911 the battle was waged over the 
principle of reciprocity. Many Liberals 
deserted their party, and the country said: 
‘We’ll have none of it.’ Now, again, an 
election is on in which party lines are 
being ignored, and men are lining up ac­
cording to their attitude upon a question 
of vital importance to the nation’s best 
interests."

Referring to the present political situ­
ation, Rev. H. H. Bingham, of Talbot 
Street Baptist Church, last night said: 
"The churches of Ontario must ‘put up 
or shut up,’ as a climax to the barrels 
of resolutions they have adopted against 
the bar during the last 25 years. Now 
the gauntlet has been thrown down we 
cannot evade the isue. Principle must 
precede party."

Mr. Bingham referred to the recent 
association gathering of the Baptist 
churches of Middlesex and Lambton, at 
which a resolution was unanimously 
adopted pledging themselves to support 
any measures designed to banish the 
liquor traffic from the country, and to 
stand by the Dominion Alliance in its 
policy to abolish the bar.

"It seems to me," said Mr. Bingham, 
"while I do not wish to interfere with 
the conscience or personal liberty of any 
citizen, that we Christian citizens can­
not , nor do we wish to dodge the pres­
ent issue.

"As Christians," he said, "we have 
been praying for the extermination of 
the liquor traffic. We are now given an 
opportunity to say in a decisive way 
whether or not the open bar must go.

"It is a great moral issue. We must 
face it. No man can afford to choke his 
conscience, or vote other than he prays. 
It may mean, in some instances, a Liberal 
voting for a Conservative, or a Conser­
vative for a Liberal. It is up to us."

Temperance workers will enter the ap­
proaching struggle without the limita- 
tiens of an unrighteous handicap.—The 
legislation that ordains that the vote of 
a Christian statesman, of the president 
of a University, of a general superin- 
tendent or a bishop, shall not have, 
when cast for temperance, the same value 
as that of the ignorant and tippling 
slave who sweeps out the bar-room, 
must ever be a disgrace to the legislators 
who enacted it, and a foul besmirching 
of our manhood.

In a stinging arraignment of the 
liquor traffic and the three-fifths 
clause, Rev. C. R. Flanders, of the 
First Methodist Church, last night 
preached one of the most remarkable 
temperance sermons ever heard in a 
London church. He called on Chris­
tian voters in no uncertain terms to 
go to the polls on June 29 and vote for 
the abolition of the bar. The attitude 
of the Methodist Church in espousing 
the cause of the abolition of the bar 
was shown in its true colors.

Mr. Flanders’ sermon complete is 
as follows:

“When the Methodist Church calls 
upon her ministers and people to rally 
for an intense attack upon the liquor 
traffic, no sensible man will miscon­
strue her motive. Only one Ignorant 
her record or zealous and unscrupulous 
enough to create party prejudice would 
allow himself to intimate other than 
praiseworthy .incitement and purpose. 
In her devotion to the kingdom of 
Christ she has from the beginning 
stood in the front ranks of the church 
militant, an inveterate foe to strong 
drink. No one who is acquainted with 
her history will presume to question 
this fact. If cupidity could at any 
time amuse, one might smile at the 
attempts to impugn the attitude of 
this church toward the present politi­
cal struggle. - Even more ridiculous 
would appear the canting presumption 
of some, in sympathy with the policy 
of the open bar, who would fain teach 
the pulpit of the day how to preach 
the Gospel with eyes shut to the 
greatest evil of the times. He, who 
hated all hypocrisy, long ago warned 
us of such: ‘Beware of false prophets, 
which come to you in sheep’s clothing, 
but inwardly they are ravenous 
wolves. Ye shall know them by their 
fruits.’

Against a Great Evil.
"When a Methodist minister, obedi­

ent to the will of the authorities of 
the church and true to his own con­
victions, feels compelled to do his best 
to promote the abolition of the bar, it 
should be remembered that, as an 
honest man, he is working for the 
overthrow of a great evil and In no 
sense against any political party or 
leader. No reasonable man will deny 
to him a right to his own convictions 
and opinions touching the great politi­
cal issues of the day. No just man 
will refuse him the privilege of form­
ing such party affiliations as may ap­
peal to his intelligence and conscience. 
But all men must recognize that it Is 
the sublime duty of the Minister of 
the Lord Jesus, at all times and in all 
places, to seek first the Kingdom of 
Heaven and his righteousness, to sub­
ordinate all that he is and has to the 
furtherance of the Gospel, to glory 
only in the cross of Christ. And so 
true have the ministers of Methodism 
been to this ideal that they have won 
the confidence of all the people. In 
the history of the church the Metho­
dist pulpit has never been converted 
into a political rostrum, nor a Metho­
dist service into a political caucus.

Not a Question of Politics.
"In view of all these facts, easily 

established on her record, there need 
be no fear of intelligent men looking 
upon our church as a political machine 
or upon her clergymen as political 
agents, during the strife of these heat­
ed days. It will take something more 
than the frantic alarms and fantastic 
genuflections of the shrieking whip- 
pers-in of either party to stampede 
our intelligent people or divert them 
to a lower plane of action than that 
unto which they have devoted them­
selves for many years. Let us con­
tinue to believe in the perseverance of 
the saints —
“The tumult and the shouting dies, 

The captains and the Kings depart; 
still stands thine ancient sacrifice. 

An humble and a contrite heart;
Lord God of Hosts be with us yet 
Lest we forget, lest we forget.’

War Cry of Methodist Church.
"Whatever is good in any party in 

principle and service we heartily com­
mend in greateful appreciation, but I 
would remind you that the rallying 
cry that is ringing in the ears of all 
men favorable to temperance legisla­
tion and to the abolition of the bar, is 
the slogan of neither political party so 
truly as it is the old war cry of the 
Methodist Church. I am wondering if 
any one of you can remember the time 
when she has not stood for the total 
prohibition of the liquor traffic? I am 
sure not. And so today we are listen­
ing as a great people, unto whom the 
God of battles has given a great trust, 
and the voice that we would heed and 
obey above all others—the voice we 
cannot fail to hear if, respecting the 
ballot we hold in our hand, we earnest­
ly pray as we anticipate the 29th of

As 
a matter of simple consistency, the 
course to be followed by each one of 
us is plain. A man prominent in the 
manufacturing industry of the city and 
zealous in Christian work, especially 
among the young, said to me a few 
days ago: ‘For years we Methodists 
have been praying, preaching and 
working against the liquor traffic. At 
last a great occasion has come to us 
for proving our sincerity and the 
depth of our devotion. For myself, I 
feel that as Methodists we should 
show up or forever shut up.’ If, as 
Methodists, we ‘show up' as we ought 
the bar of this province will be shut 
up forever, and our tongues will be 
unloosed to sing the victories of 
right.

How Would Jesus Vote?
"This is a time when our loyalty to 

the Lord Jesus should have precedence 
above all other considerations. Not as 
Conservatives and not as Liberals 
should we approach the great ques­
tion of the hour, but as honest and 
devoted disciples of Christ. How 
would Jesus vote if He held my bal­
lot? is the only test to which you must 
ring true: ‘Like a mighty army moves 
the church of God,’ ‘We are not divid­
ed; all one body we.’

A Waterloo.
“Often In the history of a nation 

there come times—high and holy 
crises——when all political strife Is 
hushed and all party distinctions are 
effaced in the presence of a great 
opportunity or to repel a common and 
malignant foe. At the Waterloo of 
English history there were no Grits or 
Tories, but in the long red line that 
successfully met and repelled the ter­
rible onslaughts of the day every man 
was a British soldier, fighting for the 
glory of the flag. Their hearts beat 
as the heart of one man, as they stood 
shoulder to shoulder on the blood-red 
field. It is related of Admiral Nelson 
that on one occasion, when engaged 
in one of his great naval campaigns, 
he found two of his officers quarreling. 
Pointing to the enemy all about them 
he said: ‘Look there; then shake 
hands and be friends.’

Party Men Must Lose Himself.
“Ordinarily it may be alright for a 

man to be a true Conservative or a 
loyal Liberal, and for each to train 
with his party. But when a great 
Christian principle is at stake, the 
party politician must lose himself in 
the Christian disciple every time and 
stand to his trust with unfaltering 
fidelity and at any cost. A Christian 
disciple can never afford to be less 
than a Christian disciple. To be an 
illustrious Grit or Tory, with the pres­
tige and advantages which a reputa­
tion carries with it, is poor compen­
sation for the favor of God and the 
approval of one’s own conscience 
The thirty pieces of silver for which 
Judas sold his Lord must have seemed 
to him as thirty silver nails with 
which, in his disloyalty and selfish 
greed, he nailed the sacred body to 
the cross, and 1 do not wonder that 
he went out into the darkness of that 
starless night and hanged himself.

Facing a Great Crisis.
"We Christian men are face to face 

with a great crisis, which we our­
selves have helped to precipitate, and 
for the right use of which God will 
surely call us to account. God ex­
pects each man to do his duty:

that unless we abolish the bar the 
bar will abolish the boy. History cer­
tainly justifies the aphorism. Not the 
boy of the brewer, the wine-seller and 
the saloon-keeper. If the menace 
could be confined to these it would be 
bad enough and we would deeply de­
precate it in spite of the more poetic 
justice that might be suggested in 
their destruction. Why should not the 
parents who enjoy the profits of the 
traffic suffer the heartbreak which is 
inevitable? If they cause their chil­
dren to pass through the fire to Moloch 
in their devotion to him, why should 
they object when the fervid blaze, 
which a vengeful Nemesis kindles, 
scorches and sears? There is a law 
as ancient as Sinai which applies to 
the business in which we engage, as it 
reacts upon our children, and to this 
we should take heed—’visiting the in­
iquities of the fathers upon the chil­
dren unto the third and fourth genera- 
tion.’

Bar a Deadly Menace.
“But the bar is a deadly menace to 

the boy of the church and Sunday 
school and of your home and mine, no 
matter how we may hate the traffic 
and fight it all our lives through. No 
boy is safe from its subtle attack; 
no girl is immune from the bitter con­
sequences of its foul influences, which 
strike womanhood with the venom of 
conditions worse than death and from 
which innocence and prayers cannot 
save her.

“Believe me, Christian fathers, you 
and I will lie down for our last sleep 
with greater calm and complacency 
than otherwise if we can but have the 
assurance that the world in which we 
are leaving our children is forever 
freed from the menace of this foul 
fiend.

"Think of You rChidren."
Think of your children and of the world 

In which they must live their lives after 
your guiding hand has lost its cunning 
and your loving protection and help have 
become to them only as the memory of a 
sweet song, when you cast your ballot on 
the 29th. Your boy's destiny may turn 
on the nature of your ballot for I have 
noticed that a father's vote may put his 
boy into power or help to doom him to 
defeat and degredation. "A young man 
drunk is often his father’s vote walking 
around.”

Partnership Lasted Too Long.
"C— The opportunity is now within

The convention then placed itself on 
record as unanimously nominating Mr. 
Jacobs as its candidate.

Representatives of the Socialist- 
Democrat party were present at the 
convention to offer their support in 
backing a Labor man in the electoral 
fight. In announcing their desire to 
co-operate with the Labor Council. 
Delegate Sails, of the Socialists’ depu­
tation, stated that his delegation, al­
though representing what was, after 
all, a political party, had the power 
to pledge assistance to the Labor men, 
should the candidate nominated meet 
with their approval.

Fighting Spirit of Convention.
When the convention had finally 

pushed its way through the prelimin­
aries, in which both Liberal and Con­
servative candidates and parties came 
in for criticism, Its movements were 
characterized by a fighting spirit not 
to be misunderstood. From the first, 
although there was opposition in the 
camp, there was paramount that de­
sire to make a strong bid for recog­
nition for the Labor forces in London. 
All opposition was floored, and the 
program of nominating the candidate 
put through.

"Don’t let’s beat about the bush," 
urged Delegate Higgins, when the pro­
ceedings lagged somewhat. "We've 
little enough time to get out and make 
a telling fight. Let’s use the time we 
have to advantage. Either we are go 
ing to nominate a candidate or we are 
not."

The question was raised at the out­
set by Delegate Jackson whether the 
council was in a position to finance 
the campaign successfully. Then fol­
lowed a discussion In which the ma­
jority of the council thought that 
there would be little difficulty in that 
direction. It was felt that funds would 
be forthcoming to handle the fight. 
The running of the campaign was left 
with a committee.

From the sentiment expressed by the 
delegates from the different locals, the 
support tendered to the candidate will 
be enthusiastic and thorough. Car 
workers, through their delegates, ex­
pressed their intention of supporting 
their candidate to the last ditch. Boil­
ermakers declared their readiness to 
get behind a Labor man. The metal 
polishers were unanimous in their de­
sire to support Labor Interests. Broom- 
makers asserted their intention to lend 
their assistance to the cause. Other 
locals similarly voiced their approval 
of making a bid for honors in the pro­
vincial election by backing a union 
man.

Brewery Workers Opposed.
The support of the tailors is not 

certain. Through their representative, 
Joseph Dean, the convention was In­
formed that after consideration, they 
had turned the proposition down flat. 
In sympathy with the tailors were the 
brewery workers. They, too, did not 
favor the placing of a Labor candidate 
in the field.

Considerable discussion was evoked 
over the platform of the Trades and 
Labor Council. Representatives from 
the Socialist-Democrat party stated 
that if a platform existed they wanted 
it read. Only in that way could they 
be certain of their ground. In the 
talkfest that followed it was shown 
that the council had no platform 
that would be adaptable to the occa­
sion. A proposal that the platform 
drawn up by the Niagara Falls Union 
be adopted met with the approval of 
the convention after it was read.
