Tomorrow afternoon will witness the 
presentation for the amusement of the 
London public of several novel events 
when the various public playgrounds 
will contest for prizes for events which, 
though common in American cities, have 
heretofore not been previously attempt- 
ed in London.

Every boy and girl in the city is re- 
quested to be on hand at Tecumseh 
Park Wednesday at 1:15 p.m. for the 
big display. If the youngsters can per­
suade their parents to come along, it 
wiil help matters materially, a bumper 
crowd being the aim of G. Mel Brock, 
chief supervisor of public playgrounds, 
who is in charge of arrangements.

A brass band will be in attendance, 
and the outing is free to all, with prizes 
awarded to all winning contestants. A 
silver cup, won by Thames Park last 
year, will be donated by the public utili­
ties commission to the playground run­
ning up the most points. Fifty points 
are awarded to winning baseball teams 
with 25 points for second. A similar 
award is made for the march past at 
2 p.m.

Winners of the pyramids contest ob­
tain 90 and 60 points- respectively for 
first and second, with 15 and 10 points 
for dodge ball. Dances merit 50 and 25 
points for first and second, while win­
ners of races obtain 50 points for their 
respective playgrounds.

"Poffenberger Gives Average Yankes 
Credit for Only 13-Year-Old Mind." 
There you had it in bold headlines only 
a week or so ago. It took time to sink 
in, and so it was only today The Ad­
vertiser was able to secure some ex­
pressions of opinion on the matter from 
local authorities. A Dundas street to- 
bacconist hadn't read the news item 
which the Associated Press carried and 
asked that it be read over ti him very 
slowly. Professor Albert Poffenberger, 
professor of psychology in Columbia 
University, addressing the Kiwanis Cluh 
of Atlantic City, declared that "the in­
telligence of the average white citizen 
of the United States reached levels no 
higher than those of the schooling of a 
child of thirteen."

‘They understand only the simplest 
English," the professor went on to say, 
"and do little or no thinking for them- 
selves."

"He said that?" gasped the tobacco­
nist. "He said that, and got away with 
his life. Well, all I've got to say is 
that he's a blamed fool. It may seem 
presumptuous for me to tell a professor 
he’s either a fool or a liar, but he's all 
wrong.

"No, I’m not an American, but the 
United States has produced some great 
men. The American, the Canadian and 
the English are all right, each in his 
own place, but none is any good alone. 
The Englishman is too slow, the Cana- 
dian is too conservative in his business 
methods, and the American is too fast 
and reckless. All together, however, 
they make a fine combination, with the 
best intelligence you can get anywhere 
in the world." 1

The problem which at present faces the stock- 

raiser is well illustrated by these figures. There 
is, however, consolation In the fact that the market 
wll come back—the leading authorties are agreed on 
this point—owing to the boomerang effect which the 
tariff is bound to have in reacting against the best 
interests of the United States by depleting their 
supply of stockers; but in the meantime it is highly 
essential that the Canadian bankers co-operate with 
the farmers in tiding over the present emergency.

At the same time, it is up to the Government to 
see what can be done towards having the American 
markets reopened to Canada. There is, of course, the 
British market, but under present circumstances this 
cannot take the place of that of the United States. 
Nevertheless, it affords some relief, and the improve­
ment of facilities for British shipments and provision 
for the feeding and finishing of cattle in the West 
are matters that call for urgent attention.

The pressing problem is, however, that of finance, 
and, as the Calgary Herald points out, it is the duty 
of the Government and large financial interests of this 
country to safeguard the raiser of the cattle from hav­
ing to sacrifice his breeding stock because he cannot 
hold it owing to lack of feed or funds. The stock raiser 
does not ask for philanthropy or a bonus. What he 
needs is assistance in his credit for a greater length 

: of time, so that he can carry his stock over to the 
better market that is sure to come. Eastern Canada 
is as deeply interested in this question as the West, 
and active co-operation from Atlantic to Pacific is 
absolutely essential if one of the Dominion s key 
industries is to be restored to a sound condition.

This is the main 
object underlying the request for a conference, and 
il is to be hoped that no time will be lost.

Figures issued from the Calgary stockyards show 
that during the first seven days In September, 1918, 
there were 3.383 head of cattle marketed at the yards. 
In the same week of 1919 there were 4,807 cattle mar­
keted. and in the same week of 1920 there were 2.662 
marketed.

In 1918 shipments made during that period included 
20 cars of cattle to Chicago. 5 cars to Toronfo. 2 cars 
to Winnipeg, 13 care to Edmonton, and 1 to Moose 
Jaw. The price ran $10 a hundred, for feeders, $12 
for beef steers, and $9 for calves.

In 1919, during the first seven days of September. 
19 cars of cattle were sent to Chicago, 83 to Moose 
Jaw, 6 to British Columbia, and 17 to Edmonton, while 
58 cars of stock cattle went to various Alberta points.

In 1920 the division of shipments was approxi­
mately the same. The price ran $9 a hundred for 
feeders, $1050 for top steers, and $8 for cowe.

PROTECTING GROWING CROPS.

The importance of protecting insectivorous birds is being 
more generally recognized by farmers and fruit-growers in 
Canada. In view of the heavy losses to farmers, gardeners 
end orchardists through the depredations of Insect pests, 
according to the Dominion entomologist, Arthur Gibson. 
Those persons who seek to raise crops from the soil are 
realizing that Canada's debt to her insect-destroying birds 
is a heavy one, and they are learning to do their share 
toward saving those birds.

Losses to fields, gardens and orchards, together with the 
losses by plant and tree diseases, takes an immense toll 
from growers every year.

For long periods of years the British 
Government, for their part, had been 
represented by five ministers, who. 
whatever their demerits, could com­
pare in length of executive experience 
with any other five ministers who could 
be collected in any other country in the 
world The average length of service, 
according to a rough calculation he had 
made in conversation with Premier 
Hughes, of the ministers representing 
the British Government at the confer-, 
ence was seventeen years apiece. But 
if they took the experience in executive 
office of Arthur Balfour and added to 
it the experience in executive office of 
Lloyd George, these two men, speaking 
on behalf of the British Empire to 
their dominion colleagues, involved 
forty years of British history — and 
triumphant history. (Cheers.) The 
premiers of the dominions represented 
an average, as far as he could make 
out. of eleven or twelve years of high 
public office. At any rate, there was 
one game at which Australia could not 
defeat Great Britain. (Laughter.) 

Memorable Conference.
Premier Hughes, responding to the 

toast, said the Imperial Conference had 
been a memorable conference. It had 

Jdone its work without a fanfare of 
trumpets and beating of drums, but had 
done work that would endure. This 
empire was now more truly an empire, 
and this commonwealth of nations was 
more truly a commonwealth of nations 
because of the last Imperial Conference 
than ever before.

The members had assembled on a 
footing of absolute equality and had 
subscribed to decisions which were the 
invariable and true foundations of an 
enduring empire. “Our safety, our

A fare of 2c a mile is permitted by 

the commission on D. U. R. branch of 
Detroit. Jackson and Chicago lines, but 
only a rate of 11c on the Detroit, Mon- 
roe and Toledo,"the Rapid Railway and 
the company’s own interurban system 
about Detroit. It had been the con­
tention of D. U. R. representatives at 
hearings before the commission that the 
Glaspie law should be applied to its 
interurban properties as a whole and 
not to its individual lines.

Filed Schedules.
Previous to the Glaspie law going 

into effect last Thursday every inter- 
urban system in the state, with the ex- 
ception of the D. U. R., had complied 
with an order of the commisison to file 
their schedules of temporary tariffs, the 
permanent fares to be determined by the 
commission after an appraisal of all 
lines and an audit of their books. Failure 
of the D. U. R. to follow the commis­
sion’s request resulted in an order that 
the D. U. R. institute rates agreed on 
and file its tariff schedule.

Reports to the commisison that the 
company was still charging 2c on all 
lines brought forth the order demanding 
the reduction.
