Besides Captain Bonnard, the dead 
included Chief Engineer Dunn of 
Kingston. Ontario, and First Mate 
Smith of Brewer Mills. Ont. Names 
of the others were not obtainable this 
afternoon.

The rescued were Second Engineer 
Wm. Fauve, Jean Duval and Henry 
Duval, all of St." Votique, Ont.;

He declared that what the unem­
ployed wanted was work, not doles, 
and that the greatest opportunity 
would be found in an adequate hous­
ing scheme.

On the question of unemployment 
insurance, he warned the government 
against being tempted into the 
direction of insurance by the separate 
industries, contending that insurance 
of the workingmen was a national 
obligation. This warning was 
prompted by rumors that the govern­
ment was contemplating some such 
scheme.

The debate showed that the gov­
ernment had no new remedies to put 
forward, and that it relies mainly on 
the proposals of the previous govern­
ment, which include the building and 
improving of roads and similar pub­
lic services, as well as inducing the 
railway companies to hasten work 
upon contemplated extensions as the 
best means of absorbing a large 
amount of unskilled labor.

Offer No Assistance.
In none of these projects, however, 

was any government assistance fore­
shadowed.

The same comparative apathy at­

tended the discussion of the Irish 
constitution in the House of Lords as 
was exhibited in the House of Com­
mons. The bill -passed the second 
reading without revision by the 
slenderly-attended House.

The Duke of Devonshire, on mov­
ing the second reading without re­
vision, said he might almost regard 
it as his hereditary duty to propose 
the rejection of the home rule bills. 
He, however, found himself in the 
strange position of being the minis­
ter responsible for moving the second 
reading of a bill to confer a constitu­
tion on the Irish Free State. But in 
the circumstances of today it would 
be impossible for any government, 
however it might bo composed, to 
take any other course than that he 
now Was recommending to the Lords. 
Moreover, it not only would be use­
less, but dangerous, to go into past 
history and revive old memories. 
Under these circumstances the only 
question was whether the constitu­
tion accorded with the treaty, and on 
this question the law officers of the 
crown agreed it did.

Subjective noises Increase In damp 
weather. If the patient takes cold 
they are worse. Indulgence in alco­
hol and certain drugs, like quinine, 
will aggravate them. Emotional ex­
citement or hard mental work will 
make them worse. They are always 
influenced by bad health, excessive 
fatigue or any unusual physical con­
dition.

They are essentially a symptom of 
middle-age or advanced years. Chil­
dren never have head noises.

It Is rare to have any complaint 
while the victim is out-of -doors. At 
night or when in a quiet room they 
are most noticed. Diversion and ac­
tive work of some sort will cause 
them to be forgotten.

Associated with these subjective 
noises may be well-defined hallucin­
ations. I recall a patient who told 
me he had a fairy in his ear. He 
said this fairy was always talking 
to him and directing his actions I 
am glad it was a good fairy and not 
an imp!

Treatment Often Simple.•
In the treatment of head noises the 

cause must, of course, be discovered 
If this is found to be middle-ear 
trouble it must receive the careful 
attention of the ear specialist.

Here, to be sure, there Is the pos­
sibility that, not the over-eating, but 
an intolerance for eggs, was respons­
ible for the epilepsy. When food 
poisoning must be reckoned with, skin 
tests are a useful modern aid to de­
tect the offending food. So, too, the 
use of X-ray pictures as a diagnostic 
means should not be omitted if there 
is reason to suspect focal infection 
of teeth, sinuses, etc.

I As to general dietary measures in 
epilepsy the important thing seems 
to be to avoid foods tending to in­
digestion, putrefaction, and constipa­
tion. This means reduction of the 
meat intake, the non-use of fried 
foods, fresh white bread, and other 
foods difficult of digestion. There 
is less insistence nowadays on putting 
epileptics on a salt-free diet, but such 
a diet is assuredly of real helpful­
ness in many cases.

Then, too, recent research is 
emphasizing the psychic as well as 
physical factors in epilepsy. There 
are epileptics who seemingly need 
more than anything else environ­
mental changes and training in emo­
tional control. Of this I shall have 
more to say on another occasion.

the McCormick site for London’s new city hall. This vote 
was always overwhelmingly in favor of this site as the 
one best selection that London afforded. Three times the 
city councils (for some unknown reasons) have gone 
contrary to the wishes of the people who elected them, 
and, ’by different methods, have contrived to block* the 
will of the citizens.

Both mayoralty candidates were1 
given a lair hearing at the meeting 
called for the purpose of discussing 
municipal affairs, especially those 
pertaining to Ward Two, held in 
Empress Avenue School, West Lon­
don, Thursday evening.

Berlin, Nov. 30. — The Russian 

Soviets' program at Lausanne, as 
outlined tonight by M. Tchitcherin. 
the Russian foreign minister, will be 
liberally interlarded with "we de­
mand."

After a day spent in getting 
acquainted with Chancellor Cuno 
and the other members of the new 

■ German government, M.. Tchitcherin 
called in the foreign correspondents, 
with whom he freely discussed his 
government's attitude at Lausanne, 

■repeating in large measure what he 
I had already said in similar interviews 
in Russia.

He maintained that neither the 
League of Nations nor any inter­
national combination of powers 
should exercise any control whatever 
over the Turkish straits, which 
should be completely closed to war- 
ships and restricted to commercial 
navigation. Russia, he declared, 
would be prompt to support Turkey 
in her attempt to overthrow any 
agreement violating Turkish sov­
ereign rights or leaving the straits 
open, and Russia’s program would 
remain unchanged, whatever conclu­
sions were arrived at by the powers 
at Lausanne.

POSTPONE DISCUSSION.
Lausanne, Nov. 30.—After verbally 

protesting today to the Representa­
tives of the entente countries against 
the decision to keep Russia out of 
the Near East conference, except 
with respect to the Dardanelles, M. 
Rakovsky asked the conference not 
to begin the discussion on the Straits 
tomorrow as arranged.

This Request Was Granted.
M. Tchitcherin, Russia’s chief dele­

gate, will not arrive here before to­
morrow night, and M. Rakovsky re­
quested postponement until Monday 
of the Straits discussion, mainly be­
cause he wants the chief minister 
present. He informed Lord Curzon. 
M. Barrera and Marquis di Girroni 
that Russia was not content with 
the allies’ decision to keep her from 
participation in all the deliberations 
of the conference.

The official reply to the Russian 
petition contended that the original 
invitation extended to Russia clearly 
explained that Russia, was bidden to 
Lausanrte only for the Straits nego- 
tiations, and that therefore there was 
no possible basis for a misunder­
standing.

Says Greece Ruined.
On the different aspects of this 

question the Russian delegates would 
be given every opportunity to make 
known their views. The former; 
Greek premier, M. Venizelos, who is| 
continuing his official conference ac- 
tivities without his position being af-, 
fected by the Grecian executions, at- 
tended the meeting of the sub-com-I 
mission on the Ottoman debts this J

"‘ernoon. Without mincing -words.' 
Itold the delegates that Greece was 
ruined and could not pay a farthing 
of the Turkish liabilities.

The entire question of the Grecian! 
executions, the withdrawal of the’ 
British minister from Athens and 
the resultant effect of this on the 
Greek and English relations at the 
conference was gone over tonight in 
the course of a long conversation be­
tween M. Venizelos and Lord Curzon. 
The former took the initiative and 
motored to Lord Curzon's hotel at 
Ouchy.

M. Venizelos declined to make any 
comment, but the indications are 
that he is feeling greatly embar­
rassed in his relations toward the 
conference. Nevertheless, all the! 
delegations, including even the Eng- 
lish, are trying to prevent the Gre- 
clan tragedy from endangering the 
conference, which is regarded as too 
important to the general peace of 
Europe to be affected by a Grecian 
internal question.

F. O. Lindley, the British minister i 
to Greece, who has withdrawn from 
Athens, is due here tomorrow to con­
fer with Lord Curzon.

I never Credited it to the ser- The man who asks the third ques­
tion is just burning up to know if 
Mr. Ford is a Theosophist, a Spirit­
ualist, or a New Thoughter. Does he 
believe in transmigration of the soul 
or in reincarnation 7 What does he 
think of Confucius and Buddha? 
Would it be possible to have a talk 
with him on the esoteric teachings 
of the ancient mystics, or the doc­
trine of the Stoics? Inasmuch as he 
entertains some very original ideas 
on everything under the sun con­
cerning which he speaks, he must| 
have some very original and inter­
esting views on religion. For the sat­
isfaction of this man permit me to 
say that Mr. Ford believes, or did 
once believe, in reincarnation. I 
have never gone into the subject with 
him, so I do not know to what extent 
the belief has taken hold of him. I 
have heard him say that he has a 
knowledge of some things with which 
it seems to him he was born. It 
comes to him as out of the experi­
ence of a former life.

The last question is meant to draw 
out a statement as to Henry Ford's 
ideals, his social theories, his doc­
trines of human relations, particu­
larly his idea of industrial relations. 
It comes as a rule from a man who 
places the emphasis on social rather 
than individual righteousness, who is 
interested in the fruits of religion 
more than in its theological and ec­
clesiastical roots. He will find the 
answer to his question scattered here 
and there throughout these pages, so 
that I need not restate it here.

To sum it all up, Henry Ford is 
not a churchman in the sense that 
he attends any church with regular­
ity, enters into its worship, sacra­
mental or other, is interested in the! 
extension of its work, and contrib-! 
utes toward its support in a manner 
commensurate with his means. His 
father was a vestryman in the little 
Episcopal Church in Dearborn. It 
was in this church that Mr. Ford was 
baptized and confirmed.

Like many another man baptized 
and confirmed in early life, he has 
not maintained a close contact with 
organized religion in later years. I 
cannot conceive of him working con­
tentedly and enthusiastically in any 
organization, religious or secular, in 
which he is not the dominating spirit 
and majority stockholder. If he were 
to accept the authority and respon­
sibility for the reorganization of the 
church along lines of efficiency and 
finance I have no idea what lie would 
do. But I am sure that whatever he 
did would go down.in ecclesiastical 
history. Much that is now at the 
bottom would come to the top, so far 
as the organization is concerned, and 
much now at the top would sink Into 
oblivion. We would have the unique 
spectacle of ecclesiastical conven­
tions meeting annually to devise ways 
and means for using a surplus, in­
stead of assembling, as at present, 
for the purpose of working out some 
plan for meeting the deficit in last 
year's missionary budget. The clergy 
might be taken care of by giving 
them a job six days in the week in 
the foundry, with the understanding 
that they preacli gratis on the sev­
enth.

I cannot imagine Henry Ford in­
terested in creeds, much less sub-

ods. Personally, I think the world 
needs both of you, that both are do­
ing a service to humanity, and I am 
not going to allow either of you to 
criticize the other in my presence 
without a protest.”

A short time afterward. Mr. Ford 
referred to the visit which he had 
from the two members of my vestry. 
"I don’t believe in building big and 
costly churches for the rich,” he said, 
in explaining his refusal to con­
tribute toward the erection of the 
building then under way. "The 
amount of money you are putting 
into this one church edifice would 
provide for a half-dozen settlement 
houses which, if properly placed, 
would do a great deal more good.”

It was then that I told him that 
if he would come to church the next 
Sunday, and give me a chance to 
talk to him when he could not talk 
back, I would tell him why I thought 
the centers of worship should be as 
beautiful and costly as men could 
make them. He said he would come. 
And he did. ,

But when it came to a building for 

the social activities of the parish, it 
was different.

I wanted to avoid 
that.

CHAPTER IX.
Henry Ford and the Church.

I once preached a sermon for 
Henry Ford's special benefit. I told 
him I was going to do so, and asked 
him to be present and hear it. He 
came. He listened very attentively.

went, spent a pleasant evening with 
him, talked for the most part about 
almost everything but the one thing 
they went to him to talk about, be­
cause he steered the conversation, 
and came away, as I have stated In 
another chapter, empty handed.

One of the gentlemen who inter­
viewed Mr. Ford on this occasion 
was himself a man of wealth and 
very generous toward his church. 
After telling me of what took place 
at the interview, he launched Into a 
severe criticism of Mr. Ford. I 
stopped him. "You say that Henry 
Ford is wanting in generosity," I 
said to him. "Well, do you know 
that there are people in this city 
who say the same thing of you?"

"How can they say that?" he said, 
evidently somewhat nettled. "You 
know that it Is not true. You know 
that I have given thousands, tens 
of thousands- to my church and Its 
institutions.

"I know that," I replied, "and that 
Is just the point people make against 
you. You give to it, but In the opin­
ion of the public you are giving rela­
tively little or nothing to anything 
else."

“But it’s my money, isn't it? Am 
I not at liberty to give it away as I 
deem best? If I want to give it all 
to the church, whose business it is 
but my own?" was the reply.

“Why, then, criticize Henry Ford." 
I replied, “for claiming exactly the 
same privilege when he comes to 
giving his money away? He is giv-

fit every shoetome for investigation through my 
department. The pity of it is that 
bo many proved to be undeserving. 
Great was the surprise and con- 
fusion of people to find that their 
letters had touched the sympathy 
which they had hoped to arouse, but 
that that sympathy proposed to act 
intelligently. No case, if it seemed 
to merit investigation, was turned 
down by Mrs, Ford.

There is a woman on a farm in 
Arkansas, for example, who must be 
stiII wondering at the reach of the 
Ford Motor Company, because an in- 
vestigator appeared at her door one 
day in answer to her pitiful appeal 
to Mrs. Ford. And she must still ex- 
Parlance some embarrassment when 
she recalls how widely her real con- 
dition, as the investigator found it 
to be, differed from her description 
of it in her letter to Mrs. Ford. She 
was well to do, but Arkansas seemed 
such a long way from Dearborn that 
she thought she could take a chance 
on getting something without her 
case being looked into.

Mrs. Ford's Kindness.
The personal attention which Mrs. 

Ford gives to these cases is but an 
index of the gentleness, the kindness 
and sympathy that are in her, as well

as a rule, in the rear of factories. 
Often they are just dark, dusty, 
greasy holes in the ground, with 
mountains of coal piled outside. Fac­
tory buildings and office buildings 
are put out on the street and much 
thought is given to their appearance. 
The power plant is put in a squat 
building, often In a shed on the rear 
of the lot.
