T0 THE RIGHT HON., THE RARL OF MAY0, ORIEF BRCHR-
TARY YOR IRELAND.

Mx Lorn—if the public opinion of the three king-
doms, eoforced, a8 it would seem by the unanimous
voice of all Euzope—nay, the whole Qbristian world
—should demand emphatically and useguivocally
the divorce of chursh and statein Ireland, I eannot
gee sy judt reagon why your government shonld not
adopt it, mould it into form, and pass it inte law,
Thet was the course followed in eimilar eircom-
stances by the great Duke and Bir Robert Peel, in
129, when, by the great Act of Uatholic Emsncipation,
they sacrificed without acruple and io a spirit of
purest patriotist, their own long cherished private
convictiona in the intereat of the commonweal. And
that ia the couzse being followed this very kour lgy_ Y
stateaman Of a very high order, the Anstrian Minis.
ter, Baron Von Beust. He too has given up the
deepeat and strongest convicticns of bis life, bat be
hag saved an empire. My lord that is an example
signal and significant, and pertinent at all pointa—
think well on't. To ma it i3 palpable thata Firat
Lord, who ie Mioister tor the people a3 well as Minis-
tar of the Orown, haa po busin 83 to bave any crot-
chets of his own in the Oabinet, he may have as wany
as he fano‘es io bis library at home. His bueiaess
and hin duty is to observe with a salm eye the cor-
rente and the eddies of the nationa) gentiment—the
throbbings of the nationsl heart —and the strength
and the direction of the popularis aura, the mighty
breath and voice of & people, and ateer hig bark ac-
cordingly. If, placed at the helm of the Btate craft,
he affect to guide the current and command the wind,
he fearfully endangera craft and cargo crew and all.
I repudinte oo the mischievous superstition which
waunld oling in s critical emergency to the ordinary
conveniences of government by party. - As honest
Abrakam Linooln so terssly aaid, “Croasicg the tor-
rent ig not the time to swop horses ¥ Nay, with
respect to the great question now before us, I will
ventare ta eay there would he even a special fitness
wn 1:3 belag taken up and disposed of by & Qonasrva-
tive government, It is an exclusively Irish question.
All the interesta it affects are Iriah, and all thege in-
teregta sffact almoet exclusively the great conserva-

tive party inIreland. Ifthls Iarge measure of redress
which we have in view be paseed by them. by a grace-

ful and generous concession, it will be earried into

great aims that step would tend and pearly attain.

Under the impression that considerations such s
tbese will probably induce your lordship to taks this
great question serionsly in bend, [ beg to lay before
you the following cbservatiors bearing upon it taking
-for a text thisresolution of ourliish Catbolic pre-
Jater, unanimonaly adopted by them at their meeting
in Ocrober last: * That by the appropriation of the
ecclesiantical property of Irelané for the benefit of
the poor, the legislature would realize one of the
purposes for which it wes originally destined, and
to which it was spplied in Oatholic times’

In approaching the question how beat to dispose
of the Irish Cburch property, it cugat to be borne in
miod that should ths opinion favourabie to an equit-
~bie partition of that property amongst the three
caurches prevail, the tithe rent in any case muost be
exceptett. . It is paid directly ard for by far the lar-
geat part by the members of the Fatablished Oburch,
and the apportioning of it {o any other charch would
inflict upon our Protastant countrymen the very grie-
vange 10w complained of by the Carholics,compelling
them to contribute to the support ot a church whoae
teaching they repudiate. But the !real estate, the
acres, are embarrassed by po such scruples. And
wishing to desl tenderly with tbe Sigter Churcb snd
hand ber down with gentle care from her present
* bad emineunce,’ I should be well disposed to go a
good way with Earls Grey and Russell, and aseign
tu her & pretty slice of that estats to form the pu-
cleus of such ® gustenntion fund ' ag would make her
contented and happy, like her Scotch cousin, ia Ath;

n
kere ] would observe, en s.assont, that the simplest
and the most appropiate appropriation of the whole of
ths Chorch’'s real estate might ba lo share it equitably
between tbe three denominatiouns, conveyiog away
abgolately in free gitt tha several shares 10 corpor-
ate boards created ov- adopted by themselves, and
entrusted with its due mapagement and disburse-
ment.

This would be putting the three Churches on terms

of perfect equality without, in the striet gensc
endowing any of them ar nakiog their clergy io sny
gense stipendiaries of the State. [t would ooly be
preserving, with respect to two of them, the slalus
quo, but in much better form. Tbe Oatholic sbare
would sapplant the Maynooth grant, and the Pres-
byterian soare the Regium Donum, and thus relieve
every year manv a member of parliament from a
vote about wmhich they mast feel a conscientious re-
luctacce, whilst the Episcopalian share would serve
as & compensation for the inevitable extinction of
the clerical moooply of Trinity College, and epable
that body to establisk an ecclesiastical colleze.it may
be still in connection with old Trinity, for the due
education of a competent oumber of aspirants to that
wialstry. Bat the tithe-rent charge I would pre-
gerve intact in perpetuity a3 the real first charge
wpoa the Jand, aod with the new name, ke poor's
tenth.
Again, would it not be well to remember that the
great bulk o our lavdowners will be sgeriously
affscted, even in their pecuniary interea's, by tne pro-
posed detbronement of the Hstablishment? All
its great prizea are about to slip from - their hands
—the baronial bisboprics, the deaveries, the arch-
deaconsates, the prebends, the mu!titudinous fat liv-
ings; and besides these losees, they will be put to
new expen3s in suitaining the new order of thinge.
Would it not be. fair, would it oot ba considerste
to soften the blow, to break the fa'), by relieving
them of the burden of tte poor rate? And thig fair
congideratenees is enly enhanced by the fact that
whilst thus relieviog tte owneraof the goil, you give
equal relief 8t the rame time to theie tenanta. Nay fur-
ther and mnore widly enbanced by the fact thst by
this suggested change of .the tithe-rent to poor rate
wa would estend a geasonable and muchueeded re-
lief to the over-taxed ratepayers of all our oities and
towns, and put aa end for ever to the vexatious and
perverse anomalies of the electorsl diatrict rating
throughout the whole country.

But—and to my mind this i3 the most conclusive
—by creating & national rate, as oar poor's tenth
would be, will secure a national management of our
Poor Law syatem, which is sbsolutely indiapensable
for a better ordering of thiogs in that de:
ment of the public service. Public opinion ia England
is now wide-awnke to the necessity of some such
large reform. The many recent startling disclo
gures of the shor'omings, or worse than shortcom-
ings, of Boards >f Guardians, bave [aid baro the root
of the evil, and have shown that the true cauge of
the harsb or pegligent treatment of the poor by
Boards of Guardians in both countries i3 that
t rough the electoral district or the parochial reting,
the recipients of the rates and the payers of the rates
are brongnt into far too close a collision of interests.
This miscalied guardian of the poor is under too
palpable a bias to miltreat the wretched paaper eo
unfairly coneigped fo hiz mercy, and it may be
fairly eaid be i8 not 8o mnch his own guardian as be
ig tha guardian of bis own pack-t. .

The abomioations-of the agricultural gang eystem
too have cabt a glaring light upoo the mischievous
operation of the law c¢f settlement, whence they
plainly spring; an absurd law in our days, an ntter
anacrodiem, altogether out of time and tune with
all the surroundiags. In the midat of all the free.
dom of commerce and of trade, ia the midatof all
the freedom of tranmaport, of all the prodoctions of
labour, labour alone is not {ree, the !a0urer himself ia
literally tied by the legs. The pessantin the midland
counties in England is absoiutely deprived of all
the bonefita of the economisc law of demnand and sop-
ply. The fear of losing his gettlement keeps him at
home half-atarved npon hie . pittance of low wages,
when it free to seck it he could easily find s better
market for hig 1abour. He may emigrate to the an-
tipodes, if any one would help him, but he is not free
to migrate from one courty to another. [Ian this
way is often csused a sort of congestion of the la-
bour market, alike hurtful to all interesta, Thonght-
ful Bogliab members with an aye to this migehief
would probably help forward the experiment of a
larger syatem of mapagement in Ireland, whioh may
turn ont to.be alike beneficial to all interests.

A'considerable step in the diregiion cf remadying
these abdses was taken in the last session of Parlia«
went in reference to Londou, The whole manags
ment cf the alck poor was taken out of the hands of
the local officials, the guardiane of unions, and con-
aigned to 8 geperal board, and the whole expense
app'ied to it raized by ro equsal rating througbount
the whole metropolis, And thers is now an obvions
gravitation of opinion in favour of applying that
principle universally, 3o that the Poor Law adminis-
tration gtould be, like the other great branchea of
the public eervice, not a fragmeatary miauagement
of isotated self geeking boards, but a broad compre-
bentive natlonnl'mansgement which would indeed
avail itself of these local boards as subordinate agen-
cies, but wonld grant them uvo obstructive or con-
flicting antonomy. '

In fact, there {s at this moment &' bill before the
Lords bronght in by Lord Devon himself, the head
of the poor law department, poisting in the same
direction. Ite main purpose iz to give more effi-
ciency to tbe central aathority in controlling recal.

of a feoble consultative, a'strong executive adminis-
tration. It halts, of course,in it purpose,n tbe
ustmal style o! that timid, tentative, tinkering legis-

latlon peculiar to our imperial parliament. But atill

cittant local officials—to make it, in ghort, logtesd

‘it:is very weloome ‘as a first step—ia ‘the tight path.
I have frequently shown how easy {t wounld’ be_ for
this natipnsl mapagement, in .tbe hands of ab'e,
administrators, to'give a far better relief to.oar poor
at.a far leds coBt to the country. Accordlog-to my
viawg the heads of this new pational department
whom I could cell the Juardians General of the
Irish Poor, would have the wholé body of tliem aa well
in hand as an able commacder-ia~ch et bae hiz whole
army. however they may ba acattered over an ex-
tenejve territory. For every ope of them, man or
woman, boy or gir], tbey wonld fiod the right place
where each and every cne msy be turned to best
accoput for gelf and fellows. Under this system
every urkan workkouse would be a real workhouse,
a true indostrial echool, and every rural workhonse
an egricultoral coloay, and by the combined and
harmonions action which this large scbheme facilita
tep the inmates of those workbouses would be cn-
abled. to a very great extent, if not abaolutely, to
eupport themselves, I submitted my plan in extento,
gome time ago, to an Eoglish geotlemsn, baviog a
large practical experience ¢f poor law affairs,snd
here is what he wrote we:—'I feel perzuaded
that if the Government wonld apply themselves to
this question 8 system of poor jaws might be devised
which, baged ov industrial plans, would be found to
be of comparatively little expemse 10 tha country,
and would be far more conspuant to the feelings of
the poor.  The experiesce [ bave during tke
progress cf the irdustrial exceriment here gives
me the strongea: assurence of 1hig, and [ epesk ad-
vigedly when I say that the scheme might be worked
out practically with the grea‘est ease.

I1a-e suzgested several uzefnl sids which would
considerably facilitate these ! indnstrial plans’ alluded
to by my Eagliah corresposdent, and yet wonld cost
nothing to nobody, Io our origlasl poor law per
mission was given to the Board of Orduance to hand
over for the use of our poor law administration'with
or without consideration’ such barracks throughout
the country s they could well diaperse with. In cur
poor law reform Dill [ would eive & asimilar per-
mission to the Woods and Forests and to the Irish
Ecclesiastical Commissioners to coavey to our
Guardisns General, without consideration the waste
lands belopgiog to the Chutch snd to the Crawn.
Avnd I must aleo ingerta clause !1ke that in railway
bills empowering these Guardisns-Genmeral to take
by & compnlsory valuation &t their present actual
warketahle price such portioss of land, whetber
waste or reclaimed,as they may Gnd suitnbleand con-
venient to aoy of tteir workhomses. Thia is plainly
the most feasible way of makioe a becioning, and a
safe beginning of ttat long-taiked of work, ths re-
clamation of our waste laads those wastes uson
which, sccordine to Arthur Young,‘is to be prace
tised the most profitable husbagd:y, in the king’s du-
minicns.” By this procesi, too, we may try op &
safa peale anotber experiment in & matter much
diseussed juat vow, by creating a class of veasant
praoprietors oce of our greatest needs, according to
the best publicists of the day. Qur guardians-Geane-
ral could diepose of the landa they reclaimeé in mo-
derste-siz=d farms at very moderate rents avd long
leases, with stringent provisiens against enb lettieg,
aod with right of redemption on easy terme, 80 ag to
mske them readily convertible into fee-simple es-
tates, This would be carryicg out this moat inte-
resting experiment under circumstances in the high-
est degree favourable for eecuring a sound meanage-
ment of these little astates, by placiog these peagant
proprietors under tde enlightened, paternal, and
wholly disinterested guidance avd control of an ever
present suthority, a‘ccrporalion that never dies)
our gusrdiana-general,

Bat this good economy of wy scheme js by no
meang its higheat merit. * It hag merit of a far high-
er order. It would give smch ‘facilities for classifi-
cation a8 to make it perfectly practicable to apply
the denominational ystem even to our workhouses.
1t wonld be s eimple thing enough, upon my plan to
tring the Oatholic poor into workbouses apart, 6o
8 to have them under exclugively Oatholic gnidance
snd control. And all theinmates of a workhouse
being Oatnolic, whe could object to its being con-
sigoed, a8 all our reformatories are, to the manage
ment of some one of our religious commaunities—
our Oblates, or Redemptorists, or Ohristian Brothers,
aur Sigtera of Okarity, our Sisters of Mercy, or sny
other of our various sisterhoods or brotherhoods ?
Your Oatbolic triends caa readily appreciate the
vast importance of tm:h a chapge as this, substitu-
tiog for the mercenary services of cold, heedless
ignorent officials, the unselfish, devoted, sympathetic,
services of highly-educated men and women to
whom ench services would be indeed *a labonr of
love.” Every much workhouse would be in the
traest seuss a reformatory where these good brothers
and sisters, in bumble imitation of an sll-ru'iog
Providence, would learn to bring good out of evl],
by making that dependence to wtich poverty leads,
the means of correcting the evil habits which too
ge-eraily produce ii.

To harmonige with the Poor’s Tenth in the rural
diatriets, I would revive the ‘ministers’ money,
under the name of the paor’s mouey, in the places
whera it wss paid, snd eatablighit io all tbe eities
atd towna. [ propose for it a fixed rate of 63. er 94.
i the pound on & moderate valuation of house pro-
perty. This, I assnme they would gladly acecept
in lien of the varping rate they are mow sutjact to
—rangiong from 13, 6d. to 43. 6i. in the pound.
The sum of this mouvey, added to the £400 000,
which is, in round numbers, the total of the titherent
charge, and superadding the £85,000—the 25 per
cent, bitherto retajned by the landlords, but the
payment of which ia the circumstances here sup-
poaed they would probably resume-—I would not
insiat upon 1, howevar — although considerably
lesa than our present, Poor-law expeaditure, wonld
better suffice, I do firmly believe, under the econo-
mical gystem of management here suggested, to pro-
vide for all our destitute poora far more adequate
and bumsane treatment than that which oaly some
of them receive now. And sopposing it not to
cover tbe whole outlay, at the first starting of
the new system, it might easlly be suplemented by
a national ‘rate in-aid,’ collecteg by the pame banda,
to be leviel by an annual vote of the Commons
upon estimates presented by our Poor-law adminis-
tration. ‘

Now,would itnot be a very simple process for
the Goverament to charge itself at once with the
payment of thia tithe-rent to the clergy? It would
be purchasing, at & very cheap rats, the pacification
of Ireland.

Lord Fermoy oresided, and in the rourss
of bi3 remarks he 8aald—Now, I ax only speaking for
myeelf, and the meeting can endozse what I eay or
not ag it likes ; bu: no power on earth would induce
ms to enter into any sgitation for this purpose ex-
cept the genuine and honest one of seejng iv. carried
out, and I, for one, ehall nevec consent tothe Whigs
or any other party making use of this question for
the purpose of getting into power and dealing with

MzraxcHoLy AOCIDINT AT KINGIT. WN. — AD Acci-
dent of 5 very sad patore tovk place at Kingstown on
Satorday morning to Mr Jobn Keacy, harbour-cone
gtable, ee he was in tke act of removing & fire bar
from the railwey at the Carlicle Pier. The engine,
which had just left the turn-table and shunting to
the train, came suddenly upon the poor old maa, and,
in endeavouring to save bimself frow being crashed
to d2eth, canght hold of the locomotive and was drag-
ged thirty yards between it and the railinge. Hie
left foot waa croshed fearfully and bis right leg
broken in two places. He was at once lifted and
taken to the Harbour Commizeioners’ yard, where he
wap attended by Drs Symes, Mahood, and M‘Namara,
The arteries were tied aud the leg bandaged. He
was then tsken to Jervis-pireet Hoepital. Kenny was
an old and valued servant of the Board of Works.
Dr M'Namara ace ymparnied him from Kipgatown to
the hospital, where it was found on examinstion of
the injariea that it wounld be necessary to immediately
smputate one leg from a little below the koee.. The
delioate operation was at once performed by Surgeon
Forrest, agsigted by Dr Hughes, Dr White, and Dr
M'Namara. The operation, which wss most soce
cessful, was performed without the use of sbleroform,
and we are happy to add that Kenny is progresting.

father destined him for the Roman Oatbolic priesthood,
and having paseed throngh bis preliminary studies,he
left Viotoria for Francs Beigium and Rome, whkere he
continned his studies, and st the expiration of ter
yosrs; returned to bis eolony. Xe 'was than prepared
to take holy orders, but falliog in love with & young
lady, he turned bis atiention to more practical pur-
suits. In or about the yeer 1862 he joined a- man
named Kennedy, and opeved s hay and corn store
at the corner of Coveton street, Ballarat. The firm
¢id not progress well and thin cansed Mr. Konnedy
to take t7 drinking, and ultimately e was found
dead in the yard at 1he rear of the buildicg. O'Far-
rell algo took to the drinkiog; but recovering from
an attack of delirium {remens he temporarily aban-
donsd the babit and for a time led a steady life,
Subsequently be commenced to speculate in miniog
and one moroing he met ki old echoolmate, and
showed him a cheqae for £299, which he said he had
made in the previous three days by baying and sell'ng
serip. At this tme Feriacism bro'se out in Amar ¢
and he promounced himself a8 decided partisan of
Head«Centre Stephens. He continued to specolate in
mining, and ultimately ot only lost il be had, but
involved himtelf in debs to the amount of £6%0. Ho
wag then gold off by the sheriff o the district, the
who'e of hia ns3ets un'y realizing £63. This occurzed
in March, 1867. Ia the mesntime, he continued to
driak heavily, and had seversl attacks of delirium
tremens, for ome of which he wae attended by Dr.
Whiteombe. O'Farrell st leogth faund b 8 way inte
the Ballarat Hogpital, soffering from the effecis of
drink. After being sold off, be Getermined to seek
fresp fields for bislabora and accordingly left Ballarat
for Sydney. There is an anocdote told of him on bis
arrival at Geelong, where be atayed some days brfore
leaviog for Sydaey, via M=ibjurne. He mat some
anti Fenisng in the merket rquare, whom he had
koown in Bstlarat. Th-y taxed him with his rebe!love
feelings, ard he replied that minarchies were the
curse of Ireland, snl that the only proper form of
government was republic  1a bed often spokea to
the game fffzct in Ballarat. From ail we can learn,
O'Farrell laa man of strong tempecament, exceede
ingly impulsive and determined. Xvidently once
geized wita an ides, he is Dot the person to ba easily
oerauaded from it. Of his Feuian proslivities, there
can be no doubr. He kas firquently, io Ba'larat, not
only defended,bat advocated the canee of Fenianism
and expressed bimself in terma which often d-ew
down upon bim the animadversion of his hearers.

TFhe Ballasat Star in reference to the attempted
murder of the Prince, says:—' Referriog to 1hat
being 'Farrell, I obaarved there was a Blight inac-
curacy in the bistorical tketch of his past eareer
which appeared a fsw days sgo ia the Star. Bad
health was cot the caaee of bis leaving college ; the
f ct is, hiz educational superiors both here and
abroad rejected bis candidature, considering bim
from their koowledge of hia proclirities as being
totally unfit for holy orders. This, to my personal
k owledge civsed him to entertain the most vin-
dictive apimosi'y towards the whole body of the
Catholic clergy, vilifying them in a most eautrageous
manner whenever they formed the topic of ronversa-
tion.’

The presecce of the Doke of Edinbargh has aronsed
the Joralty of Australis, and probably destroyed
whatever inflaence 1the Fenian organizition might
possecs in those colonies. The retribution which
Fenianism prepares is 10 ghsot him at a picnic.
We wish we could believe that thig crime wagmerely
the work of one distempered mind, and that when the
perpetrator had been punisbed there would be poshing
more to sugpect or fear. Bat it i3 too much io char~
acter with the general teoonr of the conapiracy for
us to be content with apy such careless explanation.
The Fenians have shown that they have all the will
to shed blood; and they bave only been defeated in
their moet formidahle schemes by the watchfulness
of the British and Colonial Governmenta, and by the
faithfrlness of those who are in the employment of
the Crown. As this is not the first murderons at-
tempt that has been made, no one can venture to
predict that it will be the Iast. Hapnily, the couarse
of events every day diminirhes the icfluence of those
fanatical leaders who compaes sea and land to obtain
sgents for their schemes, The asssult ou the Duke
of Edinburgh occorred at a time when the minds of
the traitors in Australia were, no doubt, full of the
exacution of the Manchester murderers, aod of that
ontrage in London which i# now being iovestigated
at the Old Bailey. They are two months bebind the
march of eventain the couniries whichare the bhomes
of the conspiracy. A new irflience bas made itself
felt gince that time. The Irish have spoken in their

own coun'ry and have denied their cimplieity with
their gelf-styied representatives. The disbanded
bravaes of the American civil war may atiil tbirst
after exci‘ement and plood ; the dregs of Irieh poverty
ia Dublir or Cork, in Londozn or Liverpool, may be
willing to undertake any vile work to which their
employera may put them; but all who are capable of
political insight now know tbat Fenianism, if it had
aver geduced for s moment s portion of the Irish peo-
ple:.rhls been defizitively abandoned and condemned.

Omamee cr Frsianes —At Bow-sireet Police
Oourt, London, oz Monday, Patrick Gormapn, &
journeyman shoemaker, was chargad with inciting
James Winterbonurne, a cowpusitor, to take the Fe-
pian oath, The prisoner accoated Winterbonrne in
Euston-road, between eight and nine o’clock at night,
pretending s previons acqaaintance fand offering to
sdminister the Meniax oath to bim. He nleo offered
to take Wintorbourne to s poblic bounse 1n Salisbury
street, where Le eaid there was to be a Fenian meet-
ing to complete a plot for blowing up the Honsea of
Parhament, Backingbsm Palsce, and the British
Mugenm with gunpowder. Winterbourne said he
was not the persou that the prisoner had taken him
for, and, not being & Feoias, would not teke any
guch oath. The prisoner then threatened to murder
bim, adding, ‘1 will wash my hauds in your blood.’
These threats were overheard by a policeman (Gon-
try. 152 E), who came up duriog thealtercation, and
took the prigoper into custody. He wag druok at
the time. The prisouer denied all recollection of the
convergstion, and declared that he had nothing tn
do with any Feniau association or organisation. He
was remanded for forther inguiry.

Fryrax Arrppr. — On tbe arrival of the steamer
from Liverpool, two Detective officers who were in
waiting immediately went on board, and, haviog
closely ecrutinired the passengers, took into custody
s respectable-looking young mauo, with a military
bearing, Wuoen bronght to the cabin and questioned,
he gaid his name wag Micbaei Gorman. Preli-
minary search wus then made, but no documente of
o ped tione obarac'er or aTm8 were found. He was
then conveyed in a.cab to the Commissioners’ Office,
at the Lower Castle Yard, wherea turther and closer
exsminaticn was wade. The officers s00n detected
something inside the lining of his clothing, and on
tipping it they found seversl documents; The con-
tents have rot tranapired, but we underatand tl_mt
they clearly ccnneot the prisoner with the Fenian
conspiracy. On. the arrival ot Colovel Lake, &
private examination was beld, and Gorman was then
removed to Richmond Brideweil on remasd. The
arrest wae evidently madse on ipformation received
by the police. :

At Bow-strest Police-coart, €dward Barry and
Michsel (O’Keefe were brought op on remand on
Monday before Mr Vaughsn, on the charge of baviog
s quantity of combuatible matter fn their possessfon
for the supposed purpose ‘of committing = felony.
‘Me, Poland, barrister, instrocted by Mr: Pollard, of
the Treasury Solicitors’ cffice, sppeared for the
Orown.  The prisoners were defanded by Mr. Lonis
Lewis, 28 Great Marlborough atreet, Mr. : Poland
gaid that since the last examination the. police had
been engaged in ‘makinginguirleaas to the  circum-
stancep.of this oase. : There is of courss, verylittle:

Malo, and been for some time warmly
engaged with the enemy, be wss wrecked on the 9¢h
of November, 1800, in St. Aubin’a Bay, Jarsey, He
next served in the Cawmbridge, 74; Hercule, T4;
Culloden, 74; an2 Qanopus, 80, and thence was
tranaferred to the Viotory, 100, bearing the fisg of
Lord Nelaon. On theretnrn of the fleat from ite
pnrauit of the combined fizeia to the West Jndiea,
Mr Pollard was afforded, a8 signal midahipmap, an
opporturity of participatiog in tte nction off Oape
Trafalgar., Oa that cccasion. while standing on the
poop, he was Btruck by & pplinter on the right arm,
and chanced to be the first officer who was there his.
A musket ball next pagsed through the ghell of his
spy glasa above tis haed,and & gecood one shat-
tered tte watch in his pocket. Sometime after the
Victory bad been in action with the French 74 gun

ship Redoubtabie, the cffizera and men aronnd him
begicoing 1o fall fast, the attention of Me. Pollard

fcr Toleration, fo a istter to the Rev. Dr. Pusey;' |

was arrested by a nomber of riflemen crouching in
the tops of the Redoubtable, and direciing & de-
sfroctive fire on the poop and quarter-deck of the
Victory. He immediately seized a musket, and,
being supplied by the sizgnal quartermaster with am.
maaition left by the Marines (who from beicg picked
off 8o faarfully were ordered by Nelson himself from
the poop to the starboard gangway), continaed firiog
at the men in the enemy’s tops till not one was to be
seen. In the act of handing the Iast parcel of ball
cartridgea the quartermaster was killed on the apas,
leaviag Me. Pollard when the action terminated the
only officer alive of those who had been originally
stationed on the poop, and thus originated the belief
tbat it was he Who gave the fatal blow to the man
who shot Lord Nelgon, and this fact was ahortly
after the action confirmea by bis Oaptsin, Bir Thomas
Hardy, who gent for bim into the ward-room avrd in
the preserce of the cfHizers congratulated him upom
baving avenged the death of their immortal chief, =
On leaving the Victory the following month he
served suocessively in the Queen, 98, Dreadnonght,’
98, and Hibarnia, 110, beating the respective flags
of Liords Qollingwood, Nortbesk, and Bt. Vincent,
and was made lieutenaut N>vember 14th, 1306, and
continoed serving, with only an jntermission of 16
months, u-til 1814, duriog which time be saw much
war service, and wag engsged in maoy cutting-out
expeditions until Beptember of that year, when he
had to return home sick, aod, notwitbstanding such
distingnished servizes as we bave narrated, Mr. Pol-
lard was allowed to remsin unrewarded, and ahelved
on half.pay till 1828, when be was appointed for
three years, etill a lieutenant, to the Ordinary, at
Bheerness. From 1836 to 1853 ke served in the
Ooastguazd, and the latter year, as & lardy recogni-
tion of bis long 8ervicea both in war and peacs, was,
a8 & lisutenant. appointed to Greenwich Hospital.

Tue “ Wirness ¥ ox Divorce.—~Our con-
temporary admits that we are right 1n insisting
that they whom ¢ God has joined togetber
shoult mot be put asunder by man:” but Le
insists that we are wrong in leaving out of view
the exception which Our Lord Himsell made.
Here we suppose that the TVitness alludes to
St. Matt, 5. 32.:—

¢ Whosoever ghall put away his wife, exceptiog
the cause of fornication, canseth her to commit
adoltery: and whoscever ghall marry her that 13
put away, committeth adultery.”

From this text Protestants generally—we ex-
cept certain members of the Anglican denomina.
tion who with Catholics hold the absolute mndis—
solubility a vinculo of the marriage tie—argue,
that 10 cases of adultery, the vinculum, or bond
of marriage may be dissolved. But this is evi
dently absurd ; and although the passage itselt
may be scmewhat obscure, the mterpretation put
upon it by Protestants is plainly erroneous.

For 1a the first place, if the bond or vinculumn
of marriage were dissolved, or dissoluble by the
infidelity of the wife, how would he who should
afterwards marry the woman put away, or di-
vorced for that cause, be guilty of tbe crime of
adultery? For if the man be detached from the
woman whom he put away, the woman can no
longer be joined to the man who put her away :
and so the cime of which he should be guilty
who, subsequent to her puiting away, or divorce
a vinculo, should cobabit with her, would not,
could not possibly be adultery, whatever else it
might be. The usual Protestant interpretation
of Our Lord’s words 13 therefore manifestly
false. In short,if in any case the marriage bond
can be s0 dissolved as to leave the man at hberty
to marry again without being gwlty of adultery,
it 15 as clear as any axiom 10 Euchd that, o that
same case, the woman must be €qually free to
contzact a fresh marriage.

It the second place, the case of the adalterous
woman was already fully provided for by the
Jewish law, the stern infiexible law of the people
to whom Our Lord was especially addressing
himselt. By that law, in cases of adultery the
husband obtained immediate relief, and release
from tbe marriage bood: aod by the same law,
the adulterous woman was effectually incapa-
citated from marrying again, 90 that there was
no necessity for making any provision for ber
case. The law,in case of adultery was death—
sans phrase—by means of which simple process
the husband was released @ winzculo, and the
adulterous woman was at the same time pro-

- “From the fact that his Gos<
pel was especially addressed to the Hebrews,
who were well acquamted with the peculiarities
of their own law, we may however safely con-
clude that the exceptional case in which it was
lewful for a man to put away bis wife, though
the woman so put away was oot at hberty to
marry agaio, was fully understood by the readers
for whose instruction in particular the Gospel
was compiled.

What was the original word Syro Chaldaie
which the Greek translators render porneia in
the 32 verse of the 5th chapter of St. Matthew
we know not: hut we may be permitted to sup—
pose that it was not the zame word as that which
urplres the crime of adultery, or the Greek
translators would so have 1endered 1t. It meant
therefore some other crime : and 1t 1s most pro-
bable therefore—sioce post-nuptial infidelity
constituted the crime of adultery— that it referred
to the crime of pre-nuptial 10fidelty ; so that he
who bad espoused a woman believing her to be
a virgis, was upon the discovery of s mstake
at liberty to put her away. The marriage was not
dissolved, but pull apd void, in consequence of
the deceit put upon him. 'f'bus Joseph, beng a
just mam, was niaded to put away Mary bis
espoused wite, ere yet they were come together,
believing that she bad been false to bim: tbus
too can we account for the proviso that he who
should subsequently marry a woman thus put away,
would be guilty of the crime of adultery, as she
would still be morally, the wife of him with whom
she bad first cobabited, and therefore incapable
of contracting marriage with any ooe else.

But whether this so'ution of the passage be
good or bad, still we contend that the interpre-
tation usually put upon it by Protestants must be
false: seeing tbat intercourse by an unmarried
man with a woman divorred gquoad vinculum
{rom ber husband, could not be adultery: and
that, if the woman were not so released from the
bond of marriage that intercourse with her
would no longer be adultery—neither could her
husband be released from the same bond, so that
his union or intercourse with agother woman
wou'd cease to be an adulterous union, If A.1s
jowed to B., B. 15 like masner and by the same
bouds jomed or bound to A. Even the ordi-
nary Protestant evangelical intellect, obtuse and
illogical though it be, must perceive the truth of
this propositien.

Tn the last place, to hold out to ill mated
couples the prospect of release [rom the bonds
that chafe them, on the condition of adultery,1s
obviously to put & preimum upon the commission
of that crime. This Our Lurd could gever have
intended to do. :

If
we could proceed with thsa work witbout hav-
ing such delays as are cauped by havicg to come
pel parties to comply, a great deal would be accom
plished in a ahort time, I find by daily observation
that many entertain the impression that we act ses
verely. The only cbject we bave in view is to
bring Montreal to s psr with other cities, in 8 gani-
tiry point ot view, and do away with the evila that
act in oppositiou to health, or are likely to cauae
ar breed disease, Of ¢ urae thare i o other weana
by which we can counteract disease, but cleanliness
We find by statistics and reports of scieatific men who
bave devoted tbeir time to the subject, that pestilen-
tial diseares make greater ravages in fifthy places
than elsewhere, and it will be found by the record
kept during tke visits of cholera (whether in Europe
or on this Continent) that great havoo was madein
the peglected portions and filthy parts of the oitfes,
That cleauliness retards the death rate will be aeen
by refersnce to Dr, Carpentsr’s statiatics which shew
& great sbatement in moratliry of decsely-popnlated
neighbouring cities, whbere sanitary meaeures have
heen rigorously enforced. Dr. Carpenter ceserves
eredit for his voluntary and realons efforts in sanitary
matters, Theve isa grest evil In existence which
‘hns perhaps, largely contribated in consigniog many
children 10 untimely grares. I refer to wooden
shafis cong*racted from the npper stories of honaea for
the conveylng awsay of house refuse, &c. Frequent-
Iy thene shafts have bad sewers, never trapped, 8o
that what is thrown in ia not carried away, but re-
maing at the termioation of the shaft,and of courie
gives off noxlous gases which are emitted from the
top or mouth of the sh»ft, and neceszarily vitiate the
snrroundiog atmosphere, These copstructlons ate
often found in lames or back yards, where the
surrounding honses roceiva no other air than what
is polluted by mephitic gases. I may hers men-
tion that privies in small yards, with imperfact
-gewers, and water closets in houzes are highly in-
Jurious tc health and sourses of complaint to us.
-We find it difficult to get these plares cleaneed,

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places to put them in order immsdiately. Lanes in
rear of terraces are much neglected and greatly
complained of. Kitchen refuse, &c¢, are thrown
about, aud the great difficnlty is to ageertain by whom
the nuisance is committed, each one denyiag that he
i the guiity party. Some time ago, I suggested a
simple reredy for this evil ; if- it wag adopted the
gailty person would be eas:ly discovered. I recom-
mended that a box be placed opposite, or in the most
appropriate place of auch residence, for the recep-
tion of nuipance, &¢. Such a method would greatly
facllitate the cleanliness of lanes, and also obviate a
good deal of trouble on the part of such peranoe, aa
well ag delay on oura. Bach of the foregoing 1 only
a repelition of what I have already 8aid in my reports
of the 1aat seaaon, bat from experionce I fnd that a
revival in these matiera does a great deal of good;
in some instances it prevents people from pleading
ignorance with respect to certain evilg iz connection
with their premises. Tn a sbort time I will be able

to give a rather detailed account of our work.

AroTsER Rap.—Rumonra are rife that we are
very shortly to have another Fenian raid, and that
it is to be-of & much mare seriona description than
the one of 1666. Numbers are mentioned of a very
formidable character, snd the money and other
necessaries provided for the ocasion are eaid to be
large. We hear of meatings in various parts of the
Union more or lega enthusiastic; speeches more or less
bombastical ; aad threats and boastings of & more or
lees terrible character, ‘ General’ O'Neil weare as-
gured, is muatering his legions, and ia resolved to
conquer our conutry or die in the attempt. The
political ¢ situation’ on the other side, it i3 farther
alleged, iz favourable ‘to such designs. Fenians
have votes like othar ‘free and enlightened citizens,’
and votes will ba very much needed some of these
deys. All this looks very formidable. To read
soms accounts it would seem almostas if we were
at the mercy, if not of the Feniaus, a¢ any ta‘e of
the American Government, and that Government
waa little inclined to do tha right thing’ by a nation
with which it i3 at present on terms that are peace-
ful, not to say friendly. Thata raid is quite pos-
gible, nay even likely, we at once admit. Should
such be the cage, we are persuaded there will be no
mistakes lenity this time, These fellows have mis-
interpreted our torbearance, and bzeausa they were
treared with oatentations aod very uunnecessary
lenity. bave come to the conclucion that the terror
of their name i3 already made use of by Canadisn
mothers to hush rebellions children to quietness;
and that fear, if not abolute terror i3 the prevail-
ing feelicg in reference to these Leroes on thia gide
ot the border. It is full time that they were un-
deceived. Restless and recklees adventnrers sa
they are, such sathe end of every great war casts
loose oo society, without means, without character,
and witbout conscience, ready to fight end thieve
snd murder. wherever, like ascient Pistol, they
think tbey can ‘turn a penny’ or fill their stomachs,
they are Yo be treated slmply as the midright houge-
breaker acd asaessia, with a chart shrift and o
2peedy execution.

- of the Journal des Debats, demes that there iias
been any disagreement between M. Rouber and
Marshal Niel in the Commussion on the Budget.

M. Rouber does ot deny
the necessity of these grants, and not one word
which passed between the two Ministers could
be interpreted as of a nature to create a belief
that the peace of Europe was endangered.’

Instead of drawing the oply conclueion that
should be drawn from the war in Abysginia, the Go-
vernment presa takes this opportonity of reading a
lecture on true patriotism to the Opposition in the
French Chawbers. It has attributed the failare of
the Mexican expedition partly to the conduct of that
Opposition, and to the enconragement given to
those who repudiated the authority of Maximilisn;
and it contraste that conduct with the patriotic sup-
port given to the Englisb Government iz Parlia-
ment. On thie the Journal des Debats observes that
what caused the registance in Fran®® was not the
iden of exacting just reparation for the acte of the
Mexican Government, of which French citizens
were victims, but the manner in which the expedi-
tion was carried on, which bears mno resemblacee to
what bas passed in Bogland. The Eoglish Govero-
ment simply snnounced ita intention of pepetratiog
to the heart of Abyssinia to chastige the barbarous
despot who kept, in violation of all the rizghts of
nations, a certain number of British sabjects in cap.
tivity. The object it bad proposed to i‘self bemg
once attained it withdrew its army, and all is over.
Sapnose, on the other hand, that it bad sllowed itgelf
to become the instrument of an intrigue planned by
the enemies of King Theodore, and that it ostenta.
tionsly snnounced its intention to aid the Abyssinians
in establishing for themselves a regular goveroment;
guppoee it interfering in the polrtical quarrels among
the subjects of Theodore, proposing to regenerste
the country and to raigse up in Abyssinia the iu-
fAuence of the Apnglo-Saxon race ; cashing about for
some ntemployed Arckduke, conveying him to Mag-
dula, and securing for him the crown of Theodore by
the wotes of tha Magdalian Notables; and suppose it
encouraging Eoglish capitalists to subscribe to
Joans for the purpose of replenishing the coffers of
the new Abyssinian monarch; how, it acks, wou'd
the Epnglish Parliament and the English press receive
a Minister who should propose and defend such
gchemes? The Debals adds :—

t Whoever knows anything of Regland will not
hezitate to say that they would bave encountered
the moat strenous opposition. The pemi-officiai
journals are imprudent in proveking eompariscns
which are not to their sdvantage, and in reviviog
recollections which, for onr part, we prefer leaving
in oblivion.’

ManspavauTER—The varions contrivances for effect-
iog this desirsble cbject have multipied so conmder
sbly of late, that we are afraid of bejog too Iate in
the market with onr Mitrailleuse and Fourdroyant,
of which we ficd an excellent description in the
Journal des Connatssances Medicate. The former en-
gine, we are ioformed, consists of e sort of coffes
mill, the fuooel of which is 50 centimstres (194 in-
cheg) ip width at the top, and nbout the same in al-
situde. 1nto this the cariridges are thrown shovels-
ful ; a soldier then, by means of a crank, sele 8 Eot
of toothed wheels agoing, Each cog, as it pasges,
lets a cartridge into one of the eight barréla con-
gtituting the Mitrailleuse, each being 72 centimeters
(28 inches) long. No sooner i3 this dome than
a hammer falls on a8 percussion cap, at tbe same
timebermetically closing the barrel; the charge is
ignited Bnd the bollet expelied. The bammer re-
tarns to full-cock of its own accord by the regular
acting of the gearing, and the whole process ia re.
peated without interraption, This contrivance will
fire frow fifty to fi'ty.five shots per minute, to a point
blank distance of 1700 yards, the projectiles being
the size of smail grapeshot. It isto be served ontto
the battalion of chasseura each gection of which is
to have one. The Foudroyant ig s musket that will
fire off twenty ghots in ten eeconds, at the will of
the operator. Itis provided with a gort of reservoir
for cartridges. In order to Ioad the weapon the firat
time, a lever situated under the barrel Is pressed
down, and, the gon_ being held in an inclined posi-
tion, the first cartridge enters the breach; the shot
ia fired bat the bullet, on leaving the barrel meets a
a triapgular tooth, techoically called a wiper, which,
being forced ontwsards, acts apon 8 rod that, in its
tarn, presses upon the lever abovealluded to, where-
by a new cartridgs is lot in, ard 5o on, as long a3 the
provision laate. The Foudroyant hss & range of

Forxaticy oF Daw.—The sir contains at a!l times
more or lesa of moistore, throogh in a state go rari
fied ss to be imperceptible, To prove this it is only
necessary in a summer’s day to fill a glass withcold
water, when,dry es the atmosphere may seem, its
moisture will ge condeneed, and made vigible, in the
form of amall pellucid drops upon the outside of the
glass. This condensation of moistare is cansed by the
water'a reduction of the ‘emperature of theglazs be
low that cf the surrrounding stmogphere. On this
principle distillation is condacted; and in the same
manner dew is formed. No gooner does the 8un
sink towarda the horizon tham the b'ades of glass
which elothe the earth’s surface give out the heat
they have been receiviog during the day, and cop-
tequently they become so much colder than the at-
mosphere, that they condense in the form of dew part
of the rarefied moisture immediately surrounding
them. Dew, being thus formed, is, of course, mure
abucdant before and after raias when the atmogpaere
i3 - oistest. Oalm and clear nighta are essential, aleo,
for the copious deposition of dew for then the grassy
b'ades emit their heat fresly, apd it is dispersed
throngh the atmosphere withont any equivalent re.
tare. Oa the contary, however, if the night be
cloady, then the clonds, by abstracting the heat from
the atmosphere, conttibute, in gome degree, to keep
its temperature on a level with that of the grassy
blades,and thua so uesrly equalize the two that bat lit-
tle dew ia deposited. If, in addition to the clouds, a
high wind is blowing, no dew will formed; for then
the temperatare of the grass is prevented from sink-
ing by the agitation of the sir costinually bringing
s warmer carrent to succeed the colder current, by
which it is surrounded ; or it may be, that the night
winds being generally cool,s0 rapidly reduce the
earth’s termperature a8 to bring it below that of the
grass  As substancss differ in their power of losing
their beat, 80 do they differ in their attraction for dew,
On grass, swan's down, and other filamentous snb
stances, which readily part with their beat dew copi
ously condenses. The mechanical condition of ob-
joots likewise affects the formation of dew, a8 shavinga
attract it more than wood, Dew is more plentifully
deposited on meadow grouods than on ploughed
lande; and cultivated soils are refreshed with sbund.
ance of dew, while barren rocks and sandy deserts,
not needing, do notreceive this genial moisture. la-
desd, every plant pcssesses, aocording to ite kind, the
power of condensing 48 much dew ae i8 necessary for
its peculiar and individual exigencies. Thus, not
even a dew-drop seems to have been formed by the
blind action of ¢hance, but is gathered togetber by
the hand of Icfinite Wisdom for a definite and bene.
volent end. S
