An Act to incorporate the Town of Clifton.

HEREAS from the rapidly increasing population of the Village of Preambie.
Elgin in the County of Welland, one of the United Counties of
Lincoln and Welland, and from the peculiar position thereof as the Eastern
Terminus of the Great Western Railway, it is necessary to confer upon
5 said Village the power of Municipal Government: And whereas it is also
desirable to change the name of the said Village ard incorporate it as a
Town, under the name of the Town of Clifton: Therefore Her Majesty,
&c., cnacts as follows :
