UPWARDS OF TWO HUNDRED LIVES
LOST IN TEXAS.

The Prosperous Villages of Sabine Pass and
Johnson’s Bayou Swept Out of Existence
—Heartrending Incidents of the Awful
Calamity.

BeAUMONT, Tex., Oct. 16.—The train which
went towards Satine to-day as far as the
track allowed returned hereat 8 p.m. Fifteen
bodies were found on the high land called
Back Ridge, west of Sabine, and were buried.
Six bodies of women were recovered on the
west shore of the lake, two colored and four
white. The steamer Emily P. returned from
Johnson’s Bayou, La., toOrangeand reports thas
those drowned at that place were chiefly
colored people. The deaths at Sabine Pass
and the vicinity will aggregate more than 120
and at Johnson’s Bayou about eighty-five.
Only three houses are left fit for habitation,
though perhaps a dozen are standing in a pre-,
carious condition.. The people who- escaped
with theik lives are completely ruined finan-
cially, & wajority of them not being able to
E}ovide themselves with the bare necessities of
