A DESPOT DEAD.

THE TYRANNY WHICH MADE AN xiusu
LAXDLORD INFAMOUS,

There is dead to.day on the Atlantic
wave a man the mention of whoge name
will stir the blood in the hearts of Done-
gal men, An American packet is bear-
ing to a grave in Irish soil the remains of
one who in life swept ruthlessly from the
land hundreds of families where for gen.
erations their forefathers had dwelt,
John George Adair, the scourge of Glen-
veigh, as he was called, is no more. Of
the dead nothing but what is good; then
the history of the man was never written,
for written as the truth is, littie good we
could find in his story, He smote the
homes and happiness of the peasantry as
in modern times smote they had not been,
The best that may be said of the dead
de:ipot is that his perverse will ruled him
and in his unreasoning way, believing he
was right, he would not brook being
thwarted. Nature gave him a tyrant
temper, the law the despot’s sway, and he
curbed the one mot at all, and relented
never in giving effect to the extreme of
the other. Nigh thirty years ago this
Jobn George Adair came, saw and deter-
mined to buy the glen of the Silver
Birches—Glenveigh. In those days the
spegulator could buy the land, and with
it bave conveyed to him an absolutism
which meant almost the very lives of
the people who dwelt upon it,
The man wes of the epirit of
the law that gave the power. Once owner,
the people were but the trees that might
be cut down or uprooted as the taste or
whim, or temper might be, Darker
shadow never crosced the threshold of the
Irish peasautry than that of John George
Adair on his entry into the possession of
Glenveigh. We must go to the page of
Evaugeline, and the story of Grand Pre
for a parallel. “Thirty years ago,” says a
pifted chromicler, now also dead, “Glen-
veigh was inhabited by a people such as
one might meet amid the crags of In-
terthal, or Passeyr ; sometimes passionate,
always hospitable, frugal, bardy, inured
to toil.” The same authority tells us, as
indeed manwkpow, that prior {0 the ill-
starred vigit of Adair end his suisequent
possession of the lands, those peoble lived
on the “best relations with their laudlords
and thesurrounding gentry and clergy of
all denominations.” Sorrow and wrong
and blood came after., And here
with some significance it may be added
that throughout all that dread period cul
minating in the clearances, no voice was
louder in defence of the Catholic Celts of
Glenveigh than the Protestant Rector,
Mr. Maturin, The new landlord intro-
duced his sutkority by the erection of a
police barrack and wound up by a sweep-
ing off the face of the land a whole country
side of peasants, The stranger had strange
methods and the people gathered evils
from the signs, The first note of war—for
a war it became—was sounded in a con-
flict between the peasants and new-comers,
the former in the rude generosity of their
natures, defending what they believed
were the old landlord’s rights, from in-
cursion. Colonel Humfrey took the
peasants’ part. What of that? Mr.
Adair had power within himself. He
had tenants taken into custody, taken
before himself and marched backwards
and forwards some sixty miles to and from
pricon, And after all the Government
wagisitaies dischaiged them, This but
embittered the man, and a long purse did
the rest. He bought up the neighboring
Iandlords and at a stroke was master of
the situation.

The next step brings us into the great
sheep cases, 1ihe sheep wilh which the
mountains were stocked disappeared,
The peasants did it. They were thieves
and mutilators of dumb animals. Pre-
sentments after presentments were levied
off the districts. The higher the present-
ments, the greater was the destruction,
A Government official at long last got a
the secret—“Suspicion once aroused,
strange facts came to light. The houses of
the Scotch shepherds were searched and
mutton in rather too generous abundance was
fourd. . . It was incontestably estab-
lished that the sheep had perished from
stress of weather, and still more exten-
sively from falling over crage and pre-
cipices.” Chief Justice Monahan made an
end to the sheep cases by refueing to fiat
the presentments. Meanwhile the whole
people had been defamed, and ruined
almost by the levies, On this point let us
hear the magistrates at Churchill :—

“The Bench are unanimously of opinion
that no sheep of Mr. Adair’s were mali-
ciously injured or done away with; and we
find, through the constabulary, that 66
sheep have beeu found dead through the
inclemency of the weather, as there was
no mark of injury on them.”

How all this operated on a man of the
Adair type our readers can imagine,
Dréader cause of quarrel soon after arose,
and in the murder of the land-steward,
James Murray. There were strange and
swpicious circumstances connected with
the occurrence, Rector Maturin, writing
to the Daily Express, eaid : “The presump-
tion is strong that the persons who com-
mitted the murder are not connected with
the district. I could mention_ other rea-
sona certainly suspicious and spmewhat
mysterious,” Mr. Adair now 'declned
for the clearance, and kept his woid.

THE CANADIAN DOMINION.

Canada baving on the firet of July last

entered on the nineteenth year cf her

national existence, it may not be amiss to

discuss at some length the course, the trials

and the successes, for we have had both
of these, of this youthful country. Eight.
teen years do not indeed constitute a long
prriod iu the history of 8 nation, but in
that period, brief as it is, one generation
of men disappears and another riaes to take
its place. In our eighteen years of national
life we have had struggles, vicissitudes
and tiiumphs that must eeriously affect
this country for very many years to come,
Students of Canadian history will remem-
ber that the constitutional system of 1791
lived but for a half a century, then dying
a desth miserable and unregrettable,
Then :ame the regime of 1841, which en-
dured but for half that time, in which
again and again the fiercest passions of the
people were aroused, aud the country
more than once menaced with civil war,
The covstitution of 1867 was the outcome
of the diffizulties of the previous twenty-
five years,

The general election f 1867 resulted
in the suetaioment of the government
formed vn the fiest day of July in that
year by Sir Johu A. Macdonald.

Mr, Biown, who had in 1365 retired
from the Coalition Cabinet, opposed the
new administzation, bat failed to secure
aseat in the first Dominion Parliament.
Mr. Sandfield Macdonald, Mr. Wm. Mac-
dougall and Mr. E. P, Wood, together
with seversl other well-known Liberals,
threw in their strength with the govern-
ment, which btaining &
majority of twenty votes in Ontario alone.

In Quebec, Mr, Dorion, witha following
of ten or twelve pronounced Liberals,
escaped the doom which seemed to have
overtaken tke Liberal party.

In New Biunewick, the Union party
earried all the seats with the exception of
two, while in Nova Scotia the only sup-
porter of Confederation returued was Dr.
Tupper.

The fizst parliament of the Dominion
met in Ottawa on tke Gth of November,
1867, avd elected Mr. James Cockburn
Speaker.

The administration led by Sir John A.
Macdonald and Sir George Cartier, which
held office till November, 1873, was
identified with the following measures of
consolidation and exteuvsion,

1st. The Intercolonis! Railway Act.

20d. The adniission of Rapert’s Land
and_the North West Territories to the
Domiuvion.

3rd. The Nova Scotia Subsidy Act.

4th., The Mauitoba Act,

5'h. The Bntish Columbia and Pacific
Railway resolutions.

6ub. The Washington Treaty.

7tb. The admission of Prince Edward
Island.

The completion of the Intercolonjal
Railway,showiog already the great advan-
tages of aclose connection in the social
and commercial relations of the varicus
Provinces of the Dominion, demonstrates
the wisdom of the delegates at the Que-
bec conference in adopting a resolution
to accomplish that purpose, The Cana-
dian governmeut at the very first session
of the Canadian Parliament iutroduced a
Bi'l to carry out this resolution. This
Bill placed the selection of the route of
the propoeed line in the hands of the
goverament, The selection of the Bay of
Chaleurs route by the government gave
rise to much diseatisfaction which found
utterance in Parliameut. Oa the 13¢h of
May, 1809, Mr, Mackenzie brought the
matter under the notice of Parliament by
moving that in the comstruction of the
Intercolonial Railway, it is of the highest
importance, for commercial and economi.
cal reasous, to have the shortest and
cheapest line eelected, which, in addition
to the main object, will afford accese to the
best and nearest port ou the Bay of Fundy.

wright moved an amendment affirming
that the British North America Act
declered it to be the duty of the govern-
ment and Parlisment of Canada to pro-
vide for the commencement within six
months after the union of a railway con
necting the river St. Lawrence with the
city of Halifax, and for the construction
thereof, without intermission, and the
completion thereof, with all practicable
speed. That thereupon at the request of
the delegates representing the Province
included in the Dominioa, the Imperial
Parlisment pawsed the act 3) Victoris,
Chapter 16, which provided that Her
Mbsjeety’s Government might guarantee
the payment of the interest at a rate not
exceeding 4 per cent. on asum not exceed-
ing £3,000,000 sterling, to be raised on
loan by Canada, for the construction of
the aaid Railway, with a provision, among
other things, that the guarantee should
not Le given, “unless and until the line of
Railway should be approved by one of
Her Msjesty's principal secretaries of
State,” Thatin pursuance of the British
North America Act, 1867, the Parlia-
ment of Canada passed theact 31 Victoria,
Chapter 13, providing for the construc-
tion of the eaid Railway and enacting
that it should be made in such places as
the Governor-in-Council should deter.
mine and appoint as best adapted to the
general interests of the Domiuion, and
that a sum not exceeding £3,000,000 ster-
ling should be raised for the purpose of
the comstruction of theeaid Railway on
the eaid Imperial guaravtee.

The amendment then proceeds to re-
cite that the Governor of Canada in Coun-
cil, in pursuance of the powers given him
by the last mentioned act, determined and
appointed that the route of the Inter-
colonial railway should be by way of the
Bay of Chaleurs, that Her Majesty’s gov-
ercment by the despatch of His Grace
the Duke of Backingham and Chaados,
dated the 22ad of July, 1863, sanctioned
and approved of the route so selected by
the Governor in Council,and declared that
the route crossing the St. Joha river
either at Woodatock or Fredericklon, is
one to which the assent of Her Majesty’s
government could not have been given—
that Her Majesty's government in the
same despatch expressed a strong prefer-
ence for the Bay of Chaleurs route over a
central route—that on the line being
settled by tbe Canadian government and
assented to by Her Majesty’s government,
a loan for £1,500,000 sterling on the
imperial guarantee was put upon the
market and the loan negotiated, That
upon the acts hereinbefore mentioned and
on the loan being effected, the Canadian
governmeut proceeded to carry out the
construction of the railway under the
Dritish North America Act, 1367, and
have mnow seven sections of the same
under contract. The amerdment cone-
cludes with the following resolution :

“Tbat under these circumstances this
House coneiders that any discussion as to
the route of the railway would not answer
any good purpose, but might greatly pre-
judice the credit of the Dominion, both at
home and abroad.”

This resolution was carried by a major-
ity of 114 to 28, the minority consisting
of members from Ontario and New Bruns-
wick. The Intercolonial railway was
built under the supervision of four com-
wissioners appointed by the government.

These commissioners were Messrs,
Brydges, Walsh, McLellan and Chandler.
The road was for some years under
the enperintendence of Mr, Brydges
aud has  already been productive
of the best results, The mail steam-
ers for Europe now conmect with
the Intercolonial at Halifax, The Mari-
time Provinces could not be justly con-
sidered a portion of Canada until the com-
pletion of this road, which binds together
what were formerly disjointed depend-
eucies of Britain, but now promise to make
up one of the greatest confederacies ever
organized by civilized and intelligent men,

The passage of the British America Act
gave 1ise to the most intense dissatisface
tion in the Province of Nova Scotia.
The leaders of the Anti-Union party
maintained, and the vast msjority of the
people coincided with them, that the
scheme of confederation should have been,
previous to its submission to the Imperial
Legislature, ratified by public opinion by
means of a general election. So wide.
epread was this feeling, so intenze in ite

bitterness, that the union candidates were
in every constituency, with one exception,
rejected, Mr, Archibald, one of the
Federal ministers, a gentleman held in
the bighest esteem by politicians of every
shade of politics, Jost his election in Col-

chester, while Mr. Howe, leader of the
Anti-Union movement, was chosen by a
large majority in Hants, The first session
of the Dominion Parliament was marked
by many angry diccussions on the subject
of Nova Scotian discontent. On the 20th
of April, 1868, Mr, Holton moved the
Houee into Committee to take into con-
sideration the grievances of Nova Beotia,
Mesers. Howe, Annard and Hugh Mac-
Donald were at that moment in England,
bearers of a petition from the people of
Nova Scotis praying for a repeal of the
Union, To counteract their efforts the
Dominion goverument bad despatched
Dr. Tupper as a special delegate to the
Home Government. Thia appointment
served only to increase the excitement
and embitter the discontent, Mr. Hol-
ton’s motion was, after an animated dis-
cussion, rejected by & wvote of 39 to 91,
Daring the recess every «ffort was made
by the Administration to satisfy the de-
mands of Nova Scotia.

Mr. Howe was invited to take a seat in
the Cabinet, and Mr. McLellan, member
for Colchester, called to the Senate and
appointed Intercolonial Railway com.
missioner,

Upon the re-assembling of Parliament a
Bill was introduced amending the terms
of Union, largely to the advantage of the
disaffected Province,

The Bill makes the following provisions :

“Nova Scotia shall be liable to Canada
for the amouut, if any, by which its pub.
lic debt at the Union exceeded nine mil.
lions,one hundred and eighty-six thousand,
seven hundred aud fifty-six dollars, and
shall be chargeable with interest on such
excess only, and shall be entitled to inter-
est on any smount by which its public
debt fell short of that sum. Nova Scotia
shall receive fromx Canada, for the period
of ten years, from the first day oFJuly,
1867, an allowance of eighty-two thousand,
six hundred and ninety-eight dollars per
annum in addition to all other sums Kly-
able to the said Province under the Brit-
ish North America act, 1867 ; and such
allowance thall hereafter be paid by balf.
yearly payments in advance, from the first
day of July, 1869, the arrears thereof u
to the day last mentioned being capital-
ized either in whole orin part, as the Gov-
eruor iu Council may determine, and the
interest on the jart capitalizedl being

payable until the end of the said ten years,
When the principal ehall be paid, Nova
Scotia thall, from the date of the comple-
tion of the new Province building,
be debited in account with Canada, with
interest at the rate of five per cent, per
aunuwm on the cist of the building,
until it shall have been placed at
the disposal of the Dominion. During
the di ion on this Mr. Holton
moved, “that any disturbance of ‘the
financial arrangement respecting the jev-
eral Provinces provided for in the British
North America act, assented to by all:the
Provinces, would be subversive to the
system of government under which this
Dominion was constituted, and if cffected
as proposed by this bill, in favor of one
Province, without, at the same time,
roviding for a general revision and read-
runment of these arrangements, would be
manifestly unjust to the other Provinces.”
This motion was rejected by a large
majority.

Mr. Blake moved in the course of the
following session for an address to Her
Majesty, praying that she might be pleased
to canse a measure to bs submitted to the
Imperial Parliament, providing that the
Parliament of Canada shall not have
power to disturb the fiuancial reiations
established by the British North America
Act, 1867, between Canada and the several
Provinces, as altered by the act respecting,
Nova Scotia.

By amajority of 27 the House refused
its assent to this resolution.

In 1869, the Legislature of Outario had
adopted, on the motion of Mr. Blake, an
address of similar import to that rejected
by the Dominion Parliament. The con-
cession of belter termsto a certain degree
allayed Nova Scotian disconteat, but
there is no doubt that the agitation for
repeal had long before the passage of the
Subsidy Bill fully spent itself,

The province of Prince Elward's Island
did not enter the umnion till 1873, The
terms of union being of an equitable
character, were assented to unanimously
by both branches of the Dominion Parlia-
ment,

These terms are as follows :

shown by the census returns of 1871, viz,,
894,021, both by balf yearly payments in
advance, such grant of eighty cents per
head to be augmented in proportion to the
increase of popalation of the Island, as
may be sbown by each subsequeat decen-
nial census, until the population amounts
to 400,000, at which rate such grants shall
thereafter remain,
The Dominion government shall assume
and defray all charges for the following
services :
“The salary of the Lieutenant-governor,
the salaries of the judges of the superior
court and of the district or county courts
when established, the charges in respect of
the Department of Customs, the Postal
Department, the protection of the fisheries,
the provision for the militia, the light-
houses, shipwrecked crews, quarantine and
marine hospitals, the geological sarvey,
the penitentiary.”
The Dominion government is also
bound to maintain efficient steam service
for the conveyancs of mails and passen-
gers, to be established and maintained
between the Island and the mainland of
the Dominion, winter and summer, thus
placiog the I:land is continuous comm uni-
cation with the Intercolonial railway eys-
tem of the Dominion—to maintain tele-
graphic commuuication between the Island
and the Dominion, and such other charges
as may be incident to and connected with
the services which by the British North
America Act, 1567, appertain to
the general government, and as
are or may be allowed to the other Pro-
vinces. The Dominion is also empowered
to assume control of the railways under
contract and in course of construction, for
the government of the Island. The new
buildings in whichare held the Law Courte,
Registry Office, etc., are also transferred
to Canada on the payment of sixty-nine
thousand dollars, also the Steam Dredge
Boat then in course of construction, at a
cost of tweaty-two thousand dollars, but
the Steam Ferry Boat owned by the gov-
ernment of the Islaud shall remain the
property of the Island.
The 1epresentation of Prince Edward
Island in the Dominion Patliament is
fixed at four Senators and six members of
the House of Commons, the latter num-
ber subject to the readjustment provided
for in the DPritish Nurth America Act,
1867.

Newfoundland is now the sole British
North American colony beyond the pale
of Coufederation.

The Canadian goverament itself protested
to the Imperial, and on the 10:h of May,
1872, Mr. (now Sir Ricbard) Cart.
wright having moved a series of resolu-
tions condemnatory of the withdrawal of
Canada’s claim for compensation on
account of the Fenian raids, Mr. Harri.
son, {afterwards Chief Justice Harrison,
moved an amendment reciting the inex-
pediency of any expression of the House’s
opinion on the subjsct of the withdrawal
of the Fenian claims by the imperial gov.
ernment from the consideration of the
Joint High Commission. To this propos-
ition :

Mec Blake's amendment was rejected
by a vote of 57 to 100, but the minority
included, besides those of most of the
Liberals present, the name of Sir A. T,
Galt, Messrs, Mackenzie Bowell, White, of
East Hastings, and Thomas Workman, of
Montreal. The House afterwards gave its
formal assent to the Treaty by a very
large majority. We here need make no
reference to the North-West troubles of
1869 70 which have been repeatedly dis-
cussed in these columns, especially within
the last few months, by reason of the
second uprising that has afflicted that
country. The acquisition of British Col.
umbia had in 1871 completed the edifice of
Canadian confederation so far as the
almost entire mainland possessions of
Britain in America are concerned.

The terms of union between Canada

rom the public lands of the North-West
Territories and the Province of Manitobs ;
the Dominion to pay in consideration for
such land the sum of $100,000 annually
from thetime of union.
12, The Dominion Government binds
itself to guarantee the interest for ten
years from the date of the completion of
the works at the rate of five per cent. per
annum on such sum, not exceeding £l(gl,-
000 sterling, as may be required for the
construction of a first-class graving dock
at Exquimalt.
13. The charge of the Indians, and the
trusteeship and management of the lands
reserved for their use to be assumed by
the Dowinion government,
14. The constitution of the executive
authority and of the legislature of Brit-
ish Columbia shall continue as at the time
of union until altered by the authority
of the British America act.

The terms of union were vigorously
debated in both Houses of the Canadian
Parliament.

Mr. Jones of Halifax, moved an amend.
ment, declaring the Pacific Railway a bur-
den too heavy for the people of Canada
to assume. The debate on this resolution
was prolonged and exhaustive, the
regular majority of ths governmant being
largely reduced on the division.

Mr. Rose, of Dandas, moved the post-
ponement of the question till the next
session of Parliament, This motion was
negatived on a vote of 75 to 85,

The minority ineluded 40 member:
from Oatario, 21 from Quebec, snd 14
from the Maritime Provinces, while the
majority was composed of 34 members
from Ontario, 39 from Quebec and
the remainder from the Maritime
Provinces. Mr. Dorion also moved
an amendment, that in view of the
necessity of Railway and Canal improve:
ment within the Dominion and the large
expenditure to be incurred therefor, it
were unjast to assume the responsibility
of constructing a transcontinental railway.

The division on thisamendment showed
91 votes for the government and 70 for
the amendment,

The final vote was taken on an amend:
ment of Mr. Mackenzie, which resulted o
the defeat of the amendment by &
majority of eighteen votes only.

In the Senate Messrs, Sanborn and
