CRANBERRIES AND THE TARIFF.
F the culture of cranberries in Canada 
cannot be made a success it will be from 
cither, or both, of these reasons. The 

people have not brains enough to cultivate 
them or they are not indigenous to the 
country.

As this latter reason could not be ad­
vanced, it is obvious that the fault will lie 
m. ca e of failure with eithei the producers 
i those who have the prepa'ation of the 
!.. ive berry for market.

1 me thing is certain, the Federal Govern- 
i.. m has not been unsolicitous for the wel- 
f e of the industry. The only question that 
n: y arise with some in this respect is 
1 ■ ether the Gove nment has not been too 
i . eful for its development. But that is a 
<1 estion for the politicians to debate.

Under the new taiiff the duty on cran- 
b. lies is 25 per cent , or at the price cran­
ia . ies are selling to day, $2 50 per barrel. 
1 duty was 30c. per bushel under the old 
t.. If.

he effect of this higher duty has been to 
b en materially the importation of Cape Cod 

Jersey cranberries and to turn the at­

tention of the Canadian consumers more to­
wards the domestic artie'e.

The price of the imported berries is, ac­
cording to our last week’s market report, 
$10 to $11 tier barrel against $f>. ;o to $7 per 
barrel a year ago. The gain, it will be 
o’ served, is thus nearly equal to the advance 
in the duty.

The domestic cranlierries we are now get­
ting on the Toronto market are received 
from Ontario and Nova Scotia. The quality 
ol the fruit grown in the latter province is 
excellent and well takes the p’ace of the im­
ported kinds ; but the q lality of the Ontario 
sort is unsatisfactory. No attempt appears 
to have been made to prepare them for 
market. White berries, small berries, and 
all kinds of berries are jumMed in together.

True the Nova Scotia cranberries are cul­
tivated and the Ontario sort are wild, or 
largely so, but obviously the quality of the 
latter could be much improved by their 1 e- 
ing sorted before being shipped to market.

The l .overnment has imposed a high duty 
on cranberries for the benefit of those en­
gaged n the cultivation and marketing of 
them, and common decency should indu e 
those specially benefitted to do all they can 
to supply the I est possible article. It is 
scarcely necessary to say that these latter 
remarks are especially directed to the at­
tention of the Ontario growers and shippers.

If they do not supply a better arti le they 
may wake up some mo ning and find that 
the feeding bottle has been taken away from 
them.

HIS BEST INVESTMENT.
“ When cu ting down expenses I have 

several times thought of giving up The 
GROCER,” said George R irkham, Charlotte­
town, H E I , “ but found that I would lose

m n-y if I did, for it is 1 ne ol my best in­
vest merits. Here is $2 for another year in 
advance.”

EXEMPT ALL FACTORIES OR NONE.

WHILE various concerns are asking 
exemption from taxation in different 
parts of Canada, but especially in 

Ontario cities and towns, it will be interest­
ing to the councils of these municipalities to 
know that in Nova Scotia they do not now- 
grant exemptions.

The thing is being carried too far. A 
manufacturing concern has no d fifirulty in 
working the members of a council and the 
residents of a town by showing how the in­
dustry would benefit them. Like the com­
pany promoter or the 1 tterv agent they 
catch the people easily with stories of the 
great future of their town how it will ex­
pand in wealth and area once this partie ular 
factory is under way. The average citizen 
is very susceptible to llallcry of this sort. 
The wish is father to the thought. He al­
ways thinks there is a greater future l>c- 
f re his town if some one would only develop 
it. He is carried away and a majority vote 
is easily obtained There are very few in­
stances in which he would not vote the 
other way five years later.

A paternal government has decided that 
its subjects should be protected from lot­
teries by prohibiting them be au-,c the pros­
pects of making money through them are so 
plausible that they can. ot withstand them.

The Nova Scotia Legislature recognizes 
this principal and will not permit a muni­
cipality to exempt any industry. At < ne 
lime a town would by a majority vote, decide 
to exempt a factory and then ask the Legis­
lature to pass an act permitting it. and they 
d d so in a few instances. Now, however, 
they positively refuse to do so. Other pro­
vincial legislatures should do the same.
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THE MOLASSES TARIFF.
ROliAHLY no tariff, and its accom­
panying rulings, has ever been the 
cause of so much discontent among 

the grocery trade as that passed at the last 
session of Parliament.

The latest source of discontent is the rul­
ing of the department in regard to molasses.

Clause 397. dealing with this article, 
reads :

Molasses produced in the process of the manufacture of 
cam- sugar from the juice of the cane when imported m the 
original packages from the district where produced in the 
country where the cane was grown and which has not 
been subjected to any process of treating or mixture after 
leaving the country from which originally -.hipped. The 
packages in which imported, when of wood to be free.

(a) Testing by polariscope, 40 degrees or over, a specific 
duty of 1 Jc. per gallon.

From a careful reading of this clause one 
gathers that as long as the molasses is im­
ported in the original package from the 
district where produced in the country where 
the cane was grown, and evidence was ad­
duced to satisfy the Customs authorities that 
such was the case, the duty would be i %c. 
per gallon. That appears clear.

No stipulations, it will be observed, are 
laid down as to where the molasses shall be 
bought in order to come under this clause. 
The only restrictions are as to package 
and non-mixture. Accordingly, the trade 
continued as before, to buy in New York.

In o der to protect itself in this lat er par­
ticular the Customs department prepared an 
affidavit to which all importers had to sub­
scribe when passing an entry. In this entry 
oath was taken that the package was the 
original package, and that the contents had 
been subjected to no process of treatment or 
mixture after leaving the country from whù h 
oiiginally shipped.

This very affidavit is in itself evidence 
that no restriction was intended as to where 
the molasses was bought.

Rut aside altogether from the affidavit, the 
fact as to whether the package was of 
Cypress wood or not was pretty good evi­
dence whether it was original or not, for not 
only are the barrels in which New Orleans 
molasses is shipped made of this wood, but 
they are of capacity peculiar to themselves.

For a time all was plain sailing. Im­
porters purchased New Orleans molasses on 
the ba is of I>4c. per ga lon profit, and it 
was passed through the Customs at that 
figure.

Rut there was a bomb shell simmering, 
and one day it burst suddenly. An (diet 
was issued to those who had passed entries 
that they must have them amended ; and

then, to their consternation they were in­
formed that a further addition of 5#c. per 
gallon had been made to the rate of duty, 
thus necessitating their paying 7c. per gal­
lon instead of 1 Xc. per gallon. Of course 
they were wralhy, but all they could do 
in the meantime was to protest.

Then, and not till then, did the importers 
know that a new interpretation had been 
put by the department on clause 397.

According to this new interpretation 
molasses must be imported direct from the 
place of production in order to come in 
under the 1 %c. per gallon duty.

Ordinary mortals can find nothing in the 
clause either expressed or implied that 
would warrant this interpretation being put 
upon it, and they are wondering what 
kind of glasses the Department wears that it 
can see what is not visible to them. Equally 
surprising to them is how molasses can 
qua ify to come under the syrup clause, 
which stipulates a duty of seven cents per 
gallon.

Toronto, Hamilton, London, in fact all the 
Western importers at any rate, have got 
their guns trained on the Customs depart­
ment, and are not inclined to cease firing 
till they get the anomaly removed.

To be compelled to pay a duty of seven 
cents will be a serious loss to a good many 
merchants, for not only have some of them 
sold to arrive on the \ )ic. per gallon basis, 
bût having paid for their shipments before 
they got the goods, as is customary, they 
have no redress from those from whom they 
purchased.

CURRANT AND FIG TARES.

NE of the most simple and easy 
methods by which retailers are often 
deceived is in regard to tares.

Instances of this are frequently cropping 
up. Two were drawn to the attention of 
The Grocer this week. One was in re­
gard to currants and the other had refer­
ence to figs.

The most important is in regard to cur­
rants. It is alleged that some houses along 
the street are not allowing sufficient tare on 
them.

It is charged that they do not allow the re­
tailer the marked package weights, but in­
stead place on the invoice their own figures. 
For instance, a retailer buys ten half barrels 
of currants, but instead of allowing the 
marked weights, the wholesale strikes an 
average of, say 20 lbs. Clearly this is not 
right.

In regard to figs. Some houses sell by 
the gross weight, allowing nothing for tare, 
and sometimes no discounts for cash. They

usually quote a cent or more pound 1 e.r 
than the house which sells net, c e- 
quently, not unf equently the retaile. 
purchases at the higher figure pays r. 
less than he who buys at the lower.

These are little matters that memh. f 
the trade need to keep their eyes ope , 
garding, as it may prevent the loss of, 
good dollars during the course of a yea ‘

BEST PLACE TO START BUSINi ..

Obviously under such conditions it 1; a 
difficult matter to say “ where is the oust 
place for a young man with small capit.d to 
start a general s ore."

This does not mean, however, that tin ie 
is no place in which “ a young man wiih 
small capital ” can start.

Crowded as may be the field, there is 
always room at the top for the young nun 
with capital, exp rience, brains and pa se­
verance. Where these are wanting poor aie 
any young man's chances of success.

No matter how well qualified and fortified 
a young man may be for business it would 
be unwise for him to settle down haphazard 
anywhere.

Refore the birds of the air build their nests 
they select the spots that their instinct ti lls 
them are the best. And as the young man 
starting into business should carefully sided 
the locality and stand in which his belter 
judgment informs him is the best.

Recause a certain place or locality ha a 
large number of stores it does not always 
follow that there is no room for nu e. 
There is probably not room for dull, duty 
storekeepers. Likely enough there arc a> 
many of them already. But a live, w e- 
awake man settled down among them wu I 
shine out with a brightness that would a 
them entirely in the shade.

The character of the stock a young M ai 
proposes to carry should weigh with , 
when he is looking around for a store, 
pecially in the cities and larger towns : 
character of the stock should be in kee; 
with the locality.

“ A. J. C." can find out better for him if 
where the best place is for him to stu: 1 
general store. If he is not qualified for l - 
he is scarcely qualified to be a general n- 
chant.

BI VING COUNTERFEIT MONEY.

■ ■ )T very long ago the correspondence
[\ of a man who was offering green goods 
l counterfeit money —was captured by 
the thorities, The man was a Canadian 
whi erved an apprenticeship and traveled 
for a holesale house in Toronto. He was 
the >n of very respectable parents, and was 
enj. ^ed to one of the handsomest girls in 
the ;ty, who is now the wife of a well-known 
an<i wealthy Toronto gentleman. Somehow 
thn. a did not go right, and he drifted to 
Ne Vork about ten years ago, where he 
bo., ted that he was doing well. He was 
always on the lookout for Canadians visiting 
that city, and, putting himself in their way, 
generally contrived to show them the sights 
at ilieir expense, and borrow a few dollars— 
foi lie knew that visitors were always flush. 
He pretended to be a stock-broker, and was 
always supposed to live at one of the best 
hotels. From time to time people in all parts 
of i anada received long letters, type writ­
ten on foolscap,offering counterfeit Canadian 
bills at the rate of about $ 1,000 for $100, and 
showing how easily a man could in this way 
get enough to make him comfortab e the rest 
of his life The method of procedure is well 
known. The would-be handler of counter­
feit exchanges his good money with a con­
federate for a $1,000 sealed package, which 
he is cautioned not to open until he reaches 
the sect et recesses of his home. Instead of 
crisp bills it contains green paper.

What the ex-Canadian made out of the 
scheme is not known, but he had a great 
dc.il of correspondence. From the mass 
examined by The GROCER, it was seen that 
a number of fairly well known business men 
were implicated ; a few of them even wrote 
on their own letter heading. Most of them 
arc eminently respectable citizens.

There were two letters from a manufac­
turer who is a prominent figure in the gener­
al gatherings of his particular church, and 
who always wants to open all business meet­
ing, with prayer. He wanted to take $1,000 
01 trial. If these worked well he would take 
a large amount. He would not go to New 
Yu;k, but wanted to meet the seller at 
111 -ckville, which, he said, was just across 
fi n Ogdensburg.

nother feature was the number of letters 
ft 1 particular localities. One county in 
f ern Canada was unusually well repre­
ss ted, and it is a remarkable fact that the 
In mess men in this particular locality are

he green goods man is probably now in

h saw him, a few years ago, he was enter­
ic the Grand Union hotel with a St. John 
n. : chant. It was known at that time what 
b. ness he was engaged in, for a number of

his circulars were signed with his correct 
name. Many readers will thus be able to 
place him. His name is withheld, because 
he is the idol of his mother s heart, and she 
knows nothing of his doings. To his credit, 
he has been extremely kind to her.

PEDLARS IN P. E. ISLAND.
HE members of the Prince Edward 
Island Legislature are probably more 
in touch with the people they repre­

sent than those of any other province. They 
have therefore done more to suppress the 
peddling system than any other province. 
Very many years ago, long before Confed­
eration, they passed an act of the reign of 
William IV., which gave them power to 
li ense pedlars. Tr.is they still have and 
control, excepting in Charlottetown and 
Summerside, which have power to regulate 
them by their own by-laws.

Outside of these places the Provincial 
authorities now collect an annual license fee 
of $20 for a one-horse waggon and $10 for a 
packman or pedlar on foot. If a man takes 
two horses he pays an extra $20.

This act applies to residents and non­
residents alike. The unfairness of this has 
been evident for some time, and at the last 
session of the Legislature an act was passed 
reducing the residents fee to $15 per annum 
for a man with a horse and cart, and $7.50 
for a man alone, while non-residents were 
very properly to pay $ÇO. Lieut.-Governor 
Howlan refused to assent to this bill, but 
submitted it to the Dominion Government. 
He did not give any reason for his refusal to 
sign it, but a member of the Government 
informed The Grocer that it was probably 
due to a doubt in his mind whether the 
Legislature had power to pass such a bill. 
If this be the case, and it seems likely, it 
will have an important bearing on the action 
any of the other legislatures may take. To 
The Grocer His Honor said he hoped the 
Governor-in-Council would report his de­
cision on the bill by the first of the year.

In Charlottetown they have no regular 
pedlar’s license, but they compel these peo­
ple who assemble on the market square to 
hawk their wares to pay $1 to $2 a day. A 
man who does not compete with the local 
merchants is charged $1, while those who 
sell goods which ar: handled by any of the 
retailers in the town must pay $2 a day.

The people on the Island have had n.ore 
or less trouble with these fakirs. Many of 
them are the worst t lass of foreigners. They 
have compelled people to buy their wares 
with threats. They have d manded food, 
and forced unprotected women to give it to 
them by pointing revolvers at them. These 
are the men some St. John merchants ob- 
jec ed to decorate with numbered badges, 
fearing it might degrade their manhood.

It may not be generally known that every 
commercial traveler who visits the Island is 
compelled to pay a license fee of $15 before 
doing business. In case of neglect to do so, 
there is a fine of $200.

HOW TO SUCCEED IN BUSINESS.

R. LOGAN has been 27 years in 
trade in Pictou, N.S. He knows his 
business thoroughly; and though he 

has not made a fortune, he has not been un 
successful. He is given better than an aver­
age rating by the mercantile agencies. He 
has always paid his accounts in full, and is 
proud of it, as all business men should be. 
His expeiience is therefore worth something 
to the younger generation of dealers. He is 
still a yound man himself, about forty seven.

To The Grocer he said that his experi­
ence had taught him two important prin 
ciples on which success in business was 
based ; Always to sell at a profit and to col­
led the accounts. He had always made a 
profit on what he sold, but he had not been 
prompt enough in collecting his accounts. 
If he had he would have been able to retire 
with enough to live well the remainder of 
his life.

Te sell at a profit he found that it was 
necessary to handle honest goods, the best 
that his customers could use. In this way 
he worked up a permanent reputa ion for 
having reliable goods only. He did not offer 
any baits, as is done by many merchants 
by cutting prices on some lines or giving 
away pictures, books, crockery, etc., depend­
ing on making up by extra profits on other 
articles which most merchants found to 
their sorrow they were ne.er able to do, for 
the customers somehow bought these other 
lines at some other store. Taking the year 
in and out customers will do as well with 
the man who does not offer baits. This 
they realize in time and become permanent 
customers. The desire of the price-i utter 
is to do a large business, but it is safer and 
more profi able to make 10 per cent on a 
$10,000 bu-iness th n 5 percent, on $20,000. 
In the latter business there are greater losses 
from shrinkage and o her causes.

His method of collection has been his 
weak feature. He had given too much 
credit, and like everyone else who had done 
the same had lost much money. Not only 
did he lose money by long credits, but they 
caused him much worry. When accounts 
were about due he would spend a great 
amount of valuable time in endeavoring to 
get portions of the amounts due him to 
meet them. This time should have been 
spent in his store attending to customers 
and watching his business. Many dealers 
do not charge a man's time in making col­
lections against the account, but they 
should. Mr. Logan is now working his 
business into a cash basis. He is collecting 
monthly, and on good accounts quarterly, 
allowing 3 per cent off for cash.

His views should be carefully considered 
by those who are not following them out. 
For every one wh > cuts prices, gives long 
credits and succeeds The Grocer will 
name at least ten who fail.
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MIGHT HAVE BEEN A MILLIONAIRE
N Monday last, whi e The Cana 
man Grocer was talking to Mr. 
Craig, of Hogg, Craig & Co., gro­

cers and lobster packers, l'ictou, N.S., a 
farmer named Vorter, who lives near that 
town, stepped in o the priva'e office. Before 
closing the door he looked round to see that 
he was not followed. When he felt safe he 
produced a bag containing eighty Spanish 
doubloons, and wanted to sell them for more 
modem cuirency. Mr. Craig, who at one 
time traveled for a London, Ont., biscuit 
hou-e, is known all over Canada for his ex­
tensive collections of rare stamps and coins. 
From I’orter’s story the doubloons have been 
in an old stocking in his family for over 90 
years, and the dates on them prove this 
They were accumulated by his grandfather 
and transferred to his father, who kept them 
intact all his life.

When Mr. Craig and The Grocer 
figured what they would have amounted to 
ha I Mr. Potters grandfather invested, in­
stead of hoarding them, they found that he 
would have been more than a millionaire, 
which made the old man < pen his mouth. 
A doubloon was worth about $16 a hundred 
years ago. Eighty of them would ha>e been 
equal to fi 280. Seven per tent, is not too 
high a rate of interest to figure on, for 
twenty-five years ago ten to fifteen per cent, 
was not rare. A sum w 11 about double 
itself every ten years at seven per cent, 
compound interest, so that in a hundred 
years the eighty doub'oons would have 
amounted to $1 517,120. There are many 
others just as thoughtless as were Mr. P rter 
and his ance tors. That gentleman is now 
looking for an investment.

INTERIOR STORE ARRANGEMENT.

UR a store in which a large business is 
done, where no paikage is likely to 
lie on the shelves for any length of 

time, and where plenty of help is employed, 
glass casing for protecting the goods is not 
necessary. Some stores in the fly season 
use netting only : others distribute fly paper 
about freely and put nothing over the goods. 
They depend upom themselves or their 
clerks to keep the shelves dusted and the 
store cle r of flies.

In one of the most attractive retail stores 
The Grocer has been in for some time, the 
proprietor had gone carefully into the mat­
ter, and as a result, he fitted the part of 
shelves neaiest the entranre with sliding 
glass fronts. The remainder he left un 
touched. The porti in with glass fronts he 
used for his bread and cake, for he carries 
on a bakery in connection with his grocery 
business. The open shelving he keeps 
filled all the time, which gives the place a 
much more substantial appearance than 
most stores which put up a front line only and 
fill orders from the cases, under the counter

or piled up outs de. Sales are always made 
from the fi ont line and a clean package is 
brought from the back sn that it always has 
a fresh appearance. When there are so 
many packages on the shelves greater at­
tention is required from the clerks to keep 
them in order. This takes a good deal of 
time and prevents any loafing which looks 
so unbusinesslike. When he finds a clerk 
neglects to dust them and leaves his shelves 
untidy he waits until closing time. He then 
draws attention to it and keeps the careless 
clerk half an hour later. He has seldom to 
punish him this way a second time.

AN INJUSTICE RE PEDLARS.
The most important business up for di 

cussion at the last meeting of the Propt.,> 
Committee of the Toronto City Council was 
what the Licensed Pedlars regarded as a 
gross injustice —the imposition of fees up.oi 
some pedlars, while others are allowed m 
go free of license, because the question as In 
the city’s right to collect fees is now be line 
the Privy Council. The magistrate has m 
fused to convict those who have not paid 
their license fees, and M. W. Butler, wh.. 
spoke for the 83 pedlars who have paid ihc.r 
$20 fee, demanded that the others who 
have not paid their fees should be forced 10 
do so, or that the fees already paid should 
be returned.

Mr. Awde explained that, pending the 
decision in London of the case of Virgo 
against Toronto, as to whether the city can 
prevent pedlars from plying their calling on 
certain streets, the magistrate would give no 
decision. The city at present, pending this 
decision, was issuing licenses to peddle on 
all streets, but, for some reason, the men 
would not pay their licenses, although the 
litigation did not involve the point as to 
whether the city had the power to fori e 
hawkers to pay license fees, and which was 
secured by the Ontario Statutes.

W. J. Youell, of this place, who has been 
traveling for Sloan & Crowtber, of Toronto, 
has severed his connection with that firm, 
and is now representing Masuret & Co., 
London.—Journal, St Thoma=.

A farmer at Portage la Prairie raised 400 
bushels of potatoes from one acre of ground 
planted.

There were 564 tenders, aggregat­
ing £11,294,000, at prices varying from 95 
to 99X. Applications at ,£97 8s. 6i. will 
get about 49 per cent., and those above that 
figute will receive full allotment.

Up to the 23rd instant 4 416,000 bushels 
of wheat had been brought to the different 
stations west of Winnipeg, and the amount 
during the same period of 1893 was 3,040,- 
015 bushels. During the present month 
1,882,000 bushels have been delivered, and

the quantity for the same period last y:.r 
was about the same.

The H. G. & B. trains carried big crowds 
of people Saturday and yesierday, and the 
trains all ran on time. The rails for the 
completion of the track in the city have not 
yet arrived, but they are expected in a few 
days. A deputation from the company will 
shortly interview the Beamsville Council in 
regard to the extension of the railway to that 
village. —Herald, Hamilton.

Surveyors are still out locating the line of 
the proposed Hamilton, Waterdown and 
Guelph Electric Railway. The chief diffi­
culty they have met so far is to find an easy 
grade into Waterdown, and at one time ,t 
was thought a spur would be needed to con 
nect with that village, but by choosing a 
slightly different location, it is now hoped 
this obstacle will be overcome.

The Assets Co. is the name of a new asso­
ciation with a capital of $200,000, whose object 
is to acquire bankiupt estates, either by pur­
chase or otherwise, and to realize the same 
in the best manner possible. It is proposed 
to held weekly sales by auction for the dis­
posal of the merchandise. It is understood 
that goods will only be sold in limited quan­
tities at a time, so that stocks will not be old 
en bloc to retail merchants, as at present.

GROCERIES.

rT**HE week has been an uneventful one.
No marked features have developed 

1 either in regard to business or prices. 
'1 he volume of business is fair for the sea­
son ; travelers' orders on the whole show a 
little improvement. Reports from country 
storekeepers indicate that businesswith them 
is still quiet, the mild weather keeping the 
farmers in their 6elds. They fully expect a 
belter trade when the weather becomes less 
favorable for farming operations and more 
favorable for storekeeping. Therefore, al­
though business is not as good with either 
wholesalers or retailers as would be desired, 
the outlook is viewed rather in a hopeful 
light than otherwise. Business in canned 
goods remain much as before. Rio coffees 
are still a scarce commodity. Sugar, while 
quiet with the wholesale houses, is brisk 
with the refineries, the trade b;ing desirous 
of getting its supplies into the warehouses 
before navigation ceases. Syrups are in fair 
demand, but there is not much doing in 
molasses. Fairly active continues to be the 
tea market, with prices steady to firm. 
New season’s foreign dried fruits are re­
ceiving fair attention. Eggs are firmer, 
while cured meats are easier. Dried and 
evaporated apples are quiet and lower.

CANNED GOODS.
There is the usual quiet and steady sea­

sonable trade doing in tomatoes, peas and 
corn. We still quote tomatoes and corn, at 
85 to 90c., and peas, 80 to 85c. Fruits 
are quiet at these quotations : peaches, $3

to $3.25 for 3’s, $2 to $2.2S fora's ; raspber­
ries, $1.65 to $1.80; strawberries, $1.90 to 
$2.io ; apples, 3’s, $1 to $1.10, gallons $2.65 
to $2.80, and preserve! fancy quarters at 
$1.35 to $1.40. Salmon is in good demand 
and firm at $1.30 to $1 35 for good red fish 
in tall tins, and $t.<o to Si.bo in flit tins ; 
second quality is quoted at $1.20 to $1.25. 
Canned mackerel is quiet at $1 to $1.10. 
Lobsters is still only receiving slight atten­
tion, and prices are as before at $1.70 to $2 
for tall tins and $2.25 to $2.75 in flat tins.

COFFEES.
The local market is still bare of Rio 

coflee<, and the other kinds are not much 
wanted. We quote green, in bags : Rio, 
2i)i to 22%c.;East Indian,27 to 30c. ; South 
American, 21 to 23c.; Santos, 21 % to 22><c.; 
Java, 30 to 32c.; Mocha, 27 1028c.; Mara­
caibo, 21 to 23c.; Jamaica, 21 to 22c.

N.Y. Journal of Commerce, October 30 : 
For Rio and Santos growths holders are in­
clined to make a showing of firmness over 
all really useful stock, and some have valua­
tion limits marked higher than it is possible 
to reach at the moment, as general demand 
continues cautious and unsatisfactory. In 
the way of speculative dealing business was 
moderate and the market generally of an 
unimportant character. The accounts re­
ceive! from Brazil were in much the old 
form regarding condition of market and cur­
rent movement of supplies, with no further 
report in regard to crop, and Europe was a 
shade easier and quiet.

RICE.
Business is of the usual quiet seasonale 

character, with no change in prices. We 
quote: “ B,” 3# to 3iCc; extra Japan, 5X to 
5He. ; imported Japan, 5)^ to 6jfc. ; tapi­
oca, 4X to 4#c.

SPICES.
Business is fairly good at unchanged 

prices. We quote: Pure black pepper, 12 
to 14c.; pure white, 20 to 28c.; pure 1am- 
aica ginger, 25 to 27c; cloves, 25 to 30c.;

pure mixed spice, 25 to 30c.; cream of tar­
tar, 20 to 25c. per lb

NUTS.
Nothing has yet developed that is worthy 

of special mention. We quote as follows : 
Brazil nuts, 11 to H>£c.; Sicily shelled 
almonds, 25 to 26c. ; Terragona almonds, 
12)4 to 14c.; peanuts, 10 to 12c. for roasted 
and 7 to loc. for green; cocoanuts, $4.50 
to $5 per sack ; Grenoble walnuts, 13 to 
14c Marbot walnuts, 11 to 12c.; Bor­
deaux walnuts, 8 to 10c.; filberts, <))( to 
lofic. for sacks and io<£ to tic. for small 
lots ; pecans, io)4 to 1 ic.

SUGAR.
Business along the street in this com­

modity is light, and wholesalers are quoting 
lower prices than they were a week ago. 
For granulated 4X to 4HC. per lb. is the 
ruling figure, and for yellows 3)4 to 4c. per 
lb. is the idee. Raw sugars we quote at 
3Xc- for ordinary, and 3)tfc. for Demarara. 
The lower prices that are being quoted for 
granulated sugar by the local houses is not 
warranted by any change in the views of the 
Canadian refiners. They, in spite of the 
declines of the 27th and 301b ult. in the 
price of raw sugar on the New York market, 
continues to hold their prices up, and trade 
with them for this time of the year has been 
good. This is one of the reasons why prices 
remain steady with the manufacture's, the 
latter being able to sell their meltings from 
dsy to day. But the prime reason for the 
steadiness of price is the near approach of 
navigation, which induces buyers to antici­
pate their wants in order to secure summer 
rates of freights. So great has become the 
demand for space on the Montreal boats 
that shippers have to secure freight in ad­
vance.

N. Y. Journal of Commetce, Oct. 30. The 
immediately available supply of raw, al­
though quite large, is in the hands of owners 
who can carry it stubbornly if they so elect, 
and that appears to be the disposition of

The decline ol Saturday, alter being wired 
all over the country, has failed to bring an 
increase of business, and some operators 
complained that they did n t find even the 
small increase of orders common at the 
commencement r f the week. The pi ice of 
sugars is now very low, and there is sur­
prise that there is no more attention given 
them.

SYRUPS
There is a fair trade doing, more especi­

ally in bright syrups selling at about 2f4 to 
2}ic. We quote : Dark, 25c.; medium, 
28 to 30c.; bright, 35 1040c.; very bright, 
4Ç to 50c.

MOLASSES.
Trade is quite at unchanged prices : 

We quote ; New Orleans, barrels, 26 to 
28c.; half-barrels, 30M to 32c.; Barbadoes, 
barrels, 28 to 32c.; half-barrels, 30 to 34c.

TEA.
There is a fair trade doing in low grade 

Indian and Ceylon teas, which continues 
scarce on the London market. Young 
Hysons of all grades are scarce, and the few 
that are offering are bringing lull prices. 
Japan teas keep steady in price, but there is 
very little enquiry for them, as jobbers are 
working on iheir old stocks, and are not in­
clined to enter the market at the advanced 
figures demanded by holders. There have 
been some inve cesof Pmgsuey gunpowders, 
and Pingsuey Young Hysons offering, and 
several transaction- have taken place lor the 
French trade in Quebec China Congous 
ol all kinds and grades continue to show ex­
cellent value. Out the enquiry for them in 
London has been light since the last advices. 
At the auction sale in Land n, England, on 
Monday la-t the leatuie was a stronger 
market for As-am teas. Local wholesalers 
report alair trad , but no new features have 
developed.. Prices ruling are : Young 
Hysons, 16 to 18c. lor low grade ; 24 to 
27c. for medium, and 30 10 38c. for high 
grades; China Congous, 16 to 18c.; Japans, 
16 to 20c.; Indi ms and Ceylon:, 18 to 35c.

DRIED FRUITS.
Nothing materially new has developed 

during the week. New season’s fruits ate 
still arriving, a few M ilaga raisins being 
among this week’s shipments. There is a 
la r trade d ling in Valencia raisins, but the 
unsatisfactory leature is the cutting that is 
going on in prices, some sales being report­
ed belo v 4c. The fact of the matter is that 
there are Valencia raisins and Valencia 
raisins. Samples ol d imaged fruit were re­
ceived on the market this week, but they 
were already sour, and the broker to whom 
they were sent would not offer them. We 
repeat a former warning, the trade cannot 
be too careful this season in ordering their 
Valencia raisins. The ruling prices for good 
Valencia raisins are : Off stalk, 4M to 4Mc., 
fine offstalk, 4M to sMc.; selected, 5M to 
6 .; layers, 6 to 7c.

Currant trade is fair only, with prices 
much as before. We quote new fruits : 
Filiatras, half barrels, 4>4C., barrels, 4XC. ; 
fine Filiatras, half brls., 4Xc., barrels 4>ic.; 
Patras, 5M in cases; Casalma, 5M to 6c.; 
Vostizzas, 6 'A to 7MC- in cases and hall 
cases.

Sultana raisins are quiet and unchanged 
at 5 Me. up.

Figs are not much wanted yet, the warm 
weather being unfavorable to business in 
this line. We quote: 14 oz., 10M to lie.; 
10 lb., 11 to I2>£c.; taps, 4M to 5c.; 18 lb., 
15c.; 28 lb., 18c.

Tu.kish prunes remain as before, quiet 
and steady. We quote : “ A," 8c ; “ B,”
7c.; “U,” sM to sMc ; bags, 3Xc.; casks, 
4M to 5c. French prunes are quoted at 6M 
to qMc., according to quality.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.
The bu ter trade is still in an unsatisfac­

tory condition, although for really choice 
dairy tub butter higher prices are quoted, 
but the trouble in really choice is practically 
unobtainable. In consequence of the condi­
tion ol the market the who'esale houses are 
buying scarcely anything, nearly all the but­
ter coming in being on commission. There 
is an enquiry lor choi:e selected dairy tubs 
for winter’: use of private families, and for 
which wholesalers claim they could get as 
high as 18 or 19c. There is a good deal of 
medium and low grade butter coming in, 
and large rolls are plentiful, and they are in 
fair demand. Dairy ponnd rolls are quiet. 
There are a good many dairy pound prints 
on the market, but for some reason or other 
they are less preferred than pound rolls and 
do not fetch within 1 to 2C. as much as the 
latter. The dem tnd for creamery tub butter 
is light and creamery pound prii.ts are not 
as much wanted as they were. We quote 
jobbing prices : Dairy—Choice tubs, 16 to 
17c.; medium, 13 to 14c.; crocks, 20c.; low 
grade, 12 to 13c.; pound rolls, 18 to IQ '. ; 
large rolls, 16 to 17c. Creamery—Tubs, 20 
to 2ic. ; pound prints, 22c.

Cheese market keeps dull. Offerings at 
ioMc. for September cheese, delivered, and 
loc. was bid. Jobbers quote 10M to lie.

cables received by sales agents on Tuesday 
from Ceylon advised a substantial advance 
in that market. Sugar has ruled on the 
quiet side,' but it is a significant fact that 
the refiners, though they do not note any 
increase in the movement, report more en­
quiry from buyers regarding values, etc., 
which they interpret to mean that supplies 
in second hands are thinning down some­
what. In syrups and molasses no special 
feature is to report, while a notification sent 
out to the trade here on Thursday last from 
the Western Canners’ Association fulfills a 
prediction made in The Grocer over a 
month ago, that after the first of November 
prices on canned tomatoes and corn from 
first hands might advance. In fish heavy 
receipts of salt stock have produced declines 
in most of the staple descriptions, and in 
other branches of trade there is no special 
feature to mention.

SUGAR.
There has been no radical change in the 

sugar market since our last report. Busi­
ness rules quiet on the whole, but it is 
worthy of remark that refiners have during 
the past few days had more enquiry regard­
ing prices, etc. In fact the impression pre­
vails that more demand is on the tapis. On 
the whole the market gives signs of more 
activity than at the time of last writing. 
Round lots of granulated have changed 
hands at 4 3-160., and smaller quantities 
4Xc. from the refineries. Yellows have 
been enquired for to a greater degree, and 
business has been transacted at 3 3 16 to 
3#c. as to quality at the refinery. In raw 
sugar there is not much change to note ac­
cording to recent advices to refiners here.

SYRUPS.
The activity that we noted last week in 

syrups has been fairly well maintained, and 
business has to a certain extent been re­
stricted in volume by the small stocks in 
first hands. These as noted in our last are 
very light and have not had material re­
plenishment during the week. Demand has 
ruled active on the whole on the basis of 2 
to 2 He. for bright grades, and i'/i to i#c. 
for dark per lb. at the factory.

MOLASSES.
This market has furnished no important 

change, business ruling quiet as noted in 
our last. With the mild weather now ex­
perienced this state of affairs is apt to con­
tinue, but once a cold spell sets in sellers 
and dealers generally expect an improve­
ment. Values rule steady on the whole at 
27>£c. for round lots, and 29c. for car lots ex­
store, while single puncheons are quoted at 
30c. for choice Barbadoes.

RICE.
The rice market continues active as al­

ready noted, in fact if anything the volume 
of business since our la>t report has been 
increased. The tone of the market is firm 
under this good enquiry accentuated, as it is 
by the fact of very firm advices from prim­
ary centres. We quote : Japan, standard, 
$4.25 to $4 40 ; crystal Japan, $4.75 to $5 ; 
standard B, $3.45 ; English style, $3.30 ; 
Patna, $4.25 to $5, and Carolina at $6.50 
to $7-50-

spices.
The spice market has been rather quieter 

since our last report, but aside from this is 
unchanged in its ruling features. We quote 
mill prices as follows : Penang black pepper, 
6to 7>£c ; white pepper, 10to 12lie.; cloves, 
7Ji to 9c.; cassia, 9 to 10c.; nutmegs, 60 to 
90c.; Jamaica ginger, 15 to 22c.

COFFEES.
The firm feeling in coffee is well main­

tained, though there has been no special 
activity to note during the week. The prin­
cipal enquiry has been for Maracaibo stock, 
in which some roundquantities have changed 
hands at zo% to 22c. We quote : Maracaibo, 
20ji to 22c. ; Rio, 20 to 2ic.; Java, 23 to 
29c., and Mocha, 26 to 31c.

TEA.
Though this market is not characterized 

by the extreme activity of a week or fort­
night ago, h fair trade is doing on the whole. 
There have been further enquiries from 
American buyers which have resulted in 
sales, while some round lots of low grade 
China and Japans have changed hands on 
home account. We quote japans : Low 
grades, 13 to 14c. ; medium, 14 to 17c.; fine 
i8>i to 32c., and choice, 24 to 31c.

DRIED FRUITS.
Continued firm advices from primary 

markets in Spain have induced continued 
firmness in dried raisins on spot, and to 
move any fruit now here from holders' hands 
means that buyers have to meet sellers’ 
views. In fact sales of round lots of stock 
have been made on the basis of 4)^c. from 
first hands, while selected have realized 
S%c. We quote as before : Valencia layers, 
6to6Jfc.; fine off-stalk, $X to 5>£c., and 
ordinary, 4# to 4j^c. In California goods 
there has been very little business to note, 
and we quote 6 to 7%c. according to quality.

In currants no special activity is to note, 
but a good ordinary distributing trade is 
pissing on the basis of 3jtfc. in barrels and 
3JC to 4>£c- in cases.

CANNED GOODS.
Quietness has been the ruling feature in 

ennned goods, with nothing special to men­
tion except a notification from the Western 
Cannery Association received on Thursday 
last that after the 1st of November tomatoes 
and corn will be advanced. It will be re­
membered bs readers of The Grocer that 
over a month ago we intimated this as a 
profitable occurrence when referring to the 
fact that prices were upward in their ten­
dency. We quote : Lobsters, per case, $6 to 
$8; sardines, $8.50 to $9.50 ; salmon, $1.35 
to $1.40 per doz ; tomatoes, 95c. per doz.; 
peaches, $2 to $2 10 per doz. ; corn, 95c. to 
$1 per doz., and marrowfat peas, 85 to 90c. 
per doz.; strawberries, $2.75 per doz, and 
raspberries, $1.80 to $2 30; Australian can­
ned meats, 1 -lb. can boiled mutton, $1.80 to 
$1.90 ; 2-lb. can do., $3.10 to $3.15 ; 1 lb.
can roast mutton, $2.05 to $2.10 ; 2 lb. can 
do., $3.33 to $3.40; 1-lb. can corned mutton, 
$2.05 to $2.20 ; 2 lb. can do., $3.35 to $3.40.

FISH.
Owing to the increased receipts of all 

kinds of salt fish during the past week, and 
the fact that supplies are far in excess of 
present wants, the tone of the market is 
weak, and prices generally have a lower 
tendency. Demand has been fair for small 
lots, but the movement on the whole is 
light, and will likely continue so as 
long as this mild weather lasts. The 
feature of the week has been a decline of 
50 to 70c. per barrel in herrings, which is 
due to large arrivals consisting of Labrador, 
Cape Breton and North Shore. Sales of 
Labrador in round lots have taken place at 
$4 50 to $4.75, North Shore $4 25 to $4.50, 
and Cape Breton at $4.50 to $5 ; but in a 
jobbing way dealers are realizing $5 to $5.25 
for No. 1 Labrador, $4.50 to $4.75 for North 
Shore, and $4.7$ to $5 25 for Cape Breton. 
In green cod no further change has taken 
place, round lots are offering at $4 for No.

I, and in a small way $4.50 to $4.75 is beir., 
paid. B.C. salmon are unchanged at $11. jo 
to $12, and No. 1 Labrador at $12.50 to $1 ; 
per barrel. Bloaters are more plentifu 
and lower at $1.65 to $1.75 per bam! 
for Yarmouth and $1 for Bay. Receqi 
of finnan baddies have been larger and 
prices are #c. lower at 7\i to 8c. for Port­
land and 6% to 7c. for St. John. There has 
been large arrivals of fresh haddock and od 
since our last, and in consequence prices are 
lower at 3#c per lb. for haddock and 2>2 t< 
3c. for cod. Some sales of car lots of 
smoked herrings are reported at ioj4c., I.m 
in a jobbing way dealers are getting nyi to 
14c.

GREEN FRUIT.

Apples—The market is being drown i- 
with receipts of both fall and winter apple. 
The former are very slow at $1 no $1.50 and 
the latter $2 to $3 per brl.

Oranges—Oranges are dull and rath 1 
lower. Jamaica sell at $6 per brl. and 
Flordia $3.50 to $3.75 per case.

Lemons—Are only in moderate call with 
sales of Malagas at $7.50.

Pears—These continue in over supply at 
$2 to $3 for common and $3.50 to $4.50 for 
fancy domestic. California pears are $1.50 
to $2 per box.

Peaches—Meet a very slow demand at 
$1 to $1.25 per box for California.

Bananas—Only a few bananas are offer 
ing at $2.25 per bunch.

Craniierries—These are in good de­
mand with Cape Cod $10 to $10.50 and 
Canadian $9 to $10.

Spanish Onions—There have been good 
sized sales of Spanish onions at 67,54c. per 
crate, but in a regular jobbing way we quote 
75 to 80c. per crate.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.

Eggs—The egg market rules steady with 
quotations unchanged from a week ago. De­
mand is fair at 13 to 14c. for limed and 15 to 
17c. for boiling stock.

Game—With mild weather and more 
liberal offerings partridges are easier, sales 
of No. 1 occurring at 45c., and No. 2 at 
25c. per brace.

PokyRY— Some small lots of poultry 
have arrived but the stock is in poor con 
dition. Turkeys have sold at 8 to 9c.; 
geese, 5 to 6c.; chickens, 6 to 7c., and 
ducks, 8 to 9c.

Dressed Hogs—The market is weak 
and heavy with sales at $6 per 100 lbs.

Beans—The market is quiet but steady. 
Western hand-picked beans sell at $1.40 lo 
$1.45, and other kinds $1.20 to $1.30.

Honey—The market is quiet and steady 
sales of extracted being reported at 7 to 8 
in tins for new stock. ; old selling ae 5 >2 to 
6c.

Potatoes—Demand for these is fairl 
good and we quote 50c. per bag on the Irai 
and 55 to 60c. in a jobbing way.

ONIONS — Canadian onions are selling 
well but receipts are heavy. We quote $1 75 
to $2 pei brl.

PROVISIONS.
There is no important change in the local 

provision market. The demand for all lint 
was slow and the market ruled quiet, which 
is due to continued mild weather. Canadian 
short cut, heavy, $19 to $20; Canadian short 
cut, light, $16.50 to $17.50 ; hams, city 
cured, per lb., 9 to ujic.; lard, Canadian, 
in pails, 9>4 to io>4c.; bacon, per lb., 9 to 
11 >4c.; lard, com. tefined, per lb., 7 to 8c.

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RETAILERS are finding that business 
in flour has fallen off a little during the 
week owing to the return of warm 

weather. Cereals are also quieter. There 
has been a little improvement in the demand 
for oats and hay. Owing to the fairness of 
the weather, and, consequen ly, the continu­
ation of good pasturage, the demand for 
bran and shorts is not as large, and prices 
have not risen as much as was expected. It 
is reasonable to expect, hovever, that an 
advance in prices will take place during the 
month upon which we have just entered. 
Farmers are feeding a great deal of their 
wheat, and in comparison with the large crop 
that has been raised, very little has been 
marketed. This is not only a fact in Can­
ada, but from all over the United States 
comes reports of the immense amount of 
wheat that is being used for feeding pur­
poses. Farmers state that they are able to 
realize nearly double the amount on their wheat 
by so doing, and th it at the present prices 
wheat is far cheaper to feed than corn. This 
may have a tendency to strengthen wheat 
prices, and should such be the case, an ad­
vance in flour will naturally follow. Pros­
pects for business in flour and feed during 
the coming month are brighter than they 
have been.

THE MARKETS.
TORONTO.

Straw—There is but little offering and 
prices remain steady at $8 per ton.

Breakfast Foods—Trade is quiet in 
oatmeal, with prices unchanged. We quote . 
Rolled oats and standard oatmeal, $3.80 to 
$4 per brl.; granulated, $3.85 to $4.25 per 
brl. ; cornmeal, $350.; split peas and pot 
barley, $3.75 per brl.

MONTREAL.

The flour market has been more active, 
especially for Manitoba grades, for which 
there is a brisk demand both on local and 
export account, and millers in some cases 
stated that Monday’s was one of the largest 
day’s business transacted this season. Tne 
general feeling was steady and prices shqAv 
no change. On Monday sales were re­
ported of 54 carloads on local account 
and i,ooo sacks for export.

The market for oatmeal shows no ii. 
portant change. The demand is limited a . 1 
values steady. Standard, brls., $3.90 to $3.1,5 ; 
granulated, brls., $3.95 to $4 ; rolled oai 
brls., $4 to $4 05 ; pot barley, per brl., $3.75 ; 
split peas, per brl., $3.50 to $3.60.

ST. JOHN, N.B.

There is if anything a rather firmer fet 
ing in flour on the side of the miller, and at- 
tempts are made to slightly advance prices. 
Manitoba, which has held its prices belter 
than other flours is rather easier. This 
grade of flour will feel the increased freights 
more than any other. Hand-picked beans 
are firmer. Commercial middlings and oat­
meal are all easier with light demand. 
We quote as follows : Manitoba flour, 
$4.20 to $4.25; best Ontario, $3.35 to $3.50; 
medium, $3.2510 $3 35; oatmeal, $4.15 to

Wheat—Trade quiet and prices un­
changed.

Barley—An improvement in sales is re­
ported. A considerable quantity changed 
hands during the week at 40 to 44c. per 
bushel.

Oats—There has been a fair quantity of 
oats arriving during the week and prices 
quoted are ic. lower. Good oats are fetch­
ing from 30 to 31c. per bushel.

Hay—Trade quiet. No change in price. 
From $8.50 to $9 per ton is being paid for 
baled in car lots and $8 to $9 for loose.

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.
OFFICE OF THE CANADIAN GROCER,

St. John, N.B., Nov. i, 1894. 
USINESS is better than at anv time 
this fall, and from now till December 
a busy time is looked for. Supplies 

for the woods arc being bought freely. New 
fruit, such as raisins, figs and prunes, are 
here, and dealers are busy filling orders 
taken ahead, particularly for raisins, which 
were so late in ariiving. One merchant, 
talking ioThe Grocer, stated he had paid 
over two thousand dollars in duties during 
the past week. New association canned 
goods are coming in freely, though in less 
quantity than last year, dealers deciding 
not to hold such large stocks. There are 
not many changes to note in prices. Markets 
are easy all round, except in salmon.

Canned Goods—All new goods are now 
largely to hand, and are being distributed by 
the wholesalers as quickly as possible. 
Values are firm in salmon. Stocks arc 
light, prices are highei, and there may be a 
further advance at any time. Prices as 
last week : Corn, 95c.; peas, 95c.; tomatoes, 
$1.05 ; salmon, tails, $1.35 ; flats, $1.75 ; 
lobsters, $1.75 to $2 ; finnan baddies, $1.40 ; 
corned beef, t's, $1.75 ; 2's, $2 75.

Dried Fruit and Nuts—The long- 
looked-for raisins are now to hand. They 
do not altogether give satisfaction, being 
rain damaged, while buyers wanted to get 
selected fruit at prices of common off-stock. 
This cannot be doue. If good fruit is 
wanted, a good price must be pud. 
Valencia raisins show a disposition to sugar; 
this, with other reasons, is going to give a 
good market for California loose Muscatels, 
which are this year showing splendid value, 
and those to hand find a ready sale at lower 
prices. The only prunes to hand now are 
French. They are better stock than the 
usual prunes sold here. Ceaned currants, 
as your correspondent wrote some time ago, 
are going to have a much larger sale then 
ever before. We quote as follows : Sultana 
raisins, old, 7c.; California London layers, 
old, $2 ; loose Muscatel, 6 to 6>£c.; Valencia 
eff stock. 4>2C., fine, 5c., selected, j>5c.; 
Valencia layers, 6 to 6^c.; all new French 
prunes, to 6c., small boxes, 9 to 14c.; 
currants, new, brl?., 3% to 3%c.; cases, 
4 to 5c.; figs, new, 12 to 13c.; evaporated 
apples, 8 A ; dried, 6c. ; Grenoble walnuts, 
13 to 15'.; almonds, 13 to 14c.; Braz I, 
II to 12c.; filberts, 9X to 10c.; preans, 12 to 
13c.; peanuts, 10c.

F ruit, Green Apples continue in large 
supply, six schooners being in the slip loaded 
with them at one time. Winter fruit is now 
beginning to come foiward, and shows some 
splendid stock. Prices are low, a person 
buying a quantity for ca-.h getting them al­
most at their own figures. Florida lemons 
are now here. West India oranges are 
about the only quality offering. They are

now very firm. Immense quantities of On­
tario grapes are arriving here, and, what our 
fruit men do not like, they are being shipped 
direct to the smaller towns. They have sold 
here as low as 30:. per basket. Quinces and 
pears from the same source are also to hand; 
also tomatoes. We quote: Apples, winter 
fruit, i’s, $2.25 to $2 75; do. fall, $1.50 toj$2; 
oranges, 3’s, $3.50 per box ; West India do., 
$5 to $5 30 per brl. ; Florida lemons, $4 to 
$4 50 ; peaches, $1.25 to $1.30 per basket ; 
Lemons, Messina, $5 to $5.50 ; grapes, per 
basket, 30 to 50c.; tomatoes, 50c.; sweet 
potatoes, $4 to $4 50 per brl.; quinces, $6 
to $6 50 per brl.; per box, 80 to 90c.

Dairy Product — Cheese continues 
quiet, as our price was at no time as high 
as that in Ontario. There has been litt'e 
or no decline here as yet. Buyers show 
little disposition to increase stocks, but 
as stocks of cheese in first hands in this 
province is not large holders feel confident 
they will yet get good prices. Stocks in the 
hands of jobbers being small, they will soon 
have to replace. Butter is very firm and 
the first-class article is hard to get. Cream­
ery rolls are also getting scarce. Kings- 
clear creamery is closed down. This was 
the one that chiefly supplied the city, 7,000 
lb. prints having been sent in in a little over 
two months. Eggs are in better demand 
than for some time, and prunes are higher, 
with small stocks on hand. We quote : 
Cheese, 10# tone; factory price, 9^ to 
io>5c ; butter, dairy, 19 to 21c.; creamery, 
22 to 23c.; prints, 24 to 25c. ; eggs, 13 to 14c.

Molasses—There is a large quantity 
moving now, piincipally on lumbermen’s 
account. With light stocks here and in 
Montreal, buying in Halifax, where stocks 
are also limited, it looks like higher prices. 
Barbadoes, 27 to 28c. ; Porto Rico, fancy, 
42 to 43c. ; choice, 34 to 35c.; Antigua, 27 
to 28c. ; St. Croix, 27 to 28c.

Syrups—The demand is now looking up 
with prices firm, a good Business should 
be done There is practically no stocks 
here. Price 35c.

Sugar—Markets are quiet. Demand is 
rather light and prices are easy. No change 
yet in jobbers quotations. Granulated, 4% 
to 4Hc.; yellows, 3^ to 3%c.; Baibadoes, 
i'A 10 3)(c. Paris, lump, 6 to 6#c. ; pulver­
ized, 6 to b'Ac.

Fish—Receipts along all lines have been 
f airly large, and prices are easy. A few half- 
barrels of Gundy B ly herring are bringing 
goo 1 prices. They are as usual, extra fine. 
Shelburneand Yarmouth, as some say,are in 
good supply. Upward of twenty thousand 
boxes of smoked herring have arrived dur­
ing the week. Prices are easy. As catch is 
good, further receipts are looked for. Large 
quantities of dry fish have been received 
in Halifax from Newfoundland We quote: 
Large dry cod, $3.90 to $4 ; medium, $3.60 to 
$3 75 ; small, $3 to $3.25; haddock, $1.75 ; 
pollock, $1.75 to $1.85 ; shad, $5 to $5.50 ; 
half-barrels bay herring, $1.50 to $1.60 ; 
Shelburne, No. 1, $4 to $4 25, half brls.,

ST. .JOHN MARKET NOTES.
The West India steamer arriving this 

week had 275 brls West India oranges on 
board.

John Ryan, the popular representative of 
M. Lefebvre & Co, is this week meeting 
with nis usual good success among the 
trade.

Among the exports from Summerside 
during the week were 1,000 brls. oysters, 
1,500 sheep and lambs, 600 geese, and 48.- 
000 lbs. starch.

Northrop & Co. have received part of 
their shipment of off-stock and Valencia 
layer raisins which they are offering at 
especially low prices.

“ Choice white medium codfish, the finest 
lot we have seen this season,” is what 
Northrop & Co. said to your correspondent, 
and they certainly did look nice.

A new brand of oil, shipped bvthe Canada 
Oil Co., is now on the market. It is under­
stood a written guarantee is given that the 
oil is as good as the best American.

It is stated that Yarmouth and Shelburne 
fish get mixed, and the former are branded 
and sold as the latter, and that the former 
being cheaper, it is hard for the real Shel­
burne to compete. Others say this is not so, 
but that this report is used by some who are 
trying for an extra price. Shelburne are the 
fatter and better fish. This is not the first 
time such things have been said, and unfor 
tunately it is but too often true.

The Canned Goods Association think it 
strange that almost all their ordeis from here 
are for Delhi goods. This brand was first 
represented here by White & Titus. The 
goods have earned for themselves a deserved 
reputation. C & E. Carmichael have a full 
assortment, which they are offering at 
lowest prices. It is ihe opinion here that 
the association should have sold under a 
label of their own, as most satisfactory to all 
parties.

The retail dealers here are being supplied 
almost entirely with hams and bacon by 
local curers, whose product is considered 
better than the Canadian. They also pack 
a large quantity of pork. The output is in­
creasing from year to vear. There is yet 
room for a greater development. There is 
no reason why local packers should not 
supply the whole market, except, perhaps, 
the heaviest pork.

Hickey & Nicholson, tobacco manufac­
turers, Charlottetown, who have been mak­
ing twist tobacco for many years, are 
extending their trade to the mainland, and 
have just ordered machinery for making flat 
tobaccos, there being only a limited demand 
for twist. They now have only one brand 
each of chewing and smoking, but will put 
more on the market.

C. & E. MacMichael, St. John, are work­
ing into a fine wholesale trade in light and 
fancy groceries. They cover the best retail 
trade in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. 
They control the sale of Beardsley’s

shredded codfish, Maclaren’s' Imperial 
cheese, Paterson’s Worcester sauce, J. H. 
Wethry’s mince meat, Sheriff’s extract and 
Gillard's Diamond baking powder.

PERSONAL MENTION.
Aaron Wenger, of Ayton, was in Toronto 

last week.
Geo. W. Lee, formerly with Davidson &

Co. He takes the West.

C. S. Windsor, of the Steveston Canning 
Co., Steveston, B.C., was in Toronto last 
week.

W. B. Hogarth, of Tilsonburg, was in To­
ronto this week, and reports that he is mak­
ing trade every day with “ Salada’ Ceylon 
tea. In fact he says “Salada” has done 
more to change Japan tea drinkers to black 
tea drinkers than any other tea he ever saw.

George F. Anderson, cashier, Pure Gold 
Manufacturing Co., returned last week from 
Manitoba. He was away three months, and 
during that time traveled over the greater 
part of Southern Manitoba. Business, he 
says, while quiet up there, is improving, and 
the conditions are much healthier than they 
were. Implement agents, he claims, have 
been the curse of the province, having 
saddled the fai mers with burdens they were 
unable to carry. “ 1 was pleased to see 
The Grocer in nearly every store 1 en­
tered,” he concluded.

CUT IN WOODENWARE.
A cut is announced in the price of wooden 

ware. The decision was arrived at on Mon 
day last at a meeting of the Canadian 
Woodenware Association. The object is to 
prevent the importation of American wood- 
enware, which has been coming into the 
country pretty freely of late.

BROOM CORN.
One of the largest consignments of broom 

corn from the Illinois district that has come 
to Toronto for some time is that just being 
received by Charles Boeckh & Sons. It 
consists of twenty-eight straight carloads, 
and aggregating nearly half a million 
pounds. It will probably be of interest to 
consumers of brooms to know that the prke 
of broom corn has advanced fully 60 per 
cent, in the last three months owing to the 
almost total failure of the crop in Kansas 
and Nebraska. The best grade of carpet 
corn is grown in the state of Illinois, which 
fortunately had a heavy crop this season, 
but it has been almost entirely bought up by 
the larger manufacturers and Chicago deal 
ers, and much higher prices are expected to 
rule before the next crop is harvested.

Reports from the boot and shoe trade in 
St. Rochis are much more encouraging 
within the last few weeks, and some fac­
tories have now all the orders they can fill.

PEDLARS AGAIN.
HE street pedlars’ difficulty took on a 
new phase in Montreal last week. As 
already announced, the Ma ket Com­

missioners had considered the proposition 
made by the grocers and butchers. They 
eventually came to the decision to rigidly 
enforce a market by-law which now exists, 
and which prohibits indiscriminate peddling 
on the streets.

Mayor Villeneuve, in his wisdom, how­
ever, saw fit to suspend the commissioners' 
action, and the City Council, at a subsequent 
meeting, endorsed the chief magistrate’s 
c ourse, so that periling goes on as freely as 
ever.

It seems certain, however, that this state 
of affairs wont last long, for it is hard to be­
lieve that the Mont eal aldermen will be so 
foolish as to allow irresponsible people and 
farmers from the country to peddle their 
merchandi-e through the city without the 
imposition of some tax.

The law as it stands at present says that 
every pedlar in Montreal must pay an annual 
license fee of $20.

The utter absurdity and unfairness of the 
present position of affairs is shown when 
this ridiculously low tax is compared with 
the heavy assessments that ate made upon 
legitimate grocers and butchers.

The latest body to take up the cudgels 
against this peddling business is the Mutter 
and Cheese Association, so that with all the

influences that are being brought to bear 
upon it, it looks very much as if the Mon­
treal City Council is bound to take some 
act on in the matter.

DRY GOODS.
TORONTO MARKET.

RUI.Y this has been an off werk in the 
dry goods trade. The house trade 
has been of exceeding small propor­

tions and very unsatisfactory. A lew job 
lines in staples have been picked up, and 
there has been a movement in dress goods 
at cut prices to clear. Heavy woolens are 
selling, but orders are not large and the 
movement shows very little briskness. The 
great trouble has been, of course, the ex­
ceedingly mild state of the weather.

With regard to payments, the end of the 
month is usually exceedingly slow, as deal­
ers hold up for the 4th of the month, lfut 
wholesale millinery houses who have a great 
deal of paper maturing at present are com­
plaining that it is not being met satisfactorily. 
Cash remi ta xes are less num rous than 
usual. On the whole the c ircumstances are 
discouraging.

Orders for spring goods are, however 
encouraging and up to the mark in volume, 
due no doubt to small stocks.

One wholesale house claims to have done 
$25,000 more business this month than in 
the same month last year. Hut this is a 
wholly exceptionable case.

- MONTREAL MARKET.

The week has not furnished any special 
feature in the diy goods trade, as business 
has been very quiet owing to the exception­
ally mild weather that we have had.

Reports from travelers plainly indicate 
that they have had a very quiet week of it.

What little demand there is, is for such 
seasonable goods as woolen dress fabrics, 
etc ; also tweeds and cloth suitings.

Remittances on the whole seem to lie fair 
from the country, but the returns from city 
customers are very poor indeed.

A BLUFF MEETING.
The president of the Montreal Retail 

Grocers’ Association was a mad man last 
week. All the daily papers in that city con­
tained notices that a meeting of the Retail 
Grocers’ Association had been called to 
meet in the National Hall on the Main 
street to cons tier the question of street 
peddling. This was a fabrication pure anti 
simple, as the association had already met 
and take a the necessary action in the matter. 
The notices were in fact a clever dodge to 
get the retail grocers together to hear some 
remarks advertising a new collecting 
agency’s method of collecting bad debts. 
It did not work, however, for there was 
hardly a corporal’s guard in the hall.

When the grocers want to endorse any­
thing by their presence they want first to be 
consulted in regard .0 the matter.

A BRITISH TEA HOUSE.
NOWN unto all the trade is the phe­
nomenal increase in the consumption 
of Indian and Ceylon teas in the 

British Empire during the last ten or fifteen 
years ; but not so well known—to the people 
of Canada, at least are the efforts that have 
been made to get these teas where they are 
to day in the public favor.

Ever since tea had become an article of 
every-day consumption, Chim had been 
looked upon as the only tea producing 
country in the world. To persuade people 
that this was illusionary necessitated almost 
an operation on the brain. At any rate, it 
demanded much patience, much persever­
ance, and the expenditure of much money 
to do so Hut the Indian and Ceylon tea 
growers and dealers have their reward in the 
fact that during the last thirteen years they 
have displaced China teas in the Hritish mar­
ket to the extent of 76,000.000 pounds.

One of the firms which has played an im­
portant part in bring ng about this revolu­
tion is the Hriti-h Tea and Trading Associa­
tion, Limited, London, England, and its 
development has been in keeping with the 
increase in the consumption of British-grown 
tea.

When the association began business in 
1863 it occupied a single room and gave em­
ployment to one man and a boy ; to day 
their staff is large and their premises exten

sive. In Dunster House, Mincing lane, it 
has its market office ; in Southwark street 
its warehouse ; and at Brooks wharf its ex­
port bonded warehouse.

The company is the proprietor, amongst 
other brands of the “Blue Cross’’ and 
“Imperial Mandarin” teas, the former of 
which consists entirely of the Ceylon and 
Ind an growth, and the latter a blend of 
Ceylon, Indian and Chinese teas. The 
brands have not only acquired a home 
reputation, but they are well known in the 
foreign markets, as is evidenced from the 
fact that the company has its own bonded 
warehouse for packing and blending pur­
poses, something, it is said, that no other 
firm possesses. The firm does a large 
trade with Canada and the United States, 
the West Indies, Chili, Argen'ine are large 
customers, while Africa is being opened up 
to “ Blue Cross ” and “ Imperial Mandarin,” 
as well as to European civilization.

The machinery us:d in blending and 
packing this association’s teas is of the 
most modern and perfected type, and in the 
many diversifications through which the 
tea is put none of it is touched by hand. 
After the tea is put through the requisite 
operations preparatory to being packed it is 
first enveloped in a waterproof paper, then 
enclosed in lead, and finally packed, ma­
chinery here again being used. Before the 
packages are put up in boxes and cases for 
despatch to various parts of the world they

aie stored on shelves and expos'd to a leur 
perature ranging up to 90 degrees, thus 
drying them so effectively that there is no 
danger of the tea afterwards becoming 
musty.

The great success of the British Tea and 
Trading Association is due to the enterprise 
of J. Howard Moore, chairman, and K 
Aidons, co-managing director, as well as to 
the quality of Indian and Ceylon tea.

CANARIAN EGGS IN BRITAIN.
Nash & Ligbtsyer, Charlottetown, I’.E.I. 

are shipping eggs to Great Britain since 
August, and they have shown better profits 
than Canadian and American consignments 
For the British market they are selected in 
two grades, large and small, no mixed cases 
being sent. They are put in 30-dozen case:, 
with white cardboard fillers. The British 
buyers have now overcome their prejudice 
against this form of package, and many 
buyers there prefer them to the 120 dozen 
straw filled cases. They still insist on the 
long dozen, 1 e., the 30-dozen case is counted 
as 300 eggs instead of 36a Canadians, 
however, should adopt the British custom 
of paying for eggs by weight. Selected 
eggs will run is to 16 lbs. to the hundred, 
and bring the best prices. Culls will not go 
over 12 to 14 lbs., and sell for less money 
The buyers on Prince Edward Island are 
consideiing the best way of bringing about 
that custom there.
