Arpre PaNcakes.—Mix with three pints
of wilk and beaten eggs,flour enough
to make a thick batter, add salt and six
large apples chopped very fine, Fry in
hot lard.

Brekwneat Suort-Caky, —Three cups
of sour milk ; one teaspoon saleratus dis-
solved in the milk,with a little salt; mix
up a dough with buckwheat flour thicker
than you would for batter cakes—say.
quite stiff. Put into a buttered tin and
bake in a hot oven thirty minutes.

Pickrep UysTERS.—Salt two quarts of
fresh oysters and place them on the
stove to simmer, not to boil ; take out
the oysters, and to the liquor add a pint
of vinegar, quarter of an ounce each of
cJaves and mace,two dozen pepper corns;

Hayt Toast.—To one slice of cold ham
cut into very small pieces, put one egg,a
little thin cream,a little pepperand salt;

WuiteNine YELLOw Frasser.—Flannel
that has become yellow from being badly
washed can be whitened by soaking it
for two or three hours in a lather made
of one-gnarter of a pound of curd soap,
two table spoonfuls of powdered soap,
two tablespoonluls of powdered borax
and two tablespoonfuls of carbonate of
ammonis, dissolved, then add to it the
other ingredients. Let the flannel lie
in it until it looks whiter, then squeeze
and press it, and rinse in bluing water,
hang up in the hot sun to dry.
while it is still damp.

Cracker Prooive, —This is made by
taking six milk ecrackers and relling
them very fine. Let them soak in two
teacuptuls ot water; then add the grated
rind and the juice of two large lemons,
and two and a half cups of sngar. Make
some nice pufl paste with which to line
the pudding dish. Bake for half an hour.
I'his may be eaten with or without sauce.

Take Care of Your Horees.
Never allow any one to tease or tickle
your horse in the stable, The animal
only feels the torment, and does not un

derstand the joke. Viecious habits are
thus easily brought on.
Never beat the horse when in the

stable.  Nothing so soon makes him per
manently vicious.

Let the horse's litter be dry and clean
underneath, as well as on top. Standing
on hot fermenting manure makes the
hoofs eoft, and bringd on lameness
Change the litter partially in some parts
and entirely in others every morning,and
brush out and clean the stall thoronghly.

NORTH-WEST NOTES.

Let the horse have some exercise every |

day. Otherwiee he will be lisble to fever
anil bad feet. Let your horse stand loose
if possible, without being tied up to the
manger. Painand weariness from a con
fined position induce bad habits, and
cause swollen feet and other disorders,

Look often at the animal’s feet and
Disease or wounds in those parts,
it at all neglected, soon become danger-
ous. Every night look and see if thers
is a stone between the hoofand theshoe.
Standing on it all night, the horse will
be lame the next morning. If the horse
remains in the stable his feet must
“stopped.” Heat and dryness cause
cracked hoots and lameness. The hoofs
should not be *stopped’” oftener than
twice a week. It will make the hoof
soft and bring on corns.

Donot urge the  animal to drink water
whichhe refuses. It is probably hard
and unwholesome. Neverallow drugs to
be administered to your horse without
vour knowledge. They are not needed
to keep the animal in good health, and
may do the greatest and most sudden
mischief.—Stable Hints.

An experienced dairyman of one of |

lowa's most successful dairy countie
sums up the advantages of “credmery
butter making in this way:—

1. After a fair, patieut trial of both |

methods, our creamery men are general-
ly well satisfied that the best results are
obtained when the milk is delivered at
the creamery. Butter thus made com-
mands a higher price in the market.

2, Our creamery men pay their patrons
on the 15th of every month for the milk
furnished the previous month.

3 The price paid for milk isand must be
variable. Our creameries are now paying
60 cents per hundredweight. In the win-
ter season they have paid as high as§1.25

4. The foreman of a creamery here gets
£40 per month and an ordinary labourer
€. per day.

5. lce is not needed for the milk if
you have cold well-water, but in order
to keep your butter in a No. I condition
while getting ready for ‘shipping you
need ice for a refrigerator to keep the
butter in.

6. Foran ordinary sized creamery s
good horse power is sufficient and bet-
ter (all things being considered) than
an engine, although many of the cream-
eries have the engine.
