Reuter’s Agency learns that
Newfoundland contingent has arrived
in this country, says a recent English
paper.

On the outbreak of the war New-
foundland came forward with an offer
to enlist special men for service
abroad by land and sea. It undertook
to raise the force of naval reserve by
the end of October from 600 to 1,000
officients available for naval service
abroad for one vear, and to meet all
local expenses connected with their
recruiting and equipment. The Gov-
cernor expressed the belief that 500
men could be enlisted in a month.

These are the men who have now
landed in this country. Five hundred
is not a large body compared with the
masses in the field; but when the
sparseness and scattered character of

In addition to the 590 men she sends
here Newfoundland has raised another
500 for home defence. If need arise
more men will be sent from her
shores. Part of the 1,000 naval re-
serves which have been raised are to
complete the, ecrew of the cruiser
Niobe, and the remainder will be called
upon by the British Government as re-
quired.

Clever Feint of Allied Airmen
Wipes Out 4 German Airships

Four Allied ’Planes, Making Pretence of Retreating, Drew
Germans Over Trenches of Allies,, Where They Were
All Destroy By Artillery Fire

Paris, Nov. 13.—A thrilling encount-

er, in which eight aeroplanes, four

German, two French and two British
figured, occurred in the vicinity of
Ypres. The German machines were
destroyed finally by artillery, and the
eight officers whom they carried, were
killed.

The Germans were seen approach-
ing to reconnoitre the lines of the Al-
lies. The French and British airships
imediately ascended to meet them.
For some time_ the air craft circled
about each other, rising and descend-

ing, while machine guns spattered bul
lets among them.

The sky was clear, and the gunners
on the ground had a good view of the
aeroplanes, but failed to cripple any
of the German machines.

Then, suddenly, the four Allied aero
planes made a swift dash towards our
own trenches, and were followed by
the Germans, who, too late, discovered
the feint, and perceived the perils of
their situation, only when shrapnel
burst among them.

In a few minutes the four Germgn
aeroplanes crashed to earth.

Paris, Nov. 13.—The oficial an-
nouncement to-night says:—From the
sea to Lys, German action has not
been so strong, aud on some part of
the front we, ourselves, have taken
the offensive.

We have progressed to South Bix-
scliorts at the east of Ypres.

We have retaken, by a counter at-
tack, a village, which had been lost.

Germany does not need to resort to
any illegal methods to conduct ac-
tivities in British waters.

KAISER PROVES

REGULAR JONAH

Every Time He Has Taken
Personal Charge of the
Campaign His Troops
Have Met Disaster

London, Nov. 10.—The Standard
has the following despatch from Ber-
lin, dated November 1: The Kaiser
has addressed a fresh manifesto to
his troops, telling them that he is
now on the way to take over per-
sonal- direction of.the operations on
the Lys, and assuring them that
very little more effort is now re-
quired to carry them through viec-
toriously to Calais.

Public opinion is not so sure of
this, for, despite the rigors of the
censorship, the news is trickling
through . of enormous losses sus-
tained. Fears are expressed whether
the German forces are strong enough
to stand many more weeks of such
frightful slaughter. The Frankfurter
Zeitung publicly admits that the
allies are proying a tough nut,  but
says that the splendid spirit of the
Germans will pull them through in
the end.

The Germans had brought up sev-
eral heavy guns from Antwerp, and
they attempted to shell the British
trenches. It was found, however, that
to do so the Germans themselves
must evacuate their trenches,
“Black Marias” showed a want
taste as to where they fell.

The evacuation of these trenches
was the signal for a general ad-
vance by the British, who stormed
the German lines. Everywhere they
found eloquent testimony as to the
havoc of their field guns. The Ger-
man trenches were piled with dead,
many of whom had lain there for
days.

C. F. Bertelli, the Paris corres-
pendent of the Standard wires:

“I have received information that
500 - of the Kaiser's troops marched
into the eastern fortress of Toul this
week playing the ‘Marseillaise.’
They were Alsatian deserters, and
have now been incorporated in the
French army.”

The Petrograd correspondent of
The London Meorning Post, referring
to the retreat of the Germans from
Russian Poland, says the obstinate
resistance of the enemy has been
finally broken.

“It seems to me,” he adds, “the
Germans have now the bitter choice
between abandoning JIast Prussia to
insure a strong defence of the direct
route to Berlin or of ende#voring to
hold everything at the risk of losing
all. Their losses are appalling, both
in men and guns and stores, while
their strategy has hitherto lacked on
this side both science and imagina-
tion. Of their tactics it is impos-
sibic to speak without much more
information than reaches the out-
side world, but their men have
Tfought with frenzied fury, alternating
often with causeless panic.

HE following is a translation of
T a Proclamation issued by the

Belgian Government on leaving
Belgium:

Right Must Triemph.

Citizens—For nearly two months
and a half Belgian soldiers have, by
heroic exertions, defended the soil of
our Fatherland, foot by foot. The
enemy counted on annihilating
army at Antwerp, but a dignified and
orderly retreat has shattered this
hope, and secured the preservation of
military forces which will continue
to fight for the best and most just of
causes.

From henceforth these forces are
to be operating towards our southern
frontier, where they will be in touch
with our Allies. . Thanks to this pow-
erful assistance, the triumph of
Right js assured. The circumstances
of to-day add yet another trial to the
sacrifices which have been already
accepted by the Belgian nation with a
courage equalled only by their ex-
tent.

To save ourselves from playing in-
to the hands of the invader, it is ne-
cessary for the Belgian Government
to establish its seat, provisionally, in
a place where we can, with our army
in touch with the forces of France
and England, ensure the exercise and
continuity of the nation’s Government.
That is why the Government leaves
Ostend to-day, with a grateful mem-
ory of the reception accorded by the
town.

The Government will be establish-
ed provisionally at Havre, where the
noble friendship of the Freéench Re-
oublic offers not only the complete
exercise of our authority and duties,
hut the fullest sovereign rights.

Foully Betrayed

Citizens, this temporary ordeal to
which our patriotism must submit
will, we are certain, be soon avenged.
Belgian administration will be car-
riecd on as far as local circumstances
permit. The King and the Govern-
ment rely upon the wisdom of your
patriotism. On your part you may
count on our entire devotion, on the
valour of our army, and the assist-
wnce of the Allies to hasten the hour
of our common deliverance.

Our dear country, so foully betray-
ed and treated by one of the Powers
which had sworn to guarantee her
neutrality, has aroused the ever-in-
creasing admiration of the whole
world- by reason of the unanimity,
the courage, and the foresight of all
her children. She will continue to
deserve this admiration, which is her
great comfort to-day.

L.ondon, Nov. 14. (Official)—The
Press Bureau issued the following last
night: “A very severe attack against
the portion of the line held by our
first army corps before Ypres was de-
livered on the eleventh by the Prussi-
an Guards Corps.

The enemy made an effort on this
occasion to break our line, which they
hoped had already been weakened by
attacks on the infantry line.

Heaviest Bombardment.

The facts briefly are as follows:
“Our troops were subjected to the hea
viest bombardment we have yet. ex-
perienced, from dawn, for three hours.
This was at once followed by an as-
sault in force, carried out by the first
and fourth brigades of the Prussian
Guards Corps.

It is understood these picked troops
had been brought up specially to act
against us in order to force their way
through points where previous efforts,
made by the infantry line, had failed.
