BERLIN, Nov. 15.—The ﬁl}ishing
touches are being givep the man pow-
er bill providing for universal labor
for "all able-bodied Germans beéhind
the front. The exact details of the
raeasure are not vet given out, but the
newgpapers indicate that it will apply
to all classes, rich and poor alike,
affecting particularly the idle classes
living on private incomes and those
engaged in activities not connected
with the prosecution of the war, which
may be discontinued without injury
to the body politic. This form of com-
pulsory service, it is understood, will
not apply specifically to women, but
a consistent campaign will be made
to utilize to the utmost this reservoir
of labor power. The measure will be
submitted by.the government to the
Bundesrat within a few days. The
Reichstag which adjourned only .last
week, will be convened to act upon
the bill as soon as the Bundesrat shall
have approved it. = ~All indications
point.to its speedy passage.

One
of the advantages of making things
at home was to save vast sums of mon
ey, apart altogether from what was
lost on exchange.”

He gave an interesting forecast,
which was that as Great Britain was
providing extensions of steel works
at a probable saving of something like
$30,000,000 a year, Great Britain
would, provided the programme was
satisfactorily developed, be entirely
independent of foreign steel supplies
by next March.
