dead. It was officially signed by Mr.
J. T. Hewitt, clerk of the High Court
of Ontario for Brantford. This docu-
ment the Acting Sheriff read so as to
be heard in the other corridors of the
jail, but it was a trembling voice that
resounded through the whitewashed
walls. The constable was visibly
overcome, so were others who heard
the warrant. Jailer Brown felt per-
haps the official position more keenly
than any other in the room. The
jailer's nerve was not unbroken, how-
ever, as he faced the second ordeal
of his appomtment.
Despatch Was Quick.

The despatch of Taylor was quick.
He walked quickly from the corridor
to the death trap, his hands tied be-
hind his back by means of straps.
The rope hung ominously in a loop on
the wall, falling from the ceiling,
where it was stoutly fastened. Then
the prisoner’s feet were strapped as
he stood on the trap, the hangman
doing this with a celerity that be-
spoke the experience which he claims.

Adjutant Hargrove of the Saivation
Army, when seen to-day by the Cour-
ier, delivered a message which has an
important bearing on the event of the
morning at the county jail.

In the United States there are three
great killing grounds, as follows
Great South Bay, Barnegat Bay and
Carrituck Sound, Sixteen species of
water fowl winter here off the coasts
of Virginia and North Carolina. On
the latter a safe estimate is made of
200,000 ducks killed annually for the
markets, hotels and restaurants,
These figures do not 2,000
wild geese which were shipped from
Carrituck Sound ‘in March. 1911, The
ducks alone shipped from Norfolk,
Virginia in the above yearwere 350,-
000. This demonstrates the tremend-
ous toll from the water fowl in these
waters. It is only a question of a very
short time when the ducks will be
exterminated. unless we can stop the
slaughter,

Conover, of this town, president of

tario lForest, Fish and Game Pro-
tective  Association.  Mr. Conover
contends that the situation is so seri-
ous it is essential that Ontario should
act, and he believes that the TUnited
States will follow suit, as did several
of the states on a previous occasion.
Fighteen states prohibiting market-
ing. and about 50 per cent have the
gun and badge license. Michigan has
taken action, and eight more states
have laws pending.

“Preserve the remnant of this wild
life which has been given to us in
trust or see it vanish forever,’ writes
Secretary Comover, who urges every
sportsman to bring the matter to the
attention of the Miniser of Public
Works and the Provincial Secretary.

Three things are urged:

' 1. The abolition of the market.

2. The open season's bag limit of
100 ducks per man.

3. Shooting license an dbadge with
nominal fee. In addition to this may
follow the day’s bag limit as well.

Petitions have been circulated at
several points asking for the abolition
of the market. A petition at St.
Thomas received 370 signatures.

The property was sold to the
famous Christina, Duchess of Devon-
shire, patron of Hobbes and friend
of Charles II., and gradually various
noblemen erected villas in Putney
Park for their country residences.

Dover House was erected more
than a century ago, and we may
probably trace its origin from the
fact that its owner, George James
Welbcre-Ellis, Lord Dover, married 2
daughter of Lord Carlisle, who was
a grand-daughter of a Duke of Devon-
shire. Mg, Ellis, who was the only
son of Lord Clifden, was an inumate
friend of Charles Greville, the diar-
1st, who frequently spent his week-
ends in 1829 and 1830 at Roehampton.

Mzr. Ellis, who was a Liberal M.P..
and for-a brief period, First Commis-
sioner of Works, was fond of art and
literature, and the author of several
works, including one on “The Man in
the Iron Mask.” He loved to gather
rouad him at Roehampton men of
kindred tastes, and Charles Greville
records meeting there at various
times Tom Moore, Washington Irv-
ing, Sir James Mackintosh, and other
literary men.

M:. Welbore-Ellis was raised to
the peerage as Lord Dover in 1831.
but did not long survive his eleva-
tion. His widow continued to reside
at Dover House, Roehampton, until
her death in 1860. Her son suc-
ceeded his grandfather as Viscount
Clifden, and the title of Lord Dover
became merged in that.

Lord Dover House property was
bought by the late Mr. Pierpont
Morgan’s father, the first of the
family to settle in London, During the
late financier’s life it was seldom
ocgcupied by him for more than 2
weeik in a year. His son, the pre-
sent owner, occasionally stayed therc.
but almost its only connection with
the elder Pierpont Morgan was that
it provided vegetables and fruit for
his table in his house ifn Prince’s
Gates.

He kept a herd of Jersey cattle
there also, and he stored in the house
‘some of his art treasures which he
was at that time prevented from en-
teriag into the United States by the
heavy tariff on works of art.

It is a huge house with twentv
bedrcoms, all remaining empty for
months, though when Mr. Morgan
was in England his fad was always
to have the house ready for him.
Dinner used to be cooked for him
every night in case he should appear.
though on the majority of occasions
the butler had to eat it for him.

SBYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS
ANY PERSON who is the sole head of a

family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Mauitoba, Saskat-
¢hewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
Eutry by proxy may be made at any
ageucy on certain conditions, by father,
wother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. < A homesteader may live within
8loe miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and oeccu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra. .

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.

NORTH BRANT CANDIDATES.

Many months before a general elez-
tion will occur in either instance, the
Liberals of North Brant have named
two standard bearers.

As the Courier predicted, Mr. Scott
Davidson, a well known farmer of
Onondaga, has been nominated to
contest the seat for the Local House.
It is highly improbable that he cap
defeat Mr. J. Westbrook, M.P.P., wko
won out last time by the comfortable
margin of 176. His opponent, Mr.
Layton, was a Paris man and raturally
pblled a heavy vote in that place.
This time Mr, Westbrook will do
much better in that town and an in-
creased majority for him would seem
to be assured.

For the Dominion House, Mr. John
Harold has been asked to accept and
he now has the matter under consid-
eraticn. Mr., Harold is a2 man who
stands high in the community, but it
is practically impossible that he can
defeat Mr. J. H. Fisher, M.P,, Hon.
Mr Paterson with all his prestige
as a Cabinet Minister, and long pro-
minerce in public life of Canada, was
overcome in I9II by an adverse ma-
jority of 129, and . here he failed no
other man in the constituency is
likely to succeed. There is nothing
of the autocrat about John; the very
reverse; but it is not going too far
to say that in all human probability
he can represent the riding as long as
he feels like do‘ing so.

This
impression will now not only be de-
stroyed, but people will everywhese
obtain the conviction that England
cannot depend upon such help from
the cclonies. ‘By rivals and crmemies,
says the Morning Post,’ to-day, ‘the
decision will be eagerly welcomed. _}’»y
friends it will be regarded as lomin-
ous. The impression must inevitably
be created that the solidarity of the
Empire is a myth and that those
powers which would like to see the
overthrow of British naval supremacy
need not be discouraged in their ef-
forts by the thought that their chal-
lenge would be met by the united
resources of the Mother Country and
of every one of the daughter states.”

Similar comments appeared in prac-
tically every European paper. Having
gloated over the Senate giving Can-
ada one black eye the Expositor evi-
dently yearns to see the Upper Cham-
ber adminitser another one. Our
cotem with its love for private mon-
ppolies naturally feels great pnide in
the autocracy of its own friends ip
the Upper House.

POLICE.

The annual report of the North-West
Mounted Police Force, as usual, tells
in terse but graphic terms of the hard
and effectual work of that splendid
organization—by common consent the
finest constabulary force in the world.

The strength of the muster is 55
officers, 708 non-commissioned offi-
cers and constables, 572 horses and
100 dogs.

During the year, there were 12,-
985 convictions, or 1,550 more than in
the previous twelve months, and
crimes of violence are reported to be
on the increase, espccially among for-
eigners, who usually have high power,
automatic pistols. Page after page
records in detail trips, sometimes
many hundreds of miles, often under
climatic conditions of great severity,
and it is remarkable to note the num-
ber of offenders who become tracked
and apprehended in the most remole
of regions.

A sergeant reports travelling 1,563
miiles on one patrol, using dogs and
snowshoes. He states that the trip
was a “hard one.” He reports going
through the ice on Buffalo Lake, but
“luckily” the man with him effected
a rescue. He says: “Outside of get-
ting one foot frostbitten, I was none
the worse; in fact .the worst part was
getting up to the bush in clothes like
a board, creaking like a Red River
cart.”

“From Sandy lake north one is
amongst vast herds of Barren Iand
Cariboo, shooting enough cach day
for our own use. I made a hunt on
our = return from Cree Lake for
meat to carry us back and in no time
I killed sixteen, not a quarter of a
mile from our camp.

The Indians on Cree lake are
the worst I have encountered yet,
and indeed one’s stomach has to be
strong to partake of a satisfactory
meal with them; dirt and filth reign
supreme and the vermin cause the
women folk untold annoyance, judg-
ing by the scratching that is done.

They live in tents all the time, four
or five families all living together,
average number of children seemed
about four. The Indians were sick all
over, a kind of grippe. They are very
kind and do all they can for one, and

them or I am sure_little would be
eaten,”

The following is an extract from
another report:—

“Leaving Fort Smith on the 18th,
Fort Resolution was = reached on
January 21, after a cold, uneventful
journey down the Great Slave river

on a good trail. I accompanied two
Hudson Bay Company’s dog trains
returning to Fort Resolution.

The cold was intense, the ther-
mometer ranging between 50 and 53
below zero all the time.

At Fort Desolution I made an in-
vestigation re. the sudden death of R.
McClen_eghan of the Northwest Fur
Co., and forwarded report to you re-
garding same. *

Here I engaged a Chipewyan In-
dian named “Duffield’ as forerunner
for my trip to Fort Simpson at $2 per
day and rations, and leaving Fort Re-
solution on the 27th, Hay river was
reached at 2 p.m. on the 29th: a 25-
blow\ zero wind on the big lake made
travelling unpleasant.

Leaving Hay river.on the 31st, Fort
Providence was reached on February

>

Here my runner unfortuhately got
laid wp with a bad attack of la grippe
and the nuns of the Roman Catholic
Mission there very kindly attended to
him. ‘T was delayed five days, and
started for Fort Simpson on Febra-
ary 8.

I engaged a Slavey Indian ‘Minoza’
and dog train to come with me for
two days and help haul my dog fish.
I was glad T did this as we met with
deep snow and no road. T had enough
feed for my dogs and was able to
cache two niights fish for our return,
although we ran short of grub owur-
selves the last day.”

Thus story succeeds story, with

it to the coroner. Then the party dis-
persed, the members of which gazed
in on 19 prisoners in the common
room, which looked like a segregated
area for so many men. From the
faces of the prisoners, they had evi-
dently taken a keen interest in the
proceedirigs of the morning.

Was Very Thankful.

“I am heartily thankful it is all
over,” breathed Jailer Brown, with a
sigh of relief, as he said good-bye to
the newspaper reporters. ‘Please con-
vey publicly ‘my appreciation and my
hearty thanks to Adjutant Hargrove.
No finer little man nor more consci-
entious ever existed. He has faced
an ordeal very bravely and very
faithfully.”

Crowd on Street.

At the time of the execution there
were only a couple of dozen people on
the street, and they were lined up on
the wrong side of the jail, on Market
street. When the witnesses of the
hanging came forth, all feeling reliev-
ed, there was perhaps 150 curious peo-
ple on the street, no doubt attracted
by the black flag put up by Janitor
Belyea. Some of the jury who had
been inside came out with souvenirs
of the hanging, pieces of rope having
been cut within the jail. In fact, the
rope was pretty well annihilated by
the souvenir hunters.

No Stimulants.

Taylor was givén no stimulants to
make him walk so quickly to his end.
This was the statement of Jailer
Brown.

Disposal of Remains.

Taylor’s remains will be claimed
this afternoon by his brother. There
were no relatives present at the exe-
cution, although Mrs. Parker was
seated in the Court House office dur-
ing the hour. She displayed some
emotion, but was non-communicative.
The woman had not been allowed to
visit the prisoner, but she sent him
flowers, a spray of which he wore in
the buttonhole of his blue suit in the
last hours of his life.

Hangman Holmes.

Although Hangman Helmes had
been freely criticized in official cir-
cles for jumping Yinto publicity dur-
ing his brief stay in Brantford, itjwas

admitted after the severe task of this
morning that Holmes understocod
“his business,” as he describes it
himself. Of all present, Holnies was
the most possessed, and it was evi-
dent that he had made a study of his
commission. Not a useless or un-
necessary second was wasted in the
task, of which Holmes had complete
charge, and which only occupied a
short space of time, merely a matter
of minutes. When finished Ho!mes
said that all his other work in the
unenviable capacity had been carried
out with similar precision,
How Quick It Was

Just to illustrate how quick capital
pumshment  was this morning at
Brant County jail, it required only
the time it took Adjutant Hargrove
to recite part of the 23rd Psalm from
the time he was led forth from his
cell, had the black cap placed over
‘his head and went to his doom. Two
minutes later the doctor declared that
respiration had ceased, although it
had doubtless ceased contemporan-
eous with the fall through the trap
door, a distance of seven feet.

Not In tae Jail Yard,

That there will be no buriai in the
jail yard is the result of a representa-
tion made by civic authorities to the
department at Toronto, alhough the
Dominion law requires that burial be
made in the jail yard in all such
cas2s. Taylor will be buried as his
relatives see fit.

Rimempoered tnc Last.

Jaiier Brown this morning was rem-
iniscent of the last hanging at the
Brantford jail, “Joe Bennett,” he said.
“was a man. He walked head erect
to his fate, and stood there every inch
bone and muscle. While in jail Ben-
nett was much more likeable than
Taylor proved. He was really warm
hearted.”

Never Uttered Word.

It was a surprise to all concerned
that Taylor never uttered word nos
protest from the time the officials
called upon him to the time of his
dea.h, Not a syllable did he utter, his
custodian leading him forth like 3
docile animal,

Thus one of the sad chapters in
Brant County history, regarded as 3
necessary chapter, for the well being
of this community, has been written.
The death of Taylor was humane, it
wads instantaneous, it was even sym-
pathctic. It occurred after several
months of preparation, and in this
regarc one cannot help but recall how
the victim of the crime for which
Taylor paid the extreme penalty went
out of this world.

I enjoy it, and I hope I
always will.
Will Save No One.

“But the people he is after, and the
peonle you are all after, will not be
saved one iota by elosing bars, local
option or ‘Indian’ Nsts. 1 know that
from experience, though I never was
on the ‘Ihdian’ list. I sometimes have
to pay the fines of poor, unfortunate
devils on it.

LTHE MAN IN
BUTTERNUT

A Story of the War
For the Union
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By CAPTAIN F. A. MITCHEL ]
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There are patures t¢ which danger
is' too fascinating to be resisted. This-
cropped ont especially in our own war
on both the Union and Confederate
sides. There was another faculty akin
to the love for daunger, though much
more rare. This was that cool assur-
ance some men used in carrying out
their operations, especialty when cor-
pered. Perhaps the most famous of
these men was General Morgan when,
as untitled John Morgan, with a small
band of ‘some fifty rangers, he was
coustantly barassing the Army of the
Olio. at that tige advancing south-
ward through middle Tennessee. He
would walk up to a Union picket who
was off his guard, rate him soundly
.for his carelessness, take his gun from
him and make him a prisoner.

Hane Barton when he went into the
Union service was a green Kentucky
farmer’s boy. He was long, lanky and
had never worn anything better than
“butternut.” His hrothers:- had joined
the Confederate army, and Hane, be:
ing on the other side. thought it his
duty to “balance up" 'so far as he
could by enlisting for the Union. It
took time to make soldiers out of farm-
ers, and there were cases wherein it
was impossible. This was because
there ‘is nothing in farm work that is
akin to military life.

Barton was one of those who could
never be turned into shipshape sol-
diers. He was slow at learning the
manual of arms. slow at learning to
march, slow at every methodical duty.
Soldiers are not allowed to leave camp
limits without permission. yet Barton
would make his way out between sen-
tries, steal through the pickets and
wonder about on the enemy’s tervi-
tory. <

The matter having been reported to
his captain; be -was ecalled up before
that officer'and. when guestioned as
to- where heéihad been, told so much
about the éifemy, their camp, their
movements. ‘their forces, their arma-
meunt, that the captain spoke of the
matter to the colonel. The colonel
mentioned it-to the general command-
ing. and the result was that the de-
linquent ' was* directed to report him-
self at headquarters.

‘Barton supposed that he was sent up
to the geneéral to receive a reprimand
for his uiss ly conduect. Instead,

Hanc Barton breathed a sigh of re-
lief at the ¢hange in the situation. He
was henceforth- relieved of the inter-
minable duties of a soldier — no an-
swering of his name at reveille roll
call, no guard mounting, no inspection,
no- turning in at tattoo and lights out
at taps. All this irksome routine had
beén exchanged - for the inestimable
privilege of running the risk of getting
himself hanged-

Barton- was just the man for the re-
quired service: His accent was distinct-
Iy southern, he had been accustomed
to -the people of the south, and, as
to getting abotit over a country region,
he had learned it so perfectly in his
native state that he did not need to
learn it again in Tennessee. The gen-
eral sent him on several minor scout-
ing expeditions, but it was not till the
Army of the Cumberland was confront-
ing the Confederates—the former at
Murfreesboro,; the latter at Tullahoma
~that Hanc got in his most remark-
able work.

He left Murfreesboro one evening
after dark on horseback with an order
directing the guards to pass Richard
Venables. He was mounted on a high,
lean horse. furnished by the quarter-
master from a lot that had not yet
been branded. He fonund no trouble in
personating a poor white citizen of the
country, for that was exactly what he
was. Indeed, no one would have taken
him for anything else.

When he reached a Confederate ve-
dette he sald:

“Mr. Sojer, I'm goin’ south fo' to get
outen the way o' the Yankees that's
comin' down yere. Do you mind my
ridin' right on?”

*“Yon ean go back there to the picket
post. and they’ll take charge of you,”
said the vedette.

Hanc rode ou to the. picket and was
questioned by the officer of the post.
Having orders to send any -citizens
coming south who had any information
of the Union forces to impart, he sent
Richard Venables to the general.
where he told a great deal about the
Yankee troops through whom he had
passed. He had a certain acuteness
about him which enabled him to tell
a false story. yet one that would be!
believed. v

“How would yon like to go baeck to
those Yaunkee camps,” said the general,
“in which you baven't been and bring
me information about them? You seem
to have facts conceruing the center,
but not of the wings. Their army ex-
tends from tip to tip a good many
miles.”

*“Waal, general, 1 wouldn't mind
doin' that fo’ you when I come back
this way.”

Since Mr. Venables was not a sol-
dier the general could not make a spy
of him without his consent and was
obliged to wait for his return, which
he said “mought-be three or fou’ days.”
He was *‘goin’. down to Chattenoogy” to
see his old mother, who was “powerful
broke down with rheumatis.” 1f the
general would give bim a pass to go
there he wounld later bring him all the
information be wanted from the Yan-
kee “sojers.”” He was giten the pass
and promised to be back in not over
four days.

All this was dead easy—indeed. so
easy that Hanc relaxed somewhat from
precautions he should have taken. He
visited every part of the Confederate
army in or about Tullahoma—the de-

fenses_of the place. the direction of

moviug columns, whether army wag-
ons were goine south loaded or emp-
ty—indeed. al! indications such as his
general had lwp'ressed upon him by
which to judge of the intentions of an
opposing_force. ‘He was led to think
that. although "Tullahoma was forti-
fied. the Confederates were preparing
the way for a retreat.

To learn these facts Hanc Barton,
instead of going to Chattanooga to see
his “pore ole mother.” remained about
the Confederate camp so long that he
finally aroused suspicion. An officer
took him in charge. and. Hane produc-
ing his pass. dated xeveral davs be-
fore, the general was informed by tele-
graph of his presence. An order was
returned to sendthe man under guard
to headquarters.

But Hanc, who had not been placed
under arrest. vanished before the or-
der came. The officer who had re-
ported him found himself in an un-
pleasant position and sent a whole
company of cavalry riding, scattered,
over the camp in search of the miss-
ing man.

Hanc's horse was not far away. and,
reaching bim whbile the Confederates
were waiting for the reply to the mes-
sage to the general, be had been putting
as much distance as possible between
himself and them. They did not find
bim that day, since darkness came on
within an bour after he fled; but, the
fact of his disappearance having been
reported to headquarters, a reply came
that he must be found at all hazards.
The counseguence was that separite
bands of cavalry, each bearing a de-
scription of Richard Venables, were
sent all over middle Tennessee, having
instructions to bring him in alive or
dead.

Hane during the first night of his
flight struck the eabin of a Union fam-
ily and, beinz convinced that he could

trust them. copfessipd what he was and {
asked for the wherewithal to make a

change of costume. [le was given an
old pair of woolen trousers instead of
hig butternut suit. and, as for coat
and vest, be didn’t nead either. A
straw hat, much juded, completed his
costume.

He had barely changed his dress.

when he saw one of the searching par-
ties coming on the road. They rode
by the house, but before passing out
of sight drew rein and sent a man
back. - The spy, believing that they
were after him, went through the wood
house, taking up an ax as he did so,
and, going into the yard. where lay
some loose wood, began to split it. As
soon as he appeared ‘the troopers all
turned and trotted back to the house.

“Have you seen anything,” one said,
“of a man in butternut around here?”

“No, I hain't. You uns bain't goin’
to camp yere, air you?”’

“We're not goin’ to camp anywhere
till we find the man we're after.”

The cavalryman consulted his paper
bearing the description of the man he
was after and said the hair was sandy.

“You said he had on butternut clo’s,
didu't you?”

“Yes; he had.”

“Sairy,” called the spy, “didn’t a
man pass down the road this mornin’
in butternut clo's? I thort |1 seen one
goin’ by.”

“Yes; I saw him too.
mighty fast.”

“Which way ?" cried the Confederate,
spurring his horse.”

*“I'hat a-way,” said the woman, point-
ing.

In a few moments the men were
riding rapidly in the direction indi-
cated. and the spy breathed freely, as.
indeed. did the others in the house
who had been given a refuge.

Hastily bidding them goodby, Hane
darted into a wood behind the house
and made for the north.

The next day be rode up to the Union
pickets and asked to be taken in. He
was sent under guard to the general,
who recognized him at once. After an
hour’s interview he was dismissed,
and, the general calling to the mem-
bers of his personal statf. began to
issue orders for a movement which re-
sulted in the capture of Tullahoma.

His
statements gave her such confidence
that presently she entered into a part-
nership, with  the advertiser. - By the
terms of their agreement each depos-
ited $30,000 to the partnership account.

This ‘sum of $60,000 was ostensibly
to be devoted to the purchase of a
tract of land, which should afterward
be divided into lots and resold' to the
public at enormous profit. As a mat-
ter of fact, the advertiser planned to
make a spurious, purchase of the tract
in question by means of forged deeds
granted by an accomplice, thus mak-
ing through fraud a neat profit of $30,
000.

No sooner was the $60,000 on deposit
in the bank than Mary Turner drew
out the whole amount, as she had a
perfect right to do legally. When the
advertiser learned of this he was, nat-
urally enough, full to overflowing with
wrath. But after an interview with
Harris-he swallowed his wrath as best

he might. He found he could not go "

into court with clean hands, which is
a prime stipulation of the law, though
often honored in the breach. So he
let himself be mulcted in raging si-
lence.

The event established Mary as the
arbiter in her own coterie.

Diverting Chronicles of Circus Life

\ "\THE TRAGEDY OF THE TIGERS AND THE POWER OF
' HYPNOTISM.

Chauncey Depew was at the bot-
tom of all the trouble; not the once
favorite son of New York, but his
namesake, one of the handsomest dou-
ble-striped royal Bengal tigers ever
captured. Depew ‘was the central fig-
ure in the group which Miller, the
trainer of tigers, had worked so hard
to educate, and it was_his rebeilion
which made the teacher’s labors of
years come to naught. Late in the
season, after months spent in giving
the finishing touches to their educa-
tion while they were with a small part
of the show which was exhibited near
Cleveland, the tigers were brought to
Coney Island; a group of eight mag-
nificent beasts, all jungle bred and
each worthy of a place in any me-
nagerie.”

The noise in the runway continued,
but the deep throaty growls which
came from behind the dens were of a
different quality from the snarling and
yapping of the seven beasts in the ex-
hibition cage, and whem the last of
the tigers appeared in the doorway
the first arrivals made renewed efforts
to escape through the. bars.

It was Depew; not the good-natured-

. looking great cat whose “I-have-eaten-
the-canary” expression and smug whis-
kers had suggested his name, but a
jungle tiger who had ‘“gone bad,” as
the animal trainers call it, and who
stood for a moment in the doorway,
wrathfully surveying his frantic com-
panicns and selecting a victim.
