and lamb. Ailments that get two or
three days the start, are more difficult
{to overcome than If treated immedi-
utely when firet symptoms appear.

It has been my experience that it
pays to keep the ewes near by where
they can be gone over every morning
and carefully examinud. Ewes that
lamb along about tha first of May
usually are turned to pasture. This
is a splendid place for them, but I
like to get the flock up at night and
keep them near at hand. Then I can
look them over and, in case of sudden
change in the weather, they can be
protected.

It is very common for ewes that
have been well fed during the winter
to have udder trouble at lambing time.
Every flock-owner has his particular
remedy for this trouble, but I have
had excellent success with rubbing the
udders twice daily with vaseline to
which is added one-fourth part spir-
its camphor and the same amount of
ammonia. .

keting, Mavrketing at the public stock
vards is so regulated as to prevent
any form of extortion.
