Saturday Was a Very Busy Day
for the Premier.

TW0 VERY IMPORTANT MATTERS

presentatives—Other items.

Ottawa, Nov. /8=(Special.)—Yester-
day was an exceptionally busy day for
the Premier. He was, so to speak,
between two fires. The Manitoba Cabi-
net was considering the settlement of
the schiocl quesiion, while the cable
commissicners, who are to meet re-
presentatives from sister colonies, and
the Mctheis Country in London to-mor-
ruW Wwere receiving thew instructions.

1t is given.out here that there will
be no vilicial announcement of the
terms of the school settlement before
Wednesday. This is to glve time to
permit of the draft agreement, as
modified by the Greenway Government
yesterday, to reach here by mail, so
that the JFederai Cabinet may have
an opportunity of carefully scrutiniz-
ing its provisions and judging of the
eftect of the modifications. These, it
is claimed, are only of a minor char-
acter. The general basis of agreement
ic as announced some time ago: Half
an hour daily for religious exercises,
certificated Catholic teachers in school
section here 2 families reside, and
provincial control over the schools.

A good deal of interest attaches to
the course the Government is likely to
pursue on the Pacific cable question.
The late Government. were preparcd
to commit Canada to defraying one-
third the cost of building the line, but
it is said the commisgioners appointed
by the Laurier Ministry arc not au-
thorized to pledge the Dominlon to
any specific line of policy, but only to
hear what the other Governments are
prepared to do, and report to Ottawa.

VROBBED H1S BEDFELLOW.

A Chanee Acquaintance Who Was Not
Square—Drowning Case.

Kingston, Nov. 8.—Friday afternoon
Nicholas Palmater came over from Cape
Vincent. On the boat he me. 4 man
named N. McCormack, @and the pair
became quite friendly. On- reaching
Kingston they put up for the night,
rooming together. At about 2 o'clock
Saturday morning McCormack got out
of bed and disappeared. -At 3 o'clock
Palmater discovered that $39 had been
taken out of his trousers pocket, and
the matter was reported to the police.
P.C. McCullagh and Palmater started
in pursuit of the suspect. He was run
down at Napanee and brought back
here for trial.

W. L. Hodgson of Sunbury, while
temporarily insane, 1s supposed to
have drowncd himseff in Rideau Ca-

morning, and Mr. Johnston, having no
desire to ‘appear disobliging in the
matter, consented to an adjournment
till 3 p.m. The legal talent, witnesses,
etc., were sharp on time and there
was_a crowded court room at the hour
gset for the resumption of the trial.
The feeling was rather tense, recalling
the other trials of wide public interest.

Mr. Osler arrived in the court room
at 3.10, a¢ccompanied by Mr. Macdon-~
ald. Counsel for the Crown were In
their places at the hour set, prepared
to proceed with the charge investigat-
ed at the police court, wherein Har-
vey was committed for trial for
omitting to enter a sum of $500 receiv-
ed by him for the corporation from H.
O'Hara & Co.

At 3.30 County Crown Attorney Pe-
terson told the sheriff to announce to
Judge Chadwick that they were ready
to proceed.

The prisoner Harvey was then ush-
ered into ceurt by High Constable
Merewether and given a seal @t the
table beside his counsel. The prisoner
was apparently as cool as ever.

Mr, i F. B. Johnston rose, and, ad-
dressing. the judge, said that there
were a number of indictments in the
case and in some the facts were ne-
cessarily the same, but the offence was
charged in a different way. They had
arranged the order of the indictments
and the Crown were prepared with
witnesses, books, etc. There were
seven charges altogether. the other
four being practically duplicates.

The judge asked which charge they
proposed going on with and Mr. Jul}n-
ston replied: “In the order in which
you have them.”

Mr. Osler said he was ready to g0
on with the case.

The judge told him that he had al-
ready pleaded guilty.

Mr. Osler said: “We propose in the
seven indictments to withdraw the
plea of not guilty and to plead guilty
to each and all of these indictments.
There were eleven charges, but four
of them were duplicates. The disposal
of the seven really disposes of the
whole eleven, and,” he reiterated, “‘we
withdraw the plea of not guilty and
plead guilty to the seven indictments
as they are charged.”

Mr. Johnston: The facts are practi-
cally the same in all of these except
that they were different transactions
and the evidence we have is simply of
the paymepnts of the money and the
entries in the books. The seven
charges set out the different transac-
tions.

Mr. Peterson: .The Crown proposes
to offer no evidence on the four which
are duplicates.

The judge: It is proposed that I
should pass. sentence on these seven
indictments now, then.

Mr. Peterson: Yes.

The judge: I would be glad to hear
what the counsel have to say in the
case. 1 am not particularly well in-
formed as to what reason there is for
any particular sentence. 1 thought I
would hear what you have to say be-
fore 1 pronounce sentence, which, if I
can see my way clear, I will do now;

Mr. Osler: I will have something to
say as soon as the Crown moves for
the passing of sentence.

Winnipeg, Nov. 8.—(Special.)—Archbishop
Langevin of St. Boniface spoke on the
school question at the ceremonies attending
the reopening of St. Mary's Church, this
city, to-night, He congratulated the con-
gregation on their zeal In improving that
church and said:

NEWS FROM OTTAWA

Saturday Was a Very Busy Day
for the Premier.

TWO VERY IMPORTANT MATTERS

Which Oeccupled the Attention of Mr.
Laurier-The Settlemient of the
‘School Quesiton and the Instruc-

tons to the Pacitlc Cabl€ Re-
presentatives—Other items.

Ottawa, /Nov. 8.—(Special.)—Yester-
day was an exceptionally busy day for
the Premier. ~ He was, so to speak,
between two fires. The Manitoba Cabi-
net was considering the settlement of
the schocl guesiion, while the cable
commniissivners, who are to meet re-
presentatives from sister colonies, and
the Mother Country in London to-mor-
row Weie receiving their instructions.

1t is given out here that there will
be no wilicial announcement of the
terms of the school settlement before
Wednesday. This is to glve time to
permit of the draft agreement, as
modified by the Greenway Government
yesterday, to reach here by mail, 80
that the Federai Cabinet may have
an opportunity of carefully scrutiniz-
ing its provisions and judging of the
eftect of the modifications. These, it
is claimed, are only of a minor char-
acter. The general basis of agreement
i as announced some time ago: Half
an” hour daily fos religious exercises,
certificated Catholic teachers in school
sections where 2. families reside, and
provincial control over the schools.

A good deal of inte t attaches to
the course the Government is likely to
pursue on the Pacific cable question,
The late Government were prepared
to commit Canada to defraying one-
third the cost of building the line, but
it is said the commis ners appointed
by the Laurier Ministry arc not au-
thorized to pledge the Dominjon to
any specific line of policy, but only to
hear what the other Governments are
prepared to do, and report to Ottawa.

morning, and Mr. Johnston, having no
desire “to appear disobliging in the
matter, consented to an adjournment
till 3 p.m. The legal talent, witnesses,
etc., were sharp on time and there
was a crowded court room at the hour
set for the resumption of the trial.
The feeling was rather tense, recalling
the other trials of wide public interest.

Mr, Osler arrived in the court room
at 3.10, accompanied by Mr. Macdon=~
ald. Counsel fgr the Crown were in
their places at the hour set, prepared
to proceed with the charge investigat-
ed at the police court, wherein Har-
vey was committed for trial for
omitting to enter a sum of $500 recelv-
ed by him for the corporation from H.
O'Hara & Co.

At 3.30 County Crown Attorney Pe-
terson told the sheriff to announce to
Judge Chadwick that they were ready
to proceed. .

The prisoner Harvey was then ush-
ered into court by High Constable
Merewether and given a -seatl at the
table beside his counsel. The prisoner
was apparently as cool as ever.

Mr, i F. 3. Johnston rose, and, ad-
dressing. the judge, said that there
were a number of indictments in the
case and in some the facts were ne-
cessarily the same, but the offence was
charged in a different way. They had
arranged the order of the indictments
and the Crown were prepared with
witnesses, books, etc. There were
seven charges altogether. the other
four being practically duplicates.

The judge asked which charge they
proposed going on with and Mr. Jul}n-
ston replied: “In the order in which
you have them.”

Mr. Osler said he W
on with the case.

The judge told him that he had al-
ready pleaded guilty.

Mr. Osler said: “We propose in the
seven indictments to withdraw the
plea ofenot guilty and to plead guilty
to each and all of these indictments.
There were eleven charges, but four
of them were duplicate The disposal
of the seven really dis of the
whole eleven, and,” he reiterated, "we
withdraw the plea of not guilty and
plead guilty to the seven indictments
as they are charged.”

Mr. Johnston: The facts are practi-
cally the same in all of these except
that they were different transactions
and the evidence we have is simply of
the payments of the money and the
entries in the books. The seven
charges set out the different transac-
tions

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DURABILITY OF ROADS.

Cinders Is the Best Material foraSmooth
Carriage Lrive.

“With about 13 inches of rainfall in
six weeks, we have all had a good op-
portunity to observe some facts in re-
gard to the durability of roads and car
riage drives. In a somewhat hilly coun-
try almost all the houses are upon an
elevation, with a carriage drive rising
more or less abruptly from the street,
and it is no small annoyaunce to have
these drives gullied and washed out,
especially if it happens in a very busy
time in midsummer.

Where it can be obtained, the very
best material for constructing a’ car-
riage drive is cinders, made by burn-
ing soft coal, If these are put on suffi-
clently deep so asto hold or take up the
ordinary heavy rain, and there is an
outlet for the water below, there will
be very little washing away of the sur-
face of the drive. The very waorst mode
of constructing a carriage driveis that
usually practised and which 1 was fooi-
ish enough to ad)pt a good many years
ago; it is that ‘) digging a deep trench
the width of the carirage drive and
filling it promiscuously with stones of
all sizes, then covering with gravel,

A drive may have an underdrain and
still not be able to take care of the
water as fast as it comes in a heavy
shower. More or less refuse and fine
earth is carfied onto the drive in the
way of mud from the street, and this
fills up the interstices while the gravel
fills those betweén the stones. If the
mud brought upon the driveway is of
a clay nature the drive in time becomes
impervious to the rapid seepage of the
water, and the result is the water
forms a stream on top of the ground,
channeling and cutting away all the
fine gravel upon the top of the stones
and leaving it in a bad condition. I no-
tice that the railroad which pakses
through my farm has in recent yeacs
been balasted almost entirely with
cinders in place of gravel. More than a
foot of cinders is used hencath the ties
and the result is that no matter how
heavy the rain the cinders take all that
falls, and part with it at their leisure.
The same would be true of a driveway
filled to the depth of 18 inches with
cinders, though of course more or less
clay would be deposited on such a
drive that does not find its way on a
railroad track.

When it is impossible to procure cin-
ders in quantities sufficient to make a
driveway, and it seems desirable to use
stone, the excavation should be made
two feet gr more deep,with the largest
stones at the bottom, gradually using
smalier stones until near the surface
they should not be bigger than apples
or hen eggs.

If the stones are selected in this way
and carefully placed, the big ones will
never come to the surface to bump a
wheel and the gravel will never work
down among the larger stones to ob-
struct the passage of the water.

MOON’S RAYS ARE CATHODE.

An Electrician Finds That They Pemne-
trate Both Metal and Wood.

That the rays of the moon are at
times cathode and capable of pene-
trating opaque substances is the latest
discovery. Professor Roentgen's ap-
paratus is thus supplied by nature, and
is within the reach of everyhody

The maker of the scientific discovery
{s a German electrician, G. Dohrman,
of Bremen. He is now working with
a number of other electricians, and the
results they have obtained are receiv-
ing serious attention in .Germany.

Mr. Dokrman claims that he has
proved that a photographic negative
protected from light receives an im-
pressoin from the rayvs of the moon,
while it is absolutely unaffected by sun-

light. The only conclusion to be drawn |

from this is, he says, that the moon's
rays are capable of penetrating the
covering of the plate. Y

1f you take a dry photographic plate

and before any light reaches it enclose |
it in an absolutely light-proof box and

expose this to the sun, it will, on de-
velopment, I»‘e absolutely clgar,

When LIr. Dohrman made his experi- |
ments with the moon he took a num- |

ber of plates similarly protected and
further wrapped the boxes up in cloth.

Phey were exposed at the time of the |
full moon in March, and on develop- |

ment the plates were found to ‘be com-
pletely covered with impressions.

The experiment§ were
steadily. The first xes were of wood,
and then iron ones were tried. These
produced heavier shadows on -the
plates.
were obtained. After studying this
point the investigators came to the
conclusion that the _penetrating rays
were present for periods of a minute
omMso and then ceased.

The discoverer has a theory that the
X rays from the moon are obtained in
the  following way The moon pos-
sesfos no. atmosphere like that of the
earth. It is, therefore, a hody capable
of producing cathode rays. When those
rays encounter an atmosphere they
pr:)duce light and warmth, and enal.;le
us to see the moon. But certain dis-
turbances of the atmosphere « permit
some of the rays to reach the earth,
and that is why they are only to he
found intermittently.

[UTOPIA OF-CONVICTS.

THE TROPICAL PARADISE MADE BY
REFORMED CRIMINALS.

England’s Model Penal Colony for Life
l'rl-onén in the Bay of Bengal ~Trials
and by
of Hope and Perseverance.

The evolution of a community of 10,~
000 persons of a most degraded type
from a state of squalor and vice to
that of prosperity and wide intelli-
gence has set all Burope talking. The
scene of his marvellous progress Is
the Andaman Islands, in the Bay of
Bengal, England’s greatest penal set-
tlement for life convicts

It has taken just forty years to

bring about the present state of af-
fairs—to make over, as it were, these
criminals from foes of law to admir<
able citizens. When the first convicts
landed on the island they found a
primeval swamp and forest. In fact,
the climate was so deadly that sixty
years before, when a British force
under Lord Cornwallis tried to estab-
lish a settlement there, utter fallure
resulted.
" The first convict settlement was
made in 1857-58, not long after the
Indian mutiny. and it seemed at that
time as if the sentences of the con-
wvicts would be short indeed, even
though they were for life. All the
conditions were such as made human
existence brief. and it seemed a well-
nigh impossible task to alter them.

Perseverance, however, will accom-
plish much, and the flourishing state
of affairs on the islands at present
£hcws what hard -work, and plenty
of it, when engineered by capable men,
will do. i

The convicts were told when they
landed that, while they never could
leave the island, after ten years of
good behavior they would no longer
be forced to lead the life of prisoners,
but could work for themselves, and
thé# Government would help them.
This proved to be the needed impetus,
and the result is seen to-day in a fer-
tle island settlement covering many
square miles of gardens, and consist-
ing of more than fifty villages of re-
formed criminals. All this beside the
convict stations and the extensive gov-
ernment buildings.

Originally the islands were covered
with magnificent trees, from many of
which the rarest orchids hung in rich
profusion. These trees formed the
very best timber, and timber culture
was proved one of the most profitable
industries to which the islanders devot-
ed themselves.

While the progress of the inhabit-
ants of the islands has been very great
since the first decade of settlement, it
is only at a recent date that the
marked evidences of prosperity have
created such widespread wonder. The
enterprise of the islanders and the
Government has resulted in the im-
portation of modern appliances, and
the consequent increase in the pro-
ducts, which bids fair to make the
islands an important factor in the com-
mercial world.

A few weeks ago saw mills of the
most improwed and extensive sort were
established on Chatham Island, one of
the chief divisions of the group. These
are driven by engines, the boilers of
which are filled with water that is
first drawn through a tunnel which
runs eighty feet out to sea, and then
is poured into a surface condenser.

Six hundred convicts are employed
in the task of getting out timber. A
sufficient amount is procured by their
labors to supply all the lumber that
the islands need, and leaves a great
quantity for export to India and
Europe. So fine Is the quality of this
product of the forest that even the
poorest is sold at a far higher figure
than lumber that in most countries
would be considered of the first grade.
In fact, the total value of the lumber
product in the Andaman Islands runs
into the millions.

All sorts of tropical fruits abound.
There does not seem to be anything
that will not grow there that ‘is found
in the tropics. Not only do tropical
products flourish almost beyond belief,
but such clever farmers, horticulturists
and arborculturists have these crimin-
als and descendants of oriminals be-
come that they have coaxed the pro-
ducts of colder climes to flourish al-
most as if in their native land.

While many experiments have been
made by the various Governments of
Europe to establish penal settlements,
where convicts would in time become
good citizens, there never has been an
instance, not even in the Australian
Archipelago. of so successful a result.
The first settlements in Australia of
criminals were by no means as ex-
tensive as those of the Andaman Is-
lands. When it is considered that the
thousands of convicts who forme@ the
pioneers of the present community
were controlled by a single British
regiment of soldiers, the peaceful and
law-abiding result seems all the more
wonderful.

A curiois fact in connection with
the products of these islands is that
it is from them that China gets many
of the bird's nests which the Celestial
esteems so great a dainty. The clubs
and the Governor-General of Calcutta
also secure their supply of turtle
from this point. Some of the rarest
specimens in the Calcutta botanical
gardens are secured from here, for
there are plants found in these islands
of rare beauty and value to the botan-
ist that, so far as human knowledge
goes, grow in no other place in the
world.

GIRAFFES ARE VERY RARE.

Only Three Specimens in All the United
States and England.

There are only two giraffes in the
United States and one in England,and
on the continent of Evrope the dearth
is as remarkable. In the wild beast
market there are none to be had, and
collectors are compelled to send agents
into the interior of South Africa to se-
cure them.

The giraffe 'is fast disappearing be-
fore the encroachment of man, and
long before the central plateay o? Af-
rica, which is its habitat, has been
opened up to civilization, it -vill. lke
the great auk, have been completely
wiped out.

Formerly giraffes were exported from
North Africa by way of the Red Sea,
“but_since the introduction of firearms
arfl ‘their general use by the Bedouins
ardd Soudanese in hunting, these timid
animals have been driven far south of
the Soudan. So the only gateway that
{s practicable to bring them out ot
Africa now lies through Cape Town,
and for the last half dozen years even
that presents almost insuperable diffi-
culties, on account of the constant
wars betweert the natives and the Boerg
and English.

At the beginning of the present cen-
tury, says The New York Journal, gi-
raffes ranged as far south as the banks
of the Orange River, but they are not
to be met now below the North Kalah-

long on giraffes, and exhibited a herd
of twenty-one, probably the largest
that has ever been seen together,since
in the wild state they do mot herd in |
large numbers, and are never found in
groups of more than four or five.

The giraffe is not a hardy animal in
captivity. It does not thrive on dry
food, like most ruminant animals,
which do almost as well on hay as on
grass.’ In the wild state the giraffe
feeds almost entirely on the leaves and
twigs of a specles of acacia, which the
Boers cal kameel-doorn,or camel thorn,
the giraffe itself being known to them
as kameel, or camel. The food imparts
to the flesh a pungent aromatic flavor,
which makes giraffe steak a delicacy
highly esteemed by African hunters.

There is no animal which gives its
keeper more trouble in a menagerie,
not even the treacherous elephant.
While the giraffe is gentle in disposi-
tion, and not given to attack, even in
the wild state, it is stupid and obsti-
nate, and cannot be taught to mind.

A full grown one cannot be taken
alive, for when defence is no longer
poseible, it will kill itself. Self-destruc-
tion is not difficult in its case., either,
for the long neck is easily broken.

Some Absurd Theories.

The recent death of a man who had
maintain all his life that the earth
was flat, recalls the curious theories
entertained by the ancients to explain
the rising and setting of the sun. They
thought the earth was flat, and were
greatly puzzled to know how the same
sun, which plunged into the ocean at
a fabulous distance in the west, could
reappear the next morning at an equal-
ly great distance in the east.

A number of remarkable theories
were advanced, and every one of them
wrong. The old mythology asserted
that after thé sun had dipped in the
western ocean at sunset (the Iberians
and other ancient nations actually
imagined they could hear the hissing
of \the waters when the glowing globe
was\ plunged therein) he was seized by
Vulean and placed in a golden goblet.

This strange craft, with its astonish-
ing cargo, navigated the ocean by a
northerly course, so as to reach the
east again in time for sunrise the fol-
lowing morning.

Among the more sober physicists of
old, as related by Aristotle, it was be-
lleved that in some manner the sun
was conveyed by night across the
northern regions, and that darkness
was due to lofty mountains, which
screened off the sunbeams during the
voyage.

London’s Big Drink Bill.

The most recent temperance statis-
tics published in London show that the
annual consumption of liquor in the
capital is largely on the increase. It is
estimated that the sum of £20,000,009,
or $100,000,000, will be spent this year
in alcoholic drinks by the dwellcers In
the metropolis. Thi¥ sum, it is comput-
ed, would nearly eight times pay the
School Board maintenance, added to
the cost of necessary new school build-
ings.

The appropriations for the relief of
the poor in London are about $13,000,-
000, which is only one-eighth of the
total drink bill. The London debt of
about $96,000,000 could be paid in one
year by the amount spent on liquor
and a balance of nearly $4,000,000 left
over.

When it is taken into consideration
that liquor is much cheaper in London
than here, the enormous quantity con-
sumed is largely in excess of what it
at first appears to be.

The resignation of Prof. George
Henry Emmott this week from the
faculty of Johns Hopkins University,
in order to return to England, takes
away from Baltimore one of the most
interesting figures in its university life.

Prof. Emmott, who was an English-
man by birth and a graduate of Cam-
bridge, was a man of marked simplic-
ity of manner, urbane, genial, whole-
souled, honest, unaffected, and the
quintessence of dignity and politeness.
But very guilelessness and lack of
a perception of trickery made him the
subject of many boyish pranks and
merry jests among the graduates of
the university. Though they revered
him and admired him more than any
other of their instructors, they could
not resist the temptation to make Mr.
Emmott the butt of their jokes. And
they rarely suffered for it, for he was
scarcely ever known to be hasty or
resentful.

Prof. Emmott always imparted his
information to his classes with the
most painstaking anxiety that they
should not lose a single detail. In
giving them, for instance, a reference
to some book from which he was quot-
ing, he would not only give them title,
volume and page, but would add the
number of the paragraph and of the
line in that paragraph. Another in-
stance of his attention to detail was
the manner in which he called the roll
of the class each day. Most teachers
make no mark at all opposite the
names of those who answer ‘present,”
and only a hasty check for those who
are absent. But Mr. Emmott marked
the letter P for each of those present
and the letter A for those not present,
and as his handwriting was slow, prim,
and precise, and the class a large one,
fully five minutes were wasted each
day of the fifty minutes set aside for
the lecture.

Of the professor's many peculiarities
of.pronounciation none was heard more
frequently and attracted more com-
ment than' his rendition of “schedule”
as “shedule.,” He was a stickler tor
putting the results of his lectures intov
tabular form that the class might the
easier grasp them.

An Asbestos Deposit.

The Provincial Department of
Mines has received a sample of asbestos
from Messrs. Carswell & McKay,
lumbermen of Calabogie, on the line
of the Kingston and Pembroke Rail-
way in South Renfrew. The sample
is 22 inches long in the fibre and of
fair quality, although taken from the
surface, where the weather may have
cansed some deterioration, and a much
better quality will doubtless be found
lower down. It.is of the hornblende
variety of asbestos, and a test made at’
the School of Practical Science shows
that it contains .68 or 3 of one per
cent. of water, whereas the asbestos
of commerce contains 13 and 14 per
cent. When heated and the water
driven out ordinary asbestos will
crumble readily, but this sample is not
affected by fire.

It was
curious about Jim. You wouldn’t have
expected such a man, a man so mean
as he was and with so little ability,
to amount to anything. But he went
into the war, and got to be paymaster,
and he made something out of that.
After the war he’ went into politics, and
he made something oyt of that. No-
body, it seemed, would have trusted
Jim with a beefsteak, cooked or un-
cooked, but somehow he was lucky,
and he did first rate, and he “got
there.” I walted to hear of some good
trait or quality in Jim, but none of his
acquaintances brought forward any.

“Well,” remarked, the Judge, with
the slow deliberation of one summing
up the whole case, “Jim Hardy made
a success of it. I mever thought he
would.”

This was accepted as a just verdict.
The man was successful. And yet I
could not but think that if Jim Hardy
could have heard what these acquaint-
ances said of him, and have realized
what sort of reputation he had left
behind. he would have doubted whe-
ther his life had been a success. From
what I heard of him it seemed to me
that Jim in his mortal life of success
had been kept pretty busy in dodg-
ing the law, This train of thought
led me to try to understand what this
particular American idea of “success”
ig, which seemed to the Pullman-car
jury to round out a career with some
applause. As near as I can make out,
it is the ability to keep out of jail.

This ability, which is no mean one,
accounts for some of the big fortunes
made in this country. The unscrupul-
ous men who have made these suc-
cesses, however, should not have all
the credit for them. In most cases
they would have got into difficulties if
they had not had able counsel. But
they have been wise enough to hire
keen lawyers who could tell t Just
how far they could go and keep with-
in the statute law. There is safety in
this. A burglar has no such aid. No
lawyer can or will tell him how he can
crack a safe legally and not run the
risk of jail. But if a man had a mind
to steal”a railroad, or to wreck some
corporation, some bank or insurance
company, and ‘reorganize” the sub-
stance out of them, he must usually
go to a la.\\‘ypr to contrive for him how
he can do it and not commit a felony.
Or if he has got into an ‘“‘operation”
that begins to look as if it would in-
volve him in personal danger, he needs
the aid of a lawyer who understands
the intricacies of judicial procedure.
For all moralists agree that an opera-
tion, however big’ and brilliant it is,
that lands a man ‘in state prison, does
not make him a “successful” man. No;
it 1s as clear as print that the sort of
success which is common, and which
dazzles the eyes of multitudes, and
apologizes in private talk and in the
newspapers for. so.much, .consists_in
getting a lot .of money and keeping
out of jail. Leaving a good reputa-
tion does not enter into the calcula-
tion.

It is amazing, when you think of it,
how this idea of success got around
in the world. Jim Hardy must know
now. if he knows anything, and the
other Jims who were much more suc-
cessful than he, that their lives were
failures. There are no real mourners
for such men, except the few whose
income may be impaired by their de-
parture. I knew a man who never
made any money beyond a decent
salary, who was a teacher, and a great
moral and cheerful force in the com-
munity, whose death was mourned by
the whole city. and is still regretted
after the lapse of many ycars. His
life is still an inspiration to honorable
endeavor and right living, and yet I
never heard that he was successful.
Only this, everybody respected and
loved him. I sometimes wonder if
these men who have got great for-
tunes and high political positions by
smartness and trickery and betrayal
of friends, whose names are always in
the newspapers, whose every move-
ment is chronicled, and whose every
saying is quoted far and wide, know
how little real respect is felt for them.
But this reminiscence of travel is ris-
ing into a sermon, and my only apo-
logy for it is that it was begot by the
sympathy of a stranger for the fate of
Jim Hardy.—From the “Editor's Study,”
by Charles Dudley Warner, in Ilarpor"s
Magazine for November.

For several years Mr. Forth conduct-
ed a model hostelry at Unionville—a
place where the traveller was always
sure of a cordial greeting and generous
hospitality.

Agricultural Society, Mr. Forth has
always taken a prominent part, and
the popularity and success of the annual
fair is largely due to his untiring
efforts. His loas will be deeply felt by
all identified with the Society.

Deceased was in his 77th year. Be-
gides his wife, he leaves to mourn his
death, three sons, who all reside on the
homestead.

The funeral service was conducted at
the house by Rev. Mr. Perley of Lyn
in the presence of one of the. largest
gatherings of sympathising friends that
ever assembled in Leeds County.
Prowinent men from Brockville and
all parts of the county paid this tribute
to the honored dead.
