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. POISONED ALE
FOR DOCTOR.

Philadelphia Physician Believed to
be Victim of Poisoner.

A Good Spender and Had Practice
Among Wealthy Women.

Ale Sent to Him With Request to
Sample It.

Philadelphia, June 30.—The police of
this city hope to be able to make an im-
portant move to-day in the case of Dr.
William H. Wilson, who died suddenly
last Friday night, after drinking a bottle
of ale, and who is believed to have been
poisoned. It was at first thought that
the doctor had died from natural causes,
but there were so many suspicious cir-
cumstances surrounding his death. that
the coromer investigated. This resulted
in an expressed opinion that Dr. Wilson |
had been poisoned, and that he did not |
administer the poison himself.

Anticipating @ murder verdict by the
toroner, the police soon after the &lf‘nrth i
of Dr. Wilson began an investigation in- |
to his life and habits. At the North 7th
street house, where Dr. Wilson had livea !
for about ten years, there was no sign
indicating that a physician lived there.
He did not do a general practice in the
neighborhood. ~ He had patients, how-
ever, and they are said to have been |
principally women who were able to |
pay well for his service. The line of prac- !
tice the doctor had was highly remuner- |
ative, for he was noted as a “good
spender,” and he had a summer home at
Cornwells, near Philadelphia, a steam
launch and an automobile.

The motive for the supposed murder
is believed to be hidden in Dr. Wilson’s
medical practice. The theory of the po
lice is that a male friend or relative of a
woman who is believed to have died af-
ter recéiving medical attention at the
hands of Dr. Wilson sent the poisoned
ale.

Frank Paul, the coroner’s detective, left
the city to-day to run out what is con-
sidered a very important clue. Before
leaving he said there was no doubt that
the ale contained cyanide of potassium.
The ale was delivered by express and it
has been traced to a certain place, which
is now under surveillance.

Dr. Wilson’s wife had a narrow escape
from death. When Dr. Wilson opened
the pint bottle of ale he poured half of
it in a glass and offered it to Mrs. Wil
son. The doctor took the first drink,
and noticing something peculiar in the
taste, told his wife not to touch it. A
few minutes later he took sick and died
on the way to the hospital. The day-the
ale eame by express Dr. Wilson receiv-
ed a letter purporting to have come
from a prominent Philadelphia brewing
company, notifying him that the ale had
been sent to him and asking him to
try it. Investigation showed that the
brewing eompany does not brew ale.

IMPORTANT TO SETTLERS.

The late Government offered grants of
jmmense areas of land to encourage the
building of railways in western Canada.
The present Government, when it took
office, was not in accord with such a
policy, and discontinued the practice of
making land grants to railway ecom-
panies. But, of course, it had to observe
the obligations entered into by its pre-
decessors, and those that were outstand
ing when it took office it has had to
carry out. Practically all the lands
capable of being earned, under the terms
on which they were granted, have been
earned; and the lands have been trans-

ferred. A land grant of 12,800 acres per
mile was originally. offered for the
building of a line of railway from the

Saskatchewan River to Hudson Bay, but,
although the Canadian Northern Rail-
way Company obtained a charter for the
purpose, it has not built this section of
the line. The Government is now pro-
posing to finance such an undertaking
by creating an additional source of rev-
enue out of the sale of pre-emptiops to
homesteaders in the central prairie area,
which lies in the heart of the territory,
formed by the two new provinces, and
is apparently an extension of a similar,
but vaster, area across the international
boundary. The stretch of country, out-
lined in the bill containing this proposal,
comprises districts that have regular and
sufficient rainfall, and districts where
the conditions are intermediate between
the dry and the moist.

From the area, outlined in the bill,
the railway companies have selected
some 6,000,000 acres in satisfaction of
their land grants, but there remain 28,-
000,000 acres available for homesteaders |

business of importance shall be passed
by the Council until it has been consid
ered by the committee. An effort to up
set this ruling, on motion by Ald. Diek
son, seconded by Ald. Lewis, that the
rule be suspended, was lost, those in fa
vor of it failing to get the necassary
two-thirds vote.

If the Cataract Company will agree to
make its offer good for twenty or
twenty-five yea, and the aldermen say
they have been informed that it will,
there is no doubt as to how the power
question will be settied.
