After the tribesmen had retired the
work of burying the Spanish dead, after
lying long in the sun, hurriedly was
accomplished in the ravine where two
columns of Spanish  troops were am-
bushed while trying to rescue a convoy.

The ground was covered with heaps
of corpses. The bodies had been stripped
of their arms and many of them muti-
lated after death. In order to prevent
an epidemic the bodies were dumped in-
to holes.

The steamer Movilla has arrived here
with hundreds of tons of shells for the
artillery and cartzidges for the sol-
diers, whose ammunition was running
low. = The greatest confusion reigns at
the army headquarters. The overwork-
ed staff seems demoralized. Exact fig-
ures of the dead amd wounded since the
heavy fighting broke out with the
Moors are refused.

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MAKING JELLY, BLACKBERRY

In preserving, canning or jelly mak-
ing, iron or tin utensils should never
be used. The fruit acids attack these
metals and gives both bad color and
taste to the fruit
The kettle should be broad rather
than deep, and this may be porcelain
lined, enameled or aluminum. As in
any other work, the proper tools or

The regular
kitchen pans hold the fruit and sugar
When the jruit is purchased, keep it
where it will keep cool and free from
dust or flies until ready to use. Sys-
tem will do much to lighten the work.
Have the kitchen swept and dusted
thoroughly with a damp cloth, to keep
down all dust, and thus have less dan-
ger in keeping fruit
Have kettle ready for sterilizing the
jars as directed in the previous ar-
ticle, and all necessary utensils and
sugar at hand. Then with a moderate
amount of fruit to put up at one time
the work should be a pleasure. To
each quart of large fruit about one
pint of syrup is necessary for canning.
Two-thirds of a pint of syrup for a
quart of the small fruits. One pint
of sugar and the same of water, put
over the fire, stir until the sugar is
dissolved, bring slowly to the boiling
point and boil five minutes or longer
if desired richer. This makes a good
sirup for all canned acid fruits
A light syrup may be made from
one pint of sugar and two pints of
water boiled 10 minutes for canning
blueberries, and proceed precisely the
same as for canning raspberries, cher-
ries and currants, given in preceeding
article.

Black Raspberry Jam.

Measure the fruit and sugar and
allow a pint of sugar to each quart
of berries. Rinse the preserving ket-
tle with cold water, so as to have a
little moisture on the sides and bot-
tom. Put in the berries and mash
them well. Cover the kettle and bring
slowly to the boiling point, stirping a
little. Press through a sieve. eturn
the pulp and juice to the kettle, bring
to the boiling point and add the sugar.
Boil rapidly 20 minutes, or until it
jellies, when tried in a saucer. Pour
into sterilized glasses, set in the sun
until cool and cover with melted para-
ffine as for jelly.

condition to be made into jellies and
jams, and cantaloupes and watermelons,
although enjoyable and present for table
use, are very good fruits for pickung.

An authority on the subject gives
these directions for cooking small fruits
for canning:

“After the jurs are filled with fruit
and the covers are laid on loosely, they
are placed in Dboiling water and kept
there five minutes. Fill two jars from
a third, cover with boiling syrup, fasten
covers on tight, set back in steam
cooker or Kettle for ten minutes from
the time it begins to boil again.

“For large fruits, such as peaches,
plums and soft pears, peel and pack the
fruit in the jars as for small fruits, and
proceed exactly the same, adding an
additional five minutes to the time for
cooking.”

The best way for covering jelly is to
wipe the surface with a damp cloth
after it is cool and then pour melted
paraffin on this. The tin covers are
put on then with safety against mould
or mildew.

ing of July 1st, and the circumstances
surrounding the tragedy, occasioned
considerable suspicion at the time that
his death was not the result of an ac-
cident. It was learned that C. P. R. au-
thorities were investigating the affair,
but seemingly nothing has resulted to
throw any light upon this mysterious
death. No inquest was held, and the
body was buried without examination.
The facts as known are that Ardell's
train was held up by a wreck ahead,

and he took advantage of the wait to
visit a farm house about one mile
away, where a dance was in progress.

But inmates deny that he ever reach-
ed there. In any event his body was
found next morning near the railway
tracks in a mangled ocondition. In
Markstay the impression is general
that Ardell met with foul play, and
that his body was placed upon  the
railway tracks to hide a crime.

A rumor in circulation that a bullet
wound was found in the head of the
dead man has no basis in fact, as the
undertaker who laid out the body

states that the mangled condition of
the remains would preclude identifi-
cation of any such wound except from

a post-mortem.

GENERAL STAFF.

Discussed at the Defence Confer enc
in London.

London, July 20.—The second sitting
of the Imperial Defence Conference,
held at the War Office to-day, lasted
two and a half hours. The Earl of Crewe
presided. Mr. Haldane explained the
War Office memorandum on the mili-
tary defence of the empire. There was a
general discussion on the question of an :
Imperial General Staff and other mat-

ters of importance. No resolutions were
put to the conference. A committee of
experts was nominated to discuss cer-
tain technical details and will meet at
the War Office to-morrow. The confer-
ence adjourned until Tuesday, when it
is expected the Admiralty memorandum
on naval defence will be brought for-
ward.

In the House of Commons Mr. As-
quith announced that the members of
the Imperial Defence Conference would
be asked to sit on the Imperial Defence
Committee before returning. Mr. Bal-
four hoped the invaluable assistance of
the representatives of the self-governing
dominions would grow. The right path
was being followed in these matters. Sir
Charles Dilke suggested that the best
method of over-sea assistance to Imper-
ial defence would be the provision of a
squadron of fast cruisers for the Pacific.

POLICE OFFICERS
AGAINST CRITICISM OF

PROTEST
IT.

Convention at Niagara Falls Passed
Resolution Declaring That No Case
of Improper Conduct Has Been
Proved—Election of Office-bearers.

Niagara Kalls, Ont., July 29.—The elec
tion of officers, drafting and passing of
a resolution protesting against criticism
of the so-called sweat-box and third
degree methods, and the reading of some
very able papers, occupied to-day’s ses
sion of the Police Constables’ convention,
The following officers were elected:
President, Captain Emil Trudel, Chief of
Police, Quebec; Secretary, William Stark,
Deputy Chief of Police, Toronto;
Treasurer, Inspector MoClelland, of To-
ronto; Executive Committee, Colonel A.
P. Sherwood, Dominion Police, of Ot-
tuwa; Chief Detective Silas M. Carpen-
ter, Montreal; Chief R. G. Chamberlain,
Vancouver; Chief W. T. Williams, Lon
don, and Chief John Kimmins, of this
Cily.,

The resolution of the Executive Com
mittee dealing with the question of
sweatbox methods was in part as fol-
lows: “Whereas, when a crime has been
committed it is the duty of the police to
use to the utmost limit the privileges
and powers vested in them by law, and
whereas those rights and privileges in
the matter of prisoners’ statements or
confessions are well defined by law and
established Ly repeated rulings of the
highest judicial authorities, and whereas,
notwithstanding gravely unfair attempts
made by sensational newspapers and
in jury courts to discredit the police
by references to the so-called sweatbox
and third-degree methods, your commit-
tee have been unable to discover any
justification for such references, inas-
much as no ease is to be found in which
a responsible police officer has been
found guilty of improper conduct in re-
spect of prisoners’ confessions; resolved,
that this Association protest against
such needless attack on the integrity of
the police and appeal to the Judiciary,
the Bar and the press of Canada to
unite in discouraging a practice so
unfair to the police, and one which is
calculated to destroy confidence in
them.”

itself at Cambridge University, and three
young Jews were gazetted in the list of
wranglers. The first of the three, and
third In the roll of honor, was Mr. J.
L. Mordell, born in 1888, in Philadelphia.
He is a member of the Cambridge Uni-
versity Zionist Society.

In reply to a question addressed to
him by “Ottoman Lloyd,” Chief Rabbi
Nahum replied that the Jews were reagy
to enter the Turkish army, But the
Jews desired certain assurances respect-
ing religious observances, dietary laws,
the exemption of the rabbis and other
matters.

Miss Florence Menkmeyer, the success-
ful Jewish pianiste and singer, has ap-
peared at the principal centres of Eu
rope.

Toronto mow has a Yiddish theatre,
at which Mr. Joseph Gilbert intends to
render “all the Jewish classical plays.”
The local minister objects to perform-
ances being given on Fridey nights and
Saturday afternoons,

In Buda-Pest there are two indepen
dent Jewish communities, one orthodox
and the other reform. A mmrriage re-
cently took place in the reform syna
gogue, but the brother of the bride-
groom, an orthodox rabbi, declared the
marriage to be invalid, according to Jew-
ish law, and married the parties again.
The couueil of the University of Paris
has accepted a donation of half a million
franes ( £20,000) and an annual subven-
tion of 15,000 francs from M. Henry
Deutsch de la Meurthe for the founding
of an Aero Technical Institute.

Mr. Falk Cohen, of Wellington, New
Zealand, was agnin successful at the
council election. He polled 6,446 votes,
M. CQCavaillon, Sub-Intendant (first
class), has been promoted Intendant-in-
chief of the Tenth Army Corps, of
France, a position which corresponds in
rank with that of general of brigade,
Another Jew, M. Lemant, commandant
of dragoons, has been appointed lieuten-
ant-colonel.

Recently the British nation became
the richer by a magnificent cottection of
Wedgewood, which Mr. Isaac Falcke
presented to the British Museum.

Dr. Broidy, a Jewess, was French col
onial physician in Constantine. Before
this she was ship surgeon on a Mediter
ranean steamer, being the first woman
sbip surgeon on record. Another Jew-
ish woman occupied the same position in
Tunis.

Perhaps the most striking proof of the
downfall of the Black orgamzations has
been their defeat at the Kishimeff muni
cipal elections, Their rout in the home
oi the first Jewish massacres of recent
years has been complete.

At a private conference now being held
in Koenigsberg, Germany, plans for a
large Jewish emigration from Russia to
Palestine and Mesopotamia are being
considered.

A State charter has been granted to
the Nashvile, Tenn., Council of Jewish
Women.

Julius Rosenwald, of Chicago, Ill., an-
nounces that he will donate ten thon
sand dolars to add an enlargement of
the Chlcago Hebrew Institute’'s present
building if the membership is increased
to a thousand and ten thousand dollars
more if the institution raises fifteen
thousand dollars.

ONTARIO'S AGRICULTURAL GREA

S,

Mr. C. C. James, the Provincial Depu
ty Minister of Agriculture, has been
p‘rrsvn\ing the Toronto Board of Trade
with some interesting information rela
tive to the importance, from an agricul-
tural point of view, on the Province of
Ontario.
The settled area

of Ontario includes
24 500,000 acres, of which 14,000,000
acres are cleared, 5,500,000 acres wood
land, 2,000,000 acres slashland, and 3,
000,000 acres swamp, marsh or waste
land. Of the 24,500,00 acres, 23,000,000
acres lie in what is known as Old On
tario, and were setttled betweeen 1788
and 1860. There are besides in the
north country scattered tracts of land
aggregating 1,500,000 acres in extent
and settled within the last few years.
For agricultural purposes we have to
add another area of 16,000,000 acres un
occupied and only partly explored as
vet. It is known as the clay belt, and is
being opened up by the National Trans-
continental Railway.

In 1906 Ontario produced $12,000,000
worth of beef, $10,000,000 in bacon
and pork, and $9,000,00 in cheese. In
190¢ the corresponding figures were $27,-
200,000, $22,500,000 and $15,000,000. Tn
ten years the aggregate value of these
three commodities rose from $31,000,000
to $64,700,000.

The number of horses on  Ontario
farms increased from 611241 in 1806
to 726,421 in 1908, the number of milch
cows from 956,000 in 1808 to 1,113,374 in
1008, swine from 1,640,787 in 1898 to
1.816,763 in 1008. In the same decade
poultry increased from 9,084,273 to 12,
285,613. Live stock to the value of $20,-
760,000 was sold or slaughtered in 1896.
T.a 1906 the figures had risen to $61,500,-
000. The total value of live stock on
the farms increased from $104,000,000 in
1805 to $189,500,000 in 1907, and the
value of farm lands, buildings and im-
plements from $023,000,000 to $1,222.-
000,000.

These figures are  wonderfully elo-
quent of the agricultural progress of
Outario. There should be still further
expansion, through a discouraging note
comes recently in the estimate of the di-
rector of colonization that the rural
population has decreased 114.000. The

In one cow testing association the
average production of 126 cows was 520
ITbs. milk and 20 lbs. fat, not very much
below the average or exactly 126 cows
in another association close by, which
was 609 lbs. milk and 26 lbs, fat. But
notice how tremendously that compara-
tively small difference affects the total
yield; for in the one case the 126 cows
gave in the month 86,845 Ibs. milk and
3,267 1bs. fat, but the other lot of 126
cows gave only 05546 lbs. milk and
2,510 1bs. fat, or allowing butter fat to
be worth 256 cents per lb, actually a
difference of $189.25 in one month, Why
are not thousands more of our dairy
cows made to earn an extra dollar and
a half per month for their owners?
When the owners are perfectly certain
through having tested each cow in the
herd individually which animals are
bringing in a good profit, then the aver-
age yield and the total income can be
largely increased. !

Another contrast shows that 100 cows
in one association produced just twenty-
seven pounds of fat less than 72 cows
in an association ten miles away;
there were thus 26 cows more to
milked, and to have eapital locked up
