the Rusao-OEMEAN ESTRANGEMENT. 
London, Aug. 26.—The Foreign Office 

,t Berlin haa addressed a letter to the Im­
perial Chancellor at St. Petersburg making 
, formal complaint of the undisguised hoe* 
tlity towards Germany which has been for 
■ome time manifested in the Russian 
preei. Thia letter, which is understood 
to have been dictated by Prince Bismarck, 
is couched in extremely plain and emphatic 
language. It call» the attention of the 
RuMian Government to the fact that the 
institutions of Russia give to the Govern­
ment absolute control over the press 
of that empire, and that if the Russian 
newspapers are permitted persistently to 
express a hostile sentiment towards a 
power with which Russia is at peace, it 
must be with the connivance and tacit ap­
proval of the Russian Administration. A 
reply to this letter haa been received at 
Berlin from the Russian Chancellor, and 
the purport of its contenta has been com­
municated to the semi-official press of this 
capital. The Russian letter, which is writ­
ten in the usual adroit style of Muscovite 
diplomacy, states that his Majesty the 
Czar finds it impossible, even if it 
were desirable, to check the expression 
of opinion on the part of the independent 
organs of public sentiment. In Berlin 
this reply is considered as disingenuous in 
the extreme. The absolute control which 
the Russian administration exercise over 
the newspapers of the empire is too well 
known to permit an excuse set forth 
in a Russian letter to be accepted as 
anything but a mockery. The estrange­
ment between Russia and Germany
daily increases and it is believed that un­
less Prince Bismarck is playing one of hia 
unexpected games, of which the result is 
exactly the contrary of that expected by 
spectators, war between the two Empires 
is not improbable. Meanwhile the rela­
tions between Austria and Germany
daily become more cordial, and ÜE
things continue as they are, in the 
event of war between Bussia and 
Germany, Austria would be found on 
the side of the latter.

EMIGRATION MOVEMENTS IN ENGLAND.
An extension of the organized move­

ments for emigration to the United States 
is attracting much attentiee through­
out England and Scotland. During 
the recent visit to England of 
Mr. Gowen, President of the Reading 
Railway Company, it is understood that 
he set on foot a movement among the 
minersoftheEnglish and Scotch coal regions 
for a systematized emigration to the coal 
regions of Pennsylvania. The poli­
tical advisers and leaders of the 
miners are not altogether in­
clined to favour the proposed scheme 
for systematic emigration, and those 
schemes meet with strenuous opposition 
from certain prominent politicians of the 
Radical wing of the Liberal party. The 
influence of the politicians, however, goes 
for little in comparison to that of 
the natural leaders of the miners, men 
of their own class thoroughly understand- 
isgthe hardships which they here endure, and 
the prospects which they have of bettering 
themselves in America. The recent de­
parture from Sheffield 
skilled artisans in 
trade has also had 
fluence in accelerating 
movement.

THE WEATHER IN ENGLAND.
London, Aug. 27. —Rains throughout 

England still continue. The showers are 
heavy and almost without intermission. 
In those portions of the Kingdom, 
which have thus far comparatively 
escaped damage to crops by floods, great 
injuries are now being inflicted, and the 
chance of even a limited crop, which was 
thought to be possible a few days ago, is 
now regarded as improbable in the ex­
treme.

It is reported that Gambetta will visit 
England during the reoees of the Assembly, 
where he will be the guest of Sir Charles 
Dilke.

It is declared by competent judges that 
the rain last week did more damage in 
some districts than all the previous exces­
sive rains.

A Berlin correspondent states that the 
contingent for the Russian army to be 
raised by the levy this year is put down at 
218,000 men.

A correspondent at Peetn announces 
that Herr Tiazay will unite with Bismarck 
in endeavouring to effect the reinstatement 
of Count Andrassy.

The address to Lieut. Carey declaring 
that he has been unwarrantably censured 
has received 3,000 additional signatures in 
Plymouth since Monday.

A Vienna despatch says the disturbances 
in Bulgaria are increasing. The militia 
operating against the Insurgents are un­
able to repress the disorder.

A disturbance was caused at Paris on 
Thursday night by the band at the Palais 
Royal refusing to accede to a call from 
the crowd for the " Marseillaise."

Edwin Booth intends to act in London 
and negotiations are now in progress be­
tween Henry Irving and himself with a 
view to hia appearance in that gjty.

A Berlin correspondent «ays the national 
debt of Russia bearing interest is becom­
ing enormous —1,132,165,125 roubles. 
Paper money is now in circulation.

Prince Albert Victor, son of the Prince 
of Wales, will, on the return of the 
Bacchante next spring, enter the Wool­
wich Academy as a military cadet.

A Berlin despatch says the Catholic in­
habitants of Cologne anticipate a visit 
from the Pope next year. The Church 
conflict will be settled in the meantime.

Lord Lytton, it is said, is to be made an 
earl. It is doubted whether he will ac­
cept the elevation, as his paternal estates 
bring him in no more than £5,000 to £6,- 
000 a year,

A Berlin despatch says Germany insists 
on the legal recognition of German land 
purchases in the Fiji Islands, which has 
hitherto been refused by the British colonial 
authorities.

The Common Council of Oetend has 
unanimously decided to institute proceed­
ings against the Paris Figaro for falsely 
announcing that cholera existed at Oitend 
and Bruges,

Heavy thunderstorms have again caused 
the rivers to overflow in Lsncaab’je. 
Much damage to crops is reported. Some 
cotton mills have completely suspended 
on account of water.

The Standard annoUhOes semi-officially 
that England is the only power which haa 
not been invited to lend officers to witness 
the great Russian military manœuvres, 
commencing Monday 25th,

The floods in 
Oxfordshire are the highest ever known in 
the summer. The Oxford race course is 
inundated, and many are rowing over the 
course in boats.

A London despatch says an American 
calling himself Ambrose Fortescue, await­
ing trial for forgery on the Bank of Eng­
land, has been identified as Peter Bums, a 
notorious Philadelphia counterfeiter, burg­
lar, and forger.

The Duke of Sutherland has permitted 
the exhibition on his grounds in London of 
a portable railroad, said to be of extraor­
dinary value in war. It is also specially 
designed for farming operations— saving 
labour in heavy carting.

Messrs Albert Pell and Clare Sewell 
Read, members of Parliament, coming to 
America in connection with the Commis­
sion to inquire into the agricultural de­
pression in England, sail from Liverpool 
on the 26th for New York.

The London Board of Trade announces 
that the acreage under wheat is ten per 
cent, lees than that in 1878 ; oats, one 
per cent, less ; hops, five per cent less. 
There is eight per cent, acreage under 
barley and six more under potatoes.

The rains in England continue. An 
overflow of rivers is again reported in 
Derbyshire, Warwickshire, Leicestershire 
and Staffordshire, In Wales thousands of 
acres of crops are still submerged. Hun­
dreds of cattle and sheep are drowned.

The severity of the rains in England is 
indicated by the fact that they have caused 
a rise in the Thames, which hie flooded the 
Home Park under the walls of Windsor 
Castle and interrupted barge traffic. The 
fall in console is attributed to a renewal of 
the rains.

He was aeon 
of the late Major John Gordon, wae born 
at Inverness in 1814, and received his 
academical education in the University of 
Edinburgh. He was called to the Scotch 
bar in 1835 ; was Sheriff of Perthshire 
from 1858 to July, 1866 ; and became a 
Queen’s Counsel. In December, 1867, he 
was elected M. P. for Thetford in the Con­
servative interest, and he continued to 
represent that borough till its disfranchise­
ment in December, 1868. In November, 
1869, he was elected to represent the Uni­
versities of Glasgow and Aberdeen in the 
House of Commons. Mr. Gordon was 
Solicitor-General for Scotland from 1866 
till March, 1867 ; Lord Advocate of Scot­
land from 1867 till December, 1868, and 
again from 1874 to 1876, when he was ap­
pointed a Judge of Appeal and created a 
Peer,

THE HOME RULE CAMPAIGN.
Tartlcnlars ef e Slermy Meeting at Dub­

lin.
Dublin, Aug. 22.—The Home Rule 

League demonstration at the Rotunda last 
night wae only attended by four members 
of Parliament, of whom Mr, Charles Par­
nell was the most notable. The hall was 
crowded with workingmen. The proceed­
ings throughout were riotous and disor­
derly. The majority of those present 
were remarkable for their hostility to­
ward the more moderate section of the 
Home Rule members. The meeting passed 
a series of resolutions in favour of tne ob­
structive policy pursued by their repre­
sentatives in the Commons, and expressing 
the necessity of purging the party of 
members who have shown a lukewarmness. 
Several fights occurred. Dissenters from 
the resolutions, after receiving very rough 
usage, were thrust out to encounter the 
tender mercies of a mob awaiting them.

U. S. HARVEST PROSPECTS.

Washington, D.C., Ang. 25.—Returns 
show the average condition of corn on 1st 
August wu 93 against 93 in July, and 96 
in August last ye*. The middle States 
all show a high average area planted. 
Buckwheats show a slight decrease since 
lust year. New York and Pennsylvania, 
whicn grow half of the buckwheat of the 
country, show a loss of 3 per cent. The 
condition of the potato crop is 97 against 
88 in July. The Middle States show a rise 
of 95 to 102. The summer of 1879 has been 
unfavourable for the hay crop. The 
drought in June and Jnly wu very detri­
mental. The New England and Middle 
States crop is good, but it is short in all 
the Southern States.

But that the present Gov­
ernment has not realised the weight of each obliga­
tions, and haa treated them lightly by refraining 
from submitting to the Legislature, the greater 
number of the measures announced in the Speech 
from the Throne.

2. That the address of hit Honour the Lieutenant- 
Governor should represent the authority of the 
Crown, personify the wisdom and practical experi­
ence of the executive power, and possess the neces­
sary ability to carry out in both Houses the obliga­
tions which they publidy assumed, not merely to 
their continuance in since, but also to the integrity 
and usefulness of their legislative measures. Todd 
pages 299 and 812 But that the present Govern­
ment haa put itself in disaccord with the principle 
of Ministerial responsibility by submitting to the 
caprice of a fluctuating majority, which 
interfered in the carrying out of ite 
measures, and deprived it of its control 
of legislation, thus allowing the influence of the 
Executive to pass out of the hands of the respon­
sible servants of the Crown into those of men who 
merely represent an outside will and are serving 
private interests.

8. That the principle of Parliamentary control 
over the public expenditure haa been rendered 
■acred by the experience of several centuries, and 
proclaimed in tbe bill of rights that the Legislature 
is jealous of such control, which is the greatest 
safeguard of our pollticsd rights and liberties, and 
that this principle is equally applicable V.

IMPROVEMENT IN THE UNITED STATES,
New York, Aug. 23.—The Tribune pub­

lishes interviews with a Urge number of 
prominent business men on trade prospects. 
The leading hueineu men of New York ex­
press a belief that times are steadily im­
proving. The abundant h*vests m the 
West and South are cited for the basis of 
this belief. A revival of the manufactur­
ing inter*te in different p*t* of the coun­
try is also mentioned u proof of returning 
prosperity. Prie* in all departments of 
trade are firm with a tendency to rise. In 
many cases the volume of business in the 
past six months shows an increase over that 
of any corresponding period since 1873, and 
in every instance the volume of business 
thus f* for the present season is consider­
ably in excess of last ye*. Intelligence 
has been received that a more cheerful feel­
ing exists all over the land than at any 
time since 1873.

The records of the Treasury Department 
at Washington show a decided increase in 
the building of steam vessels this ye* over 
last. The Treasury officials estimate that 
the total tonnage for the ye* will be 88,810 
against 81,860 for the previous year, an in­
crease of ne*ly 8J per cent.

THE SITUATION IN SUROPE.
"London, Aug. 23.—A Paris correspondent 

says :—“ Over twenty millions francs have 
been shipped from French ports for the 
United States in the last three weeks. The 
Bank of France has now sold the whole of 
its small stock of foreign gold coin. One 
of the chief bullion houses of Paris esti­
mates that the insufficient crops of Eng­
land, France and Germany will necessitate 
purchases in the United States to the 
amount of £20,000,000 sterling.”

The Standard says it is thought a million 
and a half sterling more will leave France 
for the United States.

‘ A redaction of five per cent, in the wages 
of calico weavers at Oldham came quietly 
into force on Friday.

THE BELLEVILLE BIGAMY CASE.
Trial and Committal of the Woman 

MlteheU.
Belleville, Aug. 26.—The ch*ge of 

bigamy preferred against Mrs. Annie Mit­
chell was brought up to-day at the police 
court. Mr. Coleman, for the Crown, said 
he propoeed to go on with the ch*ge of 
aiding and abetting Arthur Bonter in 
committing the felony of bigamy. He had 
not the evidence as to the prisoner's 
bigamy, but hoped to get it. Mr. Mc­
Mahon, for the prisoner, objected to his 
client being tried on two charges. 
She must be tried for one charge or the 
other. The magistrates held that one of 
the charg* must be proceeded with and 
the other must be dropped.

Prisoner was committed for 
trial at the next court of criminal jurisdic­
tion, bail being refused.

THE PROPOSED FUSION.
A Manifesto from the Grand Trunk Rail­

way-
London, Aug. 25.—The answer of the 

officials of the Grand Trunk railway to the 
Great Western Company is published. It 
states that if the Directors of the Great 
Western adhere to their present decision, 
the Directors of the Grand Trunk will 
appeal to the shareholders of the two 
companies, to whom they can guarantee 
upwards of £200,000 as an immediate ad­
vantage from the fusion.

It is rumoured Sir Edward Watkin has 
been offered the chairmanship of the Great 
Western Company.

The Telegraph says it is understood the 
hairmanship of the Great Western road 
has been offered to a well-known railway 
man, who favours the fusion.

(1st) 
Because the Government has not either by economy 
or retrenchment, or by judicious development of 
our resources, made up the deficit, but, on the con­
trary, has allowed it to increase, and because it has 
not been able to provide the ways and means at the 
same time to meet the ordinary expenditure, 
obligations already incurred, and payments to be­
come due on public works in progress- (2nd.) Be­
cause the Government does not possess sufficient 
elements of confidence and strength to effidentiy 
administer the affairs of this Province, and that the 
abandonment of its chief measures is an 
avowal that it is unable to satisfy the requirements 
of the country ; and this Couutil, while 
declaring its willingness to (grant her Majesty the 
supplies necessary for public service, deems it its 
duty to delay the adoption of the Supply Bill now 
before this House, until it shall have pleased his

949 in gold and 957 in silver per ton.

contract of the C. P.R., and forty is calcu­
lated on this fall.

THE NEW MONTREAL GUN.
iltsia Tearing Ms Built;

Montreal, Aug. 20.—After numerous 
delays, the long talked of experiment of 
trying the gun rifled by Mearns. Gilbert A 
Son, came off this morning on St. Helen’s 
Island, in the presence of Han. Mr. Mas­
son, Minister of Militia, Lieut-Col Fletch­
er, Lieut-Col. Bacon, Lient-Col. Harwood, 
Lieut-CoL Doraonneni, and others. The 
experiments were at a range of 100 yards 
facing a butt made of earth. The first 
charge was with five pounds of powder 
and wss touched off by the Hon. Minister 
of Militia. This shot being satisfactory, 
another was made with the same amount 
of powder, after wMoh the charge was the 
ordinary one of eight pounds of powder for 
two shots. These last shots were the ones 
usually made in action, the gun being test­
ed with ten pounds of powder. Before the 
first shot was made the gun was examined 
by the mirror teat ana everything being 
found satisfactory the word was given and 
the shot fired. The recoil in this shot was 
about 23 lbs. Rifle grained powder'was 
need. The gnn was now examined as 
minutely as possible and everything found 
to be as satisfactory as could have been 
wished. One more shot of ten pounds was 
then tried after which the firing ceased, as 
the experiments had withstood the regula­
tion test and proved to be highly satis­
factory.

COLLISION ON THE G. T, R.

MILLS.THE ALMONTE WOOLLEN 
To the Editor of The Mail <

Sir,—It Is something new to find the 
Globe adopting the râle of a sympathizer 
with Canadian manufacturers and em­
ployés. No friendly word was spoken by 
that paper when it waa needed, and now 
that the industries of the country are re­
covering tone and strength, and that there 

moral certainty that the new policy, 
the National Policy, sanctioned by 
the people in September last, and 
put in force by Sir John Macdonald’s 
Government in March, will bring back that 
prosperity the country hoped for in vain 
under the Globe Administration, we will 
be pardoned if we look with distrust on 
the insidious efforts of that newspaper to 
create doubts aa to the wisdom of the 
course whioh has been adopted.

Thursday’s Globe in an editortal under 
the head of “ The Woollen Trade of Al­
monte" makes certain statements on the
reputed authority of a correspondent said 
to be thoroughly well acquainted with the
Canadian woollen trade. That required 
contradiction. First, it is not true that 
within one month after the votes of the 
Almonte workmen had been given in ac­
cordance with the wishes of their em­
ployers, wages were out down ten per 
cent. While almost every mail brings 
news of oft-repeated reductions of wages 
in England, in only one instance since the 
time of the greatest prosperity in the 
woollen trade of Almonte, has there been 
a general reduction of wages.

Secondly, it is not true than an old 
privilege was taken away, that of buying 
woollens for their own use at a very slight 
advance on oost. The Rosamond Woollen 
Company continue» to do in this respect as 
it has Mways done; and I know of no 
mill in Almonte that has made any 
change in ita-dealings with its employés.

Thirdly, it is not true that the Almonte 
mills have shut down for an indefinite 
period. The Rosamond Woollen Company 
is now engaged in wi.liug additions and 
extensive repairs, and when these are com­
pleted will commence operations again, 
Under the “fly-on-the-wheel policy, goods 
accumulated in manufacturers’ agents’ and 
dealers’ hands, and in anticipation of an 
imereaaed tariff the importations last win­
ter were very heavy. To assist in dispos­
ing of these accumulations and excessive 
importations, we thought it wise to reduce 
production for a short time, and on the 
eve of better times commence, as it were, 
with s clean slate.

Fourthly, it is net true that at the 
present moment the woollen trade in Al­
monte is in a more deplorable condition 
than ever before, nor is it true that our 
hopes have been disappointed. On the 
contrary, trade has improved, and one of
our prtaoipM customers told me last week 
that this season they were doing a larger 
business than for years, and that he had no 
doubt that at ita olose they would find 
themselves sold closer up than ever before.

The Timber Area of Canada.—Lord 
Carnarvon, while Secretary of State, called 
for information from the colonies is to 
their timber supply. During the five yean 
ending 1876, Canada sent England about 
9125,000,000 worth of timber. In Nova 
Scotia the approximate amount of timber- 
producing land waa, in 1876, computed at 
9,000,000 acres ; in Ontario, 30,000 square 
miles ; in Quebec, 73,711,114 aurai ; New 
Brunswick, 6,000,000 acres. In British 
Columbia about 110,000,000 acres are 
covered with timber. Newfoundland, too, 
is denaMy wooded, but forest fires have 
there, as also to a considerable degree in 
Canada, made aérions inroads. In Natal 
(Africa) the Crown forests have for some 
time been suffering so seriously from the 
depredations of the natives, that the Sur­
veyor-General has absolutely prohibited 
the use of forest lands for the cMtivstion 
of crops. It is computed that Cape Colour 
has between 500 and 600 square miles of 
forest. Between 1868 and 1878, British 
Honduras sent 34,000,000 feet of mahog­
any. In Victoria, Australia, timber i* 
diminishing far too rapidly, and in western 
Australia the Governor thinks that steps 
must be taken to arrest destruction. I” 
Queensland an annuM license fee is exact­
ed from wood cutters, and an officer has 
been appointed to report on the public 
timber-producing lands, with a view to 
their conservation. Tasmania (Van Dia­
mant Land) has about 8,000,000 so* 
under timber, of which about 1,000,OW 
are in private hands. In Ceylon steps 
were some time since taken to arrest reek- 
lee» destruction. In Queensland sud 
South Australia the clearing of the forests 
has produced no effect whatever on the 
rainfall. In St. Helena, on the other 
hand, where the destruction of the trees 
shortly after colonisation of the island w*s 
followed by a succession of severe and de­
structive droughts, now that the forest» 
have been allowed to grow again, there 
has been much less trouble on that score. 
The climate ef Jamaica is reported much 
dryer of late years in the south side of the 
island, where the greatest clearances have 
been made.

During the five years 
ending 1876, Canada sent England about 
$125,000,000 worth of timber. In Nova 
Scotia the approximate amount of timber- 
producing land was, in 1875, computed at 
9,000,000 acres ; in Ontario, 30,000 square 
miles ; in Quebec, 73,711,114 acres ; New 
Brunswick, 6,000,000 scree. In British 
Columbia about 110,000,000 acres are 
covered with timber. Newfoundland, too, 
ie densely wooded, but forest fires have 
there, as also to a considerable degree in 
Canada, made serions inroads.

(Africa) the Crown forests have for some 
time been suffering so seriously from the 
depredations of the natives, that the Sur- 
veyor-General has absolutely prohibited 
the nee of forest land. for the cultivation 
of crops.

Suicide ef Henry Face, Ike Murderer of 
Hie Mauxkler's Seducer.

He Coron— for Central Middle—x, Dr. 
Hardwioke, yesterday (Aug. 6), received 
information from the authorities of the 
Hon— of C—r—tira, Cold bath fields, dark­
en well, of the suicide of Henry Pace, who 
«ras a short time sinoe sentenced to eigh­
ts* months’ hard labour f— fee man­
slaughter of a young man named Cote. 
Both mm «rare employed at the Clerkra- 
Well Gla— Works, St. Jam—’ iralk, 
Clerkrawell, and in a fit of pa—ion, brought 
on by Cole having induced Pace’s daughter 
to live «rife him, fee unfortunate convict 
oommitted the act for irhiah he «ras suffer­
ing at the time of hia death. Some sym­
pathy having been aroused on behalf of 
fee “ruined home,” fee public subscribed 
toward fee support of fee family during 
Paoe’s imprisonment. The de—a—d re­
tired to rest on Sunday evening at 
the usual time, nothing bring no­
ticed unusual or suspected by 
any one. At twenty minute» past 
6 yesterday morning fee warder, on railing 
his numb— waa astonished at receiving no 
reply, and on looking into fee rail found 
fee man hanging by hie braoea to the grat­
ing of fee «rindow. Medical emirtanm 
w—'obtained, but without avail, — Pa­
ir— found to have been deed some time.
He deoe—ed’s father, who ie employed at

Sin— hie conviction I have constantly 
visited him eooordiag to the rule» of the 
prieon. He last time was on Friday «reek, 
when he seemed in hi* usual health and 
spirits, and expressed himself well pleased

spirit, but on the contrary, appeared to be 
more cheerful, especially when he learned 
that hie «rife and family «rare «rail pro­
vided for. He never made any allusioa to 
the crime of whioh he «rae oo 
oept on one oooarion, when he 
‘ What a lucky eee**,’ 
rape from a capital conviction.

By the prieon regulations the friends of 
prisoners are —fly allowed to visit on— in 
three months, and then the visitors have 
to be named, — a request, by the prison—i 
themselves. As a reward for hia good 
behaviour the visiting privilege «ras ac­
corded to fee deceased a fortnight earlier, 
and fee test oooarion «ras Fnday «reek, 
when his fafe— and his «rife —w him at 
fee Hou— of Detention.

The intelligence of fee d—to of h— hue- 
band «ras forwarded to fee «ridow " 
but oiring te fee bank holiday she had not 
received fee letter when our representative 
called and communicated the sad nem.

went to see her. She then told me, on 
h— kneea, that she waa married, hot I 
have "found out that her statement was 
wholly untrue. [At this point fee poor 
woman iras much ov—oome, and it «ras 
seme minutes before she could resume her 
narrative.] My daughter also —id 
to me, • Oh, moth—, what can I 
do to —ve my fafe— ?’ I told
her she could do nothing ; it «ras
too late. On test Friday week I received 
a printed notice from fee Coldbato fields 
prison to visit my husband, rad found him 
m hia usual state of health, although I 
moet admit that from oome of his ob—na­
tions I thought he was rather strange in 
his mann—. When I first —w him he said 
it «ras fee longest week he had had sinoe 
his confinement, but at fee same time he 
was getting. on very favourably. The 
pri—n aufeoriti— «rare very kind to him, 
and, indeed, they spoke of him in the same 
terms.

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REFORM PATRIOTISM.
The course pursued by the Opposi­

tion ever since Sir John Macdonald 
re-assumed control of the Government 
after the Mackenzie chaos, ought 
surely to open the eyes of partisans 
even to the sinister aims of the party. 
Whether in or out of office, the so- 
.-■llad Reformers—with nothing to re­
form—have been, above all things, un­
patriotic. When in place, they are as 
dogs in the public manger, with tl 
notable variation of the fable, that they 
are good feeders at the public crib, let 
the country starve as it may. No set of 
men ever controlled the destinies of a 
great country in the incipient stages of 
its first start into national life, more 
obstinately and, persistently determined 
to put on the brakes and clog its pro­
gress than the Ministers who -re­
ceived their congé from the people 
on the I7th of last September. 
Exasperated at thoir overwhelming de­
feat at the polls, they have never ceased 
from that day to this, to injure, so far 
as they could, the country which re­
jected them. Mr. Mackenzie, for in­
stance, has not yet been able to under­
stand why the electors could have been 
so erase and infatuated as to hurl him 
from tile seat of power he loved so well 
To the ex-Pzemier the verdict of the 
country is nothing short of national 
suicide, and he is quite ready to sit, both 
as coroner and jury, upon the corpus 
delictum and return a verdict of “ tem- 
“ porary insanity.” Not only the Galt 
speech, but every public utterance dur­
ing the last twelvemonth, exhibit the 
hen. gentleman in the most unfavour­
able light as a statesman. He has 
never opened his mouth in public, 
without being dazed, angry, and dog­
matic. The displays he occasionally 
makes of himself sufficiently prove 
that he is no leader of men, and that 
the peevish hastiness of his temper, 
not leas than the narrowness of his in­
tellect, unfit him for leadership in any 
Administration. Were it for nothing 
else than his intolerance of any di­
vergence in opinion, on matters where 
men may agree to differ, the country 
may congratulate itself on having got 
rid of him, once for all.

FARMERS' POLITICAL ORGANI­
ZATIONS.

The movement among the masses of 
the British people must be shaking so­
ciety to its centre when such a lethargic 
class as the tenant farmers is aroused to 
the gravity of the situation. The cir­
cumstance that the so-called bone and 
sinew of the country is braced up for 
duty is in itself encouraging. There 
is, however, danger that their ef­
forts to promote the welfare 
of agriculturists generally may take a 
wrong direction. Lord Derby has told 
them that they command the position at 
the present time ; that, in view of the 
large number of vacant farms, they cap 
dictate their own terms. To arrive at 
some decision respecting the land and 
game restrictions which they desire to 
see abolished, would be a practical step 
towards a better state of things. To dis- 

-i.a»s different methods for obtaining 
the best results from the land at tile 
least outlay, and to seek to improve the 
breeds of cattle, would be measures 
suited to the times. While these ques­
tions are receiving some attention, there 
-are many indications that the tenant 
farmers are about to seek redress for

their grievance through the 
politics. The Farmers’ Alliance, 
has been nrganised^ is intendec 
as an instrument by which the agricul 
tural interest will be felt at the next gen 
end elections. Already a fanners can­
didate is out for South Warwickshire on 
an independent platform. Other nomi­
nations will follow in due time. The 
agricultural labourers are following in 
the same direction. They demand direct 
Parliamentary representation, and the 
assimilation of the county and borough

useless in enforcing the demands of the 
classes they would represent. Even 
the Home Rule obstructionists cannot be 
deemed a useful, though they may be 
a demonstrative body. The most eli­
gible field for the action of a farmers’ 
political alliance is afforded in the 
United States, where that particular 
interest has literally a fair field and no 
favour. But even there suooeas has not 
followed the movement Western farmers 
are largely greenbackers, and the return 
to specie payment has demoralized their 
organization. At the recent Syracuse 
convention of the Farmeas’ Alliance of 
New York State, the greenback portion 
of the platform was dropped, and the 
resolutions preserve a discreet silence on 
all phases of the national finances. The 
Convention, indeed, confined its action 
to the matter of railroad wrongs 
and freight discriminations. This step 
has been found necessary, for they 
have found that when farmers 
seek to accomplish their ends by organ­
izing as a separate political party they 
are paving the way for their defeat, for 
they arouse the antagonism of all other 
classes to those ends, however desirable 
they may be. The Syracuse con­
vention has excellent intentions, but 
now that they have dwindled down 
to the regulation of freight rates, 
the necessity for a separate organization 
no longer exists, since these results 
could be more effectually accomplished 
through the agency of a regular po­
litical party. If, then, the organization 
of class politics has failed in the Re­
public, the attempt to introduce it 
among the agricultural body in England 
is doomed to failure, as indeed 
it has proved when applied to 
other classes. Fortunately, the Grangers 
of the Dominion have steered dear of 
this rock, on which the movement could 
easily have been wrecked. The Grits, 
it is true, used their best efforts, and Mr. 
Rymal, the village wit, put forth his 
persuasive powers to capture the entire 
body, but without avail H the Old 
Country fanners would follow the example 
of our Grangers in this respect, and 
neither establish a fanners’ political 
partir, nor allow themselves to be caught 
wholesale by political tricksters, while 
at the same time they sought to improve 
their position as agriculturists by ob­
taining better terms from the landlords, 
much greater benefit would accrue to 
themselves than by seeking to establish 
a political movement based upon agri­
culture.

It is broadly hinted by English jour­

nals that Lord Dufferin’s appointment 
as British Ambassador at St Peters­
burg was made by the Imperial Govern­
ment as a preparatory step to his eleva­
tion to the responsible post of Minister 
at Constantinople at this critical junc­
ture in Turkish affairs. Probably it 
was part of the scheme of Lord Bba- 
consfikld that our late Governor-Gen­
eral should tentatively represent the 
Empire at the Russian court in order 
that he might obtain an insight into the 
policy of Schuvaloft, the present con­
fidential adviser of the Czar, in regard 
to the Porte, and gather hints which 
might prove useful in subsequent nego­
tiations. At all events, Lord Duffsrin 
has been appointed successor to Sir 
Henry Layaed. The appointment is 
suggestive. Taken in connection with 
the enlistment of several other distin­
guished diplomats and army officers for 
service in Asia Minor by the Imperial 
Government, Lord Dufferin’s ad­
vent indicates the initiation of 
vigorous measures to aid, and if neces­
sary compel, Turkey to carry out her 
clauses of the Berlin Treaty. Russia 
has faithfully performed her engage­
ment», and the Ottoman Empire can 
only be saved from annihilation by the 
adoption of a similar straightforward 
course. Earl Beaoonsfihld, in the 
course of his Mansion House speech, 

leaded that the delay on the part of 
urkey arose from the fact that during 

only a few weeks her territory had been 
free from the invaders. The Premier 
recognizes, however, the danger of de­
lay in meeting the proper demands of 
Russia, and the necessity of averting it 
by prompt action will doubtless be 
urged upon the Porte by the new Brit­
ish Minister. No more important mis­
sion could be entrusted to an ambas­
sador. The Imperial Government has 
resolved that, whatever policy may be 
pursued by the other great Powers, Brit­
ain will demand a complete fulfilment of 
its treaty obligations by Turkey, and 
Lord Dufferin has been charged with 
the duty of presenting this decision 
dearly and forcibly before the Porte. 
That the task should havn been entrust­
ed to a Liberal statesman is proof that 
in dealing with national interests the 
Conservative Government rose above 
party and ignored the jealousies of dis­
appointed politicians at the success of 
the late Canadian Governor.

If Lord Dufferin had not already 
proved himself to be possessed of many 
Machiavellian traits^ it would be use­
less to predict anything but failure as 
the result of his mission. The utmost 
diplomatic skill will be required to force 
the Sultan to forthwith initiate the 
promised reforms and fulfil the obliga­
tions entered into at Berlin, and yet 
avoid an open rupture. Anarchy 
reigns throughout Turkish home and 
foreign affairs. The question of Parlia­
mentary Government has been fought 
over again during the last few weeks. 
Grand Vizier Khsrrddin submitted a 
programme embodying the adoption of 
constitutional principles, one of the 
points sought to be obtained being the 
immediate re-assembhng of the Turkish 
Parliament, an institution which, al­
though short lived, promised to increase 
popular liberty. The weak-willed Sultan 
long wavered in arriving at a decision, 
but at length he declared for personal 
rule, and dismissed Khxrrddin. In 
order to increase his despotic character 
the Sultan has since abolished the 
position of Grand Vizier, and created

parchment roll. /The enormous power 
wielded by the representatives of the 
8T«at Powers at Constantinople was seen 
m the recent constitutional crisis. 
The decision of the Sultan to reject 
the popular programme is attributed 
solely to the action of the French Am­
bassador in withdrawing his support 
from the Grand Vizier at the last mo­
ment The influence exercised by Lord 
Dufferin will, it is gratifying to think, 
be always oast on behalf of the people’s 
rights, and his presence at Constanti­
nople cannot, thereforylail to produce 
beneficial results. In the re settlement 
of his empire the Sultan is brought face 
to face with the Greek boundary diffi­
culty, with the demand of Servis for 
two million francs damages on account 
of the incursion of Amants into its ter­
ritory, with the unfulfilled engagements 
in the Berlin treaty, and with national 
bankruptcy. To steer the ship of State 
safely through a channel filled with so 
many dangerous rocks is a work demand­
ing the highest qualities on the part of 
the Sultan ; and if Lord Dufferin 
should, by his advice and assistance, as 
the representative of a friendly Power, 
enable the Porte to reach a position of 
national safety, he will have materially 
advanced the solution of the Eastern 
question and won the thunk, of conti­
nental nations.

TWO MISSIONS 
Two notable missions to America have 

been undertaken by leading representa­
tives of England’s manufacturing and 
agricultural interests. Mr. T. B. Pot­
ter, chairman of the Cobdkn Club, has 
already arrived in the United States, 
with the avowed object of seeking a 
modification of the American tariff. He 
will probably be supported in his efforts 
by the pwsonoo and arguments of Mr. 
Bright. Messrs. Pell and Read, 
the former chairman of the Cen­
tral Chamber of Agriculture, and the 
latter President of the Norfolk 
Board of Agriculture, will reach 
this continent within two or three weeks 
to investigate the agricultural capabili­
ties and facilities of Canada and the 
United States in behalf of the Imperial 
Commission on agriculture appointed 
during the late Parliamentary session. 
The visit of these distinguished repre­
sentatives of manufactures and agricul­
ture affords striking proof of the com­
mercial changes which have occurred 
during recent years. The Lan­
cashire manufacturers feel the 
competition of the New England 
mills, and Mr. Potter forthwith fondly 
imagines that the United States Govern­
ment may be persuaded to modify the 
protective system under which the 
American spinner has been enabled 
to drive foreign goods from the 
home market and establish an export 
trade. English agriculturists suffer 
from the enormous importations of Cana­
dian and United -States live stock 
and dairy products. Messrs. Pell* 
and Brad are not, however commis­
sioned to seek the repression of this 
trans-Atlantic trade, which would be 
suicidal to the masses of the Rngiiah 
people, but to gather information re­
specting the countries that possess such 
remarkable food-producing capability 
Among the probable results of "*

proved system of laud tenure, 
more intimate relations between the 
landed gentry and their tenants, 
and a large emigration of tenant farmers 
and agricultural labourers.

The failure of the free trade mis­
sion is already predicted by journals ef 
that political stripe. Although free 
traders lustily proclaim that their prin­
ciples are meeting with general accept­
ance, almost every country in Europe is 
now witnessing a protectionist agita­
tion. Passing from theories to results, 
the manufactures of the United 
States under protection are rapidly 
developing ; while those of England, 
under the Bright-Potter free trade 
policy, are declining. The request for 
tariff changes emanates from England, 
not from the Republic. The fact that 
Mr. Potter asks, on behalf of F.ngli«h 
manufacturers, that the American 
tariff should be modified so as 
to admit some lines of Old Country 
goods, is conclusive evidence that the 
Americans control their own markets. 
This is admitted even bv such an ultra 
free trade journal as the Chicago Tribune, 
which says : “ The fact will be accepted 
“ by protectionists as a vindication of 
" their policy, and it may even persuade 
“a good many people who believe in 
“ free trade, or a tariff for revenue 
“ alone, to join the protectionists in 
“ resisting a change in the tariff 
“ at the present time.” The suc­
cess of protection is practically con­
ceded by American free traders. The 
Tribune declares the chief portion 
of the unprotected class is made up of 
farmers, and all of them are too pros­
perous to join in an earnest and deter­
mined movement against the tariff. No 
doubt Rochdale’s free trade member 
will visit this Dominion in the hope of 
finding that its protectionist tariff has 
failed. But here again he will meet 
with a disappointment, for he will 
learn that our manufacturing industries 
have been developed and the people 
afforded employment under the National 
Policy. Any attempt made to secure a 
return to one-sided free trade would re­
sult in a more conspicuous failure in 
Canada than will follow the undertaking 
in the United States. The President of 
the Cobdkn Club will, therefore, return 
home a sadder but a wiser 
man. The mission of Messrs. Pell 
and Read will prove as fruitful 
of beneficial results as the erratic errand 
of Mr. Potter will be barren. They 
will be able to place before the agricul­
turists of the Mother Country reliable 
information regarding the farming lands 
of Canada and the United States and 
the methods ffif agriculture adopted. 
Many of the prejudices entertained 
against r settlement on this continent 
will thereby be removed from the bu­
colic mind, and a stimulus given 
to emigration by the farming com­
munity, which will prove advantageous 
alike to those who seek new homes and 
those who remain in the old land. 
The Imperial Commissioners will re­
ceive a hearty welcome in this Domin­
ion, which offers vast tracts of fertile 
lands for settlement. In Ontario, Eng­
lish tenant farmers are always able to 
purchase improved farms at reasonable 
rates, and thus supply the vacancies 
created by the migration of young 
Canadians to Manitoba. Free grants 
can be obtained in the North- 
West and in some sections of this 
Province. The agricultural capabilities 
of this colony will, we trust, be fully 
investigated and fairly presented by 
Messrs. Pell and Read in their report. 
A flying visit will be useless if this ob­
ject has to be accomplished.

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THE RET URN OF MINISTERS.
It did not require much prescience to 

predict that the visit of the Ministers to 
England would not be without some 
reasonably good results. Tbe public 
hardly expected that our Ministers would 
go to England and work miracles in 
finance and diplomacy ; but knowing 
well that the three men who were going 
to England were men who took life with 
a good deal of seriousness, the people 
expected some new and not unwise ac­
complishments as the result of the visit 
Everidf the trip had been to a large ex­
tent s holiday, we fancy that the public 
weald fully agree with us in thinking 
that the holiday had been fairly earned. 
But a ltoliday it was not, and the public 
felt that Up to this time, of course, no 
definite statement of the objects and 
policy of Ministers has been made. 
None will be made probably till the 
meeting of Parliament or near that 
time. But the Opposition press will, of 
course, publish its usual quantity of 
guesses, and will assert them to be 
true up to the very hour when they 
are being proved to be false. Stiff, 
enough lu» been made public to 
induce the people to wait with proper 
patience for the usual time of revela­
tion, and to make them feel that their 
Ministers have not been wasting their 
time. Thq mission of Sir Leonard 
Tilley has, ss we have several times 
shown, been brilliantly successful He 
has, for the second time since his ap­
pointment, proved his capacity for suc­
cessful- financial negotiation, and has 
established a second contrast with Sir 
Richard Cartwright’s operations, 
which cannot help being a source of 
pleasure to the fnends of the Govern­
ment, and of chagrin to its opponents. 
If Sir Leonard Tilley continues to 
make such successes he will, by the time 
he has to render an' account of his 
stewardship, have been enabled to place 
Canada in a position to replace her high 
interest rates with low rates, and will 
hava-se strengthened the credit of the 
country that money may be obtained on 
terms more favourable than would be 
accorded to any colony of the Empire or 
any foreign nation.

The reception of Sir John Macdonald 
into the number of distinguished men 
who form her Majesty’s Privy Council, 
is in itself an event in which Canada 
takes pride and interest It awards us 
a national honour. It disposes of the 
slanders which have been vainly hurled 
at Sir John Macdonald’s head by un­
scrupulous enemies ; and it may prove 
to be the source of greater strength 
than ever for Canada in the council* 
of the Empire. Sir John Macdonald’s 
purpose in visiting England bad, no 
doubt, another aspect, namely, the es­
tablishing of new and better means ef 
communication between Canada and the 
British Government, the British finan­
ciers, and the British people. If this 
better system is finally established by 

tans of the permanent appointment 
of Sir Alex. Galt, the people of this 
oounity will have good reason to be 
gratified by the arrangement. Canada 
is now big enough, strong enough, im­
portant enough, to have a representa­
tive of something like ambassadorial 
character in England ; and our system 
of legislation is such that an appoint­
ment of that kind would probably be of 
hnmsnse future benefit to the country. 
Our; foreign . trade ia extending and 
must extend, and since we cannot ne­
gotiate or make treaties direct with 
foreign nations, it is of the first impor­
tance that we should have a statesman 
to look after our interests in England, 
and to suggest or shape such negotia­
tions as may be necessary on our be­
half.

The mission of Sir Charles Tupfer 
has been of a large and, of course, not ex-

Ëcit character. He had undertaken in 
. Pacific railway resolutions an im­

mense task, and he undertook it with a 
courage and confidence which were 
fully recognized by the members of the 
Commons, who cheered to the echo his 
two speeches on that great subject 
What actual negotiations have been go­
ing on, what actually has been done, 
it is not our province to state. Enough 
that we are convinced that what 
has been done will be satisfactory to 
the- people, and that the scheme of 
the Government for building the Pacific 
Railway will not have to be abandoned 
for want of energy, wisdom and means 
on the part of the Ministry.

EDITORIAL NOTES. ,

Our King street contemporary is afraid 
the newly-appointed Indian instructors 
will^so conduct themselves that there will 
will be an Indian rebellion in the North- 
West. The trouble is they are not sound 
Reformers. It was mainly owing to the 
high moral character of his appointees, to 
wit, M. Cauohon, Chief Justice Wood, Mr. 
Proton Nixon, et al, that Mr. Mackenzie 
was enabled to keep the savages quiet.

The Australian colonies are proverbially 
fortunate. They have secured the cream 
of English emigration. They have ob­
tained English money on the beat terms. 
They have persuaded the Mother Country 
to assist at the colonial exhibitions, and 
thereby assured their success. As a cul­
minating stroke, they have developed new 
auriferous deposits of remarkable richness 
at the very moment when trade is stagnant 
and commercial depression hangs like a 
pall ever the land. At the new fields on 
the western coast of Tasmania miners are 
easily realizing an ounce and a half of gold 

lay. The colony is, therefore, onoe more 
in the throes of a gold fevar.

The water in the Kaministiquia is re­
ported to be lower this year than at any 
previous period. A steamer drawing ten 
feet two inches aft and five feet forward, 
grounded on the bar a few days ago, and 
could only be moved when an immense 
pressure of steam was applied. She after­
wards dragged the bottom of the river for 
two miles. The folly ef locating the eastern 
terminus ef the Pacific railway on thi« 
stream, instead of at Prince Arthur’s Land' 
ing, becomes every veer more apparent. 
Although millions of public money have 
been expended on the town plot, the Land- 
ing will undoubtedly prove the port of 
shipment for railway traffic. Such are the 
results of Reform Government,

The latest reports from the Lake Superior 
regions bring further news regarding the 
recent discoveries of rich ore carrying gold 
and silver, in the neighbourhood of North­
ern Light lake, along the north shore. The 
vein material is about thirty feet wide, and 
through it run four seams of ore, assays of 
the ore show $49 in gold and $67 in diver 
per ton. Operations in the gold-bearing 
region west of Thunder Bay are also being 
vigorously prosecuted with successful re­
sults. The mining enterprises along the 
north shore of lake Superior are proving 
exceptionally remunerative at present, and 
it is unfortunate that the returns are pass­
ing almost exclusively into the hands of

The immigration to Manitoba has as­
sumed extensive proportions, but it is 
trifling compared with the movement of 
population from east to west ob­
servable is the United States. Dur­
ing the jeer that dosed with 
last month net less than sixteen million 
sores of Ameria tn government lands were 
taken up by Isenieetead entries alone, and 
fully fourteen mVUion acres of new lands 
were sold to settle rs. It is estimated that 
half a million peoi'le settled ‘upon new 
lands in 1878, an* the number for the 
present year promises to be even greater. 
This movement of pop illation in tins Do­
minion and the States affords no ground 
for alarm, since it is essential to the set­
tlement of the public a»d railway lands, 
and has been in operatic» since the time 
of the Pilgrim Fathers.

The reports of the Manitoba' harvest are 
generally satisfactory. In mue few lo­
calities the June reins drossai ont con­
siderable portions of the growing crops ; 
but tbe crops generally are far in exoere of 
préviens years, and in the opinion of com­
petent judges, good drainage was the only 
element wanting to ensure still larger re­
turns. In the Portage country the aver­
age production per acre will be :—Of 
wheat, thirty-five bushels ; barley, thirty- 
five to forty-five ; oats, sixty-five to 
seventy-five. In other districts the aver­
age will be slightly below these figures. 
The Mennonitee will reap a rich reward 
for their labours, large crop* being secured 
over an extended area. Our Ontario 
farmers will have an excellent opportunity 
of judging of Manitoba oereali at the

In consequence of the new tariff regula­
tions at Germany, wheat from Austria, 
Servie and Southern Russia is prevented 
from being transported through that coun­
try in bond for western markets. This 
prohibition will seriously affect Austria,

mediate meens of leeching the zee coast 
except by river navigation. The Govern­
ments of those countries have united to 
furnish railroad facilities, which will bring 
the valley of the Danube into easy com­
munication with the west. Austria will 
build a railway connecting its present 
system with Belgrade, the capital of 
Servi», while the Servian Government will 
carry a rood to the point of junction with 
the railways to Constantinople. This 
latter route will shorten the distance from 
London to Calcutta by twenty-four hours, 
and will probably supersede the Brindisi 
route for the mail service.

Mr. William Bussell, of Glasgow, who 
took an active part in the free trade agita­
tion with Mr. Bright, now writes to him as 
follows “ I frankly admit—and I make 
the admission with the most poignant feel­
ings of regret—that after an experience of 
thirty-three years since the Corn Laws 

re repealed, my expectations have not 
m realised. Our commercial and agri­

cultural interests are now in an almost 
prostrate condition. Germany, France, 
Italy, Spain, Belgium, and America have 
raised their import duties almost in some 
articles to prohibition, and our own colo­
nise have put on protective duties against 
the manufactures of the Mother Country. 
This communication is written in a frank 

d unreserved spirit. I ask light from 
one in whose, as an apostle of free trade, I 
have aver placed the most implicit faith.” 
Mr. Bright writes a somewhat rude letter 
in reply, in which he declares that free 
trade will yet oorae out all right.

The judgment of the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick, in which the Seott Act 
has been declared ultra aire» has fallen like 
a bombshell among the temperance people 
ef Fredericton, and other portions of the 
presinee where the Act has been adopted. 
An appeal is threatened to the Supreme 
Court of the Dominion, but there are many 
difficulties in the way. The Canada 
Temperance Act is adjudged to be not an 
Act to regulate trade and commerce, but a 
sumptuary law for tbe promotion of tern- 
peranee. As it limits or withholds the 
power of granting liquor licensee, it inter­
feres with civil rights and property, it 
tranche» upon a matter entirely within the 
jurisdiction ef the Local Legislature. The 
Chief Justice, in giving his judgment, is 
reported to have said, "I think the Act 
deals purely with a local matter, and ie 
therefore ultra vires. As to certiorari, I 
only aay that the Act being bad, the 
clause taking away the right of appeal is 
also bad.”

The American oase in the Fortune Bay 
affair ie answered by a United States jour­
nal, the Boston Herald. It entertains a 
suspicion that $103,000 would pay for a 
great deal more damage than the Sunday­
keeping residents of Fortune nay could 
possibly have done American fishermen by 
the breaking of their seines and the de­
struction of their fish. Mr. Evarts’ plea 
that, while no actual violence has occurred. 
United States fishermen are prevented by 
apprehension of violence from approaching 
the shore and carrying on their business, 
could hardly, the herald thinks, be urged 
in advocacy of anything but consequential 
damages, and the inadmissibility of there, 
we imagined, was settled by the Geneva 
tribunal This American journal vigorous­
ly opposes any trick to thus swell the 
claim, and suggests that the policy of the 
Washington Government should be to 
move in the path of perfect fairness. As it 
was at Halifax so it will prove at a subse­
quent enquiry—tbe American oase will be 
disproved by American witnesses.

The Dominion poazereae a numerous and 
respectable body of fire insurance com­
panies, but the profite realized on the oapi- 
tal invested are trifling compared with 
those obtained by many English and French 
companies. The explanation is furnished 
by the low rates charged by oar home com­
panies and their acceptance of highly dan­
gerous risks. There are in England three 
or four companies that last year paid to 
their shareholders from 60 to 80 per cent., 
and whore stock sells at an advance of 
from 1,000 to 1,600 per oent. on the paid 
up value of the shares. In France the 
showing is even better, and six com­
panies are named that last year paid divi­
dends of from 100 to 400 per oent., 
and whose stock sells at an advance of 
from seven to eighty times its first or par 
value. Tbe beat paying insurance stock in 
the United States is that of the Greenwich, 
a small N^jr York company, whore (hares 
sell at about three times their par value. 
While insurance stock is generally very re­
munerative, that of the Canadian companies 
will doubtless prove fairly so under caret el 
management.

Sir Rowland Hill is reported to be in a 
dying condition. The author of the penny 
postal system has lived to witness the 
full realisation of hi» dream of cheap inter­
communication. Hie life will terminate in 
an era when the telegraph and telephone 
play an important part in business affaire. 
Bom ef lowly parents, Sir Rowland Hill 
steadily row to important petitions in the 
Empire. Shortly after holding the posi­
tion of secretary to the commissioners for 
the colonisation of South Australia, Mr. 
Hill published a pamphlet developing the 
cheap portal system. In 1840 hie plan 
was carried into effect, the author re­
ceiving an appointment in the Treasury. 
A change of Government having taken 
place, Mr. Hill was, in 1842, removed from 
office on the alleged ground that his services 
were no longer required. He was forth­

with considered an IB-used man, and the 
British publie showered tokens of esteem 
apon him. He was presented with a testi­
monial of the value of £18,360, and other 
gifts. Subsequently he was reinstated in 
office, knighted, awarded • pension of 
£2,000 e year, and a Parliamentary grant 
of £20,000. Sir Rowland Is eighty-four 
yean of age.

Mr. T. W. Fenton in a letter to the 
Dewsbury Reporter on the fearful depres­
sion in trade in the manufacturing districts 
in the North of England, urges the manu­
facturers and operatives to demand protec­
tion, that the home market may be a wed. 
He cites the following recent instances of 
depreciation : A cotton mill, with 17,000 
spindles, 260 looms, built five years, coat 
from £26,000 to £30,000, was sold a short 
time ago for £6,000. A machine mill, 
which cost £120,000, was recently put np 
by auction, and did not receive a bid suf­
ficient to cover the first mortgage, £7,600. 
A paper manufactory, which cost £160,000, 
has been sold by auction for £18,000. A 
splendid warehouse, at Manchester, which 
cost from £60,000 to £100,000, baa been in 
vain hawked about for about £30,000, to 
cover the mortgage. Mr. Fenton adds : 
“ On mentioning three incidents of depres­
sion in trade to a Liberal friend, he said 
11 tell you what will have to come to pare. 
He workingmen of England will have to 
work longer hours for lew wages than they 
are doing. I could not say this to the 
workingmen, but h will have to be so.’ 
TH» then, is the grand worst of Liberal 
rectification.

A GIRL’S FREAK.

City Marahal Stone and Officer Mean, 
of Lvnd, arrested a young woman named 
Ida M. Eddy at one of the hotel» in Ne- 
hant yesterday afternoon upon a charge of 
publishing her own death in the Lynn Re­
cord of Aag. 29,1878, and the Lynn Item of 
June 6, 1879. The notioee purported to 
be sent from Abington, Mass,, in each case, 
and were accompanied by letters signed in 
the first instance by “ Deacon Gilmore," 
and in the second by the “Rev. Samuel 
Lee." The first notice stated that Ida M' 
Eddy died in Abington, of heart disease, 
Aug 26, 1878, at the age of 21 years ; the 
second that Ida M. Eddy died in Abing. 
ton, June 4, 1879, at the age of 21 years 
and 10 months. The accompanying letters 
gave a detailed étalement as to the suffer­
ing! of the deceased during her last illnees. 
The notices were published in good faith 
each time by the papers to which they 
were lent. Immediately after the last 
publication in the Item, Miss Eddy herself 
called at the office of the paper and uohraid- 
ed the editors m no measured terms for pub­
lishing the announcement of her death, when 
she waa atill in the land of the living. She, 
to the time, intimated that a Miss Jennie 
Beasom, «respectable yonng woman resid­
ing to Woodand, had oansed the publica­
tion of the notioee by forging the letters in 
which they were sent. The police took np 
the matter, and worn kerned that a young 
man had trsntoerred hia affections from 
Miw Eddy to Mias Beasom, and that the 
former had since endeavoured to win him, 
back by composing malicious forged letters 
written to herseli, and purporting to come 
from the latter. These letton nave been 
publioly exhibited, and so much feeling 
oreated in the locality against MiwBwaom, 
that when she une accused by Miw Eddy 
in the Item office of being the anther 41 the 
bandaient notioee, the City Marahal irai 
notified. Miw Bewom, ' however, soon 
proved her innocence, and it became ap­
parent that Miw Eddy herself was the 
guilty party. A number of forged lettons 
written to the yonng man are in the hands 
of the polka, and circumstantial evidence 
points strongly to the Eddy girl as their 
author.

A correspondent asks our opinion of 
Lovett’s white wheat, which i» h—'ng 
offered fer sale at $4 for 60 pounds^ ana 
wants to know if it would pay him to pur­
chase a quantity at that pnoe to grow for 
wed. We ahould say not, fer three rea­
sons :—1st. The. party offering it for sale 
states that there are 30 acres of it growing 
on one farm. This at the number to 
bushels per acre, which he says it yields, 
would piece a great quantity in the marl 
ket, too much to juatify such a figure. 
In the eeoond piece, another party ia offer­
ing wheat which looks exactly like it in 
all respeote at about half that, price ; rad 
thirdly, the wheat is, in our opinion, only 
a bearded Diehl, and not a new variety,

AGRICULTURE IN JAPAN.
In practical agriculture the Japanese are 

ramaraably skillful and suooessful. In no 
country in the world is an acre made to 
produce more human food, kept cleaner 
from weeds, or which maintains its ferti­
lity from generation to generation more 
perfectly. The great features to their agri- 
oultnre are irrigation, fertilization by liquid 
manure repeatedly applied to the growing 
crone, clean line* to culture, thoronghnew 
of tillage, oonatant cropping of land» with­
out deterioration, extreme simplicity and 
economy of method, involving the mini, 
mnm of expense for seed, manure and tool», 
and the extraordinary scarcity to domes­
tic animals and team», with agricultural 
machinery. More than 10,000,000 aorw of 
lands growing rice are irrigated, to aooom- 
plish which mountains have been tun­
neled, immense reservoirs oonstrnoted, 
thousands to mil* to »»»l« and million. 
of milee to smaller water oouraee dug, and 
the whole vast territory terraoed, levelled 
and enoloeed. The Japaneee farmers un­
derstand the value of aabee, pirater, lime, 
fish pomace, seaweed and green crops in 
the fertilization of the land, but they ralv 
chiefly upon night soiL Weeds are al­
most unknown on their arable lands, and 
on acre after acre not a single wild plant 
can be found. The implement» of tillage 
are the spade and mattock, and deep culti­
vation in universally practiced.—Praint 
Parmer,

SWEET CORN FOR FODDER.
A trial of several varieties ef sweet oom 

for fodder for miloh cows, tile past season, 
has resulted very roooewfully. Many good 
farmers have for year» past considered 
sweet oorn fodder to be worth more than 
that from field com. The large quantity

DIFFERENT BREEDS OF FOWLS.
TRENCH BREEDS. W®

La Fleche.—In appearance this breed 
reeemblw the Spanish, from Which we 
believe it to have been to least partly de­
rived. It exceeds that breed, however, 
in size, the oook often weighing from 
eight to even too pound». Both wxw 
have a large, long body, standing on long 
and powerful legs, aid always weighing 
more than it appears, on aooount to the 
dense and oloee-fitting plumage. The 
legs ere slate-oolour, turning with age to 
a leaden grey. The plumage resembles the 
Spanish, being a dense black with green 
reflections.

The look of the head ia peculiar, the 
comb being not only two-homed, much 
like the Crèveoœnr, near the top ef the 
head, bnt also appearing in the form to 
two little stnda or pointe just in front of the 
noetrill. They need to be surmounted 
by a rudimentary blank oust, but English 
fanciers very soon bred this ont, and the 
preeenoe of crest is now considered a dis­
qualification at all good draws. The 
wettira are very long and pendulous, of a 
brilliant red oolour, like the eomb. The 
ear-lobw are dead white, like the Spanish, 
and exceedingly developed, meeting under 
the neck in good specimens. In toot, no 
breed ooald show stronger traces of it» 
Spanish origin.

The eppearanoe to the La Flèohe fowl to 
vary bold and intelligent, rad ite habits 
active and lively ; at the same time it dow 
not appear to thrive well in our climate. 
The hen to an excellent layer to very large 
white eggs, end does not sit.

DEEP PLOUGHING.
From the New York Observer we clip

Some twenty years ago there was a 

mania among the agricultural theorists for 
deep ploughing. Every farmer, it ww wid, 
had a farm under hia land» of great value, 
where the plough had not yet reached. No 
matter what the character of the surf see 
and the subeoils were, the plough should 
go in to ite beam. But these men are be­
ginning to get their eyes open. Mr. Geo. 
B. Waring, jr., in speaking of toe résulta 
of ten year»’ management of “ Ogden 
Farm,” wys :—“ About six aorw were, 
eome wven or eight years ago, ploughed 
about twelve inches deep. The sa broil of 
blue day, wMoh was brought to the sur­
face, ww a lasting injury to the land. It 
•till shows the ill effect of the treatment, 
in spite of time and manure. There are 
acme soils that would be benefitted by 
ploughing twelve inch* deep, hot they 
areeearoe.” The rule may be said to be i 
—“ Never turn up over one or two inch* 
of unfertile eubeoil in one lessen ; and 
when an turned up the land should receive 
a drawing of manure."

SUGAR BEETS A BETTER CROP THAN 
POTATOES.

To those whoro farms are situated upon 
the railways, or upon the weooaet, or 
along our navigable riven, the beet sugar 
movement wannly commends itself, aad 
in our judgment, at the present time, 
there to nothing that promis* so well for 
e cash crop w raising beets for engar, at 
the prioee offered, land which to in good 
coédition for oom should produce from 
twenty to thirty tons of sugar beets, some­
thing to cour* depending upon the sea­
son ; bnt in this respect no orop to excep­
tional. The labour of raising an acre of 
sugar beets to no greater than that-of an 
sore of oom ; they are not ro exhausting 
to the roil, and the value of the crop 
promisee much better, beside bringing 
the ready caeh, which oom will rarely do. , 
As-compared with the potato orop, the 
sugar beet hw several advantages. The 
average yield of potatoes on the old ferme 
in Maine ia probably not over one hun­
dred bushels to the sere, and the prioe 
varies very much from year to year. Last 
year they were high, and the farmer who 
had a good quantity to roll wae fortunate. 
For some years previous to that, prie* 
had ruled quite low, the average we 
think being lew than fifty cents per 
bushel, and even then bringing more than 
their food value. Beside, what with the 
rust, the rot, and the beetle, the potato 
orop to becoming to be considered by 
farmers as quite uncertain. —Maine Farmer.

TALLY SEVERAL FOR THE TOAD.
Many gardeners already appreciate the 

valuable servie* of the common toad, and 
afford them protection for their insect-de­
stroying propensities, while w many more, 
perhape, are ignorant of their nstonlnew. 
To the letter olew it may be interesting to 
know that toads live almost wholly upon 
•lugs, caterpillar», beetle», and other in­
sects, making their rounds at night when 
the farmer to asleep,—and the bird» too,— 
and the insecte ate supposed to be having 
it all their own way. Engltoh gardeners 
understand these facte so well, that toads

gather it to decidedly lew suitable than 
the preoeding for domestic purposes, bnt 
still most valuable w a table fowL A» en 
egg producer, it to w nearly as possible 
similar to the Spanish, not only in toe size 
and number of the eggs, hut the «rasons 
and ciroumstanoee in whieh they may be 
expected. In jnininsw and flavour the 
fleeh approaches nearer to that of the game 
fowl than any other breed we know.

The cooks suffer much from lag weak- 
new rad disease of knee-joint, rad do not 
bear the fatigue and excitement to exhibi­
tion w well as most fowls. They require, 
therefore, special care, and the moderate 
use of stimulante.

The Cattle Trade.—The lowering of 
freights by toe Montreal ship-owners hae 
enabled our cattle dealers to go on with 
the export busineee, notwithstanding the 
fall in toe prioe of berate at home. But 
three-year-old steers are getting scarce, 
and bulla, oxen, and even dry cows are 
being fatted to fill the ocean vessels. I 
don’t think there to much evidence, w one 
travels through the country, of in increase 
in the number to oalvw brought up, or of 
such an improvement in the bulla used as 
the English export trade should have led 
to. Only a (ew yean have elapeed since a 
great impetus wae given to our dpiry busi- 
new by toe acknowledged merits to Cana­
dian cheese exported to Liverpool In 
thow days the prioe lb be got ww exactly 
double what to ndW obtainable, end in not 
a few district» the cheeee-faetoriw are 
1 «waning their production or are entirely 
cl wed down. The dairy people were only 
interested in the fact to their oowe salving. 
What they calved ww to no manner of 
oonsequenoe. The bull oalvw have gener­
ally been knocked on toe head, and toe 
nondeecript heifers brought up to milk by- 
aud-bye for the factory. The buoolio mind 
movw slowly, hut in a year or two I confi­
dently expect to eee three steers rawed for 
every one now to be found, while toe ad­
vantage of using thorough-bred Durham 
bulls is gradually becoming perceptible to 
our peasant proprietors, who have been in 
toe habit of looking twice at the extra 
half-dollar charged for his embrace. Great 
oomplainte continue to be heard from our

scales, as to the habit here ; and it to diffi­
cult to defend to* English praotioe, except 
as affording an extra chance of imposition 
to the wideawake dealer.— Canadian Cor­
respondence of the London Sporting Ornette.

W. T, Stewart, made the following state­
rn en tprior to the trial :—

“The first I heard of having a fire ww 
after eix o’clock on Friday night. I met

fire. Salisbury mentioned the eehery ; 
Brooks said it ww no uw ; we had tried 
that three or four times. Petherick then 
•aid we had better go onteide ; Petherick 
wid there was a farmer ineide, and won- 
dered if he had heard anything we wid ; 
we then walked to the corner of Elm» and 
Mill street». Petherick then proposed 
that toe old gaol would be the beet place 
to start. I said I did not think it would, 
w there ww danger of other property 
around. Petherick then proposed we 
would go down w far w the whery ; some 
conversation took place there, which I do 
not remember, but it wee decided to give 
it up, and we walked back to the corner 
of Blma and Mill Street» ; and then Pether­
ick left us, and that was the last I ww of 
him till the fire. Then it was brought up 
to set the skating rink on fire.

We then 
walked down to the bridge on Rime street ; 
we came back from there undecided. They 
asked me, when we got back to the comer, 
if there ww a fire, oonld they get the en- 
gin# out ; I said, "Certainly, ifthere was 
afire;" at that time I was drank. I then 
invited them up to the Grand Central to 
have a drink ; I won’t be positive whether 
we had one or two drinks et the Central. 
From there we went to Draper’s comer, 
and Salisbury spoke about the coal oil ; 
again I said there ww ne uw of hi» going 
home, S» I knew where to get it nearer ; I 
told them they could get oil at Zilliax’i in 
tile back room. Then we had a drink at 
the bar at Zilhax's ; we then walked out 
at tiie front. We had an argument about 
who should get the coal oil can out ; they 
botl proposed that I should get toe ran 
out ; I did so ; I went through the 
her and through into the hall ; I 
carried the oan then to McBeth 
Green’s shop. I went around then on 
Wallace street, and met Brooks by Jam* 
Green’s blacksmith shop ; I told him he 
could carry it where he liked. He then 
asked whose building that was standing 
hack there ; I said it was Hew’ stable ; he 
then proposed tiiat we bum it. We both 
carried the oil can over, and set it 
the big doors of the stable ; I do not re­
member how we opened the doors ; we put 
the oil can on the floor inside the doors.

I ww not in Brooks’ company again until 
after the fire ; I do not know where he 
went. I then got the engine out, with the 
help of four or five men ; I left the steamer 
before we got ti> Draper’s owner, and went
