Emerson the Crowa officer is not pre-
pared with sufficient evidence to send
this matter before you, but he hopes by
Saturday, to be prepared with evidence
sufiicient-to satisfy you of the guilt of
some person or persons connected with
the matter ; you, who live in a seafaricg
community, such as this, must be fully
awareof ‘the great guilt of such ocn~
duct as the boring of holes in a ship,
thereby jeopardizing wot alone the pro~
perty and lives of individuals but also
the interest of trade. These are mat-
ters that canpot be passed.over, and it
would be a grévious thing if an offence
such as this, were to occur in this Dis-
triet, and suflicient evidence were not
forthcoming, in order to bring home the
guilt to the parties implicated, There
are other charges against yarties in
Spaniards Bay, acoused of plundering
and robbing this vessel. It is necessarv
in all cases where indictments are pre-
pared, that there should at all events be

~ “prima facie™ proof of the guilt of the

parties charged. TheCrown Gfficer
in this case, also wishes to have further
time for the consideration of the matter
before submitting them to you, It ap-
pears that the goods were taken from
the ship at a-time when the master of
that ship was present, and could have
seen and prévented all that took place.

Since my last of the 10th inst.,  the
weather, which had for some time pre-
vious been fine and spring-like, sudden-
ly changed on that evening, wher a dis-
agreable snow drift from the east setin;
which however made good sleighing for
some days thereafter, Of late, atmos.
pheric changes have been frequent ;
cold and disagreeable weather prevailing
most.

It is matt r’for regret that so many
of the sealing steamers failed in finding
zood trips. and that the seals got do
not come upfto the customary averaceo.
This latter fact has by some been assig-
ned to a something oblivial on the part
of the parent seal,—a theory which at
once appears strange and unoatural.

Talking over the matter the other
day, I had from a person of age and ex-
periance what may be considered a so-
lution of this-unusaal occurrance.

The seals, i:-appears. when about to
whelp, invariably use the thionest ice
obtainable, the more readlly to obtain
food for their young,in preeuring which
they penetrate the ice, always returning
by the hole made on purpose, and which
they never allow to elose, At the time
of acquiring the thin ice, they also eal-
culatelon its gradually getting thicker,
thus providing for the increased strain
antil such time as the young can ‘take
to the water.

Seeing that so very few old seals have
been captured and that the young ones
secured have been thin and smail, it is
surmised that the ice this season instead
of getting thieker had got thinpver, and

the young, had fallen through. This
opinion, which is at least a plansible
one, would account for the reputed scar-
city of:old, and the poor guality of the
young, these latter being too euriy ' de-
prived of maternal mourishment,
