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Small-pox in ﬁounty
[ntetestmg Survey of the Situation

by Dr. Desmond, Chairman
North'd Board of Health

The following interesting survey
of the Sm=zll pox situation in North-
umberiand (County hes been sub-
mitted, by Dr. F. J. Desmond, Chair-
man of the County Board of Health,
to the Provincial Board at Freder-
icton. The report shows that there
is at present 37 cases of Smallpox
in the County, the riajority of these
being in Nelson Parish, where one
family of eleven =11 have the dis-
case. The situation shows very
marked improvemeni, and it will be
only a short time before ihe County
will be clear of the drcaded disease
Bhe report in full was:

Newoastle, Morch 4th, 1918
To Dr. R. H. McGratn,

Sec. Provincial Board of Health.

Fredericton, N. B.

Dear Sir:

I/herewith submit my re-
port for the perfod covered from
the 22nd day of January, the date
of my appointment, to Magrch 4th,
18, for the Health District, No, 28,
County of Northumberland.

I have had two meetings of the
Board and got {fheir consent to the
principle that as vacciaation is com-
pulsory in this district, they would
insist that all persons able to pay
for vaecination be requested fo do
s0 but no person apolying be refus-
ed vaeccination. That section 80, Nb.
1, regarding Schools be strictly en-
forced. ‘That supplqu for persons
quarantined be given through the
Almshousel !wmn‘ﬂss{loner‘ appljca-
tions being made through one of
the Councillors of the Parish. Ia-
structions being given to the Doe-
tors to wvaccinate all persons who
have been exposed to Smallpox, -or
coming in contact with the disease.

Report for the Parish of Alnwick—
At Portage River, one house quar-
antined, 3 persons sick of Smallpox,
11 inmages, all not showing dis-
ease vaccinated, alsc persods known
to have been in contact with - the
disease. As this building contained
a general store, postoffice, and was
e stopping house, I gave orders to
close all business on the premises.
Dr. Wallace {s in charge of these
capes. 1 have ordered him to make
n house to house vaccination of the
distrot, and see that all comply with
the act. I might say that coptagiom
in this case came from Inkermasa,
Gloucester Co.

The lumber camps of Ritchie’s,
Burchill's and Sinclair’'s are now free
from the diseasd. iHave , glvex
strict orders that thorough wash-
ing and boiling of all clothing with
1se of disinfeatants, and all having
to take at least ywo antiseptic baths
before being allowed to leave the
camps, also recommend thst famil-
ies be vaccinated before memn go to
their homes. I have made a per-
sonal inspecsion of three cases re-
ported from this Parish and in only
one case found smallpox. He was
living alone and he is now out of
quarantine.

Paris, Frange;
January, 1st. 1918

Just @ few lines
to let you know I am getting along
in thfs place. I got my pass for
fourtgen days and it {s pretty near
up now, but, at any rate, *I ' have
scen’@ lot, and- havo’ enjoyed a
goodi'rest. Of all the lorse cities
that 1 have been in, I think Paris
has been the easiest for me to find
my way around. [ suprose it was
because, I had to g3t down to busi-
ncss, and find out for myaelf. 1 en-
quired of civiliens a few times as
to the Correct Direction and I was
always steered tho oppositc, so I
cut out asking questicns and took
my own course, and have been in
almost cvery corner of tte «ily and
have'nt got lost yel.

My pass came tkrough tia 1Tth.
Dec. and started for the rzil head
which vas a iong walk, from where
we camped, and I was pretty nsarly
all in, when I reached it in time for
tho 11 a. m. train. We made a
change at 2 p. m. and were delayed
and consequently late for the ex-
press to Paris. At the next change
6 p. m, we got a slow train to
Paris, but had no time to buy a
bite to cat a~d we were hungry.

On this train we shared seats
with a couple of French Gentlemen
going to Paris, and they had large
\unch boxes filled with sausages.
sandwiches, chicken amd wine, and
it was hard on the. oyes
to watch them eat and wus nearly
starvod. I sarted to spell off all
the French that I knew, which was

* pot very much, but they could'nt be
made undeznstaad. One of them
start-d pecling apples and if it had’
not been for the peels falling on the
dirty floor, 1 would have got after
them. We reached Parig at 11.30
The M P's had us all lined up on
the platform to get our passes
stamped but 1 was tod ‘tiréd ‘to
wait so [ dug out for a mear Hotel,
where my pal and 1 got a good feed,
and got between t“é sheets, which
have a funny feeling after a person
has almost forgotten that such
things were ever made.

Next morning we looked up the
pay master, got some money 2nd
got our passes changed for Paris
instead of Versailles a town twelve
miles away. Our next move was to
the British Army amd Navy leave
club which is in the busy part of
the city, part of Hotel Modern,
which takes up a full block, on the
big square, called Place De La Repub
lic and there we found a home for
away from homs, this club does
everything, in the way of looking
after comfort and welfare of a sold-
jer on leave to Paris. They pravide
rooms, baths, billiards, games read-
ing and writing, occasionally high
clges emjertajoments  during the
week, cnd meals served for a rea-
sonable small sam. The. gerving
and’ cookinz is all handled by the
Red Cross Ladies, who give their
time and labor gratis, and they nev-
er seem to get tired. Oh, its a
God's Blessing just to see the plea-
sant faces. The cooking hes that
one time familiar taste shout it,
that reminds you of what mother
used to do for you. Goe! I hate to
even think of linipg up at the cook
house door with an old mess tin
for bully beef and hard tack

Rogersvil¥e Parish—One case . re-
ported in this district. Dr. DeOlli-
qui in charge.

Blissfield and Ludlow Parishes—
On Monday, Feb. 25th, I visited this
section and at Doaktown met Dr.
Wier and Ryan, and went over the
situation. Saw three of the case®
under quarantine, and exsmined two
persons suspected of “rouble, but
found no cvidence of Smallpox
From reports of the doctors and
some of the citizens these Parishes
are doing well and vaccination is
nearly general. I am " sorry that
some communications to the Glean-
er gave the impression that Small-
pox was very prevalent in Doak-
town, which is not so, and the situ-
ation is well in hand. There are
now seven houses under quarantine
with niaze persons bhaving the dis
ease. Two. lumber camps are un-
der quajrantine in this section; ons
case. [ might say that most of the
men in these camps have been vac-
cinated. I find that most of the
trouble is caused by mild unreport-
ed cases, which not being proper-
ly looked after are sources of conta-
gion to others.

Since assuming the duties of
Chairman of the County Board of
Heath, I haye released the following
number of houses and persons from
quarantine:

SOLDIERY' VOCATIONAL WORK

During 1917 sixty courses were
added by the vocational training
branch of the Military Hospitals
Commission to those avaikable to
returned mey meeding vocational
ro-educauion befores their discharge
into civil life.

With the opening of this year
3.143. men were receving instrac-
ton, not fincludingz ihe numbem 1
men taking occupatioral work who
do not work regularly. Of the 3,143
merq were 2,199 taking vocagional
treining ,and 944 vocatioral training
courses. The number of inatructors
had incressed from 35 u{ 269 in this
time. \
Since the inauguraiion of the voca-
tional wcrk, 1,863 men have been
granted , voccotional reeducational
courges, varying accordini; to thsir
preparation or abilities from black-
smithing tc courses l!eading to uai-
versity degress. Of tiese 133 have
completed their conrces, 186 have
been, discontinued or rejocted, .and
60¢ hcve been deferred wuntil a
futurs time due to the man's condi-
ticn or othor good reascas.
