May Not Be Rate War.
London. Jan- 16.—The fact that late 

last night iliat the Cunard Steamship 
Company had not responded to the 
White Star’s further cut in the rates 
leads to the idea in seme quarters 
that the former may be considering 
the advisability of agreeing to a com­
promise based on slight different rates 
with respect to the Lt:titania and the 
Mauretania. It is noted that the 
White Star circular does not affect 
the Canadian rate. Tills is supposed 
to have as its object, the averting cf 
a cut in rates by the direct Canadian 
lines who is said to have contem­
plated.

Central for $15,000 for injuries receiv­
ed in a wreck in the yards here, was 
awarded $10,000 and costs by a 
Buffalo jury.

W. D. Scott, superintendent of im­
migration, Ottawa, was in the city 
yesterday in the course of a trip 
through Western Canada, looking over 
the agencies. The department expect 
a heavy immigration during the com­
ing summer, particularly from the old 
lands and the United States. From 
tile, latter country enquiries are more 
numerous thftn ever before and the 
class of prospective immigrants the 
most desirable.

During the seven months ending 
with October Canada received 211,859 
immigrants. Of these 67,331 came frbrn 
the continent of Europe, 39,664 from 
the United Stats s, 79,295 from Eng­
land and Wales, 19,889 from Scotland 
and 5,680 from Ireland.

The Immigration act came in force 
in December, 1902. Since that time 
14,776 persons have been detained at 
ocean poits for additional inspection 
and treatment and 2,684 have been 
refused admission to the country. In 
the same period 890 immigrants have 
been deported.

More people entere4 Canada during 
two weeks of last March than during 
the entire fiscal year of 1900-01. There 
are more immigrants now landed at 
American ports destined for Canada 
than tlie total number who came by 
the Canadian lines ten years ago.

In 1897 only 2, 384 homesteads were 
granted ; during the seven months of 
the last fiscal year the number was 
21,572. Only 300 English immigrants 
secured homesteads-_in 1897 ; 3,441 
fi om the same country took land dur­
ing the seven months ending with Oc­
tober last. In 1897 Scotch immigrants 
were granted 83 homesteads ; new 
eomei\s from that country were grant­
ed 724 homesteads during the seven 
months from April to October. Irish 
immigrants took 33 homesteads in 
1897 ; in tlie seven-month period under 
consideration 243 ncw-comers from the 
Emerald Isle secured land in tlie west. 
One hundred and sixty-four American 
new-comers were granted homesteads 
in 1897; the number for the seven 
months was 5,692.

In this ten year period the average 
annual increase in the number of 
homesteads granted to various classes 
of immigrants were : Scotch, 40 per

GREAT DAM IS AT 
THE BREAKING POINT

The 4,000 Residents of Struehe Are Leav­
ing the Town in Face of Threatened 
Death—Only Few Hours Until Damn 
Must Break.

Youngston, rOhio, Jan. 18.—Already 
many of the four thousand residents of 
Struehe, a town six miles from here, 
have fled and thousands have spent the 
first night packing their household goods 
to escape threatened death in the im­
pending bursting of the hjige dam of 
tlie Mahoning Water Co., across Yellow- 
Creek just above the village. The on- 
rushing waters have filled the reservoir 
and the spill cap of the dam cannot 
carry the overflow. The water is pour­
ing over the dam’s sides and engineers 
have been laboring desperately all night 
to fortify the supporte by filling in the 
huge holes washed out of .the earth by 
tlie cataracts. Thousands and thousands 
of bags of cement have been dumped in, 
but more earth and rock is being carried 
away each moment, and it is a matter of 
a few hours only the engineers believe 
until, the 85 foot dam will fill and a wall 
of water rush down into the village. 
•The interval is being employed in warn­
ing the people all down the valley.

A LITTLE LESSON IN GEOGRAPHY

The term. “Northern Alberta,” so 
often used locally and throughout the 
Province as applying to Edmonton 
and ate surrounding territory, is c 
mis-nomer that cannot, be abandoned 
too quickly in the interests both of 
the truth and of Edmonton. The 
northern boundary of this Province 
lies some 450 miles north of this City, 
while its southern boundary lies some 
350 miles to the south. In othei 
words the actual geographical centre 
of the Province of Alberta lies about 
-fifty miles to the north and a little 
to the West of the City of Edmonton.

To emphasize this fact more clearly, 
The Bulletin publishes a small cut of 
the Province, drawn to scale, on 
which appears £ round dot showing 
actual location of the geographical 
centre of the Province.

Victoria, B.C., January 16..—By a 
Vote of thirty-tliree to three the pro­
vincial legislature, which opened to­
day, within ten minutes after the con­
clusion of the speech from the throne, 
voted against the suspension of the 
rule.- for the consideration oi a mo­
tion in an effort to secure an im­
peachment of Lieut.-Governor Duns­
muir. The motion was made by the 
Socialist member for Nanaimo, for. 
an alleged unconstitutional act of the 
Lif v-t-Governor in withholding his as­
sent tc the Natal Act of last session. 
Hr- declared that such an action of 
the Lieut-Governor. who had pre­
viously signed a contract to import 
5U0 Japanese for the Wellington Col­
lieries Company, of which he- is pre­
sident, would tend to destroy the 
confidence of the people in constitu­
tional and responsible government.

Speaker Eberts ruled the motion out 
of order, it not being customary on 
the first day of the session to consider 
a matter unless of urgent public im­
pel tance. He did not regard this as 
'sufficiently urgent, as the government 
measure for the Natal Act is on the 
paper for introduction Monday. The 
Socialist member called in vain for 
the authorities and then appealed 
from the ruling to the House, all but 
three voting to sustain the ruling.

The Socialist member will seek to 
introduce the motion on Monday, 
when the government’s Natal Act is 
brought down. His motion requests 
the House to ask Ottawa to investi­
gate the charges against- Mr. Duns­
muir and if proven to dismiss him.

Nearly 800 guests were present.
It is understood that it is govern­

ment’s intention to increase the pre­
sent $806 indemnity of members per­
haps to $1,200, with $6,000 salaries 
for ministers and $8,000 for tlie pre­
mier. While Mr. Fulton remains 
commissioner of lands and works, an­
other minister of public works is to 
share the department, and it is pro- 
bable that Deputy-Speaker Ellison or 
former Attorney-General Phillips will 
be appointed.

COMPANY IS EXHONERATED,

Tokio, Jan. 16.—A settlement of 
tlie Canadian immigration problem 
has been reached, word having been 
received by the Japanese government 
that the report made to the govern­
ment by Mr. Lemieux, is satisfactory 
to the Canadian authorities at Otta­
wa. The authorities accept The Jap­
anese verbal promise to restrict the 
immigration of laborer, and relies on 
the Japanese government to enforce 
the regulations laid down in the me­
morandum. Only the exchange of 
these memoranda between the two 
governments remain for a complete 
settlement of the question.

Ottawa, Jan. 16—It is stated offici­
ally tonight that the report from To­
kio that the Canadian government 
had advised the authorities that the 
Lemieux arrangement was satisfact­
ory, is correct, so that the matter may- 
now be considered as closed. It is 
understood that the arrangement be­
tween Mr. Lemieux and the Japanese 
authorities is that immigration from 
Japan to Canada to compete with 
white labor will be reduced to a mini­
mum.

The former arrangements,which were 
being violated, principally by ship­
ments from Honolulu, was that there 
should not be more than six hundred 
in one year. As a result of the pres­
ent negotiations the arrangement is 
somewhat similar, although the full 
details are not given as yet. What 
Canada must rely on is the assurances 
of the Japanese government that these 
regulations will be carried out and 
see that they arc carried out. Canada 
can always resort to the abrogation 
of tile treaty.

The Haytian 
government today ordered the im­
mediate bombardment of St, Marc to 
terrorize the insurgents, who have 
already seized Genaves and made con­
siderable progress.

Ottawa, Jan. 16.—The question of seed- 
grain for the western provinces was dis­
cussed in the House today. It was 
brought up by the Hon. Clifford Sifton 
who said :

“Mr. Speaker, I have asked for leave 
to move an adjournment for the pur­
pose of bringing to the attention of the" 
government the Question of seed grain 
in the western provinces. I have done 
so not for the purpose of expressing any 
positive opinion on the subject myself 
because I am not sure I am competent 
to give a reliable opinion as to the 
question, nor do I feel disposed to rec­
ommend any particular course.

“1 have rather brought the matter 
up for the purpose of calling the atten­
tion of this government to it and for the 
purpose of enabling the members who 
represent the northwest provinces and 
who are more familiar with' the facts 
of the ease than I am to express them­
selves and give to the government the 
benefit of their views. I read some cor­
respondence a short time ago which led 
me to suppose that the quality of the 
supply of seed grain in our western pro­
vinces, particularly in the province of 
Saskatchewan was a serious and urgent 
question.

Matter of Importance.
“I had occasion to be in the city of 

Winnipeg a short time ago and, regard­
ing the question as of great importance, 
I asked a couple of gentlemen to meet 
me there whom I thought to be well 
versed in the situation. The result of 
that conference would lead me to the 
conclusion that the subject is of very 
great and very urgent public importance. 
1 do not wish to be understood as ex­
pressing the opihion that file position 
of the people in those provinces at the 
present time is a needy one or that they 
are under the necessity -of asking for 
charitable assistance. That is ’not the 
position which I desire to bring before 
the government at all. 
the government at all.

Frost Spoiled Seed.
On the contrary ail things considered 

I think the position of people there is 
an excellent one and especially in view 
of the extremely unfavorable nature of 
last season, the position in which they 
find themselves is a great Tribute to the 
agricultural possibilities of tfie country. 
In a considerable section of the country 
the grain suffered from frost and the re­
sult is that in those sections there is nc.t 
any grain at all which is fit for seed. 
In t some sections of the country there 
was a considerable portion of first class 
grain and where the shipping arrange­
ments were favorable from many of these 
places grain lias been shipped out so 
that even there, there is not a sufficient 
supply of first-class grain for speed.

Handicap On Next Year.
“I am told that the fall season was ex­

tremely favorable and that a large quan­
tity of land much larger than in any 
previous year is in condition for seeding 
when the season opens. I am further 
told that unless some steps are taken 
to assist the farmers in securing the nec­
essary seed wheat—I am not speaking so 
ranch of the necessity for seed in Alber­
ta—because I imagine that the minister 
of the interior is familiar with the situ­
ation in Alberta and will know about 
it personally but in regard to seed wheat 
I am told the probability is that "a con­
siderable portion of the acreage in Sas­
katchewan, perhaps running into hun­
dreds of thousands of acres, will not be 
seeded at all unless some steps are taken 
to give assistance. The probability is 
that a considerable portion of the re­
mainder will be seeded with inferior seed

“Now as I understand the position it 
is not that the people need or desire 
anything in the nature of charity assist­
ance.

If matters were now as they ordinarily 
are, that is to say, if the ordinary chan­
ces for securing financial accommoda­
tions were open as they have been in pre­
vious seasons, I do not think any assist­
ance would be required. A farmer in a 
remote portion of the country may be in 
a good financial position ; he may have 
assets and very few liabilities and yet 
it may be entirely impossible for him to

Montreal Star: Those things which 

Hon. Mr. Lemieux has done and 
those which he has left undone will 
we presume, be officially matters of 
history within a few hours. Many- 
wili sympathize with him, however 
in his indignation over the Americas 
Associated Press- reports censuring 
him because he failed to secure the 
assistance and co-operation of the Un­
ited States Ambassador at Tokio 
Whether Mr. Lemieux called upon 
the representative of Uncle Sam, or 
when he called upon him. ie more 
or less his own private affair. He 
certainly was not sent to Tokio by 
Canada for any such purpose. We do 
not feel it necessary to have our re­
presentative go to the court of the 
Mikado tucked under the wing of even 
so great a bird as the American eagle. 
The, British Ambassador should be 
quite sufficient for ils. We stand in 
a somewhat different position .from 
our neighbors. Canada is one of the 
self-governing countries composing 
the British Empire, We are allies of 
Japan; the United States is not. We 
have a commercial treaty with Japan- 
the United States has not. Our repre­
sentatives went to talk over with the 
advisers of the Mikado certain mat 
ters dealt with in our treaties with 
Japan. To have sought the co-opera 
tion of the United States—whether of 
ficially or informally—in any such 
conference would have been singular 
ly out of place. The result of Mr. 
Lemieux’s mission will be fair sub 
ject for criticism by -Canadians wher 
it is known, but we venture to sa» 
no great number of British subjectr 
in this country will blame him for 
not asking the United States Ambas 
sador to help him.

INFORMING THE FARMERS.
Ottawa, Jan. 17.—Seen today in re­

gard to further seed tests. Dominion 
Seed Commissioner Clark stated that 
six thousand bulletins, containing de­
tailed vitality tests of more than two 
thousand samples of western grain, 
of the crop of 1907 would be ready 
for distribution before the end of 
January. Results clearly show no 
need or anxiety in any part of the 
west owing to lack of good seed 
There is abundance of it. It may tx 
necessary to curtail the area intend­
ed for oats and to show more wheat 
and barley. Oats that will germin­
ate more than sixty per cent, may 
give fair results if sown after danger 
c cold weather is over at the rate oi 
five bushels per aero. In any case, 
throughout Western Canada the far­
mer should test grain before sowing, 
in pots kept as for house plants in 
their houses. The best western 
sources from which to draw green till 
late in the season vitality seed' sup­
plies, seed oath, considering purf% 
and vitality, is found in the newer 
districts along margin of semi-arid 
districts, and in Southern Saskatche­
wan and Southwestern Manitoba.

This is far as possible from saying 
that Mr. Borden hae not done his 
best for the party. On the contrary 
hia fault has been that he placed too 
much emphasis on the immediate 
condition of the party and devoted too 
little attention to the welfare of the 
country which pays him for his ser­
vices and in conserving whose wel­
fare alone lies tile permanent success 
of any party. He has served: what be 
thought the present interests of the 
party assiduously, too assiduously, for 
in so doing he has neglected the real 
business of a parliamentarian, and 
when occasion demanded, has not 
hesitated to sacrifice the beat inter­
ests of the country to what he con­
sidered the best interests of his party. 
In so doing he made the cardinal 
mistake of forgetting that a polical 
party lives for public service, and can 
continue to live only by engaging it­
self in such service. Thus while 
striving for the immediate good of his 
Parliamentary followers, he has com­
passed their humiliation by alienat­
ing public-confidence from them.

The term “opportunist” carries ne­
cessarily no imputation of unworthy 
motive or mistaken policy. It may 
and often docs very fittingly describe 
a statesman who applies effective 
means to the grievances of the 
times. But to Mr. Borden the 
term muet be applied in a manner 
Which reflects no such distinction up 
on him. As Leader of the Conserva­
tive party in the House lie has been 
and is an opportunist in the sense 
that he has seized upon what promis 
ed to win temporary advantage, re­
gardless of its farther consequences.

The Australian Court of Arbitration 
has recently tried the operation of a 
new-fangled attachment which was 
hitched on the tariff system of "the 

,,Commonwealth a year ago.
At that time the duty on agricultur­

al Implements was increased, and to 
secure to the employees in the factor­
ies a share in the increased profits 
tiiis was to bring to the manufacturer, 
a clause was inserted that if a firm 
did ' not pay "fair and reasonable 
wages" an excise duty should be col­
lected on its products. One -oi the 
firms from whom this duty was col­

lected appealed to the Arbitration 
Court, and the Chief Justice ruled 
that as the firm did not pay fair and 
reasonable wages, the duty should 
continue to be collected.

Let us see how this works out. The 
tariff was increased, thereby giving a 

• larger profit to the manufacturer of 
farm implements. He refused to di­
vide the increase with his workmen, 
and an excise duty "is collected oft his 
products. The increase in the duty 
on farm implements meant one raise 
in the price "which the manufacturer 
was permitted to charge ior them ; the 
excise "duty increased his cost of pro­
duction, or was equivalent tb doing 
so, and 'lie duly boosted the price 
again. In the meantime the workmen 
in his factories are working for what 
they received before the tariff was 
raised. In other words, the cost of 
the implements to the farmer has 
been raised twice, and the wage of 
the factory employee has not been 
raised at all.

In the meantime the farmer whose 
cost of production has been increased 
is entitled to charge the factory work­
er more for tlhe necessaries of life. So 
far as the workman is concerned, 
therefore the net result of the com­
pleted operation.'appears to have been 
to maintain his wages at their former 
level and to increase the cost of sup­
porting his family, a remarkable way 
surely of securing to him a share of 
the benefits of high protection.

In the meantime, because a manu­
facturer is too greedy to pay reason­
able wages i*. litadti the ground for 
permitting hjlm efiSrge a" higher 
price for his products.

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THE PROVINCIAL SESSION.
The third session of the. first Legis- 

ature of Alberta begins this afternoon. 
It appears unlikely that, the session 
will be an unusually important one 
though several matters of very great 
import will demand attention. The 
•sports of the Coal Commission and 
the Beef Commission will be present­
ed for consideration, and should pro­
voke interesting and profitable de­
bates, with perhaps some more practi­
cal results. As expected, the legisla­
tive programme is considerably short­
er than those of the two previous ses­
sions, a token that the legislators 
have pretty well overtaken their ini­
tial task of providing a complete code 
of laws for the new Province. It is 
significant of the growing importance 
of our industries that two measures 
ore to be submitted of very great con­
cern to the industrial laborer.

Another 
bill proposed will deal with the de­
velopment of a provincial drainage 
system, the cost of which would be 
home by the property benefited.

Montreal Herald—Mr. Monk can

Had he 
been allowed to go on as he started, 
Mr. Monk might by now have gath­
ered about him n party organization 
in flesh and blood, capable of accom­
plishing something, whereas all there 
is to show for twelve years of junta 
domination is the ludicrous fiasco re­
vealed by the story of Zandrny and 
Zandrank and Zand.mg.

In the larger field, similar influ­
ences have prevailed, with the result 
that these twelve years of opposition 
have brought before the people o^ Can­
ada very few figures of any attractive­
ness. Mr. Borden’s career has, in­
deed, developed under our eyes, and 
his personality is not wanting in 
agreeable qualities, although some­
what colorless. There has not been a 
sufficient infusion of new spirit, how­
ever, to prevent Mr. Foster from re­
gaining all of the ascendancy in the 
party that he lost in Nest of Traitors' 
times, and something more, with what 
resulting injury .was made clear when 
the Conservative members, after first 
deserting him, suffered themselves 
later to be dragged in to vote in his 
defence against the unanswerable con­
demnation of the insurance commis­
sion. And again, in a part of Our 
local field, while Mr. Ames has been 
able to acquire sortie political reputa­
tion by spending his money like a gen­
tleman to make his calling and elec­
tion sure, he has to yield the place to 
Mr. Pope whèti a redl election comes 
on in the Townships, to Mr. Pope who, 
with Mr. Fowler and Mr. Foster has 
brought into discredit the party which 
shows itself unable to curtail their 
influence. ,

As Mr. Monk contemplates the situ­
ation, equipment and prestige of his 
party after twelve years in opposition, 
as he looks upon the spectacle afford­
ed by the juxtaposition of Mr. Ames 
and Mr. Pope in Stanetead, he can 
hardly be blamed if he thinks the 
twelve years have been wasted. His 
paity is not. appreciably better able 
now than it was then to present to 
the country that combination of abil­
ity, talent, reputation, backed up by 
repeated certificates of public confid­
ence, from which the ability to con­
struct an alternative government 
might be argued. Apart from Mr. 
Monk himself, and Mr. Borden, what 
men have they with whose attainments 
as public men or whose still more es­
sential attributes of character they 
could hope to constitute a government 
capable of carrying on the affairs of 
the country?

BANKS AND THE PUBLIC.
Toronto Globe : The financial strin­

gency has come and gone, and there 
naturally are many complaints about 
the eagerness of the banks to protect 
themselves by piling up reserves and 
their comparative indifference toward 
the business community in need of 
the usual monetary accommodation. 
It was natural that when the panic 
was precipitated in the financial cen­
tres of the United States by the sud­
den, calling of loans and the refusal 

of accommodation our banks should 
become alarmed and adopt defensive 
measures. In times of panic any un­
founded whisper might precipitate a 
run, so there was a general refusal 
of accommodation for the purpose of 
strengthening reserves. The business 
community felt the stringency just 
when accommodation was most ur­
gently needed. The result was a 
shrinkage of trade and industry that 
free advances os good security might 
have averted. Manufacturers who 
had been unable to obtain labor to 
fill tlieir orders found a sudden change 
which compelled them to reduce op­
erations and in some cases to cluse 
down. For the first time in the his­
tory of the West the requisite money 
for moving the crop was not forthcom­
ing on the security of the wheat in 
storage or transit. The nature of this 
financial misfortune was such that 
the banks did not share in the gener­
al loss. Although they reduced tlieir 
loans, the higher rates of interest se­
cured prevented a reduction of earn­
ings, They were able to protect 
themselves against even the remotest 
danger, while at the same time keep­
ing up their usual profits. While all 
tltis was excellent for the banks, it 
was hard on the business community 
and has caused much dissatisfaction 
both in Ontario and the West.

It is felt that the valuable prlviliges 
accorded the chartered titanks are.giv­
en, not for their benefit, but for tire 
accommodation of the public.

The failure of one of the larg­
est of these companies, and runs upon 
several others, created panicky con­
ditions in New York, and this state 
of feeling rapidly spread throughout 
the country, causing timid Individual 
depositors to withdraw money and 
lock it tip, and. a still more serious 
matter, causing country hanks to at­
tempt to build up reserves, in some 
cases necessarily large, by drawing 
their balances from the reserve cities. 
Under the banking system of the 
United States, because of an inelastic 
currency, but quite as much because 
of the laws regarding reserves and 
the peculiar system under which they 
can only be used for the very purpose 
for which they a t-e held at the ex­
pense of breaking the letter of the 
law, and thereby creating a panic, the 
effect of this hoarding of currency 
was to paralyze business and cause 
on the one hand a premium on cur­
rency for a short time as high as 3% 
per cent. " ‘ ' "" *

After a trip of over 400 miles in a 
jumper through a rough country, with 
but little snow on the ground, T. Allie 
iirick, M.P.P. for the Peace River dis­
trict, arrived in the city yesterday 
afternoon from his home at Peace 
River Crossing, after a trip of twelve 
days duration. Mr. Brick has come 
to the city to attend the third session 
of the Alberta Legislature, which 
opened on Thursday, January 16th. 
He expected to arrive, here "in time 
for the opening of parliament, but 
was delayed by the bad trails and the 
scarcity of snow in the north.

Mr. Brick was accompanied to Ed­
monton by Thomas Box, of Winnipeg, 
a well known prospector, who has 
been in the north for the past two 
years. He has come down from 
Dawson City, and for the past year 
has been prospecting for gold in the 
Peace River district.

Meantime prices are likely to be good, 
even though dear money and lack of 
cars may affect the situation for the 
moment. The fact that several ship­
ments of Alberta cattle have been 
made to Chicago via Montana witli 
highly satisfactory results, shows the 
natural widening of the market coinci 
dent with the decline in the supply, 
it is to be hoped that the farmers of 
the three provinces will now be firmly 
impressed with the wisdom of breed­
ing cattle, horses, sheep and pigs to an 
extent not attempted heretofore. Not 
only does the lessening for the time 
being of the number of cattle on the 
ranges seem to assure the farmer of 
good prices for some time to come, 
but his experience with his grain crops 
in 1907 has proved once more that he 
can get the best value out of damaged 
wheat and oats, and when prices hap­
pen to be low. out of any grain, by 
feeding it to his own stock. Wherever 
dairying has been developed this is 
abundantly clear, and we are glad to 
know that in many parts, particularly 
in Alberta, where mixed farming is 
more general, the farmer is able him­
self to use profitably all his damaged 
grain crops.

It would also be well If the farmers 
of these provinces would consider the 
value of raising their own poultry. 
The money paid out by the farmer 
who grows grain alone, for many of 
the necessaries of life which he could 
produce on his own farm, such as 
butter, eggs, poultry and pçrk, may 
seem; when he is prosperous, a small 
matter; but prosperous or not the loss 
to his province is very serious, and 
sooner or later it may be serious to 
him individually.

So far as the payment of debts Is 
concerned, collections are good or bad 
in accordance with local orop condi­
tions, but better as a whole than might 
h»ye bpen expected, ^ ,

Naturally these lessened results from 
agricultural and pastoral work, accom­
panied by dear money, have caused a 
curtailment in building of every kind, 
and this again will, as in thé East, re­
sult In a much smaller cut of lumber 
in all districts relying on the prairie 
provinces for their market.

The hope has been confidently ex­
pressed on many occasions since 189!

able owing to expansion, the extraor­
dinary leatves wrfh differentiate 
the monetary troubles of the United 
States from those of other countries 
are due almost entirely ’ their pe­
culiar banking and treasury systems. 
In Canada we have an enforced revi­
sion of the Bank Act every ten years, 
and it is well to . r in mind that

Land 
sales and homestead entries are, of 
course, somewhat less in number, but 
the average price for land sold is 
slightly higher than in 1906, and we 
must remember that if the opportunity 
for labor in other fields declines for a 
time throughout the world, many will, 
as in similar past experiences, go back 
to the land. Any decline in home­
steading is partly due to the increas­
ing difficulty of getting land near to 
railroads; indeed, it is surprising how 
far settlers are willing to go, counting 
upon the railroad coming to them in 
the »ear future.

After several years of abundant 
crops, we have to record a year in

scale. Expansion for the moment will 
be checked, extravagance in expendi­

UNITED STATES.
In dealing with the general situation 

in the United States the President

Fur "Trade* Poor.
The fur trade in the north is very 

poor this year. Mr. Brick ascribed, 
this partly to the fact that the 
wolves had destroyed many of the for­
bearing animals and had driven the 
others away. A large number of 
foxes had been killed by the wolves, 
but notwithstanding this 13 silver 
foxes had Been killed before January 
1st, 1908, within a fifty mile radius of 
Peace River Crossing, which was a 
lietter record than last year. Moose, 
too, were very plentiful around the 
Crossing, probably being driven to­
wards tile settlements by the wolves.

The winter in the north has been a 
very open one so far. and the stock 
have wintered well, little or no feed

tending to. increase the load of credit 
to lie carried.

Reserve Deficit of New York Institu­
tions Has Been Wiped Out.

New York, Jan. 18.—For. the first 
time since the beginning of-the finan­
cial stringency in, October the clear­
ing house statement yesterday showed 
1 hat not only had the heavy bank re­
serve deficit been entirely, wiped out 
but that a surplus of $6,084,050 above 
the 25 per cent, legal "requirement had 
been (established. The figures made 
known exceeded the most expectant 
hopes of bankers and brokers, and- 
when the statement appeared on the 
stock quotation' ticker» it was greeted 
with a round- of cheers in practically 
every" banking house in Wall street.

Bankers declared that no better evi­
dence th&n the clearing liduse state­
ment could bfc obtained to show thé. 
rapid restoration of- confidence and 
» tremendous outpouring of the 
hoarded money. The "excellent state­
ment foreshadows an early retire­
ment of clearing house, certificates," 
which were first issued, on October 
26th of last year.

With the end of thé money strin­
gency there will now fee plenty of cash 
for the business and industrial world 
and many contemplated , projects 
which were temporarily abandoned 
during the money pinch can how be 
financed. The clearing house banks 
faced a deficit in reserves on Novem­
ber 23rd of $54,103,600, the largest in 
history. Since that time, the deficit 
has constantly decreased, and with 
the rapid return of hoarded money 
and ' funds from the interior last 
week’s deficit of $11.545,000 has not 
only been obliterated, but, a .sub­
stantial surplus of $6,000,000 estab­
lished. ’

THE INDUSTRL
MARKET PRICES FOR WEEK.

The city market square, has been 
crowded with buyers and sellers dur­
ing the past week, and trade in all 
kinds of farm produce was unusually 
active. The prices as a rule were 
good and buyers comparatively plen­
tiful, so that the majority of the 
fanners and market gardeners dispos­
ed of their goods at a fair profit, and 
obtained à supply of ready money 
which is so acceptable to everyone 
this. year. The ideal weatbèr of thé 
week stimulated trade to a great ex­
tent, and brought the farmers out- in 
greater numbers.

There have been very few changes 
in the market prices in the past few 
days, but most of the products sold 
at a wide range in price according 
to the quality of the article. Feed 
of all kinds was very plentiful, and 
did not command a very high price. 
Green feed sold much more quickly 
than hay, and some good loads of 
wheat, oats and barley in sheaf, 
slightly damaged by frost, were dis­
posed of. Dairy products and vege­
tables were very scarce. A few pota­
toes were for sale, but practically no 
beets, turnips, carrots, parsnips or 
other vegetables could be bought. 
Butchers and grocers also report a 
greaj scarcity in those vegetables, and 
farmers who have them for sale could 
doubtless get a good price for them. 
One feature of last, week’s market was 
the large amount of dressed meats of­
fered for sale by the farmers. There 
was a good demand for this, and 
many a fine looking quarter of beef 
or a prized portion of pork or mut­
ton was sold to Edmonton citizens at 
a good profit to the vendor, and 
cheaper than the buyer could pur­
chase at the butchers.

*1 in this question, says W. T. R. 
Preston in the repair of the trade and 
commerce department. Nevertheless 

.the direct results that are certain .tqj 
accrue to all commercial interests in 
CahSda, from thé -opening rff the mar­
kets of the far east to Canadian pro­
ducts, are so evident, it may safely 
be said that the entire population of 
the Dominion cannot avoid regarding 
thé question as of thé greatest pos­
sible importance. The possession, of 
this eastern market" for thé cêréAl pro­
ducts of Canada would mean the es­
tablishment of a national reputation 
for the Dominion in the east* and 
would unquestionably create and fos 
ter inquiries for every character of 
Canadian produce that might find a 
market in Japan or un ma.

But the difficulties that have to be 
overcome in the successful introdue 
tion of Canadian wheat and flour ii 
the east shoijld not be minimized. 
They certainly cannot be looked upon 
ns insignificant, ft is easy to say that 
the products of Canadian wheat are 
the best in the world, and that, in the 
course of time, these products are cer- 
‘liin to find a demand in Japan. That 
is quite true, but the probabilities are 
that the present generation will long 
have passed away before the Canadian 
cereal trade with Japan will increase 
ion any comparatively significant ex- 
lent, considering the enormous possi­
bilities, unless

Very Special Efforts 
are exerted to s-.cure a general applet 
eiation of the excellence of the Can­
adian products by the mass of the 
population in the east. The wheat 
and flour imports of Japan have in­
creased more than eight hundred per 
cent, in ten years, and the trade is 
only in its infancy.

It should be remembered that it is 
only within a recent period that the 
wheat and flour from western civiliza­
tion wile introduced into this part ot 
Asia. Previous to that time the staple 
articles of food were supplied altogeth­
er by the products ol eastern soils, 
the time has been too short during 
-which the taste Of the great consum­
ing millions of Asja could be educat­
ed by the ordinary channels of .com­
merce, to appreciate the difference be­
tween the various qualities of the 
wheat products of the western world. 
To the vast majority of the population 
"flour is. flour.” The overwhelming 
bulk of the people fto not understand 
ihe difference between a product of 
whegt containing twenty per cent, 
.mort gluten than the inferior quality. 
For .their purposes the products of all 
wtokta make '“bàtléh-’‘-“pRSté” and 
dough.” In tlïéir judgment the pro­

ducts-Of wheat stand in the same rela1- 
ionship to the parent product as the 
pulverized product from various sizes 
it chestnuts, all of which render the 
same gràde of flour.

This.situation has consequently fur­
nished the opportunity for flooding the

Low Grade products 
have been pushed into all the great 
distributing centres of trade, com- 
"nerce- and population, and the prices 
it which they are sold, forms the 
basis for a serious problem in connec­
tion with any efforts that may be 
made to successfully introduce, on a 
fairly large scale, the better qualities 
of the products of Wneat.

The fact that western Canadian 
wheat is intrinsically better than the 
.ordinary products of Australia, Wash­
ington and Oregon, enhances the value 
of the Canadian product. So that, to 
,b#gin with, the Canadian cereal com­
mands a greater value at th? point 
of production. That it should also be 
quoted at a higher figure than the in­
ferior grade thousands of miles from 
the scene of its growth need occasion 
no surprise. Merchants, ami traders 
•here, as elsewhere, naturally follow 
lie line of least resistance. It is, 
therefore, more convenient to those 
engaged in the flour and grain trade 
to actively push the lower grades of 
wheat products, than to waste time at­
tempting to handle the. more expensive 
and better qualities. Under those cir­
cumstances it is only too obvious that 
the Canadian products are placid at 
a singularly serious disadvantage. No 
other result could be expected from 
he present situation.

' That- there Will be coHsidedably taore 
seed oats fit for sowing in the spring 
in the Edmonton district than was at 
first supposed is the opinion. of ex- 
Ald. Thomas Daly, of Clover Bax. Mr. 
Daly has lived in this district for the 
past 26 years and is well acquainted 
with the conditions . here. He his 
grown 26 crops and always sowed his 
own seed, and he believes that if the 
oats in this, district, are carefully 
cleaned and tested it will fee. found 
that there is a large quantity "that will 
be suitable for sowing1. " •

Mr. Daly has between 50 and 100 
bushels of white, banner oats which 
)«p believes is as good as any. In or­
der to test the germinating power of 
this oats lie sowed 48 grains in each 
of two boxes. In the one box the 
whole 48 seeds grew, while in the- other 
<6 of them possessed good germinating 
powers. He did riot pick out the best 
looking seeds in the lot for this test, 
hut chose them promoscuously, taking 
the small with the large ones.

‘‘I believe we will find more oats 
in this part of Albeyta fit for seed than 
we expect,” said Mr. Daly to a Bulle­
tin representative. “I would not like 
to say there would be enough good- 
seed in the province to supply the1 de­
mand, because I do not know the con­
ditions in the south, but in this por­
tion of Alberta there will be more 
than is generally expected. Of course 
the price .will-be high for the supply, is 
scarce all through the west.” .

Mr. Daley thought the proposal -of 
the government to supply the farmers 
with suitable grain for seed next 
spring was an excellent one and one 
which would help the western farmer 
greatly. :

He has been taken 
sharply to task by his associates, and 
his explanation was in effect: “I was 
threatened with a rebellion if I re­
fused to sign the ordinance. So 1 
had to sign it.”

Right To Veto Not Exercised.
Of coarse he had expected no such 

drastic application of the new mea­
sure. Still less did he anticipate the 
appalling danger which he has creat­
ed in India. It is fair to say that the 
majority of the Government as well 
as the whole mass of the Liberal par­
ty is strongly opposed to the action 
of the Transvaal. So also is British 
public opinion at large.

When Parliament mets this will find 
violent expression, and the Govern­
ment must find some means to deal 
with the situation. It is pointed out 
that the Government should have 
foreseen this as one of the probable 
effects of their precipitate generosity 
in granting self-government' to the 
colony. The charter of the Transvaal 
contains a provision giving the Homo 
government the nominal right to veto 
any act of the colonial Legislature. 
But in practice the exercise of this 
right is almost unknown, and as Lord 
Elgin indicates, its use thus early 
in the history of the Transvaal’s inde­
pendence would probably have caused 
a rebellion.

Could Not Weather Financial String­

Toronto, Jan. 18—The enforced liqui­
dation of the Sovereign bank,announc­
ed yesterday as being forced by the 
anxiety of the depositors, and which 
was immediately followed by a state­
ment on be.balf of the Bankers’ associ­
ation that the assets would" be taken 
over by allied financial interests and 
all liabilities paid, is t-lie^sole topic 
of conversation here this morning in 
financial circles. It is generally con­
ceded that no blame attaches to the 
present management, which as only 
been in office a few months in the 
hopeless endeavor to put the institu­
tion on its feet. But for the extra­
ordinary stringency of‘ the money 
markets of the past six months, which 
has led to nervousness on the part of 
depositors, the hank might have wea­
thered the storm.

President’s Statement.
Shortly after tnidnight, following 6 

conoference with representatives of the 
guaranteeing banks, which was held 
in the Bank of Tornnton here, the pre­
sident of the Sovereign bank issued 
the following statement: “For some 
time past there has been a constant 
strain upon the bank’s resources,caus­
ed chiefly by the unnatural conditions 
which have obtained during the last 
three or four months, which have cre­
ated a still greater drain upon the 
deposits, and made it correspondingly 
difficult to liquidate loans. These 
conditions which, in many ways have 
been far more stringent than experi­
enced in the memory of this genera­
tion, could not possibly have been 
foreseen and they were rapidly bring­
ing about a state of affairs under 
which the business of continuing 
would not have been sufficiently pro­
fitable. When this condition was 
reached we at once conferred with the 
leading banks ot the country and ask­
ed them to verify our statements. The 
bankers have expressed their opin­
ion that the assets of the Sovereign 
Bank of Canada are sufficient to pay 
all liabilities, and an agreement has 
been made with a number of banks 
by which nearly al lthe branches of 
the bank will open this morning as 
branches of other banks. This ar­
rangement wil Ientail no loss of any 
kind To the bank’s depositors or cus­
tomers. They can withdraw their de­
posits if they please or they can allow 
them to remain with the bank to 
which they have been transferred. The 
Sovereign Bank of Canada pass books 
can be surendered and pass books ot 
the new banks obtained. Borrowing 
customers will, of course, have to 
make other banking arrangements as 
soon as possible.”

A Reckless . oitcy.
The Sovereign bank was reorganiz­

ed May 31 last, at the request of the 
foreign stockholders, who had become 
alarmed at the policy of the bank. A; 
Jarvis took charge as president, while 
F. G. Jewett, of the Bank ol Com­
merce, was shortly after appointed 
general manager. After the affairs of 
flic bank had been look into it was 
discovered that the management bad 
been pursuing a reckless policy for so 
young and unstable a hanking insti­
tution. branches. having been opened 
up all over Ontario and Quebec and 
war having been waged against the 
older chartered bahts, which had in­
curred their enmity. In addition to 
this, heavy losses running into mil­
lions had been made by unauthorized 
or doubtful loans. At a general meet­
ing held July 11th last, President Jar­
vis laid the situation before the share­
holders, and the new general manager 
presented a report which was finally 
adopted, and which proposed the ap­
plication of the entire rest fund to 
the payment of the losses of $1.333,- 
333, tlie reduction of the capital from 
$4,000.000 to $3,000.000, with the same 
object, and other equally radical 
steps. It was pointed out at the time 
that these vigorous measures would 
place the hank on a sound footing and 
that with a conservative policy en­

LONG TRIP TO LECTURE.

Paul Miloukov Comes 11,000 Miles To 
Speak Once on Russia.

New York, Jan. -17.—Professor Paul 
Miloukov, leader of the constitutional 
democratic party in the third douma 
and formerly a lecturer at the Univer­
sity of Chicago, arrived here to-day 
on the Carmania to address the Civic 
Forum. So intense is his interest in 
a constitutional Russia, a Russia of 
liberty and representative laws, that 
he is making a journey of nearly 
11,000 miles to give one lecture on 
that subject. He wants the American 
people to know the alms of his party 
and ite present condition, which is 
the condition of Russia generally. To 
accomplish his purpose he said to-day 
he was willing to travel round the 
world,

On Thursday he will start back to 
Russia, probably on the Lorraine, and 

i will then have spent seventy-two 
hours in this country, will have deliv­
ered a lecture at Carnegie hall, and 
will have been the guest of honor at 
a dinner in Washington given by 
Herbert Parsons. At this dinner he 
will meet many congressmen and oth­
er representative men in American 
public life, and will tell them as 
much about Russia as -liis brief visit 
will permit.

Yokaterinodar, Russia, Jan. 16.—The

COLEMAN WAS 
KILLED IN B.C.

Tragedy of the North Occurred Two 
Miles Over Border. Sergeant 

Anderson Reports.

There is every probability that Ed­
monton will in the next few months 
witness a big murder trial, in the 
charge against Fred W. Trumper, 
similar tff that of Charles King some 
years ago, in which the witnesses 
will have to be brought from the far 
north to give evidence at great ex­
pense to the provision. No decision 
as to what action will be taken has 
yet been arrived at by the Attorney- 
General’s Department, which will 
likely consult with British Columbia 
government before a decision is 
reached.

Sergeant Anderson, of Peace River 
Crossing, arrived at the R.N.W.M.P. 
barracks yesterday afternoon with 
Trumper, the prisoner accused of the 
murder of George W. Coleman up 
north near Fort St. John, and close 
to the boundary between Alberta and 
British Columbia. The location where 
Coleman was killed by Trumper, the 
latter claims in self defence, is situat­
ed about 176 miles in a direct line 
from Edmonton, but a much greater 
distance by tlie trail. Trumper was 
taken down to Fort Saskatchewan last 
night.

Last night Sergeant Anderson re­
ported the facts to Major Constantine, 
who has command of the northern 
R.N.W.M.P. posts, but is spending 
the winter in the city. To-day he is 
going over the facts as embodied in 
the reports with the Deputy Attorney- 
General, and they will come to a de­
cision as to what steps will be taken 
for trial.

It appears that the deceased man 
was killed a mile or two west of the 
Alberta boundary in British Colum­
bia territory. There is, however, a 
five mile limit law which makes it 
incumbent on Alberta to hold the 
trial in this province if British Col­
umbia insists.

No preliminary hearing has yet tak­
en place, ae previously stated. From 
what has been ascertained Trumper 
was killed about the 25th of Novem­
ber last. It was some time before 
the affair readied the R.N.W.M.P. at 
Peace River Crossing, and Sergeant 
Anderson proceeded to the place of 
the alleged murder, and took Trump­
et in charge. It appears that the 
facts were brought out by a packer 
named Trembly, who visits tlie north­
ern posts, and it was some time before 
an arrest was made.

The facts arc practically as before 
stated. Trumpet claims that Cole­
man threatened to shoot him, and in 
self defence he hit Mm over the head 
with an. axe.

It was Sergeant Anderson that some 
three years ago arrested Charles King 
for the murder of his partner, Hay­
ward. King was tried in Edmonton 
and afterwards hanged at Fort Sas­
katchewan.

Paris, Jan. 16.—An interview with

Burlington Route {Announces Re­
duced Fares to Canadian 

Northwest

Chicago, Jan. 18—Something of a 
bomb has been thrown into the ranks 
of the Western Passenger association 
officials in the form of an announce­
ment by the road of its intention to 
run homeseekers’ excursions in con­
nection with the Great Northern and 
Northern Paciiic and C. N. R. to 
points in Northwestern Canada on the 
first and third Tuesdays of each 
month throughout the current year. 
Rates for these excursions will be a 
fare and a half, plus $2 for the round 
trip.

The chairman of the Western Pas­
senger association has declined to ac­
cept notice of the Burlington road, 
but he has not stated his grounds 
for doing so. It is possible that a 
meeting of the interested roads will- 
be held shortly to discuss the matter 
and if possible induce the Burlington 
to cancel its notice though it is not 
apparent on the face of tMngs why 
homeseekers' excursions should not be 
run to territory outlined by the Bur­
lington as well as to territory already 
included in the excursion rates.

The action of the Burlington prob­
ably will have the, result of giving to 
the Hill roads a large volume of busi­
ness, which otherwise would have 
gone to Canada by the Soo and C. P.

THE NEW/ERANCO- 
CANADLÂN TREATY

Hoo. Mr Fielding Introduces Bill 
to Ratify Advantageous Com­

mercial treaty.

Ottawa, Jen. 14.—Hon. Mr. Field­
ing, introducing a hill in the House 
to-day to ratify the Franco-Canndian 
treaty, made an able and forceful ’ 
presentment of the whole matter, and 
a lucid explanation of all the details 
in connection with the schedules ac­
companying it. There was nothing 
in his words that might be construed 
to take any credit, to himself for the 
excellent work he had accomplished 
in securing for Canada so good a 
trade agreement with France, al­
though he might very well have dohe 
so. Nor did he forget, the assistance 
rendered the •negotiations by the Im­
perial authorities, although that as­
sistance was purely of a commercial 
character. Nevertheless it was prompt 
and valuable and the fact that every­
thing was left to Canada was all the 
more acceptable to the Dominion.

Mr. Fielding’s explanation of the 
treaty was not only lucid and con­
vincing, but at all times interesting. 
The advantages to he enjoyed by 
Canada under a treaty by which she 
gets specified concession on 152 items 
in return for concessions given on 
98 items, were succinctly set forth. 
No less valuable and interesting was 
his statement as to thê care that had 
been taken to provide for articles not 
now exported by Canada, but which 
the progress of her manufactures 
gives every reason for hoping will be. 
During the course of his remarks the 
finance minister was repeatedly ques­
tioned relative to tlie treaty, and 
these he answered with the readiness 
hnd completeness that is characteris­
tic of him. Mr. Foster, Who was at 
the helm for the Opposition, steered 
a course for some two hours, winding 
up his fault finding with the state­
ment that if the treaty commended 
itself to him he would vote for it, 
if not against. This provoked laughter 
from the Liberals. Hon. Mr. Brodeui 
will resume the debate to-morrow.

When the House met, the Premier, 
replying to Mr. R. L, Borden, said 
tlie postmaster-general would be in a 
position to fix a date before the end 
of the week, on which to make ex­
planations to the House. He said 
there was absolutely no truth "in the 
report that the Halifax garrison would 
be replaced by British troops.

The French Treaty.
Hon. Mr. Fielding entered into a 

lucid explanation of the terms of 
the convention with France which, 
he, the Hon. Mr. Brodeur and the 
British ambassador negotiated last 
year. Mr. Fielding first dealt with 
the trade expansion, pointing out 
that tlie trade with Britain had in­
creased from $98,000,000 to $280,000— 
000 millions in the last ten years. 
However, apparently this was not suf­
ficient. The home producers were 
anxious to reach the world’s markets. 
Sir Charles Tapper’s treaty with 
France was a step in the right direc­
tion, but with two objections. Can­
ada got but a limited line of advan­
tages in comparison with those now 
accorded, and certain things were re­
quired to be shipped direct to obtain 
the advantage of the minimum tariff. 
After mentioning the diplomatic dif­
ficulties among which was the provi­
sion of the old treaty according tlie 
favored nation clause, which must 
be accorded other nations, the object 
of the negotiations may be summar­
ized as follows ; <1) To remove inequal­
ities and make conditions fairly reci­
procal ; (2) To guard against conces­
sions injurious to any Canadian inter­
est; (3) To reserve, as far as possible, 
the British preferential established by 
the tariff policy last session ; (4) While 
granting France a favored nation 
agreement to preserve the right of 
making any tariff arrangement we see 
fit with Britain and the Colonies; (5) 
In granting such special rates as 
thought desirable, to confine them as 
much as possible to the French spe­
cialties wMch were unlikely to com­
pete to any large degree with our 
own or British industries, and to se­
cure the favored nation treatment for 
such articles as we have for export 
or reasonable to expect to have in the 
future,

Mr. Fester’s Opinion,
Mr. Fielding’s speech occupied the

The electors of his com 
stituency were interested tji the pro­
posed changes in the mining regula­
tions, and were anxious for an eight 
hour bank to bank law in the mines, 
a compensation act and other mat­
ters. A large number of new- farmers 
had settled in the Cochrane district 
in the past year, and they Were very 
anxious that the government should 
take steps to supply them with good 
seed grain for the spring sowing.

Mr. Fisher stated that Cochrane 
-esidents were now enjoying the bene­
fits of the government telephone line 
between Calgary and Banff, which 
was one of the first government lines 
to be completed. They could tele, 
oh one from Cochrane to Calgary for 
15 cents, while the Bell Company 
charged 25 cents for the same dis­
tance.

The weather in southern Alberta 
had been the delight of all the resi­
dents' this .year. Old timers stated 
♦hat they had never seen so mild a 
winter. There had been no snow yet. 
and cattle and sheep could graze on 
the range all winter, thus making a 
great saving in feed for the farmer 
md ranchers.

•rwarded to Ottawa. So many other 
egiinents were bring formed in the 
■ountry that year, however, that the 
overnment replied that they could 
:Ot make an appropriation fçr an in 
aritry regiment hi Edmonton at that 
one.
“If the, question is agitated suffiei- 

ntly,” said Col. Edwards, “I sec no 
eason why a regiment should not be 
rganized lure this year. Edmonton 
s every day gaining more importance 
n the eyes of the country and it is 
elt that there should be an infan- 
ry regiment as well as a mounted 
roop.”

he mine owners, and Frank H. Slier- 
nan, of Taber, president of district 
8, of the United Mine Workers of 
.merica, Donald McNabb, of Leth- 
idge, representative of the Lethbridge 
istrict, E. A. James, of Edmonton, 
-cal organizer of the northern dis- 
rict, and Chas. Richardson, presi- 
lent of the Cardiff local union, all of 
viiom represented the miners. The 
epresentatives of the miners spent 
wo days at the Cardiff mines and held
i conference yesterday with Mr. Smith 
vhen the scale of wages was finally 
Ixed.

The new scale is a lengthy one and 
lives in detail the wages for the dif- 
■grent. phases oi mining. Roughly 
ipeaking, the wage for miners is $1 
>er ton at tlie face of the mine. It 
s estimated by the mine owners that 
t costs the mine operator another $1 
>er ton to deliver tbo coal at the mine 
nouth and still another $1 for haili­
ng the coal. This makes the aggve- 
ite cost of the coal to the owner $3 
>er ton. The present market price of 
■oal is $3.25 and $3.50 per ton.
» There still remains a few minor 
mints to be settled by the represen- 
atives of the two parties apart from 
he actual wage scale. These will be 
decided upon tomorrow by the repré­
sentatives of the miners and mine 
>wners, who will once more visit the 
Cardiff mines.

Tlte 
C.P.R. is cutting rates to meet theirs 
As an example, return tickets from 
Chicago to Macleod and equi-distant 
points for $40, whereas formerly the 
single fare was $49. The C.P.R. and 
Minneapolis, St. Paul and Sault Ste. 
Marie (Soo) lines are quoting $38 from 
St. Paul to Lethbridge (or a few days 
in February, and thereafter on certain 
days of the month. Hard times in 
the States has made it impossible for 
the tenant farmers to make it pay 
and hence they are looking for cheap 
land. Canada is the land of cheap 
laud, and they are coming in thous­
ands this spring. Southern Alberta 
will receive the lion’s share if the 
facts of last year's crops are placed 
intelligently before the people of the 
central and northern States.

GET BETTER PRICES 
FOR FISH THIS YEAR

From Wednesdays Bulletin.
Fishing in the lakes in Central and 

Northern Alberta is one^of tlie import­
ant industries of the homesteaders and 
settlers during the present winter, 
and the more successful of these fish­
ermen'are malting good money at it. 
A small quantify of the fish caught in 
these lakes is disposed of in the city, 
but by iar the larger portion is pur­
chased by American fish syndicates 
and shipped south to the large cities 
in the United States, where there is 
a great demand for fish.

On the market square yesterday, a 
bluff, good natured Norwegian, who 
oaid no more attention to the rather 
biting north wind than if it had been 
a balmy breeze off the Mediterranean, 
stood by his sleigh, in which were 
several hundred white fish, selling 
them to the passer-by.

“Fifteen cents apiece,” -said he in 
reply to the question of a Bulletin 
representative regarding the price of 
his fish, and he proceeded to enum­
erate the many superior qualities of 
white fish for eating at this season of 
the year, over that of other kinds. 
He had caught the fish himself in 
Pigeon Lake, near which he lived, 
and had brought them into Edmonton 
to dispose of them.

Danger of Depletion Once.
At one time there was grave danger 

of the stock of fish in tlie lakes about 
Edmonton becoming depleted. Tlie 
settlers found such a good profit in 
fishing that,they devoted the whole of 
their time to it throughout the winter. 
The competition became keener with 
the result that the supply of fish far 
exceeded the local demand. Then 
came the American buyers, who pur­
chased all the fish they could find and 
shippel them out oi the country to 
supply tire inexhaustible demand in 
lie large American cities. A few sea­

sons would have seen no fish at all 
in Alberta lakes but the Dominion 
government stepped in and passed a 
regulation whereby everyone who fish­
ed in th? lakes for fish for marketing 
purposes must procure a license, and 
that no one might fish who did not 
reside within a three-mile radius, of 
the lake in question. This checked 
the wholesale slaughter of fisli and 
lias help'd tt> preserve the supply.

Caught With Nets.
Tiff; fish ave caught during the win­

ter, (when tlie lakes are frozen. Sev­
rai holes are made in the ice and the 

nets are .passed. through these into 
the water. Much of the fishing is done 
at night, but complaints have been 
made that the fishing at present is 
poor as the nights are too bright.

White fish are caught in consider­
able quantities in Lac Ste. Anne, Pig­
eon lake, Lake Wabamun, Gull lake, 
Beaver lake, Egg lake and others. Fish 
dealers in the city state that the sup­
ply is less this year than formerly and 
that as a consequence the price is 
higher. They now cell at from 15 to 
20 cents a fish, while last year they 
were selling at 2 for 25 cents.

SYNOPSIS Of CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the eole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years ot 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a surb-agency. Entry by-proxy may 
however, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo­
ther, son, daughter, brother or ’eistei 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to tlie 
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at. the- 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of "personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
of claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
tien will be received from an indivi’ 
dual until that application hae been 
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subset 
quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, tlie applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application for cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter. 
brotheT w sister, if eligible, but tc 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eightv 
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
his homestead. Joint ownership in

(3) If the father (or mother, if the 
land will not meet his requirement, 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by’him, hot less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the 
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per­
form his own residence duties by liv­
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre­
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean­
ing not more- than nine miles ii*—a 
direct line, exclusive of the width oi 
road allowances crossed in the mea­
surement.

(5) A homesteader intending to per­
form his residence duties in accord­
ance with the above while living witli 
parents or on farming land owned by 
himself must notify the Agent for the 
district of such intention.

Before making application for pa­
tent the settler must give six months’ 
notice in writing to the Commissioner 
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his 
intention to-do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH- 

WEST MINING REGULATIONS. 
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period o< twenty-one 
years at aii annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate w 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim ii $5. 
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase tne land at 
$1 per acre. t

Tbe patent provides for the pay- 
met-t of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the eale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet, square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term e< twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of- 
the Interior.

The lesoa«> "--hall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for' each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.
