The varnish prevents the grease
from running and preserves the life of
the candle many hours.

Some housekeepers keep a white
paraffine eandle handy on washday,
and when making boiled starch shave
a little of the paraffine into the hot
starch or dip the end in the boiling
liquid and twist it about a few times,
so a little will melt off. This gives
the ironed clothes a pretty gloss that
is not otherwise obtained.

Cut up one bar of any soap in thin
slices and add four quarts of boiling
water. Boil until the soap is melted,
then pour into a bowl or tin. When:
cool it will form a stiff jelly, which
readily dissolves when used.. You will
find it invaluable for washing flannels,
sflver and china. The best results
are obtained when -the soap jelly is

] dissolved in tepid water.

Required to Run
New York City.

New York, Sept. 19— It will cost
$174,000,000 to run-the city of New
York this year. To show how this
immense sum is spent and also how
much the various departments want
to  spend next year and invite Intelli-
gent criticism of these estimates, the
city will lay out $350,000 next month
on an exhibit that will reveal the de-
tails of ecity administration in' such
simple form that they may be under-
stood by the humblest citizen.

Figures prepared’ by the various
departments show that the city em-
ploys 107,000 persons—=85,000 of them
all the time and 22,000 temporarily.
The largest group of employees are
the schoal teachers, who number 17,
200, The police come next, with 10,
118, The firemen number  4,346.

In winter 7,000 snow shovellers and
driv_ers' of spow -removal carts are
employed.

To remove the pro-
found disquietude in France and in
the French Navy a long series of en-
quiries was held. There were three
theories as to the cause of the ex-
plosions; wireless waves upsetting
the unstable chemical of electrical
equilibrium which exists in the com-
ponents of modern powders; .an ac-
ident due to carelessness in the hand-
ling of powder or projectiles; and ab-
sclutely spontaneous détonatioh. The
first theory was not examined with
any care, though the effects of wire-
less electricity are peculiar, and there
is a certain type of Hertzian wave
which can penetrate any. metal ex-
cept lead. The general - belief was
that a articular explosive, “Bi powder,”
was the real cause, and that it had
spontaneously exploded.

|

Colonel Marsat, indeed, showed that
it was “mathematically impossible”
for this powder to explode of its own
accord.

New Zealand Provides Houses Which

Can be Paid for in 36 Years.

The plan adopted by the New Zea-
land Government of building dwell-
ings for rent or lease to working-
men not having proved successful,
partly because the houses offered no
special inducements over those which
could be rented from private persons,
either in construction or cheapness,
and partly because the designating
term “workers’ dwellings” created
a certain amount of prejudice against
the Government is now erect-
ing houses for sale to .workers on
cash ‘instalments and on easy terms.

As usual in the act, the term “work-
er’™ includes “any person, malé or
female, employed “id “work : of “any
kind or in manual labor, ' whose
earnings af the-time Of his application
do - not exceed <175 pounds  ($851.:64)
" landless.”
He must live in the house he buys,.
although absence. for 12 months at @
time may be permitted, but:he is not
allowed’ to dispcse of 'his dwelling
without the consent of the Labor De-
partment of the vaernmem. The
most expensive house. will not cost
more then $3,000, and the purchaser
will be given from 20 to 36 years in
which to pay for his dwelling, inter-
est on the mortgage being 4% per.
cent.

The First Escalator.

In England in Operation To-Day.

London, Oct. 4—The first escalator,
or moving stairway, introduced into
England is in operation to-day at the
Earle Court Station. It will carry
ten thousand passengers hourly, and
will do more work than six ordinary
lifts. The traffic by the deep level
tube s sp heavy at the busiest hours
of the day that the lifts are over-
strained and passengers are delayed.

If the experiment succeeds, similar
double-stairs, moving up and down
simultaneously, will be constructed
at other stations of the underground
system. One was tried in Berlin ten
years ago, and another was in opera-
tion at the Paris Exposition, but the
system is still a novelty in Europe,
although it has been satisfactorily
tested in . Canada and the United
States.

The natives, who ac-
companied the expedition from the
coast were guiet until they were sev-
eral days’ journey up the river. Then
they became - aggressive and in the
ensuing fight shot poisonous arrows,
killing several o fthe adventurers. The
natives afterwards made a horrible
feast of the remains of the victims.

The survivors .of the prospecting
party fought bravely. They escaped
the natives, and, cutting their way
through the tangled undergrowth,
succeeded after marching day and
night in reaching the river. Here
they hastily made a raft of logs,
working under a constant flight of
arrows shot by the natives who had
pursued them,

Finally they took to the river in
the darkness. Thelir raft was car-
rled down the stream by the swift
current to the cast where they found
that their little steamer had in the
meantime heen huffetted by bad wea-
ther and had foundered.
