In the Polish section various Ger­
man armies are slowly driving their 
line, advancing from the northwest 
south on Brestlitovsk. While they 
continue to take comparatively small 
batches of prisoners, they make no 
claim to the capture of artillery or 
booty, which is considered by mili­
tary observers as a fair indication 
that Grand Duke Nicholas’ armies 
continue their orderly retreat, and 
that for a long time to come they 
will be able to prevent the Germans 
from detaching any part of their ar­
my for large ventures elsewhere.

The only evidence» of activity out­
side of Poland and the Baltic provin­
ces is on the Serbian frontier, where 
the bombardment of Belgrade by the 
Austrians, and the counrter bombard­
ment of Semlin and Panscova by the 
Serbians, have been resumed. Ac­
cording to Nish, Austrian attempts to 
cross the Danube near the Serbiau- 
Roumanian borders have been re­
pulsed, but it is believed by military 
experts here that this region will be 
the scene of the next Austro-German 
offensive.

There is some speculation in mili­
tary circles as to whether Roumania 
as well as Serbia, will be attacked, 
because of Roumanians refusal to al­
low 'mtinitions of wat to pass' through 
Turkey, which is being pressed, both 
on her Caucasus and Dardanelles 
fronts.

There is no late news from the 
Dardahelles, but information is hour­
ly expected of a new movement, of 
which the landings by allies last week 
were the preliminaries.

Artois, Forest of Argonne and Vos 
ges Mountains, continue to be scenes 
of activity on the western front, but 
no serious battles are in progress in 
any of these regions.

ALIEN ENEMIES IN INDIA.
LONDON, Aug. 15.

A Reuter’s Ottawa Agency says 
that the Government of India, ac­
cording to a special despatch from 
Simla, has been obliged to adopt 
more drastic measures for the treat­
ment Of alien enemies throughout the 
empire. The despatch says: A
statement describing in detail meas­
ures for internment, surveillance, 
and registration hitherto applied to 
alien enemies in India have been is­
sued by the Government. It states 
that the prolongation of the war, and 
bitterness aroused by German savag­
ery has now altered the position, be­
sides adding a continued strain to 
supervision. It accordingly has been 
decided with the approval of the Sec­
retary of State for India, to repatri­
ate all women, children, and men of 
non-military age as soon as neces­
sary arrangements can be carried 
out.

PLAN FOR ATTACK THWARTED.
PARIS, Aug. 14.

A plan for an attack on the Suez 
Canal is said by the Ministry of Ma­
rine to have been discovered and 
thwarted. The announcement was 
made in the following statement: On 
August 12th, after warning had been 
given to the Governor of Jaffa and 
time given for evacuation of the vic­
inity, a French cruiser bombarded 
and destroyed the principal buildings 
and shops df the German Wagner 
Works which were making arms and 
munitiorts and constructing boats 
destined for an attack on the Suez 
Canal. The houses in the vicinity 
were not damaged.

FRENCH BOMB ST. MIHIEL.
PARIS, Aug. 15.

After violent hand to hand fighting 
near Puisalenne region between the 
Oise and Aisne Rivers, French troops 
yesterday succeeded in occupying an 
excavation caused by the explosion 
of a mine under a German trench, ac­
cording to a statement issued this 
afternoon by the French War Depart­
ment. Exceptionally ‘violent artillery 
duels are reported in Artois, ChaJh£ 
pagne and Lorraine districts. Nine­
teen French aeroplanes dropped 108. 
bombs on German depots in the Val­
ley of Spada near St. Mihiel.

UNOFFICIALLY REPORTED.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 14.

According to latest Unofficial ac­
counts, the Russian Baltic Fleet in­
flicted heavy losses on the German 
Baltic squadron near Oesel Island 
yesterday. It is stated that a large 
German cruiser was destroyed, and 
several other warships ë'éVérély dam­
aged. Despite the heavy firing of the 
German ships the Russian vessels 
sustained no loss or sertiras injury. 
Russian seaplane's again rendered in­
valuable service in supporting the 
fleet. It is surmised thfct tlje enemy’s 
purpose was to reconnoitre the wa­
ters of the Northern Baltic, and if 
possible bottle up the Russian fleet iii 
the Gulf of Finland and Gulf of Both-

aitlllery and infantry, five Austrian 
attempts to fortify points on the left 
bank's of the Save and Danube Riv­
ers. During the night of the 9th our 
artillery opened fire occasionally o:i 
the supply train on the Beercherion 
Orsoval Road near the village of 
Elisevita. In the neighborhood of 
Skelevets, the same night, the enemy- 
opened fire on Dogne beyond Tekia, 
killing a child. After opening vigor­
ous artillery and infantry fire on our 
hank of the river, the Serbian artil­
lery immediately reduqed the enemy 
to silence on the morning of August 
10th. Enemy soldiers took boat on 
the Danube, near the ancient Turkish 
fortress of Gelubatz, beyond Dogne 
Milanovats, but were repulsed.

AGAIN BOMBARDED.
LONDON, Aug. 15.

The bombardment of Belgrade hat 
been resumed by the Austrians with 
large calibre howitzers, according t: 
an official statement issued at Nisi 
on Friday, and telegraphed here by 
Reuter’s^ correspondent. There h 
said to have been no loss of life.

ANTI-GERMAN RIOT IN BOSTON.
BOSTON, Aug. 15.

The gathering to-day of 1,300 Ital­
ian reservists, who were to sail or 
the steamer Canopic to-night ant 
tneir friends, was marked, by demon 
stfations against the interned Ger 
man steamships Amerika and Cincin 
nidi, as a result of which several po 
licemen were severely injured. Th< 
sailors of the German vessels were 
struck by flying stones and sticks 
Revolver shots were exchanged be 
tween the crowd and the police, bu 
it eorild riot be learned that any tool 
effect.

AUSTRIAN NOTR ANSWERED.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 15.

• The State Department to-nigh; 
made public the reply to the United 
States rejecting the views set forth 
by the Austro-Hungarian Govern­
ment in its recent note, contending 
that the exportation of war munitions 
from America to Austria’s enemies 
was conducted on sudli a scale as to 
be “not in consonance with the defi­
nition of neutrality." Though in 
friendly language the tone of the 
note flatly denies the Austro-Hungar­
ian contentions, and recalls that that 
country and Germany furnished mu­
nitions of war to Britain during the 
Boer War, when England’s enemies 
could not import such supplies. It

The 
service of the United States or any 
other pan-American conference, are 
offered as intermediaries.

Maxim Invents
Anti-Gas Weapon.

London, Aug. 11.—Sir Hiram Max­
im, who has been engaged for some 
time in developing a means of com­
bating the poison gas used by the 
Germans, has designated a very simple 
apparatus, which apparatus the gov 
ernment is now testing. The object 
of the apparatus is to cause large and 
rapidly spreading fire by means of 
specially designed incendiary bombs 
in the path of the advancing gas at a 
distance of several hundred yards 
from the British trenches. By this 
means, since the heating of the air 
must cause an upward rush, the gas 
is driven out of harm’s way.

Sir Hiram explained the invention 
as follows : “Chlorine gas at one at­
mosphere of pressure is twice and a 
half as heavy as fire. In escaping in­
to the air it very quickly becomes 
mixed with a large quantity of air, so 
that by the time it reaches the trench­
es it is extremely light compared with 
the air, but quite strong enough to 
prove fatal.

“It occurred to me some months ago 
that if fire could be produced between 
the gas and our trenches the rapid 
upward movement of the air would 
take the cholorine along with it. A 
firm in London which proposes to 
make anti-gas bombs has designed a 
machine for throwing them with great 
accuracy at a distance of 300 yards. 
By this means fire of any size may be 
produced, and if the fire is large 
enough the gases must be dissipated.”

The British Navy 
and British Credit

The exploits of the British Navy 
have been manifold during the war, 
although no general fleet action has 
taken place owing to the refusal of 
Germany to risk her fleet of dread­
noughts against the British fleet.

One of the latest exploits is akin to 
the many deeds which are done silent­
ly and nothing said about them, if at 
all, until the feat is accomplished. 
This exploit had to do with adjusting 
the economic relations between Lon­
don and New York. In international 
commerce generally payments on im­
ports and exports are effected by bills 
of exchanges and a system of clear­
ing houses. For example say on a 
settling day Ten million dollars are 
owed by London merchants to New 
York merchants, and the same 
amounts is owed by other New York 
merchants to London merchants, it is 
clear that it is a mere matter of ad­
justment by bankers and merchants 
to make settlements without the 
transfer of gold from one place to 
another. Certain hanking houses 
make a specialty of this kind of busi­
ness and conduct what are called 
Clearance Houses. If. however, the 
indebtedness at one place is greater 
than at the other, this calls for a 
transfer of gold to the place of in­
debtedness. There is a demand for 
gold. This is what has been taking 
place in New York owing to the heavy 
purchasing of munitions by the Allies. 
The sterling rate of exchange has 
been falling and in one day last week 
it fell from $4.75 to $4.70. This af­
fected adversely the purchasing ef­
fectiveness of Britain in the States. 
Some bankers have been predicting 
exchange at $4.50. This would far 
more seriously affect the purchasing 
power. Tile usual relief for adverse 
positions is the transfer of gold. But 
the transfer of gold is dependent on 
its value on the safe carriage of it. 
Here is where the British Navy comes 
in. and it is in this respect that the 
British Navy did a special good ser­
vice last week. Appended is the 
story:

through to New York. No other cars 
were attached to the train.

In Newfound­
land, we have a special interest in the 
Navy, owing to Newfoundland being 
the chief recruiting ground on this 
side of the Atlantic for the Naval Re­
serve. Further, our commerce is an 
oversea one and can only be kept go­
ing in time of war by the supremacy 
of the British Navy which escorted our 
contingents safely across the Atlantic 
and it is to the British Navy we look 
for the safe convoying of the New­
foundland Regiment to Egypt, for 
which place they are under orders as 
soon as they have received the equip­
ment necessary for the North African 
climate, and it is the British Navy 
which will see them safe at the Dar­
danelles, when their turn comes for 
this destination.

LONDON, To-day.
Yesterday was National Registry 

Day throughout the United Kingdom. 
Every person between the ages of 
fifteen and sixty-five, was asked to 
fill out a form, giving-age, occupation 
and ability to do the* work useful to 
the State. The forms were distribut­
ed yesterday and will be collected to­
day and the government will be in 
pbssession of complete information 
as to the labor resources of the coun­
try, and the number of men avail­
able for military service.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 10.—Chief 
Justice Mathers to-day handed out a 
report on the new parliament building

IS NO CLOTHES LOVER.
London, Aug. 8.—Ashmead Bartlett, 

in the course of a despatch to the 
Daily Chronicle and other London pa­
pers, dated “Eastern Mediterranean. 
July 16th," and dealing with the role 
played by the Australians and New 
Zealanders in the Gallipoli Peninsula, 
says:

"A peculiarity of the colonial sol­
diers which distinguishes them in a 
marked degree from our men is their 
dislike of clothes. I suppose since the 
Dervishes made their last charge at 
Omdurman no such naked army has 
ever been seen in the. field. The Brit­
ish Tommy likes to move and work 
and fight with the majority of his 
worldly goods hanging around him. 
No matter what the state of the tem­
perature, the men in our front trench­
es sit with their packs on, sweating 
in the broiling sun, and will dig 
trenches without removing a garment; 
but to find the Australians now wear­
ing anything except a pair of ‘shorts’ 
is extremely rare, whethef he be in 
the trenches, in a rest camp, or on 
fatigue.

“One by one they have thrown aside 
their various articles of clothing 
First coats went, then shir.ts, then 
underclothes. Now a very large num­
ber have swept aside their boots and 
puttees, and only a lingering of de­
cency still kept alive by memories of 
the mixed bathing season at Sydney 
preserves the ‘shorts,’ which, starting 
a few months ago as full length 
trousers, have now arrived half way 
up the thigh.

"Some one remarked very truly the 
other day that this campaign at the 
Dardanelles has only been rendered 
tolerable by the excellent bathing. I 
do not suppose any other factor has 
counted so much in keeping the troops 
healthy and clean and restoring their 
spirits after days and nights in the 
stuffy, dirty, smelling trenches. Es­
pecially as the Australians and New 
Zealanders love their periodical dip. 
To them the sea and sun bath are as 
the breath of life. From earliest 
childhood they have been accustomed 
to live in the water. The bathing at 
Sydney, where as many as fifty thous­
and men, women and children take 
the water at the same time, ^s world 
famous. Now straight from the 
trenches, this endless procession of 
naked warriors, covered with sand and 
dirt, nover'eeases from sunrise to sun­
set. No sooner is the colonial re­
leased from duty than he makes for

the water—no matter the snipers and 
bursting shrapneL-for here, in far-off 
Gallipoli for a short period each day 
they imagine themselves once more 
under the southern sun, and return 
rcinvigorated and refreshed to the 
stern work of the hills above.”
