Protect Eyes
AT THE MOVIES.

In order to protect the eyes of those
who frequently attend movie shows, a
special form of spectacles has been de-
vised, says the August Popular Me-
chanics Magazine in an illustrated
article. It consists of a pair of opaque
disks mounted in regular spectacle
frames, each disk having a narrow
slit or opening through which the
wearer peers at the pictures, while
most of the eye is covered by the
disks. The principle is that of an old
method of testing the eyes for astig-
matism, called the “stenopaic” method,
which consisted in trying the patient’s
vision with spectacles having opaque
plates and small central slits some-
what like those of the new protective
movie device.

' The Fourth Year.

Lord Kitchener's pro-

phecy has been justified.

It has proved short of

i the truth instead of be-
yond it. The third year of war has
passed and the fourth is begun, with
the prospects of an end to it all ap-
parently as far distant as ever. But-
only apparently—matters move slow-
iy, but they move. A review of the
past year shows gains to the Allies
enormous in the aggregate and not to
be belittled by distorted perspective.
The Battle of the Somme has ended
in victory and the retreat of the ene-
my. Messines and Vimy were like-
wise great victories, paving the way
to the tremendous assault that has
just opened in Flanders. The situa-
tion in the Balkans has been trans-
formed, Constantine has given place
to Venizelos and Greece is united, or
soon will be, in our cause. The dis-
grace of Kut has been wiped "out,
Baghdad is ours and our forces are
strongly encamped in Mesopctamia.
Greatest event of all, the United States
is one of' the Allies and brings an in-
creasing weight to bear which in the
end will prove overwhelming. The
Russian  revolution has freed that
great country of its Germanised rul-
ers but, the one black spot, brought
it to the other extreme where it now
trembles on the brink of anarchy and
ruin. The future, though bright, is
not without its clouds, and if they
are to be dissipated the determina-
tion renewed to-day all over the Brit-
ish, Empire must be more than words.
It i3 mostly words here. There
was a plethora of words at the meel-
ing of the Patriotic Association last
night when the crux of the matter
was brought up for discussion, with
the usual result when words are of
more account than action. To-day
members of the House of Assembly
moved and seconded the resolution of
the country to continue the struggle
with inflexible determination.. A more
pathetic irony could not be imagined.
The one inflexible determination of
the House, which should act for the
country, is to avoid the slightest con-
tact with the subject. The Recruit-
ing Committee have announced that
they can do no more and asked for a
change of system; they have brought
their request to the notice of the Gov-
ernment, who have completely ig-
nored it. Some of the arguments ad-
duced in the latter’s defence last night
were curious: Several speakers con-
sidered that the voluntary system
had not failed. A most convincing
argument.  We must wait, then, un-
til that failure has materialised, with
all its humiliating consequences, be-
fore we act. And the Committee
have said in so many words that if
the system has not failed so far it
will do so very soon. But it has fail-
ed, and failed egregiously. It has
not given us proportionate returns
equal to those of any other Colony;
it has worked great injustice; it has
sent the brave man to fight and pro-
tected the slacker at home; it has de-
nuded one settlement and left its
neighbour untouched and unasham-
ed. Other speakers deplored the ne-
cessary haste. - Apparently it would
be unseemly, undignified—the coun-
try is not ready for it. Not ready,
after three years of war, for a step
every other belligerent has taken! The
only matters fit to' be hurried are
cra: ﬂngpcl;al‘ measures; the one
matter which demands haste and yet
more haste must be approached care-
fully, sifted to ‘the bottom. debated ad
nauseam. Of course the Germans will
wait for us.. They will not kiil our
men or take them prisoners until we

will be ‘debated’ again. Hasten - the
day, of which Mr. Darby wrote to us
pertinently yesterday, when the brave
men who have gone return, suych of
them as are left,’ and stand face to
face with those who refused to sup=
port them.

OUR NEW ALLY.

Mas Meeting at Colonial Build-
ing Reaffirms Determination
of Country to’ Continue the

Victorious Con-

clusion--Brilliant Scene.

In its historic capital, Newfound-
land to-day announced its firm deter-
mination to continue the war to a
conclusion, at a mass meeting held
at the Colonial Building. The occa-
sion was. auspicious and appropri-
ate because to-day marks the fourth
anniversary of the entry of Great
Britain into the war. At noon all
business in the city was suspended
for an hour and a mass of humanity
assembled in the grounds of the Col-
onial Building, the steps of - which
were bedecked with the flags of the
Allies and detachments from the Re-
giment and Forestry Battalions
and the Royal Naval Reserve, drawn
up in front of the Building made
up a splendid scene. On the
steps besides the Mayor and City
Councillors were His Excellency the
Governor and suite, the Judges of
the Supreme Court, members of both
branches of the Legisiature, several
of the clergy and many prominent
in commercial life; standing on the
steps also were the outport teachers,
who are in the city on a visit.

The City Secretary-Treasurer, Mr.
J. L. Slattery, called the meeting to-
gether and introduced His Worship
Mayor Gosling as the first speaker,
followed by His Excellency the Gov-
ernor, who, at the outset presented
Mr. J. B. Mitchell with the Military

Cross won by his gallant and heroic
son, the late Capt. John Mitehell, who
took part in the first of the fierce bat-
tles of Vimy Ridge.

The Prime Minister, Sir E. P. Mor-
ris, then moved /the following Reso-
lution on behalf of the House of As-
sembly:

“That on this the third anniversary
“of the declaration of a righteous
“war, this meeting of the citizens of
«gt. John’s records its inflexible de-
“termination to continue to a victori-
“ous end the struggle in maintenance
“of those ideals of Liberty and Justice
“which are the common and sacred
“cause of the Allies.”

The motion was seconded by the
Colonial Secretary, Hon. R. A. Squires
on behalf of the Legislative Council,
and spoken to by Homs. Dr. Lloyd,
K.C. and J. R. Bennett, Miristers of
Justice and Militia, respectively. The
principles for which we are engaged
in the war were emphasized plainly
by the various speakers who showed
that the life of the Great British
Empire was at stake in this gigantic
struggle, and if we lose the Empire
is lost for ever. We regret that lack
of space and time prevenis our givirg
a synopsis of the addresses. At the
finish of the last speech the motion
was carried by acclamation and the
playing of the National Anthem
brought the meeting to a close.

The real Work-
ing of the school may not be known
to the public, but judging from the
very excellent and comprehensive re-
ports as published in the columns of
the daily press, there was expertness
on the side of the instructors and
mutual co-operation on the part of
the teachers—who for the time were
scholars.

The subjects treated upon were
very comprehensive, and they includ-
ed the entire syllabus of our common
elementary education, as well as
some branches of higher education.
From this diffusion of knowledge
there will surely spring a rich har-

One may
be very learned and be quite a good
scholar but at the same time may be
a very incompetent. teacher, The
tact of teaching is not everybody’s to
possess, hence the benefits of the Sum-
mer -School for this purpose. Our
teachers have now been taught how
to teach.. Masters and professors of
the highest standing have addressed
them and have instructed them, and
have drilled them.

In this the promoters are
to be complimented and to be thanked
for their liberality and great gener-
osity. They may never see the full
reward of what they have done, but

- THE BATTLE IN FLANDERS.

BERLIN, Aug. 3.
A special despatch from the front
to the Berlin newspapers 2agree in
describing the battle in Flanders as
a struggle for the submarine bases in
Lelgium, as well as in characterising
it as the most stupendous combat of
the war. The British advance in
Wytschaete sector on June 7 is com-
mented upon by correspondents as
part of a strategic scheme to gain the
bcat bases, the June attack being cal-
cuiated to give the Entente forces
freedom of movement to permit them
to proceed from Ypres battle ground
in a northeasterly direction and
strike at Zeebrugge from the rear.
REGAINING GROUND.
LONDON, Aug. 3.
British troops, according to the
official statement issued to-day by
the British war office, already have
regained part of the ground lost
when the Germans penetrated , the
British front line trenches on Infan-
try Hill, to the east of Monchy-Le-
Preux, last night.

ATTACKS :REPULSED.

PARIS, Aug. 3.

The traaps of the German Crown
Prince, after an intense artillery
bombardment last night, delivered
several violent attacks against the
French positions near Cerny in the
Aisne region, along a front of about
1,500 yards. The French official state-
ment, issued this afternoon, says
that all the attacks were repulsed.
On the Belgian front the bad weather
continues. The text of the state-

HINDENBURG MNGRAMATED

LONDON, Aug. 3.

A Copenhagen despatch contains
the following message, telegraphed
by Emperor William to Field Marshal
Von Hindenburg: “It is a need of my
heart, dear Field Marshal, at the con-
clusion of the third year of this
mightiest of all wars, in which you
incessantly and with brilliant strat-
egy of arms have defied the enemy’s
superior forces and cleared the way

anew to you the Cross and Star of
the High Command of Royal Orders
of the House of Hohenzollern. T.ie
badges will be posted immediately.”

RUSSIA,

PETROGRAD, Aug. 3.

The political crisis which is still
unsolved, is taking a new form ow-
ing to a growing tendency of thé
country to divide into two  sharply
defined opposing camps. In the first
camp are the educated, especially
land and industrial classes, led by
members of the Duma and Moscow
manufacturers, while the second is
composed of Socialists of all shades
of opinion. The opposition between
the moderate Socialists and the
Boesheviki group, which reached its
height during the July revolt, is de-
clining as a result of fear by both
camps that the Duma’s Industrial
movements are reactionary and coun-
ter revolution. The chief evidence of
this division is an uneofficial session
of the Duma at which the moderate
progressive party combined with the
old reactionaries, led by Vladimir M.
Purishkevichihic, Vice President of
the Union of True Russians. In an
attack on the Socialist and Socialis-
tic policy of the Cabinet, as influenced
by the Councils of Workmen’s and
Soldiers’ and Peasants’ Delegates,
Purishkevichihic sharply assailed the
councils for trying to dictate to the
non-Socialist members of the cabinet
the manner in which they already
dictate to the Socialist Ministers. A
sensational speech was made by a
member of the Progressive Party that
Mastennikoff, who ascribed the mili-

ment follows: Bad weather persists
along the entire front in
east and south of Cerny. After a
bombardment of extreme violence, the
German forces delivered on a front
of about 1,500 yards, violent attacks
but they all were repulsed by our
fire. In the course of the fighting
we inflicted heavy losses on the ene-
my. Artillery fighting on both banks
of the River Meuse, in the Verdun
sectory was -particularly spirited in
the region of Avocourt Wood and Hill
304.

STILL HOLD POSITIONS.

British Front in France, Aug 3.—
Belgium, British, French and Ger-
mans alike along the front of the
battle in Flanders still held their po-
sitions late to-day in an iron grip of
bog land produced by torrential rain-
storms which has been deluging the
battle line from Tuesday evening un-
til to-day when it showed signs of
moderating. Beyond artillery opera-
tions north, with the exception of one
or two points, the French and Brit-
ish ‘are resting in consolidated and
strong organised positions com-
manding the territory which they
captured from the Germans in the
first few hours’ onslaught. St. Julien
to-day continued to. be a storm cen-
ire, the artillery of both sides pound-
ing steadily at their opponents’ posi-
tions about this place. 'I'he British
were again in possession of the 300
yards front just north. of Frizeburg
which the Germans wrested from
them in a counter attack late yester-
day. In a drive last night, after
heavy artillery preparation, the
British forced the Germans from this
strong position annd have held it
since. This was the only counter
attack of any consequence delivered
by the Germans since late Wednesday. |

The Patriotic Asasociation

met last night, the Gover-

nor presiding and a large

number of members at-
tending. His Excellency in his open-
ing speech drew attention to the pub-
lic meeting to be held to-day before
the Colonial Building to eelabrate the
anniversary of Great Britain's entry
into the war. He then referred to the
report of the Regiment recently pub-
lished, with particular mention of the
honors won by it, the battle of Mon-
chy, and prisoners of war, for whom
he said everything possible was being
done. Grand Falls had generously of-
fered $250 to be used for the benefit
of prisoners. The 2nd Battalion had
been moved to Barry, in Forfarshire,
the depot still remaining at Ayr. The
Foresters were doing good work on
the other side under conditions very
similar to those at home. The an-
nouncement of Capt. March’s promo-
tion to the rank of Major evoked loud
applause.

Hon. J. A. Clift submitted tlie report
of the Standing Committee, which
stated that the last draft had got
across safely. In all 3,614 men had
now been sent from Newfoundland for
active service with the Regiment. The
report mentioned that arrangements
had been made for the burying of Col-
onial soldiers in Broadwood Cemetery
at the expense of the Imperial Govern-
ment. The report then dealt at length
with the matter of criticisms of the
Committee’s work by Hon. Dr. Me-
Grath and appgaring in the official re-
ports of the Legislative Council and in

The Profits

Bill in

the Upper House.

Attempt to Rush it Through
Defeated-Adjournment Taken
Until Monday.

The prorogation of the Legislature
arranged for this afternoon has been
extended, following a discussion on
the Bill levying a Profits Tax on Busi-
ness, in the Legislative Council. The
Leader of the Government in that
Chamhber, Hon. R. A. Squires, Colonial
Secretary, moved the First Reading of
the Bill, explaining its object. The
Second Reading of the Bill elicited
prolonged discussion, speeches being
made in turn by Hon. Messrs. Milley,
Harvey, Anderson, Goodridge, Know-
ling and Winter. The various mem-
bers, whilst in accord with its general
principle, vigorously opposed the Bill
in its present form.

Hon. Mr. Milley was the fivst speak-
er. He said in effect that it was obvi-
ous that the Government hal to look
around for further finance to carry out
its obligations for the continuance of
the war, but the Bill before the House
was the result of an attempt to ride
rough-shod over the first principles of
finance and he had no hesitation in
saying if the members of the Govern-
ment had taken sufficient time to
study the question of additional taxa-
tion they would not have brought
down such an enactment. The utter
absurdity of taxing 20 per cent. of the
net profits of any business was appar-
ent to all, though he “wished it to be
clearly understood that personally he
objections to paying the
amount called for in the Bill because
if'\he did he would have remained
reticent on the matter. He was em-

ley in order for the Government to get
the money so badly needed was to in-
crease the surtax on our imports. Any
of these suggestions would be better,
he thought, and more acceptable to
the people than what is proposed in
the Bill. Agair mentioning the un-
fairness of the Bill and the impossibil-
ity of its operation, he said there were
many people in Newfoundland who
never take stock and it would be im-
possible to know how to deal with
their profits. He reiterated the un-
fairness and viciousness of the meas-
ure in its present state and coming
from a Government, without Opposi-
tion, and in too short a time to con-
sider such important legislation.

Hon. Mr. Harvey followed, contrast-
ing the original Bill with the present
one. He showed clearly that where
a business was capitalized at one mil-
lion dollars a tax of $10,000 would be
paid the Government under the first
whereas according to the amended
Bill that same business would have to
pay virtually double that amount of
taxation. He agreed with the princi-
ple of war taxation, but could not
support the present measure in its
difficult and complicated form. In
dealing at length with the effect of
the Bill he showed the consequences
that must accrue to our Trade and
Commerce. If Halifax steamers and
foreign owners of vessels chartered
here were taxable they wouid likely
stop running here. If on the other

He pointed out that laws re-
lating to excess profits taxes in opera-
tion in other places were the outcome
of careful consideration on the part
of Governments and the result of con-
fidential interviews with the legal men
representing all classes of capital and
industries, and in some cases it took
many months to come to the conclu-
sion suitable to the best interests.
But what time, he asked, had the Gov-
ernment of this country, in existence
jess than three weeks, to give to this
important matter?

In any event, if the Bill did
become law, February 1st, the time set
down for the payment of the tax would
have to be extended, as it rarely hap-
pens that the books of a big mercantile
concern close before the end of March.
Hon. Mr. Harvey aiso strongly ob-
jected to the unlimited powers giv-
en the Minister of Finance, who had
large commercial interests of his own
and was surprised that he was willing
to undertake such onerous and invid-
jous duties; besides the Minister has
enough to occupy his time by attend-
ing to the duties of his office; and in
order that the details of private busi-
nesses should not become public pro-
perty and the subject of idle gossip,
the Minister should not have anything
to do with auditing books, but provis-
ion should be made for a firm of char-
tered accountants, unbiased socially,
commercially or politically, to be en-
gaged by the Government. This he
considered would .be more fair and
just, coming under the Act. Mr. Har
vey in conclusion referred to the de-
trimental effect the Bill in its present
torm\would have on the credit of the

country, and in closing suggested that

the matter be let stand over till mext
 spring when a General Eelection will

put the issue before the people, mean-
while the tax for 1917 to be collected
if the country decide in favour of the
measure. -
Hons. Messrs. Anderson, Goodrige,
Knowling and Winter spoke briefly in
criticism of the Bill, pointing out its
crudeness and unjustness, and Tre-
quested that it be deferred for further
study and consideration. The Govern-
ment were anxious to resume discus-
sion at 8 last night, as it was con-
templated to close the House to-day,
but eventually decided to adjourn un-
til 3 p.m. Monday. ‘

Griffin and Cluet spoke in support of
the proposition which was carried
enthusiastically by a standing vote.

Afternoon Session, St. Bon’s Col-
lege.

From 2.15 to 3 Dr. Brunt lectured
on Geometry, showing why it should
be taught, and outlining course of
work for different school groups.

Then all lined up on the College
Campus and were given instruction
in Physical Culture, the ladies under
Misses Worrall and Curtis and the
men under Sergt. Major Hussey.

Mr. Morehouse then took the A
group in Nature Study, while Miss
Kelly gave an Art lesson to the ladies
of B group, and Mr. Murdock gave
some practical instruction to the men
on teaching Geometrical Drawing.

During the afternoon and evening
the teachers attended the “Sunshine
Entertainment” held at Vigornia in
aid of the “Jensen Camp Fund.” On
behalf of the teachers we again wish
fo thank Mesdames Browning and
Harvey for their kind invitation to
attend the Sunshine Entertainment,
which was thoroughly enjoyed by all.

Morning Session, St. Bonaventure's

This was
the last of his series of lectures on
Nature Study and also Mr. More-
house’s last lecture to the Summer
School students of 1917.

At 5 o’clock a number of the teach-
ers visited the Cold Storage Plant
and were shown through the plant by
Mr. H. D. Reid. The teachers are
very grateful to Mr. Reid for this
and his many other kindnesses shown
them.
