In using oil of peppermint in flav­

oring take a tiny bit up on the end of 
a toothpick and it will not be too 
strong.

Macaroni has a very high food value 
and mixed with cheese, oysters or 
dried beef makes a perfect meal a'.l by 
itself.

Winter squash is delicious cut in 
squares and baked In the oven, or 
steamed, then scooped ont of the shell 
with a spoon.

When a recipe calls for a few drips 
of onion juice a turn or two of a 
raw onion on a grater will supply 
those few drops.

A delicious salad is made of cubed 
potatoes, apples, celery, capers and 
bard foiled eggs. Marinate with 
French dressing.
- An excellent salad Is made of cab­

bages and beets with French dress­
ing; the cabbage should be shaved and 
the beets thinly sliced.

When chilling anything, such as 
dessert in a dish of cracked ice, a lit­
tle common salt sprinkled on the ice 
quickens the process.

Sour milk griddle cakes are made 
with 1 cup each of buckwheat and 
graham flour, 2 cups of sour milk and 
1 teaspoonful each of salt and soda.

Once a month choose leg of lamb 
for the weekly meat—in a family of 
four or five persons it will furnish 
nearly all the meat allowable for the 
week.

Delicious puffs can be made of foil­
ed hominy or rice, preferably hot. 1 
cupful of rice, Î4 teaspoonful of salt, 1 
tablespoonful of fat and 2 egg yolks 
beaten till thick; lastly fold tn the 
beaten whites. Bake in a quick oven.

To make at little expense a delici­
ous cream soup combine bits of left­
over vegetables press through a fine 
strainer and add to a thin white 
sauce. •

Dried Fish
There has been practically no 

change in the dried fish business since 
last reports, the trade generally ac­
cepting- the verdict of producers that 
there is relatively little available and 
that curing new stocks has been ham­
pered considerably by the weather. 
There have been some lots of soft 
Labrador available, and there Is talk 
of new developments In the export 
trade in this grade. Newfoundland 
codfish, particularly, has been taking 
the attention of the trade in New 
York of late, and sales of Porto Rico 
codfish in 448-lb. casks are reported 
to have been made here at $70 for 
large and $68 for medium. Some 
holders of Gasps are asking high pri­
ces for limited stocks, and it ifc under­
stood that the market, while not up to 
the level of the outside quotation of 
$19 is advancing and has already 
reached $18.60, according to merchants. 
The scarcity appears to be general 
throughout the East, and there Is com­
paratively little dried fish from other 
parts to be expected. It is known, 
however, that New York merchants 
have taken advantage of the oppor­
tunity to purchase Behring Sea cod­
fish and that there is considerable 
Japanese codfish already ordered and

COMFORTDischarge
A middle aged man of the South 

Side was before court this morning 
charged with beating and assaulting 
his wife, and also a police constable 
who. was endeavouring to arrest him. 
The wife on being called gave the fol­
lowing evidence : They had been 
married over 20 years and had a fam­
ily of ten, the oldest of which is a 
daughter of 18 and the oldest son 16. 
About six months ago her husband, 
the defendant, had began to keep 
company with a 22 year old girl, and 
about one month since took her to 
his house to live with him. Since 
then he has been keeping company 
with her, and the night before last 
a quarrel between him, the wife and 
the girl ensued, when he ordered the 
wife to bed. She went there, and lat­
er in the night, on coming down 
stairs to get a drink for her baby, 
who is 18, months old, she saw a gun 
in the hall, and later she noticed that 
it had disappeared, the husband hav­
ing taken it to the girl's room, where 
he then was. A little more trouble 
came up during the night when the 
wife, being assaulted and beatsh, was 
obliged to go to her children’s room, 
where she spent the night. Next 
morning he threw her out of the 
house, and her trunk of belongings af­
ter her. She therefore repaired to 
the court when three constables were 
sent to arrest him. One of the con­
stable*, called, stated that they went 
to the house, which they found locked 
and barred. They demanded admit­
tance, but the man sang out, "The 
first man who entered -he would 
shoot.” Later, the door was broken 
in, when the man was arrested. In 
the struggle which then took place 
he bit the thumb 'of one of the con­
stables, at the same time violently 
resisting arrest. The mother of the 
girl with whom the man had been 
keeping company testified that about 
six months ago he had begun the ac­
quaintance, declaring himself a wid­
ower with three children, but that 
she never knew that he was a mar­
ried man, and when she dtd, she 
would not permit him to enter her 
house.

When asked by the Judge if he had 
anything to say in his defence, he re­
plied that he had not, and hie man­
ner and speech was defiant and un­
penitent. He was fined 8100 or 30 
days for the first offence, the fine to 
go to the wife, and $10 for the sec­
ond.

For assaulting his married sister, 
an elderly man was fined $6 or 20 
days. This old gentleman, unlike the 
first, was mild in his chastisement 
and merely caught his sister by the 
throat, bending her back on a stove. 
Hence the light punishment. In the 
early stages of the proceedings his 
hearing was affected, so that he could 
not hear the Judge, but later in the 
case his hearing became somewhat 
Improved, so that he could hear the 
slightest sound.

G. Knowling, So many of our fighters have lost 
thy use of an arm through their 
wounds that special training schools 
and classes are springing up every­
where to teach them to make full 
use of their remaining hand. x

Men who have lost the right hand, 
of course, find it much harder at 
first to teach their left hand to do 
tenths of the work of both hands and 
what their right hand did formerly. 
The right hand, in fact, does nine- 
tenths of the work of both hahds, and 
the left is almost a passenger to 
most people.

But education experts are begin­
ning to recognize how much time we 
waste by not using both hands equal­
ly, and there is no doubt that in the 
schools of the future children will be 
taught to be ambidextrous. There is 
no reason why they shouldn’t, for 
out of every hundred children, three 
are born le^t handed, sexenteen 
right handed, and the remaining 
eighty are born without any definite 
preference for one hand over the 
other.

The Japanese can use both hands 
equally well, for they have been 
taught to do so in their schools for 
many years, and the Japanese Tom­
my is taught to fight equally well 
right and left handed.

Fisher­
men of Great Britain, Holland, Nor­
way, Spain and Portugal in great 
numbers went to their last homes as 
the enemy sank their trawlers. When 
the United States entered the fight, it, 
too, paid a toll of human life, all of 
which will have to be accounted for by 
the European countries which are now 
eagerly waving the white flag. In the 
calculations of loss being compiled by 
the Allies, human life is not the only 
thing to be considered. A complete 
list of the fishing craft destroyed by 
Germany, Austria and Turkey should 
be prepared and these nations compel­
led, under the peace terms, to indem­
nify the owners. In addition, a list 
should show the damage sustained ir. 
the matter of fish destroyed and lack 
of catch due-to the war. That burden, 
also, might well fall on the enemy.

Germany had an Immensely powerful 
fleet, all the more formidable because 
It was supported by the„greatest num­
ber of submarines possessed by any 
nation. It therefore was anticipated 
that notwithstanding its defeat In the 
Jutland sea fight the German high 
seas fleet would put to sea before the 
end of the war, and particularly after 
the German armies began to retire, 
and make one final and desperate ef­
fort to turn the tide. The German 
leaders must havp realized that their 
fleet was useless so long ao it re­
mained in the Kiel canal, but they 
kept it tfiere while the Allied fleets 
swept the sea, facing the certainty that 
military defeat would mean the tame 
surrender of German warships and 
the disappearance of Germany as a 
first class naval power for many 
years if not forever. It it be true 
that the German navy was ordered to 
sea for battle in the closing days of 
the war—and the report is still un­
confirmed—the decision was so long 
postponed that mutiny rendered the 
order abortive, and the delay consti­
tutes an unanswerable indictment 
against the German spirit and Ger­
man leadership.

Before the war the Kaiser arrog­
antly proclaimed that in the future 
Germany was to be a predominant sea 
power, but to-day the country which, 
repudiated him and his whole circle 
of autocrats has agreed to turn over 
many of its finest fighting ships and 
to disarm the- rest and place them un­
der Allied guard until the peace 
terms have been settled. The fact re­
mains that the German navy, develops 
ed for aggressive war, would not fight. 
After one great action, from which 
it fled in defeat, the fleet remained un­
der cover while the German armies 
reeled backward before the victorious 
Allies. It the German naval uniform 
again appears in the, ports of the 
world can it meet with anything but 
contempt? The seaman of the free 
nations are ai proud and fearless set 
of men, cherishing the highest tradi­
tions, and living up to them. How 
will they treat the representatives of 
a navy which preferred the scrap 
heap to battle on the high seas?

The merchant seamen of the Allied 
nations have declared unceasing war 
against German commerce, German 
shipp and German seamen, because of 
the'murderous and barbarous treat­
ment accorded non-combatant marin­
ers and passengers by the Germans 
during the war. This deep-rooted 
feeling will be a tremendous barrier 
against the Germans when they seek 
to resume their overseas trade. This 
widespread movement of the Allied 
merchant seamen, coupled with the 
deep disgrace into which the German 
navy has fallen, will prove a terrific 
handicap to the Germany of the future 
without counting upon the fact that 
the Allies will take drastic steps to 
limit Germany's overseas trade and 
to prevent the effective resumption of 
the policy of commercial penetration 
which ' the old Germany pursued in 
regions like South America and * the 
Far East.—St. John Telegraph.

The question of the effect of the 
war upon fish life in the sea is an in­
teresting one and involves some fas­
cinating speculations—fascinating be­
cause one has so few reliable data to 
go upon, says the Aberdeen (Scotland) 
“Fishing News."

What is the effect of the disturbance 
for example, upon the spawning and 
migration of seaflsh generally?

To what extent, if at all, will our 
fisheries bepeflt by the great falling 
off in captures, particularly of trawled 
fish? ,

What is the effect upon fish life of 
heavy gunfire and the submarine ex­
plosion of mine, torpedo, or depth- 
charge?

How long will the long-suffering 
longshore line fishermen be affected?

Some of these questions (writes F. 
D. Holcombe in the Daily Mail), in­
volve technical and scientific con­
siderations which cannot be dealt with 
here, but on the whole one may as­
sert with fair confidence that the 
“rest" which our seas are undergoing 
will prove very beneficial and will 
probably more than counter-balance 
the loss of fish life caused by explos­
ions, which; except in thickly popula­
ted areas, is possibly not so great as 
might be supposed.

The longshoreman may, therefore, 
take heart and look forward to better 
times. Before the war his industry 
was a decaying one. To-day, although 
many of his best grounds are out of 
bounds, such fish as he catches yield 
a handsome profit; and Fritz is pre­
senting him with plenty of new 
“marks” in the shape of sunken 
wrecks from which, later off he will 
reap the benefit

In cautioning- America against 
militarism, Bishop Gore probably did 
not mean to imply that this country 
was in any immediate danger of being 
infected by the disease of which we 
are trying to cure Prussia. He is 
looking, no doubt, to the future, and 
realises how the temper of a nation 
may gradually change. After the 
Napoleonic wars Germany was very 
far from being militaristic; it had 
raised-a people's army to help pull 
down Napoleon, and was proud of the 
courage with which its raw levies had 
fought, but it hoped that the work of 
the Congress of Vienna would give 
lasting peace, and for decades it re­
sisted the efforts of Prussian mili­
tarists to substitute universal com­
pulsory military service for an easy­
going militia system that would suf­
fice for defence.

These articles contain all the 

terms upon which the men engage— 
their rate of pay, their rating on 
board ship, and the number of hours 
they have to work daily. There are 
clauses relating to overtime, to sal­
vage, to the amount ot wages to he 
paid in case the vessel Is torpedoed 
or mined; there is a clause stating 
the length of time the voyage may 
take, and the latitudes within which 
the ship must keep. In addition, the 
articles contain each man’s personal 
particulars—his age, his birthplace, 
his home address, and the n*me of 
his last ship.

U-Boat Be wards.
After reading the terms of the 

Agreement to the men, the superin­
tendent impresses upon them the im­
portance of joining the «hip in good 
time. He speaks of the need for dis­
cipline during the present time, and 
draws the men’s notice to a placard 
showing the reward the Government 
will be prepared to pay the man who 
first sights an enemy submarine. Men 
with good eyesight get extra pay 
while acting as “lookers-out” within 
dangerous areas.

The agreement having been made 
out to the satisfaction of the men, 
they proceed to sign. Discharge- 
books are collected, and advance and 
allotment notes arsTssued, and the 
men disperse, with a final warning as 
to the time to be on board.
