happy and interesting address, told 
of the impressions left with" him dur­
ing his recent visit to Canada. He 
could not tail but be impressed with ; 
the interest taken by citizens gen­
erally in the development of their 
respective cities, and could not help 
contrasting same with the lack of in­
terest taken in Newfoundland hi 
practically all matters pertaining to 
the welfare and progress of the city. 
He spoke of the work being done in 
Toronto and other large cities to­
wards making these towns a pleasure 
to the eye, and Instanced the fact 
that the City of Toronto had voted 
$70,000 a year in addition to private, 
amounts being spent by bodies of 
citizens for the purpose of making 
the city a more attractive place to 
live ip. He referred to the wonderful 
libraries in evidence everywhere, and 
in one city visited, seventeen librar­
ies were available tor the use of its 
citizens. A pleasing feature was the 
special boys' and girls’ library where 
suitable literature for the younger 
generation could be obtained, and 
which he considered was absolutely 
essential to every community. In 
speaking of Higher Education, he, 
found that our neighboring Dominion 
had over 40,000 pupils enrolled for 
courses that cannot be taught here, 
and in this connection Newfoundland 
had only 124 pupils in various col­
leges abroad or a percentage of .43 
of the total enrollment, as compared i 
with .61 in Canada.

A special appeal was made to the 
Rotarlans in connection with the 
school work carried on at White Bay 
during the summer months, as two 
of the staff who were expecting to 
teach there the coming summer were 
unable to make the trip, and he ask­
ed if any Rotarlans knew of any re­
lative or friend who would be pre­
pared to go to White Bay and teach 
during the summer months that they 
communicate with him.

The Prime Minister on all occas­
ions moved the adjournment. Mon­
day he asked that further business 
be postponed until Thursday which 
means that as Friday Is a general 
holiday only two sittings will be re­
corded this week.

It is now drawing up to the latter 
part of the first half of the year and 
so far no business other than th% tab­
ling of preliminary resolutions on the 
Humher Valle, project and Railway 
has been done.

The Opposition's request for cer­
tain reports of land and water areas 
asked for at the first session is still 
unfulfilled. It is Important to have 
these reports before the resolutions 
relative to the Humber can be discus­
sed or debated and it is to be hoped 
they will be presented to the House 
on Thursday.

Carefully prepared political addres­
ses which tend to camofiage the Is­
sues as delivered by the Premier dur­
ing the last two sittings are only tak­
ing up the time of the Assembly when 
important business should be receiv­
ing proper consideration.

These addresses which contained a 
lot of matter lrrevelant to the ques­
tions before the chair are at this par­
ticular period unnecessary and un­
warranted.

The most important question to be 
answered at the present juncture is 
what Is going to become of the Rail­
way? and who is going to run the 
service after June 30th.

The Premier insinuated thait at the 
present time he .could not answer 
these questions nor could be deter­
mine who will likely be responsible 
for the operation of the railway but In 
all probability the Government will 
have to operate for several months 
to come.

In brief beginning July the first of 
this year the Government will have 
complete control of the steamers; Dock 
and Railway as It did three years ago 
when a commission was created coat­
ing the Colony some five millions of 
dollars.

The most Important business to be 
dealt with la that of finance.

Where is the Government going to 
get the two million dollars to pay the 
Reid’s one hundred and ten thousand 
dollars Interest yearly?

Where Is the Government going to 
get the money to meet the Interest 
and principal of the temporary loans 
already secured from the Bank of 
Montreal.

What method of raising money to 
meet the Hnmber Guarantee and other 
large financial votes which will have 
to be submitted by the Finance Min­
ister in his budget which it Is under­
stood will be presented to the House 
early next week.

Provision will also have to be made 
tor the sum of one hundred and fifty 
thousand dollars which the Prime 
Minister will ask to have allocated for 
relief employment in the districts of 
St. John’s Bast and West.

Previous governments during the 
session before a general election al- 
way voted a specified sum to pay 
actual expenses of same and a vote in 
the vicinity of forty thousand was 
passed.

Such procedure did not meet with 
the wishes of the government of the 
day which secretly by an rirder in 
council reserved the right to spend 
all that the, desired to buy up the 
electorate in every district, as will he 
show» thru other channels before the 
Assembly prorogues.

It is anthoratively stated that the 
recent general election cost the Colony 
over six hundred and fifty thousand 
dollars, a statement which may be 
accepted as “critically correct."

That a big portion of this six hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars waa 
spent between nomination and poll­
ing days will be proven despite the 
attempts on the pajt of the Govern­
ment to keep back from the Opposi­
tion vouchers and other Information 
relative to same as requested each 
day since the session began.

ETNA DISASTER APPALLING.
CANTANIA, June 20.

Some reports from the Etna disas­
ter say It Is evident that the force of 
the eruption la about spent, but oth­
er quarters report the situation prac- 
ticaUy unchanged with lava stream­
ing slowly but surely on Lingua 
Glossa, at the rate of about forty 
yards an hour. During the night 
the crater was enlarged by renewal 
of terrible convulsions and Its lips, 
slipping Into the seething Interior, 
were hurled to the skies, tumbling 
down sides of mountains with tre­
mendous clatter.

long shall we have nnrest, 
and insecurity; so long shall we con­
tinue to use such phrases as “Capit­
al Is on the top," or “Labor is bn the 
top,” phrases which Imply a perpetu­
al conflict. It Is this" conception of 
industry that we must change i# the 
Labor Problem is to be solved, and 
In' changing It we shall find oursel­
ves driven to reconsider our rela­
tions to the various classes of men 
and women who make up the State.

What practical changes in indus­
trial conditions should we strive for? 
Speaking as one who tor over trirty 
years haq been engaged in industry, 
and who has been dealing for the 
greater part of that time with trade 
unions and labor problems, I1 have 
come quite clearly to the conclusion 
that, whatever may be the ultimate 
framework of industry, or by what­
ever name we may call our indus­
trial system, whether it be Capitalism 
or Socialism, or anything else, there 
are certain fundamental conditions 
which must be observed if the fabric 
is to endure. I have arrived at my 
analysis of these conditions slowly, 
as the outcome of experience and ob­
servation.

The essential conditions to be ful­
filled are concerned with: wages, 
hours, economic security, the status 
of the worker, and his share in the 
prosperity of the Industry in which' 
he is engaged. I propose briefly to 
Indicate the changes which, in my 
opinion ,are absolutely necessary un­
der each of these headings.

Wages.—There can, I think, be no 
doubt at all that before the war mil­
lions of people in this country be­
longed to families whose total earn­
ings, no matter how ecenomically 
spent, were insufficient to meet the 
bare needs of physical efficiency. The 
war brought about a marked im­
provement in the economic condition 
of practically all wage earners, but, 
taking the nation as a whole, that im­
provement has been lost. The estima­
ted average Increase in wages over 
1914 now coincides almost precisely 
with the estimated increase In the 
cost of living. I think; therefor^, 
that we are fully justified in assuming 
that now, as a decade ago, there are 
in England millions of people who 
are living below the poverty line. 
While that is the case we shall never 
have industrial peace; indeed, we 
ought not to expect or even desire It. 
All who, either directly as employers, 
or indirectly as shareholders or fin­
anciers, are engaged In industry, 
should set before them as a definite 
object the elimination of “poverty

fumaroies Is very high. Lead and 
zinc were melted In the hot gases 
Issuing from a number and alumin­
um utensils placed in them became 
soft. One was found to have a tem­
perature of almost 1,200 degrees 
Fahrenheit. Although the emana­
tions consisted almost entirely of su­
perheated steam, the temperature 
was so high that a stick thrust into 
the fumes smoldered and burst into 
flame.

The Valley of Ten
Thousand Smoke:.

"The -' Valley of Ten Thousand 
Smokes" is the title of a volume just 
Issued by the National Geographic 
Society of the United States, the au­
thor being Dr. Robert F. Griggs, 
feeder of an expedition fitted ont by 
the Society to study the eruption of 
Mount Katmai in Alaska, and discov­
erer of the valley which furnishes a 
title to the volume.

Although unaware at the time of 
the mighty upheavel of Mount Kat­
mai, almost every Inhabitant of the 
continent of America felt its effect, 
one of which was the cold, damp sum­
mer of 1912, caused by the intercep­
tion of so much sunlight by the dust 
from the eruption, which quickly 
was carried around the world. Even 
in cloudless Sahara the sky was 
overcast; and it Is believed that a 
succecssion of such eruptions could 
plunge the earth into another ice 
age.

Katmal's explosion was unnoticed 
because it was so remote. Had the 
upheavel taken place in New York 
the sulphurous fumes would have pol­
luted the air everywhere east of the 
Rocky Mountains, the noise would 
have reverberated like an artillery 
duel across the Central States, and 
the lower Hudson itself would have 
been a giant tomb with few ruins 
even to tell the story. At least, that 
is what Dr. Griggs believes.

Fortunately, Katmal’s eruption 
provided geographers one of their 
greatest opportunities for studying 
volcanic phenomena without any hu­
man toll. Katmai Village, twenty 
miles from the crater, was deserted 
because all the natives had gone fish­
ing, according to their summer cus­
tom. Kodiak, the. nearest settlement 
of consequence, and the most import­
ant town in an area larger than Ohio, 
is a sleepy village of 409 people, 
where a mosquelike Russian church

is a relic of the ode-time 
America.

A Feet er Mere of Ash.
An area around Katmai half again 

bigger than Delaware was covered 
wu:: r fcot or more of ash, enough 
to de. / all but the hardiest her­
baceous lants. Before the explos­
ion a su,: eating blanket of incan­
descent sa. •’ burst through orifices 
in the floor ,’ the valley. When the 
explosion cl. t two cubic miles of 
material was b.own off the top of the 
volcanic mountains, and its present 
whereabouts still is a mystery to 
scientists. »

The aftermath of this eruption 
promises to be one of the most inter­
esting national heritages. Beyond 
Katmai lies a great valley, from the 
floor of which ascend countless col­
umns of steam. These great, rolling 
clouds of vapour, which go billowing 
down the valley, sometimes trailing 
out before the wind a mile or more, 
have an uncanny fascination.

Fumaroies, or vents, through which 
the steam escapes, disclose encrus­
tations of the greatest beauty, vari­
ety and color. There are masses of

a rival In Victoria Falls. The Ro­
torua distict of New Zealand Is a 
competitor of the Yellowstone.. The 
crater of Katmai must stand compari­
son with KUauea and Crater Lake.

Not so with the Valley of Ten 
Thousand Smokes. It is unique. 
Nothing approaching it has ever 
been seen by the eye of man. To 
find a parallel we must search the 
records of geology, for here we have 
such a volcanic outburst as the geo­
logist finds recorded in the rocks of 
the past, but never before has had 
an opportunity to observe in the 
world of the present.

Beyond Comparison.
In the size of the rente and the 

quantity of smoke given off the val­
ley is so far beyond other volcanic 
districts that no other place can for 
a moment be compared with it. Well 
within truth, one might say that the 
sum total of the emanations from all 
the other volcanees of the American 
Continent, from the Aleutians to 
Patagonia, except during rare peri­
ods of a dangerous eruption, is much 
less than given off within the radius 
of vision from fhe Valley of Ten 
Thousand Smokes. .

Indeed, If one could pick up all the 
other volcanoes in the whole world 
and set them down together, side by 
side as close as they could stand, 
they would present much less of a 
spectacle, always excepting a period 
of dangerous eruption

So remote are these that members 
of the National Geographic Society’s 
expeditions are the only white men 
who have yet explored them; but 
they are not inaccessible. A broad, 
deep harbor renders a landing easy, 
and fifty miles of roadway will place 
this natural wonderland within the 
compass of a day’s automobile trip 
from the harbor, named- Geoghaphic 
Harbor, in honor of the National Geo­
graphic Society, which disçovered 
and explored the region.—Family 
Herald.
