The only way in which the fly danger
can be radically and effectively pre-
vented is by improvement in the hous-
ing and general sanitation and clean-
liness of the COity, but a very great
improvement would be effected if citi-
zens would k2ep the fly nut of their
houses by screening doors and win-
dows and would protect food and milk
from infection by using simple gauze
covers.

There is no reason to believe that
the water supply is ‘n any way re-

phoid. The history and distribution
of the outbreak are oppose'd to such
a supposition, and the City water-
supply, when exainined recently,
showed -a high degree of purity, both
bacteriologically and chemically.
Fortunately the typhoid cases in
the city have, so far, been of a mild
type. Almost all the cases have bheen
paratyphoid—a comparatively mild
and non-fatal form of the disease.
There has only been one fatality at-
tributed to typhoid, and in this case
the diagnosis was somewhat doubt-
ful

Roman Ruins in Enéland

TO ENRICH BRITISH MUSEUM.

HARROGATE.— (A P.)—Further de-
tails of the discovery mear Harrogate
of the 2,000 year old Roman ecity of
Isurium make it apparent that the
city covered about 70 acres and was
surrounasd by a wall a mile in cir-
cumference, nine feet thick, and abont |-
20 feet high.

The find is one of the most inter-
esting made in England for 50 years,
and has attracted the attentiom of .no-
ted archeologists of Great Britain and
the continent. The excavations were
easily recognized as the ancient Ro-

found. Its location is on the exact
spot indicated in the sixteenth cen-
tury maps of Roman Britain.

Already maich of the wall has been.
exposed, including portions of a mul-
ti-angular tower. Close by were por-
tions of a building, probably a grain
warehouse, with the stone work in
‘perfect preservation. A Roman. road
30 feet wide was discovered a short
distance from the granary. ;

Many coins and much pottery and
glassware have been found scattered
over the entire city. ‘The work will
be continued until the entire city has
been uncovered. It is probable that
most of the relics will be presented
to the British Museum.
