During the struggle, 
Mr. Phillipe disharged a pistol, shot one

—8.

Mr. Elliott could not help thinking that 
the Town Solicitor was mistaken in his 
opinion regarding the legality of the 
Town entering into a lease with the view 
to purchase property, and hoped he would 
carefelly reconsider the matter.

Mr. Massie replied that possibly, Mr. 
Elliott was possessed of more legal lore 
than Mr. Guthrie, still the Council had 
to remember that their Solicitor had 
hitherto steered them clear of all quick­
sands, and he had full confidence in him 
guiding them aright in the present in­
stance.

Mr. Robertson twitted Mr. Elliott with 
inconsistency inasmuch ns at one time

Travels of king Amadeus.

New York, Aug. A Geneva special 
saya that as the Arbitration progresses 
the probabilities increase that the verdict 

. will be against England, that it will be 
in the form of *a declaration of her gen­
eral responsibility for the acts of Confe­
derate croisera, and the award will be a 
gross amount of damages of some magni­
tude. There is reason to believe that 
the case of the Georgia is the weakest, 
and has been practically abandoned. 
The case of the Shenandoah, however, is 
pressed closely, and indemnity for the 
losses to the whaling fleet is especially 
urged. The discussion proceeds faster 
than was generally expected. The Eng­
lish counsel give particular emphasis to 
the argument that the Tribunal, under 
the Treaty of Washington, has.no right 
to examine the conduct of England in 
her execution of the municipal law, and 
they maintain that no nation is responsi­
