The duty of the State to make fitting
rovision for vhe education of the youog
i » proposition which is now receiving
general recognition. The Temporal and
the Spiritual are no longer twin sisters;
they have been readily rent asunder by
the sbock which has brought the first
and proudest nation of Continental Eu-
rope 10 its kueces. The age of Charch:
and-State is rapidly passing away and
all religious teaching must henceforth
commend itself to the cousciences of the
people, relying upon their voluntary
acceptance and will-offerings. It scarce=
1y falls within the scope of our imme-
diate-purpose to moralize unon this re-
yolation and to speculate upon all its
widespreading consequences. There is,
powever, one of its proXimate results
which concerns our present subject.
With the disappearance of Chureh and
State conpection must come the end of
what may be denominated Secta-
rian OF Ldenominational education,
Edacption s rapidly  becoming a
State, a purely secu'ar affair. In Kog-

Jand the tendency jn this direction is
palpably manifest in the Education Bill
passed by the Imperial Parliament, dur=
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ing its last session, and which bas just
become the law of the land. Itis true that
bill makes provision for the continuance
of demominaticnal schoole; but who can
fail®%o detect in theresiriotions and con=
science~claims which it imposes the
death-knell of sectarian edueation 7
That measure mast be regarded as the
entrance of the thin end of the wedge
which.is to seperate secuiar education
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from denominational control, as the Irish
Church Bill is undoubtedly the thio end
of the wedge “destined to completely
gover Church and State. Our present
business is not to enier the arena of po=
lemigal ‘discussion but merely to state
facts. Campulsory State Education has
long" obtained in Prussia ; and who will
gay tbat it has not conttibutéd towards
lacing Prussia in the front rank of

uropesan. nations. ° Knowledge is
power,’ whether in the Coancil, the hame
fet or the batticfield. The era of Com-
pulspry State Hdueation is dawning in
Great Britain, and it will doubtless
soon find its way to the Coloniea. The
Domiaion of Canada has loug possessed
a very compleie system of national edu-
cation ; and the compulsory provision
is about to be engrafted upon that sys-
tem. lndeed, it appears tous that tbe
compulsory provision forms a necessary
part of afreo state system of eduacation
Remove the incentive to regular atten-
dance involved in the payment ot direct
tuition fees or school taxes, and compul-
sory attesdance wou'd appear to become
almest pecessary. Turning from geo=
eral principles to that which more nearly
eoncerns the reader, there need be no
hesitation in asserting that the present
gso-called school system has been tound
to be illsuited and wholly inadequate to
the circumstances and wants of British
Colambia. Never more than a tentative
measure, it has probably received as fall
and fair a trial s the cnlonists can
afford to give 1t. Amongst the several
sabjects demanding the attention of the
Legislature that of Edocstion may pro=
bably be regarded as ranking next to
that of Confederation. Eserywhere, in
town and in distiict, the want of a
liberal and workable school system is
felt ; nor can tbe country brovk delay.
It must, therefore, devolve upon the
Liegislative Coancil, at it8 next session,
to make provision for ibis. great snd
univessal want. It is not the object of
the present article to define, or even
to outline, the system Wwhich we thick
ought to be adopted ; but it may be
remarked that in 5 Colory so scattered,
and presenting sach @ diversity ot
conditions, it may be found necessary
in the frst insiance to. adopt a system
which, while it must necessarily be
more or less crude, will possess  suffiei-

ent elasticity to meet, as far as. may be
found practicable, the varyiog circum-
