grumbling and fault-finding. But those 
who complain should not be in too 
great a hurry to come to a decision. It 
is not easy to understand the full signifi­
cance of the documents which we pub­
lished yesterday. It would take a 
practical business man some hours’close 
study to comprehend their full intent and 
meaning. It is not often that newspaper 
readers scan even official documents 
very closely. Would it not be well then 
for those who are dissatisfied with the 
action of the Government to suspend, 
judgment for a few days until they hear 
the offer fully discussed and have had 
time to consider the matter coolly and 
dispassionately ?

It must not be thought that because 
the Government have rejected Mr.
Bodwell’s offer they are opposed to 
the British Pacific Railway scheme.
Nothing is more common in every-day 
life than for a man to refuse to buy 
what he badly needs and greatly desires 
because he believes the price asked for 
it, good as it is, and much as he wants 
it, is too high. This is precisely the case 
with the offer to construct the British 
Pacific which the Government has just 
been considering. There is not, we 
venture to say, a single member 
of the Government who does not ar­
dently desire to see the northern sec­
tion of the Province opened up by rail­
ways. They are fully aware of the ad­
vantages that would result to the Prov­
ince from constructing a railroad from 
the Pacific to the eastern boundary of 
the Province. But it is easy to under-; 
stand that they may consider that even 
those great advantages can be bought, 
too dearly, or they may after careful 
study have come to the conclusion 
that the Province cannot afford 
to pay the price asked for them, or they 
maybe of opinion that those who offer 
to do the work are giving too little and 
asking too much. •

The mere fact that the Hon. Mr. Tur­
ner and his colleagues did not close with 
the offer made by Mr. Bodwell on behalf 
of the projectors does not warrant any­
one in believing that they are opposed 
to the construction of the British Pacific, 
or that they are not alive to the neces­
sity of developing all tfie resources of 
the Province. To find fault with the 
Premier because he wrote in one of his 
letters “ My government is not prepared 
to go so far even for this presumed 
benefit as to seriously affect the financial 
position of the province for a great 
number of years to come,” is most un­
reasonable. If the gentlemen forming 
the Government were of opinion that to 
accept the offer would injuriously affect 
the financial position of the province for 
many years to coine it was their 
bounden duty to reject that offer.

It is for the members of the Legisla­
ture and the electors of the province 
generally, carefully to inquire whether 
this would be the case or not, and if they 
come to the conclusion that the 
financial condition of the Province does 
not warrant the Government’s assum­
ing the additional burden involved in 
the acceptance of the offer, they, so far 
from blaming the Government for tak­
ing the course they did, should com­
mend them for having the moral cour­
age in the face of many difficulties to do 
what they believed to be right and for 
lhe advantage of the people.

The question as to whether the Gov­
ernment in this matter of the British 
Pacific have done right or wrong is one 
not to be decided hastily or on insuffi­
cient information. On the contrary it 
is one that requires much serious 
thought, full knowledge of the particu­
lars of the offer and sufficient business 
ability to see what bearing they have 
on the completed transaction.

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seems to be that though both the strait 
and. the bay tna v in «fact be open all the 
year round, neither can- be navigated 
effectively except from a hunt the middle 
of June lo the end of October, a period 
of four and a half months. This, no 
doubt, would involve only a season trade 
between Port Churchill and the United 
Kingdom, but it must be remembered 
that the same difficulty presents 
itself in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
and it is not claimed that Hudson’s Bay 
can do more for the North-West 
than the Gulf of St. Lawrence does for 
the rest of Canada. As to the feasibil­
ity of navigating Hudson’s Bay in the 
summer months, that has long ago been 
settled by the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
whose vessels for two centuries and 
more have been trading with the United 
Kingdom, with a loss in the course of 
that long period of only two ships. It 
is estimated that upwards of 800 vessels 
have passed through 'the strait at one 
time or another, the bulk of these being 
sailing ships. What is asserted is, how­
ever, that steam has robbed ice naviga­
tion of many of its difficulties and 
dangers, and that powerfully-constructed 
steamships need not hesitate to go into 
waters which Hudson, Baffin, and their 
successors could not safely penetrate in 
their fragile sailing craft, except at 
very limited periods of the year. 
Apart from ice, there certainly seem no 
unusual dangers to shipping either in 
Hudson’s Strait or Bay, while as regards 
harbor accommodation Port Churchill 
would appear to offer all the advantages 
of a first tlass port. Its approaches are 
described as well marked; it is protected 
from storm, and it possesses an excellent 
anchorage ground. It is, in short, a 
natural port, ready to hand for those 
who desire to tap the resources of the 
Northwest territories at a convenient 
point. The promoters of - the railway to 
Port Churchill hope to obtain not only a 
government grant in the shape of money 
and land, but the offer of a bounty for 
a line of steamers to the United 
Kingdom. Perhaps they are unduly san­
guine, but their efforts to open up new 
sources of traffic for shipowners deserve 
to be treated with respect and considera­
tion. Byjthis time the navigability of 
Hudson’s Bay for a considerable season 
of the year must be taken as having 
been definitely established, and in these 
circumstances any attempt to turn it to 
general commercial account is unques­
tionably to be encouraged. The tapping 
of the rich Northwest territories was 
scarcely the object of the explorers who 
endeavored to find the North-west pass­
age, yet this may not improbably prove 
to be a very important result of their en­
terprise, despite the fact that the more 
northerly Atlantic route which the Hud­
son’s Bay scheme involves must always 
carry with it no small risk from icebergs.

There are, no doubt, many who will 
consider that the Shipping Gazette’s 
reasoning is very far from being conclu­
sive, but these sceptics will have to ad­
mit that having obtained the aid of so 
influential and so conservative a period­
ical as the Shipping Gazette is to the 
projectors of the Hudson’s Bay Railway 
and those who believe in itg feasibility 
a very great advantage.

country districts are ordered to vacate 
them and concentrate in places occupied 
by troops, and' all travel is prohibited 
except as permitted by military com­
manders, who are invested with arbi­
trary power in all these matters.

The recognition of the insurgents will 
be of very little advantage to peaceable 
persons in Cuba who are harassed by 
these regulations. And the Republic of 
Cuba, as the insurgents are grandilo­
quently called, can afford the oppressed 
and worried inhabitants no relief. If 
the insurgents had a foothold in Cuba ; if 
they had anything like an organized Gov­
ernment,recognition by the United States 
would be of some benefit to them ; but 
since they possess none of the elements 
of nationality the moral aid and com­
fort which they are getting from the 
United States is likely to do them more 
barm than good.

would to-day be one of the most pros­
perous countries under the sun. It 
may, we think, at the outset be admit­
ted that the effects of the National Pol­
icy have not been as bad as its oppon­
ents feared, nor so good os its advocates 
anticipated. The upholders of the Na­
tional Policy, however, aie not disap­
pointed with the results achieved, and 
they
tuting for the policy of moderate 
protection under which Canada has 
grown and prospered during the last 
seventeen years a policy of free trade. 
The Montreal Gazette in its article on 
the Budget Debate takes a comprehen­
sive view of the question. It says :

On that policy the Conservatives can 
challenge the widest discussion. They 
stand to-day where they have stood for 
twenty years. In 1878, and in every 
election since, they declared themselves 
for a moderate degree of protection in 
the tariff. There is no measure that 
can be applied to the country’s growth 
and wealth that does not show satisfac­
tory results since their policy was adopt­
ed. Commerce has increased in every 
branch, foreign as well as domestic. 
Wealth has accumulated. kailroads 
have been built. Old towns 
have grown larger and new towns 
have sprung up. And, when a 
time of deep commercial depression 
came to all the'great countries of the 
world, Canada was so little affected that 
all jher neighbors wondered at her 
strength. The Conservatives propose to 
continue in force the tariff principles 
under which these results were achieved 
and these conditions noted. The Lib­
erals propose to inaugurate a radical 
change, to do away with the protective 
features of the tariff, and let' invested 
capital and established industries and 
those employed in them look out for 
themselves. The very danger of this 
revolution will have a deterrent 
influence on trade. The likelihood 
of its being enforced will be par­
alyzing to commerce. Canada, should 
the Liberals get control of Par­
liament, will have an experience such as 
the United States went through in 1893, 
and the political effect of which was so 
great that the party there, which did in 
a mild way what the Liberal party here 
proposes to do in a severe way, was actu­
ally overwhelmed when the time came 
for the people to pronounce on its work. 
Canadian business men cannot afford, 
by their votes, to invite a state of affairs 
that proved so disastrous to their neigh­
bors. If the Budget debate has done 
nothing else, it has shown the danger to 
established business institutions, and to 
those interested in them, that a Liberal 
success at the polls would mean.

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AN EXPERTS OPINION. to $100,000 has often to be expended 
a mine before it is put on a paying basis. 
If the tax gatherer stands at the mouth 
of a tunnel or a shaft to levy tribute out 
of the sales of ore before the property is 
on a paying basis that tax-gatherer is 
nothing more nor less than an oppressor.

“ But the profits of mining enterprise 
should not be taxed out of proportion to 
other industries. A two per cent, tax 
on the profits of mining industry would 
be an excessive tax. It would have a 
most deterrent effect on enterprise and 
capital. Successful mines create valua­
ble property more rapidly than any 
other enterprise. They add rapidly to 
the wealth of the province. They "nre­
mote and stimulate trade. If the de­
velopment of the mineral resources of 
the province proceeds apace the 
of British Columbia will make hundreds 
of millions for their owners inside of 
twenty years. A tax of one per cent, on 
the profits will bring millions into the 
provincial treasury, in addition to the 
taxes raised on railroads, smelters, 
mills, foundries, factories, improved 
lands, office buildings, stores and dwell­
ings.

“ Suppose that a two per cent, tax 
was exacted from the Le Roi mine dur­
ing development. The owners of that 
property were working on it for five 
years before they made a profit. The 
proceeds of every pound of ore sold dur­
ing that time was devoted to paying the 
wages of labor and buying supplies, to 
timber and drill and blast. Would 
it. not have been urfwîSe imd unjust, 
for any government to have levied an 
injpost on that ore during that period 
of development. And yet if the proposed 
tax as now framed becomes a law 
whether the prospect is making money 
or not many other such properties will 
be marred in their development. The 
Le Roy to-day is one of the great mines 
of the world and as it is capable of 
making a million a year a provincial tax 
of 1 per cent, will realize $10,000 a year 
for the province. Many other such 
mines in the province are only awaiting 
capital and enterprise and it would be 
wisdom on the part of the government 
to wait till they are making money be­
fore they be asked-to pay direct tribute 
to the state.

The Northwest Mining Association 
Meeting—Immense Interests 

in British Columbia. US
ENRAGED ITALIANS.

! mtn-A Glorious Future in Store—The 
Contemplated Tax on Min­

eral Discussed.

The Italians are taking their defeat in 
Abyssinia greatly to heart. They feel it 
to be a disgrace to he badly beaten by a 
set of semi-barbarians whom they have 
hitherto despised. But the Abyssinians 
are not such savages as they have been 
represented to be. They are a brave 
and hardy people who are now well- 
versed in the art of modern warfare. 
They have, it is said, as good weapons 
as the Italians are armed with and they 
know as well how to use them. It is 
also believed that the Abyssinian army 
is virtually under the command of Euro­
pean officers. These statements may be 
true or they may have been invented by 
Italians to account for their being beaten 
by an army of barbarians.

There are many who wonder what the 
Italians-are doing in Abyssinia. They; 
are not a colonizing nation, and they are 
not in a position to carry on a war in 
Africa or, indeed, anywhere else. But 
Italy, some years ago, when the British 
and Egyptians were fighting the Mahdi, 
took a notion to have a finger in the 
African pie, choosing Abyssinia as its 
sphere of influence. It has been there 
ever since, but does not seem to have 
made much headway. The people of 
Italy are so disgusted with the defeat 
of a few days ago that it-seems likely 
they wiM abandon the attempt to col­
onize Abyssinia altogether. It seems 
that one of the immediate ef­
fects of the defeat will be 
the disruption of thd Italian 
ministry. The people are- disposed to 
punish the members of the Government 
for the Abyssinian disgrace. This does 
not appear to be very logical, but it is 
natural for an enraged populace to find 
a victim, and the one.nearest at hand is 
"always certain to be pounced upon. 
There is nothing to show that the Italian 
Government is directly responsible for 
the disaster. The probability is that 
the defeat of the army m Abyssinia is 
owing to causes over which the Italian 
Government had no control, and that 
the people are perfectly unreasonable 
when they visit the sins of the military 
commanders on the heads of the civilian 
members of the Government; but the 
effects of their wrath will be none the 
less severe becausé it is merely an out­
burst of unreasoning anger.

Mr. G. B. Dennis, president of the 
Northwest Mining Association, arrived 
in the city yesterday morning.

shown at the recent convention in Spok­
ane, when he welcomed the members 
from the states and this province. “ We 
have met here,” he said, “representa­
tives of two great peoples—one of - the 
Stars and Stripes, of American demo­
cracy, with its sudden, magnificent 
growth, its burning energy and limitless 
power; the other of the Union Jack, of 
a state consecrated by the longest and 
noblest record of national stability and 
political honor in the world’s history.

“ That future ages will chronicle as the 
greatest amalgamator she who is the 
author of the most perfect welding of 
hearts, Her Majesty the Queen oi Eng­
land.”

The spirit breathed through this ad­
dress is that.of a man sincerely anxious 
to blend the social and industrial and 
commercial relations of the two peoples 
into one. And it is most fitting that 
such a man should have been chosen as 
the first president of a great new asso­
ciation..

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If BRITAIN’S FOOD SUPPLY.

The talk that there has been lately 
about Great Britain’s isolation has set 
men thinking and inquiring. The ene­
mies of Great Britain see that the in­
habitants of the British Islands must, to 
a very great extent, depend upon foreign 
nations for the food they eat mdre than the 
raw materials of their manufactures. It 
would, they aver, not be very difficult in 
time of war to starve the British into 
submission. Patriotic Englishmen see 
that there is more truth in this than they 
are disposed to admit before all the world. 
In order that the population of the 
Three Kingdoms may have a full sup­
ply of food under all circumstances the 
British Government has gone on 
strengthening its navy until it is more 
than a match for the combined fleets of 
the two greatest maritime nations in the 
world. But this precaution is not by 
some deemed sufficient. They are look­
ing about them to see if Great Britain 
in the matter of food supply cannot be 
made independent of all the 
world. Mr. James Lang in the 
January numberof theNineteenth Cen­
tury asks the question, “ Can the Em­
pire feed its people?” and his answer 
given in great detail is a most satis­
factory “Yes.” He shows that Great 
Britain and her colonies and dependen­
cies with very little extra effort can pro­
duce all the bread, meat and dairy pro­
ducts that the millions of the Mother

We believe that the people of Canada, 

•on the whole, are substantially of the 
same opinion as the Gazette. One chief 
reason for this opinion is that although 
a section of the Liberal party, of which 
Sir Richard Cartwright is the chief, has 
been for the last seventeen years advo- 

-cating free trade, there is not to-day in 
this Dominion a free trade party. In 
fact the free traders, save and except 
the dauntless Sir Richard, have found it 
necessary to keep free trade more and 
more in the background, It is signifi­
cant that the nearer we get to the time 
in which an appeal to the people must 
hi made the less is said by Liberal news­
papers and Liberal politicians about 
free trade. This of itself is'evidence of 
the strongest kind in favor of the Na­
tional Policy. It shows the firm hold 
that it has on the people of every shade 
of political opinion.

Take the War Eagle as another in­
stance. Governor Hauser and his-asso- 
ciates spent $60,000 in developing the 
War Eagle and adjacent properties and 
finally abandoned1 the undertaking as 
unprofitable. Would it not be folly to 
levy tribute on his ore shipments during 
his unprofitable working of these pro­
perties. Further development revealed 
the fact that the War Eagle group were 
among the great gold producers of the 
continent, and now the government can 
in justice and equity levy a fair tax on 
its profits.

“ Moreover, l am satisfied that? a one 
per cent, impost on net mining profits 
will in the end yield bigger revenue to 
the public treasury than a two per cent, 
tax. A two per cent, tax looks and is 
oppressive, while a one per cent, tax 
paying mines will not retard mineral 
development to any great extent. The 
prospector needs and deserves all the 
help and assistance which the govern­
ment can afford during development 
work.

THE HUDSON’S BAY R. R.
f-

The Shipping Gazette and Lloyds’ List 
has given the Hudson’s Bay Railway 
project its powerful aid. That very re­
spectable and influential newspaper, in 
its issue of the 17th ult., warmly advo­
cates the enterprise. It sets forth the 
advantages of the proposed road to the 
Canadian Northwest at considerable 
length. But it sees, to use its own 
language, “ the usefulness of the project 
now put forward must depend 
upon the accessibility of Hudson’s 
Bay to maintain traffic.” The 
Shipping Gazette is of opinion that Hud­
son’s Bay and Strait are accessible to 
maritime traffic, and it clearly states 
the grounds on which it bases its 
opinion. This is what it says with re­
spect to the navigability of Hudson’s 
Bay :

To the ordinary mind its very name is 
associated with ice and snow, and with 
general climatic conditions of a semi- 
Arctic character. It would appear, how­
ever, that the bay is by no means so 
black as it is painted. It is, it seems, in 
a sense open to navigation all the year 
round, and, though ice forms round its 
shores, this rarely extends f r more than 
half a mile from the land, and is said to 
be never so solid but that it could be re- 
mov ‘d by an ice-breaker. Then, again, 
there i- no evidence that Hudson’s 
Strait an/more than the great bay it­
self is actually closed at any season* On 
the other hand, there is an admitted in­
terruption from the Polar ice which 
comes down from the Arctic seas by way 
of Fox’s Strait from April to July.

a rearrangement of the Dreibund, hinted 
at from St. Petersburg, as one of the re­
sults of the terrible disaster to the Ital­
ian army in Abyssinia, is attracting 
more attention than the matter, it is 
claimed, really deserves under yie cir­
cumstances.

THE ROYAL FAMILY MOURNING

for the late Prince Henry of Battenberg 
having expired the first drawing room 
of the season will be held at Bucking­
ham palace on Wednesday, March 11. 
The function will be held for the Queen 
by the Princess of Wales, who will come 
from Sandringham to Marlborough House 
for the purpose on Monday. It will be 
held as usual in the throne room, which 
has during the past few weeks received 
some special decorations. The Princess 
will be assisted by Princess Louise, the 
Duchess of Teck, the Duchess of Saxe- 
Cobourg, and her daughter the Princess 
Alexandra will also assist. The Dukes 
of Saxe-Cobourg, Connaught and York, 
with Prince Christian and the Duke of 
Teck, will also be present. There will 
be about 200 presentations from the 
general company, and a large audience 
of diplomatic and official personages. 
The Prince of Wales will not attend 
owing to his yachting cruise in the 
Mediterranean.

The marriage of the Princess Maud of 
Wales to Prince Charles of Denmark, 
who is an officer in the Danish navy, is 
expected to take place at the end of July, 
thus prolonging the Loudon season for a 
month. In the meantime the Princess 
of. Wales and her daughters have plan­
ned to go to Copenhagen, where she will 
select the furniture and decorations for 
the new home of Princess “ Harry,” as 
she is popularly termed. Prince Charles 
will inherit a large fortune from his 
mother, the Crown Princess, who at the 
time of her marriage was the greatest 
heiress in Europe. She inherited the 
fortune from her father, King Charles of 
Sweden, and the fortune of hei mother, 
the Princess Louise of the Netherlands, 
which was estimated at $15,000.000. It 
is believed the marriage will be solem 
nlzed in the Chapel Royal, St. James’ 
Palace. The wedding of Queen Victoria 
and some of her daughters was celebrat­
ed in the Chapel Royal. It is from St. 
James’ Palace, although no longer the 
résidence of the Sovereign, that the Brit­
ish Court derives its official title, “the 
Court of St. James.”

THE AMENDED DRAFT
With the Changes Suggested in Conference 

and Proposed Act of the Legislature.

Respecting the British Pacific 
Railway Company.—Whereas, under and 
bv virtue of an act of the legislative assem­
bly of the province of British Columbia, 
passed the sixth day of February, A. D. 
1889, entitled an “Act to incorporate the 
Canadian Western Centra! Railway Com­
pany,” certain persons therein named were 
constituted a corporation under the name 

"Western Central Railway 
Company, and were authorized to lay out 
and construct and operate a certain railway 
therein more particularly referred to ;

And whereas by divers other acts of the 
said legislative assembly, the said charter 
has been amended and changed from time 
to time, and provision has been made for 
the granting by way of 
company certain portions of the public 
lauds of the province of British Columbia;

And whereas it has been deemed advis­
able to make provision for the transfer of 
the charter granted to the said Canadian 
Western Central Railway Company to a 
corporation to be formed"under the name 
of the British Pacific Railway Company, 
as hereinafter referred to, and that the said 
grants of land and all other public aid pro­
vided for the construction of the said 
Canadian Western Central Railway should 
become the property of the British Pacific 
Railway Company;

And whereas in order to carry out the 
said arrangement a contract had been en­
tered into, which contract, with the 
schedule annexed, has been laid before the 
legislative assembly of this province for its 
approval and a copy thereof is appended 
hereto, and it is expedient to approve and 
ratify the said -contract and to make 
vision for the carrying out of the same:

Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the 
advice and consent of the Legislative 
Assembly of the Province of British Col­
umbia. enacts as follows :

(1) This act may be cited as the “ British 
Pacific Railway Act.”

(2) The said contract, a copy of which, 
with the schedule annexed, is appended 
hereto, is hereby approved and ratified, 
qnd the government is hereby authorized 
to perform and carry out the conditions 
thereof accordingto their purport.

(3) For the purpose of incorporating the 
persons named in the said contract and 
those who shall be associated with them in 
the undertaking and of granting to them 
the powers necessary to enable them to carry 
out the said coniract according to the terms 
thereof, the Lieutenant-Governor in Coun­
cil may grant to them, in eonformily with 
tbe said contract, under the corporate name 
of the British Pacific Railway Company, a 
charter conferring up m them the fran­
chises, privileges and uoxvers embodied in 
the schedule to the said contract and to 
this act appended, and such charter being 
published in the British Columbia Gazette 
with any order or orders of council relating 
thereto, shall have force and effect as if it 
were an act of the Legislative Assembly of 
the Province of British Columbia, and shall 
be held to be an act of incorporation within 
the meaning of the said contract.

In forwarding the draft yesterday, I 
omitted to alter the amount of the cash de­
posit from one to two hundred thousand 
dollars. You are correct in saying that 
that alteration has been agreed upon, but 
you are altogether wrong in vour inference 
that such a sum is all ttifc" security the 
government will have for the whole under­
taking.

In the first place, under the proposed 
arrangement, every dollar of the subsidies 
which comes to the company from any 
source will pass through the hands of the 
government. Again, one-fifth of all the 
proceeds of the land grant bonds are re­
tained by the government. You are to be 
secured for the amount ofjsinking fund for 
which the company is to be responsible.
You do not pay out'any money to the com­
pany until the portion of the line to which 
it is to be appropriated is- actually con­
structed, and, therefore, when the govern­
ment has paid the subsidy, the country 
will have the security of the road con­
structed and equipped, together with all 
the indirect advantages to accrue from the 
expenditure within the province of over 
$20,000,000 in cash, and the opening up of 
what we believe to be the richest and most 
productive part of its_territory.

You will also bear in mind that by the 
17th clause of the agreement the company 
undertakes to promote the early settlement 
of the lands granted to it, and binds itself 
to place two hundred bona 
these lands during each year of construc­
tion.

Under these circumstances, we regret 
that you should have spoken so positively 
in your last communication, and trust that 
you will yet see the expediency of further 
considering the proposition before com­
mitting your government to a final rejec­
tion of the scheme.

Mr. Braden moved the second read­
ing of the Alberni Water, Electric and 
Telephone Company bill. He explained 
that at the present time the only water 
supply obtainable is from wells, and a 
large number of houses being about to 
be erected there on account of mining 
development a water service will be a 
necessity -especially for protection 
against fire. The bill asks tor no mono­
poly, but only for the privilege of supply­
ing these services.

Mr. Huff, as the representative of 
Alberni district, strongly opposed the 
bill, which he said had been asked for 
by people who have no interest in the 
place except perhaps a stake upon a 
rock. He thought that no sane man 
would contend that a water and electric 
light company is a necessity for a place 
like Alberni with only 250 persons living 
there, and to his mind the applicants 
only want this charter for speculative 
purposes—to sell out if in the two years 
that they ask in which to commence 
operations the place amounts to any­
thing. He could see nothing in the bill 
to recommend it, or in Alberni to justify 
such a charter as proposed. He haâ 
every faith in Alberni being a place of 
some consequence in the near future, 
and therefore he did not want to see it 
handicapped by giving away the privi­
leges now asked for. He therefore 
moved, seconded by Major Mutter, that 
the bill be now read this day six 
months.”

The Oriental SS. 11 Victoria ” Brings 
Interesting News From the 

Hermit Kingdom.

Fast Trip of the “ Ladas ’’—Yukon 
Transportation Company 

Organized.

Prompt on time the Northern Pacific 
liner Victoria, Captain Pan ton, arrived 
from China and Japan yesterday morn­
ing after a comparatively uneventful 
but remarkably cold trip begun on the 
22nd of last month. Several times dur­
ing tbe voyage the ship’s upper works 
were mantled with ice with huge icicles
hanging from all parts of the rigging, 
and all this happened when the ther­
mometer stood 15 degress or more below 
zero. Nothing en route was sighted 
save a couple of large steamships, one 
bound for Northern Japan, and the other 
the Hankow one day’s steaming from 
Yokoiiama. It was 7 o’clock when the 
Victoria docked, and though she was in 
port until 2 o’clock in the afternoon no 
one for a moment dreamt that there 

royalty on board. Probably this 
was owing to the disguised manner of 
its appearance. The distinguished tra­
veller was Abder Karim, who claims to 
be a brother of the King of Korea. He 
is very unassuming, however, and did 
not seem to despise steerage accommo­
dation more than any of the many Chi­
nese and Japanese passengers with 
whom he was associated.

The Korean king and crown prince went 
into the Russian legation and formed a 
new government, dismissing all the 
former cabinet ministers. Premier Kim 
Hong Tsee and seven other cabinet min­
isters, known as thé pro-Jâpânesé 
statesmen, were beheaded and their 
corpses dragged around the streets. A 
dêcree, said to have been signed by the 
king at the Russian legation, ordered 
thaï tfaç heads of five of the. murdered 
ministers be fixed on spikes and ex­
posed. All the telegraph wires from 
Seoul Were then Stlt and only meagre 
yews of the coup was obtainable.

On receipt of the news of these occur­
rences American, British and French 
men of war in Jinsen landed detach­
ments of marines, who left for Seoul. 
The King is said to have been induced 
to his action through a desire to avenge 
the murder of the Queen last October. 
All the members of the new ministry 
are said to be connected with the Min 
family, of which the murdered Queen 
was a member. The Tokyo papers at­
tribute the King’s actions to the influ­
ence of the Russian minister. The Rus­
sian embassy, where the King continues 
to reside, is guarded by two hundred 
Russian marines.

The Ladas 
was the first of the salmon vessels 
to leave the coast of British Col­
umbia last season, and she possesses a 
history of which a brief review' may be 
of interest to some of your readers. She 
came around Cape Horn on her voyage 
here, and in those stormy seas was 
struck by an iceberg which came within 
an ace of accomplishing her destruction. 
Such storms and dangers as she went 
through can only be realized by seamen 
of long experience, such as those who 
formed the brave crew that, brought her 
through, and afterwards took her home 
to England in record breaking time. The 
Ladas’ performance is only excelled by 
that of her sister ship the South Esk, 
which made thé passage from Portland 
to the old land in 107 days. The South 
Esk is a bark of 1,480 tons, while the 
registered tonnage of the Ladas is 1,260. 
Ttie performances of these two ships go 
to illustrate how well noble iron ships 
can travel without artificial aid.”
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H.M.S. Comas, whose coming to Es- 
quimalt was heralded some days ago by 
the news of her grounding in San Diego 
harbor, arrived yesterday afternoon hav- 
irtg left San Francisco on Tuesday last. 
The ship was commissioned atSheernees 
in October to relieve the Hyacinth, long 
since departed for England. She is a 
much larger vessel than the latter, for 
while her tonnage is 2,380 that of the Hy­
acinth is but 1.420. Although the speed 
of the Cornus is only placed at a tittle 
over 12 knots her indicated horse-power 
shows that she is possessed of much 
greater strength, in this direction than 
tier predecessor, the proportions being 
in the comparison of 2,000 to 950. The 
Com us being bark rigged has a large 
sail area, and this feature adapts her for 
service on this coast, for she can cover 
long distances very economically. She 
is a single screw vessel, 225 feet long, 
44.5 feet beam and witti 18 feet draft.

only fairly but liberally. Of course there 
are some irreconcilables whom the Gov­
ernment, do what it may, cannot satisfy, 
but we are very sure that the reasonable 
and intelligent men of the mining region 
are now convinced that they will suffer 
no injustice at the hands of the men in 
power. Intelligent men, it may be re­
marked, are always more easily dealt with 
than self-opinionated,self-satisfied politi­
cians who do not know enough to realize 
how little they know. The well-informed 
miners and mine-owners know how the 
mining industry is treated by the gov­
ernment of the States of the Union, 
and they are frank enough to admit that 
the mining laws pf British Columbia 
are, from the miners’ point of yiew, 
more liberal than the laws of the United 
States ; and we have no doubt that vhen 
the new assessment law goes into opera­
tion they will be ready to make the 
same admission with regard to taxes on 
mines in British Columbia.

The recalcitrant miners and others 
who love kicking and who think it patri­
otic to kick should bear in mind that 
they will necessarily require a great deal 
at the hands of the Government. If the 
Government neglects to supply "‘their 
most pressing wants and to accede to their 
reasonable requirements they will kick, 
and with good reason. But how can the 
Government be expected to open up 
their country and do what may reason­
ably be required of them to aid in the 
development of its resources if they can­
not get money enough to do their work. 
If the Government get a good revenue 
from Kootenay they may be expected to 
spend liberally in Kootenay, but if its 
inhabitants protest against a reasonable 
scheme of taxation and declare that the 
Government should rather bonus the 
mines than tax them, how can the Gov­
ernment give them thç accommodation 
and the conveniences they are continu­
ally requiring?^ If mining is successful 
in Kootenay it can well afford to place 
in the hands of the Government money 
enough to enable them to maintain the 
different services generously. If mining 
is not successful their system of taxation 
is such that it will not be required to 
contribute1; largely to the provincial 
revenue. What could be fairer than 
this to all concerned?

Mining operations in British Colum­
bia during 1895 are dealt with in very 
complete and interesting detail in the 
annual report of the Minister of Mines, 
presented to the legislature yesterday. 
The general reports are prefaced by a 
valuaÿe table giving- as completely as 
figures can the particulars of the gold 
mining operations—with a foot note 
stating that without authentic and com­
plete returns respecting silver, lead, 
copper, iron, etc., similar statistics for 
those metals cannot be given.

Gold mining engaged the attention of, 
on the average, 1,060 white men and 979 
Chinese and Japanese, besides those en­
gaged in Trail Creek division, the new­
est as well as the richest in the pro­
vince, but for which unfortunately no 
gold returns were sent in. The output 
of the others was, by districts, as fol­
lows : Cariboo, $282,400 ; Cassiar, $22,- 
576; East Kootenay, $17,575; West 
Kootenav, $10,520 ; Lillooet, $40,663 ; 
Yale, $237,311; a total of $636,644 
of the yellow metal, exclusive 
of the Trail Creek division as previously 
mentioned. Of this total all came 
from placers except $136,000 from the 
quartz mines at Fair view and Camp 
McKinney, 
the returns for 1895 are the largest since 
1887, new methods having brought about 
a revival of the industry in temporarily ; 
abandoned fields. Since the beginning, 
in 1868, $55,000,000 in gold has been 
taken from the fields of this province. 
Appended to the gold statistics is the 
Statement that in 1895 the gold, silver 
and lead in the ore from Kootenay was 
estimated at $2,175.000.

gard to the proposed taxation of mines. 
Mr. Eaton is one of the first men who 
went into the Kaslo country, and he 
made the first shipment of ore from 
Kaslo. Speaking of the assessment bill 
now before the legislature, Mr. Eaton 
remarked that from what thePremier had 
recently said, it was apparent that the 
intention of the government was not as 
at first supposed, to place a two per 
cent, tax on the gross output of the 
mines at the dumjj.

PRODIGIOUS!!

What bloodthirsty neighbors we have ! 
They are burning for revenge for insults 
offered and injuries done them nearly a 
century ago. One would think that 
wrath nursed so long would have caught 
cold and died long before this, the end 
of the Nineteenth Century. But such 
is not the case. Here is a war whoop 
uttered on paper by one of them in St. 
Louis only the other day :

“ But are we to conclude that what 
Engjand has done with us we are in­
capable of doing with England? _ The 
burning and sacking of our national 
capital by the troops of General Ross 
early in the century are still un­
avenged. Not until we pitch camp in 
London will that deep insult be wiped 
out. The only questions are those of 
transfer and terminal facilities. Give 
ns the necessary transports and ocean 
convoy and we can land 1,000,000 men 
on English shores within six months.

EAST KOOTENAY.
Gold Commissioner J. F. Armstrong 

says :
Mineral claims, have this year, for the 

first time, become productive in reality. 
A large quantity of ore is now awaiting the 
opening of navigation for shipment to 
smelters. The demand for means of trans­
portation has resulted in the commence­
ment of the construction of two new steam­
ers and the enlargement of •» third to ply 
on the Kootenay river. There has been a 
large increase in the number of prospectors 
in the southern part of the district. Dev­
elopment work has not kept pace with the 
prospecting, but it is expected the success­
ful working of some of our mines will at­
tract capital, and that next year will show 
an improvement in this branch of mining. 
Further on I give particulars of the devel­
opment of the principal mines in the dis­
trict.

Coal mining has made no progress during 
the year. Coal is herein enormous quanti­
ties, but it must remain unused until the 
coal fields are reached by railways. The 
principal beds are in the Crow’s Nest Pass,

$12 a ton, and Mr.< Retallaek’s 
mines cost him about the same.

Mr. Eaton considered that the best 
method was to tax the smelter returns 
less the actual cost of mining. The cost 
of mining could be ascertained by hav­
ing sworn returns. If the government 
were averse to adopting the suggestion 
of having sworn returns, then as an al­
ternative method he believed that 
an average should be struck of the 
cost of mining and that this should 
be set as an arbitrary amount in the 
place of the $3 now proposed by the bill. 
Another thing he would like was to see 
the mines taxed just on the average of 
what other property in the province was 
taxed—whatever that might be. The 
mine owners all recognized that they 
should bear their proportion of taxation, 
but it should be in the same proportion 
as other property, neither more nor less, 
whether one, two or even three per 
cent., whatever it might be.

He wished to point out too that in dis­
tricts like the Lardeau where there was 
plenty of low grade ore that would make 
it an immense producing district (if the 
industry were properly fostered) nobody 
would care to venture to open mines ii a 
two per cent tax was placed on the ore 
returns and only an allowance of $3 
made for working. At present there 
was no other mining country on the con­
tinent that was attracting so much at­
tention as British Columbia and care 
must 
capital
develop the industry. Mining creat­
ed taxable property by building 
up and supporting towns like Rossland, 
Nelson, Kaslo and the many others that 
were springing up through the mining 
country, and was establishing smelters 
and other industries that could not 
otherwise exist. However, the only 
real difference of opinion was upon the 
amount that should be allowed in the 
assessment act for mining the ore, and 
he believed that this would be settled 
satisfactorily.

NOT A RELIGIOUS QUESTION.

Mr. Laurier, it seems, has been at 
great pains to lead the people of the 

delay Dominion to believe that he is wholly 
independent, as a leader of a political 
party we presume, of the Catholic 

con- church. Was it necessary for him to do 
this? The question which he was dis­
cussing at the time is not necessarily a 
religious question. There need be no 

as more religion in it than there is in an 
ordinary action for trespass or to recover 
a debt. And this, we contend, is the 
way in which the Manitoba school ques­
tion should be regarded by Canadians of 
all denominations.

The denominational minority in Mani­
toba complain that they have been de­
prived by the Legislature of the Province 
of certain rights and privileges in the 
matter of education which are secured 
to them by the constitution. They have 
taken proceedings to regain those rights 
and privileges. The Parliament of the 
Dominion is, in their case, the court of 
last resort. The question to be decided 
by that court is not a religious one. It 
is, “ Is the law on the side of the 
minority? ” Religion has, properly 
speaking, no more to do with 
the consideration of this question 
than it has to do with the considera­
tion of any other business question sub­
mitted for decision to honest and con­
scientious men.

It seems to us that the man who per­
mits his religious or rather denomina­
tional partialities or prejudices to in­
fluence his judgment in the slightest 
degree in coming to a decision on this 
question should be suspicious of the 
soundness of his own judgment and of 
his ability to decide upon it fairly. A man 
who would begin to work out a mathe­
matical problem on what he con­
siders religious principles, would be

DOMINION ARTILLERY.

At the annual meeting of the Domin­
ion Artillery Association at Ottawa last 
week, Lieut.-Col. Prior delivered an in­
teresting address as President. He said 
he had occasion last year in his opening 
remarks to express regret for the small 
representation of members then present, 
he felt, however, that this was unneces­
sary to-day and complimented Lieut.- 
Col. Cole on having so many officers 
present from his command. The affairs 
of the association were in a satisfactory 
condition, it was continuing to do good 
work and in this was ably assisted by 
the Ontario Artillery Association, which 
was, he considered, entitled to very 
great credit for the efforts it put forth 
He drew attention to the report of the 
secretary, which he said contained 
a good resume of the association’s work 
since its inception. He hoped that it 
would be- found possible this year to 
send a detachment to Sboeburyness to 
compete with the members of the 
National Artillery Association of Great 
Britain.

Owing to the fact that there were 
neither forts nor guns in British Colum­
bia his regiment were unable to have 
gun practice—they expected to have 
ty'th of the very best description in the 
near future, and they would then prove 
that they were able to take place with 
the rest of the force.

“ A smelter, of a daily capacity of 250 
tons, is now completed at Trail, and 
pects to “ blow in ” about the 1st of 
February, 1896. The War Eagle and 
the Centre Star companies have an­
nounced their intentions of erecting 
smelters of their own at or near Ross­
land, which will together have a capacity 
greatly in excess of that already built at 
Trail. It is almost certain that two 
more railroads will be built into Ross­
land during the coming year—the Red 
Mountain road, from Northport, Wash, 
(a branch of the Spokane Falls & Nor­
thern), and a branch of the C.P.R. from 
Robson. About forty miners were em­
ployed in the shipping mines of Ross­
land in the winter of 1894-5. About 500 
men are now at work in the same locali­
ties. During 1874 no properties were 
being worked except the Le Roi, War 
Eagle, Josie, Nickel Plate and O. K., all 
situated within a short distance of the 
town, except the last named, which is 
about one and one-half miles west. 
Throughout 1895, and at the present 
time, dozen of mines are employing men, 
ten or fifteen of which can ship ore, if 
they so desire. These mines lie in all 
directions from Rossland, and some of 
them across the Columbia river. Pro­
perties outside the immediate vicinity 
of Rossland are probably employing 200 
men at the time.”

“I am indebted,” adds Mr. Fitz­
stubbs, “ to the courtesy of Mr. E. H. 
Wedekind, the superintendent of the 
Trail smelter, for the subjoined particu­
lars: The- British Columbia Smelting 
and Refining Company decided to build 
its works at Trail Creek landing on ac­
count of its natural advantages. The 
works were commenced about October 
10th, and will be completed about March 
1st, 1896. The object of the company’s 
operations is to treat the ores of Red 
Mountain camp and the surrounding 
country. The capacity of the works, 
when completed, will be about 300 tons 
per diem. The works consist of a sam­
pling mill, ore bins necessary to contain 
a daily output and reserve capacity of 
about 2,500 tons.”

CARIBOO.

Gold Commissioner John Bowron, in 
his twenty-first annual mining report, 
nptes that “ the bright anticipations so 
often indulged in in previous reports 
upon the district appear to be on the 
eve of speedy realization. The season 
may fairly be said to be one of unwonted 
prosperity, and although such activity 
in mining operations must be attributed 
mainly to the introduction of outside 
capital, yet evidences are not wanting to 
show that in the near future very many 
of the enterprises now opening out must 
become contributors to the world’s gold 
yield, rather than absorbers of capital.”

Quartz mining, he notes, may be said 
to be in statu quo, but he adds : “Mr. 
S. J. Marsh, who has had some experi­
ence in the treatment of Cariboo ores, 
and whose views thereon may be found 
in last year’s report, secured a bond on 
the Black Jack mine, and about the 
same time obtained a lease of the gov­
ernment reduction works, has, I under­
stand, made arrangements to erect a 
cyanide plant at Barkerville, which will 
be in operation next spring.”

in quartz mining to our far-famed pi 
mines, the future output of which we 
feel warranted in saying will exceed the 
millions .produced, which rendered the 
district famous in the past.

“ Hydraulic mining is now assuming 
vast proportions in the district. Not as 
carried on in the early days, with the 
use of canvas hcfse with small pipe and 
monitor, with perhaps a two-inch nozzle 
and one hundred feet of pressure, but 
upon a more extensive scale, similar to 
the works elsewhere described as being 
in operation at the Cariboo and Horse­
fly mines.* There are now about thirty 
leases of hydraulic ground held on the 
Quesnelle river, where two years ago 
there were but five.

Recounting a visit to the works of the 
Cariboo hydraulic company, after de­
scribing the “ eighteen miles of ditch, 
upon which a small steamer might run,” 
he says : “Mr. Hobson informs me 
that it will take two years yet to get 
fairly opened out, after which he says 
tie will be disappointed if the output 
does nor amount to one million dollars 
annually! A visit to this mine will well 
repay anyone interested in hydraulic 
mining. The Horsefly mine, under the 
same management, is in some respects 
even more interesting to old miners who 
have not had the advantage of witness­
ing operations carried on by the more 
modern and scientific principles.”

Mr. Bowron notes encouraging pros­
pects for creek diggings, and for river 
dredging, now beginning to assume 
definite shape.
